Romney soars past

Water rates
expected to
rise in Novi

Proposed 4.4-percent
increase is still at low end

By Nathan Mueller
Staff Writer

Water rates appear
1o be on the rise again
this vear, one year after
Novi's rates showed a
slight decrease.

However, compared
to other nearby cit-
ies, Novi's proposed
increase is at the low-
er end of the spec-
trum. According to the
preliminary numbers
from the Detroit Water
and Sewerage Depart-
ment, the city is expect-
ed to see rates jump 4.4
percent. The cities of
Northville and Farming-
ton are expected to see
rates jump 8.3 percent,
Plymouth 8.1 percent
and Wixom 7.9 percent.

Rob West, water and

sewer manager for the
city, said it’s rare that
rates stay the same, but
credits the residents for
buying into the water
management program
that keeps Novi's rate
from increasing drasti-
cally.

“The 4.4-percent
increase, I'm proud of
it to be honest,” he said.
“What people don’t real-
ize is that every little
bit helps, not only vour-
self, but the whole com-
munity.”

The DWSD's rate
structure is a two-part
rate structure that
includes a fixed compo-
nent for capital replace-
ment and a consumption
charge. Also, the city

District saves taxpayers nearly

$2 million with bond refunding

Taxpayers in Novi will
be saving $1,878,377 over
the next nine years after
the Novi Community
School District refunded
more than $15 million in
outstanding bonds.

approximately $895,000,
but a favorable bond mar-
ket pushed it to a near-
ly $2 million savings in
future interest payments.
“To see a savings of
almost 12 percent is phe-
nomenal,” said Steve
Barr, assistant superinten-
dent of business and oper-
ations. “We were thinking
close to 9 percent at first,
and to double that is excit-

ing for us and exciting for
the taxpayers.”

The refunding of bonds
is similar to refinancing a
horne mortgage, and tax-
payers will see the sav-
ings in the debt millage
rate. Barr noted that this
has no impact on the gen-
eral fund budget.

Budget amendment includes
phase two of Landings Park

A new law firm is now
representing the city of
Novi after current city
attorney Tom Schultz left
his previous emplover,
Farmington Hills-based
Secrest Wardle, to join a
new firm.

formance of school districts. In general,

those districts with higher median house-
hold incomes -- like Novi -- perform better
than others. This doesn't mean the more
affluent are better peaple, but they do
have more resources, their communities
are often more stable, their schools are

generally better funded and their children
often do better on standardized tests.

The scores themselves prove how unre-
liable the tests are for comparing school
systems, It's not hard, for example, to find

significant swings in scores from one year
to the next. Does that mean that the qual-

ity of a teaching staff suddenly increased
or decreased, or does that just mean that
there is a naturzl, it unpredictable, volartil-

ity in test scores?

There is also the dubious nature of this
s0-called significant change in how the
tests are scored. In fact, the scores are
tallied the same as always. It is just that a
higher percentage (65 compared to 40) of
correct answers is now required before a
student is deemed proficient. If these tests
really were heipful, the schools would
have addressed the fact that students were
getting._many or most of the questIons - |[iwnw .3 and'$4-argallon; we had two

declared them to be proficient.

The Michigan Department of Education

went back over the last four vears and
adjusted the data to fit the new system.

Not surprisingly,

Novi remains well

above state averages and at the top of
the Oakland County. Using the new cut
scores, Novi students in third, fifth, sixth
and seventh grades showed improvement
in math and reading, while fourth graders
improved in reading. There were no major
dropoffs in any subject level at any of the

schools.

Let's face it, the MEAP tests steal a lot
of time from the classrooms -- not just
their administration but also the weeks of

teaching to the test that precedes them.

And from the time the tests are given to
when the results are released, many stu-
dents have closed the gap in those five
months. They also put a lot of pressure on
teachers, principals and administrators
who feel as though their effectiveness is
measured solely on the outcome of these

tests.

Thankfully, Novi administrators are
looking beyond the MEAP and designing
their own system that gives the district,
students and parents accurate feedback on
a regular basis.

“We don’'t want our teachers to rely on
just data,” said Matthews.
to have personal perceptions and ask ‘“How
does this piece of data fit in with every-

thing else I know about this student?’™”

It’s no surprise that the MEAP is
expected to disappear in a few yvears. The
U.S. Department of Education is develop-
ing a nationwide test, which should be a
more consistent way to compare student

achievement across state lines.

We're happy to see a new test system in
the works. The state has spent plenty of
time and money on the MEAP test, but we
have yet to see proof that MEAP tests are
accurate measurements of student perfor-
mance and thatr they are in any way pre-

dictors of future educational success.

“We won't be satisfied until every stu-

In recognition of Black History
rmonith, !, along with fellow Oakland
County Commissioner Mattie
Hatchett, presented a proclarnation
to Novi resident, Salfy Liuzzo Prado,
youngest daughter of \fola Gregg
Liuzzo,

Vicla Gregg Liuzzo was a 39-year-
old, white, Michigan mother of five,
who was so moved by the news
broadcasts of attacks on civil rights
dernonstrators in Selma, Alabama
in March 19685, that she answered
the request from Martin Luther
King, Jr. to go south and assist the
marchers. She, along with 25,000
other volunteers from all over the
U.S., drove to Selma and worked
for the Southern Christian Leaders
Conference.

On March 25th, Viola and a 18-
year-old local black activist, drove
her car to pick up the last group of
demonstrators. Four Klansmen at-
tacked thern on the road. Viola was
shot and killed and her passenger
left for dead. Knowing the danger,
she left a letter to her family in the
car, where she died.

FBI Director J. Edgar Hoover
painted Vicla as a an unstable
womean who had abandoned her
family to cause trouble in the south.
Her killers received little more than a
slap on the wrist,

Her death stimed a great debate that
resulted in support for the passage
of the Vioting Rights Act along with a
Federal investigation of the Klan,

‘I live in No-ville’

Boundaries blurred between
Novi and Northville

You won't find No-
ville on a map even
though for more than
30 years some people
affectionately say they
live there.

Na-ville is north of
8 Mile, west of Novi
Road to 9 1/2 Mile
road. Residents live in
their respective cit-
ies but attend the oth-
er's schools. Regardless
of the mailing address,
many people think of
themselves as living in
the school district that
serves the Kkids in the
neighborhood.

That’s true for Qak-
land County 52-1 Judge
Brian McKenzie, who
lives on Eight Mile
between Haggerty and
Meadowbrook. He has
a Northville mailing
address, but his home is
in the Novi School Dis-
trict.

“I think of myself as
living in Novi, but I
have a unique perspec-
tive because of my job,”
McKenzie said. “Peo-
ple who are just west
of you, whose kids go
to Northville schools,
think of themselves as
living in Northville.”

The Novi school dis-
trict has 6,357 stu-
dents in kindergar-
ten through 12th grade.
About 150 of those live
in Northville, according
to Ange Vaughan, exec-
utive assistant to the
Novi superintendent.

The Northville school
district has 7,004 kin-
dergarten through 12th
grade students. About
2,600 of those live in
Novi. Unlike the City of
Novi, the City of North-
ville, however, does not
bill its residents for
Novi school taxes.

No-ville is “sort of -
like an urban legend,”
explained Kathleen
McLallen, Novi mavor
from 1993-1999. She has
a Novi mailing address,
but lives in the North-
ville Schoel District.

The confusion grows
when you throw in mul-
tiple Novi zip codes, the
fact that Northville is
in Oakland and Wayne
counties, and there’s a
small municipality of
Novi Township with a
population of about 150
people. Novi Township
lies within the boundar-
ies of Northville Public
Schools.

Also consider that a
portion of Northville is
physically surrounded
by Novi. Novi, North-
ville and Walled Lake
school districts serve

Novi residents, which
also adds to the mix-up.
Natalie Massey lives

in the Novi school dis-
trict, but has a North-
ville mailing address.
“I always say I live
in Novi, because I vote
in Novi and my kids go
to school in the Novi
school systern,” Massey
said.

How it started
Novi High School was

built in the late 1970s

when there weren't a

lot of residents in the
city and the local school
district was Northville,
Novi’'s development
explosion didn’t happen
until the 1980s and ear-
by 1990s.

McLallen said she
first heard of No-ville
in the 1980s.

“People said it with
a laugh, ‘I live in No-
ville, kind of like Who-
ville (Dr. Seuss’s fic-
tional city),” she said.
“No-ville extends back
to when there wasn't

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much of a population,
and now it’s strange.
There are multiple lay-
ers of government that
need to be peeled back
and rearranged.”
Michelle Bain lives at

Eight Mile and Mead-
owbrook. She has a
Northville mailing
address, but her kids
attend Novi schools.

“It always causes
challenges and it cre-
ates a little bit of con-
fusion, but we’ve been
there almost 12 years
and we have gotten
used to it. My kids call
it No-ville.”

Novi Planning Com-
missioner David Greco,
an attorney living in

No-ville in the Royal
Crown Estates subdivi-
sion, said he likes liv-
ing in Novi and he also
likes the Northville
school, Thornton Creek
Elementary School, his
two children attend.

“I'm happy with my
kids” school and I'm
very happy being a
Novi resident,” Greco
said.

Solid expectations for 2012
sales

Coming off a positive 2011 and good
holiday season, Michigan retailers are
looking for an even stronger 2012. Nine-
ty percent expect to increase annual
sales, with most projecting increases of
S percent or more, according to the lat-
est Michigan Retail Index, a joint proj-
ect of Michigan Retailers Association
and the Federal Reserve Bank of Chi-
cago.

“Michigan retailers are optimistic,”
said MRA President and CEO James P.
Hallan. “They are looking at improve-
ments in the economy and seeing that
translate into better consumer spend-
ing and retail sales — a quarter of them
believe their own sales will rise by dou-
ble-digit percentages.”

The industry’s overall sales perfor-
mance increased in January, setting a
course for what retailers hope will be
continued improvement throughout the
year.

The Michigan Retail Index for Janu-
ary found that 48 percent of retailers
increased sales over the same month
last year, while 32 percent recorded
declines and 20 percent saw no change.
The results create a seasonally adjusted
performance index of 63.8, up from 59.1
in December and 63.2 in November. It
was best showing since November 2010.

The Index gauges the performance of
the state’s overall retatl industry, based
on monthly surveys conducted by MRA
and the Federal Reserve, Index val-
ues above 50 generally indicate posi-
tive activity; the higher the number, the
stronger the activity.

Looking forward, 57 percent of retail-
ers expect sales during February-April
to increase over the same period last
vear, while 2 percent project a decrease
and 34 percent no change.

That puts the seasonally adjusted
outlook index at 78.0, up from 71.8 in
December and 75.8 in November.

Nationally, the U.S. Commerce Depart-
ment said sales rose by 0.4 percent in
January, but 0.7 percent excluding autos
— the largest gain since last March.

Employees with social inertia keep
companies from moving forward

ta time when the
economy is show-
iIng signs of positive

movernent, there is grow-
ing concern about the num-
ber of emplovees who are
demonstratng symptoms
of social inertia. While it
rmay be hard to believe that
the “tendency of an object
to resist any change in its
rnotion™ would be a behav-
ioralissue for anyone who
tied their body 1o a pole as
away of holding on dur-
ing the economic storm, the
idea of not moving forward
during its recovery is even
more unbelievable.

The lack of movement
has more to do with atd-
tudes about survival and,
thus so, may have created
an unintentional, through-
the-backdoor-form of enti-
tlement. Survival mixed
with fear and entitlement
is a toxdc combination that
produces a toxinertialistic’
form of behavior that seeps
into the organization like
acontaminant and, when
left unchecked, will alter
the natural, collaborative
chemisiry that comes when
events have taken on a posi-
tve flow.

Ome form of ‘toxiner-
tal’ behavior is uninten-
tional, not deep seeded, and
an unconscious aftermath
of individuals who have
survived the storm with
their wits intact and, now
anchored, are driving pil-
lars into the ground in order
to stabilize their foundation.
Their tendency toresista
change in motion has more
to do wath over-analyzing
every push forward so as
to eliminate risk and mard-
mize certainty. While they
have seen and experienced

the results
of strato-
spher-

ic deci-
sions made
way above
their pay
grade,
their resis-
tant behav-
ior is linked to their need for
a‘guarantee’ that the next
step forward will not rock,
shake or destroy the foun-
dation that they have re-
established.

Managers, charged with
the task of managing for-
ward progress, may often
see that the over-analvt-
cal behavior has a way of
preventng the start of new
ideas, processes or perspec-
tives. Essentially, the wolf
is at the door and will not be
allowed access untl there
15 a guarantee that it has
changed its nature. What
lingers as a valid concern is
easily translated into a call
for inaction and a constant
focus on refortifying the
foundation.

The other form of woxin-
ertial behavior is intenton-
al, very deep seededand a
conscious affront from indi-
viduals who survived the
storm through their witless
disregard for the long-term
growth of the organization.
Their tendency to resist
change in motdon has more
to do with a personal agen-
da of inapplicable rules,
selfish individualism and
the belief that it is their face
that shines the light from
every full moon. While they
have seen and experienced
the same economic storm,
what has emerged is a per-
ceived sense of invulner-
ability that is beyond pen-
etration from any form.of
kryvptonite, Rather than
refortify their foundation,

they are more concerned
with expanding their cubi-
cle influence so that all
movement begins with stir-
ring the mix and pouring its
toxic content before any-
one realizes that the meal is
tajnted.

Managers charged with
the task of managing for-
ward progress may find
often that the over-inflat-
ed behavior has a way of
destroying foundadons,
Essentially, they are the
wolf in the cube and offer
no assurances that they
will change their nature.
The positive progress
needed occurs when they
have been removed from
the organization and their
toxinertalistic behavior
becomes the concern of
some cther, desperate orga-
nizanor.

The pace, speed and
force that has driven the
21st century economy has
brought with it forms of
inter-organizational behav-
ior that exceeds, in these
first 12 years, what was wit-
nessed during the one hun-
dred vears of the 20th cen-
tury. Sormme would argue that
what we have experienced
will only serve to make us
globally stronger for the
challenges ahead. In doing
s0, some of the newer forms
of behavior will have tobe
seen, analyzed and man-
aged in a broader light, All
physical laws of change
begin with movement — and
the first obligation of lead-
ership is to understand the
how and why elements that
prevent movement.

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Detroit housing

market improves in recent months

The list of housing markets
showing measurable improve-
ment expanded by 29 metros in
February to include a total of
98 entries on the National Asso-
ciation of Home Builders/First
American Improving Markets
Index (IMI), released Feb., 6.
Thirty-six states are now repre-
sented by at least one market on
the list,

Michael Stoskopf, CEO of
the Building Industry Associa-
tion of Southeastern Michigan,
said the market has improved
recently. “Over the last couple
of months, locations in Michi-
gan start showing up,” he said.
Those included Grand Rapids
and Muskegon.

The metro Detroit area
showed up in February's report,
for the four counties of Wayne,
Oakland, Macomb and St. Clair.

“They look at three factors.”
Those are sustained improve-
ment in home sale prices, new
home permits, and employment.

“All three of those areas
have improved consistently,” a
pleased Stoskopf said.

“Pleasantly surprised. You
hepe that the Lions make the
playoffs and all of a sudden they
do. Hopefully we stay on this
iist for a while.”

He had looked monthly at sta-
tistics, and found “all of those

very excited about it. Hopefully
we carn sustain the momentum,”
Stoskopf added.

The index identifies metro-
politan areas that have shown
improvement from their respec-
tive troughs in housing permits,
employment and house pric-
es for at least six consecutive
months. The February index
adds some metropolitan areas
that have been particularly
wealk; this is due 10 the fact that
the IMI measures improvement
from a bottom, and some of the
hardest hit markets are showing
signs of coming off of extreme
lows. Keeping this in mind, nota-
ble new entrants to list in Febru-
ary include Miami, Fla.; Boston:
Detroit; Kansas City, Mo.; Port-
land, Cre.; Memphis, Tenn.; and
Salt Lake City.

“The number of improv-
ing housing markets has ris-
en for six consecutive months,
and 36 states now have at least
one metropolitan area on the
list,” said NAHR Chairman Beb
Nielsen, a horne builder from
Reno, Nev. “This indicates that
despite the many challenges
that continue to drag on a hous-
ing recovery — including the
tight lending environment for
builders and buyers — improv-
Ing conditions are slowly but
surely spreading from one hous-
