67 in NoVi, tliings are moVing in 
a positiVe direction.

General of Japan's aimual Japa­
nese InVestment SurVey, 33,190 
people are employed at those 
business, up 932 employees 
from the year piior. 

The majority of Japanese 
business' focus is in the auto-
motiVe sector, and those manu­
facturers created 843 new jobs.

the last year. 

Ted ICawashi-
ma, director of 
North Ameri­
ca for the auto­
motive suppli­
er Japan Auto 
Î arts Industries 
Association on 

Haggerty Road, said wliile the 
economy is still "land of slialsy," 
automotiVe sales are growing 
back again at a faster pace tlian 
the economy itself. 

He also said wliile other 
states may be more econom­
ic friendly, Micliigan is still the 
heart of the industry. 

"EVery important decision of 

the automotiVe future has been 
made in tliis tovra," he said. 
"It's the capital of automotiVe 
brains, and it's where the auto­
motiVe future is always talked, 
discussed and decided.'.' 

Ted Schafer, teclmical cen­
ter Vice president at Toyota 
Boshoku .America on West Park 
DriVe, echoed ICawasliima's 
sentiment that the "Volumes 
are coming back," and the busi­
ness is getting requests to stai^ 
working on future projects. 

He also said that location is 
key, saying "from an engineer­
ing perspectiVe, this is where it 
all is."

There is going to be a large 
retail opening at TWelVe Mile 
Crossing at Fountain Walk as 
Sears Holdings annoimced in 
late February that they Would 
be closing The Great Indoors 

chain of nine stores. 
The NoVi location is 152,000 

square feet and Visible from I-
96. 

Kelly Kaufman, general man­
ager of Twelve Mile Crossing 
at Foimtain Walk, said Monday 
she had not received the offi­
cial word that the store would 
be closing, but Was under the 
impression it was one of the top 
stores and doing well. 

"I couldn't eVen begiii to tell 
you," she said of how big of a 

loss the store closing will be. 
"I'm going to be sad to see tliat 
store close." 

No official store closiure date 
has been annoimced, but the 
closure is part of a series of 
moVes affecting Sears Home­
town and Outlet Businesses, 
certain hardware stores and K-
Mart. 

There are six other Sears 
Holdings stores tliat will close

It was only tliree months ago 
that Anthony Salah was gliding up 
and down the ice with his Tigers 
teammates in the NoVi Youth 
Hockey Association mite diVision. 

And now the 7-year-old is in a 
fight for liis life as he imdergoes 
treatments at the UniVersity of 
Texas M D Anderson Cancer Cen­
ter in Houston to battle Medul-
loblastoma, the most common 
malignant brain tumor in chil­
dren. 

Salah underwent 12-hour sur­
gery on Nov. 25 to liaVe the brain 
tumor remoVed, and according to 
liis coach, Jim Allen, has complet­
ed radiation treatment. The next 
step is chemotherapy, and doctors 
are waiting for liim to get stron­
ger before starting it. 

"It was all really quite a shoclc," 
Allen said. "He is a Very bright 
kid and someone you loVed to 
liaVe on your team and was a joy 
to be arovmd." 

To honor their teammate, the 
Tigers players wear a black '7' 
patch on their jerseys and stick­
ers on their helmets. Allen said 
being so yotmg, they don't fully 
understand wliat S^ah is going 
tlirough. 

"We just want to try and sup­
port him and help him," he said. 
"We are down a man on our team 
and We are all pulling for liim and 
showing our support for liim and 
liis family in a time of need." 

To help Salah and his family, 
the NoVi Youth Hockey Associa­
tion is sponsoring a fundraiser at 
their aimual Coaches Cup game 
at 5 p.m. on March 17 at the NoVi 
Ice Arena.

However, Schafer did 
say that finding quali­
fied employees has got­
ten harder. 

"The job market is Very 
tight," he said. "A lot of 
people moVed out of the 
state and got out of auto­
motive. It's tough to find 
engineers and designers." 

N o t just a u t o s 
Ara Topouzian, direc­

tor of economic develop­
ment for the city of NoVi. 

said while the automo-
tiVe businesses may take 
all the headlines in the 
city, the oVerall climate 
is more diverse than peo­
ple think. 

It's research and devel­
opment on a vvide range, 
from software deVelop-
ment to new technology 
and beyond, he said. 

Topouzian noted that 
what he has learned over 
the years that business is 
•taught." 

"If one business tells 
another that NoVi is a 
business friendly com­
munity, then that is 

where they tend to look." 
he said. 

NoVi's neutral territo­
ry and numerous ameni­
ties make it an attractive 
place for businesses to 
locate, and the city bene­
fits from them as well. 

"You don't want to have 
your eggs in one bas­
ket when it comes to 
the types of business­
es," Topouzian said. "Oth­
er communities who rely

Some say that being 
consistent is boring. 

And these are the 

people who would argue 
that Variety is the spice 
of life. However, I would 
argue that there is a place 
for consistency. 

I learned a lesson this 
past week about consis­
tency. Actually, my expe­
rience last week remind­
ed me of a lesson that I 
had already learned, but 
that I obviously had for­
gotten. 

Instead of a regular 
fence, we have an invis­
ible fence around our 
yard. Our dog Kaya has 
learned the boundar­
ies so well over the four 
years we have had the 
invisible fence that we 
stopped putting the spe­
cial collar on her.

Much to my sur­
prise she was behind the 
neighbor's house chasing 
down a possum. I quicldy 
slipped into some shoes, 
ran outside in my paja­
mas, and, lucidly, was 
able to herd her back to

the house. 
I told 

her that 
she was 
bad and 
went back 
to bed. 
About an 
hour lat­
er she 
wanted 
out again. 
I didn't 

want to let her out but she 
was persistent. 

So at 4:30 a.m. I rum­
maged arotmd the junk 
drawer and fotmd her 
special collar. I put it on 
her, let her out, and went 
back to bed. I would be 
getting up in a little wliile 
so she could just stay out­
side. 

After I awoke and pre­
pared to go to work, I 
went out to get the paper. 
Kaya was no where to be 
seen.

The battery 
in her special collar had 
died, and the protection 
afforded by the inVisible 
fence was now useless.

In our house we 
forgot to be consistent 
with our inVisible fence 
collar, and as a result I 
was ruIiIiing around in the 
dark cliasing a dog that 
was chasing a possum. 

In our district I want us 
to proVide a quality edu­
cational experience every 
day. Providing a curric­
ulum tool for our teach­
ers allows them to lcnow 
and tmderstand the goals 
and to ensure that every 
one of oiIr students will 
make progress every sin­
gle day.

construction; or both 
directions open, accord­
ing to plans revealed to 
the public last Thursday 
night at an open house at 
Livonia City HalL 

The project calls for 
the road reconstruction 
of the freeway, bridge 
rehabilitation, geometric 
upgrades, drainage, light­
ing, signage and land­
scaping. Repairs will be 
completed to 36 bridges, 
with five of those bridges 
totally replaced. 

Total reconst ruc t ion 
Rob Morosi, spokes­

man for MDOT's metro 
Detroit region, said eVen 
though 1-96 was recentiy 
resurfaced in 2001, tliat 
repair only lasts seVen to 
10 years. The paVement 
is starting to split apart, 
Morosi said. 

"We'Ve really exhaust­
ed all the opportunities 
to do qiiick fixes," Moro­
si said. "The construction 
will consist of ripping out 
eVerything that was put 
in, in the 1970s, down to 
the sub-base, remoVe the 
existing drainage, put in 
new storm.sewers and 
new pavement.

Karen and Paul Schmid 
know what it's like to 
watch an autistic .son 
struggle with sitting 
through a mass and they 
wonder about other fam­
ilies who avoid church 
altogether, because it's 
just too hard. 

They know how hard 
it is when the sounds, 
sights and perfumes in 
the church can make chil­
dren with Autism Spec­
trum Disorder (ASD) 
anxious and feel the need 
to make noise, move 
about and just want to 
flee. 

Karen has joined forc­
es with Patti Banks, who 
also has an autistic son, to 
begin "All God's Children 
Autism" ministry at St. 
Joseph Catholic church in 
South Lyon. They want to 
give families like their's 
a place to go and feel wel­
comed. 

"Catholics have autism 
as well, where are these 
kids?" Karen asked. 
"Families need support 
and the perfect place for 
tliat should be from their 
church. I want to stait 
with a catechism pro­
gram to bring back fam­
ilies who have left and a 
sensory friendly room for 
them to attend mass and 
not feel like they're being 
disruptive. The parents 
don't have to be concen­
trating on their kids the 
whole time and missing 
out on mass." 

Karen has provided a 
questionnaire on Face-
book, at www.facebook. 
com/agcmin, to gauge 
whether or not there is 
a need. lIiitially it drew 
responses from eight 
families and seven of 
those said they didn't 
go to church because

of their child's autism. 
Schmid and Banks are 
looking for more Face-
book visits. 

"We are just getting 
started and we're try­
ing to get the word out 
there," Karen said. "I 
know there are people 
who have stopped going 
to church. Our hope is 
that we can make this 
successful at our church 
and then teach other 
people to do it at their 
churches so we aren't 
missing people out there 
who really need it." 

Easi ly d i s t r a c t e d 
Karen describes her 

son as "amazing, he's just 
amazing." But learning 
to deal with his behav­
ior that results from the 
autism has been a clial-
lenge. Paulie is six, is 
bI^lliant at math and has 
been promoted to second 
grade at Salem Elemen­
tary School. He was diag­
nosed with Aspergers 
Syndrome, a high-func­
tioning form of autism 
that causes a lot of behav­
ior issues. Little taslts 
can become overwhelm­
ing. When Paulie walks 
into a grocery store, 
for instance, his height­
ened senses accentuate 
the humming of the fluo­
rescent lights; the odors 
from the bakery and fish 
counter are maximized. 
Autistic kids also tend to 
process every comment 
as literal. There are no 
blacks and whites. 

"He was our first (Pau­
lie has a brother, FVankie, 

4 / r 

4 and a sister, Clara, nine 
months) and we had noth­
ing to compare him to," 
Karen said. "We real­
ized that there was more 
than him being a strong 
personality and quirky. 
We would give his broth­
er time out and it would 
work. Just a time out with 
him would take two hours 
and it never seemed to 
help." 

Teachers and staff at 
Salem have taught Paulie 
and the Schmid's how to 
deal with his behavior. 

"I don't know what we 
would have done with­
out them," Schmid said. 
"We've been so blessed 
with all the people there. 
They have changed his 
life and ours." 

Volimteers teacliing 
catechism, however, don't 
always know these tech­
niques and an autistic 
cliild's behavior can esca­
late. 

Banks explains that her 
son, Geno's behavior at 
church was so distracting 
and diffictilt. 

"I had to stop going to 
church," Banks said. "I 
hope to get other parents 
and families comfortable 
in a church setting." 

Banks tried getting 
Geno in a catechism 
class, but he couldn't deal 
with the classroom set­
ting and began running 
up and down the halls 
looking for his two sib­
lings. 

"It was so exhausting to 
take him and bring him 
home it wasn't worth it," 
Banlcs said. "Families

need to feel accepted and 
not feel a.shamed." 

Not only are nois­
es louder, odors stron­
ger and lights brighter 
for autistic children, but 
their balance can be off­
set, too. 

Re l ig ious e d u c a t i o n 
Schmid and Banks are 

investigating if a room 
at St. Joseph can be des­
ignated for families who 
need a controlled atmo­
sphere. Another part of 
the ministry is to devel­
op religious education 
programs where autistic 
children can more easily 
participate in classes and 
in some cases finding dif­
ferent ways to integrate 
tlIem into existing class­
es. Paul Schmid is a Novi 
teacher and is Paulie's 
catechism teacher at St. 
Joseph's this year. 

The ministry would 
give autistic children 
resources to the cate­

chism program for the 
preparation of the Holy 
Sacraments and possibly 
support groups; a baby­
sitting program and even 
a vacation bible school. 
Schmid and Banks aren't 
limiting the possibilities. 

St. Joseph Pastor 
the Rev. Stan Tokarski 
describes the "All God's 
Children Autism Minis­
try" as groundbreaking. 

"I am excited about 
this," Fr. Stcin said. "I 
think it's a wonderful 
opportunity for more peo­
ple to be aware of this. 
Karen is starting some­
thing that is remarkable 
and laying the foundation 
for something that hasn't 
been tried before." 

Banks and Schmid 
believe there are like­
ly many other Catholics 
in South Lyon and the 
surrounding communi­
ties experiencing similar 
challenges. 

"We're learning as 

we go. but if we can 
employ the .same tech­
niques that are u.sed at 
school, therapy and home 
to reach fellow Catho­
lics with autism, we can 
ensure that they will 
have a Christian home 
and a community to 
grow In and feel support­
ed," Banks said. "At the 
same time, parishioners 
will benefit from autism 
awareness cind idejilly, 
acceptance."

Also, 
the share of unemployed people 
looking for work for more than six 
months (long-term unemployed) 
exceeded 40 percent in December 
2009 for the first time since 194S 
when such data began to be col­
lected, and it has remained above 
that level ever since.

It's guaranteed there 
will be a new champion in 
M H S A A DiVision 1 boys 
hockey for 2012. 

LiVonia Churchill 
repeated its regional title 
of a year ago Saturday at 
Plymouth's Compuware 
Arena with a dominating 
performance in a 4-1 win 
over the NoVi. 

The Chargers, outshoot-
ing the defending state 
champions 39-12, scored 
three times during the 
second period and add­
ed an empty netter dur­
ing the final minute to 
adVance once again to the 
state quarterfinals. 

Churchill (21-6 oVeraU) 
faced Grosse Pointe North 
(13-14) in Wednesday's 
quarterfinal at Tirenton's 
KeIMiedyAreIia. 

NoVi (19-7-1) used a 1-
2-2 defeIisiVe zone trap 
Wednesday to upset No. 1-
ranked NoVi Detroit Cath­
olic Central in oVertime, 3-
2, but the Wildcats found 
themselVes on their heels 
tliroughout the first two 
periods as Churchill domi­
nated with a combined shot 
total of 30-6. 

The Cliargers also got 
a pair of key tliird-period 
stops from senior netmind­
er Alex Estes. 

Despite being outshot 15-
3 in the first period, NoVi 
enjoyed a 1-0 adVantage on 
Ryan Kobylarek's goal off 
a two-on-one break from 
TraVis Tlrainor at 6:30. 

"It guess you wonder 
you tiiink twice atiout it," 
Churcliill coach Pete Maz-
zoni said of the first-period 
deficit "They (NoVi) haVe 
a game plan and they stick 
to it, and they do it Very 
well. It forces you... even 
though you're generating 
offense... you still liave to 
make sure you clean tilings 

up defeIisiVely. One bad 
break... and we're down 
1-0." 

Churchill finally cracked 
the hot N o V i goaltender 
Patrick Carney at 2:11 of 
the second when .Andrew 
Puishes scored the equal­
izer fixim K e V i n Louwers 
and Brad Millcs. 

The Cliargers contin­
ued to apply the pressure 
and scored at 8:10 when 
Michael Gambino tallied 
the first of liis two goals on 
a lengthy pin-point tape-to-
tape pass from sophomore 
defenseman E V a n Gib-
boney. 

Gambino struck again 
just 2K>3 later to giVe the 
Cliargers a two-goal cush­

ion on a rebound tap-in 
with Ben Probien and Millcs 
assisting. 

"I tJiink ttxlay they 
(Churcliill) liad great speed 
and liad a lot of shots," NoVi 
coach Todd Krygier said. 
"We played Very poor­
ly in our zone. I just think 
we came out after an emo­
tional win and just didn't 
recoVer. 

".As much as a coach, 
you just try and make sure 
they're just ready for the 
next game. And Churcliill 
was just too good for the 
emotional V i c t o r y we 
had. We just physically 
spent it all beating CC and 
didn't liaVe enough time to 
recoVer." 

"And then Churchill 
is greatly conditioned. 
They're well coached. 
They skate hard, they 
shoot well. They'Ve got 
good talent, so it just gets 
tougher and tougher." 

VWth NoVi pulling Car­
ney for the extra attack­
er, the Ben Proben put 
it away on a breal^away 
effort with 25 seconds 
remaining. 

Churcliill was able to 
solVe the Wildcats from 
clogging the middle of the 
ice. 

"We thought two tliings," 
Mazzoni said. "One was 
to get in and get out 
quick enougli, and quick­
er before they can set 

up. The other tiling tliat 
we feel is that when we 
can get three guys going 
through the neutral zone 
with speed, that we'd be 
pretty tough to beat At 
times we were able to do it 
today, at times we weren't. 

"That kid «2amey) lias 
been in fire since mid-Jan-
uary and they play real 
tight. I didn't tliink we'd 
get four." 

Carney finished with 
a total of 36 saVes, wliile 
Churchill's Alex Estes 
stopped ll-of-12 shots, 
including a couple of key 
stops in the final period. 

"That's tough because 
you're standing down 
there and notliing's going 

on," Mazzoni said. 'Then 
all sudden they score on 
opporttmities and get 
some pretty good chances. 
You have to be mentally 
tough and right now Alex 
is playing well for us." 

The win over the defend­
ing state cliamps puts the 
Chargers In the same posi­
tion they were last year 
when the lost a four-over­
time heartbreaker in the 
quarterfinals against 
Orchard Lake St. Mary. 

"We knew it would 
be a battle," Mazzoni 
said. "They (Novi) went 
tlirough it last year. They 
graduated some guys, but 
brought some nice guys 
in, and the returning guys 
were able to share the 
experience ... so, it's one 
game in the process and 
we'll wake up tomorrow 
find out who the next team 
wiUbe." 

Meanwliile, the season 
ends for the W^dcats and 
Krygier, who said he plans 
to return and coach again 
next season. 

"I'm extremely proud of 
our guys," he said. "They 
worked extremely hard. 
It's our first loss in 14 
games... and we lose to a 
good hockey team. We're 
disappointed, but I'm not 
upset. I'm very proud of 
my guys on how liard they 
played and how hard they 
worked And even today 
- when we didn't liave a 
lot to give -1 really felt 
our guys did the best we 
could. Hockey is like tliat 
many times. I've seen it 
and experienced it as a 
player. You're just doing 
the best you can do and 
sometimes you don't liaVe 
it those days. .And the oth­
er team does. .And to their 
credit, they (Churchill) 
got the vvin."

Q: Does our assodation Iiave 
to grant a parking request as a 
reasonable accommodation under the 
Fair Housing Act vthen the member 
hasn't paid his condominium dues? 

A: While that decision may 
not be clear in Michigan, 
according to a recent 
decision in New Jersey, 
the member's parking 
accommodation request was 
not reasonable. In that case, 
the association had revoked 
the disabled person's parlcing 
privileges because he was 
substantially in arrears on 
his montlily assessments. 
The state civil rights agency 

fotmd no 
probable 
cause to 
support his 
claim and 
the Appeal 
Court upheld 
the decision. 
The court 
indicated that 
tmder fair 
housing law, 

housing providers may be 
liable for refusing to make a 
reasonable accommodation 
in rules, policies, practices, 
or services when necessaI-y 
to afford a person vvith a 
disability equal opportunity 
to use and enjoy a dwelling. 
However, the court noted 
that the duty to provide a 
reasonable accoInmodation 
for a resident with 
a disability does not 
necessarily entail the 
obligation to do everything 
possible to accommodate 
tliat person. The court 
reasoned that although the 
association may be liable for 
failing to provide a resident 
with a disability a parldmg 
space accommodation, the • 
member's accommodation 
request was unreasonable 
because the association 
collected assessment fees 
to maintain the common 
areas of the community, 
including the parldng lot, 
but since the member 
didn't make liis required 
payments for several 
montlis, the association had 
a right to reVoke liis parldng 
privileges. In that particular 
case, the association also 
attempted to resolve the 
parldng issue with the 
member and accommodate 
liis needs by offering a 
payment plan wliich was 
rejected. However, each 
case is fact intensive and 
you are best advised to 
consult with your association 
attorney who presumably 
has Jaiowledge of tlie Fair 
Housing Act. 

Q: SeveraI of our neighbors in our 
condominium are concerned about 
second-hand smoke that is infiltrating 
our unit Do you think iwe have any 
lecourse? 

A: A tough question since 
there may not be a specific 
statute or rule in your 
condominium that deals with 
this. The cases are somewhat 
divided about whether 
smoldng in a unit where the 
smoke permeates another 
unit constitutes a nviisance. 
It would seem to me that you 
would haVe to have specific 
bylaw provisions limiting 
smoke inside of the imit 
in order to be reasonably 
successfiil, but that may 
or may not be the case 
depending upon the covurt 
and jurisdiction. You are best 
advised, if you are a board 
member, to consult with your 
association attorney.

With h i r i n g picking up, is it 
reasonable for a job seeker to believe 
that she can resume her career where 
she left off before becoming 
unemployed? While most experts 
agree that it may be possible, they also 
concur that such a rebound is difficult 
and takes a great deal of commitment . 
For those wi l l ing to put in the effort, 
here are five strategies for getting back 
on the career path. 

1 . B e c e r t a i n o f y o u r c a r e e r g o a l s 

Before trying to get back on track, be 
sure you're heading in the direction 
you really want to go. Having a clear 
sense of what you want will make it 
easier to target your efforts towards 
specific positions and companies. 

"I wou1d recommend clients reflect if 
they want to re-enter the same career 
field or if this is a time to transfer into 
a new career,'.' says Mike Blount, a 
career coach at Messiah College 
Internship Center in Grantham, Penn 
. Adds W i i Lemire , director of career 
services at Western New England 
Co11ege in Springfield, Mass "This 
may be a good time to do some career 
assessment to confirm that you are on 
the right path. Your college career 
office may be helpful here." 

2 . E v a l u a t e y o u r s t r e n g t h s a n d 

w e a k n e s s e s 

What skills and qualities do you br ing 
to the table? Being able to clearly 
convey y o u r best assets will make you 
a stronger applicant. B u t to be an even 
better candidate, you also need to cast 
a critical eye and look for things 
employers might perceive as negatives 
~ and fix t h e m . 

Linda Matias, president of 
CareerStrides.com and author of "201 
Knockout Answers to T o u g h Interview 
Questions: T h e Ultimate Guide to 
Handl ing the New Competency-Based 
Interview Style," suggests that job 

seekers write down all the reasons 
they shouldn't be hired and then 
formulate a plan on how to address 
each issue. "Too often, job seekers only 
pay mind to the reasons they should 
be hired. When that happens, they are 
not taking responsibility for their own 
career. No candidate is a perfect 10, 
but each job seeker should do 
whatever it takes to get as close to the 
number 10 as possible." 

3 . S t a y a c t i v e a n d i n f o r m e d 

"Be prepared to explain how you've 
been filling the days since your last 
job," says Cynthia Favre, director of 
career services at Gustavus Adolphus 
College in St. Peter, M i n n . "Employers 
know that it has been a rough job 
market, but they still expect that you 
have something to say about what 
you've been doing. For maybe six 
months you can say you took t ime to 

reassess, regroup and refocus. but 
after that they'll wonder." 

"Stagnation is a resume shredder." 
Blount adds. "Show what you have 
done for your career." 

Ways to keep sharp and prove 
dedication to your field may include: 

• Enro l l ing in cont inuing education 
and skil l -building classes 
• Taking on temporary projects or 
consult ing work 
• Keeping up with trade publications 
and pertinent websites 
• Volunteering,in your area of 
expertise 
• Participating in professional 
associations and conferences 

4 . N e t w o r k 

"When people get to know you, or get 

reacquainted with you, they are more 
likely to think to refer opportunities to 
you," Favre states. "Use Linkedin to 
join groups in your career field or to 
connect with past colleagues to find 
out where people are. It's important, 
too, to continue networking the old-
fashioned way. Join professional 
associations and volunteer to be on 
committees, plan events or work the 
registration table at conferences." 

Lemire adds that career fairs provide 
great networking opportunities as well 
as a chance to hone your "elevator 
pitch." "Research the attending 
companies and participate actively by 
engaging the recruiters in 
conversations about the nuances of 
their company and typical job 
requirements." 

5 . B e c o n f i d e n t 

Finally, don't neglect the fact that 
unemployment can take a heavy toll 
on one's self image. You need to come 
to terms with that period of your life 
before trying to sell yourself to others. 

"Where candidates go wrong is self-
confidence. They get defensive, 
apologetic or uptight when an 
interviewer asks the perfectly 
reasonable question, 'Why have you 
been outside of your field for over a 
year?'" Matias says. "Surprisingly, 
many job seekers don't prepare a 
response to this question ahead of 
time. It is as though they are hoping 
the interviewer won't broach the topic. 
Candidates should prepare a brief 
response, and then practice saying the 
response unti l the answer rolls off the 
tongue."
