As the world chang­
es this requires our dis­
trict to ensure every stu­
dent is prepared to be 
successful in education 
beyond high school. 

It is no longer reason­
able to expect that adults 
can find good jobs with­
out at least some college 
education. Our district 
has a duty to ensure that 
every student is prepared 
to be successful in that 
enVironment. 

Life changes. It used 
to be that you could get a 
good job and liVe a mid­
dle-class life with a liigh 
school diploma - or less. 

That is no longer the 
case. 

Our district is com­
mitted to preparing stu­
dents to be successful 
in Qollege though our 
AdVanced Placement pro­
gram, oiu- Internation­
al Baccalaureate course, 
and rigorous curriculum 
expectations. 

My dog Kaya is learning 
to adapt to a new enViron­
ment. The world in wliich 
we now liVe is more com­
petitiVe tlian it has ever 
been. Our district lias 
adapted and will contin­
ue to adapt so tliat we can 
continue to "deVelop each 
student's potential."

The proposed cliang-
es, presented to the board 
on March 8, call for the 
elimination of lugher lev­
el International Bacca­
laureate math, as well 
as adding a regular cal­
culus class and creating 
two standard level math 
classes. 

Maggie Laine, IB diplo­
ma program ccwrdina-
tor, said the issue is tliat 
the content is not as simi­

lar as they first thought it 
Would be When adopting 
the program. 

"We tliink tliis is a much 
more viable path for our 
students," she said. 

Tliis is the second year 
for the IB program in the 
district, and Laine said 
they are still Worldpg 
tlirough some bumps in 
the road. 

She feels these chang­
es Will help smooth those 
out, and better prepare 
students for the future. 

According to district 
officials, more students 
are receiving Algebra 1 
at an earlier age, allowing 
for more advanced topics 
to be taught at the liigh 
school leVel. 

The proposed calcu­
lus class would be one 
semester, taught oVer the 
course of an entire year 
With precalculus support 
tied in. 

"It's sloW enough and 
comprehensiVe enough 
that it would really do the 
trick for our ldds," Laine 
said. 

The sta1:tup cost for the 
calculus course is esti­
mated at $7,903.50 for 60 
textbooks, and $2,872.50 
for the 30 textbooks need­
ed for the standard level 
IB courses.

Patterson and his Republican brethren in the 
Micliigan state Legislature figured they coi1ld 
effectively do an end-around the established 
process to draw up new county commission 
districts after the 2010 Census was released. 

Republicans were unhappy because the 
new maps were drawn last year by the five-
member Oakland County Apportionment 
Commission comprised of three Democrats 
and two Republicans. And. of course, the new 
map favored Democrats, which isn't a big 
surprise considering the party vidth the short 
end of the stick always complains when the 
rival party is in charge of drawing up voting 
districts. 

Republicans challenged the district maps 
in court last year, but the Micliigan Court of 
Appeals and Michigan Supreme Court both 
rejected the challenge. 

So, Patterson looked to l o s i n g , currently 
dominated by Republicans, for help. 

It didn't take long for the Legislature to craft 
a law that stripped the county's own appor­
tionment commission of its power. The new 
law, which applies only in Oaldand County, 
reduced the number of county commissioners 
from 25 to 21, and turned over redistricting 
duties to the Republican-controlled Oaldand 
County Board of Com111issioners. 

Gov. Rick Snyder, who signed the bill into 
law in December, said it created greater 
transparency to the redistricting process. 
Patterson said the new law will save the coun­
ty lots of money because it reduces the size of 
the board of commissioners. 

The move enraged Democrats, who called 
it a blatant Republican power grab. Ingl1am 
Cotmty Circuit Court Judge William Collette 
agreed, striking down the new law (Public 
Act 280) back in February, The judge based 
his opinion on tluree issues: a need for a two-
thirds majority vote for approval, because 
it dealt -witli a local naatter; limited time for 
county voters to request a judicial review 
of a new apportionment; and a violation of 
the Headlee Amendment as it relates to an 
unfunded mandate. 

Patterson attacked the decision because, as 
he said, "Ingham County Circuit Co11rt 11as a 
long record of r111ing in favor of Democrats, 
only to be overttumed by l1igher coi1rts." 

Earlier this month, the Micl1igan Court of 
Appeals agreed w i t h Judge CoUette by a 2-to-l 
vote. While they didn't agree Vidth all three of 
l1is reasons, the decision essentially restores 
the maps drawn by the coimty's apportion­
ment commission and the board of commis­
sioners back to 25 members. 

Republ icans are not happy. Patterson 
said the appeals court is s tacked with 
Democrats. So they vidU appeal it to Micl1igan 
Supreme Court, where Patterson and fellow 
Republicans apparently feel like they wi l l 
have a better shot. 

O f the seven justices on the M i c h i g a n 
Supreme Court, foi1r were nominated by the 
Republicans. Forgive us i f we sound a bit 
cynical here, but you almost know how this 
thing is going to end up. Apparently our legal 
system has become like the other branches of 
government, a tool of political partisa11sl1ip. 

T h e r e a l i t y is the O a k l a n d C o u n t y 
Apportionment Com1i1ission drew up its dis­
tricts exactly the same way it is done in all of 
the state's 83 coi1nties — and the way Oaldand 
County has done it in the past. The big differ­
ence this year, of course, is tl1at Democrats 
for the first time controlled the apportio11ment 
commission. They did nothing illegal. There 
was no reason for Public A c t 280 — other 
than to suppress the ci11Tent law and to main­
tain Republican power over the redistricting 
process. If Democrats puiUed a similar stunt. 
Republicans would be howling about their 
power grab. And they wot11d be right. 

This delay is u11fair to residents and poten­
tial candidates. It's less than two months 
until the filing deadline, and com1i11ssioner-
hopefuls have yet to know for what race they 
would be campaigning. We can o111y hope tt1at 
the Supreme Court will see past its ovm par-
tisansliip to recog11ize ti1is new law for wliat 
it is — a partisan move by Oaldand Coimty 
Republicans and their supporters in the state 
Legislature. If the Supreme Court comes 
down on the side of Republica11s, it wUl make 
a mockery of the redistricting process not 
only in Oakland Coimty, but the entire state of 
Micl1igan.

More tlian a 
dozen cats liaVe been 
adopted tlirough the store 
since Cliristmas. 

Adoptable cats remain 

in cages while they're in 
the store, which is usually 
for two week stints; then 
they go to a Furry Friends 
foster home and back 
at the store for another 
chance at being adopted. 

"If they don't find a 
foreVer home, they go 
to the foster family so 
they aren't in cages all 
the time," Pasek said. 
"There's so many animals 
who need homes. That's 
why I love having a pet 
store. I'm an animal lov­
er. I have Very little tum-
oVer, because we're all 
animal lovers." 

Many of the employ­
ees who started with Pas­
ek when he opened the 
5,500-square-foot shop 
in the summer of 2003 
are still vvith liim pro­
viding food and supplies 
for dogs, cats, small ani­
mals, reptiles, fish and 
birds. Market Place Pets 
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is also home to Scuttles, 
a Sun Conure bird, who 
lives in the store with a 
big bearded dragon lizard 
and two cats. Little Bea 
and Millie. 

Furry Friends is a no-
kill organization and 
members keep cats in 
their homes or in the pet 
store until they are adopt­
ed. Cats and dogs usual­

\Vlien Charles Malic was a 
sophomore at Novi High, he 
picked up a set of golf clubs and 
fell in love with the game. In a 
few short years, he's gone from 
novice to hopeful collegiate var--
sity walk-on and future golf club 
manager. 

Mallo, 20, is a 2009 graduate of 
Novi High and a current jurIior 
at Methtxiist University in North 
Carolina. He Wcts recently named 
one of the six interns for the inau­
gural group at the three-year-old 
prestigious THImp National Golf 
Course in Loudoun, Va., 27 miles 
northwest of Washington, D.C., 
along the Potomac River. 

"There's a lot going on. It's a 
very broad internship," Mal­
lo said. "It's a big operation. This 
place is massive and has 200 
members. 

"This is their first full year 
with all the amenities of the club. 
Tliis is their first year of hav­
ing interns. They completely just 
redesigned tliis thing from the 
ground up. They have two I8-hold 
golf courses. There's an 18-foot 
fountain. (Donald TWmip) basical­
ly went in and said none of this is 
acceptable." 

This summer's internship will 
be both larger tlian Mallo's past 
two while also providing him with 
added responsibilities. His pre­
vious two were spent during the 
past two summers at Biwlrfield 
Country Club near Buffalo and 
The Oak Park Country Club near 
Chicago. 

"My first two Internships were 
definitely on different ends of the 
spectrum," Mallo said. "The first 
internship was on the larger end 
of the golf spectrum. Sophomore 
year, I kind of gained a little bit 
more responsibility. I've kind of 
added more pieces to the puzzle. 
I tliink it'll be a good opportunity

for me to prove myself." 
Mallo's major is business 

administration, but his minor is 
the PGA golf management pro­
gram. Only 20 schools in the 
entire country offer this PGA-
certified program. The first was 
Ferris State University in 1976, 
which is still the only school in 
Michigan with it The next closest 
locations aire Oliio State and Penn 
State universities, Mallo said. 

"I thinlc from day one, it's a lot 
more of a career-focused patlL 
Second week as a freshman I was 
writing resumes and cover let­
ters," Mallo said of the program. 
"We're taught professionalism 
almost from day one and there's 
no real brealdng in. 

"The internships and liaving 
our work study program gets us 

used to working around the golf 
course. A lot of kids will do the 
work study (unpaid) just to get 
the experience. When you gradu­
ate, your resume already lias four 
different clubs and you have net­
working." 

In addition to the 151/2 credits 
and four internships, another fea­
ture of the PGA golf maiiagement 
program is the Playing Ability 
Test, which requires the students 
to be quality golfers. 

"You play 36 holes. You have to 
shoot 15 over the couI-se rating," 
Mallo said. 

He said the course rating at 
The linlcs of Novi is a 68.7 aver­
age, meaning golfers would have 
to score a 152 or under to pass the 
PAT during either one 36-hole day 
or two consecutive 18-hole days. 

MaUo took the PAT at Oakland 
University last semester and 
missed it by tliree strokes. He 
plans to take it again March 24. 
He said 70 percent of students 
pass it by their junior year and 
he would like to be part of that 
group. 

Passing the PAT is a program 
requirement and also a require­
ment to try out for the varsity 
golf program at Methodist Uni­
versity, wliich lias a long his­
tory of success on the course. 
The women's team has won 14-
straight NCAA Division m golf 
titles (and 15 of the past 16 since 
1996), while the men won in 2010 
after vidnning nine of 10 years 
from 1990-99 and regularly fin­
ishing in the top five for the past 
decade. The men's team is also 

captained by an .All-American, 
Mike Wesko from New York. 

"I play with a lot of kids on the 
golf team and can go stroke for 
stroke with them," Mallo said. 
"It's a really competitive atmo­
sphere. Everyone's trying to set 
yourself apart." 

Although he's far from home, 
Mallo isn't the only Michigander 
at Methodist UIiiversity, let alone 
in the P G A golf management pixi-
gram. He said he has a pair of 
classmates from Tl-oy and Mid­
land, as well as Pittsburgh native 
Ben Boyle, who moVed to Bloom-
field Hills for his seIiior year of 
liigh school before joining the 
Methodist Varsity golf team 

"I definitely want a future in 
the resort golf business," Mallo 
said ofliis eVer-g^owdng passion. 
•'Customer relations llas been my 
strong point I can haVe a fiVe-
minute conversation with just 
alxjut anyone atiout anytliing." 

He said the PGA affiliation with 
the pIrogram, the year-round play­
ing conditions, the internships 
and the quality golfers he calls 
classmates liave all helped him 
develop from tliat your novice 
on Novi's junior varsity squad to 
a player who is optimistic about 
liis cliances at maldng the varsity 
team of a prestigious program as 
a senior next year. 

"Its an honor to get the oppor­
tunity to work under the golf pro­
fessionals I've worked under at 
the university," Mallo said. "I've 
land of learned you can never 
stop learning. You never know 
when you might leam some-
tliing tliat'U cliange how you view 
tliings."

T h e b u s i n e s s o f e d u c a t i o n

It Strikes me that peo­
ple don't like to use the 
words business and 

education in the same 
conversation. I often find 
myself stepping out of 
an awkward exchange 
because people don't like 
to mix these two subjects. 
With some fore thought, 
I find that not only do the 
two models fit together, 
but also putting them side 
by side can teach us a 
great deal.

Now switch to busi­
ness for a second and 
ask yourself the same 
question. If a business 
is struggling, wliat con­
cept forces it to improve 
or close its doors?

Primarily 
because a charter school 
can act as a business in 
that, it can release inef-
fectiVe staff, change its 
model to suit the needs of 
its customers, and close 
its doors if it can't meet 
the needs of the public it 
serVes. Charter schools 
haVe a history of enroll­
ment waiting lists and 
better than aVerage grad­
uation rates to proVe 
their worth. There are 
some minor draw backs 
however, chaIter schools 
are in demand, and the 
public school districts 
aren't at all happy about 
it. Ask yourself why. 

The second concept is 
the commtmity college 
ftmding announced sev­
eral months ago by Pres­
ident Obama at the Uni­
versity of Michigan. Any­
one that laiows me states 
that my poUtical Views 
are personal to me and 
I don't usually share 
them unless necessary. 
I always haVe respect 
for the Presidents' office 
based on the job that it 
carries and that some­
one wall ultimately know 
more than I do about a 
giVen situation. With that, 
the fimding proposal for 
community colleges has 
me a bit puzzled. 

In a struggling econo­
my like ours, jobs are 
needed for college grad­
uates. I heard a statistic 
the other day that 13 out 
of 100 college graduates 
will begin work in their 
field of study within 12 
months of graduation. 
Back when I was in busi­
ness school, the busi­
ness concept of supply 
and demand was deliV-
ered repeatedly. Learn­
ing this concept meant 
that you understood 
how to pull back supply 
to stabilize a price and 
effectiVely meet market 
demand. 

Now back to commu­
nity colleges, why is it 
important to make fund­
ing for training/edu­
cation of more people 
when ultimately they 
will haVe no jobs to go 
too? Somehow, the sim­
ple concept of supply 
and demand is being 
met. I'm certainly not 
saying that the funding 
shouldn't be put forth 
howeVer, spend it on 
job placement servic­
es or create programs 
between areas business 
and community colleges 
that use interns or word 
study concepts. In short, 
the supply is growing 
every December and 
June with every college 
graduation. This coun­
try needs paid career 
tracks for these sldlled 
graduates. Keep tuition 
in check and work on job 
programs; it's one of the 
simplest equations in 
business of education!

For most job seekers, tlie art of 
negotiation comes into play at two specific 
times in tlieir careers: during an initial job 
negotiation and at their performance 
evaluation. Some negotiations operate on 
a grand scale, with discussion about 
company cars and relocation allowances. 
But most of us focus on one thing in our 
negotiations: salary. 
There are. however, a number of possible 
negotiation points for new and existing 
workers. And with many employers 
delaying or deferring raises because of 
tougli economic challenges, hiring 
managers are more open to discussions 
about alternatives. Here are just a few of 
tlie possibilities that many workers are 
not aware of. 

Time off. For many of us. time off is as 
important (if not more important) as 
monetary compeIisation. But workers may 
not be aware that they can negotiate for 
time off. 

• Paid vacation time is an extra benefit 
that is often negotiated at the time a job 
offer is made. Companies often use extra 
vacation with pay as an incentive to bring 
new talent onboard. They may also use it 
as a retention tool if an employee is 
considering leaving. You can negotiate for 
a few more days or even weeks than you 
were originally offered. 

• Companies may be also open to allowing 
workers who are seeking more time away 
from the office an option to take unpaid 
time. Some employees may be able to 
negotiate an extended unpaid leave, which 
allows them more time to spend with 
family, take an extended trip, do volunteer 
work or take a class. 

• If extended time out of the office Is not 
available, consider negotiating for time off 
on specific days that are Important to you, 
such as a birthday or anniversary. 
Let your company know how Important 
time out of the office is to you, and 
develop a plan for how work will be done 
In your absence. 

Dress code. Many workplaces have casual 
Fridays, but you may be able to negotiate 
a more relaxed dress code for every day of 
the week. 

Your company may be open to talking 
about this perk, but their willingness to 

change the dress code may depend on how 
much you and your co-workers interact 
with the public. 

Education and career enhancement. 
Many workplaces have programs in place 
for tuition reimbursement if employees 
are attending a college or university. But 
those programs do not always 
automatically cover classes, workshops 
and seminars that are not part of an 
undergraduate or graduate program. 

Discuss your interest in career-enhancing 
courses. This may include continuing 
courses in your field or in a related field. 
They may also be willing to pay for 
attendance at seminars on time 
management and orgcinization. Remind 
your company that they will reap the 
benefits of what you leam. 

Environmental firiendliness. You may 
also be able to negotiate for perks or 
rebates for adhering to a company's 

"green" guidelines or for developing more 
environmentally friendly ideas. Empioyees 
might receive a bonus for giving up a 
parking space, biking to work, or 
carpooling with co-workers. 

Companies are eager to explore ideas on 
how to be green at work, so approach your 
company with your ideas. They may 
coordinate a meeting with the buildings 
and grounds manager to review your 
ideas. 

Flexible scliedules. Many employees 
have successfully negotiated this perk at 
work. Employers are more open to 
providing flexible schedules to retain the 
worker. .And employees have been seeking 
out this benefit for several reasons, 
including a desire to commute less and a 
need for work/life balance. .Among the 
possible options: 

• Compressed scheduling, where 
employees work their allotted hours in a

• Family-friendly flexible time, which 
allows workers to come in late or leave 
eariy to attend activities with their child. 

• Working from home, either as one of 
several scheduling options or as a full-
time location for work. 

It's important that any scheduling 
changes take place without impacting 
productivity, so work with your manager 
to ensure that your department has 
appropriate coverage when you're not 
there. 

Wellness. One concept that companies 
have focused on in recent years is 
employee wellness.
