ly has been showing signs
of deterioration. It con-
sistently leaks in several
areas, and while the city
has been patching the
leaks, new ones continue
to formn.

City council approved
the roof repairs at a
cost of $224,650, which
includes a 25-year man-
ufacturer guarantee for

both labor and materials.
Construction on the roof
is expecred to start mid-

July.

The quality of the
audiovisual system in the
council chambers also
has been fading, with
many of the systems
requiring routine main-
tenance. The system also
uses standard definition
broadcast video with lim-
ited projection and pre-
sentation equipment.

Pearson noted that the
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room is used often for
various board and com-
mission meetings, and an
upgrade was needed.

“This gets us into the
modern times,"” he said.

The new system, which
includes the construction
of an audiovisual control
room and ADA accessi-
ble presentation area in
the back of the council
chambers, is expected to
Improve iinage presenta-
tion and audio systems,
utilize high-definition
cameras and improve the
audio system among oth-
er upgrades.

The system upgrades
were approved for an
amount not 1o exceed
$280,835, and that money
is coming from restricted
PEG fees used for capi-
tal improvement projects
such as this.

It's estimated the proj-
ect will be completed by
the second quarter of the
2012-3 fiscal vear.

new version to ‘take off’

Novi resident hopes to show off largest collection
of Michigan State Fair memorabilia known

There is no replac-
ing the rich history of
the Michigan State Fair,
which entertained mil-
lions of people on Wood-
ward Avenue for more
than 100 years.

But Bob Porter, the gen-
eral manager of the last
Michigan State Fair in
2009, said the new Great
Lakes State Fair at the
Suburban Collection Show-
place m Novi, if run prop-
erly, will “really take off.”

Porter said there was
definitely a need for a
state fair, and was con-
cerned that it may never
return.

“I think a lot of people
thought of the state fair
as their Super Bowl,” he
said. “I think it can def-

initely be revived. If

had gone much longer,
though, I don't know how
well it would have been
received.”

Porter, who lives in Fern-
dale, said he believes the
state fair struggled in
Detreit because of the city's
image and that agriculture
1s isolated from the area.

“Moving it to a new
location that is more ori-
ented in the agricultur-
al world is going to have a
positive effect,” he said.

Porter said he also sees
a great “value” in what a
state fair brings to peg-
ple, especially children.

“Kids growing upin
inner cities and highly
urban areas think harn-
burgers are something
grown where your drive
up and they hand it to you
through a window,” he said.

Novi resident Bob Cum-
mings, who volunteered
at the Michigan State Fair
for 12 vears, said he was
excited to hear the state
fair was coming back.

Cummings boasts
the largest collection
of Michigan State Fair
memorabilia known,
including more than 60
programs from differ-
ent years, with the oldest
going back to 1879.

He is hoping to be able
to display it at the Great
Lakes State Fair, while
also adding a new pro-
gram to the collection.

“I always love show-
ing that kind of stuff,” he
said. “It’s great hearing
people reminisce.”

ing to put together a 21st
century version that is in
alignment with the suc-
cess, and able to promote
what we know is true, and
that builds upon that rich
Michigan heritage of our
agricultural community.”

On top of the agricultur-
al and livestock focus, the
Great Lakes State Fair
also will feature a Shri-
ner’s Circus, large mid-
way with carnival games
and rides, a beer tent,
camping village, mer-
chandise and concessions
and live entertainment.

Organizers are still
finalizing the entertain-
ment, but Bowman said,
“If there were any major-
Michigan-based, born
and bred entertainment
acts that would like to
help us come launch this
thing, we would certainly
appreciate that help.”

Mayor's plea

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt
took it a step further.

“My favorite entertain-
er in the whole world,
even at my age, is aguy
from Detroit, a guy from
Michigan named Bob
Ritchie, also known as
Kid Rock,” Gatt said.

“And if he is listening, or
his folks are listening, for
this thing to be sucecessful
we could certainly use his
help. Show up for one day,
show up for one hour, and
just be part of this, That
is my challenge.”

Bowman said he
believes the fair will
draw between 10,000-
15,000 people per day
in the inaugural year,
but is hopeful that it far
exceeds those numbers
down the line. The last
Michigan State Fair drew
217,000 visitors, with
attendance peaking at 1.2
million in 1966.

“I don’t want to start it
here and go scmewhere
else,” he said. “Butif it
needs te go to more tradi-
tonal state fairgrounds,
then great. But I think we
cannot only start it here, but
help it grow here and stabi-
lize it for the long term.”

on long-term success

® s this year's
ALondon Olym-
pics approach, I

recalled a short-lived
inspiration from the 1968
Mexico City Olympics.

That year Dick Fos-
bury won the 1968 Qlvm-
pic gold medal in the high
jump by bending back-
ward over the bar - the
Fosbury Flop. It was rev-
olutionary and I watched
him enrhralled with his
performance.

His effort even inspired
me to give high jump-
ing a try, and out I went
into my backyard to build
a high jump apparatus.

I cut and nailed two-by-
fours together to create a
frame to hold in place the
bamboo pole I somehow
found. I dutifully marked
heights on the two-by-
fours and hammered in
nails every three inches
up to aheightof sixand a
half feet.

After completing the
high jump framework,

I knew I needed some-
thing soft to land on so I
brought out sofa cushions
and pillows. I strategical-
ly planned my high jump-
ing to coincide with my
mother’s grocery shop-
ping so that my use of
the pillows and cushions
would not be called into
quesrion.

Finally I was ready.

I started at three feet.
Truth be told I could have
fallen over that height
but I wanted to be suc-
cessful so I literally set
the bar low. After several
trials with heights below
four feet I felt I was final-
ly ready for a challenge. I
set the bar at five feet.

That was the last time I
tried high jumping with
the Fosbury Flop. I quick-
ly turned my attention
10 other activities that
Ithought might be less
hazardous.

It is good to be inspired
and to set goals. I would
even argue that it is
important to set goals
that are challenging.

This yvear our dis-
trict, after careful anal-
vsis established four
goals. Every student
would make no less than
ayear's growth in a vear’s
time.

- 10 percent fund balance.

Finally, we would focus on
organizational quality and
customer service.

It has been a year. Are
we finished now? Can we
move onto other goals?

At tonight's board of
education meeting I
asked for a report on our
progress on goal one — no
less than a year's growth
in a year's time for every

student. This is going
to tell me what I knew
it would — we did not
achieve that goal.

But I was not discour-
aged. Instead, I was
heartened because now
we had a baseline from
which to measure our
progress as we move for-
ward. We have a better
sense today how many of
our students are growing.
We have a better sense
of whether or not we are
having an impact on the
lives of our students.

Parents and teach-
ers expect our students
to learn in our schools.
Our goal is to take every
student in our district
and move them forward
every year.

The four district goals
that we have established
are not goals that will be
accomplished in one vear.
These are goals that will
move us forward for sev-
eral years.

When my enchantment
with the Fosbury Flop
did not produce immedi-
ate gains, I quickly left
that goal for ancther. We
will not be as quick to
change our direction here
in Novi. After a year we
have a better sense of
the progress that our stu-
dents are making. We will
continue to focus on help-
ing every student in our
district reach his or her
potential as we move for-
ward.

I am excited by the
challenge.

Of the near-
ly 2,000 signatures the
campaign submitted, the
Secretary of State deter-

Nine Mile Pathway Project earns city of Novi recognition

The City of Novi's Nine
Mile Pathway Project has
been recognized by the
American Public Works
Association - Michigan
Chapter (APWAMC) as
the Project of the Year
in the category of Non-
Motorized Transporta-
tion.

The goal of the Nine
Mile Pathway, located
along the north side of
Nine Mile Road between
Meadowbrook and Hag-
gerty roads and complet-
ed in fall 2011, was to con-
nect residents who live
in the city’s most densely
populated area with oth-
er non-motorized facili-
ties, including the nearby
I-275 Metro Trail.

The award recogniz-

es the extensive com-
munication and cooper-
arion between neighbor-
Ing residents and City of
Novi staff who worked
to reduce the impact

to adjacent residential
properties by eliminat-
ing a number of ease-
ments and tree removals,
while retaining as many
natural features as pos-
sible. The cne-mile long,
six-foot wide pathway
meanders through sev-
eral wooded areas that
provide a natural buf-
fer from Nine Mile Road
traffic.

Currently, the City has
more than 225 miles of
pathways and sidewalks.
In 2011, the City adopt-
ed a Non-Motorized Mas-

ter Plan, which provides
recommendations for
in-road facilities, side-
walks, trails, road cross-
ings, design standards,
priority considerations,
funding, and non-motor-
ized routes. The plan
also includes an expand-
ed implementation strat-
egy to ensure efforts to
provide a safe, conve-
nient, and enjovable envi-
ronment for bicyclists,
pedestrians, and other
non-rmotorized users.

The APWAMC is com-
prised of public werks
professionals who plan,
build, maintain, and
improve Michigan com-
munities and contribute
to a higher and sustain-
able quality of life,

U.S. Rep. Thaddeus McCotter has
let his longtime supporters and other
Republicans down.

We don't know vet what the State
Attorneyv General and Secretary of State
will find in their investigation of the
duplicate signatures found on nominat-
ing petitions and photocopies turned in
by McCatter's campaign volunteers.

But the five-term Congressman from
Livonia was ultimately responsible for
submitting enough valid signatures in
time for the deadline to get his name on
the primary ballot. He shouldn't blame
his staff. (One staff member approached
an Observer employee for her signature
outside the Livonia Civic Center Library
the day before the petitions were due.)

We weren't surprised when McCotter
decided over the weekend not to run as a
write-in for the 11th District. He appears
to have lost support from his own party.
Former State Attorney General Mike
Cox, who once assisted McCotter by
going door-to-door in McCotter's cam-
paign for state Senate, said in an inter-
view last week that McCotter didn't care
about Congress anymore.

McCotter filed to run for Congress
again after a failed bid for the
Republican nomination for the U.S. pres-
idency.

We suspected McCotter didn’t care
about Congress anymore when we heard
constituents complain about Mc¢Cotter

not showing up at events in his district,
including candidate forums, and not
holding town hall meetings.

It’s too bad this is the way McCotter's
time in Congress will end, barring a run
as an independent candidate. It's sad
because he’s typically been good to the
auto industry and has represented his
fiscally conservative constituents well.

McCotter often spoke of his desire
to curb spending on a gradual level on
Social Security and Medicare programs.
He wasn’t the Republican that some Tea
Partiers would want, and many Dems
despised him for his anti-Obama posi-
tions on everything from health care
to the economy. Instead, he crossed the
aisle when he felt it was necessary, most
notably on the auto bailout with near-
ly the entire Congressional delegation
from Michigan.

As the incumbent, McCotter would
have been the front runner in the race
and well-positioned to take the win in
November. In fact, he was considered
virtually a shoo-in for the new 11th
House District, which runs through solid
Republican territory across western
Wayne County and into Oakland County.
No doubt, some prominent Republican
candidates backed off the race when
MecCotter decided to seek re-election.

Now the only Republican on the pri-
mary ballot is Kerry Bentivolio, a lit-
tle known 60-vear-old teacher from
Milford.

Any Republican who runs as a write-
in candidate will face an uphill battle.
Write-in candidates, even those with
solid name recognition, rarely get elect-
ed. Voters respond to the names on the
ballot, and it takes a massive effort to
get volers to resonate with a name they
have to write in themselves.

Of course, it’s possible that Democrats
William Roberts or Syed Taj could win
in November.

But whoever ends up winning will need
to be a fast learner. Washington D.C.,
with all its big money, lobbyists and
politics, can be daunting to a newcomer.
And love or hate McCotter, his experi-
ence will be missed in Washington, but
it also leaves a window of opportunity
for a newcomer to make his or her mark
on the 11th District.

Why a quick follow-up

is important

Time is of the essence, not
only in life, but also in your
Job search. Whether you've
just had an interview, met a
new contact or gotten off the
phone with a recruiter, vou
must act quickly -- potential
jobs and connections can be
gone in a flash.

“Every move you make in

approach and response to any

opportunity is greatly
magnified in your audience’s
eyes. For better or worse, this
fact can be unfair unless you
use it to your advantage,”

says Gordon Curtis, author of

“Well Connected.” "If you are
the quickest to respond to an
opportunity or the fastest to
follow up on a conversation,
you will be considered the
most responsive person
overall, even if, truth be told,
you actually are a
procrastinator.”

But the circumstances in
which immediacy is key vary.
After an interview, for
example, it's imperative to
follow up right away to
extend the positive
impression you made, says
Colette Ellis, founder and
head coach at InStep
Consulting,

“In today's tight job market,
it's important that job
seekers do all they can to
stand out from the crowd. If
they wait too long to follow
up, the interviewer may
forget about them -- and why
they're the best candidate.
The interviewer could even
fill the position in the
interim.”

While you want to show
responsiveness and interest,

the key to following up after
an interview is control,
Curtis says.

“Retain control by not
leaving voice mails or emails
that basically say, ‘Don’t
forget about me,"" he says.
Instead, try the following
techniques:

“If you can’t reach the
interviewer by phone, hit
zero to be forwarded to
someone (anyone) you can

ask when a better time to call

is. If they ask you to leave a
message, graciously reply,
‘I'm happy to call back so he
or she doesn’t have to chase

me down.” If your follow up is

via email, end it with, ‘I'll

follow up again shortly unless

you catch me first,”™ he says.

When it comes to tapping
into your network or new
contacts, you may not need
the same velocity as when
you're following up after an
interview. And if you take the
right approach, you don't
risk losing a potential
connection, Curtis says.

“If they are taking time to be
focused, targeted and
strategic with the most
valuable people, they won't
miss out on a thing,” he says.

Echoes Ellis: “Job seekers
should take time to det to
know the people in their
network so that they can
rnaximize their connections
and find ways to build
professional relationships
beyond their job search. It’s
not about attending tons of
events, tossing out hundreds
of business cards and
résumeés and hoping things
will pan out,” she says. “It’s
about being strategic in vour
approach: selecting specific
events that are relevant to
your target industry;

engaging in thoughtful
conversations with new and
current connections; being
diligent about following up
on new leads and contacts;
and staying in contact with
your network to let them
know yvour progress and
offering to help when vou
can.,”

If you need help networking
efficiently, here are five tips
from Ellis:

1. Respect other peopie’s
time, “Remember that when
you initiate a call, it might
not be the best time for the
other person to speak. Ask if
they have a few moments to
speak with you. Prepare what
vou're going to say in
advance so you can get to the
point quickly.”

2. Be clear about what it is
that you need from your
network. “The more clearly
vou can describe your goal

- and the inputyou need from-.

the other person, the easier it
will be for him or her to keip
you, or let vou know when
they can't help.”

3. Get to know your
connections. “Ask about their
goals and interests so that
you can find ways to be
resourceful on their behalf.
Also, make sure you
understand enough about
their business, industry and
network so that vou know
what new ¢onnections they
can help you make.”

4. Say thank you. “Even if the
introduction or connection
doesn’t pan out for veu,
remember that the other
person still took time out to
help you. Thank them for
their efforts and keep them
posted on your progress.”

3. Find ways to help people
in your network. “You can
best build on your
relationships when you find
ways 1o be a resource for
