Universi­
ty boards and two Novi 
school board positions 
are also on the NoVember 
ballot. 

Cornelius said state bal­
lot proposals could also 
appear in November, with 
those generally decided 
by late August.

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McCotter not charged, but 'asleep at switch»

Former U.S. Rep. Tliad-
deus McCotter was 
admonislied Aug. 9 by 
state Attorney CJeneral 
Bill Scliuette for McCot-
ter's lack of control oVer 
his staff, but Scliuette 
added tliat iiis office did 
not liaVe evidence of 
liis involvement in tlie 
alleged signature fraud. 

"McCotter was asleep 
at tlie switch," Schuette 
said. "He did not mind the 
store. There was no guid­
ance or supervision wliat-
soever." 

Tliree members of 
McCotter's staff were 
arraigned Friday in two 
separate district courts in 
connection With alleged 
fraud surroimding nom­
inating petitions filed in 
May required to declare 
McCotter's candidacy to 
n m for re-election. 

On Thursday, Schuette 
annotmced the following 
cliarges: 

• Don Yowchuang, 33, 
deputy district director, 
of Farmington Hills faces 
17 charges filed in Iivo-
nia's 16th District Court: 
10 cotmts of election law 
forgery, a five-year felo­
ny; one cotmt of conspir­
acy to commit a legal act 
in an illegal manner, a 

five-year felony; and six 
counts of falsely signing 
a nominating petition as 
circulator, a misdemean­
or punishable by up to 93 
days in jail. 

• Paul Seewald, 47, dis­
trict director, of Livo­
nia faces 10 cliarges filed 
in Livonia's 16th District 
Court: one count of con­
spiracy to commit a legal 
act in an illegal maimer, a 
five-year felony; and nine 
cotmts of falsely signing 
a nominating petition as 
circulator, a misdemean­
or punisliable by up to 93 
days in jail. 

• Maiy Melissa Him-
bull, 58, district repre­
sentative, of Howell fac­
es two cliarges filed in 
Troy's 52-4 District Court: 
one cotmt of conspira­
cy to commit a legal act 
in an illegal maimer, a 
five-year felony; and one 
count of falsely signing 
a nominating petition as 
circulator, a misdemean­
or punisliable by up to 93 
days in jail. 

• Ixirianne O'Brady, 
52, former scheduler 
employed by McCotter 
at the time of the alleged 
crimes, of Livonia fac­
es fiVe cliarges filed in 
Livonia's 16th District 
Court: five cotmts of 
falsely signing a nominat­
ing petition as circulator. 

a misdemeanor punish­
able by up to 93 days in 
jail. She is expected to be 
arraigned next week. 

N o ev idence 
M c C o t t e r i n v o l v e d 

McCotter Was not 
charged. Schuette said 
liis office "did not have 
specific, direct evidence", 
of liis involVement. 

Schuette alleges tliat 
these four members of 
McCotter's Micliigan 
staff were inVolved in a 
delitierate fraud involv­
ing a pattern of copying 
and altering petitions in 
order to qualify the five-
term congressman for 
the 2012 primary ballot. 
Schuette revealed exam­
ples of petitions tliat were 
allegedly manufactured 
electronically by trans­
posing signatures col­
lected in previous elec­
tion years on to 2012 nom­
inating petitions. In sev­
eral cases, the fraudulent 
petitions were also copied 
and submitted to the Sec-
retaiy of State as orig­
inals. Schuette indicat­
ed tliat everytliing on the 
petition forms appears 
to tie exactly the same 
except for the dates, 
wliich appear altered. 
Schuette's investigation 
also revealed evidence 

that duplicate petitions 
were knowringly sub­
mitted to pad signature 
numbers and that multi­
ple petitions were false­
ly certified by defendants 
who did not actually cir­
culate them. 

The cliarges came 
about as the result of 
an investigation by the 
Attorney General's I>ublic 
Integrity Unit. The inves­
tigation lasted 10 weelcs; 
it included interviewing 
75 witnesses, procuring 
sworn statements from 
nine people.and review­
ing thousands of records, 
including 136 nominating 
petitions filed with the 
Secretary of State. 

C o n s t i t u e n t s 'got 
s t i f fed ' 

Schuette called it a 
"cut-and-paste job tliat 
wotild Inake an elemen­
tary school art teacher 
cringe." 

"Tliis was not simply 
keystone cops rtm amok 
... it was a blatant attempt 
to commit fraud," 
Schuette said. 

Schuette said the 
"McCotter crew" acted 
above the law like the law 
"didn't apply to them." 

"They were sadly mis­
taken," he said. Schuette 
added that McCotter lias

"resigned in disgrace." 
People in the 11th Dis­
trict McCotter represent­
ed "got stiffed," Schuette 
said. "He is responsible 
for the conduct and mis­
conduct of liis employees. 
In tliis case, Thad was 
asleep at the switch." 

McCotter could not be 
reached for comment 
as there was no answer 
at liis home. He issued 
a statement via email 
through spokesman Ran­
dall Thompson. 

"I tliank the Attorney 
General and liis office for 
their earnest, thorough 
work on tliis investiga­

tion, which I request­
ed, and their subse­
quent report." McCot­
ter said. "For my fam­
ily and I, this clo­
sure commences our 
embrace of the endur­
ing blessings of pri­
vate life." 

The alleged election 
fraud investigation 
began an ignomini­
ous exit for the five-
term congressman. 
The nominating signa­
tures were turned into 
the Secretary of State 
Bureau of Elections 
office, and the peti­
tions were checked. 

Bureau employ­
ees determined tliat 
the filing contained 

numerous duplicate and 
triplicate copies of peti­
tions and that the filing 
was padded to obscure 
the fact that the petitions 
did not contain the neces­
sary 1,000 signatures. 

The Secretary of State's 
office contacted McCot­
ter on May 25, sajring 
there were not enough 
valid signatures to qual­
ify liim for the ballot. 
McCotter annoimced May 
29 tliat he was conduct­
ing a write-in candidacy, 
but then liropped liis can­
didacy Jtme 2. He later 
resigned from office. 

Three McCotter staffers arraigned In election fraud case

Tliree members of for­
mer Congressman Tliad-
deus McCotter's staff 
were arraigned Aug. 10 in 
connection with alleged 
fraud surrounding nom­
inating petitions filed 
in May on McCotter's 
behalf. 

Don Yowchuang, 33, 
deputy district direc­
tor in McCotter's office, 
of Farmington Hills and 
Paul Seewald, 47, dis-
oict director, of Livonia 
stood mute in 16th Dis­
trict Court in Livonia. 
Magistrate Dennis Epler 
entered not-guilty pleas 
on their behalf. They 
were released on $50,000 
personal bond each, 

meaning they will have 
to pay that amotmt if 
they do not show up for 
scheduled court appear­
ances. 

Yowchuang was 
required to give up liis 
passport as a condition 
of the bond, and both 
were told to contact the 
court if they leave the 
state. Yowchuang and 
Seewald are Scheduled 
for a pre-exam Sept. 18 
and a preliminary exam 
Sept. 20 in 16th District 
Court. 

Mary Melissa TUmbull, 
58. of Howell turned her­
self in to officials Fr i ­
day morning and was 
arraigned in Ttoy's 52-
4 District Court. Twm.-
bull was given a $5,000 
personal bond. Her pre-

exam Was set for Aug. 
16. 

Yowchuang faces 17 
charges, including 10 
counts of election law 
forgery, a five-year felcj-
ny; one cpimt of conspir­
acy to commit a legal act 
in an illegal manner, a 
five-year felony; and six 
cotmts of falsely signing 
a nominating petition as 
circulator, a misdemean­
or punisliable by up to 93 
days in jail. 

Seewald faces 10 
charges: one count of 
conspiracy to commit 
a legal act in an iUegal 
manner, a five-year fel­
ony; and nine cotmts of 
falsely signing a nom­
inating petition as cir­
culator, a misdemean­
or punisliable by up to 93 

days in jail. 
Ibmbull, a district rep­

resentative in McCot­
ter's office, faces two 
charges: one cotmt of 
conspiracy to commit 
a legal act in an illegal 
maimer, a five-year fel­
ony; and, one count of 
falsely signing a nom­
inating petition as cir-
ctilator, a misdemean­
or punisliable by up to 93 
days in jail. 

Lorianne O'Brady, 52, 
of Livonia is expected to 
be arraigned on charg­
es early tliis week in 
Livonia's 16th District, 
according to Attorney 
General Bi l l Schuette's 
off ice, who brought the 
charges against the sus­
pects. O'Brady, a former 
scheduler employed by 

McCotter at the time of 
the alleged crimes, fac­
es five coimts of false­
ly signing a nominating 
petition as circulator, a 
misdemeanor ptmishable 
by up to 93 days in jail. 

At Friday's court hear­
ing, both Seewald and 
Yowchuang sat at the 
rear of the courtroom 
before their arraign­
ment. Then as they were 
ainraigned by Epler, they 
responded yes when 
asked if they understood 
the charges and their 
rights. 

Defense attorney Tim­
othy Dinan, who repre­
sented both Seewald smd 
Yowchuang, requested a 
court waiver of the usu­
al 14-day period between 
the arraignment and' pre­

liminary examination to 
review evidence. 

William Rollstin, first 
assistant attorney with 
Schuette's office, said 
the attorney general's 
office had no problem 
with the wsiiVer. Roll­
stin appeared in court 
with Special Agent Jolm 
Buclc, who assisted in the 
investigation. 

Neither Buck nor Roll­
stin would comment fur­
ther on the case, refer­
ring all questions to the 
attorney general's com­
munications office. 

Rollstin requested that 
Yowchuang turn in liis 
passport to the court 
because he believed tliat 
Yowchuang had traveled 
overseas recentiy. Yow­
chuang agreed to do so.

Kerry Bentivolio's campaign for 
U.S. Congress took a huge step 
Aug. 7 with his win over write-in 
chiaUenger and former state sena­
tor Nancy Cassis.

Novi police want to reunite 
missing bikes with owners 

Some of the two dozen bikes in the storage room of the 
Novi Police Dept.

Some bicycle owners 
that are missing bikes 
could have a mood 
change after check­
ing out the City of 
Novi's website and oth­
er related social media 
outlets. As part of the 
Bike Return program, 
Novi Police are posting 
photos of missing bikes 
that will help their 
owners to possibly find 
their bike. 

"We are trying to be 
more proactive in get­
ting these bikes reunit­
ed with their proper 
owners," said assistant-
Novi Police Chief Jer-
rod Hart. "We're hope­
ful this is a good way to 
do that." 

There are 35 bikes in 
the lost property room 
at the police depart­
ment. Hart said these 
were either found by 

police after getting a 
call about a bike sitting 
on the side of the road 
or elsewhere or citi­
zens bringing them in. 

"In the past, many 
times they would go 
unclaimed because 
people don't follow 
up and check with the 
department about their 
missing bikes," Hart 
said. 

If a bike owner does 
spot his or her bike, the 
first step would be to 
contact Detective Todd 
Anger at the police 
department. Hart said 
it's crucial the owners 
be able to have some 
proof of it being their 
bike. 

Above all, a serial 
number is the best way 
in establishing owner­
ship. However, a per­
son can also help iden­
tify by giving some 
background like how 
and where it may have

[VIHSAA ruling allows waivers to age limit

When liigh school 
football practice start­
ed across the state last 
Weelc, an Upper Penin­
sula player named EIric 
Dompierre Was able to 
take the field With liis 
teammates despite being 
19 years old. 

Dompierre, who has 
Down syndrome and 
turned 19 in January, was 
the first player to receive 
a waiver from the Mich­
igan High School Ath­
letic Association, wliich 
aimotmced they had 
approved liis application 

to waive the maximum 
age jrule. 

Prior to tliis summer 
when the ability to peti­
tion for a waiver for stu­
dents With certain dis­
abilities to continue to 
play past the age Umit, no 
students were allowed to 
play MHS.AA-sanctioned 
sports if they turned 19 
years old before Sept. 1. 

Dompierre - who is 5-
feet-2-inches, 140 potmds 
and plays receiver for 
the Ishpeming Hematites 
- and liis father. Dean, 
led a campaign tliis past 
spring and into the sum­
mer to allow for excep­
tions to the rule. .After a 

vote from M H S A A mem­
ber schools, the ability 
to request a waiver was 
approved. 

The waiver won't liave 
an impact on every 
school, nor will everyone 
who applies be approved 
- but the Dompierre fam­
ily said it was a giant step 
in the right direction. 

"Jill and I are extreme­
ly proud of how Eric was 
Willing to advocate for 
liimself and for others in 
liis shoes," Dean Domp­
ierre wrote in cin e-mjdl 
to the Detroit FVee Press. 
"We're also very thank­
ful to those people across 
Micliigan and the nation 

who stepped forward to 
sign our petition, write 
letters, and/or spread the 
Word in support of these 
young people. We appre­
ciate the willingness of 
school personnel across 
Micliigan to include them 
in liigh school atlilet­
ics alongside their class­
mates for a full four 
years. 

"We're especially hap­
py for those other stu­
dents who were able to 
secure their own waiv­
er for next year. We wish 
them luck throughout 
their sports seasons." 

Noi^vil le doesn't have 
any players who Will be 

petitioning this year, 
but the school chose to 
vote in favor of the rule 
change. 

"As a district, we Vot­
ed yes," said North-
Ville atliletics director 
Bryan MasL "I agree 
there had to be a middle 
grotmd and I believe the 
MHS.AA took the correct 
approach." 

Masi said that people 
do need to tmderstand 
that the age limit was in 
place for good reason. 
Players tend to be larg­
er, faster and stronger in 
their late teens and the 
age limit protects the 
yotmger atliletes. In addi­

tion, it prevents student-
atliletes from being sta1:t-
ed late in school just to 
give them an edge on the 
atliletics field in their lat­
er years. 

The ruling, said Masi, 
likely won't cliange the 
face of M H S A A sports. 

"I do not tliink it Will 
have too much impact on 
M H S A A atliletics," he 
said. "Schools still need 
to submit a request and 
the request will be evalu­
ated by the MHSAA."

Environmental contamination may p ay a ro e

Q: I am wondering in a 
condemnation matter whether 
evidence of environmental 
contamination and remediation 
costs is admissible to reduce the 
condemnation award? 

A: There was a recent deci­
sion out of Illinois which found 
that evidence of environmen­
tal contamination is no differ­
ent than evidence of a leaky 
basement, a cracked founda­
tion or a dilapidated roof. The 
court reasoned that if the dam­
age and costs of repair would 
influence a purchaser in deter­
mining how much to pay for 
the land, then such evidence 
is relevant to fair market val­
ue and admis­
sible in a con­
demnation pro­
ceeding. It 
should be not­
ed tliat only 
12 states have 
addressed this 
issue and a 
slim majori-
ty has allowed 
consideration 
of contamination and media­
tion costs in determining fan-
market value. You are best 
advised to consult with your 
real estate lawyer. 

Q: I have always thought that 
when you are enforcing a deed 
restriction, the court will tialance the 
equities, so to speak, in terms of 
the enforceability of the restriction. 
What do you think about that? 

A: Wliile each case is unique 
to its own facts, in a recent 
appellate decision out of Rhode 
Island, the court reasoned that 
a land owner tliat deliberate­
ly violates restrictive cove­
nants must remove the offend­
ing structures without the ben­
efit of the balancing of equi- -
ties. The court indicated tliat, 
ordinarily, if enforcement of a 
restriction disproportionately 
liarms the defendant vvith little 
benefit to the plaintiff, a court 
may balance the equities, but 
the benefit of that doctrine is 
generally reserved for an iimo-
cent party that proceeds with­
out laiowledge that he or she 
is encroaching upon anoth­
er's property rights. If the par­
ties, however, are not irmocent, 
and they construct a home that 
they laiew Violated at least' 
some of the restrictions in 
tliat particular case, they will 
be ordered to tear down the 
premises. .

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12 tips for making small talk 
A study at the Stanford 
University School of Business 
tracked a group of MBAs 10 
years after they graduated. 
The result? Grade point 
averages had no bearing on 
their success — but their 
ability to converse with 
others did. 

Being able to connect With 
others through small talk can 
lead to big things, according 
to Debra Fine, author of 'The 
Fine Art of Small Talk." A 
former engineer. Fine recalls 
being so uncomfortable at 
net:working events that she 
would hide in the restroom.-
Now a professional speaker. 
Fine says the ability to 
connect with people through 
smal1 ta1k is an acquired skill. 

Fine and her fellow 
authorities on schmoozing 
offer the following tips for 
starting — and ending ~ 
conversations: 

1. As you prepare for a 
function, come up with three 
tilings to talk about as well as 
four generic questions that 
will get others tallying. If 
you've met the host before, 
try to remember things about 
her, such as her passion for a 
sport or a charity you're both 
involved in. 

2. Be the first to say "hello." 
If you're not sure the other 
person will remember you, 
offer your name to ease the 

pressure. For example, 
"Charles Bartlett? Lynn 
Schmidt... good to see you 
again." Smile first and always 
shake hands when you meet 
someone. 

3. Take your time during 
introductions. Make an extra 
effort to remember names 
and use them frequently. 

4. Get the other person 
talking by leading with a 
common ground statement 
regarding the event or 
location and then asking a 
related open-ended question. 
For example, "Attendance 
looks higher than last year, 
how long have you been 
coming to these 
conventions?" You can also 
ask them about their trip In 
or how they know the host. 

5. Stay focused on your 
conversational partner by 
actively listening and giving 
feedback. Maintain eye 
contact. Never glance around 
the room while they are 
talking to you. 

6. Listen more than you talk. 

7. Have something 
interesting to contribute. 
Keeping abreast of current 
events and culture will 
provide you with great 
conversation builders, 
leading with "What do you 
think of...?" Have you 
heard...?" What is your take 

on...?" Stay away from 
negative or controversial 
topics, and refrain from long-
winded stories or giving a lot 
of detail in casual 
conversation. 

8. If there are people you 
especially want to meet, one 
of the best ways to approach 
them is to be introduced by 
someone they respect. Ask a 
mutual friend to do the 
honors. 

9. If someone hands you a 
business card, accept it as a 
gift. Hold it in both hands 
and take a moment to read 
what is written on it. Wlien 

you're done, put it away in a 
shirt pocket, purse or wallet 
to show it is valued. 

10. Watch your body 
language. People who look ill 
at ease make others 
uncomfortable. Act confident 
and comfortable, even when 
you're not. 

11. Before entering into a 
conversation that's already in 
progress, observe and listen. 
You don't want to squash the 
dynamics with an unsuited or 
ill-timed remark. 

12. Have a few exit lines 
ready, so that you can both 

gracefully move on. For 
example, "I need to check in 
with a client over there," "I 
skipped lunch today, so I 
need to visit the buffet," or 
you can offer to refresh their 
drink. 

When should you exit a 
conversation? According to 
Susan Ro.Ane, author and 
speaker known as the 
"Mingling Maven," your 
objective in all encounters 
should be to make a good 
impression and leave people 
wanting more. To do that, 
she advises: "Be bright. Be 
brief. Be gone."
