10 local newspapers clarifying her
comments from an earlier televi-
sion show discussing the primary
election for the new 11th District, in
which she ran a write-in campaign
i against Rerry Bentivolio. Bentivol-
io won that election Aug. 7 and will
face Democratic winner Syed Taj in
the Nov. 6 general election.
Cassis will be listed on the ballot
in the special primary election Sept.
5 for the current (soon to be for-
mer) 11th District, along with Ben-
tivolio, Karolyn Cavanagh, Ken Crider and Steve
King- This election was scheduled by the gover-
nor's office after Thaddeus McCotter resigned July
6. The winner in that election will face lone Demo-
cratic candidate David Curson of Belleville in the
general election Nov. 6. The winner will complete
MecCotter’s term through the end of the year in the
old 11th District. .

“Much has been made of my comments from ear-
lier this summer on Off the Record in which I stat-
ed that if I did not win the 11th District primary 1
would withdraw from the special election,” Cas-
sis said.

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Fraudulent McCotter petitions may also
have been submitted in ’08, 10

It appears Thaddeus McCot-
ter's campaign fell short of sig-
natures to nominate him in pre-
vious congressional campaigns,
indicating the alleged signature
fraud may extend prior to this
year's congresstonal race.

Four staffers — Don Yowch-
uang, Paul Seewald. Mary M.
Turnbull and Lorianne O’'Brady
— were charged with a total of
13 felonies and 21 misdemean-
ors in connection with petition
signature fraud this year.

Attorney General Bill
Schuerte indicated at a press
conference on Aug. ¢ in which
he announced the charges
that the staffers likely did the
same thing in 2008, using 2006
signatures. Schuertte did not
issue charges for 2008, he said,
because the statute of limita-

tions ran out.

At least two media organiza-
tons have analyzed the nominat-
ing petitions provided by Prac-
tical Political Consulting of East
Lansing and reported that McCot-
ter fell short of the 1,000 required
validated signatures to run in
2010. One of them, the Detroit
Free Press, found that McCotter's
carnpaign did not obtain the mini-
mum signatures in 2008.

Practical Political Consult-
ing, which provides voter lists
for candidates, had in its pos-
session McCotter's nominar-
ing petitions between 2002 and
2010, which were obtained by
several news outlets, includ-
ing the Observer. The petitions
exceed 800 pages in length.

Jim Daggy, a data archivist
with Practical Political Consul-
tants, said he completed a “cur-
sory flip-through” of the dec-
uments, but had not complet-

ed a formal analysis of the doc-
uments. He found white spots
near dates where it appeared
that White out had been used at
the election year at the top of
the petition.

The Free Press found that
2002 and 2004 petitions had
few duplicates, but in 2008, at
least 67 of the 177 petirtion pag-
es submitted were either cop-
ies or had been doctored by
cutting and pasting dates from
other documents onto the peti-
tions. In 2010, at least 73 of the
167 pages turned in were dupli-
cates, which would have inval-
idated more than 1,000 of the
signatures. In 2012, both the
cut-and-paste and duplicate
tricks were used.

Daggy was surprised at what
he called the “progressive bra-
zenness” from 2006 to 2008.

“I can spot visual red flags
and there were white spots or

White out and some records
never had any background col-
or,” Daggy said, indicating that
those were photocapies.

A message was left with for-
mer McCotter spokesman
Randall Thompson. Repeat-
ed attemnpts to contact McCot-
ter have been unsuccessful
since his resignation on July 6.
In a statement after the charg-
es were announced on Aug. 9,
McCotter thanked the attorney
general and his office “for their
earnest, thorough work on this
investigation.”

Joy Yearout, spokeswornan
for Schuette’s office, said the
office had obtained the elec-
tronic copies of the petitions.
Yearout said the office wasn't
anticipating additional fraud

charges from the new informa-

tion as the statute of limitations
has passed. .
“We are reviewing the infor-

mation, and we could pres-
ent this information in court to
present a pattern of behavior,”
Yearout said.

Yearout said the investiga-
tion continues and that more
interviews are being conduct-
ed. “If we find other laws were
broken, we could file additional
charges later,” Yearout said.

MecCotter was not charged. On
Aug. 9, Schuette said his office
“did not have specific, direct evi-
dence™ of his involvement.

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Seeing Purple

Notorious criminal
gang said to have
hung out at local
business building

Joel Johnston is a pro at
cutting hair. On a recent
Thursday afternoon, he
was giving a haircut to
Matt Thomas of Novi, a
senior at Eastern Michi-
gan University.

Business has been sol-
id at JJ's Barber Shop, on
Meadowbrook just north
of 10 Mile in Novi. John-
ston’s dad, James, known
as JJ, started the busi-
ness.

The younger Johnston
recently moved his Novi
barber shop (there's also
one in Troy) around the
corner from 10 Mile into
a building on Meadow-
brook. He became a prop-
erty owner rather than
leasing.

What makes the Novi
barber shop special is its
purported ties to Detroit's
notorious Purple Gang of
criminals, who are said
to have used it as a dance
hall.

“We're still waiting to
find the money,” Johnston
said, pausing in the build-
ing’s basement, “not the
body.

This year the Michigan Depart-
ment of Education is acting a bit
like the eye doctor: Using one year
of MEAP test results, the state is
letting districts and schovis know
if your school is doing well.

In July 2011, the Board of Edp-
cation established four district
goals. Goals One and Two focus
on achievement. Goal one state
that our district will ensure that
all students make no less than one
vear’s growth in one year’s time.

Goal two states that our district
will ensure that all students will
achieve at a high level - that there
will be no achievement gaps.

The purpose of these goals is to
ensure that all smdents have the
opportunity tolearn and that,asa
district, we focus on every child.
In high achieving districts like
Novi sometimes our high achieve-
ment blocks us from focusing on
the needs of every child.

_ MEAP scores are reported in
the aggregate. What that means is
that the state tells the public how
many students are performing at
or above the proficiency line. In
districts like Novi, we have alot of
students who perform at or above
the proficiency level. What looking
through the proficiency lense does
is malke it easier to ignore the high
achievers and the low achievers.

Tt is not intentional. But when
the state reports come out and
Novi is near or at the top we can
get complacent. When we see our
students just through the profi-
ciency lens we subconsciously say

1 believe that we are doing OK.
But we need to do better. We need

10 make sure that we are focusing -

orn the needs of every child. That
is why we have these two goals of
ayear's growth for every student
and high achievernent for all.

These goals force us to look at
the needs of all students. For the
high achiever, the one who scores
at the advanced level on state and
national assessments, we must
ask what more we can do. Our
goal forces us to ensure that the
high achiever and his or her needs
are attended to in school.

The goal also forces us to Jook
at the needs of those who are not
at proficiency and ask what more
can we do. What things dowe
need to do to make sure that this
student becomes proficient?

The state has identified sever-
al of our schools as Focus Schools.
According to the state we have
large gaps between the achieve-
ment of our high achievers and
our low achievers at some of our

while maintaining our com-

schools. We knew that before the
state told us.

One of our challenges is to find
ways to close that gap. The first step
is to make sure that we have strat-
egies and insgructional approaches
that will help all of our studentsbe
proficient. If we can dothat then we
will have taken a big step toward
making sure that all students are
performing at a high Ievel

Quite frankly, in my mind, the
more important challenge is the
challenge that our Board of Edu-
cation set out before us—every
child needs t¢ make growth every
year. We need to push every stu-
dent— high achiever and low
achiever and every student in
between.

Novi amends ordinance
in Town Center

Panera Bread will soon
have a drive-through
option. thus opening the
door for other possible
drive-up window restau-
rants to come to the Town
Center District, after a
zoning amendment was
approved Monday by the
Nowvi City Council.

Matthew Quinn, a
spokesman for property
owner City Center Man-
agement, said Panera
will now plan on remodel-

ing, and another site also
within the area may do
the same.

The amendment will
allow drive-through res-
taurants in the TC-1 Dis-
trict in limited instane-
es and with features that
maintain the intent and
character of that particu-
lar area.

The district includes
nine parcels located on
the south side of Grand
River Avenue, west of
Flint Street and east of
the railroad tracks.

Quinn thinks the ordi-

nance change will allow
for the downtown econo-
my to stabilize and revive
with a long-term lease
from Panera and may-

be with another piece of
property sold and devel-
oped.

By a 6-1 vote, with
council member Andrew
Mutch dissenting, the
council approved the
second reading of the
zoning ordinance text
amendment to permit
drive-throughs within
this zoning district.

One specific detail
stated drive-through
lanes must be accesso-
ry to a larger indoor sit-
down restaurant use
with outdoor seating
previded.

In addition to approving both the local
road millage and the Detroit Institute of
Arts millage, Novi voters also cast ballots
in the Republican and Democrat primary
a few weeks ago. Now, the winning candi-
dates need to be elected this November.

For the November election, voters atten-
tion most likely will be drawn toward the
federal races for U.S. president and U.S.
Senate, as well as myriad statewide bal-
lot proposals. By the time election day
arrives on Nov. &, there's a good chance
everyone will be sick of seeing political
ads on television attacking one side or the
other.

Rut there will be a number of items
toward the bottom of the ballot that can
impact residents and business owners
locally. Perhaps even more significantly.

Among them are two available seats
on the Novi Community School distriet’s
Board of Education. Voters will be asked
to select a pair of candidates to serve
six-year terms on the board. Incumbent
Dennis O'Connor, Brad Leidal and Tracey
Cadwell are running. Bruce Bagdady, who
has been faithfully serving on the board
since 1998, has decided not to seek re-
election.

A board of education can play a major
impact on everyone in the community,
whether or not you have children attend-
ing the schools.

For parents, of course, it’s a big deci-
sion. School boards set goals and provide
an overall direction for the district to fol-
low. While the superintendent and other
administrators handle day-to-day opera-
tions, it's up to the board of education to
create that vision.

And whether it’s new curriculum, school
boundaries or countless other issues, the
school board ultimately approves those
changes.

The 11th Congressional District has
a contested general election, as well,
with Republican Kerry Bentivolio and
Democrat Saved Taj squaring off to
replace former Rep. Thaddeus McCotter.
(We’d be remiss if we didn’t mention the
Sept. S special election for this seat where
Bentivolio and four other Republicans —
Nancy Cassis, Ken Crider, Steve King and
Carolyn Cavanagh — will battle for a posi-
tion that will last less than two months but
will cost Novi more than $30,000.)

There have been a number of changes
taking place in Lansing and Washington,
D.C., in recent years. In both capitals,
some argue the new direction is long over-
due, while others believe it's destroyving
our rights.

We hope voters take the time to learn
about the candidates who want to repre-
sent the local community, as well as the
issues they face. Only then can they make
informed.decisions to place the best indi-
viduals in office.

Numbers could add up to
big success for Mustangs

Taking a quick gander at the
Northville football roster for
2012, you're going to notice
one thing right away — it just
keeps going and going.

That’s because this year
there are 183 football players
in the entirety of the program:
54 freshmen, 46 junior varsity
and 83 varsity players.

‘While it's never a bad thing
to have a massive pool of play-
ers to pick and choose from,
fifth-year head coach Matt
Ladach said it poses a bit of
a dilemma at times, and an
opportunity to teach some
valuable lessons about team-
waork, teo.

“We've got 83 playerson
our roster, but we can only
put 11 of them on the field at
a time,” he said. “It’s going to
be a challenge getung all 83
of our players into games this
season. However, we have
stressed selflessness with our
players, and I believe they tru-
ly understand what it means to
be a member of the Northville
Mustangs.”

_ The Mustangs will be look-

ing to add to the success they
had last season. The team fin-
ished 81 but bowed in the first
round of the playoffs to the
eventual Division I runner-up
Detroit Catholic Central, 56-6.

The average Amertcan makes
11.7 moves during a lifetime,
according to the U.S. Census
Bureau. That's about one in six
people pulling up stakes each
vear.

With so many on the move to
new homes, new cities and new
opportunities, it's important to
protect household items while
in transit or in storage before
arrival at the new location,
according to Charles Valinotti,
head of product and underwrit-
ing with insurer QBE.

Your homeowner's insurance
policy will protect your person-
al possessions, whether they're
located in your homeorina
moving truck. However, Valin-
otti cautions that there may be a
time limit attached to the cover-
age, such as a 30-day period, and
your policy may only cover up to
certain dollar limits on property
being moved or stored.

“Ask your agent to explain the
level of coverage, what exactly
is covered and confirm that your
items are insured if vou have to
store them,” he says.

Other points to keep in mind as
you hit the road:

= If you're using a profession-
al moving company or shipper,
verify that they're insured and
bonded to cover damage they
may be responsible for. Valin-
ottl says to keep in mind most
movers limit their responsibility
to basic damage amounts: “You
may want to check into buyving
additional insurance to make
sure yvou're adequately covered
during your move.”

= If you're packing and mov-
ing yourself with a rented truck,
take a look at your auto insur-
ance policy. Many policies will
cover rental trucks, but only
up to a certain weight. “Don't
assume your policy covers you
when you're behind the wheel of
a 26-foot, 13,000-pound moving
truck,” he says.

« In a self-move, careful pack-
ing is ¢ritical, as well as keep-
ing your property locked up and
secured along the way.

« Note the condition of your
items being relocated. Then if

you have a claim, the condition
of vour possessions will be docu-
mented.

+ Know the value of high-dol-
lar items that will be making the
move. “Make a complete list of
everything,” Valinotti suggests.
“Take photos and, if necessary,

get appraisals of these items

before the move.”

Valinotti says before a move is

a good time to review your over- .

all insurance coverage to make
sure you're adequately cov-
ered and whether you need to
increase your limits.

Michigan
could use
licensing
standard

Q: Has any state passed
a licensing requirement for
management companies?

We think
Michigan
is in need
of it.

Al
Unfor-
tunate-
1y, Michi-
gan does
not have a
licensing
require-
ment for management
companies doing con-
dominium manage-
ment unless, perhaps,
they are in the business
of leasing condomini-
um units. However, a
new condo owner pro-
tection bill was signed
into law recently in Con-
necticut which requires
managers of Connecti-
cut community associa-
tions to be certified and
adhere to high ethical
standards of conduct.
It is something that
should be the case here
in Michigan. There is
an administrative body
to enforce the require-
ments imposed upon
management companies
and their agents. Mich-
igan badly needs this
type of requirement!

Q: We had a home
inspector make a mistake
when inspecting our
condominium premises and
is now trying to enforce an
exculpatory clause that says
that we are only entitled to
$300 in damages based on

. what we paid him. What do

you think?

A: Many of these
clauses have been
upheld by the courts,
but recently the West
Virginia Supreme Court
held, based upon the
plain language of the
West Virginia home
inspector regulations,
that it is “clear that
there exists in the state
an established stan-
dard of conduct with
which home inspectors
are expected to com-
ply in performing home
inspections and prepar-
ing reports for their cli-
ents. This standard of
conduct renders unen-
forceable exculpatory
clauses in which home
inspection contracts
purport to exempt home
inspectors for their fail-
ure to comply with such
conduct standards.”
Whether or not that type
of reasoning will result
in other states recogniz-
ing that policy is debat-
able.
