NoVi's unemploymeIit rate has 
decreased the last seVeral years 
after reacliing a recent liigh of 9 
percent in June of 2009. 

Oaldand County recent­
ly released its jobless rates 
for each of its communities. In 
June of tJiis year, NoVi's unem­
ployment rate was at 5.6 per­
cent wJiile Pontiac liad the Jiigh-
est at 22.2 percent. The county 
unemployment rate totals have 

decreased by 2 percent since 
June of 2011, wJiich was at its 
liighest at nearly 14 percent in 
2009. 

The decreases don't surprise 
one local staffing/job recruit­
ing service. Impact Management 
SeI-Vices. It's based in Soutlifield, 
but lias NoVi as one of its major 
employment areas. Jeff I.otliian, 
the Southfield office's director 
of Business Services, said job 
opportunities haVe grown, spe­
cifically in the NoVi and WIxom 
areas. 

"These two areas are big for 
us," I/Dthian §aid. "The sectors 
where we're seeing more oppor­
tunities are in manufacturing, 
production and engineering." 

He said demand for new 
employees and competition for 
the jobs is back and has led to 
the driVing up of the earning 
potential for some of these posi­
tions. 

According to CareerBuilder. 
Com, for the last 30 days there 
were 181 job postings for the 
NoVi area. It listed 29 engineer­
ing opportunities and 17 in man­
ufacturing. Sales jobs, witli 49 
postings, were the liighest area 
of demand. 

Local government has to be 
a bit happier with the develop­
ments, considering the state of 
employment two or three years 

ago. Novi City Manager Clay 
Pearson said the repoIrt is a 
reflection that most of the area 
is doing better, especially in 
comparison to the state average 
of 9.4 percent. 

Pearson said the city does 
what it can do to assist in creat­
ing job opportimities by trying 
"to provide an enVironment to 
help businesses stay in the com-
mtmity and grow." 

.Another way the city tries to 
help is tlirough its Neighbor­
hood and Business Relations 
Group, which aims to provide 
open and thorough communi­
cation between the city and all 
commuIiity members — busi­
ness, commercial and residen­
tial.

Nancy Cassis beat Ker­
ry Bentivolio in her home­
town of Novi, 1,058 to 771, 
but it wasn't enough to Win 
the Republican vote in last 
Wednesday's special p i i -
mary election for the 11th 
Congressional District seat 
vacated by Tliad McCotter. 

The tally of 307 precincts 
in Wayne and Oaldand coun­
ties shows the former state 
senator with 8,804 votes to 
Bentivolio's 10,280. 

Cassis was 25 votes shy of 
topping the former teach­
er and Tea Pa1:ty activist in 
Oaldand County. 

Of Novi's 38,420 registered 
voters, only 2,859 (7.-44 per­
cent) cast votes —1,815 of 
those Via absentee baUoL 

"Ttoiout Was loWer tlian 
expected at the polls," said 
Maryaime Cornelius, Novi's 
clerk. "Absentee ballots 
were as expected." 

Republicans accotmted for 
2,098 votes in NoVi; Demo­
crats 743; nonpartisan 18; 
and crossoVer 13. 

Cornelius said she antic­
ipates 80-percent turnout 
for the November election. 
NoVi's absentee ballots Will 
be sent out in late Septem­
ber to early October to those 
who've requested them.

In June, Suburlsan Col­
lection Showplace official-: 
ly bit)ke ground on its new 
Hyatt Place Hotel, which 
is estimated to cost $8.5 
million and he complet­
ed in Jtjly 2013. The Show-
place already hosts more 
than one million Visitors 
a year, but the addition is 
expected to biing eVen 
more. 

Bowman said the Hyatt 

will tie a six-story, 126-
room hotel attached to 
the east side of the Show-
place. Features include a 
24-hour fitoess center and 
guest ldtchen, complimen­
tary Wi-Fi, an indoor pool 
and an exterior courtyard, 
wljich Bowman said is ide­
al for weddings and other 
events. The new ballroom 
will be able to accommo­
date up to 300 guests for a 
wedding party. 

Construction will also 
include a 20,000-square-
foot expansion of the 
Showplace's Diamond 
Banquet and Conference 
Center, which vvill add 10 
more meeting rooms to the 
current 320,000-square-
foot building. Ctirrently, it 

has 215,000 square feet 
of exposition space. 

The Ride and Drive 
Automotive Research lot 
is also coming, along vvith 
surfacing work tieing 
done. Bowman said. It wiU 
he located on six acres 
at the southwest comer 
of " I ^ Road and 1-96. 
Tliis will be a lot for vehi­
cle testing and overflow 
parking, wliich will have 
at least several htmdred 
extra parldng spaces. 

According to A i a Tbpou-
2dan, economic deVel-
opment director for the 
city of NoVi, city cotincil 
approVed a six-year tax 
abatement for the project 
tliat it t>elieVes will liaVe 
a positiVe impact on other 
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city offices.

Novi's implementation of 
a non-discrimination plan 
makes it one of the few 
municipalities that have 
enacted tliis policy that 
comes from a federal gov­
ernment order for commu­
nities to abide by Tide VI of 
the Civil Rights Act of 1964. 

Initiated by the Michigan 
Department of Tiansporta-
tion earlier tliis year, cities 
receiving federal aid liave 
lsegun drafting and adopt­
ing plans in order to com­
ply with the order stating 
coIrimunities must adopt a 
plan in order to receive fed-
eralaid. 

According to Novi's 
Human Resource Direc­
tor Tia Grondlund-Fox, tliis 
lias notliing to do with liir-
ing practices since Novi 
already follows Equal 
Employment Opportuni­
ty Commission standards. 
Rather it is for working 
with ixjtential contractors 
and developers wlio may 
come to tlie city offices for 
assistance With a project 
and may not speak E^iglislL 

She said Novi was one of 
the first to implement this 
tiecause it lselieves ifs an 
important standard to set 

"Tliis shows tliat we are 
at the forefront and dont 
discriminate. By ljecoming 
compliant it demonstrates 
it even more," Grondltmd-

In its plan, NoVi lias an 
added component to the 
OVerall policy called the 
limited E n ^ h Proficien­
cy plan (LEP). According 
to Salah-Ud-Din, this plan 
is created to assist those 
who speak little or no Eng­
lish. She said the thresliold 
for a community to include 
a LEP plan is if more tlian 
5 liercent of the communi­
ty or 1,000 individuals are 
identified as speaking Eng­
lish less tlian very weU. 

According to the report, 
55 percent of Novi speaks 
English less tlian very welL 
Japanese was identified as 
the most commonly spoken 
foreign language spoken. 

Novi will translate some 
documents into Japanese, 
including the Title VI com­
plaint forms and meeting 
notices. City staff Will lae 
educated on the Title VI pol­
icy. Grondlund-Fox said 
resources range from lam­
inated cards at frvnt deslts 
tliat will identify the for­
eign language a resident is 
spealdng, to access to a lan­
guage line that connects 
city staff With an interpreta­
tion service currently used 
by the NoVi Police Depart-
menL Each employee Will 
go tlirough training on the 
new standards. 
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C o u n t y w i l l r e i m b u r s e m o r e t h a n h a l f t h e f u n d s

The City of NoVi wil l 
be reimbursed by Oak­
land County for about 
half the $14,500 it 
spends on its annual 
mosquito control proj­
ect that identifies and 
destroys habitats to pre­
vent the West Nile Virus. 

Working with the coun­
ty's health division. 
NoVi's Department of 
Public Services' Field 
Operations Division 
bought 17 cases of Nat-
ular X R T tablets and 
began placing 3,700 bri­
quettes in catch basins, 
ponds and standing 
water areas in late Apr i l 
and early May. 

"It takes a good week 
or two to distiibute all 
the briquettes." said 
Rob Hayes, Novi's Pub­
lic Services director/ 
city engineer. "They're 

effective for about six 
months. By that time, 
freezing weather will 
ki l l any larvae left over." 

With six deaths from 
the virus reported in 
Michigan this year, Oak­
land County health offi­
cials continue to empha­
size the importance 
of public education on 
mosquito control, ear­
ly source reduction, and 
strong personal pro­
tection measures. City 
of Novi staff is doing 
its part by promoting 
awareness on Channel 
13 and the city's web­
site, at homeowner asso­
ciation meetings, and at 
the annual Fal l for Novi 
event. 

In addition to basin 
cleaning, the city con­
tinues to promote mos­
quito control activities 
through public educa­
tion and enhanced track­
ing of potential mosqui­

to breeding areas. 
The Oakland County 

Board of Commission­
ers approved this year's 
reimbursement for West 
Nile Virus expenses 
incurred by cities, v i l ­
lages and townships. 
Each qualifying munic­
ipality receives funds 
according to a formu­
la established by the 
county (75% for popula-
tiony2S% for total square 
miles). This year the 
Novi's reimbursement 
wil l be $7,600, which 
is the same amount it 
received in 2011. A l l 
receipts, invoices and 
expense records are due 
to the county by Sept. 
14. 

Hayes said this is the 
ninth year Novi has 
been fighting the deadly 
mosquitoes.

April Vallerand of NoVi 
is an associate professor 
in the College of Nursing 
at WayncState Univer­
sity. Her research looks 
at pain msinagement in 
.African American cancer 
patients. 

In tliis study, all are can­
cer patients, said Valle­
rand, who earned her 
Ph.D. in nursing from the 
UniVersity of PeIinsyl-
Vania. She earned a mas­
ter's in nursing from Cal- . 
ifomia State UniVersi­
ty at Los .Angeles and her 
bachelor's degree in nurs­
ing from Motmt St. Mary's 
College in Los Angeles. 

"I'm a native of Califor­
nia, but we've been here 
14 years," she said. Hus­
band Warren is an oral 
surgeon. Son Ben, 23, is 
also at Wayne State in 
computer en^eer ing 
technology, with daughter 
ICate, 19, at WSU in social 
work. 

Apri l Vallerand, 55, and 
colleagues did a study in 
home care, how to man­
age cancer pain, approx­
imately from 2000-05. 
They lost a lot of patients, 
with less reimbursement 
for home care coIning in. 

"My thought was 'Where 
are these patients getting 
care now?'" OiJtpatient 
clinics are most coInmon. 

Vallerand has found 
patients who can manage 
their pain do better. 

Sense o f c o n t r o l 
"It's tliat sense of know­

ing what to do to control 
your p£tin. If they didn't 
have that they were more 

distressed and less func­
tional. Our AfIican .Amer­
icans had sigIiificant-
ly higher levels of pain, 
more distress and signifi­
cantly less function." 

The patients are fol­
lowed for 12 weeks, writh 
intervention five weeks 
of that time. At week 12, 
researchers want to see if 
changes have lasted. 

Medication manage­
ment is one component. 
"It's much more effec­
tive if you tztke it earU-
er. That's one of the piec­
es we're helping them 
understand." Nurses can 
help with side effects and 
issues of addiction. 

They also train the 
patient and caregiver 
to support each other in 
interacting with doctors. 
"That Validation is really 
important. That's our sec­
ond component wliich we 
call pain advocacy." 

Living vvith Pain is the 
tliird component, not elim­
inating all pain but letting 
them do what's impor­
tant to them. That could 
include a hot-cold pack 
to put in microwave or 
freezer. Some use prayer, 
"those types of issues to 
help them continue their 
life. Sleeping because 
you're continually in pain" 
is not a good coping mech­
anism, she said. 

H e l p w i t h p a i n 
"I do believe tliis type 

intervention wiR work for 
most any land of pain." 
She would like to use on 
noncancer and other pop­
ulations as well. 

There was an article 
in The Michigcm Chron­

icle on their study, with 

a woman from the study 
interviewed. "She talk­
ed about what the inter­
vention did for her. It was 
wonderful," said Valle­
rand, who also recently 
spoke to the Novi Rotary 
about her work. 

Caregivers aren't all 
family members. 

"It could be anybody." 
Spouses as caregivers 
are less likely for Afri­
can Americans, many are 
friends or neighbors "or 
they have no one." 

One man said when 
asked i f he needed a hos­
pital ride, '"I'd call a cab." 
Many of them are alone 
in dealing with this," she 
said. 

Researchers found that 
African American can­
cer patients experience 
cliroIiic pain more severe­
ly tlian others and tend­
ed to beUeve that noth­
ing would help them, mak­
ing them vulnerable to 
depression. 

Vallerand's $1.1 mil-
Uon study funded by the 
NatioIial Cancer Institute, 
"Improving Function­
al Status Among .African 
Americans with Cancer 
Pain," is testing counsel­
ing as a way to help these 
patients. The research 
study currently has 109 
participants enrolled in 
the Detroit area, half of 
whom receive in-home 
visits from a nurse who 
counsels patients and 
their caregivers. The 
study wrill enroll 256 
patients, half in a con­
trol group and lialf in the 
counseling interVention 
group, prior to completion 
in 2014. 

Tliis study is the only

one focusing on African 
American cancer patients 
with chronic pain. It's a 
tliree-year study, about 
lialf-way tlirough. They're 
beginning to publish infor­
mation, and applying for 
other grants to look at oth­
er populations. 

"There's not a good 
laiowledge of wliat the 
stIrvivors go tlirough," 
she said of cancer survi­
vors-
A c c e s s i s k e y 

"I tliink that anytliing 
tliat provides more of 
our patients with access 
to health care is a good 
tiling," she said. One 
patient had an insurance 
plan. With doctor who 
prescribed 60 Vicodin a 
month. 

"He's spending at least 

half his day in pain. The 
insurance company said. 
'No, we'll only give you 
40."' Because the study 
patients have cancer, 
Karmanos social workers 
wrill help to identify assis­
tance. 

"But it's a real strug­
gle," said Vallerand, who 
hasn't fotmd any nega­
tive reaction to nurses as 
researchers. 

"It may be because I'm 
a Ph.D. I'm pretty good 
at maldng it clear I'm a 
nurse." Patients are com­
fortable with nurses. 

"They have been 
incredibly welcoming. 
They watch out for us. 
We go into neighbor­
hoods that are not won­
derful." They may not 
expect their physicians to 
do tliis lcind of research. 

she said. 
Patients are sad to see 

them leave. One man with 
prostate cancer couldn't 
wash dishes at his sink 
initially. For the sec­
ond visit, he was wait­
ing at the door and said, 
"You guys have changed 
my whole life." He cotild 
walk a mile a day in the 
park. 

"So it's been very 
gratifying to see we 
are able to make enor­
mous changes in some 
of these patients," she 
said. "That's exactly what 
we're talking about giv­
ing them their life back. 
What did that pain keep 
you from doing and can 
we help you get back to 
it?"

Historic2d legacies can occur from 
intentional actions (Ford Motor 
Company) or unintentional 

actions (Viagra), depending on the fac­
tors that came together to create a new 
reality (Starbuck's Coffee Shops and 
I.aptop Computers). 

Once history has laid claim to an 
event, its interpretation may be subject 
to debate 100 or 1,000 years into the 
future. The moment history is being 
made it is being evaluated witliin the 
context of that moment. Once that liis-
tory has been established, interpret­
ers are left to sort tlirough the facts, 
iimuendos and rumors to find the 'pure' 

tnith and offer that 
truth as a pattern or a 
lesson for others to fol­
low or avoid. 

Over time, the stories 
that spin aroImd that 
truth are finely woven 
into a single word that 
defines character and 
substance. Wliile "PeIm 
State" alters the sin­
gle word reference, 

its place in liistory may liave just as 
poWerftil an impact as "Judas" and 
"Enron." In the course of establish­
ing itself as an institutional paragon in 
academic excellence, student achieve­
ment, community leadership and stu­
dent commitment, sometliing slipped, 
and the long-standing legacy now has a 
longer road back to credibility. 

Many would argue that tliis fall from 
grace is due to the degenerate behav­
ior of one individual. Such an argument 
narrows the scope in which the facts 
are analyzed and abdicates the remain­
ing institutional members from the 
embedded responsibility that comes 
from being in a role in wliich custom­
ers (i.e. students) and the organization 
(i.e. tiniversity) have a right to expect 
beliavior that is purposely directed 
toward doing the 'right tliing'. It is not 
enough to say, "I told (fill in the blanks) 
about what I saw." When the observed 
behavior violates morality, virtue, prin­
ciples and other tmstated agreements 
between the organization jtnd its mem­
bers, there is a greater obligation that 
transcends institutional roles. One is 
not afforded the luxury of saying, "It 
is not my responsibility." This behav­
ioral mindset, when seen in small piec­

es, appears isolated and discoImected. 
However, much like the T-1000 Termi­
nator model, isolated and discoImect­
ed pieces have a way of being pulled 
together to create a deadly menace that 
rims rough shod until it or the organi­
zation is destroyed. In the final repojt 
on the scandal at Penn State, reference 
was made to tliis deadly menace as a 
'conspiracy of silence'. In other words, 
'let's all agree, through our inaction, 
to let the beast wrreak havoc' What 
wasn't mentioned in the report is that 
the 'conspiracy of silence' contribut­
ed to a 'dysfunctional workplace' being 
represented as the 'happy' in 'Happy 
Valley'. The flimsy behavioral justi­
fication for allowing the beast to feed 
and grow was tied to 'self-preserva-
tion', 'job secuInty', promises of promo­
tion, and other acts of individual avoid­
ance. The unstated hope that somebody 
would do something restated in no one 
doing anything. As long as 'inaction' 
was the food that fed the beast, why 
would it want to leave its 'happy' himt-
ing ground? 

So, lives, legacies and leaders are 
destroyed because somewhere in the 
midst of tliis tmspeakable scandal a 
simple truth was ignored. Consequent­
ly, the legal system has punished the 
perpetrator, yet the social shock is far 
reacliing tlian what the final sentence 
has decreed. Victims, family members 
and institutional loyalists are left to 
wrestle with the long-term effect that 
has shaken the foundation of a proud 
institution. Whatever influence individ­
uals and institutions have in shaping 
their legacy, it is clear that the actions 
of others play a vital role in determin­
ing how liistory wUl interpret that leg­
acy. The spirit of its people defines the 
soul of an organization, regardless of 
its product or service. When the Peim 
State football team takes to the field, 
it takes with it the stain of a 'conspir­
acy of silence'. When the Perm State 
flag is raised, it waves toward a leg­
acy lost by the vnnds of a 'conspira­
cy of silence'. When the Penn State tra­
dition is discussed, it wdll be tongue-
tied by the 'conspiracy of silence'. AR 
that remains, for now and for history, 
is to show what it can become. Histo­
ry waits.

HoweVer, military and 
overseas Voters who've 
requested absentee bal­
lots will either be mailed 
or e-mailed by the Sept. 
21 deadliIie. 

Bentivolio will now 
square off against 
the lone Democrat in 
Wednesday's election. 
David Curson, in a special 
general election on the 
November ballot to fill 
the remainder of McCot-
ter's term - just over one 
month, ending Dec. 31. 
Also on that ballot will be 
Libertaiian John Tatar 
and Marc Sosnowslci, of 
the U.S. Taxpayers Party 
of Michigan. 

On Nov. 6, voters will 
also have to choose 
between Bentivolio and 
Dr. Syed Taj for the 11th 
DistIrict's two-year term 
beginning Jan. 3. That 
will be the realigned 
11th District, which now 
includes more of Oak­
land Cotmty than Wayne 
Cotinty. 

McCotter ended 
liis term July 6 after 
duplicated sigiiatures 
on his nominating peti­
tions got liim kicked 
off the primary ballot 
and eventually result­
ed in criminal charg­
es against four of liis 
staffers. 

The special primary 
was scheduled by Gov. 
Rick Snyder's office to 
fill McCotter's unex­
pired term. Snyder's 
office cited state law in 
scheduling the election to 
ensure voters had repre­
sentation tlirough the end 
of the year-

Even though her name 
was on the ballot. Cassis 
did not actively campaign 
for the special primary 
after losing as a write-in 
candidate to Bentivolio in 
the August primaiT. 

"Much has been made' 
of my comments from 
earlier tliis summer on 
Off the Record in which I 
stated that i f I did not win

Oakland County Clerk/ 
Register of Deeds B i l l 
Bullard said that he 
intends to send a bil l to 
the State of Michigan for 
reimbursement of elec­
tion costs. 

"This Special Election 
put a rouglily $200,000 
unexpected burden in to 
already set local budgets 
across Oakland County," 
said Bullard. "We do not 

lay blame for the spe­
cial election on the gov­
ernor or the state; that 
lies with Thad McCot­
ter. However, local gov­
ernments simply cannot 
bear the full burden of 
the costs associated with 
this either." 

Bullard said that fol­
lowing Michigan law, 
he wil l be submitting a 
detailed b i l l to the state 
within the designated 
90-day window, seeking 
a supplemental appro­
priation froIn the Leg­
islature for these costs, 
which Bullard estimat­
ed at $17.92 per ballot in 
Oakland County. 

"We ask that they look 
again at the Constitution 
and act responsibly on 
behalf of local govern­
ments in terms of fund­
ing this albatross of an 
unfunded mandate they 
have hung around our 
necks," said Bullard.

The position will be up 
for vote on the statewide 
ballot Nov. 6. Jasti, along 
with another Republican 
candidate, will be run­
ning against two Demo­
crats. 

For Jasti, this is an 
exciting opportuni­
ty because he is a 1984 
graduate of Wayne State 
and he wants the chance 
to help liis alma mater 
improve. 

"I'm really excited 
to be nominated, and 
I believe Wayne State 
needs more Republican 
representation," he said. 
"It is time to elect the 
light people vVith appro­
priate backgrounds in 
offering solutions, rais­
ing money, controlling 
costs - people that haVe 
the loiowledge and the 
mettle to get things done. 
Otherwise, we (the tax­
payers) wil l all be pay­

ing for it in the long run 
from our pocketbooks. 

His main motivation in 
running is student debt, 
which he said comes 
from increasing tuition 
rates. According to Jas­
ti, the aggregate student 
debt is at $1 trillion and 
its expected to grow as 
less support is given by 
state governments. 

"The universities have 
gotten into the habit of 
increasing tuition reve­
nue to replace the sup­
port from the states," 
Jasti said. "We need to 
manage our institutions 
with fewer state dollars 
without sacrificing qual­
ity or all-important aca­
demic ranlcings." 

According to Jasti. 
in 2001, 63 percent of 
Wayne State's General 
Fund revenue came from 
the state. In 2012, that 
percentage dropped to 32 
percent and tuition now 
makes up 60 percent of 
the revenue. 

Another area he wants 

to see improved is the 
decreasting graduation 
rate which he believes 
the board has a responsi­
bility to increase. 

"The lower the gradua­
tion rates, the lower the 
federal research mon­
ey coming to the univer­
sity." said Jasti. "If we 
don't improVe the grad­
uation rates, the repu­
tation of the university 
also takes a blow — thus 
affecting attracting tal­
ented professoi-s and: 
research scientists." 

A West Bloomfield resi­
dent, Jasti has been mar­
ried to his wife, Sree, for 
25 years and they have 
two daughters, ages 22 
and 15. He founded Lotus 
in 2005 and left there 
in 2010 for a position at 
the Bank of Ann .Arbor's 
Plymouth office, where 
he is currently the Vice 
president and senior loan 
officer.

IJeiTiie I^yne's life used 
to be like that of the typ-
icti! Huron Valley resi-
deIit. 

Weekdays spent on the 
joi3 to jjrovIde for his 
wife and kids. Family din-
neI-s al home each night. 
Church on Sunday. 

Simple, ordinary, pleas­
ant. 

F'roblems were man­
aged, troubles kept under 
control — including the 
mental illness which had 
plagued his wife, Ruth, 
for seVeral years. 

In early 2009. life 
changed. 

Ruth's illness began spi-
raling out of control as 
she went through extend­
ed periods refusing to 
take the medication that 
had kept it at bay. 

Over and oVer and over 
again, as Ruth's behavior 
ranged from bizarre to 
aggressive, Pyne resort­
ed to calling police for 
help. Ruth would end up 
hospitalized, forced to 
take her medication, then 
sent back home. 

Until the next time. 
It was an extreme­

ly stressful and difficult 
period. Pyne said, as men­
tal illness dug in its claws 
and robbed the family of 
normalcy. 

Yet it couldn't touch 
the love that held them 
together, he said. That 
was rock solid, impene­
trable. 

Then. May 27, 2011, 
F'j'ne's world came crash­
ing down in a most vio­
lent, grisly way. Ruth — 
his wife of 32 years and 
mother to his son Jeffrey 
and daughter Julia — was 
found murdered in the 
garage of their Higliland 
Township home. 

Gone was the woman 
who had helped him build 
a family, a home, a life. 

Gone was the woman 
who had caught his eye in 
high school, captured iiis 
heart soon after and nev­
er let it go. 

When Ruth's life ended, 
so did life as he lcnew it. 

Adding to liis heart­
break was knowing she 
had died In a most bru­
tal way — at the hands of 
someone else. 

As Pyne grieves the loss 
of his wife — and as he 
recalls words she spoke 
to him early in their rela­
tionship — he's haimt-
ed by feelings of shame 

and embarrassment, and 
the sense that he let her 
down. 

"Ruth had said to me 
once, 'I will always make 
you laugh, and I will 
always be safe with you,'" 
Pyne said, his eyes well­
ing with tears. "As a man, 
this is the most emascu­
lating thing — to have 
your wife murdered. It's 
a torment. 

"I still can't believe this 
happened — it's unimag­
inable," he added. "Who­
ever did this to Ruth 
destroyed the entire fam­
ily." 

' A t e n d e r h e a r t ' 
Detectives with the 

Oaldand County Sher­
iff's Office and the Oak­
land County Prosecutor's 
Office say they loiow who 
killed Ruth Pyne. They 
blame Jeffrey, the cou­
ple's first-bom. 

.An indictment from 
Oakland Cotmty's citizens 
grand jury last October 
led to the arrest of the 
then-21-year-old college 
student. Charged with 
first-degree murder, he's 
been jailed since, await­
ing a Sept. 10 trial date. 

The allegation is the 
most gravest of errors, 
Pyne said, 

"This was an overzeal-
ous rush to judgment, 
right away," he said. "It's 
very easy to jump to the 
conclusion that the police 
are light. But my son is 
not capable of this. He 
would never do this." 

Jeffrey, he said, "is a 
tender heart," who nev­
er showed any aggres­
sion to his mother. They 
were extremely close, he 
said, and "did not argue 
or fight." 

Ruth was 2u-rested 
for "violent incidents" 
involving Jeffrey in 2009 
and 2010 — a slap across 
the face and grabbing 
him around the throat, 
Pjme said. Yet too much 
has been made of this, he 
said. 

"I hate it that Ruth has 
been poITrayed as a mon­
ster," he said, noting Jef­
frey wasn't liarmed in 
either case and never 
struck back. 

"If anything, he felt bad 
for his mom because of 
her illness," Pyne said. 

Diagnosed in her late 
30s as bipolar with psy­
chotic features, Ruth gen­
erally kept the condition 
under control with med­
ication, Pyne said. But

periodically, she'd decide 
she didn't need the drugs 
and not take them. With­
in weeks, signs of the i l l ­
ness would surface, such 
as laughing for no reason, 
talking under her breath, 
not sleeping for days and 
paranoia. P>-ne said he 
was especially scared 
for Ruth when she start­
ed to believe someone 
had implanted a tracking 
device in Julia. 

Those were times when 
he sought help from 
police — not because 
she had hurt anyone or 
there was an Imminent 
tlireat that she would, 
but because she need­
ed intervention to force 
her to take her medica­
tion, he explained. In one 
instance, police put Ruth 
in jail rather than have 
her taken to the hospital 
like they had for previous 
calls to the home. She did, 
however, end up hospital­
ized in that case, due to a 
subsequent court order. 

W i d e s p r e a d s u p p o r t 
Pyne said there is a 

strong faction of people 
— neighbors, co-workers, 
friends and members of 
both his and Ruth's fam­
ilies — who stand along­
side him proclaiming liis 
son's innocence. 

"I've never had any­
body come up and insin­
uate that they think Jeff 
did this," he said. 

Pyne said he lives 
"every day wanting to 
lcnow who did this. .And 
it's not comforting at all 
to lcnow the police went in 
the wrong direction. Until 
you are in the system, 
you can't comprehend 
what it's like," he said. 

Yet for those who con­
clude this is simply a case 
of a parent refusing to 
believe his cliild could 
commit such a heinous 
act, Pyne insists that the 
killer has yet to be caught. 

He references a sight­
ing of a hoodie-wearing 
stranger walldng through 
his baclcyard and oth­
er yards in the neighbor­
hood four days before 
Ruth's murder. A wom­
an who liVes nearby saw 
the young man and called 
police. 

"She said he was sinis-
ter-looldng, and scared 
her," Pyne said. 

Oakland Cotmty Under-
sheriff Mike McCabe, 
however, said Jeff's 
arrest followed a "com­
plete and thorough inves­
tigation." 

"There's no doubt in 
my mind that Jeff is the 
responsible party in tliis. 
The judge and jury will 
decide where it goes from 
here," McCabe said. "It's 
sad and tragic. But there's 
no doubt in my mind that 
we have the right person 
in custody." 

F a c i n g c h a l l e n g e s 
•Along with mourning 

his wife and his unrelent­
ing determination to "get 
Jeff home," Pyne must 
also deal with the day-to­
day aspects of running a 
household. Until the trag­
edy, liis was the more tra­
ditional male role in the 
family — the main bread­
winner worldng as an 
automotive engineer, 
wliile Ruth was a stay-at-
home mom, handling the 
coolcing and cleaning and 
most of the other house­
hold chores. 

Now, Pyne has taken all 
of it on — admitting that 
he doesn't even attempt 
to rival Ruth's talents. He 
keeps up the house the 
best he can, and i f a meal 
is "adequate and nutri­
tious," it's good enough 
for their table. 

Following Ruth's death, 
plenty of people pitched 
in to help with "the transi­
tion," he said. "Now, Julia 
and I are basically doing 
it on our own." 

Once a deeply reli­
gious man, Pyne admits 
his faith has been com­
promised by the course 
liis life — and liis fami­
ly's life — has taken. He's 
ztlso faced with a "finan­
cial burden beyond com­
prehension" to pay for 
Jeff's defense. 

.And then there is the 
challenge of helping 11-
year-old Julia cope with 
the loss of her mother 
and — at least for now — 
the loss of abrother. The 
two siblings were very 
close, he said, and never 
had disagreements. 

For the most part, Pyne 
said he liides his pain 
from Julia. "I try to keep 
it to myself, to not show 
it to her. Other times, I 
do let her see what it has 
done to me," he said. 

Julia has attended 
only one of Jeff's court 
appearances, deciding 
not to return after seeing 
her brother in custody. 
"It tore her up to see her 
brother like that. She just 
broke down," Pyne said. 

For now, Julia is "doing 
OK," he added. "We do 
talk about it, about what 
happened. But we don't 
imderstand it." 

Jeffrey shiares a ja i l 

cell with nine others, and 
spends his days reading 
and exercising, Pyne said. 

"His (attitude) has been 
pretty good tlirough tliis," 
he said. "Jeff Icnows he 
didn't do anything and 
that justice is going to 
prevail." 

Pyne visits Jeffrey at 
the Oaldand County Jail 
every chance he gets 
— usually once a week. 
He struggles viith the 
thought that his son, who 
he said has never been 
anything but gentle and 
caring and never had a 
fight in his life, now lives 
amongst "hardened crim­
inals." 

"I miss liim tremen­
dously," he said. 

With just weeks before 
the trial is set to begin, 
Pyne said he is "going 
to trust the Lord will 
have the truth come out" 
and that Jeffrey viill be 
acquitted. "Otherwise, 
none of this makes any 
sense," he said. 

"(Before this), I was 
just a family man. Wliile 
(other men) were out 
enjoying golf, I was trav­
eling to Jeff's basket­
ball games or other activ­
ities. We did everything 
together as a family. 
And my family has been 
destroyed. 

"I lost my wife, who 
was just a wonderful 
beautiful woman, a great 
mom and a great wife. 
But the focus now is to 
get Jeff home," he said. 
"We're getting on with 
life the best we can, pick­
ing up the pieces and try­
ing to get Jeff home."

Wlien T o I n Kiursld sent liis 
daugliter to Central Micliigan 
University a few years back, 
lie had concerns of any normal 
parent. 

As tlie training coordinator 
for the Livonia Fire Depart­
ment, ICiurslci was also keeping 
an eye out for dorm fire safe­
ty. Their daughter, 20, lived in a 
C M U dorm her first two years 
and is now in a sorority with 14 
yotmg women. 

"We talked about the different 
ways out," he said of her dorm. 
"We brought an extra smoke 
alaiTO with us." The universi­
ty also liad a working smoke 
detector, wliich ICiursld appre­
ciated. 

Students are back to school, 
and for those starting college 
fire safety may not top the 
list. It's usually their first time 
away from home for an extend­
ed period, IGursld said, and 
they liaven't had the time older 
adults liave liad to learn about 
fire safety. 

"It's not on the top of the i^dar 
screen," he said. 

He recommends parents 
review fire escape planning at 
home before leaving for school. 
"It does have to be specific," 
he said of the escape plan, so 
he also recommends a quick 
review upon arrival at the dorm 
of ways out to safety. 

"I tliink they have gotten bet­
ter, yes," ICiursld said of colleg­
es/universities and fire safe­
ty. Alarms are often retrofitted 
into buildings with sprinklers 
added as well. F'ire departments 
lack authority to mandate sprin-
lders in older buildings, he said, 
and cost is an issue for schools 
with adding sprinlders. 

"We try to educate. I tliink 
they're maldng steps toward 
safety," he said. 

If you're sending a student off 

to college tliis fall, include some 
fire safety planning in talk of 
friends, classes and social get-
togethers. ICiursld noted most 
dorm students liave a meal plan, 
so shouldn't need to cook much 
in their room. 

Most college fire deaths are 
off campus, he said, where it's 
tougher to maintain safety stan­
dards. 

College students living away 
from home should take a few 
minutes to make sure they are 
living in a fire-safe environ­
ment. Kiursld echoes these 
safety tips from the Nation­
al Fire Protection Associa­
tion, including looldng for ful­
ly sprinldered housing when 
choosing a dorm or off-campus 
housing. 

•Make sure your dormitory 
or apartment has smoke alarms 
inside each bedroom, oiitside 
every sleeping area and on 
each level. For the best protec­
tion, all s m o k e alarms should 
be i n t e r c o I m e c t e d so that when 
one sounds they all sotmd. 

•Test all smoke alarms at 
least m o n t h l y . 

•Never remove batteries or 
disable the alarm. 

•I>eam your building's evacu­
ation plan and practice all drills 
as i f they were the real tliing. 

•If you live off campus, liave 
a fire escape plan with two 
ways out of every room. 

•When the smoke alarm or 
f i r e a l a r m sounds, get out of 
the b u i l d i n g quicldy and stay 
out. 

•During a power outage, use 
a flashlight. 

•Cook only where it is permit­
ted. 

•Stay in the ldtchen when 
cooldng. 

•Cook only when you are 
alert, not sleepy or drowsy 
from medicine or alcohol. 

•Check with your local fire 
department for any restiric-
tions before using a barbecue 
giall, fire pit, or cliimenea. 

•Check your school's rules 
before using electrical appli­
ances in your room. 

•Use a surge protector for 
your computer and plug the 
protector directly into an out­
let.
