Backyard bow practice could become illegal

Novi looks to revise its discharge of firearms ordinance

The City of Novi is
revising its weapons dis-
charge ordinance to
potentially include bow
and arrows, which would
be in addition to the cur-
rent ban on discharging
of any type of firearm
within city limits (the
exception being a lawful
shooting range).

According to Novi City
Manager Clay Pearson,
this revision is meant to
get the ordinance in line

with state law. One thing
that would be removed is
the provision that allows
the chief of police to issue
permits as an exception
to the requirements for
the purpose of hunting. It
will be taken out because
there is no provision for it
in state law.

Pearson said the ordi-
nance was written in a
different ime frame
when Novi wasn't as built
up as it is now. The ordi-
nance was established
in the 1970s and has not
been revised since 19594,

Council member
Andrew Mutch put out
the guestion: Would resi-
dents with a larger back-
yard or more acreage be
prohibited from bow or
archery practice? They
would be. Mutch said he
is fine with getting rid
of the language allowing
the police chief to grant
exceptions, but thinks
bow and arrow activity
should be further looked
at.

Bow and arrow activi-
ty, Mutch said, is “some-
thing people could do in

their baclkyard , especial-
ly if you got an acre, five
acres or even something
a bit smaller, as long as
you are doing it safe-

ly. And to say that would
now be illegal is the ques-
tion I have about the
(revised ordinance) lan-
guage.”

Mayor Bob Gatt said he
agreed with some of what
Mutch said about consid-
ering archery on larg-
er plots, but he added the
opinion of the police chief
should be considered.

Local business owners and com-
munity leaders are quickly orga-
nizing to help the family of Officer
Patrick O'Rourke, a 12-year veter-
an of the West Bloomfield Police
Department, who was tragically
shot and killed in the line of duty
earlier this month.

A major fundraiser has been
scheduled for Sept. 20-21 at the
Marathon Gas Station at 29330
Wixom Roead, just north of the I-
96 Expressway-Wixom Road exit,
across from the former Ford auto
plant.

Station owner Eddie Osman will
open his doors at 6 a.m. Thursday
and donate S cents of every gallon
purchased by Marathon custom-
ers to the “Officer O'Rourke Fam-

ily Trust,” which will benefit the
health, education and welfare of
his family.

Osman's 5-cent donation cam-
paign will last through Friday
night. All customers who visit the
Marathon station also will be treat-
ed to free coffee and donuts and
free hot dogs during the two-day
event.

O'Rourke, 39, of Fenton, was
Kkilled on Sept. 9 in the line of duty
by a man barricaded in his home
at the North Woods Forest subdivi-
sion near the intersection of Halst-
ed and Pontiac Trail. O’Rourke left
behind a family of three elemen-
tary school-age daughters and one
infant son, and his widow, Amy.
Officer O'Rourke is mournedas a

fallen hero, who selflessly devot-
ed his life to the safety and protec-
tion of the West Bloomfield com-
munity.

The trust fund was established
by West Bloomfield Township offi-
cials, In addition to his S-cent a
gallon donation, Osman also will
collect additional donations from
his Marathon customers on Sept.
20.21. Corporate sponsors Mara-
thon Qil Company and Atlas OQil
Company already have made con-
tributions to the Marathon fund-
raiser.

A new “Mind Your
Money Manners" series
is being offered by the
Novi Public Library
starting Sept. 26. Devel-
operflead present-
er Northville resi-
dent Mark B. Robinson,
CIMA ATFA (Certified
Investment Manage-
ment Analyst/Accredit-
ed Investment Fiducia-
ry Analyst), will be fea-
tured in sessions at the
Novi library.

“Mind Your Money
Manners” presentations
will be initially offered
at six participating
libraries simultaneous-
ly on: Sept. 26, Oct. 10,
Oct. 24, and Nowv. 7.

“What we are looking
at is the often-strained
relationship we have
with money,” Robinson

said.

The series was devel-
oped by Robinson in col-
laboration with Mich-
igan State Universi-
ty Extension. MSU's
expertise combined
with his is *a collabora-
tive effort,” he said.

“We are using tech-
nology to disseminate
this information to the
far corners of Michi-
gan,” he said. The ear-
lier “Your Money in
the Balance™ has been
done more in urban and
suburban areas, which
the distance learning
element will address
in *Mind Your Mon-
ey Manners.” That will
reach rural and outstate
areas.

“It's going to be drill-
ing down a little bit
deeper in household
accounting,” Robin-
son said. “What are our

liabilities? What's our
income relative to our
expenses?”

That will enable par-
ticipants to look at
spending behavior, “so
that we start improv-
ing our net worth or bal-
ance sheet.”

Often, investment pro-
grams start with the
assumption you have a
half million dollars, he
said. This will be more
corrective and intro-
spective, “understand-
ing a bit more about
why they are where
they are.”

Terms used will be
basic, Robinson said.
Those who have a trou-
bled relationship with
their money are encour-
aged to attend.

“It's getting peo-
ple prepared for tak-
ing care of their future
self,” he said. “We have

some great initial part-
ners like the Novi Pub-
lic Library.”

Kelly Masters. spokes-
woman for the “Inves-
tor Education in Your
Community” prograrm,
szid the Novi library is
one of the launch part-
ners.

“The program is
exceptionally well
received. It's complete-
ly noncommercial,
objective, and excep-
tionally high content
delivered in a way that
normal people like you
and I can understand,”
she said.

The program began
almost seven vears ago.
The new series “Mind
Your Money Manners™
offers additional pre-
sentations to further
residents’ knowledge.
“This particular series
of presentations is just

being rolled out.” she
said.

The Plymouth Dis-
trict Library will host a
different series, “Your
Money in the Balance,”
along with Royal Oak,
Huntington Woods, and
Bloomfield Township
libraries. In addition
to Novi, others hosting
“Mind Your Money Mat-
ters” are Howell, Ster-
ling Heights, Wyan-
dotte, Grand Rapids and
Marquetrte libraries.

“We're trying to cov-
er the four points on the
compass, if you will,”
she said.

All are free to attend,
but vou're asked to pre-
register with the host-
ing library. That's help-
ful with providing suffi-
cient materials.

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Brain’s workings

Psychologist focuses on helping with neurofeedback

Todd Nadeau, a psycholo-
gist and Northville native, is
interested in how the brain
works. With colleagues,
he’s using brain mapping, a
diagnostic tool that shows

through an EEG functional- -

ity of the brain.

*An EEG does a beautiful
job of revealing the source
of the problem,” said North-
ville Township resident
Nadeau, 51, who recently
opened an office in Novi, in
addition to his Grand Blanc
office.

“Talk therapy can only
take you so far;” said
Nadeau, a therapist for over
20 years who's done the
neurofeedback for about
seven years. He earned a
master of arts degreein
psychology from Western

. Michigan Urniversity and

bachelor’s degrees in psy-
chology and biclogy from
Albion College.

Nadeau attended North-
ville schools, including the
first class at Meads Mill
Junior High, and is a 1980
Catholic Central High
School graduate.

Water proj

That large group of
orange-shirted runners
vou may have seen mov-
ing along Hines Drive on
weekends is on a mission
—to provide clean water
for Zambia through the
World Vision organiza-
tion.

Novi residents Bil-
ly Downs, 47, and Tony
Hobart, 57, are serving
as captains of the contin-
gency, Team Northridge
Ridge Runners, which is
preparing to run in the
Chicago Marathon on
Oct. 7.

“It started within
Northridge,” said Downs,
who has been a member
of the Plymouth church
since 2004. “World Vision
came to us and asked if
anybody might want to
do it. Myself and Tony
decided this would be a
nice project to take on
and gather people to run
a marathon, change some
lives on the other side of
the world and work on
their own lives.”

That was in Novem-
ber last year, and the two
started recruiting fami-
ly, friends and neighbors
in January, and marketed
the opportunity in their
church and others. They
number around 250.

“It's amazing,” said
Downs. “Probably 75 per-
cent have never done a
marathon or haven't run
in 20 to 40 years. The life-
changing that's happen-
ing - people losing tons of
weight. It"s awesome to
watch.”

Their goal is to raise
$500,000 for a clean water
project in two communi-
ties in Zambia They're
at $191,000 two and a half
weeks to go.

“We still have a great
chance to raise our goal,”
said Downs.

bie Murphy, a neighbor
of Downs who caught the
excitement.

“Billy has just got so
much energy and pas-
sion for doing something
that's productive,” said
Murphy.

She started the “pain-
ful” training in June, and
noted that some will have
to walk the Chicago Mar-
athon due to injuries —
“but they’re comimitted to
finishing it,” she said.

The group meetsat 7
a.m. on Saturdays behind
the First Presbyteri-
an Church in Northville.

Each member is
supposed to run at least
three other times during
the week as well.

“Most are sticking
to the plan,” said Mur-

Saturday was a hard
race. It's a nice training
plan, but it’s nutritious-
everything! They come
with tips each week —
what to eat, get enough
rest, get a good night's
sleep two nights prior.”

Downs, a resident of
Novi since 1995, start-
ed running in 2001 when
he said he was “working
and not really staying
fit.” He did his first tria-
thalon that year.

“It changed my life-
styles,” he said. “I start-
ed enjoying the sport,
and I still compete. I do
different events, prob-
ably one or two mar-
athons a year, but my
focus is mostly on triath-
alons.”

The local group of run-
ners will all find differ-
ent ways to get to Chi-
cago, but most of them
are staying at the same
hotel.

that they also travel a
great distance. And even
if a resident has a larg-
er yard, the police would
probably still be receiv-
ing a lot of comnplaints by
neighbors. He cited a sit-
uation last vear in which
residents in the area of
Eight Mile and Garfield
roads issued a lot of com-
plaints about some hunt-
ers who were out on a plot
of land hunting geese.

“The intent is so we
don't have people dis-
charging firearms, dis-
charging bows and
arrows throughout our
community,” said Molloy.
“We've just become way
too congested to have that
type of activity going on
for the safety of every-
one.”

Exceptions would still
remain for licensed facili-
ties like archery or shoot-

ing ranges.

The revision report
also states that although
this ordinance revision is
not a legal ban on hunt-
ing, it is a legal ban on
the discharge of a fire-
arm, which could be con-
strued by some as reach-
ing the same result as a
ban on hunting since a
hunter would be legally
prohibited from discharg-
ing a firearm, even for
hunting.

The hunting ordinance
has not been modified,
so the police chief would
still follow procedures
already in place regard-
ing hunting permits.

The first reading of the
revision was approved by
the City Council at their
Sept. 10 meeting. The sec-
ond reading and possi-
ble adoption could come
at the next meeting on
Sept. 24.

Prior to the downturn, our
client decided to register the
project under the interstate
land sales act. Now the

client has
commenced
site work
and won’t
start the
sales

Bl until halfway
through
construction.
lam
wondering
whether to use the improved
lot exemption rather than
registering. What do you
think?

A:While this is a
complex question,
basically interpreting
Section 1703(d) of
ILSA, and under
the Improved Lot
Exemption to ILSA,

I believe that if

the developer can
comfortably promise
delivery in two years
(and doesn't need

to stack the 99-unit
exemption onto

the improved lot
exemption) it seems
that the improved lot
exemption provides
more flexibility and
predictability to the
seller. This is clearly
not a clear-cut situation
in light of several
recent cases. The
developer may be in

a position to comply
with Section 1703(d)
by including the legal
description of the
underlying land (in
addition to the proposed
legal description of the
unit) in the contract.
This is obviously an
esoteric issue which
requires additional
research.

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10 things that scream, “Don’t Hire

You just don't get it. You'we
applicd to numerous jobs, been
to ¢countless interviews and
made several new contacts in
vour hetwaork -- vet here you
are -- still sitting on the
unemplovmuent list. What gives?

Well .. have vou ever stopped to
consider that whal gives might
in fact be ... you?

t's a hard concept that most
job seckuers have trouble
wrapping their heads around,
but applicants m_qucnth --
inadvertently -- raise red flags
to hiring managders that
immediately seream, “Don't
hire me!” But. it might not be
entirely vour fault.

“Maost cormpanies don't give
direct feedbuack about areas
people are weak in while they
are employed. They are
enabling poor performance and
lack of accountability.” says
Tom Gimbel. president and
CEO of The LaSalle Network.
an executive recruiting firm in
Chicago, “The same mentality
exists when people interview,
Thev feel they did 'great’ on the
interview and never look at
themselves for if they feel that
the interviewer was looking for
something different.”

Not sure if vou're unknowingly
blowing vour chances at
scoring vour dream job? Here
are 10 red flags to be wary of -
during your next job hunt:

Red flag No. 1: You don’t
have any contact
information on your resumé

When vou're crafting your
resumeé, you should focus on
highlighting relevant skills and
accomplishments that are in
line with the position for which
vou are applving. But what
poad is ah impressive resumé if
hiring managers have no way
to get in touch with its owner?
If they can't find you. they can 't
hire \'ou. Always provide a

home address, phone number
or c-mail address so employers

Red flag No. 2: You have
long gaps between jobs on
your resume

Even if vour long dumrtun
from the work force is valid,
extended lapses of
unemplovment might say to an
emplover, “Why weren t vou
wanted by anvone? " Gimbel
savs. Anvtime vou have more
than a three-month gap of
idleness on your resumé.
legitimate or otherwise, be
prc_p.nxd to explain vourseli.

Red flag No. 3: You aren’t
prepared for the interview

There are many ways to be
unprepared for an interview:
You haven't researched the
company, you don'’t have any
questions prepared vou didn't
bring a capy of your resume,
ete. Plain and simple, do your
homework before an interview.
Explore the company online,
prepare answers to questions
and have sameone give vou a
mock interview. The more
prepared vou are, the more
emplovers will take you
seriously.

Red flag No. 4: You didn't
provide any references

By omitting references in your
application, employers could
infer that vou don’t know
anyone who has any positive
things to say about you -- when
in fact. you just forgot to
provide them with people who
can vouch for you. No
references also shows
employers that you aren’t
prepared for people to call
thern, Gimbel savs. Always
make sure the hiring manager
has at least one person to
contact who can spezk on your
behaif.

Red flag No. 5: You only
have negative things to say
about previous employment

We know how temnpting it is to
want to tell anyone who will
listen how much of a (insert
expletive word here) your old
boss was -- but a hiring
manager for a coveted job is
not that person.

There are hundreds of ways to
turn negative things about an
old job inte positives. Thought
your last job was a dead end?
Spin it by saying. “I felt I had
gone as far as I could go in that
position. I'm looking for
something with more
opportunity for advancement.”
Couldn’t get along with your
co-workers? I really need to
work in an environment where
1 feel like I'm part of a team and
my last position didn't allow for
that kind of atmosphere.”

Red flag No. 6: You've held
seven different jobs —- in the
past six months

Job hopping is a new trend in
the working world. Workers are
ne longer staying in a job for
10-20 vears; they stay for a
couple and move on to the next
one. While such a tactic can
further your career, switching
jobs too often will raise a
prospective employer’s
antenna. Too many jobs in too

little time tells ernployers that
either you can’t hold a job or
vou have no loyalty, Gimbel
says. Pick and choose the jobs
yvou include on your résumé or
prepare to explain vourself.

Red flag No. 7: You give
inconsistent answers in
your interview

One tactic hiring managers use
during the hiring process is to
ask yvou the same question in
several different ways. This is
mostly to ensure that you're
genuine with your answers and
not just telling an employer
what he or she wants to hear.
Keep your responses sincere
throughout the entire process
and you should be good te go.

Red flag No. 8: You lack
flexibility

Most people know what they
want in a job as far as benefits,
compensation, time-off, etc. If
you're unable to be flexible
with some of your
(unrealistic?) expectations,
however, you're going to have a
difficult time finding a job.
Have a bottom line in terms of
what you want before you start
the hiring process and be
willing to bend a bit if
recessary.

Red ﬂag No. 9: Your
application was, in a word -
- lazy

Only doing the bare minimum
of what's asked of you won 't get
very far -- in life or in your job
search. Applying to jobs with
the same resumeé and the same
cover letter (or none at all) is
pure laziness. And as Gimbel
points out, if you won't spend
extra time on vourself and your
application materials, you sure
as heck won't do it for a client.

Red flag No. 10: You lack
objective or ambition

If vou have no long-term goals,
then you really have no short-
term goals either. Gimbel says.
“Long-term goals may change,
however you need to have some
concept of where you want to
go.” Know where you want to
go and how you plan to get
there. Otherwise you seem
unfocused and unmotivated.
which are two big no-no’s for
an applicant.
