School employees take wage freeze

Support personnel, food service contracts ratified

Contract agreements for sup-
port personnel and food service
emplovees were ratified Sept.
20 by Novi's Board of Educa-
tion, and neither includes wage
increases.

Both groups had a two-year
contract ending June 2013 and
included a wage recpener option
in the second year, so recent
negotiations were for wages
only.

“For food services, it's a fro-
zen pay schedule — the same as
2011-12 for 2012-13,” said Steve
Barr, the district’s assistant
superintendent of business ser-
vices. “They have three people
getting their ‘steps’ with nominal
costs to the district that add up
to about $1,000.”

Steps are pay raises employees
get after reaching certain senior-
ity levels. '

Barr said there are 27 employ-
ees in food services, and their
funding is separate from the dis-

trict’s normal K-12 operating
funds.

Support personnel, which num-

ber more than 90, also took a
wage freeze for this school year.
And although some of those
employees were eligible for step
raises, none took it.

With light snow last school
year, neither group utilized
either of the two furlough days
allowed. Both will continue 10
pay 15 percent toward health
care.

Teachers contract
The teachers have a similar
two-year contract, with a wage

reopening option, through June
2013. That contract was ratified
by the board at its Sept. 6 meet-

ing.

§They took two and a half fur-
lough days, which amounts to
about a 1.33-percent pay cut,”
Barr said. “They had about 130
people on step increases, which
are 6- 10 7-percent raises. They
got their step raises and, in
exchange, the whole group of
about 400 gave back furlough
days.”

The net effect was a cost of
about $35,000 to the district,

City of Novi amends street lighting ordinance

cost of placing a stan-
dard street light in
the right-of-way along
major roads at entranc-
es to residential neigh-
borhoods.

According to Novi
City Manager Clay
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The City of Novi
updated its street light-
ing ordinance to reflect
its current prac-
tice of paying for the
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Pearson, this comes out
of the evaluation done
by the Department of
Public Services. The
DPS conducted a com-
prehensive review of
the city’s public street
light system this past
spring.

*This is really a mod-
ernization of our exist-
ing street light policy
that we use when sub-
divisions come in and
ask for lighting when
developments are in
place,” Pearson said of
the amendment to the
ordinance established
in 1988.

A key point is that
a subdivision must
request this help. If it
fits in the ordinance,
the ¢ity would install a
light and then pay for
the operating costs of
those lights for perpe-
tuity.

Rob Haves, Novi's
Public Services direc-

tor, said amending the
existing policy would
provide staff with
clear direction on how
to handle all types of
public street lighting
requests in the future.

Councilmember
Andrew Mutch asked
Hayes, because subs
may have multiple
entrances, would each
one get a light. Haves
said it would be for
every entrance on a
major road.

Mutch then asked
would apartment com-
plexes or mobile home
parks get the same

treatment. They would,

and Mutch has an issue
with that. He views
these as commercial
enterprises operat-
ing for profit. Mutch
did make motion to
exclude these, but it
received no support.

New developments
fall under the new lan-
guage.

Hayes said the
amended policy also
indicates that requests

for all other types of
public street lights
(i.e., lights in the pub-
lic right-of-way, but
not along residential
entrances on major
roads), except for peti-
tions to establish spe-
cial assessment dis-
tricts, would require
the petitioner to pay all
capital and operating
costs for those street
lights.

Another result of the
street light review has
DPS working with DTE
to get inoperable lights
working again and
have credits issued for
inaccurate electricity
bills. Novi has received
a credit for nearly
$34,000 in energy costs
incorrectly billed to
the city over the past
seven years,

Weapons
discharge
ordinance

In other council deci-
sions, the change to the

ordinance pertaining

to weapons discharge
was approved 5-2, with
Mutch and Mayor Pro-
tem David Staudt as the
dissenting votes.

The ordinance had lan-
guage that prohibited
possession and/or dis-
charge of certain fire-
arms while also allowing
the police chief to issue
permits as an “excep-
tion” to the require-
ments for the purpose
of hunting. The hunting
exception section has
been removed because
there is no provision
for it in state law. In
addition, the various
“exceptions” to the dis-
charge prohibition {gun
ranges, archery rang-
es, etc.) were slightly
re-worded for clarifi-
cation.

Now, bow or archery
practice will not be
allowed in a backyard,
which is what Mutch and
Staudt disagreed with.

Ex-staffer pleads no contest to five misdemeanor counts

A staffer for former
Congressman Thaddeus
MeCotter pleaded no con-
test Tuesday to five mis-
demeanor charges in the
congressman's petition
seandal.

Lorianne O'Brady, 52, of
Livonia, who worked as a
scheduler for the former
congressman, pleaded no
contest in 16th District
Court before Judge Kath-
leen J. McCann to five
counts of falsely signing
a nominating petition as
circulator, a misdemean-
or punishable by up 1o
93 days in jail. Her sen-
tencing hearing is sched-
uled for Qct. 25 in front of

McCann.
Attor-

| ney Gen-
eral Bill
Schuette

“As your atlorney gen-
eral, I have a duty to
enforce the law and
ensure public integrity,”
said Schuetle in a pre-
pared statement.

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“Qur office will con-
tinue to prosecute the
remaining defendants
involved mn this shame-
ful violation of the pub-
lic trust.”

Schuette alleges that
members of McCotter’s
Michigan staff were
involved in a deliberate
fraud involving a pattern
of copying and aitering
petitions in order to qual-
ify the five-term con-
gressman for the 2012
Michigan ballot. Schuette
revealed examples of
petitions that were alleg-
edly manufactured elec-
tronically by transpos-
ing signatures collect-
ed in previous election
years onto 2012 nominat-
ing petitions.
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Aftrer the signatures
were declared inval-

id by the Secretary of
State’s office, McCot-

ter said he was going to
run as a write-in, then
decided that he would
not run in the 1ith Con-
gressional District in
early June. On July 6,
McCotter, who was not
charged in Schuertte’s
petition fraud investiga-
tion, resigned from Con-
gress.

Three other former
staffers also face charg-
es:

Mary Melissa Turnbull
of Howell is scheduled
for a preliminary exam
on Sept. 27. Turnbull
faces two charges: one
count of conspiracy to

Teaching how to keep learning
more important than tools

en I was in ele-
mentary school
and I needed to

do research for a report,
I always could count on
my handy Encyclopedia
Britannica that sat on
the bookshelf. There at
my fingertips was all the

- information that I could

want.

It nev-
er crossed
my mind
that the
informa-
tion in the
encyclo-
pedia was
dated. As
this school
year
begins, I
read an
interest-
ing article
on the website “edudem-
ic.com " that identified
ten things students won't
need to know when they
graduate. They include
such things as how to
use a computer mouse,
how to read a paper
map, and how to place
data on 2 CD or DVD.

Reading this arti-
cle started me think-
ing about how things
change. The problem,
of course, is that many
of the things that we
teach are necessary for
the time that we live in
but become outdated so
quickly.

Take, for example, my
encyclopedia experi-
ence. Back when I was
in elementary school,
that was the primary
method for research.
Now, however, our stu-
dents can get up-to-date
information from web-
sites and researchers
from around the world.
The skill to be taught is
research but the meth-
ods of research have
clearly changed.

I learned how touse a
slide rule when I was in
high school. Most peo-
ple don't use slide rules
these days. Howev-
er, back when I learned
how to use the slide rule,
that was the only way 1o
solve problems. It was
important then but not
so important now.

1 also learned cursive
writing. Now I don't use
cursive writing atall. I
used to say the only rea-
son to know how to write
in cursive was to sign
the back of vour pay-
check. Now, with direct
deposit, that is not even
a reason to learn cursive
writing.

There may be some
who would suggest that
cursive helps with fine
motor skills and that it
is part of the develop-
mental process. Some of
that may be true but the
real point of writing is
communication. Now we
have so many more ways
to communicate should
we take class time to
teach a skill that is, for
the most part, never
used?

These reflections even-
tually led me back to the
students in our schools.
During the first week
of scheool I was in every
building. I saw students
of all ages excited about
the first week of school.
My responsibility is to
ensure that these stu-
dents are ready, not only
for the challenges of
todav, but for the chal-
lenges of tomorrow.

Many of the tools that
we use to teach our stu-
dents will change over
rime. Some of the chang-
es will be quite dramat-
ic. As teachers, our goal
is not to focus on the
tools that we use to teach
our students. We need
good tools. We have good
tools in our school Qdis-
trict, thanks to the gen-
erosity of our comrnu-

nity.

But the truth is the
tools are not what are
important. What is
important is what we
do with the tools. We
must teach students how
to learn, how to gath-
er information, and how
to communicate. If we
focus our teaching on
the tools, our students
will always be behind.
What we really are
teaching is how to learn
throughout our lifetime,

We must ensure that
our students have the
skills they need to learn.
We must ensure that
they know how to write,
how to read, and how to
calculate. But the most
important skills that we
need to teach our stu-
dents are how to use
these basic skills to
solve the problems that
our world faces.

1 want our students
ro be able to grow and
change as the world
grows and chang-
es. The skill I learned
when I was in elernen-
tary school was not how
to use an encyclopedia.
The skill I learned, and
the skill that was taught
to me by the teachers
that I had, was how 1o
ask questions and find
answers.

Qur goal in Novi is not
to spend our time teach-
ing students the lat-
est word processing
program or how to use
search engines on the
computer. The skills that
we are teaching are the
skills that will last them
over a whole lifetime of
learning.

“Last year, their con-
tract had two furlough
days built in, but they
never took them because
we didn't have snow,”
he said. “One could look
at it and say they're tak-
ing two and half, but they
never took the two from
last year™

Administrators
contract

The last group, whose
contract has not been
finalized vet, is non-union
— the administrators.
They don’t have a sala-
ry schedule per se, like
the other groups, but they
do have furlough days.
Barr said the majority of
administrators took fur-
lough days and a pay cut
of about 0.75 percent last
year., ‘

“We said, ‘If you want
to help out for the good
of the cause, take two
days off and we won't
pay you for them,” Barr
said. “In 2011-12, the only
group that took them was
administrators.”

Negotiations

Barr, along with Bon-
nie Lobert, the district’s
assistant superinten-
dent of human resources,
negotiated the two recent
contracts. The Novi Food
Service Employee Asso-

ciation team was com-
posed of Kim Edwards
(MEA representative)
and Terri Kasik, NFSEA
president. The Novi Edu-
cational Support Person-
nel Assoctation team was
composed of Edwards
and Mary Abraham, assc-
ciation president.

Barr said the negotia-
tions overall were “pret-
ty simple” and that the
bargaining teams worked
well together.

“All of the reps from
the groups, we have a
very good relationship
with them,” Barr said.
“We bargained several
times."”

Retirement reform in
Lansing held things up
as the district waited to
see what effect it would
have on Novi's budget.
Although it passed in
August, there are still
several legal challenges
that remain unresolved.

The reforn held flat
the 24.46 percent the dis-
trict pays to the state
pension and health care
fund.

“It was going to go
to 27.37 starting next
week,” Barr said, “and
that would've cost us
about $1.15 million.”

Any shortfall to fund
the retirement sys- .
tem will come out of the
school aid fund.

Plan adopted in
2011

In a report by Novi
Planner Mark Spencer,
the concept of neighbor-
hood connector routes
was developed during the
planning process for the
City of Novi Non-Motor-
ized Master Plan, which
was adopted in 2011.

Spencer said the plan
lays out a systematic set
of strategies to reduce
the number of motor
vehicle trips in the city
and reduce energy usage.
As a side benefit, increas-
ing nonmotorized trips
will increase the amount
of exercise the city’s res-
idents get which should
improve the health of
those residents.

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Candidates pull no punches in prosecutor’s race

Let’s just get it out
of the way: Politically
speaking, Jessica Cooper
and Mike Bishop do not
like each other

The two are running for
Qakland County Prose-
cutor, Cooper was first
elected 10 the job in 2008.
Four vears later she’s
mounting an aggressive
campaign to keep it

*I want the public to
understand how impor-
tant this race is,” said
Cooper, who spent 28
years on the bench. I run
a professional office —
I'm very proud of what
we've done. For me, I
have a love of the law. It's
what I do best.”

Bishop, who spent 12
vears serving in the
Michigan Legislature
before he was term-lim-
ited out of office in 2010,
believes he can bring
a mare compassionate
approach to the job.

“I don't doubt for a sec-
ond the rank-and-file at
the prosecutor’s office
is the best yvou can get,”
he said. “But I think the
focus has fallen off the
victim's side, and more
on the conviction rate. Te
me, it seems there always
has to be this fist-thump-
ing on the table and all
this talk about ‘tough jus-
tice.” I get that, but we
also have to be very care-
ful to respect and digni-
fy the rights of victims of
crime.”

DIFFERENT
PERSPECTIVES

Bishop is 45 and Cooper
is 66. Cooper is a Demo-
crat, Bishop a Republi-
can. They both agree the
office should be nonpar-
tisan.

Bishop grew up in
Rochester Hills under the
roof of Don Bishop, a pap-

ular public figure who
spent years in county and
state politics. A Universi-
ty of Michigan praduate
with a law degree from
Detroit College of Law,
Mike Bishop eventually
took over his father's dis-
trict. He's now raising his
own family in the Roches-
ter area, and like his dad.
he’s built a solid constit-
uency.

*I remember my dad
working on the (Ger-
ald) Ford campaign.” he
recalled. "I remember
conversations with my
dad about Nixon resign-
ing. There were plenty
of political conversations
around the dinner 1able.”

Cooper’s dad died
before she was born. She
grew up in Detroit, a Cass
Tech graduate with a law
degree from Wayne State
University. She was in
her senior vear at high
school when her mom
passed away.

~I was orphaned by the
time I was 17,” she said of
her childhood. “We nev-
er had money and I never
considered myself very
stylish. But I knew the
one thing I had was my
intelligence. I have confi-
dence in my ability.”

If there’s one area
where they're alike, it'’s
in campaigning. Both are
relentless.

Each time he ran for
state House and Sen-
ate, Bishop was the
clear favorite. His
only real defeat came
in 2010, when he lost
to Bill Schuette in the
Republican primary for
state attorney general
(Schuertte is now endors-
ing him). In 1996, he ran
for aregent spot at U of
M and lost that, too.

Cooper, who lives in
Beverly Hills, has won all
her major races. Her first
political victory came in
1978 against an incurm-
bent judge in Southfield’s

Her message in the cam-
paign is very clear: She
has the necessary expe-
rience to run the prose-
cutor's office — and her
opponent dogs not.

TRADING PUNCHES
Bishop's career has
mostly been about poli-
tics. He's been with some
private law firms — most
recently Clark Hill in Bir-
mingham — and he has a
real estate license. Early
in his career he prosecut-
ed local cases for Orion
Township and South Lyon.
He acknowledges one of
the main reasons he got
into the prosecutor's race
is because Oakland Coun-
v Executive L. Brooks
Parterson recruited him.
“He was concerned
the leadership in Oak-
land County was slip-
ping away,” said Bishop.
“If money, fame or glory
were my motive, I would
not be in this race. I gen-
uinely think thisis the
right thing for me to do

His case
against
Cooper
comes
down to
this: She's
too bossy.

“They fear their boss,”
he said of the assis-
tant prosecuting attor-
neys working under Coo-
per. “The way she oper-
ates has intimidated and
stressed people out. She
has taken people off their
job and putthem ina
chair and made them sit
there all day long because
she’s upset with them. I'm
not kidding vou, this is
actually happening.”

Cooper almost fell out
of her chair when told of
the allegations.

“Is he making this stuff
up? What the heck is he
talking about? Tell me -
he's joking,” she said.
“First of all, most of my
prosecutors are extreme-
1y happy to be here. Most
of the ones who left did
it to make more money. I
can't even fathom where
he would get such a ridic-
ulous story.”

She then took her own
little swipe.

*1 know he talks about
being a local prosecutor,
but being a local prose-
cutor means he did mis-
demeanors on a part-
time basis 16 or 17 years
ago,” she said. *I know
his idol is Brooks, but
when Brooks was a pros-
ecutor there were 10 laws
and they were written
on a stone tablet. Things

don't know how strongly
I can say you cannot have
someone without experi-
ence or knowledge in that
office.”

THE BARRY KING
QUESTION

Part of Bishop's cam-
paign strategy revolves
around Barry King,
who's the father of Tim-
othy King, the Birming-
ham boy who was abduct-
ed and murdered by the
so-called Oakland County
Child Killer in 1977.

King believes his son’s
likely killer is Christo-
pher Busch, a convict-
ed pedophile and the son
of a prominent General
Motors executive. Busch
comrmitted suicide in
his family's Bloomfield
Township home in 1978,
almost a vear after the
King abduction.

King, who's an attorney,
has publicly feuded with
Cooper over the limit-
ed amount of information
her office has released
1o him on the investiga-
tion. Bishop thinks King
should be allowed to see
the files.

“This is what I would
do,” Bishop said. I would
have this gentleman
come into my office and
sit with me, and probably
another attorney, and go
through the files togeth-
er. I would share with
him everything we know.
We could easily depu-
rize him at that point in
time if that's necessary
and have him sign a non-
disclosure document. It’s
as easy as that. Give the
man an opportunity to see
what happened to his son.
Even if there’s nothing in
the files, let him see that
there’s nothing.”

Cooper scoffed at the
suggestion.

“He thinks we can dep-
utize the parent of a child
who was murdered?” she
said. “Here's the deal: It’s
called a conflict of inter-
est, and I think it's some-
thing Mr. Bishop should
learn about before he
runs for prosecutor. Mr.
I\mg has a vested inter-
est in this case ... if this
case should ever go to tri-
al, Mr. King is going to be
a witness.,”

Cooper went on to say
she's shared as much
information with King
as “we can legally give
him.” She also said DNA
technology may ultimate-
1y assist in the apprehen-
sion of a suspect.

“If it gives him peace
that Mr. Busch was the
persomn, then believe it,”
she said. “But we are
going on with the investi-
gation.”

NO HANDSHAKES

To be sure, they’ve both
taken their lumps public-
ly. Cooper has been crit-
icized for her aggres-
sive prosecution of med-
ical marijuana cases,
while Bishop took plen-
ty of heat in the state Sen-
ate for his handling of the
Ambassador Bridge issue
— not to mention his can-
tankerous relationship
with former Gov. Jenni-
fer Granholm.

In terms of opera-
tions, the two argue over
the county's drug and
sobriety ¢ourts: Bishop
believes the prosecutor’s
office should be inveolved,
while Cooper said the
budget won't allow it.
Bishop counters putting
first-time minor drug
offenders in jail is more
costly and less effective.

Otherwise, it's really
a personality clash and
whether Cooper’s judicial
experience trumps Bish-
op’s political background.

Career advice for peoplle'wh'o prefer texting over talki'ng

“Hi QT. Hope ur hvn a
GRS day!

While you might be
scratching your head
trying to decode that
sentence, it's an example of
what a typical text message
written by a teenager
might look like. Texting
has become the main

form of communication
for many teens, and text
“shorthand” is often used
to save time. According to
a study by the Pew Internet
Research Center, U.S. teens
are falking on landlines
and cell phones less, using
smartphones more, and
averaging 60 texts a day.

And while studies show
that as people get older,
their texting habits may
decrease, they're still doing
it all throughout college.
Many are so hooked that
they can’t even get through
a class without sending a
text message; a University
of New Hampshire study
found that 65 percent of
college students surveyed
are sending around one
text message per class.

Helping to ease the
communication transition
Since texting has yet

to become the norm,

or even an acceptable
practice, during the job-
search process, some
college students nearing
graduation may need a
little help adapting their

the business world.
Recognizing this
communication gap and
knowing that those new
to the working world
will be faced with fierce
competition for jobs,
college-to-workforce
transition training is
gaining in popularity.

Lynne Sarikas, executive
director of the MBA Career
Center at Northeastern
University, says that their

“Employers still highly
value communications
skills -- both oral and
written -- and expect
students to perform in
that environment,” Sarikas
says. “One of the critical

It would be
wrong to chide students
for inappropriate behavior
if they are never told what
constitutes appropriate
behavior”

Elizabeth Venturini,
founder of the college
career-strategy
organization Scholasticus,
also saw the need to

help young adults who

more technology-driven
communication. She

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recently rolled out a
workshop called Charm
School for the College-
Bound to educate students
on the importance and
essential skills of business
etiquette.

“Etiquette matters more
than ever in today’s
technology-charged
society,” Venturini says. “In
an age when it is second
nature for 50 many young
people to text [rather than]
talk, knowing business
etiquette is critical as they
prepare for college and
future employment.”
