Novi has over $80,000 to
allocate for its 2013 plan

The city will be allocating
over $80,000 in funding for
its proposed 2013 Community
Development Block Grant
(CDBG) program, and that’s good
news for Novi's low-income fami-
lies.

Novi is planning to distribute
a total of $86,923 for the Novi
Youth Assistance to fund camp
scholarships and counseling; for
HAVEN, which is an agency for
battered and abused spouses; and
for the general community for its
residential repair pregram.

The grant comes from Oakland

and to help meet an urgent com-
munity need where ne funding is
available.

“Since 2002, the City of
Novi has received and success-
fully managed over $1,255,536 in
CDEG grant funds,” said Novi's
assistant finance director, Marina
Neumaler, in her memorandum
for the public hearing held at the
last City Council meeting.

The City Council accepted the
recommendation report after
there was no public comment
given during the hearing,

According to Neumaier, the
maximum ameount the City of
Novi is allowed to allocate direct-
lv to the public service program
category for 2013 is $26,077,

which represents an increase of
$13,189 from prior years. And
$5,000 and §7,000 will be direct-
ed to NYA and HAVEN; these are
defined as public services, Nearly
$75,000 will go toward the repair
program, whieh is defined as a
minor home repair service.

These amounts were recom-
mended by the Housing and
Community Development com-
mittee and will help out with
somne important community ser-
vices. ‘

Funding dollars allocated to
NYA are used to provide direct
intervention services for Novi
youth and include counseling,
enrichment, skill building and
academic support to children who
are for various reasons deemed to
be “at risk” or whose families have
insufficient financial resources to
meet their needs for these activi-
ties, Neumaier said.

HAVEN reported last fiscal
vear a total of 154 Novi residents

receiving direct assistance by way
of shelter assistance, crisis inter-
vention as well as services from
its Personal Protection Order
Office.

The minor home repair
program offers residents the
ability to participate in the
‘Weatherization Assistance
Program (WAP) administered
through OLHSA. According to
Neumaier, Novi has leveraged an
additional $335,163 in weather-
jzation funding for residents over
and above the CDBG funds.

The WATP provides free, grant-
funded, energy-related home
repairs to all eligible low income
households to help lower their
utility bills and to improve living
conditions. The current wait list
for the Minor Home Repair pro-
gram continues to grow to a total
of 103 residents as of September.

Providence Park Hospital chief
glad to be ‘back home’

Peter Karadjoff took
over in May as president
of Providence Park Hos-
pital in Novi, bringing 14
vears of leadership posi-
tions in Trinity Health.
Most recently, Karadjoff
was president and CEO of
St. Joseph Mercy Hospi-
tal Port Huron since 2003.

Before that, the 1982
Farmington High School
graduate spent 12 years
in leadership roles at
Providence Hospital in
Southfield.

“It is great to be back
home,” he said Qct. 22,
during a "meet and greet”
lunch at the hospital, one
of several such recent
sessions. “The culture
and spirit, the heart of
Providence really has not

changed. It is an amazing
organization.”

His children were born
at the Southfield hospital,
and his mom received her
final care at Providence.

Karadjoff cutlined
plans for the Novi facili-
ty, with the current hospi-
tal opening in 2008. Pop-
ulation shifts increased
local health care needs,
he said, and civic leaders
remain concerned about
keeping all healthy.

“We are really
stretiched with the oper-
ating room” in Novi, he
said, adding the facility
is growing at 10 percent
ayear.

He cited the Michi-
gan Ear Institute, doing
cochlear implants and
among the top such facil-
ities nationwide. Stroke
treatment is also very

advanced, with the abili-
ty te pull a clot from the
brain.

In his comments, Kar-
adjoff also touched on
top{light orthopedics, as
well as labor and deliv-
ery. The 200-bed hospi-
tal, with room to grow
on a campus of over 200
acres, has come along
way from the first affil-
iated ambulatory center
at 10 Mile and Haggerty
in 1980,

“It’s an evolving pro-
gram and an evolving
organization,” with many
physicians and an excel-
lent Assarian Cancer
Center affiliated with the
University of Michigan.

“Getting healthy
requires a lot of things,”
he said.

Voters in some cities,
including Novi, will vote
in two races Nov. 6 to
fill the 11th District con-
gressional seat, adding
to an already long ballot.

One is for a full two-
vear term. the other is
for a partial term end-
ing Jan. 2, 2013, to elect
a successor to Thaddeus
McCotter, who resigned
in July amidst a petition
signature scandal.

Republican Kerry Ben-
tivolio and Democrat
Sved Taj are running for
the two-year term, along
with Libertarian John J.
Tatar, Green Party can-
didate Steven Paul Duke
and Natural Law candi-
date Daniel Johnson.

Rentivolio, Democrat
David A. Curson, Tatar
and U.S. Taxpayers can-
didate Marc J. Sosnows-
ki are vying for the par-

‘tial term.

The race for the full
term has received a
lot of media attention,
with the spotlight on the
Republican and Dem-
ocratic challengers —
Bentivolio and Taj.

Curson, the Democrat
running against Bentivo-
lio for the partial term,
is concerned the lack of
coverage and endorse-
ments in the partial term
race sends the wrong
message to voters, mak-
ing it appear the last ses-
sion of the 112th Con-
gress is insignificant.
Taj did not run for the
partial term.

“In reality it may
prove to be one of the
most important and
memorable sessions in
history,” the Belleville
resident said in an e-
mail to the Observer.
“If the upcoming lame-

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Patterson returns to work,

“I'm on a pretty good track.”

His voice is a bit raspy, but
Oakland County Executive
L. Brooks Patterson is ready
to rurnble. Still recovering
from a devastating car crash
in August, the popular politi-
cal figure returned to work this
week. He also plans on win-
ning another four-year term in
November.

“I'm probably rushing it,” he
said during a phone interview
last week, “But I'm getting
bored and I'm mending quickly.
Although my staff is more than
capable, I'm ready to get back.”

If Patterson isn’t going door
to door for the upcoming elec-

tion, he probably doesn’t have
to. Few politicians have a bet-
ter track record than Patter-
son, and almost no one has bet-
ter name recognition in south-
east Michigan. The only thing
holding him back right now is
the accident.

On Aug. 10, he suffered mul-
tiple injuries from a two-car
crash in Auburn Hills, Patter-
son, 73, was a passenger in one
of the cars and was cited for
not wearing a seat belt. For the
past several weeks, he's been
undergoing intensive physical
therapy and staying out of the
public spotlight.

Being it's an election year,
the accident has prompted his
opponent, Kevin Howley, to
raise questions abour Patterson

and whether he's fit to serve in
office, Several press releases
from Howley’s camp focus on
the crash and supggest Patter-
son will resign right after the
election so he can hand-pick his
SUCCESSOr.

Patterson dismisses the talk,
letting his record speak for
itself. Oakland County has
weathered the recession bet-
ter than most areas in terms
of jobs and property values.
Those positive economic indi-
cators are reinforced by the
county’s AAA bond rating.

So when Howley questions
whether Patterson can do a bet-
ter job with the budget, it’s not
surprising the longtime Repub-
lican responds with a jab.

“He’s not very aware of how
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ready for

we operate in Oakland County,”
Patterson said. “We're the only
county in America with a three-
yvear balanced budget. We're
the only county to achieve that
and, believe me, Wall Street
takes notice when we get a
AAA bond rating.” )

During Patterson’s time away
from the office, his top deputy,
Gerald Poisson, had been run-
ning the day-to-day operations.
The county executive checked
in daily with his department
heads.

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Church’s marathon team

shatters fundraising goal

NorthRidge team
reaches out to help
in Zambia

A NorthRidge Church
marathon team has
shattered its $500,000
goal of raising money
to bring clean water to
two villages in Zambia,
a landlocked nation in
sputhern Africa where
people are becoming
sick or dying because
they drink and use dirty
water hauled miles
from polluted ponds.

New figures show the
Ridge Runners team
from Canton, Plym-
outh, Livonia, West-
land, South Lyon, Novi,
Northville, Detroit and
other communities has
raised $544,274 — out-
stripping a goal that
was set prior to the Oct.
7 Chicago Marathon.

Bryan Amann, a Can-
ton resident and North-
Ridge director of spir-
itual formation, shift-
ed much of the cred-
it away from the Ridge
Runners and toward
donors all across met-
ro Detroit who support-
ed the team’s efforts to
help Zambia through
World Vision, a Chris-
tian relief organization.

“It’s more a reflection
of the people in our area
who made the contribu-
tions,” Amann said.

Child sponsors

NorthRidge members
also sponsor nearly
3,000 African children
every month through
donations to World
Vision.

World Vision Presi-
dent Rich Stearns, in a
video address to North-
Ridge senior pastor
Brad Powell and his
congregation, said the
Plymouth-based church
has set the bar high for

others.

“I could never have
imagined what this
church body was capa-
ble of,” Stearns said in
the video, posted on the
NorthRidge website.

In one revealing sta-
tistic, the 228-member
Ridge Runners team
accounted for 14 pér-
cent of World Vision’s
1,600 runners in the
Chicago marathon. Yet
the church’s $544,274 in
donations, at last count,
generated more than
30 percent of the $1.7
million raised for the
Christian relief organi-
zation.

World Vision and oth-
er marathon charities
were amazed at met-
ro Detroit’s generosi-
ty, considering this area
has been much harder
hit by tough economic
times than many other
places, Amann said.

Ridge Runners co-
captain Billy Downs of
Novi said he and co-cap-
tain Tony Hobart had
set the $500,000 goal
because they believed
NorthRidge could attain
1t.

“We never gave up on
that goal, but certain-
ly the team blew past
it,” Downs said. “We're
so proud of everybody
for all the efforts they
gave. It was just an
amazing thing.”

New plan

Already, Downs said,
the Ridge Runners team
has begun to plan to run
the Detreit Marathon
next year partly for
Life Remodeled, a non-
profit organization that
builds houses for strug-
gling families in Detroit
and suburban commu-
nities such as Redford,
Westland, Farmington

“We think it will be a
great project,” Downs
said, sayving anyone
interested may contact
him at tribillydowns@
gmail.com.

Meanwhile, Ridge
Runners had begun
training last January
for the 26.2-mile Chi-
cago Marathon, though
injuries forced some to
sit out the actual event.
In all, 228 team mem-
bers made the starting
line.

“We only had two peo-
ple who did not make
it across the finish
line,” Amann said. “We
trained and we worked
hard, and thank God
people really took it
serigusly.”

Knollenberg, is term-limited as a state rep-
resentative. The son of former Congressman
Joe Knollenberg, he ended his bid for
a congressional seat after districts were
redrawn. Knollenberg, who also formerly
served as an Qakland County commissioner,
was the impetus behind changes in benefits
for legislators to more reasonable levels. An
insurance business owner, Knollenberg has
always touted himself as an advocate for
business as a way of providing jobs.

But the job of Qakland County Treasurer
demands a more balanced approach, with
the focus on all taxpavers, residents as well
as business owners.

Ultimately, there is no reason 1o argue
with success, and Andy Meisner has demon-
strated the kind of success that warrants
voters' confidence by returning him for a
second time as treasurer.

Prop 1: Vote yes on

If you're bleeding so profusely that you
can’t stop it, you'd hope that someone
would get yvou to the emergency room so
doctors could save your life. Similarly, on
a much larger scale, there are cities and
school districts losing so much cash that
they need an emergency manager to save
them from insolvency.

Michigan has a law, the currently-sus-
pended Public Act 4 of 2011, which allows
the governor to appoint such a financial
expert — and he has in Allen Park, Benton
Harbor, Flint, Three Oaks, Stevensville,
Detroit, Ecorse and Pontiac. Many of those
are returning to local governance.

The law is an unlikable last resort that
defies our democratic process, but it’s a
mechanism that forces correcting prob-
lems that local officials can't (or won't).
There are now designated red flags in
place that start an early dialogue between
struggling local units and the state to cur-
tail financial collapse.

Plain and simple — without the law, these
troubled school districts and local govern-
ments could go bankrupt, causing a ripple
effect that would eventually hurt all tax-
payers in this state.

Unfortunately, voting no on this propos-
al will only avoid addressing many of the
true causes of these financial woes — unaf-
fordable legacy costs, contracts and unre-
alistic budgets. Those problems won't go
away on their own for those who continue
to spend more than they take in.

Vote yes on Proposal 1 on Tuesday to
make accountability mandatory.

FBI Special Agent in
Charge Robert D. Fol-
ey III said at the Wix-
om news conference that
investigators are putting
together a profile of the
shooter.

ward,

Shaw said police have
received reports of par-
ents keeping their ¢hil-
dren out of school as a
result of the recent shoot-
ings.

Q: The question we have for
our association is whether a
member can inspect another
member's assessment
records. Do you have a
specific answer?

A: No. I think the
situation depends
upon the status of the
delinquency. Obviously,
if the matter is in
litigation or a lien has
been filed, these are
a matter
of public
record and
there is
no undue
invasion
of privacy.
On the
other hand,
there would
have to be
a proper
purpose for any
ovwmner to know who is
delinquent and for how
much. Some may argue
that each association
member has the right
to know who has paid
assessments and who
owes monies, and
how much, similar
to public property
tax records. To the
extent that members
are entitled to review
association books and
records under the
Condominium and
Non-Profit Corporation
Act, they would have a
right to inspect these
records. This is an issue
which may be up in the
atr and your attorney
must advise you on the
best course of action.

Q: | am selling a house
and my agent, who also
represented the buyer, is
making it a profitable resell
without disclosure to me on
the same house. Does that
violate his fiduciary duty?

A: I most certainly
think it would, and
based on a recent case
out of Delaware, the
Supreme Court agreed
finding that a breach of
fiduciary duty by the
agent elevating his own
interests above those
of his principal and
failing to disclose that
conflict created by the
resell arrangement was
a breach of fiduciary
duty. Moreover, the
fact that the agent had
gotten a wajver did
nat shield the agent
because he did not
act as a dual agent
representing the
buyver and seller in
the same transaction.
Instead, in that case,
he represented two
sellers in two different
sales earning a second,
higher commission on
the second sale which
likely caused him to
subordinate the first
seller’s interests to
his own. Moreover,
the court said that if
the owner knew of the
intended resell, she
could have set a higher
price for the house.

A degree
in nursing offers more options
than you may think. Wendi
Jakubiak, registered nurse
and program administrator
for Academic Affairs at Brown
Mackie College - Oklahoma
City, offers insight into the
professional options avail-
able.

Jakubiak worked as a nurse
for 25 years before becoming
a certified nurse educator. “I
have watched changes hap-
pen over the years. Nurses are
more involved than taking vi-
tal signs, giving medications
and bathing patients.

A more team-oriented ap-
preach has evolved in hospi-
tals,” says Jakubiak. “Nurses
don't simply follow doctors’
orders. Critical thinking skills
are required. Their patient
Loads are bigger, and patients
are mare complicated now.

care of individual patients
because of wvaried medical
histories. All members of the
medical team rely on one an-
other. “Nurses must be able
to work through prablems
that don’t have a recipe solu-
tion,” Jakubiak adds. “Ifa life-

Idiosyncrasies occur in the’

threatening problem occurs,
the nurse must take action
within their scope of practice
to save a patient. Nurses must
have the abitity to think on
their feet and assure patient
safety.” Nurses often go the
extra mile ta help their pa-
tients.

Many people, especially
the elderly, are reluctant to
take a medicine prescribed
by a doctor other than their
reqular doctor. “I often call
2 patient’s regular doctor to
explain this type of obstrue-
tion to the patient’s current
health care needs,” Jakubiak
says. “Usually a word from
that trusted source will help
the patient comply. “There are
a lot of things a nurse can do
otherthan work at a hospital,”
Jakubiak says. “Notall aspects
of nursing require physical,
hands-on care”

Dne employment option,

which appeals to those who

don't necessarily want to
touch every patient physi-

cally, is to become a care man-
ager or care coordinator. This
position involves managing
outpatient care to make sure
needs are met and health is
maintained when a patient
leaves a medical facility. The
home health care coordina-
tor's job is broadly based
on patient education. Good
health assessment skills and
good nursing skills are neces-
sary elements of care. These
skills, plus teaching skills,
help keep the patient as inde-
pendent as possible. The care
coordinator’s position at an
insurance company is similar
to one employed by a hospital.
“They work with an eye toward
keeping treatment aspects
in line with guidelines,” says
Jakubiak. “A knowledge base
is essential to perform the
job. One must be able to be a
manager, have a broad under-
standing of the body and a sci-
entific background.”

Education is another op-
tion for thase with a nursing

Choosing a nursing career is fulfilling

degree. A shortage of nurses,
widely reported since 1998,
has abated somewhat, due to
a targe number of nurses de-
laying retirement in a down
economy, according to a re-
cent report by Bloomberg.
As the economy improves,
another shortage of nurses is
anticipated.

According to the American
Association of Colleges of
Nursing, enrollment in entry-
level baccalaureate nursing
programs increased 5.1 per-
cent in 2011. “I literally run
into people who remember me
taking care of them 20 years
ago. They often stop me to
say, ‘Thank you,” Jakubiak
says. “The profession can be
what you make it. We have the
ability as nurses to show com-
passion and caring - on top of
all the technolegical stuff - to
impact someone’s life when
they are most vulnerable. This
oppoertunity is a huge gift to
make a positive impact.”

Chrysler Redoubles Hispanic Outreach in Ram Campaign

its reach-out to His-
panic truck buyers with
its new advertising
campaign for Ram. And
it doesn’t hurt that the
new 2013 Ram 1500
was just named “Truck
of Texas” — a top award
in Ram’s biggest market and one where
Hispanic consumers are crucial.

As part of its new “Moving Heaven and
Earth” national general-market cam-
paign around the launch of the new 1500,
Ram is running a new series of TV, print
and radio ads regionallyin its top-volume
Hispanic markets that seek to extend its
successful initial effort of last year.

The campaign is a new iteration of the “A
Todo, Con Todo” theme that Chrysler in-
troduced last year and, this time around,
features Juanes, a warld-famous Latin
musician who has sold more than 12 mil-
lion albums.

“We're dialing it up a notch” from last
year, in part by targeting the 17 leading
U.S. metro markets for Hispanics, mostly
across the South and West, compared
with 15 markets last year, Fred Diaz,
president and CEO of the Ram brand and
of Chrysler de Mexico, told me.

Also, Ram increased the stakes by turn-
ing to Juanes, Diaz said. “He’s wildly pop-
ular in South America and in Europe, and
he’s starting to become wildly popularin
the U.S. as well.” The entertainer recent-
ly gave a speech t¢ a national society of
Hispanic MBAs in Orlando “and the crowd
exploded with applause,” he said.

“He’s also a philanthropist and just a
down-to-earth guy,” Diaz said. “Olivier

us the perfect guy whe is working incred-
ibly well with this campaign.” (Many had
the same feeling after Francois person-
ally recruited Eminem a couple of years
ago to star in Chrysler’s iconic “Imported
From Detroit” Super Bowl ad.)

Juanes demonstrates “ the type of per-
sonal conviction and dedication to doing
what's right that makes [him] an authen-
tic brand ambassador for Ram, a true rep-
resentative of the idea of living ‘A Todo,
Con Todo,”” Diaz said in a press release.

Diaz feels intensely about Ram’s His-
panic-focused campaign in part because
he's a Latino who hails from San Antonio.
“This has been a passion point of mine
for some time,” said Diaz, who was com-
munications manager for Dodge and Ram
several years ago and learned about the
importance of the Hispanic market to
Chrysler's pickup-truck franchise.

It's mot that Ram necessarily out-indexes
with Hispanic buyers versus the main-
stream market, he said. But Latino cus-
tomers are most prominentin many of the
states that are most crucial to the pickup-
truck segment. “Ram 1500 and 2500 are
among our best-selling nameplates to

Diaz explained. 2
Ram sales to His-
panic  custorners
are up 33 per-
cent this year,
Diaz said, and the
brand represents
18 percent of all
of Chrysler Groups
sales to Hispanic
buyers.

Yet, Diaz said, un-
til recently Ram
was sort of ham-
handed about
reaching out di-
rectly to Hispan-
ics, he said. “We
dabbled with it
a bit, and sometimes we'd get excited
aboutitand told dealers we were going to
get into it, and then as soon as budgets
would get screwed down, the first thing
to go was diversity marketing,” he said.
“But we knew it was important.”

Finally last year, as Chrysler’s recovery

got legs and marketing resources became

more available, Diaz vowed to do it right.
So in September 2011, Ram
gathered Latino marketing
journalists and pitched its
first iteration of a new strat-
egy. under the “A Todo, Con
TJodo” theme — colloguially
meaning, as Diaz putit, “Give
it everything you‘ve got.”

The first foray was a testi-
monial ad campaign in the
15 Hispanic-heavy markets
that featured two Latino
truck owners — “guys who

legitimately use their Ram trucks day in
day out for their vocation and recreation”
— and recorded different takes with them
speaking in English, and in Spanish.

“They had never done a stitch of acting,
and it was 100 percent their words and
unscripted,” Diaz said. “You have to be
true and right and authentic and know
the cultural nuances. You can’t just do a
Spanish voiceover, or the Hispanic con-
sumer will see right through it and you'll
run the heavy risk of being offensive and
disrespectful to the Latino population.”

This year, in its expanded efforts featur-
ing Juanes, Ram is placing ads in Spanish
and English on Hispanic TV networks such
as Telemundo and Univision; in national
Hispanic magazines including Automun-
do and ESPN Deportes La Revista; and in
Spanish-language local newspapers and
radio stations.
