The City Council 
approved the license 
based on the long-term 
investment Paradise Park 
has made into the com­
munity.

Tlie city of NoVi is wor­

ration by the LCC, wliich 
announced new proce­
dures for the processing 
at the state level of trans­
fers of liquor licenses. 

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt 
said both men have been 
contacted and agree 
with Novi's approach to 
tliis issue. Gatt is con­
cerned because he sup­

ports a local say in how 
a liquor license would be 
approved. 

"F'ranldy, I'm appalled 
the Liquor Control Com­
mission would see fit to 
take over our govern­
ing duty to the citizens to 
approve or disapprove of 
a license request," Gatt 
said. 

He agreed with Coim-
cilman Andrew Mutch 
about there being min­
imal issues in NoVi 
regarding licenses and 
that the process has 
worked in the past. Cotin-
cilwoman TerIry Margolis 
said she's all for stream­
lining the process, but 
said NoVi should haVe a 
say because tliis pertains 
to transfers within the 
city and from outside. 

According to the city 
staff's recommendation, 
the LCC decision includes 
transfers from one per­
son to another, but would

transfers of licenses Into 
NoVi from otlier commu­
nities. 

Mayor Pro Tem DaVid 
Staudt was tlie lone dis­
senting Vote for ttie 
request. He asked tlie 
city's attorney wheth­
er or not the L C C would 
contact NoVi about a 
license according to this 
new process. 

"Our ability would 
be hampered, but we 
still haVe the ability to 
weigh in on any decision 
LCC has prior to them

City Manager Clay 
Pearson said NoVi 
wants to maintain its 
reView power over 
these licenses.

Staudt said he under­
stands the concerns. 

but one reason he Vot­
ed against both actions 
was that he's against 
putting further burden 
on local businesses and 
piling on new regula­
tions. 

"Additional regula­
tions on businesses in 
our comInunity to me 
doesn't serve a pur­
pose." he said. 

Gatt said he supports 
looking into ways to re­
establish local control. 

"We're the governing 
body of this city — that 
we're elected by the 
citizens to make these 
kinds of decisions, not 
the Liquor Control Com­
mission," he said.

• SB620 - Parent Trigger: Allows any school in the lowest five percent in the state to be 
converted to a charter school through a 51-percent vote of parents and/or teachers. 
• SB1258and HB 6004-EAA Expansion: A new Education Achievement Author­
ity (EAA) would have the authority to take over failing schoois. but also serveas an 
authority that could create new forms of charter schools, such as organized by a cor­
poration. A new EAA would also be allowed to take over vacant schools within public 
districts for its use, primarily for new charter schools. 
• HB5923 - School Choice: This bill-would revise state law by adding new forms of 
specialized schools, such as single-gender schools, online schools, university schools, 
employer-supported schools and municipal schools, for example.

ThepositiVe 
tiling about dealing vvith 
Hugh is that he's Very 
open to listening to us and 
understanding our situa­
tion." 

PiS of Monday eVening, 
he wasn't sure wliat the 
exact language of the 
bills is at tliis point. 

"They're massagiiig 
them so rapidly," said 
KortIandt. "I'm a little 
perplexed to get the true 
picture of what's in front 
of them at the moment. 
They're coming at them 
at Very fast pace ... and 
not just education bills." 

H o w w e g o t h e r e 
Before she dove into 

the details of the bills, she 
first gave background as 
to how we got to the point 
where Micliigan is on the 
verge of creating a state­
wide school system that 

is totally exempt from the 
state board of education 
and its superintendent. 

More than 20 years ago, 
she said, a group tried to 
get public money for pri­
vate education via vouch­
ers, and was defeated 
twice. 

"They've since part­
nered with 'profiteers' 
and created an unprece­
dented to the education 
system we know," said 
Markavitch, adding that 
they do not seek to pro-
vide free and appropriate 
education for all. "That's 
too hard to make a prof-
it. This is a well-financed, 
strategic, higlily-orga-
nized effort succeeding 
here and elsewhere." 

F'irst, she said, they've 
cast unjustified doubt on 
the performance of pub­
lic schools. She said Gov. 
Rick Snyder continual­
ly uses figures that he's 
been informed are incor­
rect. For example, she 
says that the governor 
says only 16 percent of 
liigh schoolers are col­
lege ready when the real 
number is closer to 66 
percent. 

"It's a national effort to 
cast doubt," said Marka­
vitch, noting tliat there 
are currently record 
numbers of students 
graduating from liigh 
school and earning bache­
lor's degrees. 

.And, she said, ACT 
scores are nudging 
upward even while pover­
ty levels have gone from 
one out of eight to one out 
of four in Oeikland Cotm-
ty. 

"Does it look like pub­
lic education is failing?" 
she asked after giving 
more examples. "Why 
would power brokers cast 
doubt? What's to gain?" 
W h y t h e c h a n g e s ? 

MarJcavitch believes 
there is a political or cor­
porate agenda for spe­
cial interests who have no 
recognition of research. 

no transparency, and who 
want to "open state cof­
fers to a for-profit raid." 

She said Tennessee 
passed similar legislation 
drafted by the ALEC Cor­
poration, which Is "spend­
ing millions and profiting 
billions." 

Here, Markavitch said 
online companies that 
stand to profit are K12 
and CoImections, with the 
former reporting huge 
profits and a CEO who 
earned a $5 million sala­
ry, according to her. 

"How do we fight it?" 
she asked. "With a mil­
lion Voices — that can't 
be bought... We'll be 
making noise from now 
to Jime and then more 
i f they haven't gotten 
sense." 

Markavitch urged those 
in attendance to sign up 
online at Capwiz and fire 
off a letter to legislators. 

"Cormect yourself 
tonight and hit the 'take 
action' button before you 
go to bed," she said. 

D e t a i l s o f t h e b i l l s 
Markavitch says that 

HB6004 and SB1358 are 
identical bills to put the 
Education Achievement 
Authority into law. It's 
been operating for three 
months in Detroit to deal 
with persistently low 
achieving schools (those 
in the bottom 5 percent). 

"The bills remove the 
E A A from any over­
sight," she said, and 
exempt it from the same 
laws that govern pub­
l ic schools. It essentially 
wotIld operate as a state­
wide district, she says. 

HB5923 meanwhile 
would create new forms 
of charter and online 
schools. The bill's lan­
guage was drafted by 
Richard McClellan, 
founder of the Mackinac 
Center and a major pro­
ponent of the voucher 
system. He was an advi­
sor to Engler, is a lobby­
ist and was selected by 

Snyder to rewrite school 
funding via the Oxford 
Foundation, said Marka­
vitch. 

The bill , she says, 
would operate under 
the governor and would, 
for the first time ever 
in Michigan, allow only 
charters to operate spe­
cial designation schools. 
These "new forms of 
schools" could select the 
student body they set up 
using test scores, eth­
nicity, gender, corpo­
rate interest — anything 
except religion. 

"This bil l allows for 
discrimination based on 
any number of things," 
said Markavitch. "This is 
the dangerous part — It 
absolutely leads to sep­
aration of students and 
opportunities ... This is 
taking us back ... I don't 
know if America was 
ever this kind of world." 

She says there is a dis­
tinct panem recognized: 
take dollars away from 
community schools; pro-
mote corporate schools 
for profit; and disregard 
for quality, accountabili­
ty or transparency. 

"We've uncapped 
guessing in the state of 
Michigan." she said. "But 
people say, 'It couldn't 
happen in my district.'" 

L o c a l f e a r 
One of the speakers at 

the forum was B i l l Pear­
son, superintendent 
of South Lyon schools 
for the past 18 years. 
He says he's done lots 

of talk­
ing with 
his leg­
islators 
over the 
years, but 
for the 
last cou­
ple, "the 
boxes, 
they're 
just 

checking off, and now 
... it's getting out of con­
trol." 

He says that even 
though his district has 
great test scores, a fund 
balance and the admin­
istrators know how to 
budget, "the Legisla­
ture thinks they're going 
to take over," said Pear­
son. "It's a dismantling of 
public education that vvill 
happen before your very 
eyes." 

Pearson said he's proud 
that liis district serves 
all students, like special 
education, ESL (English 
as second language), etc. 

" "That's not going to liap-
pen i f this occurs," he 
said. 

He also encouraged 
those in attendeince to 
contact their legislators, 
"but don't say you're an 
educator or teacher," he 
said. "They're tired of 
hearing from superinten­
dents." 

Pearson told the crowd 
that there's no fight 
that's been bigger and 
that nothing compares to 
what's happening right 
now. 

"It's unconscionable," 
he sjiid, "and really, real­
ly wrong." 

North of South Lyon, 
J im Baker serves as 

Pearson 

Baker 

interim superintendent 
of Huron Valley Schools 
— 107 square miles with 
10,000 students bringing 
in $6,966 each in state 
aid. 

His district has 
trimmed $30 million dur­
ing the past seven years, 
seen heavy concessions 
from employee groups 
and just passed a $9 mil­
lion millage. 

Baker said Huron Val­
ley is fiscally responsi­
ble, yet will be forced 
to be lumped together 
with districts that aren't. 
H V had to make a "gut-
vwenching" decision to 
close schools and redis-
trict, but he said it was 
the right thing to do, 
even though there's now 
a vacant school build­
ing in the middle of the 
city next to a still-open 
school. 

If this proposed legis­
lation passes, he says a 
selective charter could 
come in and set entrance 
exam criteria, take the 

best stu­
dents who 
would 
each 
bring 
their 
$6,966 
with them 
while H V 
continues 
to serve 
all levels 

of students. 
"Why would a board 

close a building with an 
E A A out there to skim 
off the best and brightest 
kids," Baker asked. "You 
won't have districts mak­
ing decisions that should 
be done to be fiscally 
responsible. 

"This is about to hit us 
right between the eyes," 
he said. 

T a k i n g a c t i o n 
Markavitch said legis­

lators need to hear from 
constituents before Dec. 
12, and she encouraged 
everyone to do so imme­
diately. She said after 
her HIesday forum, there 
were 1,500 new Capwiz 
signups, "and every one 
of them sent emails." 

She said TW Cotm-
ty Alliance for I>ublic 
Education covered the 
cost for Capwiz so peo­
ple could sign up for leg­
islative alerts and eas­
ily email their legisla­
tors using the form let­
ter, twealdng it, or writ­
ing their own. 

"We want, before leg­
islators break, to get 
30,000 emails before tliis 
lame duck session ends," 
said Marlcavitch. 

Then, in January, 
"we fight this insidious 
rewrite of school ftmd-
ing, wliich is to 'debun-
dle' — code word for dis­
solve — local districts." 

Her hope is to hiave "a 
million voices" disap­
proving of these propos­
als to revamp Micliigan's 
education system.

47. of 
Livonia, who worked as 
District Directoi- for the 
former congressman, 
pleaded guilty before 
Braxton to nine counts 
of falsely signing a nomi­
nating petition as circula­
tor, a misdemeanor pun­
ishable by up to 93 days 
in jail. 

A sentencing hearing 
for Seewald and Yowch­
uang is scheduled for 9 
a.m. Jan. 18 before Brax­
ton. 

The remaining charge 
of conspiracy to com­
mit a legal act in an ille­
gal manner, a five-year 

Seewald Yowchuang 
felony, remains pend­
ing against both Yowch­
uang and Seewald. Brax­
ton will hold a hearing to 
consider a motion filed by 
the defendants to quash 
the charge on Jan. 9. The 
Michigan Attorney Gen­
eral's office has indicated 
it will oppose the motion 
in court. 

No plea or sentencing

"As Attorney Gen­
eral, I have a respon­
sibility to enforce tlie 
law and ensure pub­
lic integrity," said 
Schuette in a prepared 
statement.

charges were filed. We 
will continue to prosecute 
those involved with this 
disgraceful violation of 
the public trust." 

On Aug, 9,2012, 
Schuette announced the

deus McConer. At that 
announcement Schuette 
explained the former con­

gressman was "asleep at 
the switch" and that four 
staff members were to 
face criminal charges. 

Schuette alleged that 
members of McCot­
ter's Michigan staff were 
involved in a deliber­
ate fraud involving a pat­
tern of copying and alter­
ing petitions in order to 
qualify the five-term con­
gressman for the 2012 
Michigan ballot. 

On Sept. 18, 2012, Lori-
anne O'Brady. 52, of 
Livonia, who worked as a 
scheduler to the former 
congressman, pleaded no 
contest in Wayne Coun­
ty's 16th District Court 
before Judge Kathleen 
J .

O'Brady was sentenced 
to 20 days in jail or 20 
days in a work program.

Younger brother Zac, 
8, comes along for prac­
tices and games, and 
parents Trish and Alan 
noted he eats food from 
the concessions often. 
The family saw many 
others using rink con­
cessions, and got help 
from the Michigan 
Hockey Association with 
a rink list for letters and 
e-mails. 

"We still want to get 
the word out," said Rabi­
nowitz, who heard back 
from about 10 rinks, 
some of which have held 
their concession ben­
efits. The Grand Rap­
ids Griffins, part of 
the American Hockey 
League and feeding into 
the Detroit Red Wings, 
have been very support­
ive. 

Make-A-Wish told the 
family wishes usually 

cost about $5,000 to ful­
f i l l . "That's what We're 
really shooting for," he 
said, adding they'd glad­
ly go beyond that. Rabi­
nowitz and his fami­
ly would like to see the 
benefit become aimu­
al. "Anything we can do 
to support that is a great 
thing," he said.

H a r r y Bur t lias 
restored 25 grandfa-
tl ier clocks, but tlie 
one tliat lie's currently 
working oh is special 
- t l iere are only two in 
tlie world. 

Tl ie 82-year-old resi­
dent of NoVi's Fox Run . 
is putting tlie finish­
ing touches on a two-
weighted. 129-year-old 
Amer ican clock built 
in Rhode Island by 
Walter H . Durfee. 

"It's coming along 
pretty good," said Bur t 
recently after a day in 
the retirement commu­
nity's hobby shop. 

Bur t said he's clean­
ing it up and oVerhaul-
ing the movement. 
He doesn't strip the 
mahogany finish at a l l ; 
he only hand rubs it 
and remoVes the grime 
from the metal parts. 

" H i s clocks were so 
wel l finished when 
they were made," said 
Burt . "They look l ike 
they just came out of 
the factory today." 

He's restoring the 
clock to its original 
condition, including a 
functioning pendulum 
to sound each hour. 

So what makes this 
par t icular clock, which 
Bur t purchased in Sep­
tember from a Califor­
nia owner, so unique? 

"The Amer ican

grandfather clock 
industry came to a 
screeching halt in 
1815, and only the 
wealthy could afford 
them at that t ime," 
explained Burt . "In the 
1880s, Durfee made 
the Rol l s Royce at 
that time -- even up to 
today, actually - wi th 
high quality, style, 
design and now histor­
ical value." 

For nearly 50 years, 
Burt and his wife, Jo, 
haVe been collecting 
clocks. He learned of 
the Durfee through is 
his membership in the 
National Association 
of Watch and Clock 
Collectors. The Bur ts

are part icular ly fond 
of clocks from the E . N . 
Welch Manufacturing 
Company, which made 
clocks in the 1860-
1895 period, but he 
won't reveal how many 
clocks are in his co l ­
lection overal l . 

"Collectors don't 
te l l , " he said. "Now 
we're l imi ted by space, 
and the major collec­
tion I have given to my 
grandson, who is 30. I 
restore them for l i i m . " 

The Bur ts moved 
to Fox Run in August 
2011 from Rochester. 
Jo doesn't work on the 
restorations, but Bur t 
spends time in the hob­
by shop along withi 

about 55 other men 
who belong to the com­
munity's hobby club. 

"After I moved in, I 
was looking for some­
thing to keep me occu­
pied," said Bur t . "I 
asked i f I could restore 
a grandfather clock 
here. I heard about the 
Durfee, purchased it 
and had it shipped." 

A former auto parts 
supplier to Detroit 's 
B i g Three automak­
ers, the Redford native 
has published arti­
cles about Durfee, 
who made clocks for 
around 20 years. 

Burt 's clock mea­
sures eight feet high; 
22 inches at the base;

Whien Justin IJaig^t 
received the inVitation in 
2011 to take pait in award-
winning filmmaker Hunt­
er Weelcs's latest project in 
Montana, the 23-year old 
NoVi resident said "yes" 
Ijefore he eVen laiew what 
the project was all abouL 

"I didn't loiow anytliing 
abotit the project; I just 
Icnew tltat it was a once-in-
a-lif etime opportunity to 
work with an amazing film 
diI-ector and if I didn't do 
iL I would always regret 
it," said HaighL an aspiring 
filmmaker, currently work­
ing toward a degree in com­
puter science at School­
craft. 

"I was familiar with 
(Weel^'s) films and really 
admire the way that Hunt­
er is able to capture the 
essence of .America. Tliis 
was a cliance to learn fixjm 
one of the t)est," he added. 

As It turned out, Weeks's 
"project" was a flIll-length 
documentary film titled 
Where the Yellowstone 
Goes, and follows a 3&<lay 
diift Ixiat excursion down 
the longest undammed riv­
er in the contiguous UIiit-
ed States. 

The movie, scheduled for 
a free public screening at 
7 pjn. Thurdsay, Oct 18, 
in the Schoolcraft (College 
VIsTiiTech Center in liVo-
Iiia, paints intimate por­
traits of local residents in 
the cities and dusty towns 
aloIig the Yellowstone I^v-
er. 

The experience provided 
Haight with some solid foot­
ing on liis journey to Ijecom-
IIig a fllInmaker. He was 
given an associate producer 
credit for the fihn. 

In addition to illustrating 
the history and controver­
sies surrounding the longest 
undammed river in the low­
er 48 slates, the film provid­
ed Haight with a life-cliang-
ing experience he will nev­
er forget 

•T learned so much from 
worldng on tliis film with 
Hunter. It truly was an 
amazing experience— 
fitim the people tliat I met 
on the set to the people We 
encountered living aloIig 
the river wliile we were 
actually making the fIlm. 
I wrill just never forget it," 
said Haight, who spent 
almost two montlis tiravel-
ing with the film crew out 
west as they filmed their 
experiences. 

For Haight, the journey 
into fUminaldng actually 
ljegan when he was grow­
ing up. After viewing the 
photographs he took dur­
ing family Vacations, liis 
parents Susan and Maixus 
designated liim the official 
"family photographer." 

"When I was younger, I 
just used a point and shoot 
camera, but there was 
sometliing atxjut catcliing 
life on film. It adds a whole 
other dimension and I really 
liked it," Haight said 

A 2007 graduate of Hart-
land High School, Haight 
was in liis junior year when 
he started tliinking about 
colleges and careers. Work­
ing as a memljer of the high 
school yeartiook staff, he 
enjoyed the chance to cap­
ture images. 

His "eye" for selecting 
quality photograpJis was 
noticed by a teacher who 

encouraged him to pursue 
his talents. Haight is clear­
ly a Inan of action. Once liis 
career decision was made, 
he did not waste time. 

Familiar with the work 
of a Variety of filmmak­
ers, he quickly took mat­
ters into his own hands, con­
tacting various directors to 
ask for guidance and advice 
thrtjugh email and Face-
book. 

"I pretty driveIi," Haight 
said "I wasn't sure if I real­
ly needed a degree in film 
to be successful and wanted 
to get their opinions." 

He ultimately decided on 
pursuing a degree in com­
puter science at Schoolcraft 
College in Livonia—as a 
"backup plan"—wliile con­
tinuing to hone his filmmak­
ing skills. 

B i g break 
Haight continued to cor­

respond iIifrequentiy with 
Weeks and, in 2011, sent 
liim an eInail message "out 
of the blue, just to see if he 
was working on any new 
projects," he said. 

The response from Weeks 
was fast, he said 

"He said if I could get out 
to Montana in two weelcs, 
I could work on the film," 
Haight said 

The rest is history—cap­
tured on film, of course. 

lading along the Yellow­
stone River in a support 
veliicle as part of a seven-
membier film crew, Haight 
spent six weeks learning 
the ins and outs of filmmak­
ing. 

"I did everything from 
data Inanagement to blog-
ging about our experiences 
to help set up our camps. He 
also let me do some touch-
up editing," he said. 

K i n d characters 
The people Haight met 

living along the liVer made 
a big impression, he said, 
and made for some memo­
rable ejqjeriences. 

"The people tliat we 
met, randomly, as we traV-
eled down the river real­
ly touched me," he said 
•"Montanans are tmbeliev-
ably friendly. They just 
open their homes to you and 
welcome you in." 

Haight recalled two 
brothers fisliing along the 
Yellowstone. 

"It was Septemhier 11, 
2011, and they invited the 
whole film crew back to 
their home to eat the fish 
they had just caught in the 
river," he said 

He also recalls a memo-
rable encoimter the crew 
liad writh two sisters, loaoWn 
throughout their region as . 
"The Cake Ladies" for their 
mouthwatering delicious 
angel food cakes. 

"These two women are 
at least 80 or 90 and get up 
every morning at 4 ajn. 
and malce angel food cakes 
from a secret recipe," he 
said "People all arotmd 
the area laiow alxiut their 
cakes and although they do 
not sell the cakes, they do 
donate them to charity auc­
tions, wliich are able to get a 
lot of money for them" 

The ladies, who appear in 
the film, liave Uved along 
the baIiks of the Yellow­
stone River their entire 
lives. 

"Lewis and Clark made 
their canoes from trees on 
the property these women 
no%v own," he said

Jerry and Lucy Hayden, 
of Farmington Hills, will 
be getting a new furnace, 
and a potentially danger­
ous situation was aVoid-
ed, thanks to the volun­
teer efforts of companies 
participating in Satur­
day's A l Keats Day-Proj­
ect Heat event. 

For nearly three 
decades local senior cit­
izens have been helped 
out by A l Keats Day-Proj­
ect Heat, wliich is spon­
sored by the Southeast 
Michigan chapter of the 
Ai r Conditioning Contrac­
tors of America (SEMI-
ACCA). 

This year, 15 contractor 
member companies with 
over 40 volunteer employ­
ees met at Day & Night 
Heating & Cooling in Novi 
to perform free furnace 
cleaning, safety inspec­
tions, repairs, and furnace 
replacements for needy 
senior citizens in metro 
Detroit. 

For Robin Aire's Lead 
Service Technician Mike 
Grenlich, who was help­
ing out for the first time, 
volunteering for tliis was 
a no-brainer. 

"This is really a cool 
tiling to be able to help 
out someone who needs 
it, especially going into 
the cold months," he said. 
"I'm liappy to be part of it. 
Giving back is not a bad 
thing." 

Last Saturday morning, 
he made his first volim-
teer call to the Haydens' 

home in Farmington Hills 
to inspect their furnace. 

Grenlich initially made 
sure the furnace turned 
on and then checked the 
heat excliange as well 
as inside the furnace for 
any cracks. He used an 
extended infrared camera 
to see into it. 

This call turned out to 
be a really important one 
because the Hayden's 
furnace, put in nearly 
30 years ago, had some 
cracks in it, wliich can 
potentially be danger­
ous and can leak exliaust 
fumes into the home. It 
also lowers the tempera­
ture and causes it to take 
longer to heat the home. 

"They need a new one," 
Grenlich said at the house 
call. "It's unsafe as it is, 
so we will provide them 
with some space heat­
ers in the meantime and 
then replace it early next 
week." 

The Haydens were very 
grateful tliat this was 
discovered. Robin .Aire 
planned on going to their 
home on TlIesday and 
replacing it with a new 
one.

A s l ame duck sessions go, t l i i s one is 
sliaping up to be an interesting one when it 
comes to the Mich igan Legislature and U.S. 
Congress. 

In the past two weeks. Gov. R i c k Snyder 
has r o l l e d out h i s p l a n s fo r s w e e p i n g 
reforms of public education and revamping 
tlie state's personal property tax. Congress, 
on the other hand, is i n the middle of a stare 
down with the President that could take the 
country over the f iscal cl i ff . 

None of these issues as they present ly 
stand, bode wel l for taxpayers . M i c h i g a n 
cities could lose money wi th the elimination 
of the personal property tax that businesses 
pay. School dis t r ic ts cou ld lose control of 
the i r purse strings not to mention unused 
school buildings. A n d taxpayers would lose 
even more, i f there's no agreement on con­
t inuing tax cuts and a long-term plan to cut 
ttie deficit. 

Th is a l l comes at a t ime when politics is 
tlie last thing people want to think about. It's 
Chr is tmas . There's gifts to buy. cookies to 
bake and parties to plan. 

W r o n g . Voters a l so need to keep the i r 
attention focused on what is happening in 
Washington and Lansing, and let legislators 
Icnow what they think about their plans. 

In the case of the f i s c a l c l i f f , the pa in 
w i l l be felt i n pay checks. The House and 
Senate failed to resolve major party differ­
ences on $1.2 t r i l l i o n i n targeted savings 
over 10 years, t r iggering the tax hikes and 
program cuts scheduled to begin next year. 
Income tax w i l l increase, i f the B u s h tax 
cuts are allowed to expire on Dec. 31, and 
payro l l taxes w i l l c l imb, i f President Ba rack 
Obama's two-year-old Socia l Secur i ty pay­
r o l l tax ends. 

It's t ime to get on the phone, wrrite an e-
m a i l or send a letter. Compromise is needed 
now, not i n the 11th hour. Recovery from the 
last recession has been painful at best and 
the financial loses, as the result of it, have 
affected a l l citizens. Par t i san politics need 
to be set aside for the good of the country. 

L a n s i n g is another place voters need to 
watch closely. 

Gov. Snyder has done wel l to tu rn aroimd 
the state's f inances , but at what p r i c e . 
Support to public schools has been cut, and 
ci t ies have seen revenue shar ing slashed. 
B o t h entities now must meet a number of 
devised best practices to get a l i t t le ext ra 
cash out of the state. 

W h i l e the e l i m i n a t i o n of the p e r s o n a l 
property tax would be phased in , it's s t i l l a 
loss for cash-strapped communit ies , even 
wi th the creation of an authority that would 
send back money, i f the loss is a m i n i m u m 
2.5 percent of the general ftmd revenues. 

School districts, for years, have said tliat 
the funding mechanism for K-12 education 
is f lawed, but the proposed changes which 
w o u l d r e v a m p the S c h o o l Code go w e l l 
beyond tweaking. 

T h e governor has sa id the state's edu­
ca t iona l sys tem has not g iven taxpayers , 
teachers and students "the r e tu rn on the 
investment" they deserve." Last month law­
makers ro l l ed out proposed b i l l s that w i l l , 
among other things, create a new any time, 
any place, any way, any pace public school 
learning model i n which per pupi l school a id 
would be t ied to the student not to a specific 
distinct. 

The b i l l s also expand the use of v i r t u a l 
l e a r n i n g , pu t t ing educat ion just a mouse 
c l ick away, use performance as the basis for 
funding and create a l ist of unused school 
bui ld ings that cou ld be taken over by the 
state and repurposed for public academies 
and charter schools. 

Pol i t ic ians are always good about te l l ing 
constituents what they want and what they 
need, whether or not they want it or need 
it. In these instances, people need to make 
it perfect clear what it is they want: H ighe r 
taxes? G i v i n g up loca l control of their school 
districts? G i v i n g up control of school bui ld­
ings they paid for w i th their tax dollars? 

Whether the answer is yes or no, now is 
the t ime for people to let the i r voices be 
heard loud and clear. Today is the day to 
send the Be l tway and L a n s i n g a message: 
You, the people, elected them, and they need 
represent your interests, not theirs. 

Don' t wait, don't hesitate. Tomorrow w i l l 
be too late.

B i l l s b a d f o r 
e d u c a t i o n 

it's been encouraging lately 
to see high school students 
writing letters to the editor 
expressing opinions about tiieir 
schools. They sinould know tiiat 
if tine IViiciiigan Legislature and 
governor have their way this 
weel<, funding for sciiools and 
overall conditions are going to 
get a lot worse. The iviichigan 
House and Senate lame duck 
sessions are quietly blitzing 
through a group of bills that 
will realize the 20 years of 
relentless efforts to dismantle 
("harvest") public education in 
IVIichigan by ALEC, the iviacki-
nac Center, and the Oxford 
Foundation. These groups' 
collective goal is to corporatize 
public education in IVIichigan 
and redirect public tax dol­
lars out of our schools to Wall 
Street profits. 

The various bills are House 
Bill (HB) 6004, its twin Senate 
Bill (SB) 1358, HB 5923, and SB 
620. Specifically, HB 6004/SB 
1358 will , if passed, circumvent 
the voters' recent rejection 
of the Emergency Manager 
Law by codifying the Educa­
tion Achievement Authority in 
a new law. The EAA creates 
an entirely separate education 
system statewide that isn't 
required to abide by state laws 
or tests or answer to any voter 
or school board, but is funded 
by the taxpayers. 

HB 5923 allows for unlimited 
online and charter schools, 
and allows for discrimination 
against students based on 
academic achievement. These 
organizations take full public 
funding for each student but 
don't provide the full set of 
resources that we expect, like 
bus service, art classes, sports, 
band and choir, well-trained 
teachers, AP curriculums, and 
special education. The biggest 
provider of online schools today 
in IVIichigan is K12, Inc. K12 is 
based in Virginia, was started 
by convicted felon Michael 
Milken, and in 2011 paid its 
CEO $5 million in compensa­
tion. That's a lot of buses. 

It's difficult to summarize in 
a few paragraphs the threat 
these bills pose to the out­
standing public schools we 
have. You can Google any of 
these bills and find a lot of in­
formation. I can suggest going 
to Oakland Schools' website 
(www.oakland.kl2.mi.us) and 
looking for the message and 
resources from the superinten­
dent. 

The superintendents of Bir­
mingham, Farmington, Roch­
ester, Grosse Pointe, Northville, 
Flushing and Chelsea schools 
have already spoken out 
against this legislation.

A t t a c k i n g e d u c a t i o n 
Education is again under at­

tack. This time it is serious, and 
it is coming from some of our 
legislators and governor during 
a dangerous lame duck session.

• Are silent on any quality 
measures for EAA schools; 

• Provide for a takeover of 
unused, vacant instructional 
buildings in local school dis­
tricts for use by EAA schools; 
districts would have to divert 
funds for instruction to main­
taining vacant buildings for 
potential use by the EAA; 

• Make charter schools unac­
countable to any board and 
are removed from oversight by 
the Michigan Department of 
Education. 

• Make a mockery out of, and 
totally ignore, local control; It 
totally by-passes comnnunity 
governed public schools. 

These bills are on a fast track 
for action in lame duck. Please 
support public education and 
the Novi Community Schools by 
calling Sen.

As tlie Catliolic Central Higl i 
Scliool community grieves the loss 
of a standout football player and 
fjnend, David Widzinsld's moth­
er hopes he's remembered for liis 
Wit, dedication, generosity and 
faith. 

"It's just a huge loss — We're in a 
fog," Barbara ^Wdzinsld said today 
from the family's home in North­
ville, as her husband, Paul Widzin-
sld; a lawyer for General Motors, 
and daughter, Emily, 17, a student 
at Northville High School, attend­
ed a Mass held in David's honor at 
the Novi iiigh school. "I just want 
David's memory to live on. That's 
just really important to me. He 
Was an amazing son, amazing in so 
many Ways. .And I want everyone 
to lcnow that." 

Barbara Widzinsld went to wake 
David, 15, Monday morning for 
school, but he had died in liis 
sleep. The Wayne County Medical 
Examiner's Office is conducting 
an autopsy to detennine a cause of 

death, a spokesman there said. 
Stmday was tmeventful, after the 

family went to church and David 
himg out at home, according to liis 
mother. 

"We have no idea," she said. "I 
went to wake l i im up for school 
and he was already gone. .And he 
went to bed healthy. He liad a good 
day. The day before, there was no 
indication." 

The Catholic Central commu­
nity mobilized immediately upon 
learning of the tragedy Monday A 
handful of administrators kept the 
situation quiet, so the family could 
tell David's older brother, Stephen, 
20, a Micliigan State University 
student, who was traveling back 
to Micliigan Monday after pai^ici-
pating in a mock t i ia l at Yale over 
the weekend. They also called the 
parents of David's closest friends 
and asked them to come to the 
school with their cliild Monday 
evening. Together, they learned 
that the stand-out football player 
had passed. I.ater Monday night, 
the boys sent a picture to Barbara 
Widzinsld, their liands in fists, sur-

rotmding David's number on the 
Shamrock's football team, 33. 

"He was very strong in liis faith, 
and he just loved Catholic Cen­
tral," said his mother. ".And he felt 
it was a brotherhood and those 
were liis brothers there. The sup­
port from Catholic Central has 
been amazing. We feel the love 
and support from Catholic Central 
and our friends and family." 

David, one of two sophomores on 
Catholic Central's storied football 
team, was at Ford Field Nov. 26 
for Catholic Central's 36-21 loss to 
Cass Tech for the Division 1 title. 

"He had a lot of just natural ath­
letic ability, but he was always 
very humble, very generous, VeIry 
loVing," liis mother said. "He just 
had a lot of friends. He coimect-
ed very well With people and was 
very sensitive to people's needs -
just a wonderful, son, brother and 
friend." 

Leading the team in tacldes as 
a linebacker, he continued play­
ing even though he broke liis

With the U.S. Supreme Court's 
decision to uphold the Consti­
tutionality of the Affordable 

Healthcare Act (or "Obamacare"), the 
political analysis came from all of our 
elected leaders as expected. Whether 
you agree with tliis new program or not, 
I have to say I was extremely blessed 
to have such liigh quality care in my 
neighborhood following an emergen­
cy room visit and surgery at Providence 
Park tliis past summer; and extremely 

blessed tliat I had insur­
ance to cover tliis com­
pletely unanticipated 
event. 

Much of the debate 
following the Supreme 
Court's decision relat­
ed to the Cliief Jus­
tice's opinion tliat refer­
enced .Article 1, Section 
8, Clause 1 of the Con­
stitution; tliis section is 

called the "Tax and Spend" clause. In 
other words, the Constitution provides 
Congress with the authority to pass laws 
tliat include a tax, duty, excise or levy to 
pay our cotintry's debts or for the over­
all general welfare of the country. In 
other Words, to "pay for Obamacare." 

•What had become the rallying cry for 
both supporters and opponents of the 
program Was tliat it Was a "tax." In my 
opinion, it is a penalty and, tmtil some 
better legislation is crafted by our Con­
gress, a well-deserVed penalty for those 
who choose NOT to abide by the stat­
ute's mandate. I want to emphasize, 
"imtil some better legislation is crafted" 
because I do not think tliis program will 
work i f only one-half the country is in 
faVor of it to begin with. 

Most people seem to gripe about per-
ceiVed "loopholes," What rate their 
income is taxed, and how corporations 
seem to pay no federal income tax. 
What few seem to discuss is tax policy 
and how it has failed in the past to fix 
two .American'problems: the increas­
ing cost of health care and whether citi­
zens can retire with some financial safe­
ty net. 

Congress lias used its taxing author­
ity in the past to "encourage beliaVior" 
in these two areas for decades. I.ook 
at the number of aboVe and below the 
line income tax deductions to encour­
age people to save for their retirement 
or pay for health insurance and medical 
care. But these deductions and credits 
haven't worked; how many people real­
ly take advantage of the tax benefits we 
get for contributing to an IRA or Health

Wliat bothers me is tliat I do pay, 

every month, for private health insur­
ance and I pay into the FICA system. 
I liaVe been doing tliis since I graduat­
ed law school. In other words, I'm doing 
wliat "I'm supposed to be doing" as a 
U.S. citizen, yet my health insurance 
preIniums and costs continue to climb 
each year because so many are either 
uninsured or abuse the local ER driving 
up all of our costs. 

The FICA lias been an employment 
tax for decades and it was designed 
to pay for both health care (Medicare 
since the 1960's) and retirement (Social 
Security since the 1930*s) for millions 
of taxpayers. For some reason, howev­
er, we still have people without health 
insurance and many are concerned tliat 
they wil l not liave a nest egg to retire. 

So my feeling on tliis "penalty" is 
that it encourages beliavior; it penal­
izes those persons (business owner 
or employer) who shovild or can - but 
refuse to - provide health insurance for 
their employees. In other words, it less-
ens the overall costs for those of us who 
liave been doing tliings the right way 
but are too strapped to keep cairrying 
these costs. For those reasons. Chief 
Justice Roberts read the taxing author­
ity as providing tliis authority for the 
overaR general welfare of our cotmtry. 

Wliile Congress approaches, yet 
another, "fiscal cliff," I liave to sliake 
my head wondering whether We wil l 
liave a longer-term tax policy or anoth­
er "kick the can" until the next elec­
tion. As citizens, we should not tolerate 
tliis beliavior - from either political par­
ty - because sound tax policy allows the 
entire cotmtry to plan for the long term. 
There are many social programs, tax 
benefits and peIialties tliat are "on the 
boolcs," our elected officials should be 
reviewing them and should be consider­
ing Whether these make sense practical­
ly, not politically.

According to the National Fire F'rotec-
tion Association (NFPA). it's also the tiIne 
of year when home fires peak, many of 
whicli are caused by heating equipment. 

"Half of all home heating fires occur 
during December. January, and February-, 
when we are fully utilizing our heating 
systems." said Lorraine Carli . Vice pres­
ident of communications for NFPA. "The 
public can reduce their risk of getting left 
out in the cold by following NFPA's safe 
heating behaviors." 

In NFPA's report "Home Fires Involv­
ing Heating Equipment," in 2009, heat­
ing equipment was involVed in an estimat­
ed 58.900 reported home structure fires, 
480 civilian deaths. 1.520 civilian injuries, 
and $1.1 billion In direct property dam­
age. Stationary and portable space heat­
ers accounted for one-third (32 percent) 
of reported home heating fires, but near­
ly SO percent of the home heating fire 
deaths, two-thirds (66 percent) of asso­
ciated civilian injuries, and half (52 per­
cent) of associated direct property dam­
age. 

Overall, fires, injuries and damages 
from fires involving heating equipment 
were all lower than in 2008 and fit into 
a largely level trend over the past few 
years. "The number of deaths from heat­
ing equipment was virtually unchanged. 

As temperatures begin to drop, here are 
some safe heating behaviors to follow: 

• A l l heaters need space. Keep anything 
that can burn at least three feet away 
from heating equipment, like the furnace, 
fireplace, wood stove, or portable space 
heater. 

• Have a three-foot "ldd-free zone" 
around open fires and space heaters. 

• Never use your oven to heat your 
home. 

• Have a qualified professional install 
stationary space heating equipment, 
water heaters or central heating equip­
ment according to the local codes and 
manufacturer's instructions. 

• Have heating equipment and chim­
neys cleaned and inspected every year by 
a qualified professional. 

• Remember to turn portable heaters 
off when leaving the room or going to 
bed. 

• Always use the right kind of fuel, spec­
ified by the manufacturer, for fuel-burn­
ing space heaters. 

• Make sure the fireplace has a sturdy 
screen to stop sparks from flying into the 
room. Ashes should be cool before put­

ting them in a metal container. Keep the 
container a safe distance away from your 
home. 

• Test smoke alarms monthly.

In botii iiis bool<s and speeciies, 
Donald Trump often mentions a 
story tiiat iiis father told iiim 
wiien he was a child tliat goes 
something lii<e this: Tiiere once 
was an entrepreneur who start­
ed a soda company called Three 
Up. Despite the man's passion 
for his company, thougin. Three 
Up eventually went under. Un­
deterred, the entrepreneur 
started another cola company 
called Four Up, which also went 
bani<rupt. i-ie persisted on, but 
after Five Up and Six Up failed 
as well, the man was tired of 
struggling and gave up. A short 
time Later another company 
came along and invented 7 Up, 
which was wildly successful. 
The point of the story, accord­
ing to Trump, is that if the man 
hadn't quit, he would have cre­
ated 7 Up. 

If you're a job seei<er, you can 
probably relate to the entrepre­
neur in the story. It may seem 
hard to stay motivated in the 
face of rejection and success 
can seem elusive — you might 
even feel lil<e giving up on your 
job search or settling for a job 
you don't really lil<e. But, if 
you quit when the going gets 

tough, you may miss out on the 
opportunity of a lifetime — lil<e 
the entrepreneur did. 
The job search blues can cer­
tainly be tough to conquer — 
but it can be done. Here's how 
to get through the toughtimes 
in a job search. 

Pay a t t e n t i O n t o yOur 
t h o u g h t s 
"Listen to the things you say to 
yourself about your job, your 
abilities and your chances of 
achieving your career goals," 
says Colette Ellis, founder of 
leadership consulting firm In-
Step Consulting and author of 
e-bool< "Focus on your vision." 

If you realize that your "self-
talk" is predominately nega­
tive, mai<e an effort to change 
it any time a negative thought 
pops into your head. "When you 
hear your negative messages 
and begin to feel badly, say 
'stop!' and replace the thought 
or message with a more posi­
tive statement," Ellis says. 

Dave Sanford, an executive 
vice president at recruiting firm 
Winter, Wyman, agrees: "You 
can't force hiring decisions to 
go your way. But you can con­

trol your reaction to 
the circumstances. 
Allow yourself that 
healthy moment of 
disappointment and 
then picl< yourself up 
and dust yourself off. 
This will help you move 
on a lot more quicldy, 
which is imperative to 

"your searcliT'^he'says. 

S e t goa l s 
Let's face it: The mod­

ern job search can be a long 
and tedious process — but that 
doesn't mean it can't also be 
rewarding. Set smaller goals 
throughout your job search to 
i<eep you focused and give you 
a sense of achievement. 

"As part of your job search, you 
will certainly have set goals for 
yourself, such as the number of 
networking meetings you will 
have each week, how many re­
sumes you will send out per day 
and the number of hours you 
will dedicate to researching 
opportunities," Sanford says. 
"Feel good about completing 
your objectives and find ways 
to celebrate accomplishments."

"It may feel proactive to say 'I 
will be working by -Dune 30' but 
you are really setting yourself 
up to be letdown," says Clieryl 
Heisler, president of Lawterna-
tives, a career coaching firm 
for lawyers. "Concrete goals 
are good — as long as they are 
within your control. Do commit 
to goals thatyou can reach, like

each week.'" 

Talk t o peOple 
Making an effort to talk to peo­
ple in your industry can give 
your job search a much-needed 
boost for a number of reasons: 
It's great for networldng, it can 
Ejpvide you with a renewed 
sense of motivation and en­
ergy, i t ' l l help you stay abreast 
on what's new in your field, and 
it can present you with options 

and opportunities you may not 
have known you had. 

Best of all — talking with your 
industry peers can help you 
get a job faster. "After speak­
ing with someone and building 
a rapport, they are much more 
likely to bring up potential job 
Leads or contacts for you, rath­
er than you having to ask for 
them," says Kathryn Minshew, 
co-founder and editor-in-chief 
of Pretty Young Professional, 
a blog and online resource for 
young professional women. 

Is there someone in your field 
that you'd like to know, but 
don't? Reach out and ask the 
person for an informational 
interview. "I firmly believe in 
informationalinterviews," l^in-
shew says. "Everyone loves be­
ing asked for advice, and some­
times the best thing you can do 
to get your foot in the door is 
to find people who work at the 
company or industry you're tar­
geting, and ask them if you can 
nieet." 

Take a break 
Although it's important to 

maintain momentum and keep 
up a steady job search, it's also 
important to take time out of 
your day to de-stress. "Stress 
can be palpable and you don't 
want to present yourself to 
prospective employers or net-

' working contacts as someone 
who will crack under pressure," 
Sanford says. "Whether it's a 
morning yoga class or walk­
ing around the block, find what 
works for you and incorporate it 
into your daily routine." 

Reducing stress also means 
fighting the e-leash during 
"you" time. While you may feel 
compelled to check your e-mail 
or voice mail every five min­
utes, fighting the urge will help 
you relax. "Access your voice 
mail and e-mail a few times a 
day — and then let it go," San­
ford says.
