“What happened on literal-
ly the last day of the lame-ducl
Legislature is that a new bill was
introduced that created a fair-
ly complex revision for personal
property tax over the next sev-
eral years,” Novi City Manag-
er Clay Pearson said, adding that
nothing changes for 2013.
Earlier in December, a Repub-
lican-led House commiittee

approved language for the leg-
islation that could phase out tax-
es nn industrial personal prop-
erty over 1¢ years and wipe out
taxes on small businesses whose
equipment has a taxable value
of less than $40,000, Businesses
currently pay taxes on personal
propetty items like computers,
equipment and furniture.
According to Pearson, the near-

term impact on Novi would be
more than $180,000 in lost reve-
nue. He said the continued phas-
ing eut will see the city impacted
even more.

“The numbers are that we
would be losing the $18 million
in taxable value (about $183,600)
through SB 1070, which is the

Pearson also said the the
adjacent, Jong-standing water
towet is staying. It has a 1940-

it. According to MiSpeed.Net,
Bud Winfield and Leo Goossen
produced one of the world's
most renowned car engines
with sponsorship help from
Lewis Welch in Novi and this
tower commemorates that.

Commercial property real-

tor Jonathan Brateman is rep-
resenting the ownership of the
building, which was used for
industrial purposes, Now the
hope is that it will become a

different type of development.

Brateman said it's the only
building coming down in that
location,

“T think a multi-story build-
ing with mixed use: retail, ban-
quet, office and residential or
hotel on the upper floors will *
be ideal,” he said of the possi-
bilities.

City seeking
input for
Pavilion

Shore Park

Novi wants community help in rec-
ognizing the history of Pavilion Shore
Park, including input on design ideas
for creating a historical marker at
the park that sits on the Novi side of
Walled Lake.

City officials believe the park, at
0ld Novi and 13 Mile roads, has great

historical significance for the sur-

rounding comnmunity and they want
to honor it.

According to Novi City Manager
Clay Pearson, there will be an open

" house meeting in the next month for

residents interested in learning more
and giving their ideas,

Last year the city sought help with
renaming it from Landings Property
to Pavilion Shore Park, one of nearly
100 suggestions provided by citizens
as part of a community-wide naming
effort.

Pavilion Shore Park’s name came at
the recommendation of alocal man,
Bob Niemi, who said it ties into the
rich history from the 1920s through
the 19505, when the area gained
regional and national prominence
for summer recreation, dancing and
band performances.

Novi officials said over the years
the land encompassed by the park
has experienced many significant
events, from pre-settlement use by
Native Americans to a casino dance
hall pavilion, lake recreational oppor-
tunities and an amusement park.

Capturing this diverse history is
the goal, and getting different ideas
from citizens will be crucial.

“Really, what we're looking for is
some guidance,” Pearson said.

Possible icons

At the city council meeting Dec. 17,
consultant Hamilton Anderson and
Associates, as part of its park design
process, suggested two possible his-

future plans for the Trans X/
Novi Road site. However, he does

exemption for under $40,000
in assets,” Pearsen said of the
poteintial impact. *If the rest
of the reform goes through,
we will lose the majority of
the eligible manufacturing
persenal property (another
$12 to $18 million in taxable
value and the prorated reve-
nue) in 2016.”

He added that by shrinking
the tax base with removing
personal property taxes paid
by business, the remaining
businesses and all residents
will be paying stightly more
for required debt service
¢osts to be spread out over
that slightly smalier base.

The legislation does allow
communities who get 2.35
percent or more of their rev-
enue from PPT to get state
reimbursement for up to 80
petcent of lost revenue. Cit-
ies like Novi that fall under
the 2.35-percent threshold
would not.

Pearson said Novi receives
nearly zero dollars from the
Economic Vitality Incentive
Program, and received near-
ly nothing from the previous
statutory revenue sharing,
“This would be less money

for the city to grow and pro-
vide our essential services of
public safety, roads, library
and parks and recreation,”
he said.

Pros and cons

‘The debate between the
pelitical parties on the PPT
has legisiaters staking out
two general camps. Repub-
licans claim the PPT pun-
ishes business investment
and therefore makesthe
state less competitive, so it
Jdeserves removal as an addi-
tional tax break for business,
like the removal of the Sin-
gle Business Tax. Democrats
rely on the argument that if'
the tax is phased out, munici-
palities and K-12 schools will
see lost revenue that would
not fully be replaced and [ead
to more spending cuts at the
local level.

“We don't want to harm
anyone, and we're not min-
imizing the challenge this
would present to schools and
municipalities,” said state
Rep.

For Novi, the stance is sim-

ilar te the Michigan Munici-

pal League's opinion: Reform

is needed, but not at the
expense of local govern-
ments already seeing-reve-
nue reductions.

Crawford supports the

change and views it as anoth-

er way to make Michigan
more attractive for new
and current businesses, He
believes the PIPI"s phasing
out, like right-to-work, will
be good for the state as the
years go on.

The approved bill could
replace $500 million of $593
million in reduced taxes in
part by devating a portion
of the state’s 6-percent use

tax, currently devoted to the
state’s general fund, to a spe-
ciai authority that would send

the revenues along to com-
munities.

A statewide vote on this will

happen in 2014, upon which
all the rest of the personal
praperty tax reform is con-
tingent.

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Vets teach trick of caring fo

If only cur pets could
talk and tell us if they're
hungry, thirsty or too
cold, especially during
these winter months.

Area veterinarians
have become their voic-
es by sharing advice
about how to care for
animals when the tem-
peratures plummet and
the winds are bitter.

“Make sure your pets
have a warm, insulat-
ed pet house or shel-
ter,” explained Jenni-
fer Groehn at Highland
Veterinary Hospital.

"It is important for the
house to be elevated off
the ground se that mois-
ture will not accumu-
late inside and possibly
freeze.”

Those shelters should
have a door on the out-
side, like a flap made
of material similar to
canvas, to keep those
harsh winter winds from
harming your pets inside
the shelter.

be scaiy or sloughing.

If you suspect frostbite,
take your pet 10 a warm
place immediately. Thaw
out your pet's frostbitten
areas slowly by applying
warm, maist towels that
are changed frequent-
ly. Continue this cycle of
warm towel compresses
until the areas becoine
flushed, and contact
your veterinarian as
soon as possible.

Keep routines
*Remember, being
gone for extended peri-
ods of time or having
guests over for the hol-
idays can upset your
pets’ routine and pro-
mote anxiety-based
issues,” said Heather
Ferguson, a veterinarian
and partner at Lyon Vet-
erinary Clinic on Pontiac
Trail in South Lyon. “If
you have concerns about

rhis, contact your veter-
inarian.”

Ferguson also point-
ed out that holiday food
and plants can be toxic
to your pets. The biggest
concerns come from
poinsettia, holly, mistle-
toe and lilies, Ferguson
recommends refrain-
ing from ygiving your pet
100 much of your food,
which can significant-
ly increase the risk for
intestinal upset or other
problems. Dogs and cats
den’t understand, ‘If [ do
this I will pay later,’ Fer-
guson said. "They only
kuow, ‘But, T want,' or ‘T
like™"

Keeping warm
requires pets to get
extra ealories from food,
especially if they are
normally outside pets.
For dogs, you should be
able to feel a layer of
fat, yet still be able to

feel their ribs and back-
bones, said Ferguson.
When the temperatures
drop, consult your vet-
erinarian for advice on
increasing your pet's
diet,

Make sure your pets
are well hydrated dur-
ing the winter, too,
Groehn said, If your pet
is kept outdoors, be sure
to check the water fre-
quently since it may
freeze. Porcelain bowls
are best for cutdoor
pets; this will prevent
their tongues from stick-
ing to the bowl.

OQutside dangers
Remember to keep
your pet away from
snow removal salt and
antifreeze, De-icing
salts can be toxic. Keep
these products stored

torical icons for use at the park’s
entryway.

The first concept consists of a 30-
foot Jattice-type structure inspired
by the steel trellis structures of the
amusement park. One of the con-
cerns with the design was that it
might dominate the tandscape and
give the modern implication of a
smaller version of a communica-
tion or cell phone tower. The esti-
mated cost of this option is $19,000,
which is included in Phase 1 of the
Conceptual Phasing Estimate Site
Improvement.

The second concept put a stron-
ger emphasis on the content of
the historical marker, while utiliz-
ing subtle design elements which
relate to the site history (such as

keeping the treilis design on a
smaller scale), This concept shifts
the marker to the north side of the
walkway so park users can look
over the property as they read
about it and its former uses.

This marker would be divided
into four primary content areas:
the Native Americans, the Pavilion,
the Waterfront and the Amusement
Park. Each area would be repre-
sented with interpretive panels
that would have pictures and text
related to each area.

Council was in general agree-
ment that option two is best
because it's more subtle and suit-
able for a property of that size. The
Historic Commission had & similar
opinion.

“Less is better,” Mavcr Bob Gatt
said, reiterating other council
members.

They all agreed more discussion
is needed. Mayor Pro Tem David

Staudt said it was his desire to see

the city seek out help fram the true
picneers of the community and get
their input before anything is done.

Park project

The initial development of Pavil-
ion Shore Park is planned to
include a stone waterfront and pier
on the lake, biking and walking
paths intersecting the park, inter-
pretive gardens and landscaping, a
picnic lawn and a parking area.

The project is largely funded by
a 2010 Michigan Natural Resourc-
s Trust Fund Grant for $437,500,
According to city officials, a
funding match of 30 percent, or
$187,500, was required from Novi,
while $50,000 of the match was
funded by the Novi Parks Founda-
tion.

It
will help a littke, but you
can't depend cn it entire-
ly for warmth. Pets lose
maost of their body heat
from their paw pads,
ears and respirato-
ry tracts, The best way
to guard your animals
against the cold is keep-

ing a close eye on them
to make sure they're
comfortable.

Frostbite is as danger-
ous to animals as it is
to their owners, and the
fur coat Fido has doesn't
offer as much protec-
tion as you may think.
Wind and cold exposure
should be the twao big-
gest cancerns for all pet
owners. Frostbite causes
damage to the skin and
tissues due to exposure
to extreme cold. Always
remember to remove
snow and ice from your
pet’s paws and coat as
soon as you notice them,
said Groehn. Frostbitten
skin may turn reddish,
white or gray, and it may

In tight containers away
from pets. Rock salt is
net only detrimental to
your pet’s health if it

is ingested, it can also
irritate their paw pads.
Always clean your pet’s
paws after a trip outside.

Antifreeze is also dan-
gerous to your pets and
it has an appealing smell
and sweet taste. Even
the slightest amount of
ingested antifreeze can
be fatal. Clean up any
antifreeze spills and dis-
pose of it s it is out of
reach for your pets.

As the weather turns
cooler, cats seek a comfy
warm spot and may curl
up near your car engine
or underneath the hood.
If you have a cat that
frequently goes out-
side, be attentive to their
whereabouts and give
your horn a quick honk
before starting your
engine, Groehn said.

The festive decora-
tions and tasty sweets
that accompany the holi-
day season can also be a
danger to your pel.

“All ot us appreciate
a beautifully decorat-
ed Christmas or Hanuk-
kah tree, sometimes our
furry friends appreciate
them a little too muck,”
Groehn said, “To keep
your tree beautiful and
your pets out of trou-
ble, anchor the top of
your tree to a wall using
a strong cord or rope.
This is especially use-
ful for those of us that
have a tree-scaling cat
or a large canine com-
panion.”

Remember, too, if you
light a fire in the fire-
place or plug in a space
heater to keep your
home toasty, your pets
will be attracted to the
heat, too. Make sure tails
and paws don’t come
in contact with flames,
heating coils or hot sur-
faces. Pets can either

Also, Ferguson recom-
mends being aware of
carbon monoxide Jeak-
age for you and your
pets. Carbon monoxide
is adorless and invisible,
but it can cause head-
aches, fatigue and trou-
ble breathing. Pets gen-
erally spend more time
in the home than owners,
so they are more vulner-
able to carbon monoxide
poisoning than the rest
of the family.

Cold weather can be
especially harmful to
elderly and arthritic
pets, leaving their joints
stiff and tender, mak-
ing them more awkward
than usual, Pay attention
when they are climbing
stairs or jumping onto
furniture and consider
changing their environ-
ment to make it easier
for them te get around.
Make sure they have a
thick, soft bed in a warm
room for chilly nights.
Also, watch stiff and
arthritic petsif you walk
them outside; a bad slip
on the ice could be very
painful and cause a sig-
nificant injury.

He's dined with Steve
Forbes. He’s had brief-
ings on budgets and eth-
ics, House rules and floor
protocol, And he's thrilled
to be named to the Small
Business Cotmmittee and
the Oversight and Gav-
ernment Reform Com-
mittee,

awater hose,™ he said
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Kerry Bentivolio sits at his kitchen table, taking notes as he prepares to start his Congres-
sional career on Jan. 3. He plans to "hit the ground running” ance his term starts,

of the whirlwind weeks.
“They keep it coming at
you, they just keep piling
iton.”

Two standing rules
Yet as different as his
world has become of Jate,
Bentivolio said his focus

is intact.

“T have two standing
rules: To be in the district
as often as possible based
on the congressional cal-
endar, and to give my con-
stituents a real congress-
man. They deserve that,”
he said,

For his first “rule,” he
has leased an office at 770
Welch Road in Commerce
Township, nearr M-5 and
Maple Road.

Bentivolio also wants to

It is set to take effect
in March, Michigan is
the 24th state to enact
such legislation. Work-
ers will have a choice

“It's freedom to free-
load,” Nugent summed it
up. *A person sclecting
not to participate with
the union will receive all
of the benefits the union
works 5o hard to bargain
for.”

The NEA is proba-
bly Northville’s larg-
est union with 430 mem-
bers. It has had some
challenges lately, includ-
ing teacher layoffs in
the past year as well as
seeing custodians and
transportation contract-
ed out to private com-
panies. Its collective
bargaining agreement
with Nerthville Public
Schools Is set to expire
in August 2013.

Nugent said he’s confi-
dent that going forward
the NEA will retain most
of its members, at least
98 percent.

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Police chief: Pistol sales on rise as new laws go into effect

S1aff Writer

The Northville City
Police have done mare
pistol sales records in
the last several weeks
than the previous six
months.

People may be buying
more handguns believ-
ing new legal restric-
tions may be on the way,
Palice Chief Gary Goss
said of the possible rea-
soning for this develop-
ment,

In the meantime, some
gun law changes have
come and many involved

are playing catchup.

“We've done more in
the last two weeks than
the previous six months,’
Goss said.

He wouldn't speak to
any gpecific numbers,
but he said the increase
has been very naticeable.

A Pistol 8ales Record
is an exception for a per-
son licensed in Michigan
to carty a concealed pis-
tol. Goss said a CPL hold-
er must obtain a PSR
any time that person
purchases or otherwise
acquires a pistol. This is
just for CPL individuals.

Although a bill expand-

s

ing the places a person
with CPL can carry a
concealed weapon was
struck down, there were
some recent significant
gun law changes,

On Dec. 18, Public Act
377, which was approved
in the state Legislature
and signed by Gov. Rick
Snyder, changed the law
to allow permits to pur-
chase handguns.to be
valid for 30 days instead
of 10 and alse eliminates
state background checks
for gun sales at federally
licensed retailers.

Now, if a person is buy-
ing a handgun from a

federally licensed gun
dealer, the purchaser will
not have to go to the local
police department to
obtain a permit to buy a
gun, They can instead fill
out &n application with
the federally licensed
dealer and then later
have the PSR checked by
the local police.

Previously, a purchas-
el had to go to the police
to get a purchase permit
for each pistol. Licensed
dealers include places
like Gander Mountain
and Cabela’s.

Other adjustments
include sheriffs now

overseeing all permit
approvals. The state’s
county gun boards, in
place since 1927, will be
eliminated.

Despite the changes,
Goss said local police
departments will still
have authority to check
for any criminal record
at both the state and
national level. In addi-
tign, if the gun is bought
from a private citizen,
then he ot she must go to
the police first becanse
that person is likely not a
licensed dealer.

The changes are meant
to streamline the pro-

cess.

Goss said the changes
basically mean decisions
must be made quicker
and some of the checks
are switched around. The
changes came in a lame-
duck session of the state
Legislature and they
went into effect immedi-
ately.

“I'm not sure if every-
onc was prepared for
this, so there will be
some time before every
party invelved are
caught up,” Goss said.

Training 1s important for OCSO dive team

hundreds of lakes and the recre-

ational opportunities they offer, but
pleasure can quickiy turn to peril — or
worse — because of an accident, foolish
mistake or poor decision,

It’s a reality that Frank Schippani
knows well.

For the past 30-plus years, Schippani
has been ready 24-7 to help on watei-
ways in Oakland County and the rest
of the metro-Detroit area as part of
the dive team for the Oakland County
Sheriff’s Office,

Every month for each of those 30
years, Schippani has spent one day
with other crew members training in
lakes and, occasionally, indoor swim-
ming pools so they are prepared and
ready for those emergency calls.

Once a year, the training is bumped
up several notches to include an
underwater obstacle course — which
each diver must negotiate blind-fold-
ed — as well as a required 20-lap swim
and 15-minutes of treading water.

To remain on the team, successisa
must.

“This isn't for everybody, some do
drop out after a year or two,” said
Schippani, a retired OCS0 deputy and
former sergeant who has been the
dive team’s instructor for the past
several years. The dives can take an
emaotional toll, he explained, estimat-
ing that the crew deals with maore
than a dozen drownings in an aver-
age vear.

And then, of course, is the time com-
mitment to keep skills up-to-date and
getting accustomed to new equip-
ment made available frem advances
in technology. This currently includes
aremote aperated vehicle fitted with
sonar and cameras, rapid-response,
rigid inflatable boats for swift water
rescue, and a hovercraft for rescue
an thin ice. Also, divers have $4,000-
plus in personally-assigned gear that
they are responsible to maintain and
always have with them.

Last week, for the first time ever, the
dive team took its special annual train-
ing indoars to Milford High School.
The underwater obstacle course was
set up in the far end of one of the pools
in some 13 feet of walcr, and a robot-
ic camera provided video feed to two
0CS0 marine deputies, on hand to
nignitor the training.

As explained by OCS0 Sgt. Matt Sny-
der — dive team commander and team
member since 2001 — the obstacle
course calls for divers wearing their
gear and black covers on their geg-
gles, submerging themselves in the
water and purposelv get entangled in
anet, then removing their equipment
and making their way through a cylin-
der cut from a S0-gallon tank.

Winter training other months brings
the team out to frozen lakes in the
county, he said, allowing for experi-
ence in some of the most challenging
conditions.

“You want to simulate the silvation,
create the anxiety for them to deal
with, and that’s how vou build confi-
dence,” Snyder said.

More recovery than rescue
Though the team is trained in res-
cue and recovery, the work is typically
more recovery than rescue, according
to Doug Stewart, a 14-year dive team
veteran and the team’s newest instruc-

tor. The dive team is on a scene within
5-10 minutes of being notified, he said,
vet ali-too-often people don't realize
right away that someone in their party
may be in danger of drowning or has
gone missing below the watet's sur-

face. By the time they seek emergen-
cy assistance, precious minutes have
passed.

During Stewart's tenure, just two
victims have been pulled from the
water alive, One died scon afterwards.

Still, the dive team heads to every
call with the idea that the victim will
be rescued, he said. But even when
recovery is the end result, there'sa
sense of satisfaction ameng the crew
of knowing they helped the victim's
loved ones find closure, he said.

“The goal is to rescue that per-
son. What we all strive for is to save
them. If they can’t be saved, at least
we are bringing the bady to the fam-
ily. And we always get the hugs, the
thank yons — because they know we
did everything we could possibly
do. And that is rewarding to us,” he
explained.

‘A good team’

Water rescue and recovery calls for
a variety of diving techniques, such
as line or spiralling search patterns,
depending on the water's depth. Oth-
et times, searching divers pair up on
either side of a tow bar behind a boat.

Working in unfamiliar territory,
and often a murky, cold environment,
demands that the crew keeps up with
training — and that they car rely on
fellow team members.

“Under water, there are no ranks —
deputy, sergeant, lieutenant. We're all
on the same level and all have to count
on each other,” Stewart said,

Of course, being a dive team mem-
ber isn't without risks. Stewart said a
ruptured ear drum is the most com-
mon consequence for divers, yet he
recalls a couple vears ago when he and
another team member were searching
for a missing scuba diver in 120 feet
of water, stayed down lenger than they
should have and then surfaced too
quickly. They both ended up in Beau-
‘mant Hospital overnight with “the
bends” — decompression sickness that
has the potential to cause paratysis or
death.

5till, dive rescue and recovery is a
duty he relishes. *“We da get a sense of
accomplishment, even when (there is
adrowning) and we recover the body,"
he s?id. “That's so important to {the
victim's family), and we're able to do
that for them ”

- Early next vear, a 12th diver is
expected to be added to the county’s
crew, bringing it to full capacity. Sny-
der explained that OCS0 staffers who
express inlerest in being part of the
team have to wait for an opening, then
are interviewed and subjected to dive
and swim testing, physical examina-
tion and more before being accept-
eq. On average, a team member stays
with t'he program 10-15 years.

Schippani, eyeing retirement from
the team, holds every member of
the crew in high regard. “It's a good
team,” he said. “The guys are dedicat-
ed, good divers. They do a really good
job.”

Snyder agreed. “We have a good core
of people,” he said. “They are a great
burch of guys.”

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Help tally seasonal birds
Saturday at Kensington

Looking fur a different
way to spend some of your
Saturday while enjoying
the winter weather?

Head over to Kensing.
ion Metropark’s nature
center and help out with
its annual New Year's bird
count, where volunteers
will spread out to the far
reaches of the metropark
in Milford to see what
birds are hanging out in
the area,

“We do several bird
counts a year," said Mike
Broughton, an interpreter
at the nature center, “We
get an idea of what birds
are around. Seine birds
migrate. Some are here
yearround,”

Depending on the spe-
cies, some birds can be
found in metro Detroit
throughout the year, like
chickadees, blue jays and
cardinals. Others venture
south as the temperatures
drop. Yet others, like the
snowy owl or junco, make
southern Michigan their
home during the winter.

“This is their wintering
ground,” Broughton said.
Snowy owls haven't been
seen in recent years dur-
ing the winter bird counts
at Kensington, but their
have been some reports in
the area, he added.

'The bird count is a free,
family-friendly event,
although Broughton said
it’s probably not suit-
able for young children,
because groups will be
walking around the park
along trails and through
the snow.

There will be experi-
enced birders with the
groups whao can help vol-
unteers identify the dif-
ferent bird species.

“If you're new to bird-
ing, this is a really good
way to go, because there’s
sameone who knows what

they're daing,” Brough-
ton paid.

Since the counts take
place outside, peo-
ple should dress for the
weather, and binoculars
will definite help in the
endeavor.

The variety of bird spe-
cies found is an indicator
to the health of the local
habitat. Park staff hope to
find a wide variety of win-
ter birds in this weekend’s
count.

“It’s fun, For some peo-
ple it's kind of Like a con-
test,” Broughton said.

The bird count starts at
8 am. at the parl’s nature
center. Broughton said
some volunteers spend
the entire day searching

for birds while others lim-
it their time to an hour or
s0.

"It lasts as long as
people want to come,”

Gerych said. “The collec-
tion goes from World War
I to current, but we want
moere World War I stuff to
go with the Spad, whichis
almost done, and we need
jungle fatigues from Viet-
nam. We have a lot of uni-
forms and some enemy
uniforms, but we'd like
the personal stuff, any-
thing that will give the
story that goes with the
uniform.”

The Spad is a French
SPAD XII World War I
fighter that a group of
volunteers have been
building from scratch
using the original blue-
prints, The plane will look
as it did as part of 103d
Aero Squadron in 1918,

complete with the Hat in
the Ring emblem.

Gerych sounds like
a walking encyclope-
dia when talking about
the uniforms. His inter-
est in collecting began
when he was 9 years old.
His grandfather, a World
War II veteran, took him
to gun shows and would
“buy me stuff to keep me
quiet.”

A veteran himself,
Gerych was studying for
his master’s degree in
history and was required
to do community service
during one semester. His
father-in-law wanted to
volunteer at the muse-
um and one thing led to
another.

Gerych wanted to work
on airplanes, but that
was in flux, so he went
into collections. It's been
“very interesting” and
he's learned a lot, he said.
Now the two men are
working on making the
nuseun’s catalog system
better.

“When we find some-
thing in the collection, we
search to see if a number
exists for it, sometimes
we fing it was brought in
and not cataloged,” said
Wygant who was working
on a pair of Vietnam jun-
gle boots. “They're not in
the system, so [ have to
track them back.”

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Battered in lame-duck session, state Dems have big 2013 agenda

Democralts in the Mich-
igan Legislature will
have their work cut out
for them in 2013.

Between issues they
say need to be addressed
to improve the state’s
economy and the well-
being of local commu-
nities, and the desire to
push back on some of the
measures the Republi-
can-controlled Legisla-
ture hurried through a
Jlame-duck session last
month, they have a long
to-do list for the coming
year.

Many goals sever-
al area Democrats have
set for themselves high-
light philosophical dif-
ferences that cften sepa-
rate the parties — on tax-
es and spending, on the
ecenomy, on the way pub-
lic schools should be run.
That will likely mean a
tough road for Demo-
crats: In the state House
of Representatives, they
will be outnumbered 59-
31 despite picling up
anet five seats in the
Novembet election, while
in the Senate, Republi-

cans hold a commanding
26-12 majority.

Still, Demaocrats say
they're ready to fight.

“The last two years
under Republican leader-
ship have been the vears
of corperate present-giv-
ing," said Rep. Vicki Bar-
nett of Farmington Hills,
who is beginning a third
term in the 37th District.
“We really should’'ve
been focused on hard-
working men and women
and working families.”

"We can’t continue to
prioritize big business
and CEQs over the people
themselves,” said Rep-
resentative-elect David
Knezek, whose 11th Dis-
trict includes Garden
City and portions of Livo-
nia and Westland, “We're
at a very critical time
right now where we need
to start priotitizing the
right way.”

Dellars and cents
Barnett and Knezek
were referring to the
$1.8 billion cut in busi-
ness taxes that came with
the 2011-12 state budget
and the elimination of the
Michigan Business Tax,
and to the cuts in aid to

local communities, which
have been significant
over the past decade.

On taxes, Knezek, Bar-
nett and other Democrats
believe the new pension
tax, designed to make up
revenue lost when the
MBT was axed, should be
abolished,

With a small budget
surplus now, the state can
afford to do away with
the pensien tax, Knezek
said: “When we're run-
ning a surplus, there’s no
need to be further bur-
dening” retirees.

The phase-out of the
personal property tax,
passed durjng the lame-
duck session and signed
Dec. 20 by Gov. Rick Sny-
der, isalso of concern to
Demacrats. The PPT isa
tax on business and man-
ufacturing equipment;
the new law provides a
means for replacement
revenue of 80 percent

for most communities,
and 100 percent when the
money goes toward pub-
lic safety. The phase-out
will not take effect with-
out voter approval in
2014 of the creation of

a statewide authority to
administer the replace-
ment fends.

Democrats say the PPT
replacement should be
10¢ percent no matter
what,

“That other 20 percent
is key, especially when
you're talking about mil-
lions and millions of
dollars,” said Robert
Kosowski, a House mem-
ber-elect from West-
land whose 16th Dis-
trict includes the city of
Wayne, which has a large
manufacturing base and
relies heavily on the tax,

“We've got to replace
it at 100 percent,” said
Rep. Ellen Cogen Lip-
ton of Huntington Woods,
whose 27th District
includes Ferndale and
Pleasant Ridge. “I think
that's a tweak that has to
be made.”

Knezek also wants state
revenue sharing to local
communities, which has

Building the
economy

Democrats counter the
Republican emphasis
on reducing the tax bur-
den for businesses to cre-
ate jobs by saying that
good schools, good ser-
vices and safe communi-
ties factor in the equation
when businesses consid-
er expansion and reloca-
tion, and that people need
disposable income to
increase demand for the
goods and services busi-
nesses provide.

“Tax breaks will not
create jobs. People with
money buying stuff cre-
ates jobs,” Barnett said.
Businesses also need tax
stability and predictabili-
ty, she said.

“Michigan’s corporate
tax rate is one of the low-
est in the country,” Kne-
zek said. *Why is it that
we haven’t seen this mas-
sive influx of businesses
and jobs?”

Michigan’s carporate
tax climate ranks seventh
amaong the 50 states in
the latest index from the
Tax Foundation, a nen-
partisan think tank based
in Washington, D.C. The
ranking improved dra-
matically with the tax
changes enacted in 2011,
the foundation says.

Democrats want to
focus on education and
improving communities
and the business climate,
steps they say will retain
and attract companies
and young professionats.

Lipton, for exam-
ple, wants a program of
incentives for housing
energy-efficiency retro-
fits: better windows and
doors, insulation, effi-
cient appliances. A small-
scale program in Qak
Park that involved fore-
closed houses, she said,
was extremely success-
ful; energy efficien-
cy became a major sell-
ing point and the houses
were snatched up.

“This generation of 20-
somethings, a new gen-
eration of buyers, plac-
es a higher value on ener-
gy efficiency and sustain-
ability,” she said,

Barnett said she wilt
continue her push to have
Michigan recognize ben-
efit corporations, a cor-
porate structure in which
a company’s mission
includes a commitment
to a public good as well
as to making a profit, She
introduced such legisla-
tion during her first term
and reintroduced it in her
second, with a similar bill
in the Senate, but move-
ment has stalled.

Without formal recogni-
tion, she said, such com-
panies in Michigan could
face legal liabilities, Sev-
eral other states, includ-
ing Mlinois, have jumped
on the benefit corpora-
tion bandwagon.

“Young entrepreneurs

are looking for this type
of corporate structure,”
she said, and consumers
are alse looking to sup-
port projects that benefit
socicty when they make
purchases.

K-12 schools

Lipton, who is begin-
ning her third term, sug-
gests more money needs
{0 be spent on elementary
and secondary education.

“We are at the lowest
per-pupil fund since Pro-
posat A," she said, refer-
ring to the 1994 measure
that changed school fund-
ing, “if you adjust for
inflation.” She added that
school aid “falls woeful-
ly short.”

Lipton would start with
restoring the move than
$300 million talken from
the school aid fund to
help balance the 2011-

12 budget. She contends
the money was improper-
Iy shifted through a “con-
stitutiona!l loophole” that
she would like to tighten.

Lipton said good
schools are key to the
state’s economic come-
back and that if other
lawmakers truly believe
that, too, “we've got to
push back on these mas-
sive cuts.” More broad-
ly, Lipton favors what
she calls a “longitudi-
nal study” of the costs of
education, and a prior-
itization of what public
schools should be doing.

"My gut reaction is
that $6,900 per pupil is
too low," she said, refer-
ring to the state’s mini-
mum per-pupil funding,
“but maybe it's too much.
T don't know.”

Lipton, Knezek and oth-
er local Democrats aiso
want to restore limits on
charter schools. Char-
ters that get a share of
state funding but can
cherry-pick students and
don’t have to meet the
same standards as pub-
lic schools, they say, are
siphoning dollars from
traditional public schools
to companies with a prof-
it motive,

“I believe it's one of the
most fundamental things
toa democracy, to have
public education avail-
able to all children,” said
Sen. Glenn Anderson, -
Westland, whose 6th Dis-
trict also ingludes Gar-
den City, Livonia and
Redford Township.

They view cyberschools
— computer-based learn-
ing programs without the
overhead costs of brick-
and-mortar schools ~—
similarly.

“It's an unproven edu-
cational alternative,”
Anderson said.

“We have no concept
of what the success rate
is going to be,” said Kne-
zek, who did allow, how-
ever, that a few students
may learn better outside
of a traditional classroom
and should have a cyber-*
school option.

Education reform
Local Demecrats are
also against broadening
the powers of the state's
Educational Achieve-
ment Authority, a district
created to manage poor-
ly performing schools.

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GOP expects to address regulatory reform, higher ed and corrections

Michigan Republican
lawmakers believe their
work isn't finished yet,

Last week's legislative
sessions were tumulty-
ous as lawmakers passed
controversial right-to-
work laws and took aim
at personal property
taxes. Lawmakers also
passed legislation to cre-
ate a regional transit
authority, a replacement
emergency manager bill
and prohibit young driv-
ers from talking on cell
phones while driving.

"It was a very histor-
ie, contentious and pro-
found week in Michigan
history,” said state Rep.
Kurt Heise of Plymouth.

House and Senate
Republicans expect in
2013 to continue to work
with Gov. Rick Snyder
to tackle issues and poli-
cies they believe are hin-
dering business and job
creation.

House Republicans lost
five seats in the Nov. 6
general election, down
to 59 lawmakers, but
they still carry a major-
ity. The GOP has a 26-12
majority in the state Sen-
ate,

The Observer contact-
ed several area lawmak-
ers from Oakland and
Wayne counties to dis-
cuss what they believe
will be on the agenda in
2013.

John Walsh

John Walsh of Livo-
nia, who serves as Fouse
speaker pro tem, chaired

the House Judiciary Com-

mittee and was vice chair
of House Tax Policy Com-
mittee, believes discus-
sions will continue about
the repeal of personal

© property taxes, regulato-

vy reform and the state's
2014 budget, including
how to increase spend-
ing for higher education
and create incentives for
universities that gradu-
ate stulents who meet
academic requirements
in a timely manner, as
well as begin initial talks
about cutting correction-
al costs.

“We will cpen up an ear-
ly agenda to address the
regulatory environment;
then in February the bud-
get process begins for
next year."” he said.

Walsh wants to exan-
ine efficiencies and how
to veduce overhead costs
at universities, Walsh
wonders why administra-
tors have increased while
the number of teach-
ing faculty has remained
unchanged. ‘T'd like to
take a look at setting
aside more dollars in the
classroom and wheth-
er we can assist in that
area,” he said.

Walsh wants to look at
sentencing guidelines

‘and how to hetter train

inmates to avoid recidi-
vism. He believes crim-
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inals should serve their
sentences, but added:
“We have not been pro-
viding the right training
at the right time for them
to get a job.”

Walsti used a gener-
ic example of a prison-
er who receives a 10-
year sentence, then gets
it cut to seven for good
behavior, but then he or
she receives training two
years into the sentence.
“That will not help him
five years later, because
things change in five
years,” Walsh said.

Regional
success

Caring about Detroit is a
matter of self-interest

Detroit is important to Michigan and
the southeastern metropolitan region.

As a symbol of horribly declining
urban decay, it sends a negative image
to the rest of the country — and the
world, for that matter.

The opportunity lost because of high
unemployment and scandalous school
dropout rates is almost too much to cal-
culate. While a nation st*'1 grieves for
the killing of 26 people in Connecticut,
it mostly ignores that a similar number
of murders takes place every month in
Detroit. Mostly, as a state, we accept
that carnage as unchangeable — just
keep it away from us.

But the innocent lives put in harm’s
way in Detroit are no less precious
than the undeserving victims in
Connecticut. Every generation that
is ignored -— every tax dollar that is
wasted or stolen — is merely another
investment in the continued decay of a
once great city.

It's not just a morally correct obliga-
tion to care about Detroit, it {s also in
our self-interest. A thriving Detroit
would benefit the region, just as its
decline has hindered the area’s vitality.

There are positive steps, includ-
ing visionary and courageous invest-
ments by private enterprises. These
are encouraging, but their value is lim-
ited until the city can shake itself from
its financial blunders, corruption and
incompetence. Unfortunately, too many
city leaders have been unwilling or
unable to muster the pelitical cour-
age and allies to overcome decades of
entrenched cronyism,

A ray of hope emerged during the
otherwise chaotic and controversial
lame-duck session of the Michigan
Legislature. Several bills, signed into
law recently by Gov. Rick Snyder, can
help with some of the maladies afflict-
ing Detroit. .

The long-sought regional transporta-
tion authority — a stinging reminder of
the toxic relationship between the city
and its neighbors — has finally been
created.

Federal authorities have begrudging-
ly indicated that $25 million is avail-
able to help support private funds for
a much-needed bus rapid-transit sys-
tem. But it insisted first on a regional
authority, the ¢reation of which has
evaded several warring government
factions.

A sign of the politics that plagued
the authority was evident when leg-
islative Democrats, whe are big sup-
porters of mass transit, largely voted
against it because they were angry at
the Republican power play that passed
right-to-work legislation. Their attitude
may be understandable, but they were
only risking ihe welfare of their con-
stituents.

On another front, the city can’t keep
its lights on. It’s another horrible sym-
bol of a city that doesn’t work. Before
lawmakers left town, they approved a
public ligkting authority that was pro-
posed by Detroit Mayor Dave Bing. The
legislation provides a financing vehicle
to back revenue bonds that will raise
the estimated $250 million to upgrade
lighting.

Snyder also signed a bill allowing
the Ilitch family to use funds from the
Petroit Development Authority to help
build a $650 million downtown arena
and entertainment district. This would
include a new home for the Detroit
Red Wings and add to the signs of life
appearing in downtown Detroit. ,

The city government, however, must
come to grips with a dysfunctional
budget. Either they will do it them-
selves, or Gov. Snyder will appoint
an emergency manager for the city
under new legislation passed during
the lame-duck session. Hopefully the
city will get its act together in time to
prevent the latter from happening. But
the reality is an emergency manager is
probably a better opticn than declaring
bankruptcy, which is where the city is
headed now.

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Take precautions before engaging in outdoor winter activities

hen snow, ice and frigid weather

blast into town, watch out.

Taking precautions and being
safe around ice and snow will allow
for a much easier (not warmer) winter
Season.

Slipping on sidewalks,
climbing awkwardly ever
snow banks, wearing the
wrong kinds of ¢lothing or
shoes, and even shoveling
snow the wrong way can

- and strains. Simply walk-

- warm clothing can inten-
sify joint problems and cause » great
deal of pain. As muscles and blood ves-
sels contract to conserve the body's
heat, the blood supply to extremities
is reduced. This lowers thie function-
al capacity of many muscles, particy-
larly among the physically unfit. Prep-
avation for an outdoor winter activ-
ity, including conditioning the areas
of the body that are most vulnerable,
can help avoid injury and costly health
care bills.

Shoveling Snow

Shoveling snow can wreak havoc on
the musculoskeletal system. The Michi-
gan Association of Chiropractors offers
these tips for shoveling snow;

* If possible, shovel snow later in the
day. l\{lany back injuries occur in the
morning, since the tissue around the spine
15 not warmed up or loose after & night of
rest, If you must shovel snow in the mormn-
ing, be carcful. Listen to weather fore-
casts so you can rise early and have time
to warm up to shovel before work.

* Layer clothing to keep your muscles
warm and flexible. .

* Do some warm-up stretching before
you grab that shovel. Shoveling can
strain “deconditioned” muscles between
your shoulders, in your upper neck, low-
er back, buttocks and legs.

+ When you do shovel, push the snow
straight ahead, Don't try to throw it.
Walk it to the snow bank.

» Avoid sudden twisting and turning
motions.

* Bend your knees to lift when shov-
eling, Let the muscles of your legs and
arms do the work, not your back.

* Take frequent rest breaks to take the
strain off your muscles. A fatigued body
is more prone to injury.

» When shoveling snow, be heart

smart. Stop if you feel chest pain, get
really tired, or have shortness of breath.

‘Winter Sports

Winter sports like skating, skiing
and sledding can cause painful mus-
cle spasms, strains or tears even inthe
fittest body. Before you start any win-
ter sport, you must warm up. Skipping
your warm-up may lead to injuries. The
Michigan Association of Chiropractors
suggest that you start with some light
aerobic activity such as jogging, biking
or fast walking for about 7-10 minutes
before jumping into your winter sport
of choice. Follow these tips:

* For skiing, do 10-15 squats, Stand
with your legs shoulder width apart,
knees aligned over your feet, Slowly
lower your buttocks as you bend your
knees over your feet, Your knees should
not go past the length of your feet. Stand
up straight and repeat. !

+ For skating, do several lunges. Take
amoderately advanced step forward
with one foot. Let your back knee come
down to the floor while keeping your
shoulders in a vertical line over your
hips. Repeat the process with your oth-

* For sledding/tobogganing, do knee-
to-chest stretches to fight compression
injuries caused by repetitive bouncing
over the snow. Either sitting or lying on
your back, pull your knees to your chest
and hold fot up to 30 seconds.

« Don't forget enoi-down stretching
for all of these sports. At the bottom of
the sledding hil), for instance, before
trudging back up, do some more knee-
to-chest stretches, or repetitive squat-
ting movements to restore flexibility.

After any of these activities, if you are
sore, apply an ice pack to the affected
area for 20 minutes, then take it off for
an hour and repeat 3-5 times each day
over the next couple of days. If you con-
tinue to feel muscle soreness, a massage
may help, however if you feel pain or
stratn after your winter activity and it
has not gone away after icing for a cou-
ple of days, you may want t¢ set up an
appointment with your [ocal doctor of
chiropractic for an evaluation.

+ Pushback: Anderson,

An emer-
gency would have to be
declared -— by the gov-
ernor and at least two-
thirds of each chamber in
the Legislature — before
a significant isstre could
be voted on in alame-
duck session, he said.
“When you see a high-
ly active lame-duck ses-
sion, you scratch the sur-
face and you find that
there are many pieces of
bad legislation that get
through,” he said,
Anderson also wants

duck session. The law,
which takes effect in
April, will allow work-
ers in workplaces where
there are unions to 1ol
join the ynion and not
pay union dues or a union
fee, even if they benefit
from coliective bargain-
ing undertaken by the
union.

Anderson, a former
autemobile plant worker,
said the law will be divi-
sive in union workplac-
es and won't have the job-
creating effect its Repub-
lican backers say it will.

“It's going to work in a
very negative way and
contrary to what we've
been trying to do to ctre-
ate jobs," hé said.

They have a lot
more parts than other
appliances.”

The truck then
lifts Kovacs up — some-
times way up —- so he can
retrieve the part.

“If we order 150 of
these,” he said, it means
that part is failing.”

RepairClinic.com has
built a reputation on cus-
tomer servige, including a
return policy that stretch-
es a full year, That's how
confident Hall and others
ave that they are provid-
ing the parts and the vid-
205 people need to suc-
ceed.

“We're empowering peo-
ple to fix something they
used to hire out,” Hall
said. “We're not saving
the world. We're just help-
ing peaple fix something
like a washing machine.”

Do I really need to include a cover letter?
New thoughts on an old standard

Including a cover letter with
your résumé is commonly con-
sidered a “golden rule” of job
searching, But in this age of
ontine appiications and recruit-
ers who need to scan material
quickly, is this practice consid-
ered outdated?

Consider the fotlowing: For
his book “Unbeatable Résumés:
America's Top Recruiter Reveals
What REALLY Gets You Hired,”
author Tony Beshara asked
hiring authorities from a vari-
ety of disciplines the question
“How important is a cover let-
ter when you are receiving ré-
sumés?" Of the more than 3,000
respondents, 86 percent said
“not very important,”

S0 if only 14 percent of the
pecple seeing your résumé con-
sider a cover letter important,
is it worth doing?

To send or not to send

“Unless the employer specifi-
cally requests a cover letter, 1
would recommend that candi-
dates do not include one,” says
Jen Rallis, author of “Ugly Ré-
sumés Get Jobs.” “Many recruit-
ers only spend a few minutes
scanning a résumé and disre-
gard cover letters all together.”
Instead, she favors a well-writ-
ten summary of qualifications
specific to the position being
applied to listed at the top of
the résumé,

Many experts, however, make
the case that a concise; tar-
geted cover letter has value.

“In a cover letter, you can pre-
cisely match your qualifications
to job requirements and/or to
the company to a degree that
is difficult on a résumé,” says
Pennell Locey, senior consult-
ant for Keystone Associates, a
career management cansult-
ing firm headquarterad in Bos-
ton. “Choose no more than five
key points where you feel your
qualifications diractly make
you a standout, and nighlight
the specifics of thase in your
letter. Bullet points ratherthan
a narrative can make it easy for
an employer to read.”

“From a recruiting stand-
point, I would likely look at
a cover letter after reading
someone’s résumé,” says Tracy
Cashman, ﬁartner and general
manager of the information

technelogy division of Winter,
Wyman — one of the largest
staffing firms in the Northeast.
“F am more interested in exam-
ining a person's work experi-
ence and skills than reading
the sometimes ‘fluffy’ nature of
a cover letter.” Still, she notes
that a cover letter can be help-
ful, especially when it explains
something that can't really be
covered in the résumé itself,
such as a gap in employment
history or a position outside
the person’s obvious career
track. Cashman's colleague
Beverly Morgan — a partner
in Winter, Wyman’s human re-
sources division —-adds that
a cover letter should mention
anyene you know within the or-
ganization to build a more per-
sonal connection,

Making the decision
Obviously, if a job ad asks for
acover letter, one should bein-
cluded because failure to do so
looks tike you aren't following
directions. Likewise, the deci-
sion i already made when an
online application only allows
space for a résumé. For other
cases, it is difficult to tell what
rele a cover letter may or may
not play in the hiring process.

While a cover letter is typi-
cally placed before a résumé,
Beshara's survey respondents
frequently said that if they read
a cover Letter at all, they did so
after examining the résumé.
Thus, applicants may want to
reconsider how they approach
their material, realizing that
their résumé must be the atten-
tion-grabber.

When an applicant does in-
clude a cover letter, Beshara
stresses that it must be con-
cise, “T can't telf you the num-
ber of résumés I receive with a
full-page cover letter that will
rarely, if ever, get read .. You
have to make an impact quick-
ly, with specifics that say "You
need tointerview me.””

Gther tips Beshara has for
job seekers who choose to send
caver letters include:

- Having a phaone conversa-
tion with the hiring authority
beforehand and then referenc-
ing that call in the [etter.

+ Using bullet points to list
accomplishments that apply to
the specificjob opening.

- Quantifying achievements
using numbers, statistics and
percentages,

- Focusing on what you can
do for the company, noton your
own needs.

Lastly, Beshara and others
urge candidates to ditch any
generic cover letters. “As a rule
of thumb: If your cover letter
could be true for any job/com-
pany you apply for, then it isn't
targeted erough,” Locey says.
So if you've decided sending a
cover letter is worth your time,
do it right and let the reader
know you wrote it just for him.

Auto brands shed light on their 2013 Detr

The paintis just dry on
the 2012 sales year and
already auto brands are
gearing up for a 2013
that they hope will be
even more prospercus.
U.5. auto sales defied
the econgmic head-
winds this year, and
prognostications so far are that they'll
lead the way again next year in bringing
whitever further measure of recovery
comes to America.

That's why the buzz around the North
American International Aute Show,
known colloquially as the Detroit auto
show, already is stronger than it has been
in a few years — at least since before the
Great Recession and the GM and Chrysler
financial bailouts,

Nearly 50 products are slated to he un-
veiled at the NATAS beginning with a me-
dia preview on January 14 and 15, with
most of them being global “reveals.” The
Chinese will be back after bowing out for
a fow years. A number of luxury marques
are returning to the show after absences;
they inciude Jaguar, Land Rover, Ferrari
and Maserati.

Cadillac will be breaking outintoits own
display area in Detroit under the roof of
the recently renovated and expanded
Cobo Hali. Traditionally, GM has grouped
its highest-end brand along with its oth-
er brands in 2 single seamlass space. But
at this show, GM is creating a separate
space for Caddy that will be close to Fer-
rari, Porsche and Volvo,

“Tt's mainly just an effort to place Ca-
dillac within the context of our luxury
competitars,” 2 GM spakesman told the
Detroit News. “That's better for people
attending the show, too — making it eas-
jer to compare and shep cars in the same
segment or category.”

Ford reportediy is planning to use NAIAS
in part to answer the pickup-promating
attention that General Motors has been
able to generate this month with the
unveiling of its new Chevrolet Silverado
and GMC Sierra. The Ford F-150 pickup re-
mains America’s best-selling vehicle, and
s expect the company not to take lightly
any threat to the franchise. Chrysler un-
veiled a new Ram earlier this year as well.

Industry buzz has it that ford will pro-
vide a teaser at the Detroit show to its
new F-150 thatisn't duein production un-
tit the 2015 model year. Because even GM
has described the design of its new trucks
as “evolutionary, not revolutionary,” the
thinking apparently fs that Ford wilt be
able to steal some attention with a peak
atits own new sheetmetal.
