Novi Mayor Pro Tern David Staudt 
and Councilman Wayne Wrobel put 
out the idea to amend the city's char­
ter because they believe parts of it are 
outdated and need to be adjusted to the 
current way the city does business. 

Both men proposed starting the pro­
cess to amend the char-

[ ter in the coming year 
during the City Coun­
cil's early input budget 

1 session held on Jan. 5. 
"I just want to put 

this out there for con-
I sideration," Wrobel 

said. "Obviously, things 
have changed smce 
1978 in ways of doing 

business. The city has changed quite a 
bit since then." 

He said it might be time to start dis­
cussions to see how It can be updated, 
which Staudt concurred with. 

According to City Manager Clay 
Pearson, a city exists in a frame­
work that is part of a larger structure 
involving state and federal laws. And 
while a city's charter is always subject

to differiiit! rules found in stale and 
locai law, it is tiie document that 
estabiishes the local rules, specific 
to the city under which the govern­
ment will operate. 

"The Novi City Charter has 
served us well and follows the same 
basic outline from when tiie city 
was ijicorporated in 1969," Pear­
son said. "Wiiat's been contemplat­
ed by the Novi City Council, sim-
iiar to what cities have done such 
as Farmington, is a ]ook for poten­
tial amendments to the existing 
charter, not wholesale revisions, to 
update and modernize operations." 

Staudt said he lhinl<s it's time to 
fully delve into the charter, add­
ing that "long-term there are some 
extremely antiquated provisions 
in our charter that we need to deal 
with." 

Neither council memiier wouid 
speal< to anything specific at this 
point. 

"The chai-ter was adopted more 
than 35 years ago and does not 
i-eflect a growing city of near­
ly 60,000 residents," Staudt said. 
"There is much to review and con­
sider prior to specific changes to 
being proposed, if any."

Novi City Manager Clay Pearson said a char­
ter revision can be initiated by resolution 
adopted by three-fifths of the City Council. 
The decision whether to revise is not a matter 
subject to vote of the people; rather, a ballot 
question is created for each separate amend­
ment to the charter 
The process may begin and end with the City 
Council, which could meet to review the char­
ter and determine what proposed amend­
ments might be appropriate. Pearson said 
realistically, given the length and complexity 
of the charter, the task is initially delegated 
to a smaller group. 
"That group can be either a committee of 
the council or some other committee created 
by the council for the purpose of conducting 
a review. It can also be members of the city 
administration. It can also be some combina­
tion of the above," Pearson said. "Once the 
specific question has been crafted and infor­
mally vetted, it goes to the City Council for 
approval." 
He further said if the council approves the 
language and proposed change, the matter 
is then formally sent to the state through the 
governor's office for review of the language. 
Then the city clerk would then work with 
the county clerk to have any ballot questions 
approved by the City Council placed on the 
appropriate election ballot to before the vot­
ers. 
Pearson said this would be typically for a gen­
eral election, not a special election.

last year, Novi is, to my 
knowledge, the only city 
in the region that actual­
ly lowered taxes without 
a reduction in any servic­
es. We'i'e looking maybe 
to do it again if we can. 
We haven't seen budget 
figures yet, but if it's pos­
sible, we will." 

He'll also touch on the 
fact that Novi passed a 
new road millage, which 
he says will lead to dra­
matic improvements. 

"We changed the char­

ter so the millage went, 
but our taxes didn't go up 
because of some other 
reductions we were able 
to do," he said. 

He'll also note how the 
city did not have to resort 
to any staff layoffs last 
budget year, which he 
hopes is the case again in 
2013. 

"And some of our 
administrative employ­
ees got a small bump 
in salaries, as did our 
unions because of their 
contracts," Gatt said. 

That should grab the 
attention of those hear­
ing the mayor's mes­

sage next Thursday as 
many in attendance will 
be business leaders who 
no doubt have struggled 
to just retain employees 
during the Great Reces­
sion. 

"Novi's future is bright­
er than most of our 
neighboring communi­
ties," Gatt said. "Most 
would be very envious 
of us." 

Indeed... and the may­
or said his address will 
include "a surprise."

er and may sell most of the I'est 
to home improvement retailer 
Menards. 

The automal<er's real estate 
arm announced Jan. 4 that it 
closed the land deal in late 
December for 239 acres of the 
317-acre factory site near 1-96 
off Wixom Road. 

Brian Wilson, the lead part­
ner of the new pi'operty owner, 
'Il-inity Bai-row Development, 
said he will start demolishing 
what remains of the 4.3 mil-
iion-square-foot complex in late 
March. He envisions replac­
ing the plant with a mixed-use 
development of commercial, 
industrial and retail, and per­
haps even a park or recreation 
area. 

Ford shuttered the factory in 
May 2007, dealing a major blow 
to the City of Wixom's tax base. 

Highly publicized plans by 
Ford and then-Gov. .Jennifer 
GI-anholm to transform the 

idled pi-operty into a $725-niil-
lion renewable energy park 
unraveled in 2011 when an out-
of-state battery maker and a 
solar energy company couldn't 
obtain enough financing from 
the U.S. Energy Department. 

Tl'ident Barrow Management 
is a subsidiary of New Yoi-k-
based Barrow Development, 
whose specialty is "repui'pos-
ing obsolete real estate." 

The selling price was not dis­
closed, although Wilson said he 
paid Ford in cash. 

Wilson, co-founder of Bar­
row Development, said thei'e 
is interest in the development 
fi-om several commercial and 
industrial businesses. But his 
firm has yet to drajv up site 
plans or agi-ee to prospective 
tenants. The next step after 
demolition, he said, is to choose 
the right anchor for the project 
while remaining flexible about 
what goes there. 

Too many unsuccessful rede­
velopment projects made the 
mistake of getting locked in to 
a certain concept, he said. 

"We just don't know what's 
going to go there," said Wilson, 
a Massachusetts native who

bought a residence in Royal 
Oak so he can monitor the site. 

"We have SO different scenar­
ios that are floating." 

Wilson said his project 
may not need tiie tax cred­
its that come with the proper­
ty, although they could come 
in handy for his future end 
users. The Michigan Econom­
ic Growth Authority board 
has approved a $6.3-million 
tax credit and two, $10-million 
Brovvnfieid tax credits. 

For Barrow Development, the 
Wixom site's redevelopment 
will be its largest undertak­
ing in its 12-year history Bar­
row Development's past proj­

ects include the redevelop­
ment of an industrial center in 
Fairfield, Ohio, and the ongo­
ing redevelopment of a former 
Bell Laboratories building in 
Columbus, Ohio 

"TJIat's been the key to our 
success ~ that we don't commit 
to anything," Wilson said. "To 
be quite fi'ank, we just work 
hard and it works itself out." 

Ford Land, which handled 
the sale, remains in talks with 
Menards to buy a sepai-ate 45-
acre section of the property 
that is nearest to 1-96. Under 
one scenai'io, the retailer could 
place its store on 15 acres and 
market the rest. Demolition 

began late last year on that 
smaller segment of the facto-
ry. 

Ford will I'etain ownership 
of a 32-acre pai-cel near the 
back of the property that was 
a landfill. 

The massive production 
complex opened in 1957 and 
last made Lincoln Town Cars. 
It employed nearly 5,500 work­
ers at its 1970s peak but oniy 
1,100 when it closed. 

Wixom City Manager Tony 
Nowicki said he is scheduled 
to meet Monday with Wilson 
to discuss future possibilities 
for the land. Also Monday, the 
city's Planning Commission is 
to consider design guidelines 
foi- a newly approved zon­
ing overlay district that would 
expand the vai-iety of uses per­
mitted at the Ford site. 

"We've been encouraged by 
what Mr. Wilson,has said, and 
he seems to have a firm grasp 
of what we believe the com­
munity expects out of that 
site," Nowicki said Friday "We

David Curson ended his seven-week 
stint in U.S. Congress with an historic 
vote on Jan. 1. 

His vote to prevent the so-called "fis­
cal cliff" was one of seven by Demo­
crats and five by Republicans from 
Michigan supporting the extension of 
tax cuts for middle-income Americans, 
but the action also ended a tax cut of 2 
percent on Social Security, which will 
impact paychecks for Americans. 

The fiscal cliff was the primary 
order of business for the Democrat 
during his Congressional term. "I'm 
done as of noon tomorrow," Curson 
said Wednesday. 

Curson, 64, a UAW activist who has 
spent several years in contract negoti­
ations as an executive assistant to two 
UAW presidents and worked with the 
auto task force representing the UAW 
on the GM and Chrysler bailouts, won 
the special election Nov. 6 to finish the 
unexpired term of Thaddeus McCot­
ter. 

McCotter resigned after petition sig­
natures were deemed to be photocop­
ies by the Secretary of State's office. 
Attorney General Bi l l Schuette's 
investigation eventually led to charges 
against four McCotter staffers, alleg­
ing that they were involved in a delib­
erate fraud involving a pattern of 
copying and altering petitions in order 
to qualify the five-term congressman 
for the 2012 primary ballot. 

Gov. Rick Snyder's office scheduled 
a special primary election on Sept. 5, 
followed by a spot on the Nov. 6 gener­
al election ballot, to complete McCot-
ter's unexpired term. 

Curson served from Nov. 8 until 
Thursday On Thursday, Republican 
Kerry Bentivolio, who won election 
Nov. 6 to a two-year term in the redis-

tricted l l t h Congressional District, 
began his term. 

Curson returned to his Belleville 
home Wednesday and, as his term end­
ed, expected to make sure his district 
office was closed that afternoon. 

"I loved the experience. It was seven 
weeks of non-stop, very hard work," 
Curson said. "I had to do a lot of prep­
aration. 

"You realize that there are truly a 
lot of people on both sides who beliei?e 
in this country It's kind of the same 
thing that I'm doing for the UAW, 
worlting for the things I believe in," 
Curson said. 

Curson said he wil l return to his job 
with the UAW. 

Curson does not see himself running 
for elective office again. "The con­
stant campaigning and always asking 
for money I just don't think I could 
stomach that," Curson said. "I will 
probably not run In any election in my 
future, but I think I will be helping out 
someone else down the road."

An anonymous telephone 
call on Tuesday morning led 
Thornton Creek Elementa­
ry School to issue a gener­
al alert and go into secure 
mode.

A lot of people were rattled by the flurry of 
bills passed by the IVIichigan Legislature in its 
lanle-duck session late last month. But the one 
that seemed to shake up the most people local­
ly was a proposed sweeping restructuring of 
the state's public education system. 

"Like blind dogs, legislators can lead us 
but they may not know where they're gomg," 
said Steve Matthews, superintendent of Novi 
schools. "We think (this) w i l l be potentially 
damaging to all public schools in Michigan." 

Among its provisions was the expansion of 
the Education Achievement Authority, essen­
tially creating one statewide school district 
under control of the governor, not the state 
superintendent of education. It also would 
allow for the broad expansion of charter 
schools and even would have allowed the state 
to take vacant school district buildings to be 
used for charter schools, which could oper­
ate in direct competition to the local public 
schools. 

The governor and state legislators who sup­
ported the concept made the point that some­
thing has to be done to help the failing and 
tInderachieving schools. , 

It's a val id argument — but not when it 
comes to the Novi Community Schools district 
or any of the other fine, quality school districts 
across the state that are in no sense failing. 

Novi has taken heat because seven of the 
district's schools are listed by the state as 
"Focus" schools based on the gap between 
the top 30 percent and bottom 30 percent of 
its students. (The list of Michigan's 358 Focus 
schools also includes schools in districts like 
Bloomfield HiUs, Grosse Pointe and Troy) 

"It means we have a whole lot of high-
achieving students, so the state is going to 
spend resources to help close the gaps," said 
Steve Matthews, Novi's superintendent. "We 
think it's wrong. It's not a good way to mea­
sure success." 

The Novi Board of Education assembled 
a three-person committee to deal with the 
proposed restructuring legislation. George 
Kortlandt, Dennis O'Connor and Shari Lebo 
have met with State Rep. Hugh Crawford and 
State Sen. Mike Kowall to discuss the impact 
on our local district 

"They don't have a l l the answers either. 
That's obvious," said Kortlandt, adding that 
the bills have changed so much that he's not 
even sure what the exact language is now. 

Local educators have raised a ruckus over 
what the state was proposing and bombarded 
their legislators to oppose the plan. They went 
public, urging residents to speak out against 
the plan. 

School boards passed resolutions opposing 
the changes and urged Congress to overhaul 
the No Child Left Behind legislation. They also 
asked Congress to amend the federal Budget 
Control Act to mitigate any cuts to education 
that would have resulted from sequesti-ation 
i f the so-called "fiscal c l i f f" had not been 
averted. 

It was, and that became moot — for now. But 
the point is that the districts finally have stood 
up and said no to what they think is wrong. 

It's about time. 
Such resolutions do ca r ry weight. They let 

the legislators know that they are not happy 
with what they are doing and they assure 
parents and other district residents they are 
looking out for their interests. But even more 
important, the school boards informed par­
ents and taxpayers at large about what was at 
stake. 

Over the years — decades even — schools 
have been saddled with a variety of unfunded 
mandates and ill-conceived programs like No 
Child Left Behind and the onerous, and point­
less, M E A P tests. 

Most of this has been met with begrudging 
acceptance. Now, at last, our school boards 
have found a voice and have spoken up. 

In response, the Legislature has stripped 
much of the features of the bills that would 
have been most detrimental to the local 
schools. The matter is expected to be taken up 
again in the new legislative session. 
- No doubt, our local educators wi l l keep an 

eye on and speak out about the action. But 
they can't keep up the full court press alone. 

OiIr school boards need the help of parents, 
grandparents, the business community and 
the average taxpayer out there to say "We've 
got yoiIr back," and then go one step further. 

Tell legislators that making education a 
priority in 2013 will earn them your vote in 
future elections.

Attorneys for two of four staffers charged in 
the petition signature fraud scandal involving for­
mer Congressman Thaddeus McCotter are disap­
pointed Attorney General B i l l Schuette didn't go 
easier on their clients. 

T i m Dinan, the attorney for Don Vowchuang, 
33, of Farmington Hills, who worked as deputy 
district director for the former congressman, 
said he was very surprised Vowchuang was not 
offered any plea bargain based on his coopera­
tion with the investigation. Yowchuang pleaded 
no contest to 10 counts of forgery a five-year felo­
ny, and six counts of falsely signing a nominating 
petition as circulator, a misdemeanor punishable 
by up to 93 days in jaU. 

Mark Mandell, the attorney for Paul Seewald, 
47, of Livonia, who worked as district director 
fcr the former congressman, said justice was 
n )t S f -'ed. He said drug offenders and domes­
tic abusers who commit far worse crimes than 
misdemeanors are allowed to complete probation 
to clean their records, yet Seewald is not — even 
though he has never had a traffic ticket and has 
dedicated his whole life to Livonia youth football 
and public service. 

Seewald pleaded guilty to nine counts of falsely 
signing a nominating petition as circulator, a mis­
demeanor punishable by up to 93 days in jail. 

A sentencing hear ing for Seewald and 
Yowchuang is scheduled for 9 a.m. Friday, Jan. 
18. 

The remaining charge of conspiracy to com­
mit a legal act in an illegal manner, a five-year 
felony, remains pending against both Yowchuang 
and Seewald. Judge Margie Braxton of Wayne 
County's 3rd Circuit Court was to hold a hearing 
Jan. 9 to consider a motion filed by the defendants 
to quash the charge. The attorney genei'al's office 
has indicated it will oppose the motion in court. 

McCotter was not charged, as investigators 
said there was no direct evidence of his involve­
ment. 

We applaud Schuette for not accepting plea 

deals and find Mandell's comment inappropriate. 
Yes, no person was abused, but the public's trust 
certainly was. 

Since being elected Schuette has sent mixed 
messages when it comes to enforcing election 
laws. We are still puzzled his office didn't even 
give current House Speaker Jase Bolger a slap 
on the wrist for his role in an election-rigging 
scheme in which he helped Democrat Rep. 
Roy Schmidt switch to the Republican Party at 
the last minute, all the while recruiting a fake 
Democrat candidate to keep any real Democrat 
frorn competing against Schmidt. 

Schuette, a Republican, said there was no basis 
to charge Bolger with any crimes, despite over­
whelming evidence he played a role i n trying 
to rig the election. And in fact, Bolger has since 
apologized for his role. The scheme ultimately 
backfired and voters chose a write-in Democrat, 
Winnie Brinks, to represent the 76th District on 
the west side of the state. 

So we arc pleased Schuette seems to have 
developed some newfound concern for the integ­
rity of our elections. Better late than never. 

The bottom line is we must protect the integrity 
of elections in this country They are the founda­
tion of our democracy If we can't trust that our 
elections are free of corruption — and that our 
officials are in office because the majority of 
voters wanted them there — we are no different 
from countries run by dictators or the select few 
ah-eady in power. 

Seewald's attorney had a point that his client 
had no criminal record, but it's important that 
elected officials — and their staffs — are above 
board and maintain integrity in all of then- pro­
fessional and personal conduct. 

We expect them to follow the law, not act as 
thought they are above it. 

Schuette had to send a message to prevent 
cases of petition fraud in the future. 

We're glad he treated this case with the seri­
ousness it deserved.

During the last two weeks I had 
the pleasure of meeting with 
parents, grandparents, educa­

tors and students from all corners of 
Oakland County and beyond. I met 
with thoiIsands of interested and con­
cerned citizens - well on our way to a 
million Michigan voices. 

The topic of these 
meetings was the leg­
islation on education 
pending in Lansing's 
lame duck session. 
As superintendent of 
Oakland Schools, Oak­
land County's Inter­
mediate School Dis­
trict, I felt a respon-
sibility to share the 
information and con­

cerns I have on these issues. 

Voices help 
First, I want to thank all who came 

to the meetings and then followed up 
by making contact with legislators 
and sharing what was learned with 
others who care about our system of 
public education. I also want to thank 
the legislators who listened to these 
voices and heeded the concerns. The 
voices worked. A substitute bill has 
been submitted to both the House 
and Senate, rewriting the bills that 
reauthorize the Educational Achieve­
ment Authority (EAA). This is evi­
dence that when Michigan residents 
speak, their representatives listen. 

If the E A A bill as rewritten should 
pass, it is now restricted to only the 
lowest achieving 5 percent of schools 
who have failed to make progress 
for three consecutive years; it will 
be under the supervision of the State 
Superintendent and State Board of 
Education; it cannot take over school 
buildings in local communities; it 
must abide by school regulations 
including state testing; and is no lon­
ger tied to HB 5923, the "new forms 
of schools" bill. 

IVIore to do 
However, our work is not done, 

and we still need your voice. The 
E A A bill was part one of a three-part 
plan. Part two is still on the dock­
et and will probably be brought for­
ward in January That is H B 5923, 
which creates new forms of char­
ter and cyber schools that would be 
allowed to select their student popu­
lations on things like test scores, spe­
cial talents, gender - just about any­
thing except religion. In my opinion 
this will absolutely lead to greater 
segregation of our students, based on 
ability and socio-economic status, as 
well as segregate opportunities for 
students. 

Perhaps our greatest work will be 
around part three of the governor's 
"any" plan: the Oxford Foundation 
rewrite of school funding. This is 
now in draft form and we have some 
preliminary concerns. 

First, it is interesting to note the 
person the governor selected to head 
this rewrite effort is Richard McLel-
lan, an attorney lobbyist, adviser to 

former Gov. Engler,\ founder of the 
Mackinac Center, aifd perhaps most 
interesting, author of the voucher 
legislation that failed in Michigan 
in 2002. It is no wonder the Oxford 
rewrite on school funding looks 
much like a voucher proposal. 

Before I address the concerns I 
have with the Oxford rewrite, I will 
say there are some good things in 
the draft. For example scholarships 
for early graduates (although I'd ask 
why not scholarships for all gradu­
ates - what is so special about mov­
ing forward early?), year-round 
school incentives, and incentives 
for electronic, growth-based assess­
ments. It does seem that these things 
could be incentivized without a full 
rewrite on funding. 

Continued worry 
There is much to worry about in 

this rewrite. Proficiency funding, in 
which schools will receive great­
er funding with higher test scores, 
wi l l heighten the influence of high-
stakes tests, making classroom 
instruction Inore test-driven than it 
is now. Paired with the new forms 
of schools to be created under 
HB5923, which allows charters to 
select their students based on test 
scores. It seems obvious these new 
schools are designed to profit from 
the Oxford funding proposal. 

Of grave concern is how this 
rewrite (under the governor's 
direction) ignores special educa­
tion funding. Is it because charter 
schools typically enroll few special 
education students and those they 
do enroll need less support than the 
special education students attend­
ing community governed public 
schools? One cannot rewrite school 
funding and ignore special educa­
tion costs. Although some state and 
federal money helps fund special 
education programs, that funding 
does not cover all the costs. In Oak­
land County, special education costs 
exceed funding by 30-40 percent. 

Then there is the $6,900-plus 
"voucher" that parents could spend 
anywhere they want as they select 
from an "unbundled" education 
system. Issues of accountabili­
ty, quality of programs, funding 
inequities, and transparency for 
the use of public money are just 
some of the concerns and unan­
swered questions in this portion of 
the rewrite. 

The types of legislation still pend­
ing under the guise of reform and 
choice are not based on research or 
best practices for improved student 
learning. This type of legislation 
has been unsuccessful in the few 
places it has been tried and is often 
described as radical, dangerous, 
untested and unproven. I agree. 

Our legislators will once again be 
considering these proposals in Jan­
uary. We continue to need a million 
Michigan voices in Lansing. Piease 
let your voice be one of them.

M ichigan's public school 
finance act predates the 
Internet by at least two 

years. 
Michigan's public education sys-, 

teni must continue to improve and ' 
adv^ance to position our children to 

compete globally in 
a knowledge-based 
economy Gov. Rick 
Snyder invited Rich­
ard McLellan, Mary 
Kay Shields and 
myself to propose a 
new Michigan Public 
Education Finance 
Act to replace the 
School Aid Act of 

1979. Our goal is to ensure Mich­
igan's $14 billion annual invest­
ment in education produces ci t i ­
zens who can thrive in a new econ­
omy 

Michigan's school calendar, 
based on a l9th century agrarian 
society when children were need­
ed to harvest crops and an ear­
ly 20th century industrial factory 
model, must move to a 2lst centu­
ry model that reflects our global 
information age. 

Jobs available 
There are 60,000 job postings on 

Michigan's Pure Talent Connect 
(www.mitalent.org). But many of 
these job postings cannot be filled 
because too many Michigan stu­
dents are not college or career 
ready when they exit our pub­
lic education system. Michigan's 
third grade reading proficien­
cy level is an abysmal 62 percent. 
More than 60 percent of com­
munity college students require 
remediation classes because high 
school did not adequately prepare 
them for success in college. 

Gov. Snyder has proposed a new 
"Any Time, Any Place, Any Way, 
Any Pace" public education sys­
tem to put Michigan students first. 
Achieving that goal wiil require 
devising a robust funding struc­
ture that ailows for flexibility 
while maintaining accountability 

Two major goals of the draft are 
to create a framework to better 
utilize advanced teaching meth­
ods and create more consumers of 
education. 

Key concepts 
The draft contains five key con­

cepts: 
1. Remove District "ownership" 

of a student. A student wi l l be 
allowed to take one course, multi­
ple courses or the student's entire 
bundled education package from 
any public education district in 
the Michigan. Local school'dis-
tricts w i l l decide whether to par­
ticipate in open enrollment. 

2. Create online learning options 
with performance funding. A stu­
dent w i l l be allowed to access 
instruction from across the state 
using advancing technology 
The district providing the online 

course w i l l immediately receive 
public funding, based on perfor­
mance measures. 

3. Funding will truly follow the 
student. Fifteen other states are 
already using a new method for 
allocating funds. Currently a 
school receives 90 percent of its 

, state general education funding • 
based on a student count on the 
first Wednesday in October This 
proposal creates a dynamic sys­
tem where the funding wi l l actu­
ally follow the student to the pub­
lic school district or districts that 
provide education to each student. 

4. Framework for performance-
based funding for all courses. We 
are setting the framework for the 
full implementation of comput­
er-adaptive student growth and 
assessment tools that are on the 
horizon. 

5. Ear ly graduation scholarships. 
As an incentive for early gradu­
ation, $2,500 will be available for 
each semester a student graduates 
early 

The proposal has been crit icized 
for not providing anything for eco­
nomically disadvantaged students. 
I could not disagree more. Three 
key changes target students who 
are economically disadvantaged 
or who may have fallen behind: 

1.Incentive for year-round 
schools. The evidence is over­
whelming. "Summer loss" affects 
ecoIIomically disadvantaged stu­
dents at a far greater rate. By 
encouraging year-round schooling, 
this proposal has a direct impact 
on improving the education of eco­
nomically disadvantaged students. 

2. More online learning options. 
States l ike Florida and Minneso­
ta with online learning options 
for students, have found students 
are using these options for credit 
recovery and to graduate on time 
in higher numbers than students 
trying to graduate early 

3. Funding following the student. 
Many times, economically disad­
vantaged students relocate at a 
fairly high rate as compared to 
other students. By allowing pub­
l ic funding to follow the student to 
the public school providing their 
education, resources can be coor­
dinated to better help that stpdent. 

Any judgments on this propos­
al are premature and frequent­
ly come from organizations that 
want to protect the status quo at 
any costs. 

We welcome constructive pro­
posals and suggestions that move 
Michigan public education to 
a performance-based funding 
approach rather than the current 
seat time funding. 

We wi l l submit a final report to 
Gov. Snyder before Christmas.

The costs of crimes, both 
financial and emotional, are 
too overwhelming for citizens 
to continue putting up with. 
Crime rates affect the sense 
of security people have about 
where they live, and everyone 
deserves to feel safe in their 
homes and communities.

I There are several athletic facil­
ities in the area, but one two-year-
old facility in Novi has quietly 
been the developmental territory 
for both local volleyball and fut­
sal players. 

The Michael Patrick Barnett 
Memorial Fieidhouse, 42350 
Grand River Ave., opened in Dec. 
2010 behind Cort Furniture and 
serves as a home to bo^h Legacy 
Volleyball Club and East Michi­
gan Ftitsal, each which were limit­
ed on space for training and com­
petition before the MPB Field-
house opened. 

"Legacy, up until this year, had 
been running out of just one space 
in Rochester," said (Jreg Newton, 
owner of the MPB Fieidhouse and 
one of Legacy VC's club directors. 
"It used to be a volleyball facility 
for a different club. They kind of 
lost occupancy for whatever rea­
son." 

Newton, a Livonia resident and 
1987 Northville graduate who now 
coaches the Walled Lake Western 
varsity volleyball team, got the 
idea for the fieidhouse in Septem­

ber 2010 when his father in law, 
the facility's namesake, passed 
away 

"My wife and I were kind of 
grieving at the time," Newton 
said. 

With a "you only live once" men­
tality, Newton decided to devel- . 
op the vacant 10,500-square-feet 
facility for Volleyball use. It now 
features three Sport Court-sur­
faced volleyball courts that total 
a 116-by-76-feet space that can be 
converted into a single llO-by-60-
feet futsal court, which is a form 
of turf-free, beardless indoor soc­
cer. The ceilings are 32-feet high. 

"I had never even heard of fut­
sal," Newton said. "I think it's the 
only regulation futsal court in the 
Midwest." 

The former Cort warehouse had 
been used by the prior volley­
ball club for three or four years 
before they vacated it and New­
ton moved in. Two months and 
$40,000 in renovations later. Skill 
Ignition Volleyball Club - which 
has since merged with Legacy VC 
and now has more than 300 play­
ers - started training there. 

The Sport Court tiles are 1-by-
1 feet and have 3 millimeters of 

rubber lining, creating a surface 
that's designed to be less damag­
ing on athletes' joints. 

"Its full. I have people all the 
time asldng i f they can rent 
courts," Newton said of his con­
stantly booked courts. "We rent 
out for birthday parties." 

The fieidhouse has helped many 
Legacy VC players, such as New­
ton's daughter, develop into quali­
ty high school student-athletes. A 
IS-year-old sophomore at Livonia 
Franklin, Kelly Nevrton is an /Ul-
Conference libero. 

"My daughter started playing 
volleyball years ago and was play­
ing at Total Roller Hockey up the 
road," Newton said. "A lot of vol­
leyball clubs run out of elementa­
ry school gyms. We're fortunate 
to be able to use my courts."

New survey findings, com­
bined with an analysis of his­
toric credit scores and loan 
performance, show home 
sales could be notably high­
er by returning to reasonably 
safe and sound lending stan­
dards, which also would cre­
ate new jobs. That's accord­
ing to the National Associa­
tion of Realtors. 

Lawrence Yun, NAR chief 
economist, said there would 
be enormous benefits to the 
U.S. economy if mortgage 
lending conditions return 
to normal. "Sensible lend­
ing standards would permit 
500,000 to 700,000 addition­
al home sales in the coming 
year," he said in a statement. 
"The economic activity cre­
ated through these additional 
home sales would add 250,000 
to 350,000 jobs in related 
trades and services almost 
immediately, and without a 
cost impact." 

A monthly survey of Real­
tors shows widespread con-

.cern over unreasonably tight 
credit conditions for residen­
tial mortgages. Respondents 
indicate that tight conditions 
are continuing, lenders are 
taking too long in approv­
ing applications, and that the 
information lenders require 
from borrowers is excessive. 
Some respondents expressed 
frustration that lenders 
appear to be focusing only on 
loans to individuals with the 
highest credit scores. 

Tony Schippa, a Realtor 
with Coldwell Banker Pre­
ferred of Plymouth, said 
there has been talk of lower­
ing credit scores for buyers. 
"I'm dealing with that right 
now with a client," who had 
a foreclosure several years 
ago. The client's had to reap­
ply through the FHA. 

"If they lowered the scores, 
it would definitely free up 
buyers," Plymouth resi­
dent Schippa said. "Making 
it harder to get loans, there 
goes the business." 

Buyers buy furniture; paint 
and much more, the local 
Realtor said. "That definite­
ly brings jobs to Michigan. I 
think lowering them would be 

a good thing. With anything, 
you've got to look out for the 
abuse." 

Buyers should put decent 
money down: In the Clinton 
years, some people weren't 
doing that, taking on inter­
est-only loans, Schippa said. 
Some consumers weren't edu­
cated on interest-only loans, 
he said. "When it tanked, 
you've got all these people 
sitting on homes they can't 
afford." 

Schippa, president of the 
Greater Metropolitan Asso­
ciation of Realtors, advo­
cates rules we can abide by 
and still get a decent mort­
gage. Twenty percent down 
isn't realistic, especially for 
first-time buyers, he said. "If 
you're a first-time homebuy-
er, you might wan to get off 
the fence." 

Interest rates may rise, 
Schippa said, in 2013. "You 
can definitely buy a lot of 
house now and inventory's 
tight."- , 

Even though profits in 
the financial industry have 
climbed back strongly to 
pre-recession levels, lending 
standards still remain unrea­
sonably tight. 

"As an industry we'd like to 
see the credit scores loosened 
up," said Schippa. The aver­
age young buyer has too low 
of a score to buy, he added. 

"The first-time home-
buyer's really the one who 
boosts the economy." Schip­
pa noted new residents like to 

spruce up their homes, which 
encourages neighbors to also 
do so. He cited an example in 
Detroit, highlighted in a TV 
broadcast, of neighbors tak­
ing pride and fixing up their 
homes together as a commu­
nity 

The NAR's Yun said all it 
takes is a willingness to rec­
ognize that market conditions 
have turned in the wake of an 
over-correction in home pric­
es, with all of the price mea­
sures now showing sustained 
gains. "There is an unneces­
sarily high level of risk aver­
sion among mortgage lend­
ers and regulators, although 
many are sitting on large vol­
umes of cash which could 
go a long way toward speed­
ing our economic recov­
ery A loosening of the over­
ly restrictive lending stan­
dards is very much in order," 
Yun said. 

Respondents to the NAR 
survey report that 53 per­
cent of loans in August went 
to borrowers with cred­
it scores above 740. In com­
parison, only 41 percent of 
loans backed by Fannie Mae 
had FICO scores above 740 
during the 2001 to 2004 time 
period, while 43 percent of 
Freddie Mac-backed loans 
were above 740. 

In 2011, about 75 percent of 
total loans purchased by Fan­
nie Mae and Freddie Mac, 
which are now a smaller mar­
ket share, had credit scores 
of 740 or above. 

There is a similar pattern 
for F H A loans. The Office of 
the Comptroller of the Cur­
rency has defined a prime 
loan as having a FICO score 
of 660 and above. However, 
the average FICO score for 
denied applications on FHA 
loans was 669 in May of this 
year, well above the 656 aver­
age for loans actually origi­
nated in 2001. 

Loan performance c . ;t 
the past decade shows the 
l2-month default rate aver­
aged just under 0.4 percent of 
mortgages in 2002 and 2003, 
which is considered normal. 
Twelve-month default rates 
peaked in 2007 at 3.0 percent 
for Fannie Mae loans and 
2.5 percent for Freddie Mac 
loans, clearly showing the 
devastating impact of risky 
mortgages. 

Yun said homebuyers in 
recent years have been high­
ly successful. Since 2009, the 
12-month default rates have 
been abnormally low. Fannie 
Mae default rates have aver­
aged 0.2 percent while Fred­
die Mac's averaged 0.1 per­
cent, which are notable given 
higher unemployment in the 
timeframe. 

Under normal conditions, 
existing-home sales should be 
in the range of 5.0 to 5.5 mil­
lion. "Sales this year are pro­
jected to rise 8 to 10 percent. 
Although welcoming, this 
still represents a sub-par per­
formance of about 4.6 million 
sales," Yun said. "These find­
ings show we need to return 
to the sound underwriting 
standards that existed before 
the aberrations of the hous­
ing boom and bust cycle, and 
thoroughly re-examine cur­
rent and impending regula­
tory rules that may cause 
excessively tight standards."

Q: I am wondering whether 
tile Fair Housing Act only 
applies to saies and rentals of 
residential property. Can you 
elaborate? 

A: 42 u s e 3604 of the 
Federal Code applies 
not only to sales and 
rentals of residential 
property, but also 
to the provision of 
services and facilities. 
Accordingly, H U D 
can obtain jurisdiction 
over a condominium 
association not involved 
in the sale or rental 
regarding alleged 
discrimination in the 
provision of services 

or facilities 
based on 
race, color, 
religion, 
sex, 
familial 
status or 
national 
origin, or 
handicap 
status. With 
respect 

to a handicap, the 
failure to allow a 
reasonable modification 
of premises or to 
grant a reasonable 
accommodation m 
rules and policies 
constitutes a violation. 
The association should 
always be mindful of 
this potential risk m 
establishing rules and 
regulations and other 
forms of conduct.

I^yth No. 1: You're ou t

The truth is that it's every job 
seeker's responsibility, regard­
less ofage,to ensure he has the 
experience and skills needed 
for the job he wants.

M y t h No. 2: Y o u ' l l 
expect a leadership 
p o s i t i o n 

The experience, judgment 
and dependability that make 
you the total package may also 
make you appear to be a high-
maintenance job seeker or 
somebody who expects a lead­
ership position. 

Combat this assumption in 
your cover letter by explain­
ing that you're interested in 
the specific position and that 
you look forward to joining the 
team. You may be moved into 
a leadership position soon af­
ter starting, but don't expect 
a warm reception if you men­
tion a leadership position as a 
requirement to being hired. In­
stead, explain your leadership 
qualities and how they apply to 
the job for which you're inter­
viewing, as well as how you'll 
fitinto the company culture. 

M y t h No . 3: Y o u ' l l ret i re 
soon anyway 

The classic "Where do you see 
yourself in five years?" ques­

tion makes an appearance at 
most job interviews, though for 
mature job seekers, this ques­
tion may sound loaded. Willyou 
still want to work in five years? 

While younger job seekers 
may respond with a positive 
answer about how theyhope to 
still be working with theirteam, 
mature job seekers may need 
a more specific answer. Hiring 
managers may worry that more 
mature job seekers are looking 
for a pastime before retiring. 
Make it clear that the age of 
retirement is rising and you're 
looking at this position as an 
important part of your career. 
Share how you've previously 
met your professional goals 

and how this job will contribute 
to your other goals. Then, tran­
sition to the company's goals 
and how you're a great match. 

No matter your age, you can 
bust these three myths and pre­
sent yourself as the total pack­
age. Prove that you're keeping 
up with industry trends, make 
it clear that you want to be a 
part ofthe team, and share your 
career goals to show your work­
place commitment.

Forget the traditionai 
peaceabie sensibilities 
of the holiday season. 
Fiat has been going 
to war, on a number of 
marl<et fronts. 

In the U.S. market, 
there has been Fiat's 
new initiative, shared 

with Chrysler brands, to specifically 
target Volltswagen owners with special 
sales incentives to switch brands. Fiat 
recently went further than any other car 
brand in utilizing the unique location-
based capabilities of gas-pump-side TV 
advertising. Fiat executives also have 
gloated over the fact that their all-elec­
tric vehicle is a version of the classically 
designed 500 — and have taken many 
shots at the prosaic design of the all-
electric Nissan Leaf. 

And, of course, these things have un­
folded even before Fiat gets to Super 
Bowl XLVII in New Orleans. It's expected 
to shine there once again, with a racy TV 
ad chosen from among several that brand 
executives have been teasing - includ­
ing one involving a supermodel, her bi­
kini top and the pincers of a scorpion. 
Expect a rapt audience for the likely Fiat 
ad in this Super Bowl, on CBS on February 
3, afterthe brand ran a seductive spot for 
the Abarth version of its 500 during the 
last Big Game. 

For now. Fiat has been getting chippy 
in a new arena for the brand: the high-
profile, low-sales world of electric vehi­
cles, where it is launching the 500e all-
electric vehicle. 

Apparently unprovoked, a Fiat execu­

tive took a none-too-veiled shot at Nis­
san for the styling of its Leaf. And with 
the Los Angeles Auto Show as a backdrop, 
Nissan quickly shot right back at some of 
Fiat's own design executions. 

The spat began unfolding at the show's 
media preview when Matt Davis, head 
of Fiat product marketing in the United 
states, was talking about the coming all-
electric version of the Fiat 500 and told 
Bloomberg News, "Let's be honest, ugli­
ness is probably one of the worst forms of 
pollution. The Fiat 500e proves that you 
do not have to give up on good looks to 
deliver an electric car," 

Perhaps stepping up a bit too quickly 
to confirm its identity as the offending 
brand - Nissan shot right back. Unlilte 
the Fiat EV, said Simon Sprouie, head of 
Nissan's global marketing communica­
tions, to Automotive News, "Leaf is a 
"fully functioning" car for families and 
daily use. And he caiied the Fiat 500e a 
me-too car to appease regulators, as con­
trasted with Leaf, which was designed as 
an all-electric from the ground up and 
has bravely led the EV charge. 

Sprouie also made an addendum that 
some might view as gratuitous, but 
without which this tussle wouldn't be as 

at

much fun. "Let's 
face it. Fiat has not 
shied away | from 
controversial j styl­
ing themselves," 
Sprouie told the 
magazine. "Many 
viewers would de­
scribe many of their 
products as visual 
pollution. Take a 
long, hard look at 
the Fiat Doblo." The man "inside the gas 

If you do, you'll note that the Doblo, 
for the European market, indeed looks 
like the unfortunate result of a mating of 
a compact pickup truck, a shrunken Chev­
rolet Suburban and some sort of contrac­
tor's panel van. 

Fiat's director of brand communica­
tions, Casey Hurbis, was happy to contin­
ue the dust--up, at a low level, in his con­
versation with roe. "Doblo," he snorted, 
"isn't even in the U.S. market." 

Meanwhile, Fiat has come up with an 
advertisement that is specific only to Gas 
Station TV, a Birmingham-based company 
that operates pump-top screens at nearly 
1,900 gas stations across the country. 
The ad for the 2013 Fiat 500 features 
a character who literally appears to be 
abiding in the gas pump just so he can get 
a peek at the 40-mpg Fiat 500. 

The ad -r initially running only on GSTV 
at California gas stations - is the most 
"environmentally relevant" ad yet cre­
ated for the network by any automaker, 
GSTV CEO David Leider told me. It ends 
with a listing of the three Fiat dealers 
closest to each particular gas station.
