Calls to several local pharma-
cies were directed to corporate
headquarters for official com-
ments.

Flu can be spread to others up
to about six feet away, mainly by
droplets made when people with
flu cough, sneeze or talk. A per-
son might also get flu by touch- -
ing a surface or abject that has
flu vires on it and then touching
their awn eyes, nose or mouth.
The GCHD recommends washing
your hands often with soap and
water or using an alcohol-based
hand rub.

The flu usually comes on sud-
denly and can cause mild to
severe illness, and at times lead
to death. People who have the flu
often feel some or all of these
symptoms: fever or chills; cough;
soreg throat; runny or stuffy nose;
muscle or body aches; headaches;
fatigue; and sometimes vomiting
and diarrhea.

Botsford will close
doors on health and
fitness center

A pap between member-
ship revenues and expens-
es will close the Bots-
ford Center for Health
Improvement on Grand
River Avenue in Novi at
the end of January.

The 26,000-square-foot
facility on the north side
of Grand River, west of
Haggerty, has primari-
ly attracted the middle-
age customers and senior
adults who joined the cen-
ter for exercise and for
continuing rehabilitation
following medical rehabil-
itation,

*The cost of the facility
has cutstripped the mem-
bership revenues,” said
Margo Gorchow, Botsford
Hospital vice president
of coramunications, “We
clearly had a mission and
a goal for the center. The
irony or the misfortune
is that we never accom-
plished our financial goals
withit”

Lease rates

Gorchow said Botsford
officials had been trying
tonegotiate new rent rates
with the building’s own-
er. “We just wanted to get
the rent to current market
jevels.” she said.

Ara Topouzian, Novi
economic development
director, said he was
aware Botsford was seek-
ing a lower rent rate, 1
wouldn't say that area is
any higher or lower due to
that portion of Grand Riv-
er. Rents can vary due to
different variables such as
type of building and other
amenities.”

Topouzian said he is
unaware of other tenants
interested in the building.

Botsford's Total Rehabil-
itation and Athletic Con-
ditioning Center, which
opened before the fit-
ness facility, and is liter-
ally across the sidewalk
from the fitness center,
will relacate because of
the rent on that building.
TRACC will remain open
because customer health
insurance payments play
arole inits finances, Gor-
chow said.

Unfortunately, die-hard,
Ioyal fitness members will
be disappointed because

the health improvement
and fitness center will not
be relocated or reopen in
the future, There no plans
to move it to the Farming-
ton Hills hospital campus.
“We are pretty landlocked
there,” Gorchow said.

The center’s closing also
means employees will
lose their jobs. Some staff
members are contract-
employees. As Botsford
struggled with the center’s
expenses, staff reductions
were gradually taking
place, Gorchow said.

When the center opened
in 2006, Botsford’s mission

" was to provide a medical

model for a fitness faciki-
ty. The center offers a lap
swimning peol, a warm
water pool, cardiovascu-
lar and strength equip-
ment, massage facilities,
free weights, a cushioned
track, group exercise
rooms and executive-style
locker rooms, as wellasa
juice bar, Tt also offered a
variety of classes, includ-
ing tai chi, yoga and oth-
ers.

Narrow margins
Despite compliments
from members, who said

they felt comfortable as
older adults exercising
and swimming at the facil-
ity, the decision to close is
purely financial. "Every
hospital kas to look at its
expenses,” Gorchow said.
“Hespitals are operating
0N NArToW margins.”

Gorchow said it has also
been difficult to compete
with privately owned or
corporate-owned health
and fitness centers that
primarily attract a young-
er clientele and that have
larger marketing budgets
than nonprofit Botsford
could maintain.

Marketing typically con-
sisted of direct mailings,
waord-of-mouth and pub-
licity in the hospital news-
letter, Gorchow said. “It's
really achallenge for a
nonprofit to go into what
is essentially a retail busi-
ness,” she added.

Membership fees will
not be charged this month
and those who have
already paid fees will be
reimbursed.

Following the Newtown,
Conn., mass shooting in
December, teachers and
staff at schools through-
put Oakland County are
being provided training
should they ever encoun-
ter an active shooter.

Steve Matthews, supel-
intendent of Novi Com-

“We have had train-
ings like that in our dis-
trict in the past,” said
Matthews. “We under-
stand its importance, but
because it is during the
day and we were not real-
ly consulted on the tim-
ing of it, we need to take
some time to figure out if
we can schedule people
without causing disrup-
tion in the district.

Paul Schmid, salesman
at Snethkamp Chrysler
Dodge Jeep Ram in Red-
ford Township, said the
selection is a great one,
since it's garnered so
much interest with buyers.

“Everybody is wanting
to come in and get infor-
mation on them,” the
Farmington Hills resident
said, “We cannat keep the
brochures on the shelves.”

The top honors, awarded
after a jury vote from sev-
eral dozen journalists in
North America, returned
to domestic antomakers,
after going to two inter-
national makers last year.
The car award is the first
for Cadillac and the fifth
for General Motors, The
win is Chrysler's third for
trucks.

This was the first year
with a change in the title
for the awards. With an
emergence of utility vehi-
cles coming into the mar-
ketplace, those were also

Other finalists for North
American Car of the Year
included the Ford Fusion
and Honda Accord. Final-
ists for North American
Truck/Utility of the Year
were Ford C-Max and
Mazda CX-5.

Several factors led tothe
ATS winning the award,
Pobur said, He believed
an aggressive market-
ing campaign by Cadil-
lac is helping the consum-
er buzz, showcasing the
wide range of options and
branding the ATS as acar

different than its compet-
itors.

“It rivals any of the
small, sedan segments of
the marketplace. We can
stack that car up against
any of those cars and win
the battle,” Pobur said.
“We haven't been able to
say that in years past.”

Bob Pollock, general
manager at Don Massey
Cadillac in Plymouth, said
ATS sales in January have
surpassed all ef Decem-
ber before the announce-
ment. He expects them to
get even better after the
award,

The Cadiltac ATS was named North American Car of the

Year earlier this week:

“Anybody looking ata
car in that segment owes
it to themselves to drive
the car," he said. “Tt tru-
Iy competes and performs
and handles better than
the BMW and Audi offer-
ings in its class.”

Cadillac’s chief engi-
neet, David Leone, said
the idea with the ATS was
to lighten the vehicle,
something that consum-
ers will begin to see more
as the company releases
more vehicles.

“The performance’s
laserlight focus was on
being nimble, guick and
fun to drive,” he said. “To
do so, we wanted to be the
lightest in the segment,
and we accomplished just
that, It took a new way of
thinking, and a new way
of engineering to get that
done. This is the first of
many new vehicles where
you're going to see that

fresh new approach.”

The Ram 1500 returned
to the podium after near-
ly 20 years. It won North
American Truck of the
Year while still under the
Dodge name in 1994.

Fred Diaz, president and
CEO Ram Truck Brand
and Chrysler de Mexico,
called the honer a “surreal
moment” considering “the
hell" the company went
through three years ago.

“This means so much,”
Diaz said. “It's the proud-
est moment ever for the
Ram Truck Brand to be
able to accept this award.”

That mulh-purpose
function is appealing to
customers stopping in at
Snethkamp.

New First Presbyterian minister
eager to reach out to area youth

The Rev. Emma Lee
Ouellette of Northville
is only 26 vears old, but
don't expect her to shy
away from tough ques-
tions on faith.

“It’s a hard question and
the youth have been ask-
ing that a lot,” she said of
young people at her new
church, First Presbyte-
rian of Northville. Some
ask about the Newton,
Conn., school massacre.
Some teens from the con-
gregation know the young
man from Detroit Cath-
olic Central High School
wheo recently died.

“We don't know God's
plan and that's not for us
to know,” said Ouellette,
who came to First Pres-
byterian in October as
assistant pastor for fam-
ily minisiries. “I believe
in 2 God who shares our
tears when we cry and
never abandons us.”

When the Newtown
shooting happened, she
thought of young children
in Northville at church
she saw rehearsing for
their Christmas play, and

. teens talking about their

dates. Faith helps people

to cope with tragedies,
she said.

“It's really a chance for
us to connect with God.
But it's hard and it's hard
for us to understand,” she
said.

Local roots

She grew up in Allent
Park and graduated from
Melvindale High School
in 2004. Ouellette, who is
single, headed to Alma
College for a bachelor of
arts degree in interper-
sonal communication and
sociology, which she com-
pleted in 2008, and her
master of divinity degree
from Colurnbia Theologi-
cal Seminary in Decatur,
Ga., in 2011,

She took a year off after
grad school, working at
her home church, Allen
Park Presbyterian.

“They were in transi-
tion and § was in transi-
tion so it was a perfect
time,” she said,

The Northville congre-
gation of around 1,100
people has an interim
senior pastor now and 10
a.m. worship en Sunday.
Ouellette works a lot with
children and youth.

“You're ministering to
everyone,” she said. "My

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major area of focus for the ZF Group,
and a new nine-speed automatic trans-
mission is expected to help in that
regard.

Marketing to younger, tech-savvy buyers

Northville resident Mike Murphy
knows Ford is going te need young
buyers to ensure his company will suc-
ceed. ‘

Those 18- to 34-year-olds are a mar-
ket looking to combine technology,
affordability and sustainability into
their vehicles, a set of criteria Ford is
taking very seriously.

“They are citical and at the fore-
front of our products,” said Murphy,
Ford's Global C-Car marketing man-
ager.

Murphy is one of many area resi-
dents working at this year's auto show,
and has worked specifically in trying
to market smaller vehicles to buyers in
the beginning stages of their carbuy-
ing lives,

Murphy said the car seeing the

most movement with younger buyers,
including those in the Detroit area, is
the Fiesta, a compact car introduced in
recent years and geared toward young-
er drivers.

The hepe, Murphy said, is that those
driving Fiestas or other smaller cars,
such as the Focus, will be happy with
their experiznce and stay loyal to the
Ford brand. The cars other young-
er drivers have flocked to include the
Mustang, Escape and Focus.

“Fiesta is clearly our gateway for
younger customers,” he said.

Many of the vehicles aimed toward
those new drivers employ technolo-
gy they're used to with other devices,
Murphy said. Included are Bluetooth
and MyFord Touch, an entertainment
and communications system located

inside the car with a touch screen.

And it isn't just the cars themselves
that Murphy touts as being catered
to younger drivers. With more people
without well-paying jobs and some whe
can’t afford a car, Ford financial staff-
ers have stepped in and offered financ-
ing rates sometimes lower than what
paniks and lenders are able to match.

With more young people with bad
credit or no credit being able to buy
with a Jow APR, the likelihood of those
drivers coming to Ford has increased,
Murphy said,

“The ability to finance that prod-
uct over a reasonable amount of time,
that's definitely brought us a higher
conguest rate,” he said. “It's our high-
est amount of new customers coming
into the Ford portfolio.”

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Novi firefighter hurt as 5-alarm
fire destroys South Lyon home

Stalfreport

A South Lyon family is homeless after a
Jan. 8 five destroyed their Orchard Ridge
home, a few blacks from Bartlett Ele-
mentary.

A Novi fivefighter fell through a raof
while fighting the fire, but he refused
medical treatment at the scene, accord-
ing to South Lyon Five Chief Mike Ken-
nedy.

Two dogs and a cat died in the fire. The
hoime was valued at around $180,000,
Kennedy said.

The call came in at about 11:20 a.m.
South Lyon Police Sgt. Chris Sovik said
those in the house at the time of the fire
made it outside with no injuries.

“We believe the origin to be the garage
area, but the cause is under investigation
with the Oakland County Sheriff,” Ken-
nedy said.

Emergency crews received the call
from someone who was in the basement.
The person heard a bang and discovered
the garage was on fire, said Kennedy.

About 40 firefighters responded from
the South Lyon, Green Qak, Lyon Town-
ship, Brighton and Novi departments.

“Tt was a good example of mutual aid,”
Kennedy said. “Everyone came in and
worked together.”

‘The fire spread to the main part of the
house, where firefighters were working
to extinguish the flames.

“When the first crews got there they
found heavy fire in the attached garage
and it was extending in the attic to the
main part of the house,” Kennedy said.

A self-regulating heater connected to
agas line may have been the source of
the fire, Sovik said. While the house was
ruined, Kennedy said firefighters were
able to save personal items.

While it was unclear whether there
were working smoke detectors in the
home, Kennedy said he always recom-
mends homeowners install the devices,

State must invest

in early learning
to compete globally

Far too often state legislators and
educators get sidetracked trying to win
a seemingly endless argument rather
than doing what is best for children,

Much of the recent discussion about
reforming education has been about
providing more optiens to families.
Cov. Rick Snyder is promoting an “any
time, any place, any way, any pace”
system that would ostensibly lead to
more charter schools and give parents
more say in where and how their chil-
dren learn.

Educators loathe change more than
most so position statements and talk-
ing points are issued to legions of fol-
lowers and the battie is on. This pat-
tern is all too familiar to the families
of Michigan and the bickering does
little to help.

One common-sense solution to
improving educational outcomes for
families is simply getting more chil-
dren into quality educational programs
at a younger age. Sadly, Michigan’s
track record of funding preschool is
lousy despite the fact that most experts
agree that an additional year or two in
school is beneficial to young learners.

The Michigan State Board of
Education began a strong push for
universal preschool for 3- and 4-year
olds in 2011 but Gov. Snyder took the
business approach to the problem by
consolidating the state's early child-
hocd programs and resources into the
Michigan Office of Great Start. The
mission of the office is to coordinate
84 separate funding sources for early
childhood programs.

Michigan lags behind 23 states in
providing access to education for 4-
year-olds according to a 2011 study
by The National Institute for Early
Education Research, a unit of Rutgers.

While Oklahoma offers universal-
access to state-funded preschool and
75 percent of eligible children are
enrolled, just 18 percent of 4-year-
olds are in state-funded prescheol in
Michigan. Nation-wide, 28 percent of
4.year-olds were enrolled in a state-
funded preschoal programs in the
2(110-2011 school year so Michigan not
only fails in comparisen to the lead-
ing states, but also trails the nation-
al average by 10 percent. It isn’t that
Michigan is cutting funding because
that isn't true. Other states have sim-
ply found ways to increase funding at
a greater pace because they have made
early learning & priority.

Michigan does almost nothing to
fund preschool for 3-year-olds but
Illinois, the same state many of our
college graduates are flocking fo for
jobs, leads the nation in providing
access to education for 3-year-olds.

While some states have focused on
broadened opportunities for all fami-
lies, Michigan focuses only on poor or
other at-risk youth.

And even the population the state
is trying to help isn't being adequate-
ly served. Susan Broman, head of
Michigan's Office of Great Start, con-
cedes that many of Michigan’s 4-year-
olds now eligible for state-funded pre-
school are not enrolled due to lack of
funding.

This tack of commitment to funding
 preschool is not only counter to Gov.
Snyder's goal of having students read-
ing proficiently at the end of third
grade, it is counter to the greater goal
of making our state competitive in the
global marketplace.

We aren’t advocating free day care
for all Michigan families either.
We are talking about the need for
increased funding for quality educa-
tional programs for young learners.

Recent research shows that even
gains made through Head Start fade if
the commitment to quality education
isn't consistent throughout the learn-
ing experience so just throwing money
at the problem isn't the answer:

What Michigan needs is bold commit-
ment to early education that includes
not only lofty goals and a system to
make sure they are achieved but also
actual money in the budget to make it
happen.

2012 Tax Acta

n Jan. 3, 2013, President Qbama
Osigned the American Taxpayer
Relief Act of 2012 (the #2012 Tax
Act’™, Although this law provides no new
tax relief, it does avoid higher taxes for all
taxpayers and provides certainty for many
Americans. Far from a complete over-
haul of the Intexnal Revenue Code, many
of the jtems in 2012 Act were “extensions”
or “renewals” of various tax provisions that
were set to expire on December 31, 2012,
For planners, getting a longerterm tax bill
passed and signed was a great relief com-
pared to the last two efforts that resulted in
great uncertainty.
Passage of the 2012 Tax
| Act met with bitterness
} from many in Congress.
Much of the anger on both
sides of the aisle fell on the
“taxing the rich” principle.
They were cither taxed
too much or not enough.
Why there would be any
anger when every taxpay-
erwould have been taxed
a great deal more had Con-
gress not acted.

Tax rates for most indi-
viduals under the income
tax will remain the same as they were
under previcus law (10 percent-35 per-
cent), Without the 2012 Tax Act, income tax
rates would have increased to 15 percent-
39.6 percent. The capital gains rates were
also set to increase from 0-15 percent to 10-
20 percent, fortunately the lower rates will
remain in place for most taxpayers.

What the 2012 Tax Act does, however, is
it increases the marginal tax rate (39.6 per-
cent) for married taxpayers with adjust-
ed gross income over $450,000 ($425,000
for head of household and $406,000 for indi-
vidual filers). The capital gain rate also
increases from 15 percent to 20 percent for
capital gains and qualified dividends of tax-
payers who are in this higher income tax
bracket. Finally, the 2012 Tax Act reduces
some iternized deductions (by no more than
80 percent of the allowed amount) for mar-
ried taxpayers with adjusted gross income
over $300,000 ($275,000 for head of house-
hold and $250,000 for individuals).

“The estate tax credit stays at $5 mil-
lion (rathcr than Falling to $1 million) and
isscheduled to increase each year based
on inflation, The marginal estate tax rate,
howevei;, will increase from 35 percent to

40 percent for taxable estates (amourtt in
excess of $500,000) under the 2012 Tax Act.

For many working Americans, the reduc-
tion in the employee portion of Social Secu-
rity withholding (from 6.2 percent to 4.2
percent)in 2011 and 2012 was a nice relief
in their paychecks. An equivalent portion of
the tax was reduced (10.4 percent) for self-
employed workers, Congress, however, did
not extend this 2 percent tax cut for future
years in the new legislation. Part of their
theory was that the reduction was neces-
sary to stimulate the economy in 2011-2012.
The other theory is that the additional 2 per-
cent is necessary to stave off the impend-
ing collapse of the Social Security retire-
ment fund.

In my opinion, the most important piece
of the 2012 Tax Act is that the reduced cap-
ital gains rate will continue tobe applied
against “qualified dividends.” For many
individual shareholders (of both large and
closely-held corporations), dividends are
the income that they expect to receive
throughout the year. Paying a reduced rate
of tax or: that income is appealing, especial-
ly if this money was previously taxed at
the corporate level, If this “type of income”
were taxed at the higher ordinary income
tax rates, investor's may have been more
inclined to make drastic investment deci-
sions. In other words, individuals may have
taken an immediate capital gain on shares
of dividend-paying stock and replaced
those shares with investments that would
not generate additional ordinary incorne
tax, such as tax-free bonds. From a tax pol-
icy standpoint, the effects could have been
tremendous on our stock markets,

Surelyno one is interested in paying more
tax, but taxpayers who will be paying the

- largest share of tax will be coliected under

the 20 percent capital gains rate (the “War-
ren Buffet rate”) as opposed to the 39.6 per-
cent ordinary rate, For a historical per-
spective,in 1999 (the last time the United
States had a 39.6 percent ordinary rate), the
threshold taxable income for a married tax-
payer was $288,330, the capital gains rate *
was 20 percent and dividends wepe subject
to tax at the ordinary income tax rate.

For the most part, the 2012 Tax Act isa
pleasant surprise due to the fact that it does
not simply “kick the can” for another two
years.

Talk to
neighbor
before suit

Q: I hiave a unique situation
where my neighbor constructed
within a 40-foot-wide easement
on my property that ran parallel
to the roadway laid out in the
easement and placed log decks
and other personal property
on the other side of the road
creating a “cow chute.” These
acts narrowed the area in which
cars could pass. Do | have a basis
to sue my neighbor tor what he
did? He claims that the width of
the easement was only a 12-te-
14-foot paved area based on the
historieal use.

A: While it is obviously
fact intensive, ir a similar
case, a Washington State
appellate court held that
your neighbor’s placement

of
dl structures

i within the

i easement
might
lead to an
adverse
possession
claim that
would
terminate
the
easement. In addition,
azoning ordinance that
prohibited the location of
buildings and structures
within the easement made
what would have been
your neighbor's activities
anuisance per se,
requiring removal of the
fence and other property.
It may result in a lawsuit,
but you should advise
your neighbor of the legal
ramifications of what he
has done.

Q: | am in a situation where
one of my tenants has suffered
some lead poisoning. He is now
claiming that I am responsible
under a negligence theory, even
though he was responsible for
maintaining the premises. What
do you think?

A: Well, it all depends
upon the state in which
you are involved, but
in a recent case out of
Virginia, the court held
that absent fraud or
concealment a landlord
who has given possession
of the premises to the
tenant owes no duty of
care to maintain the
premises since that duty
rests with the tenant.

In that case, the court
rejected the argument
that the landlord’s
retention of the right to
enter to make repaits
created a duty because
this reserved right did
not displace the tenant’s
full right of possession.
The court also found
that the state’s statutory
requirement that the
landlords comply with
building codes created
a contractual warranty
but not a tort liability.
Moreover, the court
dismissed a claim
under commen law
negligence for failure
to warn of the presence
of lead paint which is,
of course, required in
Michigan because a
landlord had made a
lead paint disclosure
and the conditions were
obvious and open to view.
Dbviously, you should
consult with your own
attorney with respect to
the claim.

Stand out from the

When we read that, we
had to hear the story, so she
gotaninterview and eventually
a job, Don't skip or gloss over
the cover letter. This is your op-
portunity to make a personal
impression and connection.
A résumé s just a list of facts

Ford
also took blows from issuing four recalls
on its crucial new Escape SUV and from
reviewer skepticism about reported mile-
age levels for its new C-Max hybrid.

Yet in the new year, which could be his
last full one as CEO, Ford chief Alan Mu-
Lally and his troaps will be able to rely an
a number of momentum builders. They'll
*have fuli-volume sales of the newly de-
signed Fusion mid-size sedan and, with-
out any more recalls, should be able to
build sales of Escape as well. Sales of the
Focus compact continue to build; the Fi-
esta subcompact, in December, recovered
a bit from its recent sales doldrums. And
Ford's F-Series pickups continue as the
best-selling vehicles in America.

Against that backdrop, and ahead of a
“product blitz” at this week’s North Amer-
ican International Auto Show in Detroit,
Ford's 2013 CES news included enhancmg

its Sync AppLink in-car connected plat-
form with new mabile partners:
