Novi Mayor Bob Gatt was still putting
the finishing touches on hisJan, 17 State
of the City address as he listened intent-
ly to Gov. Rick Snyder’s State of the
State address the night before.

“When it was over, 1 found myself a lit-
tle disappointed,” Gatt said. “I think that
the speech was lacking in particulars, I
don't think that it set a clear visionasto
what the governor hopes to accomplish
in the next year, It will be interesting to
watch as the vear unfolds.”

Clay Pearson, city of Novi manager,
was not able to see the State of the State
presentation on television, but did see
the talking points issued by the governor
and news reports. One thing that caught
his attention was how the governor spe-
cifically mentioned Novi.

“Not a mention for our standout pub-
lic services or stewardship of public dol-
lars which we provide,” Pearson said,
“Instead, we were in a group mentioned
for a particular report regarding auto
insurance rates. Apparently the gover-
nor is making that topic one of his issues
for the upcoming legislative session,
and Michigan generally has some high
rates.”

Pearson heard from several pec-
ple asking about that mention of Novi
because they were all unaware of any
particular issues. The city contacted the
governot's office and also talked with
Tocal insurance experts and providers
to learn more since receiving questions
from puzzied Novi residents.

Pearson said the referenced Run-
zheimer International study is a com-
pany specializing in “employee mobili-
ty solutions,” apparently not a research
organization, and he's not sure why the
Insurance Information Institute chooses
to cite its “study.”

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CC student died
of natural causes

Novi Cathalic Central
student David Widzins-
ki's death last month has
been classified as “heart
arrhythmia of unknown
ctiology,” according to
the Wayne County Medi-
cal Examiner's report on
Jan, 16.

The examiner initially
indicated the cause could
not be confirmed until the
toxicology results came
back. Results show there
were no foreign substanc-
¢es found in his system.

Widzinski's tragic death
left his family, friends and
the Catholic Central com- .
munity devastated. The
medical examiner's report
put some closure on the
tragedy.

“We've been struggling
and it's been hard for us,”
said David's mother, Bar-
bara Widzinski, of the time
since his death.

The 16-year-old stu-
dent was found dead in his
Noxthville home bed by his
mother on Dec. 3 after she
went to wake him up for
schoal.

David was a standout
at CC and was one of two
sophomores on its success-
ful football team during
this past season. His last
game was the 36-21 loss to
Cass Tech for the Division
1title on Nov. 26 at Ford
Field. He led the team in
tackles as a linebacker,
and during the last game
he continued playing even
though he broke his hand
on one of the downs,

Authors advocate lifestyle changes to stave off dementia

Dr. Gary Small, M.D,, is a pro-
fessor of psychiatry at UCLA’s
David Geffen School of Medicine
and director of the UCLA Longev-
ity Center. In his new book, The
Alzheimer's Prevention Program:
Keep Your Brian Healthy for the
Rest of Your Life, he writes of a
busy businesswoman,

She comes to his office with her
smartphone not tarned off and is
unable to aveid taking calls and
monitoring the phone,

“It's very typical,” Small said in
a recent phone interview. “Tech-
nology has insinuated itseif into
our daily lives.”

The key, he said, is to manage
technology to the good.

“If we can wrap our hands
around it in a way that will make
sense, we can use it to augment
our biological memory,” he said.
We don't really need to remem-
ber many phone numbers now as
they're easy to look up.

Small wrote his latest book with
his wife, Gigi Vorgan. The two
also wrote The Memory Bible, and
he gives her a lot of credit.

“She's a tremendous writer. A
wonderful collaborator,” he said.

She's learned about science and
medicine, as he's learned about
writing. The couple has a son, 18,
and a daughter, 20, .

Lifestyle factors

They focus on lifestyle factors,
including diet and physical exer-
cise, as ways to stave off symp-
toms of Alzheimer’s and demen-
tia.

Gary Small was interested in
medical school in the mind and
behavior, and how the body and
brain work, That drew him to
geriatrics.

“I realized it was something we.
could have an impact on,” said
Small, 61. “But I feel healthier
now than I did in my 40s.”

He and his wife write of a
baby boomer who can't recall
an acquaintance's name. “It’s a

In 2002, scientists were able to
report human results from PET
scans for Alzheimer's and demen-
tias, The goal now istofind a .
drug to treat Alzheimer’s effec-

" tively, much like statins work on

those with high cholesterol.

"We don't think we can cure
it,” Small said. Delaying onset of
symptoms is key.

“There’s always hope for peo-
ple,” he said, citing dlinical trains
targeting families of those who
have dementia. In studies of twins
where only one gets Alzheimer’s,
lifestyle is proving to be key.

Small agreed it also helps boom-
ers and seniors to remain con-
nected socially.

“There’s a big plus in stay-
ing connected with others,” he
said. “Social butterflies do better
as they age, there’s no question
about it.” .

Their life expectancy tends to
be better as well, and they have
emotional and practlcal support.

Scientists are also studying
areas with a high number of cen-
tenarians, including parts of Ita-
ly and Japan. People there tend to
be socially connected, he said, as
well as physically active and with
good diets.

“That's where people show
the most resistance,” he said of
Americans. He and other health
care providers have found people
feel better once on.a better diet,
and have less desire for high-
sugar and other foods that aren't
nutritious.

His work is rewarding in that
it changes lives: “Tt really is tre-
mendously rewarding.” On a book
tout, he met a woman who's fol-
lowed the advice since his first
book some 10 years ago. His work
is mentally stimulating, “but also
to see it help so many people” is
preat.

“They're going to start feeling
better right away,” he added of
those who follow the advice.

“We are fortunate to
have the very best men
and women serving our
city in our pelice and
fire departments,” Gatt
said.

Pearson also said the
study uses “business
driving" and said vehi-
cles driven for business
are not a goad predictor
of insurance rates fora
community because they
are in the minority of
usage.

“The vast majority of
vehicles insured in com-
munities, especially com-
munities like Novi that
are heavy residential,
would be pleasure use
or driven to-from work,”

Pearson said. “Rates for
these units are signifi-
cantly less that for busi-
ness use vehicles, and I
can almost guarantee that
Novi would be far from
the top 10 natienal premi-
ums for those personal-
use vehicles.” ‘

The city manager add-
ed that if there is an auto
insurance problem, it
sure seems like itisa
statewide issue and “the
governor's speech writ-
ers could have better said
‘three of the top 10 are
in Michigan,’ rather than
dragging our name inte
something that does not
reflect a genuine hot top-
ic localized on us that I've
ever heard vocalized as
anissue.”

Dr. Steve Matthews,
superintendent of Novi
Community School Dis-
trict, said he appreci-
ates the governor’s con-
cern with low-achiey-
ing schools, but solutions
that actually help these
schools are needed. He
also said expanding the
EAA seems a bit prema-
ture since the current

EAA has been in oper-
ation for less than one
year.

“We have no evidence
that the EAA as envi-
sioned and implement-
ed actually works," Mat-
thews said. "Expand-
ing it at this time seems
unwarranted, Addition-
ally, concerns about cre-
ating an educational enti-
ty that reports to the gov-
ernor’s office seem to be
a stretch. As we look to
expand the EAA, it needs
to be part of the Michi-
gan Department of Edu-
cation.”

State Rep. Hugh Craw-
ferd, R-Novi, said the
governor emphasized
the accomplishments
made in helping Michi-
gan become a comeback
state,

“We made difficult
decisions the past two
years, however, there is
still work to do,” Craw-
ford said.

Snyder wants additional $10
billion in road improvements

Gov, Rick Snyder said
Michigan is on the right
path, and the state
needs to continue to
reinvent itself.

Snvder said impraving
the state’s infrastruc-
ture is a main priority,
something that will take
years to accomplish.
Changes, he said, are
needed both with reve-
nue and distribution of
funds.

“It’s time we do some-
thing about roads,” he
said.

In the long run, it will
save residents money,
according to the gover-
nor. He wants to see an
additional $1 billion dol-
lars dedicated to roads
for each of the next 10
years, If that money
isn't invested, the road
infrastructure will need
an additional $25 billion
worth of work. .

“Think of it as getting
regular oil changes or
waiting for an engine
rebuild," he said.

That additional yearly
cost translates to $124
per vehicle in Michigan,
though he said that mon-
ey is offset by an aver-
age of $81 per vehicle in
annual road repairs,

Snyder didn't say
where that addition-
al money would come
from, but increased reg-

istration fees or gas tax
hikes are likely.

Heise said he wants to -
lock at the road expenses
before considering any-
thing on the revenue side.

“Everyone agrees our
roads are in poor shape,
but we also know times
are still tight for work-
ing families, We need
to make sure we get the
best value with our cur-
rent dollars.”

Allowing automated
vehicles in the state is
coming, as well. Florida,
Nevada and California
already have passed leg-
islation on the new tech-
nology.

“We shouid be stepping
up on this issue,” Snyder
said.

State Sen. Mike Kow-
all, R-White Lake, said
such legislation should
be introduced in a few
weeks in Michigan.

“We already have cars
that park themselves,” he
said. “It's exciting what's
coming up.”

An Upper Peninsu-
la company almost left
the state to test out the
new technology, Kowall
said, but the legislation
currently being drafted
changed their mind. The
company employs about
200 people, he said.

Snyder said in his
speech he wants to see
changes in the insurance
industry, primarily relat-
ed tono-fault insurance

and insurance fraud,

The average claim, he
said, is $44,000, the h:gh-
estin the naﬁon and
more than double the
next closest state.

Snyder didn’t say how
he planned to revamp no-
fault insurance.

Snyder wants to expand
the Education Achieve-
ment Authority from its
current level of 15 fail-
ing scheals in Detroit
to SO schools state-
wide, The EAA was cre-
ated to address schools
that have persistent low
test scores. Legislation
addressing the expansion
stalled in the Legislature
last year,

House Minority Lead-
er Tim Greimel said the
governor said he want-
ed more money for early
education, but more than
$2 billion has already
been taken away from
education.

Improvements in men-
tal health, veteran affairs
and abandoned properties
were among other areas
of focus in his speech —
more than a dozen major
issues he said he wants to
tackle in 2013,

Throughout the speech
Snyder said the Legis-
lature and government
employees need to work
together to provide the
best customer service to
Michigan residents.

Local control
State lawmakers should
repeal gun law promptly

The ‘gun issue’ in this country is on target

Do you think there needs to be changes to our gun laws?

for a major showdown, and here’s some local
mumbers that will give you an idea of how
it's affecting Novi.

The Nevi Police Department processed
643 Licenses to Purchase (LTP) and 591
Pistol Sales Records (PSR} in 2011, Compare
that to 755 LTP and 754 PSR in 2012. And
already this year, 158 LTP and PSR com-
bined have been processed. In Novi, PSR are
turned in by those possessing a Concealed
Pisto! License who do not need a LTP based
on licensing requirements.

Now imagine a bus driven by Gov. Rick
Snyder with state legislators as passengers,
In a hurry toreach their destination, Snyder
speeds recklessly down the road, running
traffic lights and stop signs without regard
for caution or the significant impact on oth-
ers.

Sounds pretty much like what happened
during the December 2012 lame duck ses-
sion in which Public Act 377 was passed
without regard for caution, the impact on
state citizens or for the future.

Public Act 377 allows people to purchase
guns from stores and other individuals
with federal firearm licenses but no longer
requires buyers -- unless they purchase a
firearm from a seller who does not have the
federal license -- to apply for a license to
purchase from local police departments.

Snyder quietly signed PA 377 into law just
four days after the mass shooting at Sandy
Hook Elementary School in which six educa-
tors and 20 children were killed by a gun-
man with an automatic weapon. Snyder
wrenched local control frem law enforce-
ment and did it without conferring with or
asking local police officials their experi-
ences with gun permits or their experiences
with the growing incidence of mental health
problems in Michigan.

Prior to PA 377, a resident would apply
for a license to purchase from their local
police department if they wanted to pur-
chase z firearm. Police officials then not
only checked a federal database of known
felons, but used their specific knowledge of
community residents, based on reports and
interactions, and the potential problems cer-
tain residents might cause that would war-
rant a denial of that license to purchase.

Snyder and his legislative friends not
only stripped police officials of their local
authority, but compromised their oath to
protect citizens in their cemmunities, Not
all anti-social, violent or criminal behavior
results in a felony recerd. Residents with
anger problems, tendencies toward violence
and mental health issues - who in all likeli-
hood should not possess a firearm - are not
listed as felons, unless they have committed
a felony.

David Molloy, Novi's director of public
safety/chief of police fears “situations in
which individuals looking to purchase fire-
arms may have had a recent domestic vio-
lence incident or a mental health contact
with local law enforcement which will not
be in the national database; thus the impor-
tance of the local check which was formerly
made.”

Most local police officials have most likely
leng been aware which residents fit the bill
for not being top candidates to possess a
firearm. However, a gun dealer or an indi-
vidual with a federal firearms license would
not be aware of these distinct problems and
displayed behaviors.

Molloy notes that under the new system,
those purchasing a pistol from a Federal
Firearm Licensed dealer will only undergo
a background check threugh the National
Instant Background Check System.

“Our databases track police contact that
may not rise to the level of criminal charges
or a mental health committal (Novi handled
24 last year) but are concerning nonethe-
less. Until such time as the National Instant
Background Check System incorporates
local police contacts, the issuance of licens-
es to purchase a pisto] should remain at the
lecal level and within the jurisdiction where
the applicant resides.”

We appreciate the intent and the spirit of
the new law, but police are inevitably going
to miss those situations in which someone
has had domestic violence or mental health
issues or incidents of road rage, for exam-
ple. And that’s the problem with the new law.,
Already residents in a number of communi-
ties who were denied licenses to purchase by
their local police departments have stopped
at their (avorite gun dealers and purchased
their weapons.

Snyder and state legislators must use com-
man sense, restore local control and repeal
PA 377 for the safety of Michigan residents.

He said the course .

eirculator. The misde-
meanor is punishable by
up to 53 days in jail.

Joy Yearout, spokes-
woman for Schuette,
said the attorney gener-
al’s office is reviewing
options for an appeal on
Braxton's ruling to dis-
miss the charge of con-
spiracy to commit a legal
act in an illegal manner.

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30-year-old medical office
building gets a makeover

Owners hopes to attract new tenants

Some things were built
to last and get better -
and the building at 39500
10 Mile Road in Noviis a
great example.

The 23,600 square foot
steel frame building with
an all-brick exterior is
over 30 years old, but has
been renovated to give
it updated practicality.
These updates include a
radiclogy suite and auto-
matic doors for easier
entry. It's been fargely
built-out and is ready for
occupancy.

Commercial property
realtor Jonathan Brate-
man, who represents
the owner of the build-
ing, said what makes this
building stand out is that
ithas stood the test of
time and remains a rel-
evant location for new
businesses and services.

He said it “represents a
great re-use of the build-
ing. Because the build-
ing was both built well
and maintained in proper
order and renovated well,
this building is an out-
standing example of what
quality construction, fol-
lowed by faithful atten-
tion and care, and a com-
mitment to re-tenant is all
about.

Re-tenant is realtor
speak for finding new

occupants and uses for
the building, This build-
ing, located near Hagger-
ty, was built in the late
1670s and used to be an
additiona! emergency
room for Providence Hos-
pital, along with office
space for Providence-
affiliated doctors.

It's now come almost
full circle and is again a
place for health care and
medical professionals.

But it’s not complete-
1y full yet. The challenge
is to bring new aware-
ness to a location that sits
back a bit off the road
and has been there for a
long time.

Brateman said it’s
owned by a group of pri-
vate individuals commit-
ted to making the build-
ing successful.

“Not only have they
met the present needs,
but they have developed
a plan to add a two-sto-
ry addition to the front of

“In additicn, you can
join any alumni groups that the
company has on LinkedIn to re-
connect with peoplein the pre-
vious organization,”

will need to reconnect with
former co-workers and bosses
to let them know that you are
interested in coming back,”
says Cheryl E. Palmer, career
coach and owner of Call to (a-
reer, “It's a good idea to start
by putting out feelers to see
if there are any positions that
open that you would be quali-
fied for. You can also take a for-
mer co-worker out to lunch to
re-establish the relationship.”

Offer proof they'll be
better off with you on
the team

Whether or not you think a
cempany will want to take you
back, it will likely come down
to what makes good business
sense. “Regarding how to re-
turn to your old company and
why they would be willing to
take you back, it is actually a
very simple proposition, and
it doesn't matter how ugly the
separation wmay have been,”
says Roy Cohen, career coach
and author of “The Wall Street
Professtonal’s Survival Guide.”

“Dffer a solution toa probiem
that no one else has solved and
one which is both visible and
important to the company,”
Cohen says. “You have an ad-
vantage. Having worked there
once before, you know their
needs and challenges as well
as what resources may or may

. not be available, In a world
where companies and bosses
are struggling for answers, im-
agine the relief to be delivered
one with few, if any, strings at-
tached. An even better option
— show them how you will gen-
erate immediate guaranteed
revenue and that you will do
so begally and without creating

conflict with yeur former col-
leagues. Thisis a crowd pleaser.
It will get you rehired.”

Returming to a former em-
ployer is possible. Tt can be a
good busingss decision for the
campany and a smart career
move for you if you can prove
that the relationship will be
beneficial for everyone.
