Plafinersof tlienew $10 
million Sri Venltateswara 
Temple and Cultural Cen­
ter want to open ttie doors 
by June 2, but the City 
of Novi is giving them 
until May 24 to complete 
unfinished work before 
requiring a guarantor. 

Novi City Council at its 
last meeting unanimous­
ly approval an amend­
ed Completion Agree­
ment with the facility, 
which is located north of 
11 Mile Road on the west 
side pfTaftRoad. 

This type of agree­
ment, per the city's Code 
of Ordinances, general­
ly requires all projects 
be completed within two 
years of the issuance of 
any starting permit for 
construction. This code 
chapter was put in to 
place to resolve a situ­
ation in which a devel­
oper would leave town 
before completing a 
project that did not have 
any funding in place to 
see it through. 

According to Novi 
Community Develop­
ment Director Charles 
Boulard, this project 
is subject to the provi­
sions of Chapter 26.5 of 
the Novi City Code, and 
requires a Completion 
Agreement. The original 
developer did not com­
plete site improvements 
shown on the approved 
site plan within two 
years of Issuance of the 
initial permit for any 
improvements, which 
was In October 2009. 

The two-year ini­
tial construction peri­
od expired Oct. 8,2011. 
Because of delays . 
caused by weather con­
ditions, an extension was 
granted until Apri l 2012, 
which was also in accor-
daIice with the provi­
sions. 

As part of the city 
code, Novi specifies pro­
cedures and requires 
financial guarantees 
that must be in place if 
development of a proj­
ect extends beyond a 
period of two years. A 
Letter of Credit or cash 
can be used as guar­
antor. However, i f the 
developer were to leave 
a project incomplete, the 
city could then use that 
money to complete the 
work. 

For the SV Temple, 
the city currently holds 
financial guarantees of 
$257,851 in the form of 
a Letter of Credit, Per 
the code, the Completion 
Agreement for this proj­
ect requires a minimum 
Performance Guarantee 
of $398,041, requiring 
the developer to post an 
additional $140,190 for 
the work left to be done. 

Temple Spokesper­
son Anand Gangadharan 

asked the City Coun­
cil to consider waiving 
this guarantee, saying 
the project is "in its last 
stages". However, city 
staff recommended that, 
in accordance with the 
requirements of Chapter 
26.5, there be no reduc­
tion of the required 
financial guarantees. 

A g r e e m e n t t e rms 
City Council approved 

an agreement that SV 
Temple planners must 
work to complete as 
many of the outstand­
ing tasks left by May 24. 
Then it would be deter­
mined how much more 
financial guarantees are 
needed. 

As a condition of the 
Completion Agreement, 
the SV Temple devel­
oper is required to pro­
vide assurances includ­
ing provision of a per­
formance guarantee in 
the amount of no less 
than 200 percent of the 
cost of the work to be 
completed. At the end 
of May, whatever is left 
to do will be calculated 
using this formula. 

The financial guaran-' 
tees could be.usedby the 
city to get the work done 
if the project is not com­
pleted by September. 

Boulard said work 
left to do involves such 
things as paving and 
wetland measures. He 
said it's their hope that 
the SV Temple planners 
can get a lot of the work 
done in the next month.

Schoolcraft CoUege 
will spend $18 million on 
improvements over the 
next 18 months. Includ­
ing renovating a building it 
purchased earlier this year 
that may be used to offer 
bachelor's and master's 
degree programs through 
a partnership with a uni­
versity 

Schoolcraft President 
Conway Jeffress said 
Thursday it was too ear-
ly to say which university 
it may be, but the college is 
hoping to partner with one 
whose programs are in iiar-

mony with Schoolcraft's. 
He gave health professions 
as an example. 

He said students may one 
day be able to complete an 
associate's degree, a bache­
lor's degree and a master's 
degree without leaving 
Schoolcraft's main campus 
on Haggerty Road between 
Six Mile and Seven Mile in 
Livonia. 

"I think Schoolcraft has 
been an asset and what you 
will have is an improved 
Schoolcraft," he said'of the 
upcoming changes. 

The Board ofHiIstees 
approved issuing $18 mil­
lion in bonds in a 7-0 vote 
Wednesday The bonds will 

be repaid over the next 
lS years without the need 
to go to voters for a tax 
increase, Jeffress said. 

Moody's investment Ser­
vices, the nation's leading 
bond credit rating agency, 
issued Schoolcraft College 
one of its highest grades, 
an Aal rating. 

Moody's recently 
released a statement that 
said Schoolcraft received 
the rating because of "solid 
financial management that 
has controlled expenditure 
growth and utilized tuition 
raising flexibility to main­
tain strong financial reve­
nues." The company also 
mentioned the "very mod-

e-'X debt burden" the col­
lege currently holds. 

The 110,0()0-square-foot 
building, located on the 
comer of Seven Mile and 
Haggerty roads in Livo­
nia, was formerly occupied 
by American Community 
Mutual Insurance. School­
craft purchased it for $3.4 
miilion, Jeffress said. The 
money for buying the 
building is not part of the 
$18 million in bonds that 
will be issued, he said. 

The college will liJce-
ly spend at least another 
$3.4 million renovating it 
for classrooms and offic­
es. Offices for the continu­
ing education department, 

business of f ice, president's 
office and business devel­
opment center are expect­
ed to move there, Jeffress 
said. 

But the biggest portion 
of the $18 million will be 
spent overhauling .the col­
lege's mainframe comput­
er, Jeffress said. 

Otherprojectsonthe 
list include leafing down 
the existing continuing 
ed building and putting a • 
parking lot in its place and 
building a road around the 
back of campus so motor­
ists can get from Sue Mile 
to Seven Mile without 
going onto Haggerty 

Jeffress said the 

improvements that will 
be generated from the $18 
million investment will be 
far-reaching. "We are com­
mitted to educating our 
public, but we also have 
an obligation to help stim­
ulate economic develop­
ment in the region, and tiiat 
is exacdy what we plan to 
do," he said. 

Livonia Chamber of Com­
merce F'resident Dan West 
applauded Jeffress and his 
team at Schoolcraft for the 
planned investment, say­
ing it will give our area's 
students and business com­
munity the tools needed to 
adjust to an ever-changing 
marketplace.

Perliaps no one is more 
pleased about tlie open­
ing of "Motown: The 
IViusical" on Broadway 
than Fox Run retirement 
community resident 
Evelyn Noveck, l i e r late 
husband, Harold, was a 
friend of Motown found­
er Berry Gordy for 32 
years and also Gordy's 
tax attorney As a result, 
Evelyn attended high-
profile IVIotown par­
ties with Harold. Her 
anecdotal stories give a 
rai-e, behind-the-scenes 
glimpse into Hitsville 
USA - The Sound of 
Young Arnei-ica. 

She said Gordy often 
held parties at his home 
on Boston Boulevard 
in Detroit, His spa­
cious, luxury home had 
a swimming pool and a 
one-lane bowling alley 

"It was beautiful, and 
Berry made everyone 
feel welcome. He made 
us feel like we were his 
family," said Noveck, 
adding that at the par­
ties she met many of 
Motown's superstars, in 
particular Smokey Rob­
inson and Diana Ross. 

She remembers one 
party when Diana Ross 
arrived late. "Diana was 
an extremely attrac­
tive woman who always 
dressed modestly at the 
parties," said Noveck, 
ivho was married to Har­
old for 54 years prior to 
his death in 1998. Ross 
was humble even though 
she knew she was a huge 
star, according to Eve­
lyn. "Diana often said 
my husband was her 
'favorite man.' I always 
had good vibes about 
her." 

"Smokey was a true 
gentleman," she said.

"He made me feel as if I 
were worthy of conver­
sation. I admired him 
and liked him a lot." 

But Noveck's fondest 
memories are of Gordy 

"Berry sent Christmas 
gifts each year to every­
one ever associated with 
Motown and the gifts 
always had teddy bears 
included," she said. "I 
still have three of the 
teddy bears." 

Gordy always made 
sure the gifts she and 
her husband received 
were kosher out of his 
respect for their Jewish 
faith and tradition. 

"Berry was an 
extremely generous 
man and he was also a 
genius," she said. "He 
had a unique way of 
recognizing a person's 
musical talent and he 
knew how to get the 
most out of that person." 

Gordy bought a Los 
Angeles condo, which he 
eventually sold, and told 
Noveck he never would 
have bought the condo 
in the first place if Har­
old had been there to 
advise him against doing 

so. "Berry was only kid­
ding when he said that, 
but it made me feel good 
to hear it anyway," she 
said. 

When Gordy moved 
Motown from Detroit 
to Los Angeles, Har­
old was a key part of 
the business discus­
sions. He traveled once 
a month to L.A. from the 
couple's West Bloom-
field home to work on 
Motown matters. 

"Berry and Harold 
would talk on the phone 
until well past mid­
night," said Noveck. 
"Berry seemed to forget 
about the West Coast 
time difference." 

She attended Gordy's 
wedding to his third 
wife in Santa Barbara, 
Calif., on a waterfront 
estate. 

"It was a fairy tale 
wedding - so beautiful. 
I'm glad he gave up get­
ting married again after 
the third time," she said, 
just like a loving, caring 
family member might 
say 

For many years, 
Noveck had dinner with 
Gordy during her vis­
its to California. When 
she attended parties at 
Gordy's California home 
she always brought a 
gift for him. 

"Berry liked art, so I 
always gave him an art 
book," said Noveck. "He 
really enjoyed our mutu­
al love of art." 

She donated her and 
her husband's Motown 
memorabilia, photo­
graphs and papers to 
the Motown Museum in 
Detroit. She still keeps 
in touch with Edna 
Anderson, who has been 
Gordy's longstanding

"I iove Motown," said 
Nov eck, who has lived 

at Fox Run for the past 
eight years. "I'm proud 
of my connection with 
Motown.

TheCity ofNorthville 
has improved its emer­
gency response capaci­
ties with Oakland County 
by agreeing to participate 
in an emergency pre­
paredness plan with oth­
er Oakland County com­
munities and updating its 
communications with the 
other emergency units. 

On April IS, the North-
ville City Council, both 
by a 5-0 vote, approved 
to participate in the Haz­
ardous Mitigation Plan 
(HMP), which covers the 
62 communities in Oak­
land County, and a radio 
communications agree­
ment with the county that 
will give the city much 
improved capaijilities in 
times of emergency 

According to Northville 
City Police Chief Gary 
Goss, the City of North­
ville was asked by Oak­
land County m 2010 to 
assist in the updating of 
the mitigation plan, which 
the city agreed to do. 

In 2012, the Oakland 
County Homeland Secu­
rity Division, with the 
help of the Oakland Coun­
ty Advisory Commit­
tee, Oakland County 
LEPC, local communities, 
schools, colleges and uni­
versities, aswellasASTI 
Environmental, updated 
the county's HMP, Goss 
told council. 

And then in late 2012, 
the Federal Emergen­
cy Management Agen­
cy (FEMA) approved the 
updated HMP, 

"FEMA approval, how­
ever, is contingent upon 
adoption by each munic­
ipality The plan was 
adopted by the Oakland 
County Board of Com­
missioners on January 
23,2013, and now must be 
adopted by each individu­
al community," said Goss. 

Communities must 
adopt the plan to mam-

• tain eligibility for F E M A 
hazard mitigation grant 
funding. 

"To provide for the 
safety of our communi­
ty and recovery from any 

or possible disasters, it's 
important for us to be 
part of that mitigation 
plan," added Goss, 

The plan calls for City 
of Northville emergen­
cy personnel to partici­
pate in ongoing training, 
and coordination in fire 
and hazardous materi­
al response. In addition, 
Northville will contin­
ue to monitor the poten­
tial for flooding problems 
within the city, specifical­
ly in the 8 Mile and Novi 
roads area. 

A t this point there is no 
budget impact, according 
to Goss. 

The radio update was 
deemed necessary after 
the Northville City Fire 
Department reviewed its 
radio communications 
interoperability with 
bordering pubUc safe­
ty agencies and found a 
deficiency. 

"Our department cur­
rently lacks the abihty 
to easily communicate 
with the City of Novi Fire 
Department, and oth­
er Oakland Clounty Pub­

lic Safety agencies via 
800 MHz radio," said 
firefighter Jason Jor­
dan at the council meet­
ing. "Radio communica­
tions with other agencies 
is essential in the event 
mutual aid is provided 
for, or received by our 
Fire Department." 

The Fire Department 
currently utilizes the 
Michigan Public Safety 
Communications System 
{MPSCS)for800MHz 
radio communications. 

TheCity of No viand 
other Oakland County 
jurisdictions utilize an 
800 MHz radio system 
owned and operated by 
Oakland County The Oak­
land County radio system 
is known as OakWIN. 

The State of Michi­

gan and Oakland County 
radio systems share the 
same 800 MHz frequency 
bands, but they are com­
pletely separate, Jordan 
said. 

OakWIN'sestabUsh-
ment and contmued oper­
ation is financed by an 
ongoing Oakland Coun­
ty 9-1-1 charge, so emer­
gency calls in Northville 
will finance Its share. No 
user fees are assessed for 
continued use of the Oak­
land County radio sys­
tem, and communications 
equipment is provided 
without cost, according to 
the department report. 

Equipment provid­
ed without cost includes 
portable handheld radi­
os, batteries, antennas, 
belt clips, and battery 

chargers. Oakland Coun­
ty also covers IT support, 
assignment of exclusive 
radio frequencies, and 
equipment maintenance 
associated with nor­
mal wear and tear, Jor­
dan said. The department 
would be responsible for 
the repair/replacement of 
damaged or lost radios. 

"Participation in the 
Courity-wide OakWIN 800 
MHz' radio system will 
enable our Fire Depart­
ment to maintain seam­
less radio communica­
tions with other Oak­
land County Public Safety 
agencies," said Chief Jim 
Allen in his recommenda­
tion report to city council.

It toolt a littie longer than preferred, but it 
appears spi-ing has finally ai-i'ived in Michigan. 
The temp this week was expected to reach 
80 degrees, which is actually warmer than 
normal for this time of yeai-. Baseball is in full 
swing, flowers will be soon be blooming, and 
our thoughts will undoubtedly be far, far away 
from wintei- for the next six months or so. 

But it was not that long ago that we were 
dealing with that dreaded (to many) four-letter 
word: snow. 

Yes, it is beautiful to lool? at and fun to play 
in, but as the blues Classic states, "The thri l l 
is gone" once one gets behind the wheel and 
tries to navigate through a treacherous winter 
wonderland. 

Thankfully, the City of Novi has one of the 
best crews anywhere when it comes to remov­
ing it from our roadways. They're so good, in 
fact, that the Department of Public Services 
recently won an award from the American 
Public Works Association for its "best practic­
es in snow and ice removal while minimizing 
environmental impacts." 

City engineer Rob Hayes, who serves as the 
DPW's director, notes that his department is 
an active member of the Southeast Michigan 
Regional Winter Maintenance Team. In addi­
tion to 12 local agencies, it includes the region­
al metro parks, the Michigan Department 
of Transportation, the Southeast Michigan 
Council of Govei-nments, as well as local pI-i-
vate firms. 

About four times per winter, the team meets 
to discuss the diffeI-ent products used, applica­
tion rates, training needs. Issues impacting 
environmental sustainability, and winter main­
tenance operations overall. 

This regional approach to learning from 
neighboring communities, according to Hayes, 
not only strengthens winter maintenance pro­
grams for individual communities, but working 
collaboratively creates synergy that enhances 
the overall approach to winter maintenance in 
the Southeast Michigan region. 

Traditionally, newspapers are one of the first 
to receive calls from residents voicing their 
complaints: "Why aren't the roads clear? We 
pay good money for taxes? Find out why?" 

The Novi News does not receive those calls. 
Odds are, the City of Novi doesn't get too many 
either. So what do Hayes and his staff do that 
sets Novi apart from many southeast Michigan 
communities when it comes to snow removal? 

To begin with, they look back to plan for 
the future. They track winter operations per­
formance by Collecting data for each winter 
storm event. They then make comparisons to 
historical data to identify trends iIi spending, 
track material usage, and recognize opportiIni-
ties for winter program efficiencies. 

A year ago, as this newspaper detailed in a 
story, the department made m ^ o r changes to 
its winter maintenance operation, including 
innovations and a new level of service policy: 

• performing pre-season ti'uck inspections 
• working toward standardizing truck equip­

ment controls 
• performing pI-e-season and mid-season 

Calibration tests 
• eIihancing brine making and liquid stoi'age 

Capability 
• a fleet of 15 heavy-duty plow trucks 
• 35 operators (six of whom were recruited 

from other city departments to work on an as-
needed basis during heavy stoI-ms) 

Not only is the DPW now better prepaI-ed to 
deal with snow, they're able to do it in a way 
that's better for the environment by incor­
porating several materials in order to effec­
tively respond to a Michigan winter storm. 
These materials, in addition to the tradition­
al rock salt, include liquid bi-ine, de-sugared 
beet extract, and mineral well brine. And all 
are stored onsite and monitoI-ed routinely for 
potential pollution risks. 

For the storage and handling of winter main­
tenance materials, Novi has also proactively 
developed a Pollution Incident Prevention Plan. 
It provides details regarding salt/brine storage, 
pollution prevention best management prac­
tices, loading operations, vehicle maintenance 
and Care, spil l response procedures for the 
release of materials, and a schedule for routine 
inspections. 

It may be haid to get excited about snow 
removal right now, but It's definitely worth 
commending Novi's DPW for being a leaden 
Hayes' team is making sui-e to get the most 
value out of your tax dollars while also doing 
what's best for our planet.

time appeared to be downright 
giddy about the sequester.

Farmington resident Sara Bowman, who 
ran the 2011 Boston Marathon, said she 
knew people on the course when ]\Ionday's . 
bombings took place. 

"My initial reaction was for friends on the 
course," she said. "I had been tracking tiie 
progress of two runner friends online and 
knew they were near or at the finish when I 
learned of the bombings. They were fortu­
nate and did not sustain physical injuries." 

Bowman came to Sunday's ijm fresh 
from the Lansing Half Marathon, so she 
didn't run flie event, but worked as a comer 
guard to direct runners. 

"Any time there is a national tragedy, I 
feel it's important to participate in com­
munity events to maintain a sense of con­
nection and solidarity" said Bowman. 
Bowman, who coaches a fifth- and sbrth-' 
grade running team at Power Upper Ele^ 
mentary School in Farmington, said tiie 
Boston Marathon ti-agedy will not deter 
her from participating in running events. 

"We can't be held captive by fear and 
what-ifs. These types of events cannot 
stop life and living. Based on the atten­
dance at Sunday's Lansing race, I would 
say that more people than ever are show­
ing support for not only the nmning com­
munity but for all people affected. I read 
that instead of runners dropping out 
of Sunday's race due to concerns over 
safety, dIat tiie online registi'ation and 
race day sign ups were actually high­
er than anticipated. The number of peo­
ple with Boston shirts, signs and messag­
es was amazing. People are really rallying 
together."

While the Federal Housing 
Administi'atinn still faces chal­
lenges ahead, the agency has 
already taken a number of sig­
nificant steps to mitigate risk 
and increase the solvency and 
strength of the mortgage-insur­
ance fund. That's according to 
National Association of Real­
tors President Gary Thomas, 
who testified recently before 
the U.S. House Financial Ser­
vices Subcommittee on Insur­
ance, Housing and Community 
Opportunity about the future of 
the FHA. 

"Realtors believe that 
recent increases to premiums, 
increased down payments for 
some borrowers and greater 
risk management controls will 
help to substantiaiiy improve 
the FHA's financiai condi­
tion," said Thomas, broker-own­
er of Evergreen Reaity, in Vii-
la Park, Calif. "These chang­
es combined with an improving 
national economy and rising 
home prices will surely help 
stabilize the fund so that FHA 
can continue to serve the needs 
of hardworking American fam­
ilies who wish to purchase a 
home" 

Thomas testified that FHA 
has also implemented a num­
ber of other measures to help 
impi'ove the health of the fund, 
including hiring the agency's 
first credit risk officer to help 
better manage risk, imple­
menting credit score floors, 
and instituting significant 
lender enforcement and over­
sight measuI-es to increase the 
return to the fund. 

FHA sustained housing mar­
kets nationwide during the 
economic and liousing down­
turn, and like other holders 
of mortgage risk, it incurred 
financial losses as a result of 

•f

employment and market con­
ditions that led to increased 
foreclosures. However, had 
FHA not stepped in to fill the 
market void, many families 
would have been unable to 
purchase homes, housing val­
ues could have dropped an 
additional 25 percent, and the 
country would be much fur­
ther from a recovery, said 
Thomas. 

FHA continues to be one of 
the primary sources of mort­
gage financing available to 
families today as private capi­
tal slowly makes its way back 
into housing finance markets. 
As housing markets continue 
to stabilize and improve and 

new mortgage regulations are 
finalized, NAR anticipates that 
the private mortgage market 
will return and FHA's market 
share will return to tradition­
al levels. 

Increased private capital in 
the mortgage market doesn't 
obviate the need for addition­
al reforms to FHA to further 
enhance and protect the avail­
ability of mortgage credit so 
that the fund can maintain its 
vital role to homebuyers, said 
Thomas. NAR strongly sup­
ports legislation that would 
give FHA greater flexibili­
ty to quickly change progi'am 
requirements and lielp pro­
tect the fund from losses. NAR 

also supports legislation that 
would allow FHA to improve 
its enforcement and oversight 
of lenders. 

"Realtors urge Congress to 
quickly consider these bills 
to ensure FHA has the tools it 
needs to be able to continue to 
serve its mission of providing 
home buyers with safe, afford­
able financing in all markets," 
said Thomas.

Q: Our asseclaiion was 
contacted by a major phone 
provider to joinily market lis 
services at the condominium. 
In eKchange for a per unit 
fee, the association is to 
provide the company with 
the names and addresses of 
the residents and allow the 
company to market to those 
residents cn the premises. 
The association, in accordance 

wlih the 
agreement, 
may not enter 
into another 
agreement 
with another 
company for 
marketing 
purposes, 
but all other 
companies 
would have 

access to the property to 
Install similar services. What 
do you think? 

A: It raises a 
number of issues 
for the association, 
inciuding privacy 
issues, the authority 
of the Associa t ion to 
bind i tseif to such 
an agreement, the 
propriety of same and 
a number of other 
concerns which your 
association attorney 
shouid review before 
passing on the 
reasonableness of 
such an agreement. 

Q: Our condominium 
association lawyer has 
not provided us with a 
written fee agreement. He 
was recommended by the 
management company, and 
we think he should have 
done something in terms 
of checking out our claims 
against the builder. Where 
do we stand in pursuing 
him for that? 

A: Every attorney 
based upon the 
recommendations 
of the Mich igan 
State Bar, should 
have a wri t ten fee 
agreement with his 
or her client. Not 
having a wri t ten fee 
agreement leaves 
it ambiguous as to 
what the scope of 
representation by the 
attorney is . In this 
case, the attorney 
may wel l be c la iming 
that he represents 
your association, 
but when i t comes to 
handling something 
that he should have 
done as counsel for 
your association, he 
seems to be sk i r t i ng 
the issue. Get a 
new attorney who 
is wi l l ing to give 
you a fee agreement 
that outlines the 
scope of his or her 
representation of 
the association 
and chastise the 
management 
company for 
making that type of 
recommendation.
