Portions of the major thor­
oughfare between Novi and 
Northville — Eight Mile I?oad — 
are getting a facelift this sum­
mer. 

The city of NovI agreed to a 
cost-participation agreement 
with the Road Commission for 
Oakland County for the rehabili­
tation of the east-ivest road. The 

project will include a nuInber of 
non-motorized improvements. 

"Rehabilitating Eight Mile 
Road is.an Important project for 
the city of Novi,"NbvI Direc­
tor of Public Services Rob Hayes 
said, "because Eight Mi le is an 
arterial road that carries nearly 
9,000 vehicles per day and pro­
vides our residents with a key 
transportation link to the city's 
ITC Community Sports Park as 
well as to iViaybury State Park in 

Northviiie Township." 
The Novi City Council 

approved the agreement with 
the RCOC for the rehabilita­
tion from Beck Road to Napier 
Road In the estimated amount of 
$174,476. According to Hayes, 
the city's share is $523,428, but 
only $174,476 is an "out-of-pock­
et" expense to be funded by the 
city's Municipal Street Fund. He 
said the other $348,952 will be 
equally funded by the Oakland 
County Board of Commission­
ers and the Road Commission for 
Oakland County under the coun­
ty's very successful Tl-i-Party 
road funding program. 

The project includes the repair, 
mill and overlay of the exist­

ing road, along with a right-turn 
lane for southbound Beck Road 
at Eight Mile and a passing lane 
for eastbound Eight Mile at Gar­
field Road. 

The non-motorized improve­
ments include: 

• a striped bike lane on both 
sides of Eight Mile between 
Beck and Napier 

• a mid-block crossing of Eight 
Mile near ITC Community Sports 
Park to facilitate a future region­
al trail 

• a mid-block crossing of Eight 
Mile near Garfield to provide a 
future non-motorized connection to 
the Maybury State Park entrance.

Usually when you go to 
your mailbox, you're look­
ing to see if tiie ietter car­
rier has left you anything. 
This Saturday is the oppo­
site — the carriers will be 
looking to see what you've 
left. Hopefully, it ' l l be food 
to help feed locals in need. 

"Once a year, we ask that 
people leave food at mail­
box by 9a.m.," said Sher-
rie Mcintosh, Novi's coor­
dinator for Stamp Out Hun­
ger, the nation's largest one-
day food drive organized by 
the National Association of 
Letter Carriers and the U S . 
Postal Service. 

It's held annually the sec­
ond Saturday of May It 
began 21 years ago at a sin­
gle branch and became 
so successful that it went 
nationwide a couple of years 
later. 

"There will be no address 

missed," said Mcintosh, now 
In her fourth year running 
the local event. "Al l the food 
stays In Novi and goes to 
local foodTianks — St. James 
Church and Faith Communi­
ty Church." 

She said that the need 
locally is as great as ever 
as both food banks are run­
ning low. 

"And this really bene­
fits the school kids who 
get breakfast and lunch at 
school when school gets 
out so they get nutrition 
throughout the summer," 
she said.. 

Items needed Include any 
non-perishable food (soup, 
cereal, peanut butter, boxed 
potatoes, etc.) You can leave 
items in your mailbox or on 
the ground in a box or bag. 

Last year, Novi's letter 
carriers experimented and 
gave out plastic bags. It paid 
off big-time. 

"We weigh everything that 
comes in," Mcintosh said. 

"I was so happy and proud 
of Novi last year. We asked 
everyone to step up, and we 
almost doubled — a little 
over 15,000 pounds of food." 

This year. Gleaners donat­
ed 22,000 bags so every Novi 
residence wiii get one. 

"We've found when peopie 
get a bag, it!s a iot easier for 
them," Mcintosh said. 

She and her colleagues will 
collect the food and bring it 
back to the post office for 
distribution. 

"We have an assembly line 
going where we weigh and 
separate," Mcintosh said. 
"One church has a U-haul, 
the other has volunteers. 
We'll wrap it all up by the 
end of the day We go until 
the last carrier pulls in. If it's 
6 o'clock at night, then It it's 6 
o'clock We all stay until the 
last carrier pulls in."

SoIIIetimes BreanIia 
StraIIge, l l , is cooped up 
at home, because tryiIig 
to get her from place to 
place is just too difficult. 

The South Lyon resi­
dent doesn't complain, 
she just takes it in stride, 
her mom, Kim, said. 

"She has a new wheel­
chair and it's so awk­
ward and heavy, I don't 
take her out as much as I 
used to," Kim said. "I'll be 
going to the grocery store 
and she'll say 'Oh, Mom, 
you go ahead to the store, 
I'll stay here.' She knows 
how difficult it is for me 
to lift the chair, and she's 
so caring. I have been lift­
ing her to her car seat 
and out into the van and 
out of the van. I've been 
doing this for years. I 
have said we will get a 

van, but right now we 
can't afford it." 

Life for Breanna and 
her family could change 
if she wins a contest for 
a wheelchair-accessible 
van sponsored by Nation­
al Mobility Equipment 
Dealers Association's Life 
Moving Forward event 
during National Mobility 
Awareness Month. 

In less than a week, 
Breanna received more 
than 12,000 votes, but the 
family is hoping to get 
many more votes from 
strangers who will take a 
moment to vote at www. 
voteforbre.com. 

The deadline is May 10. 
The Strange family 

which also includes her 
sister, Peyton, 7, and her 
dad, liave, started the 
competition April 15 and 
the voting began Feb. 25.

"We have gone virai 
onFacebook,"Kimsaid. 
"We have friends telling 
friends telling friends." 

Votes are coming from 
all over the world, Kim 
said, recalling a recent 
moment when a stranger 
approached her and said 
"Is that Breanna? I've 
been voting for her and I 

have family in Italy who 
have been voting for her" 

The sixth-grade Cen­
tennial Middle School 
student has a knack for 
touching peoples' hearts 
— even people she hasn't 
met. Breanna suffers 
from the disease dysto­
nia, a neurological move­
ment disorder that causes 
painful muscle contrac­
tions, repetitive move­

ments and odd postures. 
"She is a normal 11-

year-old girl stuck in a 
body that will not obey 
her commands," Kim 
said. "She has an aura 
about her. She is the hap­
piest child. If someone 
is sad, she says, 'I'm so 
sorry you are sad. I'll 
pray for you.' She literal­
ly says this from the bot­
tom of her heart. She tru­
ly believes God is going 
to heal her. She touches a 
lot of people's hearts. She 
has a way of dealing with 
it even on a bad day She 
is never mad at anyone." 

It's not unusual for her 
to strike up a conversa­
tion with strangers by 
introducing herself. She 
usually leaves the new 
friend by asking if she 
can give them a hug. 

"She probably has more 
hugs from people in dif­
ferent states and coun­
tries than anyone on this 
planet," Kim said. "Peo­
ple say 'I love that smile. 
There's something about 
her. I just want to vote for 
her.'" 

The middle school stu­
dent is in the South Lyon 
Community Schools gen­
eral education program 
with some special edu­
cation classes to help 
her complete her work 
despite her involuntary 
movements. She's not 
mentally impaired. 

On Friday morning, 
Breanna was in 4Sth 
place in a field of 1,000 
people competing for 
the van. 

"My goal is close that 
gap," Kim said. "Every­
one is deserving. I just 
want to go with my sto­
ry and keep my heart 
and prayers with my 
story I feel for those 
people. Believe me, 
there are so many cases 
out there."

Margaret Slleeran and her stu­
dents at Novi Middle School 
raised 73 salmon smolts, rang­
ing from a few 2 inch runts up to 
good-looking 4-inchers, according 
to Matt Lubaway Salmon in the 
Classroom chairman. 

In the May edition of the Met­
ro-West Steelheaders newslet­
ter, Lubaway wrote the following 
about an April 27 event. 

"Saturday morning Jim Rob­
ertson, Mark Davis, and l head­
ed over to Novi Middle School 
to pick up our latest 'school' of 
Salmon. The custodian, Clarence 
Stevenson, again met us and let 
us in. We drained the 75 gallon 
tank siphoning water into a lOO 
qt. marine cooler, while simul­
taneously capturing fish in the 
nets and transferred them over. 
I think we were all thrilled to see 

how the fish had grown and how 
many we still had. 

Just before we left Clarence 
said, "It has been interesting, I 
find it amusing, really amusing. 
I come into the classroom and 
every day they are a little bigger. 
I find myself starring at them 
and I am so amused" 

We set out for Yates Dam in 
Rochester Hills and I arrived 
early as Jim and Mark drove the 
pickup with our cargo. While 
waiting I saw families around 
the Yates Cider Mil l and invit­
ed them to join us as we released 
the fish. Henry Nabors arrived 
and we agreed on a location on 
the river with slack water cm^ 
rent which appeared ideal for 
the release. The families fol­
lowed us over and anxious­
ly waited for the fish to arrive;

In conjunction witlI tiie Oai<land 
County road project to repave 
EiglIt Mile froIn Taft to Napi­
er roads tills summer, tlIree locai 
municipalities (Novi, Norti ivil le 
TownsiiIp and Northville) as well 
as two counties (Oal^land and 
Wayne) have iias been worlcing 
toward getting tiiis patliway add­
ed in. 

Tlie patiiway wi i l start just west 
of tlie North Beacon Woods neigh­
borhood and go to the Becl^ Road 
intersection where there wiil be a 
pedestrian crossing. 

ToiAfns l i ip ' s c o n t r i b u t i o n 
Nortiiville Township is giv­

ing $125,000 toward the Eight 
M i \ e Road repaying project that 
includes a pathway malting the 
non-motorized connection to May­
bury State Park more of a reali ty 

Township trustees unanimous­
ly approved allocating the funds 
as part of an agreement with the 
Road Commission for Oaltiand 
County and the city of Northville. 

Uost of the money — $100,000 
of it -— wi i l come from what was 
set aside for pathways in 2013 and 
the difference w i i i be made up 
by Metro Act funds, which come 
from a state-led program that 
helps maintain public right-of-
ways. 

"A lot of residents have indi­
cated they l ike waliting and con­
nectivity and pathways. It's a 
shame really that Maybury Park 
hasn't iiad good access, pedestri­
an access, bike access to it," town­
ship Trustee Mindy Herrmann 
said. 

She doesn't expect it to happen 
this summer, but Herrmann said

According to tiie cost-participation 
agreement, Eight Mile wiil be resur­
faced and a non-motorized pathway . 
will be constructed. 
The total ̂ project cost is $1,655,000, 
which is just for the area within 
Northville Township under the juris­
diction of Oakland County. 
The local match needed Is $597,000. 
A little more than $203,000 of that 
will come from TrI-Party funding 
along with the city of Northville, 
which is contributing $85,477, and 
the township's $125,000 for the con­
struction of a non-motorized path­
way. 
The road commission will contribute 
$178,500 toward the local match as 
well as any costs that go above the 
aforementioned contributions. 
For the road project, the Oakland 
road commission has budgeted $4.5 
million for the Taft to Napier repav-
ing. More than $520,000 for the 
repaying project is through Tri-Party 
funding. 

the hope and eventuai goai is to 
get an agreement from park offi­
cials to have a cut-through into 
the park on the west side of Beck. 

According to Northville Town­
ship officials, the county road 
commission, as part of the proj­
ect, has offered to include filling 
a gap in the sidewalk/pathway sys­
tem from the west side of Wood-
bend Drive to Beck. This will be 
similar to the pathway along the 
west side of Haggerty Road that 
was completed by Wayne County 
last year. The Cost of this connec­
tivity improvement would have to 
be borne by the township.

DPS, the total cost of the

Time l i ne 
The section of Eight 

Mile between T^ftand 
Garfield is expected to be 
completed in 2013 and the 
section between Garfield 
and Napier in 2014. 

According to Novi Engi­
neering Manager Brian 
Coburn and Aaron Staup, 
construction enguieering 
coordinator, if construc­
tion begins by August, it 
is hopeful the project will 
be completed by the end 
of September 2013. 

They said the sched­

ule is dependent on the 
acquisition of easements, 
including an easement at 
the northwest corner of 
Beck and Eight Mile for 
the Beck right-tui'n lane. 

TAvo-way traffic will be 
maintained throughout 
the construction period 
with no proposed detours. 

This project is in con­
junction with Eight Mile 
rehabilitation work 
between Beck and Taft 
roads, which is in the 
jurisdiction of the city of 
Northville and Northyilie 
Township. However, the 
two projects have differ­
ent funding sources. The 
Michigan Department of 
TVansportation is respon-
sibie for administering 
the project since federal 
funds ai-e being used. 

M o r e o n Eight M i l e 
The other portion of 

Eight Mile being worked 
on this year is between 
Center Street and Mead-
owbrookRoad.Accord-
ing to Novi's DPS, Wayne 
County is proposing to 

mostly repair joints along 
1.6 miles of the concrete 
section of Eight Mile to 
remove the spoiling joints 
that have large, hazard­
ous potholes. 

The existing asphalt 
intersection of Center 
Street and Eight Mile In 
the city of Northville will 
be fully reconstructed to 
include some minor turn-
lane widening. This inter­
section will be replaced 
in two stages with new 
asphalt pavement. The 
first stage will consti­
tute a closure of Cen­
ter Street, south of Eight 
Mile. 

TVaffic is expected to 
detour east to Griswoid, 
then to Main Street and 
back to Center Street. 
Construction of this proj­
ect will start around the 
beginning of July, with 
anticipated completion 
anticipated by Septem­
ber.

SEIViCOG, the Southeast IViichigan 
Council of Governments, has released 
the results of an extensive regional sur­
vey conducted to understand what the 
public thinks about southeast Michi­
gan's infrastructure network - roads, 
bridges, transit systems, rail, airports, 
water systems, sewer systems, ports, 
and recreational trails and pathways. 

Overall, the vast majority of residents 
feel that the region's infrastructure con­
dition is deteriorating, while percep­
tions of water and sewer systems are 
strong, with the majority of residents 
rating their condition as good/excellent. 
One exception is the City of Detroit, 
where fewer than half of residents rate 
these systems as good/excellent. 

Water and sewer conditions also are 
expected to stay the same or get better, 
according to the survey. 

The survey also shows that: 
The outlook for the transportation sys­

tem is much more pessimistic. I^oads 
are only rated good/excellent by 25 per­
cent of residents, and most people pre­
dict road conditions will stay the same 
or get even worse in the future. 

By a ratio of 2:1, residents rate the 
current transit system as fair/poor vs. 
excellent/good, and nearly half expect 
the transit system condition to stay the 
same. 

While most residents believe they 
understand how infrastructure is 
funded, about 25 percent of residents 
answered "not sure" or "don't know" for 
all specific funding questions. 

Furthermore, one third to one half of 
respondents gave incorrect answers to 
specific funding questions. Of particu­
lar note, 51 percent mistakenly believe 
that most road funding comes from 
local property taxes. 

Few believe the current level of fund­
ing is adequate (29 percent). 

Nearly half believe the current ways 
of funding infrastructure won't work in 
the future (49 percent), 

70 percent indicate more funding is 
needed. But, 73 percent also say the 
amount of funding is not the problem; 
it's how efficiently we're using it. 

Slightly more people (51 percent) 
would rather pay for roads based on the 

S O U T H L Y O N 
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number of miles they drive rather than 
the current method based on the amount 
of fuel they use. 

The survey reveals that the public is 
willing to take some personal actions to 
reduce costs rather than pay more for 
services. The most popular oprions are: 

Occasionally working from home (81 
percent). 

Refraining from using the dishwasher 
and washing machine during peak hours 
(81 percenO, 

Using a less congested route (80 per­
cent). 

Reducing the amount of water used 
each day (78 percent). 

TVaveling earlier/later to avoid the 
rush hour (76 percent). 

The survey also reveals the public's 
willingness to engage in action when 
presented with either/or choices: 

Most would rather live with current 
levels of traffic congestion (63 percent) 
than pay more to reduce traffic conges­
tion (37 percent). 

Most would rather carpool to work 
(55 percent) than pay more to fund road 
improvements that reduce traffic con­
gestion (45 percent). 

The vast majority of residents (80 
percent) also believe "we must rein­
vest in the region's infrastructure so we 
can prosper economically" Residents 
agreed that to prosper economically 
requires reinvestment in infrastructure 
and they understand that this will save 
money in the long run. 

Residents also have strong opin­
ions about the road system, with most 
strongly agreeing that "better roads 
will extend the life of a vehicle" and 
that "the condition of our road system 
directly impacts each one of us." 

SEMCOG will use the results of the 
survey to complement a myriad of plan­
ning activities, most notably develop­
ment of the 2040 regional transporta­
tion plan and to inform its policies and 
actions. 
' SEMCOG is the only organization in 

southeast Michigan that brings together 
all governments to solve regional chal­
lenges and enhance the quality of life 
for the seven-county region's 4.7 million 
people.

40-year m i l e s t o n e 
Holland Walt of Farmington lIills is 

a proud 88-year-old who's a regular. 
"This'U be my 40th year, consecutive­
ly," said Walt, who received special rec­
ognition that morning. "I'm walking for 
babies. I have healthy grandchildren 
and healthy children and I'm grateful 
for that." 

Much of his family attended the Ilines 
Park event, which began and ended at 
the Nankin Mills area in Westland and 
moved onto Livonia. Walt has three chil­
dren and five grandkids. "Al l of my 
grandchildren are great," he said with a 
smile when asked about the coming gen­
eration. 

"Years ago, we worried about polio," 
Walt recalled. When the vaccine was 
developed and polio disappeared m 
western countries, the March of Dimes 
moved onto premature births. 

"I get together with my famiiy for a 
worthy cause," Walt said. "The March 
of Dimes is one of the first to walk for a 
worthwhile charity." 

His dad had a store and would collect 
dimes to fight polio through the March 
of Dimes. Walt's proud of there being 
fewer premature babies: "It's getting 
lower every year and that's what iVe're 
walkmg for. I'm just glad to be 88 years 
old and do the six-mile walk." 

He walks regularly for fitness. "For­
ty years ago, it didn't mean anything," 
Walt said of fitness walking. "That's 
something new." 

A tree was planted in Walt's hon­
or in Hines Park, drawing a round of 
applause. 

Walking the route was Cynthia DeVer-
ney of Garden City, walking In honor of 
her late mom and Cynthia's sister who 
had a birth defect. 

"She died when she was five days 
old," said DeVerney, whose mother died 
20 years ago. She was accompanied by 
daughter Michelle DeVerney of Leon­
ard, Mich., and grandchiidren Jasmine, 
Caitlyn and Kaie. 

"It means a lot to support well babies," 

Cynthia DeVerney said. "That's basical­
ly what the March of Dimes has done. 
I'm just glad it's a beautiful day. This is 
awesome." 

Skies were blue and temperatures 
rapidly climbed as walkers, many in dis­
tinctive T-shirls, made progress. Some 
T-shirts bore babies' images. 

M o m a n d daughte r 
Walkers inciuded Gioria Penrod of 

Livonia and daughter Amanda Penrod, 
27, also of Livonia. 

"I've just been doing this about the 
last eight years," Gioria Penrod said. "I 
enjoy it. Just good exercise, too. Raising 
money for the babies." 

She has friends who've experienced 
premature births. "It takes a lot of care 
and a lot of money, especially if you 
don't have insurance," said Penrod, 
who likes March of Dimes education­
al efforts. Her daughter, an Allen Park 
Cabrini High graduate who also stud­
ied at Henry Ford Community College, 
agreed. 

At the site, sponsored by Ford Motor 
Co. and the UAW, was state Rep. Robert 
Kosowski, D-Westland. He and wife Liz 
have two children, Andrew, 11, and Aus­
tin, 7. 

"Knowing that I have two healthy kids 
at home, I'm very blessed," Kosowski 
said. He agreed premature births and 
infant mortality are major policy issues. 

"It's where we start off at," Kosowski 
said. "There can never be enough mon­
ey for that." 

The Northvilie Fire Department had 
volunteers at the end passing out pop­
corn. "We've done it for several years," 
said firefighter/EMT John Sassaman, 
a Northvilie Township resident. They 
have their own popcorn machine, and do 
the March of Dimes March for Babies 
as well as many city of Plymouth and 
NorthviUe events. 

Sassaman was joined by Matt Samhat, 
Corey Devers, Mike Wroblewski, Alex 
Loiselle and Mike Asher, all firefighters. 

"We've gone through a fair amount of 
popcorn," added Sassaman, agreeing 
the walkers had built up an appetite. 

Barbara Bennage of St. Clair Shores is 
site coordinator/community director for 
the March of Dimes.

Every 45 seconds, someone in 
America has a new or recur­
rent stroke. A stroke is an 

injury to part of the brain. It is 
often called a "brain attack". 

May is National Stroke Aware­
ness Month. 

A stroke occurs when blood sup­
ply to a paIt of your brain is inter­

rupted or severe­
ly reduced, depriv­
ing brain tissue of 
oxygen and nutri­
ents. Within a few 
minutes, brain 
cells begin to die 
at a rapid rate. 
This is critical 
because your body 
cannot groiv new 
brain cells. 

Stroke is a medical emergency 
and evei"y second counts. Prompt 
treatment of a stroke could mean 
the difference between life and 
death - or between recovery and 
disability. Early treatment can 
minimize damage to your brain 
and potential disability. 

Knowing the signs and symp­
toms of a stroke may make it pos­
sible for you or family member to 
get prompt treatment. Remember 
the signs and symptoms of stroke 
usually occur suddenly - and fre­
quently there is more than one

symptom. 
If you or someone you know 

experiences one or more of the 
signs of shoke, get help Immedi­
ately Stroke warning signs are: 

L Sudden numbness or weak­
ness of the face, arm or leg, espe­
cially on one side of the body 

2. Sudden confusion, trouble 
speaking or understanding. 

3. Sudden trouble seeing in one 
or both eyes. 

4. Sudden trouble walking, diz­
ziness, loss of balance or coordi­
nation. 

5. Sudden severe headache with 
no known cause. 

It is important for you to know 
the warning signs of stroke. Learn 
as many stroke symptoms as pos­
sible so you can recognize stroke 
and respond as quickly as possible. 
If you notice these warning signs, 
you should: 

1. Note the time the symptoms 
first occur 

2. Call 9-1-1 immediately 
Noting the time when symptoms 

first appear is important toyour 
healthcare provider because it 
can affect patient treatment deci­
sions. All treatments that may help 
reduce the effects of stroke have a 
common factor of time sensitivity. 

St. John Providence Health has 
pioneered a program called Code 
Stroke. Through Code Stroke the 
hospital communicates with a 
tea:n of sn-oke experts. Including a 

radiologist, neurologist and neuro­
vascular specialist within minutes 
of a patient arriving at one of our 
network hospitals. St. John Provi­
dence Health is a national leader in 
quickly and accurately administer­
ing to patients 'tPA' - a drug that 
can literally stop a stroke. This is 
an important point because with 
stroke, every second is an opportu­
nity to save brain tissue. 

St. John Providence sfroke cen­
ters are certified by the Joint 
Commission on Accreditation of 
Healthcare Organizations (JCA-
HO) as Primary Stroke Centers. 
This certification program was 
developed by JCAHO in collabo­
ration with the American Stroke 
Association. Primary Stroke Cen­
ter certification recognizes the 
fact that St. John Providence 
Health makes exceptional efforts 
to foster better patient outcomes 
for stroke care.

Dave Brandon and 
Mark HoUis know a thmg 
or two about the word 
rivalry They've been 
locked in a pretty intense 
one with each other ever 
since Brandon took over 
as athletic director at the 
University of Michigan 
in 2010. HoUis, who has 
been athletic director at 
Michigan State Universi­
ty since 2008, knows how 
important it is that his 
Spartans do well against 
Brandon's Wolverines — 
and vice versa. 

Despite that rivalry Bran­
don and Hollis have devel­
oped a friendship, bom 
of mutual respect and the 
common experience of 
running big-time athlet­
ic departments in the high­
ly competitive Big Tfen Con­
ference. That friendship 
was on full display April 26 
at the Laurel Manor in Livo­
nia when the two headlined 
a luncheon put together by 
the chambers of commerce 
from Livonia, Northville, 
Plymouth and Westland 

With more than 400 peo­
ple in attendance, the two 
athletic directors traded 
barbs, discussed their phi­
losophies about running big-
time athletic departments 
and developing sUIdent atii-
letes, and also the pressures 
tiiey feel from alumni.to 
produce vnnning teams. 

After both men made 
brief remarks, there was an 
entertaining question and 
answer period, as they field­

ed questions from those in 
attendance. 

In one of the more humor­
ous moments, Brandon shot 
down a rumor tiiat he was 
considering a run for Carl 
Levin's US. Senate seat. 
He said he was more wor­
ried about beating Michi­
gan State. 

"You'd have a better 
chance of running for US. 
Senate," Hollis shot back 
in jest. 

Brandon, who is Michi­
gan's nth atiiletic director, 
talked about all the recent 
success of the various pro-
grams, most notably the 
basketball team's recent 
Final Four run tiiat ended 
in a loss in tiie NCAA cham­
pionship game. But he also 
mentioned flie women's vol-
leyballfinalfourrun,and 
national championships by 
the men's swimming/div­
ing, men's gymnastics and 
cheerleading teams. At the 
same time, he stressed the 
academic achievements 
of the school's shIdent atii-
ietes. 

"It's been our best aca­
demic year," he said. 

All of tiie recent suc­
cess has led to double^lig-
it increases in ticket sales, 
which he said are very 
important to the depart­
ment's $130 million annu­
al budget. The football pro­
gram produces 75 per­
cent of the revenue, with 
men's basketball produc­
ing a small profit, and the 
men's hockey team break-
ingeven.Therestofthe28 
sports programs lose mon­
ey, he said.

Hollis, who Is tiie 18fli 
atiiletic director in MSU 
fIistory, said his budget is 
only $80 million. He talk­
ed about the difficulties 
of operating winning pro­
grams, while at tiie same 
time trying to keep the 
focus on tiiming out future 
community leaders. 

, "We are creating oppor-
ninities for hundreds of 
student atiiletes, and teach­
ing tiiem how to be leaders. 
That is very important to 
us," Hollis said. 

While they agreed on 
much, Hollis and Bran­
don seemed to have oppo­
site views when asked their 
opinions on the new play­
off format for Division 1 
football. Hollis said he was 
in favor of a playoff sys­
tem, saying the four-team 
format was "a move in 
the right direction."Bran-
don said he was supporting 
the new format, but wasn't 
necessarily in favor of it. 

He called hunself a "reluc­
tant participant." 

"I don't know where tills 
process ends," he said. "I 
worry about tiiese young 
guys having to play 15 
games. I know the last cou-
pleyearsattheendofour 
bowl games, the plane ride 
home looked like a Medi-
vac." 

Despite their rivahy, botii 
men said they had mumal 
respect for one anotiier and 
understand the pressures 
they botii endure. 

"WebotiIwanttobeat 
tiie crap out of each otiier 
on certain days, but we are 
also botii in a stewardship 
role trying to make our 
schools better, our confer­
ence better and our state 
better," Hollis said. 

There were many U-M 
and MSU alums in atten­
dance, and they were 
encouraged by Livonia 
Mayor Jack Kirksey and 

.Wes Graff, president of 

tiie Plymoutii Communi­
ty Chamber of Commerce, 
to voice theu- loyalties by 
shouting "Go Blue" or "Go 
Green." 

TVaciSincockofthe 
Northville Chamber of 
Commerce was definite­
ly on the "Go Green" side. 
Still, she said Brandon 
made a favorable unpres-
sion. 
"I liked Brandon more 
tiian I tiiought I would. He 
was pretty funny" said tiie 
MSU grad. 

Not everyone in the audi­
ence was a MSU or U-M 
fan. Some, like Plymoutii's 
Fred Hill, were a bit indif­
ferent to tiie whole Spar­
tan-Wolverine rivahy 
tiling. Hill's loyalties are 
witii his alma mater, Ohio 
State University, a noted 
foe of botii schools. Despite 
tiiat Hil l said he really 
enjoyed the event, especial­
ly flie good-nattu-ed ban­
ter between Brandon and 

Hollis. 
"They were very fun­

ny, especially the way tiiey 
were picking on each other 
That's what everyone want­
ed to hear," he said. 

Livonia Chamber Pres­
ident Dan West said tiie 
event was a big success, 
and attributed it not only to 
the fact tiiat tiie two atiilet­
ic directors are a big draw, 
but also because tiie vari­
ous Chambers were able to 
parmer togetiier. He can 
definitely see sunilar part­
nerships in tiie future. 

"We're really happy witii 
die turnout. It's good to be 
able put multiple cham­
bers togetiier, because you 
are tiien able to attract big 
speakers like tiiis," West . 
said. "It's also good for tiie 
various chamber members 
because of the new net­
working opportunities. It 
offers the chance to bring 
in some new faces, and 
meet some new people."

Q: My parent's home has been 
foreclosed upon, but I have 
remained in psssession despite 
notice that the agent for the closing 
purchaser intended to enter the 
premises and remove my parent's 
belongings while I was out of town. 
However, the agent entered the 
premises, removed the belongings, 
changed the lochs, and aifixed a 
"no trespassing" sign to the door. 
Do I have any basis to sue for 
forcible entry and detainer as well 
as conversion, which I am teld are 
possible remedies? 

A: Probably not based 
upon a recent decision from 
tiie State of Maryland which 
on simiiar facts found that 
a iand owners right to re­
enter a premises uniawfuUy 
detained had long existed at 
common law, so long as that 

re-entry was 
peaceable, 
which was 
apparently 
the case here, 

I The legislative 
procedure for

I sheriff's writ 
of possession 
was only an 

• alternative 
available to the landowner, 
which did not abrogate the 
common law right of self-help. 
The court also indicated that 
public policy supported the 
reasonable use of self-help 
in foreclosure rejJossession, 
However, you should check 
with your own attorney to see 
whether in fact the law in your 
jurisdiction may be different 

(): We have a policy that allows one 
dog at the condominium with ne size, 
weight or breed limltaf ons, A co-
owner wants to bring a pit bull into the 
condominium and we are concemed 
about that dog staying here. What can 
we do? 

A: You may not have any 
basis to keep the dog out 
unless you amend your 
bylaws to restrict certain 
types of breeds. However, 
while Michigan has a strict 
liabUity policy with respect 
to dog bites, not all states do 
which led to a decision by the 
Maryland Court of Appeals 
which had to deal with the 
"one-bite rule" which holds 
that a victim must prove 
that the dog was dangerous 
or the bite was due to the 
negligence of the dog owner 
before liability is estabUshed, 
However, the Maryland Court 
of Appeals rejected the one-
bite i-ule when the dog is a pit 
bull saying that pit bulls are 
"inherently dangerous," and 
a dog owner — and a landlord 
who allows the dog to reside in 
a rented apartment—could be 
held strictly Uable, Moreover, 
the court in that case said "it is 
not necessary that the landlord 
(or the pit bull's owner) have 
actual knovvledge that the 
specific pit bull involved is 
dangerous." Similarly, In a 
recent Kenmcky Supreme 
Court case, the ruling was 
that a landlord who permits 
tenants to keep dogs could 
be as liable for the dog bite 
as the owner of the dog. 
You are best advised to 
speak with your community 
association attorney and/or if 
you are a landlord to take the 
appropriate precautions,

Job interviews are stressful. 
R-;ing peppered with questions 
about your empioyment his--
tory, the sidiis you possess and 
how you'd handle hypothetical 
work situations is hard enough. 
You don't want to compound the 
challenge by making an easily 
avoidable mistake, like show­
ing up iate orfailing to bring an 
extra copy of your resume. 

Over the years, Robert Half 
International has surveyed hir­
ing managers and workers, ask­
ing them to recount the biggest 
interview gaffes they've either 
seen or heard about. Following 
are some of the most unforget­
table responses - and sugges­
tions for avoiding a similar fate. 

Don't forget your people 

sk i l l s 

• "An individual applied for a 
customer-servicejob, and when 
asked what he might not like 
aboutthejob, he said, 'Dealing 
with people.'" 

• "The applicant told me if 
she had realized it was our com­
pany, she vKOuldn't have shown 
up for the interview." 

• "When asked by the hiring 
manager why she was leaving 
her current job, the applicant 
said, 'My manager is a jerk. All 
managers arejerks.'" 

No matter how well you've 
prepared, you might find that 
nerves get the best of you in 
the heat of the moment. You 
wouldn't be the first person to 
stick your foot in your mouth, 
judging by the examples above. 

To guard against saying or 
doing something you might 
regret, conduct a practice in­

terview with a friend or family 
member well ahead of the big 
event. The "interviewer" can 
alert you to instances when 
you seem more nervous than 
usual or become flustered. The 
practice will also help you feel 
more at ease during the real in­
terview. 

Don't focus on your 
needs over the 
employer 's 

• "The applicant told me lie 
really was not interested in the 
position, but he liked that we 
allowed for a lot of time off." 

• "One individual said we had 
nice benefi'ts, which was good 
because he was going to need 
to take a lot of leave in the next 
year." 

It goes without saying that 
the interview is' a prime op­
portunity for you to learn more 
details about the position. But 
use common sense when dig­
ging for additional informa­
tion. 

Don't ask for the nitty-gritty 
about future compensation, 
benefits and perks until the 
hiring manager has expressed 
serious interest in offering you 
the position. Jumping the gun 
will make it seem like you don't 
care aboutthejobitself or mak­
ing a meaningful contribution 
to the potential employer. 

IHowever, it is appropriate to 
ask about the position itself, 
even during the early rounds of 
interviewing. For example, you 
might inquire about the person 
who last held the role or about 
the types of professional de­
velopment opportunities the 
company makes available to 
employees. 

Don't dress down 

• "A person came to the in­
terview in pajamas with slip­
pers." 

• "The candidate arrived 
with a snake around her neck. 
She took her pet everywhere." 

» "One job candidate left his 
dry cleaner tag on his jacket 
and said he wanted to show he 
was a clean individual." 

• "An applicant wore the uni­
form from hisformer employer." 

No matter how casual a po­
tential employer's work en­
vironment seems, dress to 
impress. That means wearing 
a suit or other similar profes­
sional attire. 

It's highly unlikely a hiring 
manager will knock points off 
if you show up to the interview 
slightly overdressed. However, 
coming in casual attire may 
give the impression that you're 
not serious about the position 
or cause the interviewer to 
question your professionalism. 

This is one of those small de­
tails that can speak volumes, so 
don'ttake any chances. 

Don' t be dishonest 

• "After being complimented 
on his choice of college and the 
GPA he achieved, the candidate 
replied, 'I'm glad that got your 
attention. I didn't really go 
there.'" 

• "After arriving for an early 
morning interview, the job 
seeker asked to use the hiring 
manager's phone. She proceed­
ed to fake a coughing ft't as she 
called in sick to her boss." 

If you've been on the job hunt 
for a while, it can be tempting 

to stretch the truth during 
the interview in order to make 
yourself seem more qualified. 
After all, what's one little white 
lie? 

But keep in mind most em­
ployers conduct reference or 
background checks prior to ex­
tending an employment offer. 
And in the age of Google and 
social media, it's easier than 
ever to uncover false informa­
tion. If that happens, you can 
be guaranteed you won't be 
offered the position, and your 
professional reputation can 
sufî er irreparable harm. 

Even if your lie isn't uncov­
ered right away, you could be 
setting yourself up for failure. 
If you exaggerate your skills or 
experience, you may not be able 
to successfully complete the 
position's duties once hired. 
It's best to give the hiring man­
ager an accurate depiction of 

your abilities so both you and 
the employer can be confident 
thejobis rightforyou. 

The bottom fine: It's never OK 
to lie during the interview, no 

' matter how small the fib might 
seem. Always stick to the facts 
and build a case for the posi­
tion you seek based solely on 
your actual skills and experi­
ence.
