Topouzian heading to Troy

He helped take the “no”
out of Novi, but now Ara
Topouzian is heading east
and taking his talents
to Troy as the president
of its chamber of com-
merce.

Six years ago, he
became Novi's first aco-
nomic development
director. At the time,
the city had a reputation
among developers, con-
tractors and business-
es as being hard to work

with.

“ft's that old notion —
but it’s not just specific
to Novi—and it's a stig-
ma.

I tried for better part
of my time to demystify
that and change that atti-
tude.”

Having those connections
changed that”

Topouzian said that

cess smoother.

“Tt’s changed a lot,” he
said of his time in Novi.
“It's more of a teamwork
approach.”

Although it's basical-
Iy him and an assistant
in the city's Econom-
ic Development Depart-
ment, it's a focus of all
city employees in one
way or another.

“Everybody does eco-
nomic development;
that's how it really is.
From code enforcement
to the mayor, one way or
another,” he said.

When he came to Novi,
one of his main goals was
retention work, reach-
ing out to the exist:
ing business communi-
ty and helping them sus-
tain and grow their opera-
tions. He did that by visit-
ing an average of five per
month.

“WWe started out with
the bigger employers
in town,” he said..“And
the first part of this year
we began working on
the international lev-
el, the Japanese busi-
nesses.

Baby dies on
Mother’s Day

A 7-month-old baby girl was found not breathing
inside a Novi Meadows residence Mother's Day and
was later pronounced dead after being transported
to Providence Park Hospital.

According to Novi Assistant Police Chief Jerrod
Hart, police and emergency personnel responded to
the mobile home parls, which is located off Napier
Road between 10 Mile Road and Grand River Ave-
nue, around 3 p.m. to find the lictle gir] unrespon-
sive,

She was quickly transported to the hospital. Hart
said there is no catse of death yet and the police
department is waiting for the report from the Oak-
land County Medica! Examiner. No one has been
taken into custody.

Family members and those at the residence were
interviewed and released at the scene. Hart said
this is a very sensitive case, so they will rely on the
autapsy report before any judgments or conclu-
sions are made. No other details were given at this
time.

“It was Mother’s Day and it's a 7-month-old baby
girl, so we want to be sensitive to this grieving fam-
ily," he said of releasing any other details,

The medical examiner’s report will take some
time to complete with things like toxicology stili to
come back as of Thesday morning.

Printer is designed with
the renewable bioplastic
PLA in mind. According
to the makers of the print-
er, PLA is the most popular
build material in 3D print-
ing because of its sirength
and ability to make very
large prints without crack-
ing or warping.

Before Rogers said,
the students would cre-
ate their designs out of
wood after designing them
with software on the class-
eg’ iPads and comput-
ers. The software, Auto-
CAD and Inventor, used
for the printer was already
known to and used by the

students, s0it's not a big
adjustment, This software
is made by Autodesk in
Novi,

Rogers said once cre-
ated, the students import
their designs into the soft-
ware that came with the
3D printer to ultimately
produce the objects.

Novi Highis one of the
few in the state to have
this capability. The Oak-
land County Schools Tech-
nical Campuses have 3D
printers, but they are big-

Accord-
ing to Zurvalec, in Farm-
ington schools the oper-
ational budget revenues
have declined by $20 mil-
lion in & budget that was
$154 million.

“I believe it's pretty
well established that we
think Proposal A is pret-
ty broken and our fund-

ing system has to be
reformed,” she said.

Bill Rustem, with Gov.
Snyder’s office, said Lan-
sing's goal remains to pro-
vide public education, but
improvements are need-
ed.

Linda P of Novi, a
retired registered nurse,
had been thin until she
quit smoking at age 40.

“Pd lose some, gain it
back, gain more back,”
the now 66-year-old
recalled of her rela-
tionship with food. She
gained 60 pounds.

Linda, a former North-
ville resident, got help
from Food Addicts in
Recovery Anonymous,

The group originated
in the Boston area, Linda
said, and has been around
about 14 years. It's most-
ly in the U.S., but also in
Australia, England, Mexi-
co and Germany.

She recalled hiding food
for herself, and going
back for thirds.

“I took a chance, went
to & meeting and got help
right away.” Linda got a
sponsor and would call
her every morning for
food planning, along with
attending multiple meet-
ings.

It's a 12-step free pro-
gram connected to a high-
er power. "It was like a
miracle for me,” she said.
“I couldn't believe it.”
Her craving for exces-
sive eating went away.

That was about six and a
half years ago and Linda’s
still in touch with a spon-
sar, afthough not daily.
“I'm having a ball doing a
1ot of things I couldn't do
before,” she said.

She's 5 foot 3 and
weighs 116 pounds. “This
is kind of where I start-
ed out all those years
ago.” She dees ballroom
dancing, travels, attends
social events and cooks
faod for others that she
doesn't eat., .

Linda encourages those
who’ve struggled with
diets and being uncom-
fortable physically, as she
was, te attend the upcom-
ing informational meet-
ing (see infobox).

“It’s so much better
now.” She appreciates the
emotional and spiritual
support she received to
handle life events without
excessive eating: “ had
support of other people.”

She knew from her
nursing work signs of
substance abuse addic-
tion, and realized she
needed help. “So I came
to realize I was powerless
over it."

Meetings at Cross-
roads Presbyterian typ-
ically run about 14-15
people, she said, with an
Ann Arbor Saturday site
drawing around 40.

Linda emphasizes turn-
ing eating choices over,
letting somebody else
be in charge of what you
eat.”

The weekly meetings
at Crossroads are 6 p.m.
Fridays. Those with food
obsession, overeating,
under-eating or bulimia
are encouraged to attend,

Linda shared these
additional “stories of
hope” from FA:

* Karen discovered
FA as a 33-year-old sin-
gle woman who still lived
with her parents, Not yet
married, at 269 pounds,
she despaired of getting
married, yet her fond-
est desire was to mar-
ry and have children. She
started her first dietat 11
years old, and this start-
ed the pattern of losing
weight by dieting, then
gaining it back. She diet-
ed herself all the way up
to 269 pounds. Her eat-
ing was out of control.
That was five years ago.
Through FA, Karen has
lost over 120 pounds and
has kept it off for five
years, She has learned to
take care of herself phys-
ically, emotionally and
spiritually. Today, she is
married and the mother
of a year-old baby and is
stili wearing a size 6.

s Nancy came to the FA
program at 53. She had
been put on insuiin by her
doctor. At 190 pounds for
most.of the last 20 years,
she watched helpless-

cine for high cholester-
ol, high blood pressure,
pills for diabetes, and
now she had toinject her-
self with insulin, Her eye-
sight was geing because
of the high sugar content
in her blood and she was
frightened she would lose
her vision. A friend sug-
gested the FA program,
Through the help of a
sponsor, an excellent and
individualized food plan,
and the FA meetings,

she was able to change
her eating and her num-
bers —blood pressure is

mal. She looks good, and
enjoys life to the fullest.

The program ernpha-
sizes addressing addic-
tion on every level. Food
addicts first get help
refraining from their
addition. Much like
AA, they go through a
planned, disciplined way
of eating that leads to
the addict's release from
food cravings, absession
and self-abuse.

Cooperation

Pacts between
communities benefit all

When fire hit Novi resident George
Marvaso’s business, Marvaso’s Italian
Grille in Westland, on May 8, firefight-
ers from Wayne-Westland, Garden City,
Inkster and Livonia responded to the
call.

One of them, 29-year-cld Brian
Woehlke, lost his life in the blaze.

When there is a fire, we count ¢n our
local firefighters to come to the rescue.
When neighboring ones are needed, we
realize the importance of cooperation
between communities.

The City of Novi recognizes this and
has several “mutual aid” agreements in
place, including a new one with the City
of Northville’s fire department.

It states that either will, at no cost, pro-
vide resources to the other in an emer-
gency or time of need.

It is beneficial for both communities
and the route many are taking. In fact,
Novi already has a similar deal with
the City of Wixom and is looking at oth-
ers with neighbeoring communities like
Farmington Hills, Walled Lake and Lyon
Township.

Cooperatien between communities is
essential for growth. A solid example
is the recent cost-participation Novi
entered into with the Road Commission of
Oakiand County for the rehabilitation of
Eight Mile Road. The City of Northville
and Northville Township, which alse bor-
der that roadway, are also on board with
the project along with Wayne County.

The three local municipalities and two
counties are also teaming up to improve
the non-motorized connections to
Maybury Park. The park itself is lecated
in Northville Township, but both cities
realize its importance to their citizens
and are pitching in funds te make the
connections, including adding bike lanes

, and a pathway, happen.

There can be major costs associated
with these cooperative agreements, and
each municipality must weigh the ben-
efits. Novi officials have been making
sound decisions so far.

‘Northille Schools Approve Conditional Novi Annexation’

“Gradual integration of the
Northville, Novi and Salem
school systems into one large
school district appeared to move
a step nearer realization asa
result of a meeting of Roland
Strolle, of the state department
of public information, and the
Northville board of education
held in Northville on May 19.”

Relax, it's not happening. The
districts aren’t
merging. There
willnotbe a
“Noville School
District”, at least
not in the foresee-
able, That’s the
lede (fancy news-
paper word mean-
ing lead’) sto-
ry from the first
Novi News, offi-
cially launched on
May 26, 1955. Yes, this publica-
tion is entering its 58th year cov-
ering your city. Change that: This
paper is older than the city. When
the 14-page Volume 1 Number 1
rolled off the presses, there was
no City of Novi. Incorporation
didn’t happen until May 1968.

At that time, the population was
less than 10,000, At last count, it
was nearly 56,000

But even back in 1955, the pub-
lisher of this paper saw those
changes coming. On that same
front page with the annexation
story there was a story, “To Bet-
ter Serve the Interest of A Rap-
idly Growing Community”. As
the headline states, it explains to
readers of the then-85-year-old
Northville Record (which used to
include one or two pages of Novi
features) why a new paper was
created.

Both newspapers have contin-
ued to grow while focusing on
their respective areas. And, like
the two communities, the two
publications have shared much
over the years: writers, photog-

Stue
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raphers, graphic artists, adver-
tising representatives, reception-
ists, offices and printing plants.

Stories are an obvious exam-
ple of sharing. The municipalities
work together, like coordinating
emergency response efforts or
creating walkable paths to better
link the areas. Yes, these are two
separate communities, separated
by Eight Mile and highlighted by
the infamous Battle for the Base-
line Jug between the Wildeats
and Mustangs footbatl teams. But
there are folls who live in North-
ville but their children attend
Novi, and vice versa.

Both newspapers have had ded-
icated sports sections for cover-
age of the high schools of Novi
and Northville as well as Catholic
Central (which is located in Novi
put includes students from both
areas), Prior to 2008, Novi was
part of the Kensington Valley
Conference and Northville was
in the Western Lakes Activities
Association, But with formation
of the Kensington Lakes Activ-
ities Association’s Kensington
Conference, the 'Cats and *Stangs
have even more in common than
their traditional individual sports
rivalries. ‘

To that end, a newly combined
sparts section in the Novi News*
and Northville Record now con-
tains coverage of all three high

schools. Subscribers of either
paper can now read about all the
student athletes, whether they
live in one area or attend schools
in the other. And the stories that
don’t make it into the print edi-
tion can be read online (www.
novinews.com).

As always, our coverage relies
on communication between
coaches and writers to ensure
solid game summaties each
week, And we will continue to
welcome photographs from
proud parents, coaches and

" gports enthusiasts to enhance

our sports section’s visual con-
tent led by staff photographer
John Heider.

Like these two great commu-
nities and their two newspapers,
the newspaper industry has
changed and evolved much over
the years. A combined sports
section makes financial sense
too as we embrace technolo-
gies like Twitter and Facebook
to of fer more avenues for shar-
ing your news.

~Which Constitution are you reading’?

e U.S. Constitution has been in the

4 1have been hooked on
the Constitution ever
since my law school
professor Harold Nor-
ris referred to all of us
as “foot soldiers of the
Constitution.” I'll never
forget him lambasting a poor [irst-year
law student who smugly asked, “But
what if you know your client is guilty?”
Prof. Norris was not concerned about
the guilt or innocence of one alleged
criminal defendant; he was worried
about us (the future lawyers) not appre-
ciating what could happen if we failed
to fallow any piece of the Constitution.
The purity of our nation’s Constitu-
tion has been studied and debated by

the brightest and most brilliant peo-

ple throughout our nation’s history ..
and these debates will continue and will
evalve long after we are all gone. When
you consider the fact that there have
been a mere 17 amendments since the
adoption of the Constitution and Bill of
Rights more than 200 years ago, this is
a special document. :

What eoncerns me as a “foot soldier”
is how quickly so many want to use
the Constitution like a cafeteria menu,
defending it for one issue and want-
ing to abandon it on others. Sadly, these
arguments seem to fall purely along
those destructive “political lines” our
country has drawn in the sand.

1 find it interesting that while the
“left” and “right” demand the various
rights being either upheld or denied,
no one seems to be leading the charge
for a 28th Amendment. Why not amend
the Constitution to say that same sex
marriage is or is not allowed? Why
not amend the Constitution to say that
there is no more right to bear arms or
what the definition of arms is? Why not
amend the Constitution to say when or
who may have their Fifth Amendment
Rights taken from them for various
aetions? Or why not just amend Arti-
cle 111 to eliminate the lifetime appoint-
ment for federal judges if you don’t like
a Supreme Court decision?

The frustratingly beautiful part
of our Constitution is that it works
so well, The president and the Con-
gress are prevented from hijacking
our country and the rights that we
all have as citizens. If the Congress
were to pass a statute that many deem
harmful to their rights, we have the
Supreme Court there to protect us
(e.g., McCain-Feingold, the Affordable
Heaith Care Act and Defense of Mar-
riage Act).

If the president or executive agency
(e.g., IRS, FBI, AFT) tried to step on
our rights in carrying out a Congres-
sional law, we have the Supreme Court
and its lower courts ready to protect
us. And, if we are unhappy with the
judges, whose job it is to protect us? It
is our elected officials who put them
there in the first place. In other words,
“we™ control our own fate and the U.S5.
Constitution ultimately protects our
contraol.

The biggest insult to our judiciary is
the elaim that the decision makers are
politically motivated. All of our fed-
eral judges are some of the brightest
and best legal minds in the world; pet-
ty politics or being re-elected does not
motivate them. They are the penulti-
mate foot soldiers of the Constitution.
Their reasoning for a decision may be
motivated by personal experiences or

an outlook different that your own, but
I can assure you they take these deci-
sions very seriously. There is no “pay
of f” For them if they please one side or
the other; there is no penalty or cam-
paign against them if they anger the
masses.

So what does this all mean? When
you read about someone being “let
off” on a technicality, rather than
being outraged you should be hap-
py our system worked. You should be
thrilled knowing that the Fourth and
Fifth amendments work if you ever
needed thern. When you hate a par-
ticular law or policy, you should not
be angry when it is deemed Constitu-
tional or not by any court; it means the
systemn is working.

1 do fear that apathy and an utter
failure to appreciate the Constitu-
tion by so many elected officials have
watered down the importance of this
document for cheap political gains.
This is an insult to the foresight the
founders of our great nation had when
they created this timeless masterpiece.

But if one of those

iots is owned by the
association, you would
‘need to assess'the other
99 lot owners for their
share of the association’s
$1,000 assessment
obligation for the lot that
the association owns,
dividing expenses by
99, But your budget
and financial records
must show expenses
divided on a 1/109 basis.
Accordingly, there
would have to be a line
item in the budget for
paying the association's
assessments on its lot
(and other obligations,
such as taxes ahd
insurance) associated
with ownership of the
property. However, you
are best advised to get
a written legal opinion
from your attorney:

Q: Our contractor is asking us
1o sign an indemnity agreement
lor work that he is about to do on
otir premises. What do you think?

A: The old axiom
“never sign an indemnity
agreement that is not
compietely underwritten
by an insuranee policy”
applies. Moreover, you
should not, in any way,
accept responsibility
for your contractor’s
sole negligence, and any
contract of this nature
should be reviewed by
legal counsel for the
association.

How to survive
brain-teaser

interview questions

Is it not enough to have a
résumé bursting with accom-
plishments, an action plan for
how you can benefit the com-
pany and a winning interview
style to land the job! Now,
you're also expected to answer
brain-teaser questions? Seri-
pusly?

Seriously, “This trend toward
asking off-the-wall questions
started in high tech a few years
ago and has now emerged in
interviews for johs in a variety
of fields,” says John 0'Connor,
president of Morth Carolina-
hased CareerPro Inc., a pro-
fessional career-coaching and
branding company.

These questions are often
brain teasers and can be any-
thing from a complex, multi-
layered math and logic problem
to a wacky question with no
real answer. Some examples
include:

How many tocks ave on the
face of the moon?

Haw many jellybeans can fit
into a gallonjar?

Why are manhole covers
round instead of square?

How many pounds of break-
fast cereal are sold in the U.S.
every year?

What are the decimal equiva-
lents of 5/16 and 7/162

Tt may seem like some sort
of interviewee hazing, but
there's often a method to the

madness. In many cases, you
won't be expected to come up
with the right answer. In fact,
the interviawer might not even
know the answer. “They're more
interested in your thought pro-
cess and your ahility to present
ideas, debate and think crea-
tively,” 0’Connor says. “They
want to see candidates who

can walk them through their '

way of thinking. And they're
looking for candidates who will
be thrown a curveball and not
freak out.”

So don't freak out. Below are
ways to prepare for the brain
teaser:

Bring tools.

Show up to the interview
with pens, paper, markers, cal-
culator, stopwatch and ruler to
waork out a possible brain teas-
er. It's unlikely that you'll be
asked, point blank, how many
times heavier an elephant is
than a mouse and be expected
to answer it on the spot, You'll
have time. And depending on
the job and the field, what you
do on your scratch paper is
more important than the con-
clusion you reach.

Don’t be shocked or
offended.

A question might surprise
you or seem silly given the job
for which you're interviewing.
Don't let it throw you. Again,
the answer is usually not the
destination. Sometimes the
wackiest question deserves
an equally wacky process to

reach a conclusion. But do take
the guestions seriously. Don't
assume that it's heing asked
to tick you off or make you the
butt of a human-resdurces joke.

QOuestion the question.

Show your ability to think
through a problem by asking
a clarifying guestion regard-
ing the brain teaser, suggests
Paul Bails, a New York-based
recruiter and author of “The
Official Phone Interview Hand-
book.”

“Asking a follow-up question
will give your miind a break and
buy you time to help you fully
understand whatis being asked
so you don’t solve the wrong
prablem,” Bailo says.

Speak out your logic.

Listen to what you are think-
ing, Bailo adds. “"Sounding
out” the pracess of reaching
an answer can help you think
through the process in a differ-
ent way. “Leveraging the logi-
cal speaking method will allow
for a quicker answer and faster
mental processing,” he says.
“Think of it as reading a book
out Loud, only the book you are
reading out loud is your mind
thinking through a problem.”

See what you are
thinking.

Just like sounding out a
problem can give your brain a
productive whack, drawing it
out can help you edit and im-
prove your approach.

Practice.

You can’t prepare for the ex-
act question unless you're sure
you know what they‘ll ask. But
you can exercise your mind
by reading philosophy books,
playing mental games, doing
crossword puzzles and thinking
about big problems, O"Connor
says, “How weuld you solve
the world energy crisis? What
would the world do without
drinking water? Think of these
exercises as a workout for your
mind.”
