Under Gengral Fund
Revenue, Novi plans to
take in over $14 million
in Property Taxes, Novi's
taxable values are pro-
jected toincrease from
$2.92 billion in 2012 to
$2.97 this year, which is a
2 4 percent increase and
83 percent of its high val-
ue in 2008 of 3,58 billion.

The General Fund
Operating millage rate is
set at 5.0182, which for a

homeowner with a single
family residence with a
taxable value of $150,000
will result in estimated
taxes in 2013 of $770.80.

After voter approval, the
municipal street fund mill-

age will be going up from
(.77 in 2012 to 1.50 this

year, which is doubling the

taxes for that homeowner

from $115 to $230 in 2013.
“This is the lowest

millage rate in the last
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10 years - even includ-
ing the voters’ approved
increase for the Munici-
pal Road Fund Millage in
August 2012 -- and very
competitive when we
benchmark with other
communities within Oak-
land County,” according
to Novi's Resolutien for
2013 Millage Rates.
Paying down debt has
allowed Novi to keep its
millage rate the same.
The total debt mills are
projected to go from 148
in 2012 to .099 this year.

DMC Weight Loss
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Motor City Comic Con draws

The Motor City Comic
Con, which was hosted last
Friday, Saturday and Sun-
day at the Suburban Col-
lection Showplace, was a
resounding success—well,
to many, at least, -

In terms of ticket sales,

parking to simply getting
inside, there were lines
that spanned for seem-
ingly miles. In total, over
the three days, there were
more than 30,000 fans that
came {o the event.

“We just never expect-
ed 18,000-plus peaple to
attend (Saturday), which
was the sare amount of
people we had cver the
entire three days last
year,” said Michael Gold-
man, founder of the Motor
City Comic Con, on the
convention's Facebook
page. “We were literal-

1y hit with a ‘Humanity
Bomb' and were not pre-
pared for the sheer num-
ber of people attending,
even with a large increase
in our staff. The entire
MCCC staff worked non-
stop to move everyone in
as fast as possible, which
we realize wasn't fast
enough.”

Despite the event's hic-
cups, fans were typical-
Iy wearing smiles as they
made their way through
the aisles of the conven-
tion. There they were able
to browse through long
boxes of comic book back
issues, pick up a rare addi-
tion to their collection or
simply meet some of the
comic creators and media
stars they have come to
admire and respect.

Mark McKenna, a hall-
of-fame inker who has
worked for Marvel and
DC, among others, was
one such camic creator.
He started the event off
with several sales, and
iypically had at least two
or three fans at his table
throughout the weekend.

“It's been a great show
so far,” McKenna said.
“Tt's just great to meet
some of the fans. I've had
several come up and just
thank me for attending the
show, which is always nice
to hear.”

McKenna was joined by

notables like Tony Moore,
the co-creator of the wild-
Iy popular The Walking
Dead series, as well as
names like George Perez,
Billy Tucciand Alex Sav-
iuk.

On the media side of the
avent was where the fans
were flocking, however.
The most natable attend-
ee was the legendary Stan
Lee, creator of such char
acters as Spider-Man, the
X-Men and the Fantas-
tic Four. The line to meet
him and have photos tak-
en with him typically was
holding several hundred
people at any given time.

-That scene was duplicat-
ed on Saturday at Norman
Reedus’ table. Reedus,
who plays Daryl Dixon
on the television version
of The Walking Dead and
starred in the Boondock
Saints mavies, was late
arriving due to the backed
up traffic that reportedly
stretched in four miles in
either direction on Grand
River Avenue.

For some guests, con-
ventions like Motor City
Comic Con are about
much more than just get-
ting a chance to meet their
fans—it's about becoming a
part of the industry itself
and getting the word out
about projects.

Sean Forney, who has
been attending the Motor
City Comic Convention
since 2004 as an exhibi-
tor, said while the show
is going through some
“growing pains,” it was
nice to see the fan turnout.

“The attendance this
year was the largest I've
ever seen,” he said. “T was
able to meet lots of fans
and sales were very good.”

That bodes well for For-
ney and other artists like
him who haver't quite
made their mark on the
industry yet. Forney had
the chance to showcase his
Kickstarter campaign for

- his comic book, the Scarlet

Huntress, along with artist
like De Foy, who recent-

ly Jaunched his first-ever
comic, Threadcount, Even
McKenna had his own
Kiclestarter recently for
his title, Combat Jacks,
which will soon become a

comic mini-series.

“We launched the Kick-
starter at the end of April
because we've spent
years hearing from Scar-
let Huntress fans that
they wanted more stories
and more art,” said For-
ey of his creator-owned
eomic book. “The Kick-
starter will conclude on
June 10th. Currently we
have raised $4,088 out of
$7.,500.

All-in-all, the event was
asuccess, even with the
hiceups on Saturday, said
many fans. From remote
controlled R2-D2 units
straight from the Star
Wars universe tg comic
books to Fans dressed up
as their favorite charac-
ters, there was something
for everyone,

“I'm not going to com-
plain cne bit," laughed
Bryce Hanes, of West
Bloomfield.

District will
improve organizational
quality and customer ser-
vice by creating common
standards, systems, and
principles.

I want owr communi-
ty to be able to state with
confidence when asked
about the Novi Commu-
nity School District that
our district is not only
working on these four
goals but that our district
is making progress on

these four goals.

A highly reliable orga-
nization operates in
such a way that no mat-
ter what happens it can
deliver on its goals. In
Michigan, we operate
in an educational envi-
ronment where there
is uncertainty. Legisla-
tive mandates change
our funding and require
the implementation of
new often unproven edu-
cational reforms. Yet I
know that parents and
community members do
not focus on the uncer-
tainty as much as they
focus on the education-
al outcomes. Parents,
students;and commu-
nity members want to
have confidence that the
schools can deliver upon
their promise.

Ouyr commitment in the
Novi Community School
District is that we will
deliver on cur promise,
Our focus is on ensuring
that we continually make
progress on our goals and

Judge orders trial in
Walled Lake predator case

Jesse Hermann, 34, of
Whalled Lake, is facing tri-
al on charges he befriend-
ed a Canton woman online
and sought to have sex
with her and her 3-year-
old daughter.

Hermann could face
20 years in prison if he is
convicted of two counts
each of child sexually abu-
sive activity and using a
computer and the Internet
to communicate with the
girl's mother to commita
crime.

Concluding a two-part
preliminary hearing, 35th
District Judge Michael
Gerou ruled May 9 that,
Hermann should stand
trial amid allegations he
made sexual advances
through Facebook instant
messages and went to the
Holiday Inn Express near
Lotz Road artd Michigan
Avenue on Feb. 13 to meet
with the mother and her
child.

Authoerities say Her-
mann was arrested and
didn’t realize he had com-
municated online witha
Canton detective after
the mother notified police
of Facebook-based sexu-
al chats.

Detective Andrew Kel-
ley testified Thursday
that police waited in an
unmarked car for Her-
mann to arrive in Canton,
then arrested him as he
drove away. Kelley said
Hermann teld him that
he left because he “had a
really bad feeling” about
the situation.

“1 decided ¥ wouldn't
doit, so I left and head-
ad south on Lotz Road,”
Kelley quoted Hermann
as saying during a post-
arrest interview.

Defense attorney David
Cripps argued in court

that Hermann abandoned
his plans and shouldn't
be punished for thoughts
or fantasies he didn’t car-
ryout.

“It's the officer who's
making all the arrange-
ments to dupe my client
into this,” Cripps said.

However, Assistant
Wayne County Prosecutor
Keith Clark said Hermann
committed crimes from
the moment he began
comemunicating online
with the mother and ask-
ing if he could have sex
with her and the 3-yeur-
old girl.

“We don't have to wait
for {the girl) to be sexual-
ly assaulted for ittobe a
crime,” Clark said. "It is
similar to yelling fire in
a theater. The overt act
is the act of communica-
tion.”

Gerou rejected Cripps's
argument that actions
by police amounted to
entrapment of Hermann,

*It's a common police
tactic for these kinds
of crimes,” Gerou said,
painting to the “relent-
less communications”
between Hermann and
the mother before she

notified authorities.

Moreover, Clark said
Hermann has made state-
ments that he has long
had a desire to act out the
sitvations he described on
Facebook, revealing how
he wanted to kiss, fondle
and have sexual contact
with the mother and her
daughter.

In March, the moth-
er and Assistant Wayne
County Prosecutor Eric
Sterbis read aloud in court
many of the Facebook
instant messages. In one,
Herman is accused of
saying, "I dream of a lady
sharing her daughter with
e

The mether said Her-
mann also asked her
to take pictures of her
daughter in a bathtub.

Hermann, described by
Cripps as a former truck
driver and self-employed
artist, remains jailed with
a$100,000 cash bond as he
awaits the outcome of his
case.

Cripps asked for a low-
er bond, saying Her-
mann could be placed on
an electronic tether and
ordered to comply with
other conditions.

“We don't believe he
would be a danger to soci-
ety if released with strict
conditions such as a teth-
er,” Cripps said.

Gerou refused to reduce
the bond and agreed with
Clark that Hermann is a
potential risk. Said Clark:
“He has admitted toa
[ong-term interest in sex
with children.”

Kelley had testified in
March that Hermann con-
fessed that “his intention
was to have sexual rela-
tions with (the mother)
and her 3-year-old daugh-
ter”

Hometown heroes prepare

Novi's Ryan Meier
was among 80 prospec-
tive troopers reported to
the Michigan State Palice
(MSP) Training Acade-
my in Lansing for the first
day of the 125th Trooper
Recruit School on May 12.

For the next 21 weeks,
between wake-up at S am.
and lights-out at 10 p.m.,
the recruits will receive
training in firearms, water
safety, defensive tactics,
patrol techniques, report
writing, ethics, first aid,
criminal law, crime scene
processing and precision
driving,

Current MSP members
and academy staff, includ-
ing a school comtnander,
assistant commander and
17 troopers from across
the state are assigned to
the MSP Trraining Acad-
emy to provide instruc-
tion on a temporary basis.
Because the school isa
residential program, the

recruits are only allowed
to leave the MSP Train-
ing Academny from Friday
evening to Sunday after
noon.

Recruits who success-
fully complete the train-
ing will graduate on Oct,
4,2013.

“Starting yet another
trooper recruit school is
good news for the depart-
ment,” stated Col. Kriste
Kibbey Etue, director of
the MSP. “1t is our hope
these recruits will sue-
cessfully meet and exceed
the challenges they will
face during these next
few months, after which
time they will join the
proud men and women of
the Michigan State Police
who serve in communi-
ties statewide with excel-
lence, integrity and cour-
tesy, alongside public safe-
ty professionals acress the
state.”

Hunt restrictions
fraught with bias

The majority of Michigan's
white-tall deer hunters are about
te get a big surprise thanks to
a minority of avid and passion-
ate but selfish hunter activists.
Through social and political refa-
tionships with those in authority
within the Michigan Department
of Natural Resources Wildlife Divi-
sion, they are demanding regula-
tion changas statewide that will
enhance their hunting experience
at the axpense of the majority.

How will they achieve this? They
will achieve this by passing regu-
lations that require ALL hunters
practice antler paint restrictions.
Their goals are to achieve a 3/4
restriction in zones 1 and 2 and a
44 restriction for zone 3.

The Wildlife Division has stated
many times that mandatory antler
point restrictions are not needed
for biological reasons, and will
not imprave or enhance the
health of the resource.

working with these groups to ex-
pand these mandatory restrictions
statewide. Additionally, the last
MAR's survey in the Northwest
Lower Peninsula, 12 counties,
was fraught with bias toward the
sponsoring organization and com-
prormised throughout the process.

How does Angelina Jolie’s decision to
have a double mastectomy affect me?

ecently, Angelina Jolie
Rrevea]ed she tested posi-
tive for the BRCAL muta-

tion which her doctors estimated
increased ker risk of breast can-
¢er to 87 percent. Instead of tak-
ing a wait and see
approach with
aggressive sur-
veillance and can-
cer screening, she
opted to havea
prophylactic dou-
ble mastectomy
and breast recon-
struction which
removed virtval-
1y all of her breast
tissue, According to her doctors,
this decreased her risk of breast
cancer to 5 percent.

In addition, the media is also
reporting that she plans to also
have her ovaries removed, as her
genetic mutation also increased
her risks of ovarian cancer. Ange-
lina Jolie’s mother died from ovar-
ian cancer at the age of 56.

So, what is the BRCA1 genetic
mutation and who is at risk?

BRCA1 and BRCA2 are two
separate genes scientists have
discovered that, when mutat-
ed, increase an individual's risk

De. D[ey

of breast, ovary, and other can-
cers. The two genes are usual-

1y responsible for helping to pre-
vent uncontrolled cell growth and
cancer. When these healthy genes
undergo certain mutations, they
are not able to function properly
and thus can increase the risk of
cancers. For example, mest wom-
en have a 12 percent lifetime risk
of getting breast cancer and 1.4
percent lifetime risk of ovari-

an cancer. Certain mutations in
the BRCA1 & BRCA2 genes can
increase these risks to 60 percent
and 40 percent, respectively.

It is important to note that
known BRCA1 and BRCA2 muta-
tions only account for 5 to 10 per-
cent of breast cancer cases, and
10 to 15 percent of ovarian can-
cer cases in Caucasian females
living in the United States. (th-
er ethnic groups are at increased
risk, and little is known about
the risk in African-Americans,
Asians, and other groups, In addi-
tion, although a woman with a
BRCA1 or BRCA 2 mutation is at
a greatly increased risk of cer-
tain cancers, not every wom-
en with these mutations will get

breast and/or ovarian cancer dur-

ing their lifetime,

Most breast and ovarian can-
cer cases are not associated with
the known BRCA1 and BRCAZ

mutations. There may be addi-
tional genetic mutations that sci-
entists have not yet identified
that predispose certain individu-
als to breast and ovarian cancer
syndromes, [1is estimated that
only about 2 percent of the adult
feimale population has a strong
family history of breast and/or
ovarian cancers that would war-
rant a necessily for genetic test-
ing and counseling to see if they
have these mutations.

Angelina Jolie made a coura-
geous and selfless decision to
decrease her risks of breast and
ovarian cancers so that she can
live a long and healthy life. Fortu-
nately, most of us will never have
to face this decision, Instead,
you can maintain a healthy body
weight and cating habits; use
alcohol in moderation ar not at
all; stop smoking or never start;
protect yourself from excess sun-
light; engage in daily exercise;
and visit your primary care phy-
sician annually. These lifestyle
habits will decrease your risk of
abtaining mast forms of cancers.

but only if you are willing
to try.

1 always revert to the
Twitter example because
it is by far the most com-
mon thing people are con-
fused about on the Inter-
net. They'll say, "It is con-
fusing” or “I don't know
howto doit.” Then I'll
ask them if they tried and
they always say “no.”

Relieve it or not, Twit-
ter, and even Facebook
and cther social media
sites, are some of the eas-
iest things to use. Twit-
ter for example, walks
you through the entire
process of setting up an
account, The site helps
you follow users, upload
a photo, create a pro-
file, send a tweet and tell
friends you joined the
site, Most sites and many
devices have similar
tutorials that make set-
up abreeze, but you can’t
learn touse them if you
don't try.

It may take a few clicks
to find a link that pro-
vides the right informa-
tion, but be patient, You
can rephrase your search
if vou need to find what
you are looking for.

Next time you hear
about a new type of tech-
nology, instead of fear
ing it, Google it.

‘on dredging

Virginia,
the Virginia Supreme
Court determined
that a condominium
association was entitled
to compensation for
the loss of its riparian
rights when sand from
a dredging project
was placed on the
beach purportedly to
improve navigation on
the Chesapeake Bay. In
that particular case, the
association conceded
that the dredging was
necessary to improve
navigation, but putting
the dredged sand on
the beach was not, and
that by replenishing
the beach, the city
in that case created
an artificial strip of
land that severed
the condominium
praperty from the bay.
Depending on your
circumstances, you
may also have a basis to
seek compensation and
you should consult with
an experienced real
estate lawyer.

Q: We have a provision
that says that our documents
can be amended for an
additional term of 25 years
after which the declaration
will be automatically extended
for successive periods of 20
years unless a supplemental
declaration that amended,
ratified or terminated the
dedaration was approved by
two-thirds of then owners and
recorded in the land recerds, |
am wondering if we can amend
our documents before the
initial term of 25 years is up.

A: Only if you get
100 percent approval.
In a similar case
out of New Mexico,
the appellate court
held that where the
declaration provides an
initial duration period,
like the 25-year ter:m,
amendments to the
declaration during that
initial period are void
unless the unanimous
consent of all property
owners is obtained,
provided that the
declaration doesn’t
have provisions stating
otherwise. You are
best advised to geta
community association
attorney to review your
matter.
