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Medilodge/ITC Regional 

project joins 11 Mile to 

Provi(Jence, Beck

With help from a community 
partnership, an important re­
gional pathway will be con­
structed to give the Novi com--
munity better pedestrian con­

nections. 
At their June 17 meeting, the 

Novi City Council by a 7-0 vote 
approved an agreement with 
Braun Construction Group and 
Novi Real Estate LLC for con­
struction of the Medilodge/ITC 
Regional Pathway project. The 
construction contract was 
awarded to Braun Construction 
Group in the amount of $83,109. 

According to the agreement, 
the costs are to be offset com­
pletely with deposited escrow 

funds from Novi Real Estate, 
L L C , which is the developer of 
Medilodge. 

Medilodge is a 120-bed conva­
lescent home development with 
centralized dining and physical 
therapy facilities. It plans to be 
a premier center designed to 
create a "Haven for Healing" 
and rehabilitation destination 
for wellness and recovery. Its 
site is just west of the Provi­
dence Park Hospital at 11 Mile 
and Becic roads. 

"This is very exciting," said 
council member Andrew Mutch 
of this development that will see 
a 10-foot wide asphalt regional 
pathway through the Medilodge 
site and within the ITC property 
connecting 11 Mile to Provi­
dence Hospital, and ultimately 
Beck Road. 

In July 2011, the City Council 
approved a Planned Rezoning 
Overlay for the construction of

Novi's Camp Lakeshore has that feel­
ing of a traditional summer camp, except 
the kids will be sleeping in their own 
beds at night. 

Presented in partnership with Stuarts 
Ice Cream and Yogurt and licensed by 
the State of Michigan Human Services 
Department, Camp Lakeshore has kicked 
off this summer with a variety of activ­
ities planned. 

Jeffrey Rooke, 10, has attended the 
camp the last four summers, and for him 
it's one of the highiights. 

"This is my favorite camp by far," he 
said one recent afternoon while swim-
mmg at Walled Lake. 

Camp supervisor Lisa Morgan said the 
goal is to get the kids active while also 
having fun. She said they have around SO 
kids participating from ages 6-12. Many 
are returning participants. 

"We have a lot of activities planned to 
keep them engaged and busy," Morgan 

said. "They have a lot of fun, but there is 
some learning as well. They get to use 
their creative sides on a daily and weekly 
basis." 

Campers do crafts, and just last week 
were creating their own drama skits to 
perform for each other 

Two new camp features debuted this 
summer: extended hours (7 a.m. to 6 
p.m.) with no additional fee, and daily 
rates for those who don't need a full

N o v i a i m s f o r ' b e n c h m a r l i c o m m u n i t y ' s t a t u s

The City of Novi prides itself 
on being an example of engag­
ing its citizenry and planning for 
the future - and now it's ioolang 
to see if the Michigan Economic 
Development Corporation 
agrees. 

Novi has been selected to 
take part in a statewide program 
of the M E D C that certifies com­
munities who actively engage 

stakeholders to vision aIid plan 
for the future. 

"This is going to be very good 
for us," said Mayor Pro tem 
Dave Staudt. He expects Novi 
will be identified as a bench­
mark community because of the 
procedures in place and infor­
mation it already has available. 

The city was picked as one of 
only two communities in Oak-
land County and just eight com­
munities statewide to take part 
m the formal certification proc­

ess as part of the Redevelop­
ment Ready Communities pro­
gram. 

At its June 17 meeting, the 
Novi City Council approved a 
resolution of support for and a 
memorandum of understanding 
between itself and MEDC for 
participation m the program. 
Some of the other cities taking 
part m the process this year are 
Ann Arbor, Lansing and Lathrup 
VUlage. 

According to Charles Bou-

lard, Novi's Community Devel­
opment director, an RRC certifi­
cation signals to residents, busi­
ness owners, developers and 
investors that the community 
has embraced the goal of build­
ing deliberate, fair and consis­
tent processes to attract in­
vestment and create thriving 
ilaces where people want to 
ive, work and play 

"This is an opportunity to

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identify opportunities to 
improve our practices, 
procedures, processes 
and availability of in­
formation," Bouiard said. 
"We currently make use 
of many of the Best Prac­
tices (see information 
box), but aspire to contin­
uously improve." 

I^RC Program Special­
ist Jennifer Rigterini^ 
said two benefits to rede­
velopment are an in­
creased tax base and 
reduction in bligiit. Plus, 
she said there is no cost 
for Novi to participate. 

Ultimately, Bouiard 
said the benefits to Novi 
could Include: devel­
opment of recommended 
strategies to improve 
redevelopment support, 
marl<eting of the commu­
nity's top three identified

redeveiopment sites 
through RRC and oppor­
tunity to continue to 
Identify and implement 
innovative strategies and 
leai-n from follow-up 
evaluations. 

Bouiard said the next 
steps would be evalua­
tion and assessment of 

the city's current prac­
tices and available re­
sources to develop rec­
ommended strategies to 
implement Best Prac­
tices. These recommen­
dations will be presented 
to the City Council for 
approval. 

Following satisfactory 

implementation of the 
approved strategies Novi 
will be eligible for certi­
fication as a Redevel­
opment Ready Communi­
ty and the benefits of 
RRC marketing assis­
tance for selected rede­
velopment sites. 

A l i e a d o f t h e g a m e 
In regard to redevel­

opment decisions already 
made, Novi established 
policy PA210, which en­
courages the rehabilita­
tion of commercial prop­
erty by abating the prop­
erty taxes generated 
from the new investment 
for a specific period. 

This was amended in 
2011 to provide that the 
construction of a hotel 
with meeting/convention 
space attached to an 
existing convention and 
trade center of a certain 
size and location can 
qualify for a tax abate­
ment of 100 percent of

the land on which it is 
located) for a period of 
up to 10 years. 

The City of Novi 
adopted policies for the 
Suburban Collection 
Showplace as well as two 
other potential devel-
opnent areas iIi the city. 

"In the past, specific 
sites have not typically 
been singled out as top 
three, although the Adeil 
properly and the 10 Mile/ 
Meadowbrook areas 
were identified in the PA 
210 policy," Bouiard said.

Medilodge of Novi. Novi 
City Manager Clay Pear­
son said one of the bene­
fits of the PRO is the 
pathway. 

"This is exciting for 
what it represents," Pear­
son said. 

According to the City 
Council report, the patlI-
way through the Medi­
lodge site is under con­
struction, and construc­
tion of the offsite path­
way is scheduled to begin 
this summer with com­
pletion anticipated this 
fall. Novi has also sub­
mitted a grant applica­
tion for a project to con­
nect this pathway to 
WUdlife Wood Park and 
Wixom Road. 

According to city 
officials, the developer 
has provided a construc­
tion estimate of $83,109 
for the project and is 
required to deposit these 
funds with the City of. 
Novi before construction 
of the pathway would 
begin. 

The design of the 
pathway was also com­
pleted by the developer 
and has been approved 
by ITC and city engi­
neers. There would be no 
direct costs to Novi that 
are not covered by fees 
or escrows, even though 
the city is awarding a 
contract to Braun for the 
construction of the path­
way

During a statewide 
effort to get motorists to 
buckie up, law enforce­
ment agencies in 26 
counties issued 8,701 seat 
belt and child seat vio- ' 
lation tickets, nearly 600 
more citations than dur­
ing last year's enforce­
ment effort. 

Preliminary reports 
from police agencies 
indicate 13,453 vehicles 
were stopped during the 
May20-June2ClickItor 
Ticket campaign. The 
enforcement is part of a 
national effort to save 
lives and reduce injuries 
by increasing seat belt 
use. Following the state's 
record-high rate of 97.9 
percent in 2009, seat belt 
use declined to 93.6 per­
cent in 2012. Every 1 
percent increase in belt 
use means 10 fewer traf­
fic deaths and 130 fewer 
injuries. In 2012,225 
people who died In Michi­
gan traffic crashes were 
not buckled up. 

"Motorists were 

warned about the en­
forcement through ad­
vertising on the Internet, 
television and radio sta­
tions and through the 
media. Those that didn't 
heed the advice to 'click 
it' received a ticket," 
stated Michigan Office of 
Highway Safety Planning 
Director Michael L. 
Prince. "The bottom line 
is seat belts save lives 
and motorists need to 
buckle up every trip, 
evei'y time." 

In addition to seat belt 
violations, 15 drunken 
drivers were arrested 
during the enforcement 
period and 29 drug ar­
rests were made. More 
than 1,000 tickets for 
uninsured motorists and 
415 for suspended li­
censes were written. In 
Eaton County, a seat belt 
stop resulted in the dis­
covery of methamphet-
amine in the vehicle and 
the seizure of more than 
$30,000 in other drugs. 
Twelve people died in 

traffic crashes over the 
Memorial Day period. Of 
thise, three were not 
wearing a seat belt, two 
were motorcyclists, two 
were riding off-road 
vehicles along the road­
way, one was riding a 
mtped and one was a 
pelestrian.Thisisan 
increase from the 2012 
Memorial Day holiday 
period when 10 people 
were^killed in traffic 
crasi^es.

Novi's Ashwini Sharma also 

convicted in fraud case

Based on his conviction for profes­
sional wrongdoing, Lokesh T^yal of 
Northviile had his license to practice as 
a pharmacist suspended by the Michi­
gan Department of Licensing and Reg­
ulatory Affairs 

On June 10, LARA immediately sus­
pended the license based on Tayal's 
conviction in the U.S. District (5ourt, 
Eastern District of Michigan. 

Tayal was convicted of one count of 
health care fraud conspiracy and one 
count of conspiracy to distribute con­
trolled substances, both felonies. He 
was sentenced to imprisonment for a 
period of five years and eight months, 
and ordered to pay restitution in the 
amount of $3,658,174. 

L A R A issued an order summarily 
suspending Tayal's license pursuant to 
the Public Health Code, which provides 
for the mandatory summary suspen­
sion of a health professional's license 
upon the conviction of a felony, a mis­
demeanor punishable by imprisonment 
for a maximum term of two years, or a 
controlled substance-related convic­
tion. 

Tayal's conviction was part of the 

case involving a Canton pharmacist/ 
pharmacy owner, who along with Tayai 
and four other associates, were found 
guilty in 2012 by a federal jury on 26 
counts of conspiracy, health care fraud, 
and controlled substance distribution, 
according to U.S. Attorney Barbara L. 
McQuade. 

According to the United States At­
torney's Office for the Eastern District 
of Michigan, the jury convicted Babub-
hai (Bob) Patel, 49; four pharmacists he 
employed - Brijesh Rawal, 36, of Can­
ton, Ashwini Sharma, 34, of Novi, Tayal, 
36, and Viral Thaker, 31, of Findlay, 
Ohio - and one of Patel's business asso­
ciates, Komal Acharya, 28, of Farming-
ton Hills. 

Rawal, Sharma and Thaker were 
also convicted of conspiracies to com­
mit health care fraud and to distribute 
controlled substances. 

Patel, who owned 26 Detroit-area 
pharmacies, ran what federal investiga­
tors called an elaborate scheme to de­
fraud Medicare, Medicaid and Blue 
Cross Blue Shield, and was sentenced 
to 17 years in prison and ordered to pay 
$18.8 million in restitution. Patel was 
arrested in 2011 and never released. 

According to the U.S. Attorney's 
Office, Patel and his associates paid 
cash kickbacks and other forms of 
illegal remuneration to physicians in 
exchange for those physicians writing 
prescriptions for expensive medica­

tions, without I-egard to medical neces­
sity, that could be billed to Medicare, 
Medicaid, or a private insurer through 
one of the Pate Pharmacies. 

Physicians affiliated with Patel 
would also write prescriptions for con­
trolled substances for their patients, 
again regardless of medical necessity, 
which would then be filled at one of the 
Patel Pharmacies. These controlled 
substances were distributed to patients 
and patient reci-uiters as a kickback in 
exchange for the patients using a Patel 
Pharmacy. 

Pharmacists within the Patel Phar­
macies, including defendants Rawal, 
Tayal, Sharma, and Thaker, facilitated 
the fraud and controlled substance 
distribution schemes by billing Medi-
cai-e, Medicaid, and private insurers 
for expensive, noncontrolled medica­
tions which they had in inventory but 
never actually dispensed to the pa­
tients. 

The surplus of medications generat­
ed through this practice was returned 
to wholesalers, thereby enabling the 
Patel organization to maximize its prof­
it on its inventory of medications which 
were billed for but never dispensed. 
The defendants billed insurers for dis­
pensing medications that they knew 
were prescrilied outside the course of 
legitimate medical pi-actice, thus de­
frauding insurei's by billing for medica­
tions regardless of medical necessity

Walk mto the Piy-
mouth Historicai Mn-
seum and you'll be greet­
ed by a circa 1948 Moto­
rola television set, a 
countertop model with a 
screen little bigger tlian 
the one on your smart-
phone. 

But move past the 
Motorola and you'ii be 
swept back to an era 
before smartphones, 
computers and even 
oid-schooi TV, a time

B4 TV, which opened 
June 21, is the museum's 
newest exhibition and 
organizers say it should 
give visitors who might 
chuckle at its text-friend­
ly title a glimpse at what 
people did with their free 
time before technology 
took over. 

"It's just what people 
did for leisure when they 
actually had to engage 
with people instead of 
texting," Elizabeth Kei--
stens, the museum's ex­
ecutive director, said as 
she took a break Wednes­
day from putting fin-
ishing touches on the 
show. 

B4 TV, Kerstens said, 
covers the period be­
tween the mid-19th cen­
tury and about 1940. 
Though its theme of 
slower, low-tech reci-ea-
tion can be widely ap­
plied, it includes a num­
ber of displays and items 
specific to Plymouth. 

Those include infor­
mation on the Bicycle 
Club of Plymouth, with a 
print of an 1889 pho­
tograph of members on 
their high-wheeled bike.s 
(called "boneshakers"), a 
depiction of a family im 
its way to the Plynioulh 
Fair Association's agri­
cultural and art fair, held 
annually from 1886 to 
1903, and the fishing 
display, which featui-es 
an aluminum lure- made 
in Plymouth by the IJona-
fide Manufacturing Co. 
between 1906 and 1908. 
(Bonafide was located in 
the building on Main 
Street now occupied by 
Plymouth Furnitui-e Re-
finishing.)

What's worse is these 
statistics do not include 
mild cognitive impair­
ment or "pre-dementia," 
which accounts for an­
other 22 percent of peo­
ple over 71. 

Some experts say 
there is no way to pre­
vent dementia, but stud­
ies show diet and life­
style influence brain 
health. We can use that 
knowledge to lower the 
rislc for dementia. 

For instance, poor diet

11 Avoid hydrogenated 
oils (TVans fats) found m 
processed foods, past­
ries, and many restau­
rant fried foods. The 
brain is mostly fat and 
the fats you eat play a 
role in its health. Hydro­
genated fats are more 
hke plastic than food and 
research shows eating 

hydrogenated fats leads 
to loss of cognitive func­
tion and smaller brain 
volume, evidence of de­
generation. Eat healthy 
fats such as coconut oU, 
olive oil, and seafood, and 
get plenty of omegas 
essential fatty acids. 

11 Go gluten-free and 
ditch other food intoler­
ances. Celiac disease and 
gluten sensitivity have 
been found to damage 
neurological tissue more 
than any other tissue in 
thebody. Gluten causes 
brain inflammation in 
many people, which ac­
celerates brain degener­
ation, increasing the risk 
of dementia. Fmd out 
through testing or an 
elimination diet whether 

you have intolerances to 
foods that could be trig­
gering brain inflamma­
tion and degeneration. 

» Exercise your body 
and your brain. Exercise 
has been well document­
ed as a way to boost brain 
health and lower your 
risk of dementia. You 
should engage in both 
aerobic exercise and 
weight training for ulti­
mate dementia preven­
tion.

As with many hoiidays born out of patriotic im-
puises, the true meaning of Independence Day 
can be easiiy lost amid tlie parades and the barbe­
cues, among the sparitiers and the games. 

The men and women in our armed forces knew 
then this country would be founded on the basis of 
freedom, that it was a concept and an ideology 
worth fighting — and dying — for. And they know 
it --and deeply believe that - now. 

It's easy to forget, because the brave sacrifices 
of our military men and women today come in far­
away lands like Afghanistan and Iraq, that the 
very first sacrifices on the road to life, liberty and 
the pursuit of happiness came right here on home 
soil. 

Some 25,000 Amei-icans perished, and another 
25,000 were injured, as the colonies fought -— and 
died — for the right to determine their own desti­
ny as a country, one of the truths leaders of the 
Second Continental Congress decided were self-
evident. 

Though it holds no legal authority, the Declara­
tion of Independence, as Thomas Jefferson wrote 
in a letter years after penning it, was "intended to 
be an expression of the American mind, and to 
give to that expression the pi-oper tone and spirit 
called for by the'occasion." 

It took a lot of courage, first writing and then 
signing that document. Clearly, the colonies had 
worked to resolve their differences with the Brit­
ish. The list of disputes in the document is exten­
sive. -

But given the alternative, the document de­
clares, the signers had the gumption - the will - to 
go to war. That's pretty tough talk, but it is also 
thoughtful and well-reasoned. 

All people have unalienable rights, Jefferson 
reasoned as he wrote. Those rights come from a 
higher order and can't be abolished by any person 
—not a king of England, an ego-maniacal tyrant in 
Iraq or a common thug hiding in a cave. Nor can 
any group of men — whether the British Parlia­
ment or al-Qaeda — disband those rights. 

Thus, Jefferson and the rest of the Founding 
Fathers laid the foundation for what has stood — 
for 237 years and counting—as the bedrock prin­
ciple of our nation. Fifty-six men, i-epresenting 
colonies from north and south, signed it, each of 
them risking death as revolutionaries. 

Independence is inbred in us, part of our genet­
ic makeup. That's why we bolt upright at attempts 
to abridge our civil liijerties and growl over things 
like foreclosures and the price of gas that threat­
en our happiness. 

Our independence must be nurtured aggres­
sively, if it is to continue. That doesn't mean agree­
ing with everything that comes out of Washington; 
it does mean passing along the memories and the 
m^sage of tiie Deciai-ation of Independence. 

The framers of that document and the leaders 
of the revolution - Hancock and Franklin, Wash­
ington and Jefferson - are household names. But 
let's not forget the 50,000 dead and wounded - nor 
the scores of military men and women who've 
been killed or wounded since - whose names 
we've never Icnown and never will. 

It was their deeds and their sacrifices that be­
came synonymous with freedom. As you line the 
streets for local parades, celebrate with fire­
works and grill burgers and hot dogs for the holi­
day picnic, remember them and honor their ac­
complishment. 

The truth of their sacrifice, and the magnitude 
of its meaning, should be self-evident.

Every year we receive the 
annual report about Michigan's 
crumbling infrastructure.

At best, the Grade is "F" for 
failing to educate our fellow 
citizens about the great civil 
engineering projects, both past 
and present, that are making 
Michigan great. 

It seems that the profession in 
Michigan has lost Its ability to 
recall and celebrate great works 
of the past and to recognize the 
historical significance of cur­
rent-day works. 

When reviewmg the across-
the-board efforts of Michigan's 
engmeering profession in pro­
moting National Engineers Week 
in 2013, very little was done to 
promote our state's proud civil 
engineering history. We are 
losing the attention that our 
profession is making to the ar­
chitects, who do a fine job of 
promoting their historical,build- , 
ings. When will we wake up and 
toot our own horn? 

Perhaps we might mterest 
young people in pursuing civil 
engineermg and consultmg engi­
neering careers. 

One good start m trying to 
change our grade from an "F" to 
a "C" would be to educate the 
public about the Soo Locks Engi­
neer's Day program held June 28 
in Sault Saint Marie. 

The Soo Locks were open to 
the public for touring and an 
opportunity to see how the locks 
work. The day is to recognize 
and celebrate the engmeers who 
designed and built the locks and 
all of the union construction 
workers who have helped update 
and maintain it over the years. 

And, I'd be remiss if I did not 
mention that Alfred Noble, one 
of the world's greatest civU engi­
neers, who was born in Livonia, 
was appointed in 1873 as U.S. 
assistant engineer at Sault Saint 
Marie, working on the Soo 
Locks.

We all b e n e f i t f r o m p u b l i c 
schools 

This is a watershed moment 
in Michigan history Maintaining 
a strong public education frame­
work is an absolutely critical 
part of successfully dealing with 
the issues we are facing in this 
state. 

We have witnessed the unre-, 
stricted.Qpening of charter, v,„ , j„ . , 
schools and cyber schools. John 
Austin, president of the state 
Board of Education, has called 
for a significant increase in 
oversight, accountability and 
transparency of recently formed 
cyber and charter schools. 

There is abundant precedent 
where the attorney general in 
the states of Colorado, Penn­
sylvania and Ohio had to close 
many schools organized on a 
for-profit basis. 

K-12 Inc., a cyber school pro­
vider, is now widely advertismg 
in Michigan and there is a lack 
of legislation to regulate this 
for-profit industry Ron Packard, 
CEO of K-12 Inc., received com­
pensation of more than $5 mil­
lion last year. 

Special interest lobbyists 
have targeted the School Aid 
Fund, which is a dedicated bud­
get. As a former member of the 
Appropriations Committee for 
six years (2000-06), the School 
Aid Fund was not raided to fi­
nance other projects. 

The people of Michigan have 
always supported the fact that 
public education is the corner­
stone and foundation of our de­
mocracy. Current legislators 
have opened the floodgates to 
private, for-profit corporations 
to take over our public system of 
education. 

Recently, on statewide televi­
sion, L. Brooks Patterson stated 

that "Our legislators should play 
within the 20-yard Imes (of a 
100-yard footbaU field)." Our 
local legislators have exhibited 
voting records which reflect the 
extreme left and the extreme 
right. 

The spirit of moderation, 
delicate compromise and con­
sensus-building has been absent 
m our current state Legislature. 
This is a disgrace. At some point, 
surface differences have to be 
set aside and we have to work 
together for the common good. 
The profit motive, m public edu­
cation, is inherently flawed. 

If we are to have a growing, 
expanding and prosperous econ­
omy then we must invest in pub­
lic education in order to have 
well-educated citizens. The un­
derlying concept of a public 
education system is that we all 
benefit from an educated citi­
zenry

But the spinning sphere was 
jam-packed with a lifetime full of 
memories for Livonia's Reed fam-

Ben and William — and into the 
pahns of Casey Reed, whose sure-
handed grab transformed a fab­
ulous day at the ballpark with his 
sons into an unforgettable one.

"We were having a great time 
watching the Tigers on a sun-shiny 
day, but catching that ball made it 
an amazing experience. Every 10 
seconds, one of us would say, 'It's 
my turn to look at it.' We couldn't 
get enough of it."

You can purchase an official 

MLB baseball at a Comerica Park 
gift shop for around $lS, but there 
is no price tag that can ije placed on 
a ball that finds its way into the 
stands after crashing off a profes­
sional player's bat. 

Rawlings, which provides MLB 
with all of its baseballs, estimates 
anywhere from 100 to 120 balls are 
used during a typical game. When 
you consider there are close to 
25,000 fans at an average game, the 
odds of nabbing a ball are longer 
than a Miguel Cabrera moon-shot 
home run.

"I still remember ev­
ery single detail about it." 

In the fifth inning, as Knight 
recalled, Minnesota's Joe Mauer 

fouled off a 1-0 pitch directly up the 
steps behind the Tigers' dugout. 

"A young lady had just started 
her descent doivn the steps with a 
tray of nachos and pop," lOiight 
said. "The ball was still on the rise 
and l saw it coming, but I didn't see 
the young lady until my hand was in 
front of her face. 

"She screamed, the ball hit my 
hand and deflected behind her. I

don't thmk I have ever moved faster In 
the last 20 years to get to that bail. My 
hand took a bruise, but it was well 
worth it." 

G o i n g w a y back 
Northviiie resident David Jerome's 

over-the-rail catch of a foul ball at a 
Washington Senators game July 19, 
1970, caught the eye of a couple of royal 
onlookers. 

"It turned out that Prmce Charles 
and I>rincess Anne were at the game," 
Jerome said. "I leaned over the railing 
and caught a foul ball with my bare 
hands. 

"The next day, my wife read in the 
paper that the prince and princess 
thought the game was pretty boring, 
but they mentioned two things that 
caught their eye: a mammoth home run 
hit by Frank Howard and when a fan 
reached over a railing to catch a foul 
baU. That was me." 

Westland resident Bud SomervIlle 
has turned catching foul balls and home 
runs into a science. SomervIlle esti­
mates he has caught or chased down 
"hundreds" of balls at MLB games — 
the first coming when he was a 12-year-
old attending a Tigers game in 1966. 

"Every summer, just about every 
day, my friends and I would jump on 
the bus In Wayne and take It down 
Michigan Avenue to Tiger Stadium," 
Somerville said. "We knew where to 
stand during batting practice and dur­
ing the games to get the balls. After the 
game, we'd take the balls outside the 
stadium and sell them so we'd have bus 
fare to get back home." 

V a l u a b l e . . . t h e n n o t 

While attending a game at Tiger 
Stadium late in the 1987 season. Garden 
City resident Ron F'ummill thought he 
had reeled in a home run bail that held 
special meaning—not just for him, but 
for a longtime "Tigers hero. 

"My friends and I were sitting In the 
lower deck in right field when Lou 
Whitaker hit a home run that landed 
about eight to 10 seats away from us," 
F'ummill said, "We were ail like, 'awww

"Without the passage 
of this legislation, some 
property owners have 
been able to use this 
loophole to dramatically 
reduce their property 
taxes in lean times — 
and keep them low when 
their property values 
should have gone back 
up," Gregory said. 

"All building owners 
deserve a level playing 
field and should not be 
jaying tax rates that are 
nconsistent with their 

competitors. More im­
portantly, property tax­
es are a vital source of 
funding for our local 
governments, and this 
loophole has been allow­

ing property owners to 
withhold funding that 
they are expected to pay 
for police officers, fire 
fighters, infrastructure 
and other universal 
community services," 
he added. 

During Michigan's 
economic struggles over 
the last several years, 
the owners of large 
commercial office build­
ings began to have their 
property taxes reas­
sessed — and ultimately 
reduced — based on 
dwindling occupancy 
rates. 

Reductions in proper­
ty taxes have had an 
adverse effect on local 
governments for police 
and fire and other vital 
services.

Who determines 
the path, the choices and 
its outcome? Careers are 
made and broken by the 
slightest bump, head nod 
or attitudinal dislike -
most of which was en­
dured as a consequence 
of the stability of wave 
riding in caim, peacefui 
waters. 

The 2007 economic 
downturn, as seen 
through an historicai 
lens, served to reinforce 
and magnify \vhat had 
already begun as a 
change in the mindset of 
the subsequent genei'a-

tions of "wave-dancers" 
that emerged from that 
storm. In a career port­
folio in which stepping 
stones represent 
thoughtful career 
choices, loyalty is seen 
as something earned in a 
larger context of give-
and-take. The current 
generation of "wave-
dancers" do not view 
loyalty to an organiza­
tion as their primary 
method of career ad­
vancement. Instead, the 
view encompasses loy­
alty as part of their ca­
reer development, and 
career advancement is 
determined by loyal 
relationships within 
organizational settings 
that build on trust be­
yond the bottom line.

With vacancy rates mod­
estly faUing and rents moder­
ately rising in commercial 
real estate sectors, market 
fundamentals have improved, 
but financing remains a chal­
lenge for small business, 
according to the National 
Association of Realtors quar­
terly commercial real estate 
forecast. 

Lawrence Yun, NAR chief 
economist, said the market is 
showing an uneven recovery 
"The wheels appear to be 
greased for the big players, 
but not so much for small 
business," he said. "Overall, 
the commercial sectors are 
firming nicely, with multi-
family continuing to show the 
best performance." 

National vacancy rates 
over the coming year are 
expected to decline O.l per­
centage point in the office 
market, 0.5 point in industri­
al, and 0.3 point for retail; 
however, the average multi-
family vacancy rate is fore­
cast to rise 0.2 percentage 
point, with that sector still 
showing the tightest availabil­
ity and biggest rent in­
creases. 

A companion report, the 
Commercial Real Estate 2013 

Lending Survey, shows widely 
varying availability of lend­
ing capital depending on 
property size, with a signifi­
cant disadvantage for buyers 
of smaller properties. 

Commercial sales volume 
of major properties valued at 
$2.5 million and above in­
creased 24 percent in 2012 to 
$294 billion. The uptrend 
continued during the first 
quarter of 2013, with a $72.8 
billion volume that is 35 per­
cent above the first quai;ter 
of 2012. Sixteen markets in 
the first quarter experienced 
triple digit gains. 

Commercial mortgage-
backed securities regained 
market share in 2012, ac­
counting for 22 percent of 
lending for major commer­
cial properties. A comparable 
source was government agen­
cies, followed by national 
banks, insurance companies 
and regional banks. 

Realtor commercial mem­
bers report 85 percent of 
their clients' transactions are 
for purchases under $2 mil­
lion - generally small busi­
nesses. These transactions 
are financed largely by pri­
vate investors, along with 
local and regional banks, 
marking a bifurcation in cap­
ital availability based on 
property value. 

"Despite the improvement 
for major commercial proper­
ties, 52 percent of Realtors 
report they had a commercial 
transaction fail in the past 
year due to a lack of financ­
ing," Yun said. "In addition, 
42 percent of respondents

said clients failed to complete 
a refinancing. Credit for 
small business remains un­
necessarily tight;" 

Commercial members 
report that new and proposed 
U.S. legislative and regula­
tory initiatives, and regula­
tory uncertainty for financial 
institutions, account for the 
lack of capital in commercial 
lending for smaller proper­
ties. 

NAR's latest C o m m e r c i a l 
Real Estate Outlook offers 

overall projections for four 
major commercial sectors • 
and analyzes quarterly data 
in the office, industrial, retail 
and multifamily markets. 
Historic data for metro areas 
were provided by REIS, Inc., 
a source of commercial real 
estate performance informa­
tion. 

Off ice markets 
Vacancy rates in the office 

sector should decline from a 
projected 15.7 percent in the 
second quarter to 15.6 per­
cent in the second quarter of 
2014. 

The markets with the low­
est office vacancy rates pres­
ently (in the second quarter) 
are Washington, D.C., with a 
vacancy rate of 9.4 percent; 
New York City, at 9.9 percent; 
Little Rock, Ark., 12.0 per­
cent; and Birmingham, Ala., 
12.3 percent. 

Office rents are likely to 
increase 2.6 percent this year 
and 2.8 percent in 2014. Net 
absorption of office space in 
the U.S., which includes the 
leasing of new space coming 
on the market as well as 
space in existing properties, 
will probably total 31.7 mil­
lion square feet this year and 
42.0 million in 2014. 

Industrial m a r k e t s 
Industrial vacancy rates 

are expected to slide from 9.4 
percent in the second quarter 
of this year to 8.9 percent in 
the second quarter of 2014. 

The areas with the lowest 
industrial vacancy rates cur­
rently are Orange County 
Calif., with a vacancy rate of 
3.9 percent; Los Angeles, 4.1 
percent; Miami, 5.8 percent; 
and Seattle at 6.3 percent. 

Annual industrial rents are 
seen to rise 2.4 percent this 

year and 2.6 percent in 2014. 
Net absorption of industrial 
space nationally is forecast to 
total 107.1 million square feet 
in 2013 and 100.3 million next 
year. 

Retai l markets 
Retail vacancy rates are 

estimated to ease from 10.5 
percent in the second quarter 
of this year to 10.2 percent in 
the second quarter of 2014. 

Presently, markets with 
the lowest retail vacancy :. 
rates include San Francisco, 
3.6 percent; Fairfield County, 
Conn., at 4.1 percent; and 
Long Island, N.Y., and Orange 
County, Calif., each at 5.3 
percent. 

Average retail rents are 
projected to rise 1.4 percent 
in 2013 and 2.2 percent next 
year. Net absorption of retail 
space is anticipated to be 12.5 
million square feet in 2013 
and 17.4 million next year. 

IVIultifamily markets 
The apartment rental mar­

ket - multifamily housing -
should see vacancy rates 
edge up from 3.9 percent in 
the second quarter to 4.1 per­
cent in the second quarter of 
2014; vacancy rates at less 
than 5 percent are described 
as a landlord's market, with 
demand justifying higher 
rents. 

Areas with the lowest mul­
tifamily vacancy rates cur­
rently are New Haven, Conn., 
at 2.0 percent; New York City, 
2.2 percent; and Minneapolis 
and San Diego, each at 2.3 
percent. 

Average apartment rents 
are likely to increase 4.6 per­
cent this year and another 4.6 
percent in 2014. Multifamily 
net absorption is expected to 
total 276,300 units in 2013 and 
243,800 next year.

Q: I have read In the paper 
that there is going to be 
what they refer to as a car 
condominium twhich will be a 
series of garages. Do you 
have any thoughts on the 
feasibility of it? 

A: It appears to be an imagi­
native idea taking advantage of 
the fact that almost anything 
can be condominiumized. Of 
course, the success of that 
condominium will be how well 
the condominium documents 
are drafted to relate to the 
particular issues that may 
come up when people are stow­
ing cars in close proximity and 
in connection with the other 
amenities which may be part 
of the development. Hopefully 
the drafter of the condomini­
um documents will be careful 
in assessing the inter-relation­
ships between the occupants of 
the car storage units and the 
rest of the condominium. Any­
one purchasing a condominium 
in that type of scenario is well 
advised to have an experi­
enced condominium lawyer 
look at the scope and breadth 
of the condominium docu­
ments. 

Q: We have just taken over 
control of our condominium 
association from the devel­
oper and have discovered a 
number of construction de­
fects. We just found out that 
the management company 
that the developer hired for 
our project is the same man­
agement company the devel­
oper hired on a number of his 
other projects, and that the 
attorney that the managing 
agent recommended to us 
was also the attorney in 
these other projects that the 
management company was

managing for the developer. 
This attorney tells us we 
shouldn't pursue the devel­
oper for these defects. What 
do you think? 

A: One cannot be sure, but it 
would appear that the manage­
ment company is the "pet" 
management company of the 
developer, and the attorney 
that the management company 
hires is someone that the de­
veloper feels will not pursue 
him for defects and deficien­
cies and will, presumably, 
gloss over the issue. You may 
wish to consider hiring a new 
management company; and 
you are well-advised to obtain 
an independent opinion from 
an attorney not affiliated with 
the management company or 
even indirectly affiliated with 
the developer.

Acura wants to ei-
evate itself to tlie first 
tier of luxury brands, 
and so tiie Honda-
owned marque is bet­
ting its biggest-ever 
inarl(eting cafnpaign on 
its most important ve-
iiicle in tiie effort. 

Tiie brand has unveiled a new multi-
ciiannei advertising initiative for tiie 
2014 MDX sport-utiiity vehicie wiiich 
brand stewards said will be its most ex­
pensive effort ever, comprising more than 
double Acura's estimated spending of $39 
million on a campaign for its new RDX SUV 
last year. 

"For us to create five video ads isn't 
something we've done in the past," Gary 
Robinson, manager of Acura national ad­
vertising and the brand, told journalists, 
calling the push "the biggest launch in 
Acura history in terms of scope and dol­
lars." 

Acura year-to-date sales through May 
were ahead of 2012 by 10 percent, and 
the brand has been overhauling its lineup 
and its marl<eting for the last couple of 
years. But Acura essentially has remained 
outside the top tier of US luxury marques 
consisting of the German brands and 
Lexus, and IHonda wants to change that 
proposition for the short and long term, 
starting with this campaign for the vehi­
cle that often has been its volume-lead­
ing nameplate. 

More than the unprecedented dol­
lar outlay alone, Robinson believes that 
Acura also is finally tal<ing the right taci< 
in terms of positioning the brand. "We 
stumbled on to identifying a really in­
teresting niche within luxury that we 
believe is untapped: a new generation

of very technology-oriented l<ind of do­
ers out there that are quietly out there 
changing the world," he said. 

"They have a lot of money but they 
aren't interested in the traditional trap­
pings of luxury. [They're a] new i<ind of 
young, affluent class that is interested in 
the finer things in life but not for the sake

of showing off, but looi<ing forthings that 
are highly functional and highly part of 
their lives." 

To that end, Acura's new campaign 
takes an oblique approach to promot­
ing the new MDX that it calls "Made for 
Mankind." Seeking to highlight the "syn­
ergy between man and machine," the first 
60-second TV spot in the campaign, "Hu­

man Race," features dreamiike images 
of people scuba-diving in underwater 
caves, scrambling up large trees and gaz­
ing at starlight. The ad consumes 40 sec­
onds before it even shows an MDX. 

"Man is a determined creature," the 
voiceover says. "No matter the circum­
stance, opposition or even understand­
ing, there is an inherent calling to seek, 
push, improve, transcend. It's a per­
petual process, a necessity of the hu­
man spirit, that inspired our own evolu­
tion. Because if your quest is to build the 
world's smartest luxury SUV for mankind, 
you must hold yourself to the standard of 
mankind." 

Whether such flattery of the target 
market sells the new MDX remains to be 
seen. It's the first campaign produced by 
Mullen, Acura's new agency, and actu­
ally stemmed directly from the pitch that 
Mullen made to land the accountin March 
from incumbent RPA. 

The campaign "gets less of the intel­
lectual part going, which is well known 
and accepted with this target, and actu­
ally makes them start to feel something," 
Peter Rosch, Mullen's executive creative 

director, told journalists. "It's a little bit 
of [creating] a gut feeling that I want to 
get myself into that car." 

But as abstract as the first ad is, Rob­
inson and Rosch promised that the cam­
paign also will highlight the practical 
manifestations of the new mood in the 
MDX, such as a design shift from 41 but­
tons for the infotainment controls down 
to just nine, with a touchscreen. "The 
direction is simplicity and ease of use," 
Robinson said. "While there are lots of 
people doing differentthings with touch-
screens, we think ours works well and is 
intuitive." 

In other "video concepts" that are cen­
tral to the campaign, Acura gets more 
practical. "Re-Invention" depicts how 
the MDX has been completely rethought 
and improved to the point that the only 
remaining component of the previous-
generation modelis a small metal bracket. 

And "Choose" focuses on the 2014 
MDX's all-new system that off̂ ers "sport" 
and "comfort" driving modes in addi­
tion to normal, adjusting steering ef­
fort, throttle response and other aspects 
of the ride and environment to suite the 
tastes of the driver. 

Robinson said that Acura's previously 
announced partnership with Jerry Sein­
feld also fuels the kind of vibe it's at­
tempting to create with the new MDX 
campaign. Acura is the sole sponsor of the 
Seinfeld online-only video series. Come­
dians in Cars Getting Coffee. 

And although Seinfeld spends a lot of 
time in an old Volvo station wagon on the 
show that features interviews with David 
Letterman, Alec Baldwin, Carl Reiner and 
others, Robinson called the deal with 
Seinfeld "smart and efficient in terms of 
how to use advertising."

T h e f a s t e s t g r o w i n g 

a l l i e d h e a l t h c a r e c a r e e r s

Some of the fastest grow­
ing professions in the 
country are allied health­
care occupations. But 
what exactly does allied 
healthcare mean and how 
is it different from health­
care? Allied health refers 
to the services outside of 
the.threemain healthcare 
disciplines of medicine, 
dentistry, and nursing. 

Allied healthcare covers 
a whole gamut of ser­
vices including physical 
therapists, occupational 
therapists, speech pa­
thologists, fiome health 
aide worl<ers, dental as--
sistants, medical so-
nographers, speech pa­
thologists, laboratory 
technicians, etc. 

The list is by no means 
comprehensive and there 
are tons of other allied 
health professions that 
are growing in demand. 
However, there are a few 
that stand out because 
of their minimal training 
requirement and immense 
potential. Some such fast 
growing allied healthcare 
careers are: 

Medical Transcription: 
Medical transcriptionists 
held about 95,100 jobs in 
the year 2010.* The medi­
cal transcription practice 
involves listening to re­
cordings of doctor dicta­
tions and converting them 
into factually and gram­
matically correct written 
reports. Being able to un­
derstand medical termi­
nology, typing efficiency 
and editing skills are the 

core competencies re­
quired for this job. Medi­
cal transcriptionists may 
work at hospitals, offices 
of physicians, or firms 
that provide transcription 
services. Many of them are 
also self-employed and 
workfrom home. 

To start a career in medi­
cal transcription, it's 
important to complete a 
postsecondary training 
program in the field. It's 
also desirable, though not 
mandatory to have a l̂ eg-
istered Medical Transcrip-
tionist (RMT) or Certified 
Medical Transcriptionist 
(CMT) certification award­
ed by the Association for 
Healthcare Documenta­
tion Integrity (AHDI). 

Pharmacy Technician: 
Pharmacy technicians are 
professionals who assist 
licensed pharmacists in 
performing a number of 
clerical, administrative 
and pharmacy-related 
tasks. A typical work day 
for a pharmacy tech in­
cludes completing tasks 
like helping pharmacists 
in filling prescriptions, 
responding to patient 
queries, mixing medica­
tions, maintaining pa­
tient profiles, managing 
cash register, packaging 
and labeling bottles, etc. 

According to the Bureau 
of Labor Statistics, the 
projected growth in em­
ployment of pharmacy 
techs in the 2010-20 dec­
ade is 32 percent**, much 
faster than average for 
all occupations. Formal 
training requirements are 
none, but completing a 
pharmacy tech course and 

getting certified 
will definitely 
provide aspirants 
to this career a 
competitive edge 
in the job mar­
ket. 

Medical Coding 
and Billing: Med­
ical coding and 
billing special- ^ 
ists use various 
classifications 
systems to assign.-codes 

• to treatments, diagnoses, 
tests, and other clinical 
procedures performed 
on patients. These coded 
documents are used for 
healthcare reimburse­
ment purposes as well as 
to maintain patient re­
cords, medical histories 
and hospital databases. 

According to the Depart­
ment of Labor data, the 
annual median pay of 
medical coding and bill­
ing specialists in 2016 
was $32,350.*** Postsec­
ondary medical billing 
and coding training and 
professional certification 
from organizations like 
the American Academy 
of Professional Coders 
(AAPC) are the creden­
tials typically required 
for gaining entry in to the 
field. 

Medical Assistant: There 
are fast growing allied 
healthcare professions, 
and then there are real 
fast growing professions. 
Medical assistance be­
longs to the second cat­
egory. According to the 
Labor Department, the 
occupation is likely to add 
162,900 jobs in the 2010-
20 period.**** 

Medical assistants pro­
vide a range of admin­
istrative and clerical: 
services to physicians,' 
chiropractors, podiatrists.; 
and other • healthcare-: 
practitioners. DeperidS 
ing on the state they are j 
employed in- and": their 
training, medical! lassisp 
tants may also.i'perforfii 
basic clinical tasks such 
as taking vitals;:recording 
patient histories,; admin­
istering drugs and injec­
tions, removing - sutures 
and dressings, etc.
