Helping people get a
handle on grief

New Hope leader learns from her own loss

Karen Laing was wid-
owed atage 47 with a
daughter, then 13, and a
son, then 17, Friends at
her church knew she was
devastated by the sudden
change in her life, so
they recommended the
Northville-based New
Hope Center for Grief
Support, and she attend-
ed a workshop at Ward
Church.

Laing, a Novi resident,
was so impressed with
the program and the
good it did for her that
she later became a volun-
teer facilitator with New
Hope.

Then, this past De-
cember, she succeeded
co-founder Cathy Clough
as its executive director.
New Haope has helped
more than 12,000 people
deal with grief since its
founding in January

2000.

"Cathy had left things
in really excellent
shape,” said Laing, not-
ing the two women
worked together during a
three month transition.

She said New Hope
has solid partnerships
with churches, busi-
nesses and several funer-
al homes that host pro-
grams, as well as excel-
lent programs and ser-
vices for grief support.

“Prior to a significant
loss, most people are
uncomfortable,” she said
of death, The loss of a
loved one hits hard, and
people are often expect-
ed to get back to work
quickly.

“I could go to New
Hope and sit with the
other women in my sup-

port group," Laing said.
“If yuu re not healing,
you're mmply bottling it
up inside,”

All services at the
Christian-based New
Hope are offered free of
charge, at sites in Oak-
land, Wayne, Macomb
and Livipgston counties,

“I lost my own hus-
band, and that deepened
the journey even fur-
ther,” Laing said of her
own loss.

Laing, after her hus-
band’s death, took a job
in corporate human re-
sources in California and
moved her family. They
were there about a year
and a half.

“We missed our
friends,” she said. “We
missed our family here.”

She opted to return
and contacted Clough
about volunteering. The
response was that
Clough's job was open.

Laing earned a bache-
lor’s degree in education
from the University of
Maryland and a master's
in human resources from
Rutgers University in
New Jersey.

“It was really learning
the nonprofit sector,” she
said of her new job. She
also needed to learn
more about grief and loss
issues.

“People who are griev-
ing will callus,” and
listening matter's so
much. Laing also needed
to learn to speak before
groups about New Hope,
ineluding her own expe-
riences with grief.

“For every person it's
unique,” she said of loss.
The support groups give
sacred space fo talk
about feelings, as well as
such practical issues as
paying bills, being a sin-
gle parent and returning
to work.

“It helps people find
hope, healing and new
beginnings,” said Laing,
noting those in grief
meet with others with
similar losses,

She started as a teach-
er and then wanted to
work with adults, She
loved training and other
aspects of HR, but not
bureaucracy and espe-
cially handling layoffs.

“Fwanted to help peo-
ple heal,” she said. She'd
encotintered death in the
workplace with two in-
dustrial accidents, and
found those families as
well as the co-workers
needed to mourn.

New Hope has a chil-
dren’s program based at
Northville's First Church
of the Nazarene, for pre-
schoolers through high
schoolers. Those young
people who've had losses
meet in one of three
groups with others close
in age.

New Hope Center for
Grief Support is Chris-
tian-based, but its ser-
vices are open to those of
all faith traditions, “Our
neighbor is every person
in this world.”

Cipriano brother says ‘legal process worked the way it should’

Family members of
the late Robert Cipriano
said they are happy they
did not have to “relive
the horrible experience
by having to testify"” in
the murder trials of
Tucker Cipriano and
Mitchell Young in Oak-
land County Circuit
Court.

Ron Ciprianoe, brother
of Robert, issued the
comments June 29 fol-
lowing the morning
guilty verdict of Mitchell
Young in connection with
the death of Robert Ci-
priano and the brutal
beatings of two other
family members.

“We believe the legal
process worked the way
it should have with the
facts of the case present-
ed, The privacy and dig-
nity of my brother's fam-
ily was respected and
honored,” Ron Cipriano
said.

“No verdict could
bring closure to this for
our family; it is a part of
our everyday reality.
There is never closure in
a situation like this, It
merely closes this chap-
ter and lets us focus ev-
erything we have on the
continued healing of cur
family physically, men-
tally and cmotionally,” he
added.

Mitchell Young will
face sentencing July 23
after being found guilty
on ali counts in the base-
ball bat beating death of
Robert Cipriano and the
severe beatings of two
other family members in
their Farmington Hills
home in 2012,

The jury spent two

hours deliberating the
morning of June 20be-
fore offering a guilty
verdict on first-degree
premeditated murder,
first-degree felony mur-
der and twe counts of
assault with intent to
murder. Young will be
sentenced at 10 a.m. July
23 before Oakland Coun-
ty Circuit Judge Shalina
Kumar.

Young's friend, Tucker
Cipriano — son of Robert
Cipriano — pleaded no
contest to felony murder
Monday, June 17. Assis-
tant Prasecutor John
Skrzynski said he will
drop a charge of assault
with intent to murder
and armed rabbery
against Tucker Cipriano
when he is sentenced to
lifa in prison July 9.

Prosecutors contend

the two came to the home
with the intent of robbing
%nd then killing the fam-
ily.

Tucker Cipriano’s
mothet Rose was seri-
ously injure, along with
his younger brother Sal-
vatore, who remains
hospitalized.

Ron Cipriano said the
family owes thanks to
many people for their
support throughout the
14 months since the at-
tacks.

“Avoiding mosquito
bites by following pre-
cautions such as using
insect repellent during
outdoor events such as
picnics, concerts, fairs,
fireworks and other
holiday celebrations is
the best prevention
against West Nile Vi-
rus,” said Kathy For-
zley, Health Division
manager.

“In addition, resi-
dents shouid eliminate
mosquito breeding sites
by emptying standing
water in containers
around their property
every three fo four
days. Mosquitoes can
develop from egg to
biting adult in 10 days
or less.”

The following pre-
vention measures will
help to reduce the mos-
quito population and
risk of mosquito-borne
disease:

Use insect repellent
that contains an active
ingredient approved by
the U. §. Environmental
Protection Agency
(EPA). Carefully follow
manufacturer's in-
structions, especially
when using these prod-
ucts on or around chil-
dren.

big issue. Right now, we
are just reacting to prob-
lems,” said Nash, who
ousted former longtime
Commissiotter’ John
MeCaulloch in the No-
vember 2012 election.

To that end, Nash is
organizing a Storm Wa-
ter Summit for Oct, 4 at
Lawrence Technological
University in Southfield.
Invited guests will be
representatives of Oak-
land, Washtenaw, Ma-
comb and Wayne coun-
ties, as well as the state
Department of Environ-
mental Quality.

Nash 15 also shooting
to bring in representa-
tives of the federal Envi-
ronmental Protection
Agency, which is promul-
gating new rules to gov-

£rn storm water.

Cooperation and part-
nering is the only answer
Nash sees to protect
what the state and coun-
ties have. Oakland Coun-
ty has 1,400 lakes and
serves as the headwaters
for five major water-
sheds in eastern Michi-
gan: Shiawassee, Huron,
Rouge, Clinton and Flint.

“A regional authority
would give the suburbs
more of a voice,” Nash
said.

But he, nonetheless,
gives credit to Sue Mc-
Cormick, director of
Detroit Water and Sewer-
age Department, for
changing how the organi-
zation does business,
“She has made dramatic
changes. We would never
before be able to get any
numbers from Detroit.

There were management
problems, human re-
seurce problems and
purchasing issues.”

Additionally, by sep-
arating from a totally
Detroit run system,
there’s great potential
for an improved credit
rating that would better
aliow the sale of bonds
for improvements.

Water quality
advocate

The concern about the
region’s water quality is
not a new one for Nash,
who has long beena
vocal envircnmentalist,
including during his
tenure on the Oakland
County Board of Com-
missioners.

When swimmers get
news repotts that beach-
es have been closed, it's

often in the Clinton Wa-
tershed, for example,
which has had problems
with bacteria and algae.
“Everyone has heard of
E. coli. It's a signal that
shows other bacteria is
in the water, It results
from some kind of spill
somewhere.”

Across America, there
are a staggering number
of fatalities from water.
“Wherever there is wa-
ter, there is the potential
for bacteria,” Nash said,

And don't think that
the phosphorus heard
about for years as direct-
ly damaging the quality
of water isn't still
around. It is. In West
Bloomfield, for example,
township staff will check
local stores to see if it is
being sold in fertilizers.

Drilling of oil, Nash

said, is also causing con-
cern for water quality.
“he new way of drilling
is different and very
dangerous. There are
studies that show the
higher risk of cancer
after drilling because of
leaking into the air. The
gases are the most vola-
tile.

The potential impact
on water quality, he said,
is from the potential of
drilling accidents. Some
200,000 acres in the re-
gion have been opened
for drilling, including
county parks, Nash said.

A regional authority
could address such is-
sues, including reduced
lake levels — resulting
from less snow melt,

“It is all a part of
climate change,” Nash
said. “We are worried,”

“A comprehensive plan for
a healthy Michigan is critical
to the well-being of our pop-
ulation and our state,” he said.

Snyder said while he doesn’t
agree with every aspect of the
health care law, more common-
ly known as “Obamacare,”
approving the expansion in
Michigan is important to help
save money for hospitals, doc-
tors and patients. He said
many people who cannot af-
ford heaith care will goto a
hospital emergency room, a
place that's not equipped well
enough to handle people with
the common cold or other

treatable ailments,

“Does anyone know anyone
that likes going to the emer-
genecy room? The answet: is
no,” he said. “We like the peo-
ple that are working there
because they’re angels, they're
taking care of us.

“It's a really important
place, but it's not a place for
primary care.”

Dr. Mohammed Arsiwala,
medical director at the St. John
Providence urgent care in
Livenia, said the expansion is
sornething he hears about reg-
ularly from patients who come
to the urgent care facility. He
said approving the legislation
would fulfill a need that would
cover plenty of people who
can’t afford pricey medical
care.

Arsiwala said the hope is
that the cost of health premi-
ums will go down, aloag witha
decreased number of ER vis-
its, With less being spent on ER
visits by people who cannot
afford them, he said a greater
balance of care could be
achieved.

Prevent
drownings,
be safe

Kids, teens, adults
need to heed safety

Every day, about 10 people die from drowning.
Of these, two are children age 14 or younger.

Drowning ranks fifth among the leading
causes of death in the United States, according to
the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

For children ages 1-14, drowning is the second-
leading cause of injury-related death behind mo-
tor vehicle accidents,

Not included in those statistics are near-drown-
ing victims who suffer severe brain damage re-
sulting in long-term disabilities such as memory
problems, learning disabilities and permanent
loss of basic funections.

That's the bad news. The good news is that
drownings and neardrownings are 100 percent
preventable.

Among the main factors leading to drowning
are lack of swimming ability, unsupervised water
access, lack of close supervision while swirtming,
failure to wear life jackets and alcohol use.

Lack of swimming ability

Research has shown that formal swimming
lessons can reduce the risk of drowning among
children age 1-4, the age group with the highest
drowning rate. If you haven't signed your kids up
for switnming lessons yet this summer, do 50 now.

Unsupervised water access

Barriers, such as fencing around pools, pre-
vent young children from gaining access to the
pool area without adults knowing. A four-sided
fence separating the pool area from the house and
yard reduces a child’srisk of drowning 83 percent
compared to three-sided fencing that runs along
the property line.

Lack of close supervision

Drowning can happen quickly and quietly any-
where there is water, including bathtubs, swim-
ming pools and buckets - even in the presence of
lifeguards. Don't entrust your child’s life toa busy
lifeguard, who has many people to watch on a
crowdedtbeach, Keep a constant eye onyour child .
yourself and don't get distracted by reading, talk-
ing on the phone or any other activity. With pre-
school children, be close enough to reachthe child
atall times. Air-filled or foam toys are not safety
devices. Don't use “water wings,” “noodles” or in-
n‘er-tuhes in place of life jackets or adult supervi-
sion.

Failure to wear life jackets

In 2019, the U.S. Coast Guard received reports
for 4,604 boating incidents; 3,153 boaters were re-
ported injured, and 672 died. Most (72 percent)
boating deaths that cccurred during 2010 were
caused by drowning, with 88 percent of victims
not wearing life jackets. Remember that a life
jacketis like a seat belt; it doesn't de you any good
if you're not wearing it, Also, make sure it is U.S.
Coast Guard-approved.

Alcohol use

Among adolescents and adults, alcohol use is
involved in up to 70 percent of deaths associated
with water recreation, almost a quarter of Emer-
gency Department visits for drewning, and about
onein five reported beating deaths. Alcohol influ-
ences balance, coordination and judgment, and its
effects are heightened by sun exposure and heat.
Avoid drinking alcohol before or during swim-
ming, boating or water skiing. Do not drink alco-
hol while supervising children,

CPR

Last but not least, learn cardiopulmonary re-
suscitation (CPR). In the time it takes for para-
medics to arrive, you could save someone’s life.

Experts say preschno] chlldren should be within an
arm’s reach of a respansible adult at all times.

Technology a detriment in

schools

There is an abounding as-
sumption that putting the latest
technological gadget in the
hands of students leads to better
education. I would like to chal-
lenge this presumption underly-
ing the recent article on inte-
grating technology in Huren
Valley Schools.

I find that new technology,
such as iPads, “texting” and
Smart Boards in teaching is not
only unhelpful but actuaily detri-
mental to helping a child’s intel-
lectual and character formation.
The justification for these de-
vices in the classroom is that
they capture the student’s atten-
tion. The article says as much,
citing increased engagement of
the children by sharing their
essays online, “texting” answers,
and making videos.

Nonetheless, has the child
actually learned anything for his
future well-being in life? What
happens when Facebook-style
writing's popularity goes away?
Does the student still know how
to write? More importantly, will
the student love and want to
write? What happens when this
student, as a member of the
work force, is given a task with-
out instant-feedback choices
from which to choose? Will he be
able to reason to solve the prob-
lem athand?

Will he be able to react cor-
rectly to the more trying prob-
lems of relationships, matters of
right and wrong, and raising a
family? What happens when the
high school grad encounters a
scene of reality, lile a sunset on
Lake Michipan? Will he have the
academic experience with art
and great literature and the
wonders of science which allow
him to see the beauty and amaze-
ment of the earth in space? More
importantly, will he have the
attention span to pause and look?

In addition to the vast cost
that these new technologies
contribute to education's $10,000
per student each year, I find
them harmf{ul to the student.
What today’s educators assume
is that the child is someone who
doesn’t want to learn; hence, we
have to use technology to “en-
gage” him. What if all that is
needed is to get the child’s reali-
ty out of the screen and into the
waorld of knowledge, where
learning is an engaging con-
versation, reading great books of
aur heritage, writing by hand
and conversing both with other
children and a teacher who loves
her studenits, their well-being
and her sl.lI:o_]el:ts>

If we're using technology to
tantalize a student into wanting
to learn instead of passing on to
him a passion for that which he
is actually studying, I think
we've lost all hope in the child,
and, therefore, in education. In
fact, it may be a wonder if this
generation of would-be rational,
social betngs will even know how
to speak with one another, let
alone have truly learned any-
thing.

Local runners put
in mileage during
summer preparations

Since pretty much the first day that
school let out around Northville and
Novi, there have been high scheol
student athletes racking up the mile-
age. No, we're not talking about road
trips, but rather long-distance runs.

The girls and boys cross country
athletes at Northville, Novi and De-
troit Catholic Central "have been train-
ing to help keep their teams some of
the most competitive in the state.

For each athlete, the amount of
training and miles varies, but longtitme

Novi coach Robert Smith said the actu-

al summer routine typically comes
down to a variety of summer factors.

“Summer training is based upon
experience, ability and motivation.

We also do strength conditioning
two times per week with Total Perfor-
mance that (Northville athletic direc-
tor Bryan) Masi has arranged for all
teams that were interested.”

Some athletes find ways outside of
weight lifting and typical conditioning

to stay an top of their game. With the
numerous road races throughout the
region during the summer months, it's
easy to find a place to run competitive-
ly nearly every weekend.

Heat-related illness
IS a serious condition

Key to it all is staying cool and
hydrated during summer heat

_Aftera cold and rainy spring, it sure
didn't seem like typical weather condi-
tions were ever going to find their way
to metro Detroit. But, they're here, and
with them are sweltering temperatures
and hlgp heat indexes.

As high school athletes prep for the
upcor'nmg.fall season, it's important to
keep in mind that heat-related illnesses
are very real and very possible, What's
more is heat-related deaths, according
to the Korey Stringer Institute, have
been on the rise,

From 1975-79, long before athletic
training took place throughout nearly
every week of the summer months,
there were eight heat deaths in sports.
By the time 1990-94 rolled around, that
number dropped to just two. Unfortu-
nately, the trend has drastically re-
versed itself. From 1995-99, there were
13, and 11 more occurred from 2000-04.

From 2005-09, that number leaped to 18.

In total, since 1931, more than 120 ath-
letes have died from heat-related ill-
nesses.
. "While exertional heat illness (EHI)
is not always a life-threatening condi-
tion, exertional heat stroke (EHS) can
lead to fatality if not recognized and
treated properly,” according to the
Korey Stringer Institute website, “As
the word heat implies, these conditions
most commonly occur during the hot
summer months; however, EHS can
happen at any time and in the absence
of high environmental temperatures.”
According to the National Center for
Catastrophic Sports Injury, the keysto
having the best chance of prevention
include hydration, awareness of the
heat index, a well-balanced diet and
avoiding drills, conditioning and work-
auts during the hottest parts of the day.
Hydration is trickier than it sounds
and athletes shouid be conscious of
their choices of fluids they intake. It is
recommended that athletes use a comn-
bination of water and sports drinks,
such as Gatorade or Powerade to stay
hydrated, Drinks like soda pop and
coffee should be avoided, and energy
drinks really shouldn't be consumed at
all due to the high amounts of caffeine
and other products that can cause

cramping of muscles and have adverse
cffect on your heart.

Heat illnesses can range from some-
thing as simple as dehydration all the
way to intensely serious conditions
such as heat stroke.

Dehydration can be identified first
and foremost from thirst, followed by
dry skin and mouth, concentrated and
dark urine, headache, cramps and dizzi-
ness. The best way to treat it is through
water and sports drinks,

The next step in heat-related illness
is heat exhaustion, which is identifiable
by pale, cool and clammy skin, profuse
perspiration, headaches, dizziness,
delirium, nausea, rapid breathing and
high heart rate. People suffering from
these conditions should retreat to a cool
place and keep their head between
their inees, loosen any tight clothing
and drink water and sports drinks,

Heat stroke is the most dangerous of
heat-related illness and comes with
wobbling, collapsing, elevated hody
temperature, hot and dry skin, harsh
and Ioud breathing, convulsions and
even unconsciousness, If an athlete
goes into heat stroke, he or she should
be cooled in water or by applying ice
packs to the groin, neck and armpits
while awaiting the arrival of medical
assistance. Loosen the clothing, fan
constantly and provide cold drinks to
help bring their temperature down.

The key to proper summer training
is staying cool, hydrated and to accli-
mate to the temperatures and demand
that such training puts on your body.

The National Athletic Trainers Asso-
clation suggests athletes should accli-
matize to hot weather workouts gradu-
ally over 14 days. The organization
suggests not having more than one
practice a day for the first five days
and no extra equipment being worn
through the first twe days. It also rec-
ommends taking extra precaution if afl
previous conditioning and weight train-
ing was done in an gir-conditioned envi-
ronment.

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MHSAA introduces policy
for heat management

While not a requirement, organization hopes schools will implement plan

The Michigan High School Athletic
Association has a much larger role in
the governing of high school sports
that simply arranging tournaments
and state championships. In fact, one
of its largest roles is ensuring the
safety of student-athletes, including
the implementation of policies to
guarantee games are being played
with a “safety first” focus.

‘The MHSAA recently announced it
has created a model policy for
schools in regards to heat manage-
met. The policy is not a require-
ment, but officials are hoping schools
will take the importance in regards to
the dangers of high temperatures to
heart and voluntarily implement the
new policy. Additionally, the MHSAA
will be following the policy in all of
the post-seasen tournaments they
manage beginning this fall.

“This is a big part of our current
push to make high school sports as
safe as possible,” said Geoff Kimmer-
ly, the media and content coordinator
for the MHSAA. “Heat-related illness
is preventable, yet continues to affect
people every year — and some fatally.
Especially at the start of fall practice,
heat can be a major factor for our
athletes. But we know now more than
ever about who is most at risk and
when, and again, we can almost al-
ways prevent heat illness by taking
proactive steps.”

Heat-related illness occurs when
the body is unable to properly cool
itself during physical activity. Sweat
doesn’t evaporate as quickly when
humidity is high, and that lack of
evaporation can prevent an athlete’s
body from releasing heat quickly.

“This is why measuring heat index
is so important; it’s not just a mea-
sure of temperature, but temperature
and humidity together,” said Kimmer-

ly.

Policy specifics

The heat management policy re-
quests that temperature and humid-
ity readings should be taken at the
site of the practice or competition 3¢
minutes prior to its start and then 60
minutes after it has begun.

Recommendations for hydration
and levels of activity are suggested
for each of four levels of heat index
readings, and those recommendations
can be found on the MHSAA website

at www.mhsad.com.

Key tenets include frequency and
length of water breaks, appropriate
uniforms based on heat index and.
mandates on what time of day prac-
tices should be conducted and for
how long. Practices are suggested to
be postponed or moved when the heat
index measures 99 to 104 degrees,
and all outdoor activity (and indoor if
air conditioning is unavailable) is to
be stopped if the heat index rises
above 104

However, there is no need for heat
index readings in some situations -
namely any day at which the temper-
ature is below 80 degrees Fahrenheit.

“Tf the air temperature is below 80
degrees, there is no combination of
temperature and humidity that would -
cause any steps to be taken under
this policy,” said John Johnson, com-
munications director for the MHSAA.

Michigan has not been home to a
heat-illness related death for a high
school athlete since the 1990s, That
fact, however, doesn’t change the
pressing need for heat index aware-
ness among schools and coaches.

“Heat issues in school sports are
nearly 100 percent preventable if the
right policies and procedures are in
place to monitor the heat index and
provide adequate hydration for stu-
dent-athietes,” Johnson said. "Even
though many students will work out
during the summer, some will not,
Even those kids who work out during
the summer may do s¢ in air condi-
tioned clubs and weight rooms. It's
necessary once practice begins -

-especially in the fall - that students

become acclimated to the heat.”

The MHSAA offers suggestions on
where appropriate equipment can be
purchased for measuring the heat
index, and soon they will offer up a
page on their website that will be
available for mobile devices that has
2 heat-index calculator and sugges-
tions for steps to take if the index is
too high.

Kimmerly said that while the
MHSAA policy is new this year and
several schools have adopted it al-
ready, they've come to discover this
isn't a new train of thought for some
districts and that schools and coaches
are eager to make sure their teamns
are safe.

sive nonetheless.

Building the base

Jeff Burnside, the
head coach at Novi, isn't
complaining when he
sees the Wildcats flood-
ing into the weight-lifting
and conditioning sessions
and injury-prevention
classes, such as yoga.

“For us, it is building
that base that is needed
to complete the season
healthy,” he said.

There was a time

On June 27, MAHLE
celebrated yet another
milestone: a grand open-
ing of its newly expand-
ed facilities on Hagger-
ty Road, between Nine
and 10 Mile.

“It's exciting to see
what is happening in
North America,” Gov
Rick Snyder told the
gathering of MAHLE
employees, city officials
and others on hand to
celebrate the expansion.

MAHLE's expansion
is indicative of the turn-
around in the Michigan
autemotive industry,
Snyder said. “Govern-
ment exists as a custom-
er service organization
and to treat you as a
customer.”

MAHLE isamong the
top three suppliers
worldwide for piston
systems, cylinder com-
ponents, valve trains,

air management and
liquid management sys-
tems, Its 2012 global sales
topped $7.9 billion, with
North America account-
ing for 20 percent of the
total.

Today, MAHLE's Hag-
gerty site is on 22 acres
and consolidates four
Michigan offices. MAH-
LE Powertrain and corpo-
rate functions, such as
human resources and
finance, were moved
from rented space in
Novi. MAHLE"s after-
market busines sunit,
MAHLE Clevite, Inc, was
also moved to Farming-
ton Hills from Ann Arbor.

The consolidation puts
almost 400 employees
into approximately
183,000 square feet of
office, technical space
and a warehouse on the
east side of Haggerty.

Realtors encouraged by
upward trend in home sales

By Julie Brown

Ptymouth Realtor Tony Schippa
recently had clients for whom he was
the buyer's agent. They saw a home
that went on the market in the early
morning, “Within 24 hours, there were
four offers,” said Schippa, a Reaitor
with Coldwell Banker Preferred.

"We havea shortage of inventory,”
said Plymouth resident Schippu, noting
those clients didn't get the home and it
was the second one they'd been beat
out on. Now in the local market, in two-
three days for a desirable property
there are multiple showings and offers,

“T think you have the economy im-
proving,” he said. People who are un-
derwater on a mortgage can now come
oyt ahead “or can at least break even on
the hemes.” Refinancing's an option,
and with interest rates climbing some
pursue that,

“You still have an incredible interest
rate,” said Schippa, noting it's about 4
percent. "I think interest rates are
going to continue to climb.” That makes
it more difficult to qualify for a mort-
gage, said Schippa, a past president of
the Greater Metropolitan Association
of Realtors.

“8o we are seeing lots of improve-
ment.” He recently sold a condo toa
couple, first-time buyers, who came out
paying less than they had for rent,
“From start to finish was less than 30
days,” he said of that couple’s purchase.

Some sellers now bring money “to
protect their credit and get the deal
done,” Schippa said. “We're starting to
see an increase in people moving to -
Michigan for work.” He's seen custom-
ers in the medical and automotive
fields maving here.

Schippa, in the field 12 years, said,
“You do have to get off the stick. You
have to have your ducks ina row.” He
even saw a price reduction in less than
10 days for a local home on the market.

“It's just a good time for peopleto
getout there,” he concluded.

Agreeing is Gary Reggish, alsoa
past GMAR president and broker-own-
er of Remerica United Realty of Novi.

“The market has been awesome,”
said Livonia resident Reggish, also a
board member for the Michigan Asso-
ciation of Realtors and its treasurer-
elect, us well as a board member for
the National Association of Realtors
and vice chair of the Major Investor
Council Realtor Political Action Com-
mittee/NAR. “Things have definitely
shifted, You definitely have to move
quickly.

“Sellers, get out and sell,” Reggish
said. “Right now, it’s a seller’s market.
You will generate multiple offers it
yeur house is in decent condition.
Houses are flying off the market.”

He sees homes selling well above
asking price, and some buyers will pay
the difference between the appraisal
and the agreed upon price.

Reggish cites an improved economy,
fow interest rates and avaitable homes.
“We have a shortage of inventory, so
supply is down,” he said.

The buyer no lenger has an upper
hand. “It is no different than picking a
number on a roulette wheel," he said of
today's buyer, “A buyer has to come in
strong.”

Reggish has seen more Michigan
relocations in the last six menths than
combined in the last six years. "It has
been a real mix of relocation buyers,"
he said, including auto and related
industries, and even energy companies.

The National Association of Realtors
also reports encouraging news on home
sales nationwide.

Existing-home sales improved in
May and remair solidly above a year
ago, while the median price continued
to rise by double-digit rates froma
year earlier, according to the NAR,

Total existing-home sales, which are
completed transacticns that include
single-family hemes, towrhomes, con-
dominiums and co-ops, rose 4.2 percent
to a seasonally adjusted annual rate of
5.18 million in May from 4.97 millien in
April, and is 12.9 percent above the 4.59
mitlion-unit pace in May 2012,

Lawrence Yun, NAR chief econo-
mist, said the recovery is strength-
ening and to expect limited kousing
supplies for the balance of the year in
much of the country. “The housing
numbers are overwhelmingly pesitive.
However, the number of available
homes is unlikely to grow, despite a
nice gain in May, unless new home
cosstruction ramps up quickly by an
additienal 50 percent,” he said ina
statement, “The home price growth is
toe fast, and only additional supply
from new home building can moderate
future price growth."

Existing-home sales are at the high-
est level since November 2000 when
the market jumped to 5.44 million as
buyers tock advantage of tax stimulus.
Sales have stayed above year-agolev-
els for 23 months, while the national
median price shows 15 consecutive
months of year-over-year increases.

"Total housing inventory at the end of
May rose 3.3 percent to 2.22 million
existing homes available for sale,
which represents a 5.t-month supply at
the current sales pace, down from 5.2
months in April. Listed inventory is 10.1
percent below a year ago, when there
was a 6.5-month supply.

The national median existing-home
price for all housing types was $208,000
in May, up 15,4 percent from May 2012
This marks six straight months of dou-
ble-digit increases and is the strongest
price gain since October 2005, which
Jumped a record 16.6 percent from a
year earlier, The last time theve were
15 consecutive menths of year-over-
year price increases was from March
2005 to May 2006.

Distressed homes - foreclosures and
short sales - accounted for 18 percent
of May sales, unchanged from April,
but matching the lowest share since
monthly tracking began in October
2008; they were 25 percent in May 2012,
Fewer distressed homes, which gener-
ally sell at a discount, account for some
of Lhe price gain.

Eleven percent of May sales were
foreclosures, and 7 percent were short
sates. Foreclosures sold for an average

discount of 15 percent below market
value in May, while short sules were
discounted 12 percent,

According to Freddie Mac, the na-
tional average commitment rate for a
30-year, conventional, fixed-rate mort-
gage rose to 3.54 percent in May from
345 percent in April; it was 3,80 per-
cent in May 2012,

The median time on market for all
homes was 41 days in May, down fram
46 days in April, and is 43 percent fast-
er than the 72 days on market in May
2012. Short sales were on the market
for a median of 72 days, while fore-
closures typically sold in 43 days and
non-distressed homes took 39 days,

Forty-five percent of all hemnes sold
in May were on the market for less
than a month. The median time on the
market is the shortest since monthly
tracking began in May 2011; on an annu-
al basis, a separate NAR survey of
home buyers and sellers shows the
shortest selling time was 4 weeks in
both 2004 and 2005.

First-time buyers accounted for 28
percent of purchases in May, compared
with 29 percent in April and 34 percent
inMay 2012.

All-cash sales were at 33 percent of
transactions in May, up from 32 per-
cent in April and 28 percent in May
2012, Individual investors, who account
for many cash sales, purchased 18 per-
cent of homes in May; they were 19
percent in April and 17 percent in May
2012,

Single-family home salesrose 5.0
percent to a seasonally adjusted annual
rate of 4.60 million in May from 4.38
million in April, and are 12.7 percent
higher than the 4.08 million-unit pace in
May 2012. The median existing single-
family home price was $208,700 in May,
up 15.8 percent above a year agp, the
strongest increase since October 2005
when it jumped 16.9 percent from a
year earlier.

Existing condominium and ce-op
sales slipped 1.7 percent to an annu-
alized rate of 580,000 units in May from
590,000 in April, but are 13.7 percent
above the 510,000-unit level a year ago.
The median existing condo price was
$202,100 in May, which is 11.8 percent
above May 2012,

Regionally, existing-home sales in
the Northeast rose 1.6 percent to an
annual rate of 650,000 in May and are
8.3 percent above May 2012. The medi-
an price in the Northeast was $269,600,
up 12.3 percent from a year ago.

Existing-home sales in the Midwest
jumped 8.0 percent in May to a pace of
1.21 million, and are 16.3 percent higher
than a year ago. The median price in
the Midwest was $159,800, up 8.2 per-
cent from May 2012

In the South, existing-home sales
rose 4.0 percent to an annual level of
2,09 million in May and are 16.1 percent
above May 2012. The median price in
the South was $183,300, which is 15.0
percent above a year ago.

Existing-home sales in the West
increased 2.5 percent to a pace of 1.23
million in May and are 7.0 percent
above a year ago. With the tightest
regional supply, the median price in the
West was $276,400, up 19.9 percent
from May 2012,

Reatltors are glad to see the recent
trend after the difficult years they've
worked through: “It's nice to see it
coming back with a vengeance,” Re-
merica United Realty's Reggish said.

Owner may have
cause on tree
damage suit

Q: ] own a commercial building and
there are branches from a large tree
lecated on adjoining land which hang
onto my property. | tried to cut the
branches back, but the encroaching
branches caused water and ice dams
to build up and damage my roofs,
walls, and fascia on my building. |
have contacted the adjoining land
owner who refused to pay for the
damage. Do [ have any cause of ac-
tion?

A: You may. In a recent decision out
of North Dakota, the court recognized
that there was a split between the vari-
ous approaches to resolve the problem,
‘Traditionally, the courts used the “Mas-
sachusetts Rule,” in which the adjoining
land owner is not lable for damages and
the neighbar is limited
to the sole remedy of W"?:-;’i{
self-help in the form of ey
cutting back the offend-
ing roots or branches at
his own expense. How-
ever, the Supreme
Court of North Dakota
recognized that the
Massachusetts Rule is
cutdated and that a
growing number of
states have adopted the Hawaii ap-
proach, Under the Hawaii Rule, the
ownet of the tree is liable for harm
caused and the harmed neighbor has the
right of self-help at the tree owner's
expense, if owner fails to fix the prob-
lem. In the North Dakota case, the court
endorsed the Hawaii Rule as striking
the best balance between the land own-
ers— permitting one to grow and aur-
ture trees, but imposing a correlative
duty to ensure against harm to the
neighbors. It is also stringent enough,
the court said, to discourage trivial suits
and places the expense of self-help on
the party necessitating it. It does not
appear that the Michigan appellate
courts have specifically addressed this
issue. So whether or not you wish to take
legal action shouid be explered with a
competent real estate attorney.

Q: I recently read an article about
emotional support dogs being an
exception to a “no pet” rule in a con-
dominium, What can you say about
that?

A: The emotional support animal is
the new thing in attempting to get
around the no pet restriction. Indeed, an
attorney in Florida recently conducted a
seminar on how to deal with requests
for emotional support animais in which
approximately 50 property managers
attended. Emotiona! support dogs are
not ta be confused with service dogs
such as seeing-eye canines, which are
defined under the Americans with Dis-
abilities Act, and would clearly be an
exception to the no pet rule under the
Fair Housing Act. Emational support
dogs may also be protected under the
Fair Housing Act, although that needs to
be evaluated on a case-by-case basis,
and was intended for those individuals
experiencing genuine emotional or
mental problems, In any event, you
should consult with your attorney asto
whether or not you have abasisto geta
dog.
