U.S . Rep. K e r r y Bent ivol io 
is standing by his statement 
that "it would be a dream 
come true" to impeach Pres i ­
dent Barack Obama. 

The Mich igan congress­
man, who represents N o v i in 
the I l t h Distr ic t , spoke pub­
l i c l y A u g . 29 for the f i rs t t ime 
about several remarlcs a imed 
at the president that were 
made at an Aug . 19 gathering 
of the B i r m i n g h a m Bloomf ie ld 
Republ ican Club. 

The conversation, which-
took place between Bent ivol io 
and one of his supporters, was 
videotaped and posted on You-
Thbe. Since then, he has faced 
a f irestorm of controversy: A 
column in the New York Times 
b y Maureen D o w d suggested 
h iscomments were rac ia l ly 
motivated, while the M i c h i g a n 
Democra t ic Par ty released a 
video on YouTXibe this week 
t i t led " K e r r y Bent ivol io De­
serves a Lump of C o a l for 
W r o n g Prior i t ies ." 

Democrat C a r l L e v i n , a 
member of the U . S . Senate 
since l979, offered a one-word 
rep ly over email when asked 
about Bentivolio 's comments: 
"Pathetic." 

Bentivolio, f i rs t elected to 
Congress in 2012, does not 
appear fazed by the c r i t i c i sm . 

" I 'm going to be quite frank

here," he sa id i n a phone in­
terview. " I 'd hate to do that to 
any president because it's a 
smudge on our government. 
It's a bad th ing and it's bad for 
the presidency - and I hold 
that position i n h igh esteem. 
To be president is a great hon­
o r and a p r i v i l e g e . A n d when I 
see i t being tarnished, wheth­
e r he's responsible or not, it 
concerns me. 

"I would not do something 
l ike this l i gh t ly , " he continued. 
"Bu t i f he's found to have com­
mitted h igh Cr imes or misde­
meanors as ou t l ined in the 
Constitution of the Uni ted 
States, m y job i s to protect the 
r ights of m y constituents. I f 

anybody, whether it's a Repub­
l ican o r a Democra t , commi t s 
high cr imes or misdemeanors , 
I'm' going to put aside p a r t y 
politics and go after-that per­
son." 

A s k e d whether he thought 
there were any grounds to 
impeach Obama, the congress­
man said no. 

"I don't r ea l ly give i t m u c h 
thought," he said. "There are 
other people more concerned 
about that. I 'm more con­
cerned about getting b i l l s 
through Congress." 

' Y o u n e e d p r o o f 
Bent ivol io said he was w e l l 

aware the conversat ion w i t h 

the G O P c lub was being re­
corded and would be posted 
online. H e est imated about 20 
people we re at the meet ing, 
which was heid at the B i g 
Rock Chophouse. 

H e even knew the person 
who asked h i m what could be 
done "to stop this runaway 
train in the Whi te House ." 
Ben t ivo l io said the constituent 
is a supporter and that he gave 
her a i i u g when he f i rs t saw 
her. 

"I sa id bas ica l ly y o u need 
proof and we don't have the 
proof," he said. "I made that 
per fec t ly clear." 

H e also explained last 
Thursday what he meant when 
he told the supporter he re­
cently stood 12 feet away from 
the president "and couldn't 
stand being there." 

Ben t ivo l io said he was re­
fe r r ing to a v is i t Obama had 
made to the U.S . Capi tol build­
ing severa l weeks ago, where 
the pres ident met in pr ivate 
with G O P House members . 

"I l is tened to h i m when he 
came to speak to the Repub­
l ican Pa r ty - there were no 
Democra ts i n that room - and 
what he was saying was com­
pletely cont ra ry to m y be l i e f 
of a l im i t ed and f i sca l ly re­
sponsible government," Bent i ­
volio said. "I do respect the 
presidency and when I speak 
to h i m I ' l l c a l l h i m M r . Pres i ­
dent. B u t those policies I 'm 

going to fight because they're 
not the right pol icies for 
A m e r i c a . " 

H e added the president 
refused to answer any of the 
questions asked b y the House 
members and "was preaching 
more than communicat ing." 

Bent ivol io acknowledges 
his office received a lot of 
calls about his remarks , both 
for and against. H e is not sur­
pr ised by all the attention the 
story has received. 

"I serve on the Oversight 
Commit tee and we're investi­
gating Benghazi and the IRS 
as part of that job ," he said. 
"These are scandals that are 
going on and people are saying 
they're not real and they're 
not a b ig thing. B u t when the 
IRS spends $3 mi l l i on for a 
conference and does a movie 
for $50,000 where someone 
dresses up as Spock, people 
are a l i t t le concerned how 
they're spending their money 
They ' re curious, naturally 
curious." 

So is it s t i l l his dream to 
impeach the president? 

"We have the IRS scandal," 
Bent ivol io said. "It would be a 
dream to draft such legislation 
i f we found h i m i n violation of 
commi t t ing some high crimes 
and misdemeanors."

More naughty than nice is 
how some constituents of U.S .

Dis t r i c t , think of h i m . 

Members of the n t h Di s ­
trict 's Democrat ic Club held a 
town hall meeting A u g . 29 at 
the N o v i L ibra ry to allow vot­
ers to air their concerns and 
questions, which they say have 
mostly gone unanswered by 
Bentivolio. They created a l ist 
o f concerns they wan t their 
congressman to hear. 

The list came f r o m com­
ments from voters after a 
meeting that was spurred on 
b y Bentivolio's comments that 
i t would be a "dream" to im­

peach the president , which the 
Mich igan Democra t i c Club 
said is part o f h is pattern of 
focusing on the wrong pr io r i ­
ties in Washington. 

"Congressman Bentivolio's 
latest comments about the 
president are jus t another s ign 
he's not fit to serve," said Josh­
ua Pugh, communicat ions di ­
rector of the M i c h i g a n Demo­
cra t ic Pa r ty "That 's why M i c h -
iganders are ho ld ing Bentivo­
l io accountable - not only for 
his wrong pr ior i t i es leading to 
an obsession w i t h impeaching 
the president, bu t for his sup­
port for par t i san budget plans 
that put mi l l iona i res ahead of 
the middle c lass ." 

This is jus t the latest in a 
series of accountabi l i ty events 

Bentivolio 's constituents have 
hosted du r ing the congression­
a l summer recess. 

"He wouldn't have his own 
town hall, so we thought we 
would have our own," sa id 
Northvi l le resident L i s a D i R a -
do, a Democrat ic Club m e m ­
ber.

H e sa id 
they would take the comments 
f rom the town hall meeting and 
give them to Bentivolio 's of­
fice. 

The meeting was a bit o f a 

tongue-in-cheek one, wi th 
Rochester H i l l s resident B ruce 
Fealk dress ing up as the 
G r i n c h to play the f i l l - in part 
of Bent ivol io . 

The comments and ques­
tions were plent i ful f rom more 
than 20 people who attended 
the meeting. 

N o v i resident Tess K e l l y 
posed her question about 
teachers and evaluation. She 
wondered why it seems Bent i ­
volio is such a b ig supporter of 
teacher evaluations and sub­
sequent f i r ings when he, h im­
self a former teacher, would 
have had diff icul ty rece iv ing a 
good evaluation. 

In general , the meeting 
attendees asked why Bent ivo­
lio was so determined to i m ­

peach President Ba rack Oba­
ma. They also wanted to know 
why he ignores his responsibil­
ities to his constituents and 
provid ing help to this who need 
it in M i c h i g a n . 

Commerce Township resi­
dent Randy Stone wondered 
how Bent ivol io could deny "a l l 
the positive things that are 
support systems that help 
people become self-sufficient 
... how can you deny that to 
people who don't have the ad­
vantages?" 

The Democra t ic Club said it 
looks forward to the 2014 elec­
tion, when Bentivolio 's seat is 
up for re-election.

She and her husband ai'e 
aiso parents of two sons, now 
28 and 25. 

" A n d they are doing great 
now because of the Nor thv i i l e 
schoois," Paciorek said. "We 
feel biessed." 

A s educators got ready for 
another school year, they agree 
parents can do a great deal to 
help kids get a good start. 

"They need to feel they're 
gomg to be comfortable there," 
Pac iorek said o f k ids start ing 
preschool or kindergarten. 
That includes such routines as 
where to hang a backpack or 
pajamas at home. P len ty of 
sleep and a good breakfast 
matter a great deal. 

"They know there are ex­
pectations at home and there 
are expectations at school," she 
sa id of the comfort o f routines. 

Chi ldren shouid be able to 
use the bathroorn at school and 
wear comfortable c lo th ing 
they don't have to w o r r y about. 
A n elastic waistband, snaps or 
a zipper on pants m a y be pref-
erab e to buttons that ci ia • 
ienge young fingers. 

"Can they take the top off 
the Thermos dr ink?" Paciorek 
said. "Just making sure they 
are confident." 

Paciorek, who hai ls from 
the "Novi i i e" part of town 
(NorthvQie schooi d is t r ic t wi th 
a N o v i address), earned her 
P h . D . from Peabody College of 
Vanderbilt U n i v e r s i t y H e r 
B . A . isfrpfn. the Un ive r s i ty of 
Pi t tsburgh and she eari ied an 
M . A . from George Washington 
U n i v e r s i t y Her school board 
stint included time as presi­
dent.

"One of the best gifts we 
can give chi ldren is the love of 
reading," Paciorek said, ui-ging 
parents to continue reading to 
their kids as they get older. 
Reading isn't a race, she said: 
"It's who stays with it the iong-
est." 

Children who love reading 
w i l l do better in schooi. "It 
shouidn't feel l ike a punish­
ment," the EIWU professor 
said. "Insti l l an early love of 
reading. You want that love of 
reading to come about." 

She agreed parents with a 
specif ic concern about the 
c h i l d should start wi th the 
teacher. "Defini tely the teach­
e r is the first person the family 
needs to talk to," Paciorek said, 
noting administrators and 
school board members wii i ask 
about that. "Sometimes.teach-. 
e rs are very grateful." 

Technology has made con­
tact ing teachers wi th questions 
about homework easier, she 
said. Paciorek cited a ballpark 

figure of 10 minutes of home­
work a night per grade, in-
ci-easing each year. Some par­
ents may w o r r y it's too much. 

Teachers she's known and 
trained often say, "'I need that 
feedback.' There always has to 
be an open l ine of communica­
tion. We al l have to work to­
gether." 

Paciorek encourages par­
ents to work wi th the child, 
develop relationships at school 
and get involved. "It's tough to 
run schools today and they 
need support from the commu­
nity," she said. 

Parents can volunteer for 
M a r c h is Reading Mon th or for 
the bake sale. Meet ing other 
iarents is key. "That's how we 
ju i ld those connections," she 

said. 
Paciorek worries when 

seeing a parent and ch i ld trav­
el along Eight M i l e to M e y e r , 
and the chi ld is watching a 
D V D in the back. That's a key 
t ime for conversations, she 
said, and sets the stage for 
tougher talks i n the teen years. 

"We've already had those 
relationships and talking," she 
said. "Use those opportunities 
to develop relationships with 
you r children." 

The E M U professor added 
it's great to give children 
choices, such as picking one of 
three shirts to wear to school 
or j e l ly for the sandwich. That 
way, they learn consequences 
ear ly on when stakes aren't 
h igh . 

"I aiways said to my boys, 
' M a k e wise choices.' Those are 
important lessons we need to 
learn eariy i n iife," Paciorek 
said. 

She emphasizes key "soft 
sk i l l s " of kindness, communi­
cation and being abie to take 
care of oneself, all critical in 
the learning process. You can 
put a family photo in the child's 
backpack to ease jitters, she 
said,,and carry the child's pho­
to on your phone or put it on 
you r desk. 

"Talk about it (school) at 
night," she said. "Have dinner 
together. L i f e is busy but take 

time to enjoy it ." 

' V e r y e x c i t i n g ' 
K a r e n Gess ler is another 

educator excited about school 
starting this week. The N o v i 
resident is p r inc ipa l of the K - 8 
Our Lady of V i c t o r y Catholic 
School in Nor thvi i le , where 
classes started A u g . 27. 

"It gets them used to It," she 
said of the pre-Labor Day start 
and school. "They get their 
little break and then we're 
ready to go. It's ve ry exci t ing 
right now, ve ry exci t ing." 

M a k i n g the start of school 
positive is key, Gess ler said. 
You can shop wi th your ch i ld 
for a lunchbox, shoes and book 
bag. 

"School is so much fun," 
said Gessler, who did her grad­
uate work at E M U aIid holds an 
educational special is t degree 
in educational leadership. 
"We're going to do a l l these 
wonderful things." 

Playground visi ts , even In 
summer before school starts, 
help children, she has found. 
Gessler is m o m to three biolog­
ical children as w e l l as two 
stepchildren, so she also has 
expei-ience sending young ones 
off to school. 

"When your f i rs t one goes, 
you worry," sa id Gessler, who's

The re-opening of the Fif th 
Avenue Club and Restaurant 
by the Grace Sharing Club has 
hit a bump i n the road, with the 
city of N o v i adopting a revised 
resolution to rescind its Octo­
ber 2012 loca l approval of a 
quota l iquor license for that 
establishment. 

The establishment on N o v i 
Road has been darlt for some 
time, but the N o v i Ci ty Counc i l 
is hopeful that a new owner 
would come i n and p ick things 
up at the former popular spot. 

At the t ime of the ini t ia l 
approval. M a y o r Pro Tem Dave 
Staudt said, "It's time to br ing 
this business back in play." 

Accord ing to N o v i officials, 
Grace Shar ing Club has failed 
to take steps to secure occu­
pancy permits and issuance of 
such license by the Mich igan 

L iquor Control Commiss ion 
and to comply with repre­
sentations to the c i ty wi th re­
gard to its use. 

"The Fi f th Avenue B a l l r o o m 
site is one of the large, impor­
tant entertainment venues i n 
N o v i w i t h a prominent loca­
tion. The bu Iding owners ap­
proached the ci ty last October 
about secur ing one of the city's 
very last quota liquor l icenses 
with the promises of s tar t ing 
work upon securing the l icense 
and being open very soon," 
N o v i C i t y Manager Clay Pear­
son said. "Over the ensuing 
months, without detnonstrable 
progress, we have been ask ing 
the bu i ld ing owners about their 
progress and became con­
cerned about their putting to 
use the last quota liquor l i ­
cense." 

N o G r a c e Sharing Club 
representatives were present 
at the counci l meeting. Howev-

er. In previous communica­
tions, its representative John 
C a r l i n Jr. said Grace Sharing 
Club owner Kuang H s u n g J . 
Chuang was committed to the 
location's revival . H e said Chu­
ang had invested more than $4 
mi l l i on into the bu i ldmg at 
25750 N o v i Road and operates 
the B a s i c As ian M a r t at the 
adjacent location. 

However , Pearson added, 
"Now nearly a year later, we 
continue to look forward to the 
Fi f th Avenue Ba l l room bui ld­
ing re-opening, as they have 
secured permits and l iave said 
they are beginning work . How­
ever, we have asked the State 
L iquo r Control Commiss ion to 
revoke the quota l icense so 
that the city has that for issu­

ance again and the Fi f th A v e ­
nue could secure a transfer 
l i quor license l ike scores of 
other establishments have 
successful ly done." 

C i t y C le rk M a r y a n n e Corne­
l ius said in the report to coun­
c i l the applicant has not se­
cu red a l l of the necessary 
bu i ld ing permits for required 
renovations to the bui lding and 
is not at this point close to 
secu r ing occupancy and other 
r equ i red permits for the build­
ing . 

A t its Ju ly 8 meeting, coun­
c i l adopted a resolution to re­
sc ind its local approval of the 
l iquor license, but gave the 
appl icant 30 days to secure the 
l icense from the state and al l 
occupancy permits. 

N o v i officials said the dead­
line has passed, without com­
pliance. There i s no statutory 
provis ion for resc inding a 
prior local approval, c i ty offi­
cials said, but the L iquo r Con­
trol Code and the city's ordi­
nance talk about "revocation" 
of a license once it has been 
issued. 

However, N o v i officials said 
since the L C C has not formal ly 
issued this license yet to the 
applicant (it has approved the 
license, but actual issuance is 
wait ing additional information 
from the applicant), a copy of 
the revised resolution would be 
sent to the L C C wi th a request 
that the license not be issued. 

If the L C C issues the license 
despite the resolution, then the 
ci ty can commence more for­
mal revocation proceedings 
under the process set forth in 
the ordinance, according to 
N o v i officials.

A 42-year-old DeWit t man died 
in an accident about 11 a.m.

H e 
decided to sign up for 
beginner's level stained-
glass instruction then 
and there. Five lessons 
and 15 hours later, Wie­
gand began making h is 
own stained glass. 

"I learned the basics, 
most ly painting the glass, 
and I started small ," 
Wiegand said. "With each 
new piece, I got a l i t t le 
b igger and more compli­
cated." 

Wiegand started out, 
as do most stained-glass 
beginners, w i th precut 
pieces of glass ready to 
be painted. H e learned 
how to apply powder 
paint to the glass by mix­
ing it w i th water and 
other chemicals b y using 
an old-fashioned ink pen 
and tiny paint brushes. 

The process takes a 
great deal of t ime and 
patience, according to 
Weigand. But it's for a 
good cause - Wiegand 
gives a l l o f his pieces to 
his chi ldren, grandchil­
dren and one great­
grandchild. H e recently 
completed a p iece mod­
eled after Disney 's Simba 
from The Lion King at the 
request o f his great-
granddaughter. 

B a c k when Wiegand 
was first ser iously get­
ting into glass making, he 

approached his begin­
ning-level instructors for 
help with designing a 
99-piece glass display of 
a pine tree and the Nor th­
ern Lights. H i s instruc­
tors in Brighton, a half-
hour down the road f rom 
Fox Run, told h i m that he 
couldn't do it, that he 
didn't have the exper i ­
ence, that it would be too 
hard. 

So Wiegand pr in ted 
out a picture to use as a 
guide and went to work. 
H e successfully complet­
ed the entire project, 
before bringing it back to 
his former instructors. 

"I 'm a competit ive 
kind of person, Wiegand 
said. "They only want to 
prevent me from fa i l ing 
and getting discouraged, 
but I enjoyed the chance 
to really show them what 
I could do."

The more 
they sang, the more P a u l 
was p ick ing up Presley's 
voice, imi ta t ing it to . 
near-perfection. 

Younger brother C h r i s 
was so impressed, he 
decided to t ry getting the 
voice down, too. Now, as 
anyone who's been to the 
M i c h i g a n ElvisFes t in 
Yps i lan t i the last few 
years knows, Chris does 
it as w e l l as anyone. 

Ayot te , a Canton resi­
dent who grew up in 
Shelby Township, spends 
a couple of nights a 
month per forming as 
E lv i s - and-paying tribute 
to a va r i e ty o f other mu­
sicians, actors and even 
lJ.S. presidents - in his 
own var ie ty show.

Whi le he was excited -
"I was honored, hum­
bled," he said - to win, 
Ayot te was more.im-
pressed with the size of 
the c r o w d and their " in­
satiable appetite and 
appreciat ion" for Pres­
ley's music . 

"I had no idea there 
was such a demand for it 
even today," said Ayotte, 

who has a bachelor's ' 
degi-ee in pol i t ica l sc i ­
ence and communicat ion 
from the Univers i ty of 
Michigan . "Since then, I 
have been ve ry fortunate 
to have been invited back 
every year.

never use. First , the 
U l t r a can opei'ate in 100 
percent hands-free 
mode using voice-recog­
ni t ion. I f your piione is 
s i t t ing on the tabic, you 
can say "Dro id , ca i i 
home" and it w i i i . U n ­
l ike 01 her popular 
phones, the Ul t ra ' s 
voice-recognit ion sys­
tem can launch apps too. 

The U l t r a also has 
1080p video capabil i t ies 
(not all pi'.ones do), a 
10-megapixei camera 
a n d a f I v e - i n c h L C D H D 
touchscreen. F o r $199 
v.'itli B two-; oar act iva­
tion, you could do a lot 
worse. 

Want somethmg wi th 
nothing down? Ver izon 
is also sel l ing the Sam­
sung .ATIV for free with 
a two-year agreement. 
The piione runs on Win­
dows ' tiie-based system, 
wh ich is actually pretty 
fun and easy once you 
get used to It. It has an 
8-megapixel camera and 
a 4.8-inch A l V I O L E D 
display (AlVIOLED is 
fancy for "real ly good 
quali ty") . 

The A T I V doesn't 
have processing speeds 
as so l id as the U l t r a or, 
say, the IPhone, but it 
does have some nice 
capabili t ies such as the 
camei-a for a user who 
doesn't need a l l the 
extras. 

W h i l e discussing new 
phones, it is a lways 
important to talk about 
contracts and carr iers . 
E a r l i e r this summer, I 
wrote about T-Mobile 's 
n e w contract-free plans 
and how they benefit 
consumers. A T & T has 
jumped on the bandwag­

on and implemented a 
service meant to chal­
lenge T-Mobile - except 
its vers ion is I'ealiy 
crummy. 

Whi le A T & T ' s new 
plan allows users to get 
a new phone or tablet 
every year without up­
grade fees or activation 
fees, the money doesn't 
make sense. 

Use r s are required to 
finance the phone or 
tablet f o r 20 months to 
be eligible for this pro­
gram. So after 12 
months, you can get a 
new phone, but you s t i l l 
are pay ing for the old 
one for eight months 
after upgrading. 

Essentially, under 
A T & T ' s new plan, you 
w i l l a lways be paying 
for two phones at once, 
which is pretty much 
the most A T & T thing 
ever. 

Not interested in the 
iPhone? There are s t i l l 
plenty of other phones 
in stores such as the 
Windows A T I V and the 
Dro id U h r a . I tested 
both of them courtesy of 
Ver izon Wireless. 

The Windows A T I V is 
an interesting phone 
because of its tiie-based 
operating system on 
Windows 8. I t aiso has a 
great pr ice point, which 
is sometimes even free 
through Verizon with a 
two-year agreement. 

It is a great phone for 
someone who wants to 
use basic Internet 
browsing, texting and 
catling on their phones. 
For the more advanced 
user, something like the 
Droid U l t r a may be the 
better choice.

customers. 

"We're pleased to be 
able to restore C B S -
owned programming, 
inc luding Showtime, 
T M C , F l i x , Smithsonian 
and the broadcast sta­
tions: W W J (CBS) and 
W K B D (The C W ) in De­
troit to our customers," 
said Steve M i r o n , Br ight 
House chief executive 
o f f i ce r 

Negotiat ions between 
C B S and Time Warner 
Cable had resulted in a 
blackout of C B S for ca­
ble customers, which 
mcludes those who sub­
scr ibe to B r i g h t House 
Networks . 

"There is some great 
p rogramming we've 
missed on C B S , " Livonia 
resident Pete Recke r 
said. "I 've been si t t ing 
here dumbfounded." 

B r i g h t House sub­
scr ibers in N o v i , L ivonia , 
Redford , Farmington 
and Farmington H i l l s 
had been without any 
C B S channels since A u g 
2. Disagreements over 
the amount of money 
paid to C B S to al low 
Time Warner and Br ight 
House to c a r r y the chan­
nels l ed to the blackout 
in the area. 

Other channels affect­

ed included The CW, 
Showtime, The M o v i e 
Channel , F l ix , Smithsoni­
an and C B S Pr imet ime 
On Demand. Several 
other markets have been 
affected as wel l , inc lud­
ing Dallas , Chicago and 
Los Angeles. 

C B S also removed its 
instant-streaming ser­
v ice on its website for 
Br igh t House Internet 
subscribers. A s negotia­
tions between the com­
panies continued, cus­
tomers could s t i l l v iew 
C B S and other broadcast 
channels through a digi­
tal-to-analog converter 
box outside of the cable 
hookup. 

Recke r said he's upset 
over the lack of informa­
t ion on the subject and 
hoped programming 
returned before the N F L 
begins its season.

"Should I seriously 
consider switching f rom 
B r i g h t House to Di sh 
(Network)?" he won­
dered. 

A n information page 
on B r i g h t House M i c h i ­
gan's website asked sub­
scr ibers to be patient 
wi th the negotiations and 
that switching providers 
isn't the best answer 

" E v e r y teievision 
provider is in the same 
boat, including sateiiite 
and telephone compa­
nies, when it comes t ime 
for contracts to be re­

newed," the website 
reads. " D i r e c T V , D i s h 
Ne twork and A T & T have 
had s i m i l a r fights and 
Ver izon and other new 
providers w i l l encounter 
the same situation as 
they start to renew their 
agreements. In fact, in 
2012 alone, there were 
nearly 100 blackouts of 
local T V stations across 
cabie, sateiii te and tele­
phone company dis­
tr ibutors , according to 
the A m e r i c a n Television 
V i e w e r Al l iance ." 

R e c k e r said he spoke 
with severa l of his neigh­
bors on the issue and 
they considered swi tch­
ing in o rde r to get C B S 
p rogramming back as 
wel l . 

"We get together quite 
a bit. We a l l sit around 
shaking our head," he 
said. "I know one neigh­
bor has already swi tched 
to D i s h . " 

"We certainly apolo­
gize to our customers for 
any inconvenience they 
experienced as a result 
of this dispute," M i r o n 
said. "The goal was to 
hoid down rising costs as 
best as we can and retain 
our ab i i i ty to dei iver a 
great experience and 
vaiue for our customers. 
We thank our customers 
for remain ing with us as 
w e i i as the i r feedback, 
support and patience."

of an Il l inois appellate court, a 
homeowner's association was 
not required to have express 
ru lemaking authori ty in order 
to l imi t the types of water-
craft that residents can use on 
an adjoining lake. The court 
basical ly concluded that the 
association had impl ic i t au­
thori ty to regulate the use of 
the lake as common property 
The court ci ted the Restate­
ment of Proper ty: Servitudes 
which makes clear that where 
the homeowner's association 
has the responsibi l i ty of ad­
minis ter ing the common prop­
er ty for the common good of 
the members, it must have the 
imp l i c i t power to make rea­
sonable regulations regarding 
the use of the common proper­
ty. You are best advised to 
consult with a community 
association attorney.

A : In a M i s s i s s i p p i Su­
preme Court case, recently 
decided, the landlord owned 
an apartment complex with a 
swimming pool. The proper­
ty's regulations required 
guests to be accompanied by a 
tenant in order to enter the 
pool area. A 17-year-oid boy 
v i s i t ing his uncle who lived m 
the apartment compiex went 
to the pooi without his uncle 
and drowned when he went in 
the deep end of the pool de­
spite being unable to swim. In 
that case, the p la in t i f f sued 
for wrongful death alleging 
that the landlord breached a 
duty to keep the pool in a 
reasonably safe condition. 
However , the court concluded 
that the defendant could only 
be l iable to w i l l f u l and wanton 
conduct because the plain­
t i f f ' s son became a trespasser 
once he entered the pooi with­
out his uncie. Y o u shouid 
check wi th your attorney 
regarding your jur i sd ic t ion 
for further advice.
