While the ci ty of N o v i w o r k s 
to update i t s plan for the T o w n 
Center S tudy A r e a project, it 
moves fo rward on a rela ted plan 
to modernize the street l igh t ing 
i n the area. 

The p l an is to remove 56 
lighting structures along T o w n 
Center D r i v e , Crescent B o u ­
levard, Ingersol D r i v e and 
Crowe D r i v e and another 32 
structures along N o v i R o a d and 
Grand R i v e r Avenue that a re a l l 
contained i n a special assess­
ment dis t r ic t . 

Based on a proposed D T E 
Energy plan, the or iginal 88 
structures w i l l be replaced wi th 
69 energy-efficient L E D l u m i ­
naries, poles, bases and w i r i n g . 

On Monday, c i ty counc i l ap­
proved master agreements for 
munic ipa l street l ighting, as 
w e l l as corresponding purc l iase 
agreements with the Detro i t 
Edison Co. for the Town Cente r 
A r e a Street Light ing Replace­
ment Project in the phased 
amounts o f $182,893 and 
$283,857. 

" D T E Ene rgy is proposing a 
phased p l a n that would ach ieve 
an overal l goal of designing, 
instal l ing and then operating 
and mainta ining the sys tem f o r 
perpetuity," the N o v i P u b l i c 
Services Department wrote in 
i ts report f o r the Sept. 16 City 
Council meeting. 

N o v i officials said the need 
for the project is based on the 
findings o f a 2011 study that 
determined complete replace­
ment of the system was re­
quired and that energy-effi­
cient, l ight-emit t ing diode f ix ­
tures w o u l d provide op t imal 
l ighting at low energy costs. In 
I t s f iscal year 2012-13 budget, 
N o v i allocated $487,000 fo r the 
replacement of the agmg Town 
Center l igh t ing system, w h i c h is 
funded by a special assessment 
district . 

Subsequently, accord ing to 
the 'Public Services Department , 
D T E worked wi th i t to develop a 
project scope and ul t imately 
provided a cost proposal 
through i ts Community L i g h t i n g 
Program. 

Phase 1 w i l l include Crescent

After all, students can learn 
online 24 hours a day l see 
billboards advertising the 
virtues of virtual schools as I 
drive to work. Many districts 
in Michigan have opened their 
borders and accept students 
from different communities. 

So is the local public school 
still something that is impor­
tant? 

There is a passage in Ivan 
Doig's book The Whistling Sea­
son that has fascinated me and 
stuck with me since the day I 
read it many years ago: 

"Out beyond the play area, 
there were round rims of shad­
ow on the patch of prairie 
where the horses we rode to 
school had eaten the grass 
down in circles around their 
picket stake. 

"Forever and a day could go 
by and that feeling will never 
leave me. Of knowing, in that 
instant, the central power of 
that country school in our 
lives.

"Everyone I could think of 
had something at stake in that 
school. 

"We all answered, with 
some part of our lives, to the 
pull of this small knoll of pi-os-
pect, this isolated square of 
school ground." 

Do schools still have that 
"central power?" Do communi­
ty schools still mean something 
in the year 2013? 

I think they do. 
I have visited more than 50 

classrooms in the first two 
weeks of school. I have seen 
teachers taking time to con­
nect with students while they 
focused on teaching the curri­
culum. I have seen teachei-s 
helping students explain their 
thinking, examine problems 
and consider ideas from differ­
ent perspectives. 

Yes, students can learn at 
home or through a virtual tu­
tor, but students in our schools 

have the benefit of teachers 
who understand the impor­
tance of developing connec­
tions that will encourage stu­
dents to push themselves. 

As I sit in my office prepar­
ing for the week, I see on my 
schedule myriad events. Girls 
swimming and dive, field hock­
ey, volleyball, boys tennis, 
cross country and football are 
just a few of the events that 
the students in my district will 
participate in this week. Stu­
dents participate in the march­
ing band and color guard. 
These activities help students 
learn to apply the lessons of 
leadership and building a team. 

I have been greeted in class­
rooms by first-graders and 
fourth-graders who walk up to 
me, shake my hand and wel­
come me to their classroom. 
These students are learning 
lessons from our Leader in Me 
program. These lessons will 
last their entire life. 

Parents have visited our 
schools to meet teachers and 
talk to principals. Parents want 
to know that our schools are 
good places for their children. 

Our cooks and bus drivers 

and maintenance staff have 
spent countless hours getting 
our schools ready and now 
spend time ensui-ing that 
things operate smoothly 

Even with all of this, I still 
ask myself - do schools stiii 
mean something? Do schoois 
still ask of people to give some­
thing? Do schools still pull 
communities forwai'd? 

Again, I answer yes! 
Schools connect a communi­

ty Teachers connect with stu­
dents. Students connect with 
adults outside of their family 
A love of learning and a pas­
sion for learning are passed on 
from one generation to anoth­
er. Students begin to see, 
through the lives of the people 
in their school, that there are 
things to be passionate about. 

For a student, schools be­
come places where they learn 
that they are important. The 
adults in a school communicate 
to the students who attend that 
they matter. Teachers who take 
an interest in a student help 
that student understand that 
they are important. 

Schools create places where 
students iearn to fit in. Some 

students fit in with the athletic 
teams, others in the band or 
oi-chesti-a. Some students con­
nect through Quiz Bowl or 
Student Council or Safety Pa­
trol. In community schools, 
places are created and oppor­
tunities are presented for stu­
dents to learn life lessons by 
connecting with others. 

Oh, schools can falter. 
Schools can be places where 
students are bored or where 
they feel bullied or ignored or 
left out. But community 
schools work hard to be places 
where students understand 
that they have a place, they 
have an opportunity to learn 
and that they have adults who 
care about them. 

Schools do mean something. 
As this school year starts in 

Novi, my hope is that we can 
continue to make schools mean 
something to every student 
who attends and to every fam­
ily who trusts us enough to 
send us their children.

Sandy Richards' life 
was altered irrevocably as 
a result of the devastating 
loss of her 16-year-old son 
lyier in a car accident on 
Bogie Lake Road, in Com­
merce Township, in Sep­
tember 2003. 

Now Richards, a Walled

District community educa­
tion employee and former 
district parent, will offer 
her book detailing her life 
since - A Far Cry... From 
Home - A Mother's Jour­
ney of Love, Loss and Heal­
ing - Through the Eyes of 
an A n g e l - H p.m. Sat­
urday, Sept. 21, at Walled 
Lake Northern High 
School. 

"My story, told from 
Tyler's point of view, is a 
non-fiction memoir of how 
I lived and continued to 
breathe through the vigils, 
amazing outpouring of 
support, loneliness and 
constant struggles after 
losmg my son. I trace my 
steps through the grieving 
process and find light at 
the end," Richards said. "I 
will never let Tyler's mem­
ory fade. 

"The decision to have 
Tyler narrate our story 

Richards 

was a simple one: He is the 
only person with the true, 
first-hand knowledge of 
every shock wave, tear­
drop, revelation and re­
birth that rocked our 
world." 

She hopes 
to reach out to 
grieving fam­
ilies: "My goal 
is to heip oth­
ers. Even if I 
can help one 
family con­
structively 
grapple with 

this kind of life-changing 
ordeal, it will have been a 
successful endeavor." 

The book features a 
foreword written by Tim 
Lynch J r and several notes 
and poems written by stu­
dents, friends and others 
who reached out to Rich­
ards during her difficult 
time. 

Richards began the 
writing process by partici­
pating in the National Nov­
el Writing Month project 
that challenges partici­
pants to write a 50,000-
word novel by writing at 
least 1,667 words a day for 
30 consecutive days. Rich­
ards took the challenge 

and the first draft of her 
book was penned in No­
vember 2011. Over the next 
year, she rewrote, refined 
and reworked the manu­
script. 

Then, after much re­
search and hiring an edi­
tor, she signed an agree­
ment with Friesen Press in 
Vancouver to self-publish 
her book. 

"A scholarship was 
established in 2003 in Ty­
ler's memory, through the 
Legacy Scholarship organi­
zation," Richards said. "I 
am proud to select, meet 
and award the scholarships 
to Northern High School 
students each year. A por­
tion of the sales of each 
book will go to the Tyler 
Richards Legacy Schol­
arship Fund."

It may have slipped by unnoticed to many that 
Hiesday was Constitution Day a time set aside to 
honor the document that formed the United States 
of America. The freedoms we hold dear are part 
of the document, its Bi l l of Rights and the 17 
amendments that have been added smce it was 
sighed by our Founding Fathers. 

One of the freedoms it guarantees is the right 
to vote. As written, the Constitution didn't deter­
mine voting qualifications; that was left to the in­
dividual states. But, over time, through amend­
ments and legislation, such as the Voting Rights 
Act Of 1965, the right to vote has been clearly es­
tablished. Men and women of all races, religious 
beliefs and economic status and who are age 18 by 
election day are eligible to vote. 

This brmgs us to Tbesday, Sept. 24 - National 
Voter Registration Day It's not the deadline to 
register to vote, but a day that has been set aside to 
remind people to take the necessary steps to be 
eligible to vote this year, including filling out the 

needed registration forms. 
It goes without saying 

that voting is one of our 
most sacred freedoms, but 
in 2008, when America 
elected its first African-

In Michigan, there are really only three re­

quirements to register to vote: 
» Applicants must be 18 years of age by Elec­

tion Day. 
1) They must be a U.S. citizen. 
» They must be a resident of the city or town­

ship in which they wish to register 
While the idea of National Voter Registration 

Day is to get as many people around the country as 
possible registered Sept. 24, the actual deadline to 
register to vote for Michigan's November general 
election is Monday Oct. 7. 

And there are several ways to sign up. People 
can register bymail, at their county, city or town-
"Ship clerk's office or by visiting any Secretary of 
State branch. They can get information about reg­
istering to vote or even check their status as a reg­
istered voter by visiting the Secretary of State's 
website at www.michigan.gov/SOS. 

Voting is an important part of the freedoms we 
have as Americans. It's one that should be exer­
cised in each and every election. If you're regis­
tered to vote, great. If you aren't, don't wait anoth­
er day. Register and then get out and be a part of 
what makes us the land of the free.

C o m m o n C o r e foes lacif 
facts 

When you attend all the hear­
ings (this was my third) and read 
the commentary from those in 
favor and those opposed, you 
quickly discover that the sup­
porters of the Common Core and 
the Siharter Balance Assessment 
provide factually accurate in­
formation that is verifiable via. 
many sources. 

Those opposed — including 
state Rep. Tom McMill in , R-
Rochester HUls, New York Uni­
versity professor Diane Ravitch 
and University of Arkansas edu­
cation professor Sandra Stotsky 
— provide opinions that do not 
stand the test of fact checkmg or 
verification. 

The verifiable evidence sup­
porting adoption of the Common 
Core curriculum standards is 
overwhelming; the opposition is 
strong in their emotion, but in­
credibly void of factual support. 

McMillin and others repeated­
ly assert that we will be unable to 
change the standard because the 
National Governors Association 
"owns" them. The NGA copy­
righted Common Core for good 
reason. Just what is a standard? 
It is a standard because it is con­
sistent, you can rely on it as a 
guide, a common resource upon 
which to build and continually 
improve. Think Underwriters 
Laboratories, Insurance Institute 
for Highway Safety, the ISO 
Series of Business Standards and 
the communications standards 
for the Internet. 

Common Core as written is 
copyrighted to protect the integ­
rity of the standard and avoid 
one of the major problems stan­
dards are mtended to correct: 
inconsistent and wildly variable 
expectations. 

Michigan and 45 other states 
adopted the Common Core and 
agreed not to infringe the copy­
right. Standards do not inhibit in 
any way creativity imagmation 
and the insatiable curiosity and 
diversity each child brings to the 
classroom. 

They will enable a meaningful 
response to the question that 
should be asked of any conclu­
sion: "Compared to what?" With 
Common Core in place, account­
ability wUl finally mean sonie-
thing. 

Just imagine what navigating 
the interstate highway syste;II 
would be like if each community 
along its route were allowed to

Unfortunately for those 
proposmg a private enterprise 
solution for health care needs, 
the facts do not support their 
position. 

The private sector has been 
present m American health care 
for a long time, while other ad­
vanced democracies have em­
braced public intervention in the 
health care marketplace. The 
result, according to the Organi­
zation for Economic Develop­
ment and Cooperation data, is 
that we pay roughly twice as 
much per capita for health care 
than those who have gone the 
public route. Ditto for gross 
domestic product. 

In 2011, the United States 
spent $8,508 per capita on med­
ical care, while the average 
among OEDC nations was $3,339. 
Canada spent $4,522. France, 
which, according to the World 
Health Organization, has the best 
health care system In the world, 
spent $4,118 per capita. 

Beyond that, in 2011 the Unit­
ed States spent 17.7 percent of its 
gross domestic product on health 
care. The closest country to the 
U.S. was the Netherlands, which 
spent 11.9 percent of GDP on 
health care. Canada spent 11.2 
percent. The average among the 
35 OEDC countries was 9.3 per­
cent. France spends 11.6 percent 
of GDP on health care. 

Clearly, public intervention m 
the field of medicine can be effi­
cient and effective. It is not by 
accident that so many nations 
with public systems spend much 
less on healtii care and often 
have better outcomes than we 
do.

The time is now for our legis­
lators in Lansing to take ac­
tion to increase Michigan's 

road funding. 
For years now, as our roads 

have crumbled, the legislators 
have debated road funding. Over 
the course of the last couple of 
years, and following several very 
in-depth studies, a consensus has 
formed in Lansing that, yes, our 
state is in dire need of more road 
funding. 

For years, many legislators ar­
gued that before they would con­
sider additional road funding, the 
state's road agencies had to first 
come to the table, improving effi­
ciency, cutting costs and doing ev­
erything possible to stretch the 
existing dollars as far as possible. 
Well, we have all done that. 

Consider that the Road Com­
mission for Oakland County has 
reduced its staff by more than 35 
percent since 2007. 

We have also significantly in­
creased the amount of health in­
surance costs that employees 
bear and reduced retirement 
benefits for new hires, among 
many other things. 

That is in addition to all the 
work we have privatized over the 
years (when it has made good 
business sense), the improved ef­
ficiencies we've achieved 
through activities, such as em­
ployee cross trainmg and the in­
creased use of technology to fur­
ther improve efficiency.

thing the state Legislature has 
asked. 

However, while beneficial, 
those activities cannot replace 
the funding we have lost over the 
years or compensate for the fact 
that the costs of building and 
maintaining roads has grown dra­
matically during that time. That's 
because Michigan simply has not 
adequately funded its roads in a 
long time. 

Less a n d less f u n d i n g 
U.S. Census Bureau data indi­

cates that Michigan has been 
among the bottom nine states in 
the nation in per capita state and 
local road fundmg since at least 
1964. That's 50 years of spending 
less on roads than nearly all other 
states. 

The problem is that now that 
most of our legislators agree 
there is a problem, they cannot 
agree how to solve it. Nobody 
wants to raise taxes. I get that. 

But roads are a vital, critical, 
elemental part of our culture and 
our economy Building and main­
taining roads has been one of the 
most basic and necessary func­
tions of government since the 
dawn of civilization. 

We, as a state, cannot continue 
to ignore this vital part of our in­
frastructure. The time for action 
is now. The longer we put off re­
pairing our roads, the more it will 
cost to do so. 

As we continue to defer this re­
sponsibility we are creatlnga tre­
mendous burden for future gen­
erations that wil l be saddled with 
the cost of rebuildmg the roads. 
But the impact will be fek in the 
short term as well. 

We are rapidly approaching 
the point where we can no longer 
adequately provide basic ser­
vices, such as pothole patching, 
gravel road grading and plowing 
and salting in the winter. 

I implore our legislators to ful­
fill their responsibilities — to en­
sure our transportation infra­
structure is adequately funded, 
so that our businesses can grow 
and thrive, so our communities 
can again prosper, so our resi­
dents can travel safely and easily 
to work, to school, etc. 

Now is the time for action. 
Let's not let this opportunity pass.

Keller Johnson-
Thompson, 43, has many 
reasons to be proud of 
her great-great aunt, 
Helen Keller. 

" l think in many ways 
Helen Keller was a wom­
an ahead of her time," 
said Johnson-Thompson, 
who'll speak Thursday, 
Sept. 26, to mark the 40th 
anniversary of the Novi 
Lions Club. "She certain­
ly spoke out on many 
issues." 

Those Included wom­
en's suffrage and civil 
rights, her great-grand-
niece said, along with 
advocacy for the visually 
and hearing impaired, 
landmark work that car­
ries on her name long 
after her 1968 death. 
Helen Keller lost her 
sight and hearmg early in 
life to illness. 

"I never met Aunt 
Helen, no," said Johnson-
Thompson, vice presi­
dent of education for the 
Helen Keller Foundation 
for Research and Educa­
tion. She also travels with 
the American Foundation 
for the Blind asAFB 
Ambassador. 

Johnson-Thompson 
lives in Ibscumbia, ./Via., 
and has been in /Uabama 
all her life, some time in 
Birmingham there for 
foundation work as well 
as at the University of 
Alabama, where she 
studied political science 
and history for her bach­
elor's degree. 

' T u g g e d at m y hea r t ' 

She considered law 
school, but changed her 
mind. "The work of Aunt 
Helen tugged at my 
heart," said Johnson-
Thompson, married to 
William Thompson for IS 
years and mom to sons 
ages 12 and 4 and a 
daughter age 6. 

"I met her five or six 
years ago at the dedica­
tion of the Michigan Eye 
Bank building" in Ann 
Arbor, said Novi resident 
William Barr, a retired 
Novi school supermten-
dent. He's served more 
than once as president of 
the Novi Lions and his 
wife Patti has been club 
president more recently. 

"I thmk it's an honor 
for the community" 
William Barr said of 
Johnson-Thompson's 
appearance. He's proud 
of Lions Club work for 
the blind and visually 
impaired, noting the Novi 
club has raised more 
than $1 million "and giv­
en it all away." 

He was a founder for 
the Novi club when he 
moved there and discov­
ered there wasn't one. 
The evening will feature 
6:30 p.m. cocktails with 
dinner at 7 p.m. at the 
Suburban Collection 
Showplace on Grand 
River Avenue in Novi. 
Dinner is $25 and there 
will be a cash bar.

There will be a private 
reception as well 6-6:45 
p.m.for$3S, with ad­
vance reservations also 
needed.

In 1925, Helen KeUer 
appealed to Lions Inter­
national to take up the 
cause against blindness 
and for advocacy "The 
Lions have been phenom­
enal," Johnson-Thomp­
son said. "They really are 
the lifeline from the 
work Helen Keller did. 
They're just such a very 
important organization. 
They still work diligently 
in helping others." 

Some Lions work with 
the hearing impaired and 
on other projects, she 
said: "I don't think we 
could do without Lions." 

She jokingly com­
pared herself to football 
coach legend Bear Bry­
ant among fellow Ala­
bama dwellers, noting 
both have many family 
members there. Outside 
of that state, when she 
often travels for her 
work, she'll hear, "Oh, 
wow, you're kin to her?" 

'Overcome any 
obstacle ' 

Women m particular 
need role models, she 
said, as do children: "It 
shows you with hard 
work and dedication you 
can overcome any obsta­
cle." 

Growing up, Johnson-
Thompson's grandmoth­

er kept the younger gen­
eration of tiie family 
aware. There were ive 
performances of The 
Miracle Worker, the offi­
cial outdoor play in the 
backyard amphitheater. 
"She was very passionate 
about continuing her 
aunt's legacy," Johnson-
Thompson said of her 
grandmother. "After 
college, that's really what 
I turned to." 

Helen Keller helped to 
found the American Civil 
Liberties Union around 
1920. Sheandlongthne 
teacher Annie Sullivan 
were prominent for 
many years, including 
Keller's graduation from 
Radcliffe College with 
Sullivan's help. 

"Her whole life's work 
was to make this a better 
place," her great-grand-
niece said of Keller. "She 
really was trying to do 
the right thing and she 
did in a lot of ways. 

"Annie Sullivan was 
truly the Instrument. She 
was just so devoted." 
Sullivan was orphaned, 
going blind herself, and 
had limited education: 
"She was just what Helen 
Keller needed," Johnson-
Thompson said. "Without 
.Annie Sullivan, we would 
not have known Helen 
Keller, the one we know 
today" 

' L e a r n s o m e t h i n g 
n e w ' 

At the Novi Lions Club 
festivities, she'll share 
about her great-great 
aunt's life, beyond the 

scene with Sullivan at the 
water pump where young 
Helen first deciphered 
language. "I learn some­
thing new at least every 
week," said Johnson-
Thompson, who will 
share some of that with 
Lions and guests, as well 
as celebrating their 
work. 

"I'm often through the 
Detroit airport. I'm look­
ing forward to it. I love 
the Midwest," said John­
son-Thompson, who has a 
good friend in Fort 

Wayne, Ind. "I'm looking 
forward to coming. I'm 
very excited. I'm looking 
forward to reconnecting 
with old friends and mak­
ing new ones." 

Her dad also does 
some Helen Keller-relat­
ed work, but Johnson-
Thompson is the family 
mainstay m that regard. 

Novi Mayor Bob Gatt 
will be master of cere­
monies for the Sept. 26 
dinner.
