Tips to maintaining
classic beauty

usgeshink of your body like a classic car.
% You can buff it, wax it, paint it and
shine it - but you still have to fuel
it, lube it, flush it and rest it in order to
keep it running. Here are some simple
things we can do to keep ourselves -
especially our skin — in mint condition.

Protect your investment

The obvious piece of advice that we
have heard a thousand times: wear sun-
screen every day. But I’m going to talk
about the lesser known strain of the
protection family — antioxidants.

Antioxidants can be a bit complicat-
ed to explain, so I'll let Wikipedia do it.
“An antioxidant is a molecule that inhib-
its the oxidation of other molecules.
Oxidation is a chemical reaction that

transfers electrons or hydrogen from a
substance to

an oxidizing
agent. Oxi-
dation reac-
tions can
produce
free rad-
icals. In
turn, these radicals can start chain reac-
tions. When the chain reaction occurs in
a cell, it can cause damage or death to
the cell. Antioxidants terminate these
chain reactions by removing free rad-
ical intermediates and inhibit other
oxidation reactions. They do this by
being oxidized themselves, so antioxi-
dants are often reducing agents such as
thiols, ascorbic acid or polyphenols.”

In other words, antioxidants — mainly
beta carotene, vitamins A and C, zinc
and selenium - protect your skin from
free radicals, slow down the aging proc-
ess and can save your life.

Fuel up

We have all heard the expression,
“We are what we eat.” We all know this
1s important for overall health, but did
you know that you need clean blood in
order to have healthy skin? Eating lots
of fruits and veggies does more than
Just help our waistline, it helps our skin
glow and a whole lot more. Some su-
perstars are broccoli, spinach, kale and
other dark green vegetables that con-
tain loads of antioxidants, as well as
fiber, which help the body eliminate
toxins. .

Dark berries, such as blueberries,
cranberries, blackberries and cherries,
play a significant role in cardiovascular
health and help prevent 0St€0OpOYOsIS
and diabetes. Consuming flavinoid com-

pound powerhouses like green tea, lem-
ons and limes balance pH levels, aid in
digestion, boost your immune system,
hydrate your lymph system, lower cho-
lesterol and aid in weight loss.

Check your fluid levels

I'm talking H20 ladies. Consume two
to three liters of water daily. The fact is,
skin is an organ — our largest organ.
Lack of hydration will make the skin
dry, flaky and, yep, wrinkly. All of our
organs need water; unfortunately, our
skin is last on the priority list.

We need to hydrate externally as well
by applying liberal amounts of moistur-
izer, not only on our face, but our entire
body. Also, a great ingredient to look for
is hyaluronic acid, which holds 1,000
times its own weight in water, thus at-_
tracting water to the skin and holding it
there. Don’t forget your hands and neck,
ladies - they are tell-tale spots for guess-

ing your “real” age.

Buff it

As we age, our cell turnover slows
down, creating a “brick and mortar”
effect of dead skin cells, thus dulling the
skin. This is where chemical exfolia-
tives, such as salicylic acid or an alpha-
hydroxy acid can help dissolve this
“glue,” making it possible to remove
those built up dead skin cells by using a
granular exfoliative. This leaves room
at the surface for younger, fresher, new-
er cells to shine. Your makeup will apply
much more smoothly and evenly toa
freshly buffed surface, too.

Paint and detail

Highlight and contour can do won-
ders. Using an illuminating finishing
powder acts as a light reflecting high-
lighter. Apply a thin veil across the
bridge of the nose and tops of cheek-
bones, creating a light diffusing effect,
softening the appearance of fine lines
and giving the skin a youthful glow.

Contouring creates definition to the
face. Sculpting cheekbones, slimming
the bridge of the nose and sharpening
the jaw line, creating a slimming effect
that can make you appear more youth-

ful.
Choose a powder a few shades darker

than your skin and apply with an angled
face brush to shade the underside of the
cheekbones and under the jawline, then
use a smaller shadow brush to contour
the sides of the nose. Be sure to blend.

Consider these top 10 resources
for family caregivers:

1. Join a support

group. Many communities,
senior centers, hospitals and
religious organizations host

ofr

support group meetings. Some
groups are specific to caring for a
person with an illness, such as
Alzheimer’s disease/dementia,
cancer or diabetes. Some groups
are designed for spouses and
family members in general. Sup-
port groups are a way to get out of
the house and connect with others.
You may come away with new
ideas, resources, friendships and
a deeper understanding that you
are not alone.

2. Utilize a food service,

such as Meals on Wheels.
If you are concerned about pre-
paring and getting a meal to the
person you care for, Meals on
Wheels is a low-cost solution and
one less meal for you to prepare
every day. Caregivers, over the

A myride2 mo-
bility specialist will work with you
and local transportation providers
to find the best transportation op-
tions for the person you care for in
Oakland, Macomb and western
Wayne counties.

4. Bring in help a few

hours a day. Consider turning to
local organizations, like Interfaith
Volunteer Caregivers, to arrange
for a trained volunteer to provide
friendship and supervision for the
person you care for a few hours a
week or an entire day. Don’t forget
about family members, friends and
neighbors who may be willing, if
asked, to help out, or contact a pro-
fessional caregiver or home health

5. Visit a local Adult

Day Service Center. ADS
programs provide daytime care
for older adults and persons with
disabilities and often specialize in
caring for individuals with de-
mentia. Most programs provide
personal care, transportation,
meals and appropriate activities
that encourage social interaction.
Many programs offer flexible
hours so that caregivers can
arrange care for their family
member for half days or full
days, Monday through Friday.

6. Get some house-

keeping help. You can make
a dream a reality by hiring a
company or individual to clean,
organize, do laundry or even
prepare meals, once a month,
once a week, or daily.

7. Visit the web. Searching
the web can be a great way to gath-
er care-giving tips, expertise on
specific, relevant topics and even
connect with other caregivers in
online support groups. You may be
surprised how much information is
available to you in the comfort of
your own home. Just “Google” what
you are looking for!

8. Use family gatherings
to have important con-

versations. Don’t forget to com-
municate with other family mem-
bers to explain how the person you
care for is doing and what your
day-to-day experience is. It is very
possible that others may not have a
clear understanding of the extent of
your work and respons1b111t1es or
how they can assist you. Focus on
the facts, remain positive and be
specific in what you need.

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Keep little teeth healthy this Halloween and beyond

E alloween is a fun time of year,
. filled with costumes, parties and
. sweet treats. But someumes par-
. ents worry that all those sugary
treats can lead to cavities and poor den-
tal health. The good news: It’s not what
children eat, but how often, and candy
can be OK if children and parents are
conscientious.
“No food is really bad for children’s
teeth who do not snack often,” said Dr.

Warren Brill, president of the American

Academy of Pediatric Dentistry. “In
fact, many parents may not realize that
children’s dental health depends less on
what they eat and more on how often
they eat it.”

All types of sugars and the foods that
contain them can play a role in tooth
decay. About 90 percent of all foods -
contain sugars or starches that enable
bacteria in dental plaque to produce
acids. This attack by bacterial acid,
lasting 20 minutes or more, can lead to
loss of tooth structure and to cavities.
So a child who licks a piece of hard
candy every few minutes to make it last
longer, or slowly sips a sugared drink
while studying, is flirting with a higher

risk of tooth decay. Such long-lasting
snacks create an acid attack on teeth for
the entire time they are in the mouth.
“Halloween should be fun and sweets
can be part of that fun,” Brill said. “But
it is important for parents and care-
givers to remember that moderation is

the key in keeping children, and their
mouths, healthy.”

Below are a few simple ways the
AAPD suggests will help keep little
mouths healthy this Halloween:

» Snack in moderation, no more than
three times a day.

» A food with sugar or starch is saf-
er for teeth if it is eaten with a meal,
not as a snack.

» Tooth brushing should be per-
formed twice daily. The best times to
brush are after breakfast and before
bed. Parents should supervise the
brushing for school-age children until

they are 7-8 years of age (about the
same time they can tie their own shoe-
laces or write in cursive).

» The best toothbrushes have soft,
round-ended (polished) bristles that
clean while being gentle on the gums.
The handle should be the correct size to
fit your child’s hand

» Select a fluoride toothpaste with
the American Dental Association Seal
of Acceptance.

October is National
Breast Cancer
Awareness Month

Early detection
key to successful
outcome

You may have noticed the splashes
of pink decorating everything from

T-shirts to coffee mugs this month.

That means one thing: October is
Breast Cancer Awareness Month, an
event designed to raise awareness of
the disease that will impact one in eight
women annually, according to the
American Cancer Society.

If you’re like most women, those two
words — breast cancer — can send shiv-
ers down your spine,

However, there is something that
Lisa Chism, a nurse practitioner in the
High Risk Breast Clinic and clinical
director of the Karmanos Cancer In-
stitute’s Women’s Wellness clinics in
Farmington Hills and Detroit, wants

other women to know. )
“Breast cancer, when caught early, is

highly treatable,””’ said Chism, who
holds a doctorate in the nurse practitio-
ner profession from Oakland Univer-
sity. “There have been so many ad-
vances in the treatment of the breast
cancer that many women can go on to
live a full and healthy lifestyle after
treatment.”

The keys, Chism said, are breast
cancer screenings and early detection.

Early detection crucial

“The earlier the detection, the great-
er chances of survival,” she said, add-
ing that is exactly why Breast Cancer
Awareness Month is so important.

Increasing breast cancer awareness,
sharing information and educating
women about the importance of breast
care — as well as providing access to

medical services such as screenings,
the mission of Breast Cancer Aware-
ness Month - is vital to the fight against
the disease, said Dr. Lawrence Flaher-
ty, medical director of the Clinical
Trials Office at Karmanos Cancer In-
stitute.

“It is exactly the point,” of raising
awareness, Flaherty said, “With three
million survivors, the vast majority of
women are going to remain cancer-free
for their lifetime when it is caught
early through screening.”

Improvements in medical therapies,
including less invasive procedures,
have also increased effectiveness in
treating some breast cancers as well,
he said.

“We are getting better results with
fewer surgeries and less drug treat-
ments,” he said. “It is nothing to be
afraid of.”

Fear did not hold Julie Sproul, 66, of
Novi back when she discovered a lump
in her breast in 2006.

Her follow-up mammogram did not
show the lump. However, the subse-
quent breast ultrasound did. Sproul
discovered she had not only one, but
two different types of cancer in both
breasts.

“I was in shock. It’s something I will
never forget,” said Sproul, director of
the Mercy Cancer Network,.

One of Michigan’s largest networks
of board-certified cancer specialists,
Mercy Cancer Network is composed of
the CHE Trinity Health-Michigan hos-
pitals cancer programs, working to-
gether and sharing the best practices in
cancer diagnosis, treatment and follow-
up care, as well as providing the latest
and most advanced cancer treatment
available, Sproul explained.

She has been director of the cancer
network since 2009.

No family cancer history

“I have no history of breast cancer
in my family and I was not expecting it
to come back that I had cancer,” she

said.
Sproul said it was her dense breast

tissue, a condition common in many
women, that made the lumps difficult
to detect from the routine mammo-
gram. That is one reason Sproul recom-
mends discussing the option of addi-
tional screening for women with dense
breast tissue.

“Early diagnosis of breast cancer is
so vital and dense breast can make
lumps hard to detect,” she said.

The density of your breast tissue and
appropriate plans for screenings are
definitely things women need to dis-

}/' After undergoing a double lumpecto-

/ My to remove the lumps and surround-
Ing trissue and 36 rounds of radiation,
Sproul, the mother of two grown daugh-
ters and grandmother to four, is cancer-
free today. However, her experience
has led her on a path to help other wom-
en learn not only about the importance
of early detection, but also about the
availability of care.

In addition to self-breast exams, she

also advocates regular mammograms
as well as a3 breast cancer risk assess-

cuss with their health care provider,
Sproul advises. Becoming familiar with
your breast tissue through regular
self-exams enables you to detect
changes earlier that can be reported to
your physician. )
“Once you find something, you can
follow up. I had every test imaginable,”

she said.
Tests indicated that Sproul’s breast

cancer had a very low risk of recur-
rence, which guided her treatment

plans.

ment and subsequent follow up.
“It is a choice. There is help out

there,” she said.

Her life's mission

Lisa Braddix, 31, of Southfield did
not have breast cancer, but she consid-
ers herself a survivor.

After losing her mother Denise
Braddix to the disease at age 45 in 2007,
she has made it her life’s mission to
help others avoid the devastating loss
of someone they care for from breast
cancer. .

“I was only 14 when she was first
diagnosed. The experience of watching
her battle this disease for 10 years has
had a tremendous impact on me,” said
Braddix, a breast cancer program spe-
cialist for Komen Detroit.

Her mother’s struggle — and that of
herself and her father and sister — guid-
ed her on a career path as a passionate
advocate that includes a bachelor’s
degree in biology and a master’s degree
in public health.

“My experience is what drew me to
my role,” Braddix said. “Seeing how
this disease not only affected my moth-
er, but everyone around her: family,
friends, co-workers. Even though I am
grown, there are still things you need
vour moim around for — and she’s not

there.
“I knew I had to get involved and

make it my work to fight the battle
against the disease,” added Braddix,
whose work includes community
education, grant-making and public
policy and advocacy.

Education essential

There are many myths and mis-
conceptions about the disease, Brad-
dix believes, and educating women
about the importance of early detec-
tion is essential.

Her mother’s breast cancer was
discovered late: she was in stage
three when it was revealed she had
the disease.

Braddix said she often thinks
about “what if” her mother has
found it earlier.

“I want to spread as much in-
formation as possible about the im-
portance of finding breast cancer
early. If you find it sooner, there is a
greater chance of survival,’ she said.
“There is so much out there these
days, great research and technology
that has improved prognosis. It is
not the death sentence that it once
was.”

Educating others is empowering,
she said.

“I ask people to please take what
they have learned from me and go
out and share it with someone else,”

she said.

Breast cancer in
2013: What you
need to know

Thirty years ago, a diagnosis of
breast cancer was thought of as a
virtual death sentence for many wom-
en, but since that time, significant
progress has been made in the fight
against breast cancer. Reduced mor-
tality, less invasive treatments, an
increased number of survivors and
other advancements have their roots
in breast cancer research - more than
$790 million of it funded by Susan G.
Komen, the world’s largest breast
cancer organization.

However, the reality is that breast
cancer is still a serious disease. Na-
tional Breast Cancer Awareness
Month, marked each October, brings
awareness to the disease and empow-
ers women to take charge of their
own breast health.

This year, about 200,000 new cases
of invasive breast cancer will be diag-
nosed among women in the U.S. and
nearly 40,000 women will die from it.
Globally, 1.6 million people will be
diagnosed and 400,000 will die. De-
spite the increased awareness of
breast cancer, major myths still
abound. Women must remain vigilant
against this disease by learning the
facts and understanding how they
may be able to reduce their risk.

Myths and facts

Fact: While the risk increases with
age, all women are at risk for getting
breast cancer.

Myth: Only women with a family
history of breast cancer get the dis-

ease.
Fact: Most women who get breast

cancer have no family history of the
disease. However, a woman whose
mother, sister or daughter had breast
cancer has an increased risk.

Myth: If I don’t have a mutated
BRCAlor BRCA2 gene, I won’t get
breast cancer,

Fact: You can still get breast can-
cer, even without a gene mutation.
About 90-95 percent of women who
get breast cancer do not have this

mutation.
Myth: Women with more than one

known risk factor get breast cancer.

Fact: Most women with breast can-
cer have no known risk factors except
being a woman and getting older. All
women are at risk.

Myth: You can prevent breast can-
cer.

Fact: Because the causes of breast
cancer are not yet fully known, there
1S no way to prevent it.

Actions to reduce your risk

Breast cancer can’t be prevented;
however, research has shown that
there are actions women can take to
reduce their risk of developing breast
cancer.

» Maintain a healthy weight — Post-
menopausal women who are over-
weight have a 30-60 percent higher

breast cancer risk than those who are
lean.

» Add exercise to your routine —
Women who get regular physical activ-
1ty may have a lower risk of breast
cancer by about 10-20 percent, partic-
ularly in postmenopausal women.

» Limit alcohol intake — Research
has found that women who had two to
three alcoholic drinks per day had a 20
percent higher risk of breast cancer.

» Breastfeed, if you can — Research
has shown that mothers who breastfed
for a lifetime total of one year (com-
bined duration of breastfeeding for all
children) were slightly less likely to
get breast cancer than those who nev-
er breastfed.

Novi updating
flood codes
to keep up

with state law

Flooding in Novi is caused by
three sources: a river or stream
that [eaves its banks during
heavy storms, snow melt and
ice/debris jams.

and Novi-Lyon Drain
are smaller streams,
which flood during or
soon after heavy
starms. Flooding can
aiso be caused from
Walled Lake, Shawood
Lake and Twelve Oals
Lake.

The city code for
flood areas is being
updated in part to ac-
curately reference the
updated FEMA Flood
Insurance Rate Maps
and revised location of
the Flood Resistant
Construction require-
ments in Appendix G
of the Michigan Build-
ing Code.

Novi officials said
the change in this ordi-
nance chapter "ad-
dresses Flood Resis-
tant Construction prac-
tices and designation
of regulated flood
prone hazard areas in
compliance with Fed-
eral Emergency Man-
agement Agency and
Flood Insurance Rate
Maps required for
participation in federal
flood insurance pro-
grams.”

Michigan residents
will use www.health-
care.gov. to apply for
coverage, compare plans
and enroll. Specific plans
and prices became avail-
able Tuesday when Mar-
ketplace open enrollment
began. Consumer also
can call 800-318-25%6 to
enroll in a policy,

The U.S. Departiment
of Health and Human
Services is running the
Michigan exchange, as
well as out-of-state call
centers provides con-
sumers with information.
The Michigan Depart-
ment of Insurance and
Financial Services re-
tains oversight of the
insurers and their licens-
ing.

There are four cate-
gories of Marketplace
insurance plans: bronze,
silver, gold and platinum,

All Marketplace insur-
ance plan categories
offer the same set of
essential health benefits.
The categories de not
reflect the quality or
amount of care the plans
provide.

The category you
choose affects how much
your premium costs each
month and what portion

of the bill you pay for

things like hospital visits
or prescription medica-
tions, It also affects your
total out-of-packet costs
—the total amount you'll
spend for the year if you
need lots of care.

How the exchange
will operate

This online Market-
place provides policies
that are supposed to be
more affordable to fam-
ilies and individuals.
About a dozen insurance
companies are offering
as many as 150 plans that,
for the most part, are
assigned categories,

Platinum plans, the
most expensive up front,
will pay about 90 percent

of medical expenses.
Gold plans will cover
about 80 percent of costs,
silver plans about 70
percent and brenze plans
about 60 percent. The
lower the premium cost
up front, the higher the
out-of- pocket costs later.

Anyone younger than
30 can purchase cata-
strophic health coverage
instead of a regular pal-
icy to satisfy the require-
ments of the federal
health care law, Such a
policy will have lower
premium and higher
deduetibles and co-pays.
It will provide coverage
largely in cases of a cata-
strophic injury,

What to consider
when choosing your
plan

Think about the health
care needs of your house-
hold when considering
which Marketplace insur-
ance plan to buy.

Do you expect a lot of
doctor visits or reed
regular prescriptions?

If you do, you may
want a gold or platinum
plan,

If you don't, you may
prefer a bronze ot silver

plan, But keep in mind
that if you get in a seri-
aus accident or have an
unexpected health prob-
lem, bronze and silver
plans will require you to
pay more of the costs,

You must enroll by
Dec. 15 for policies to be
effective Jan. 1. Enroll-
ment will continue until
March 31, but effective
dates on policies will be
delayed.

After March 31, you
can buy palicies on the
exchange only in special
circumstances. It will
usually be within 30 days
following certain life
events, Among them: a
change in family size
through, for example,
marriage, birth or adop-
tion; a change in legal
status to U.S. citizen or
legat immigrant; or a
move that opens up op-
tions for other policies en
the exchange. Native
Americans can enroll any
time in the Marketplace;
they are not bound by
enrollment periods.

Everyone enrolled can
change policies annually
during a limited enroll-
ment peried.

What happens if you don't buy insurance: 2014 fees

Healthcare.gov offers
the following on health
care reform:

If someone who can
afford health insurance
doesn't have coveragein
2014, they may have to
pay & fee. The fee in 2014
15 1 percent of your year-
ly income or $95 per
person for the year,
whichever is higher. The
fee increases every year.
In 2016, it is 2.5 percent
of income or $695 per
person, whichever is
higher.

In 2014, the fee for
uninsured children is
$47.50 per child. The
most a famﬂy would have
to pay in 2014 is $28S.

It's important to re-
member that someone
who pays the fee won't
get any health insurance

(CIC)
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coverage. They still will
be responsible for 100
percent of the cost of
their medical care.

After open enrollment
ends March 31, 2014, they
waon't be able to get
health coverage through
the Marketplace until the
next annual enreliment
period, unless they have
a qualifying life event.

Minimum essential
coverage

To avoid the fee in
2014, you need insurance
that qualifies as mini-
mum essential coverage.
If you're covered by any
of the following in 2014,
you're considered cov-
ered and don't have to
pay a penalty:

» Any Marketplace
plan, or any individual

insurance plan you al-
ready have.

» Any employer plan
(including COBRA), with
or without “grandfa-
thered” status. This in-
cludes retiree plans.

» Medicare.

» Medicaid.

» The Children’s
Health Insurance Pro-

gram.

» TRICARE (for cur-
rent service members
and military retirees,
their families, and survi-
vors).

» Veterans health care
programs (including the
Veterans Health Care
Program, VA Civilian
Health and Medical Pro-
gram and Spina Bifida
Health Care Benefits
Program),

» Peace Corps Volun-

teer plans,

Other plans may also
qualify. Ask your health
coverage provider.

What kinds of health
insurance don't qualify
as coverage?

Health plans that don't
meet minimum essential
caverage don't qualify as
coverage in 2014. If you
have only these types of
coverage, you may have
topay the fee. Examples
include:

» Coverage only for
vision care or dental
care.

» Workers’ compensa-
tion.

» Coverage only for a
specific disease or condi-
tion.

Like those buying
insurance for themselves
or their families, open
enrollment for small
businesses begins Oct. 1.
But unlike those buying
insurance for them-
selves, enrollment does
not end March 31; it con-
tinues year-round.

Applicants can't be

denied insurance based
on pre-existing condi-
tions. Additionally, in-
surers cannot set limits
on 10 essential benefits
— hospital care, regular
doctor’s visits and pre-
scription coverage, for
example — that are re-
quired in the plans.
However, only those
without affordable em-
ployer-sponsored insur-
ance, those not eligible
for Medicaid and those
who have incomes below
four times the federal
poverty level will be
eligible for federal cred-
its, Those credits will
help shrink costs for

For parents, the an-
swer is fairly clear. Par-
ents support the school
district because there is
an expectation that the
district will provide an
education for their chil-
dren, The expectation is
that this education will
provide students with a
strong academic back-
ground. Students will
learn how to read, write
and caleulate.

Additionally, parents
expect that the scheol
district will help their
children learn how to
think and reason, No
longer is it enough to
know information. With
the advent of technology,
information is plentiful.
What is mere important
is the ability to undet-
stand and use that in-
formation. The school
district should be a part-
ner with parents in help-
ing students learn how to
think.

I believe a third im-
portant expectation of
parents is that the school
district will be a partner
in helping students learn
the skills needed to work
with others, Skills in
communication, collabo-
ration, decision-making
and teamwork are criti-
cally important, Parents
absalutely have a right to
expect that schools will
help teach these skills.

If schools do their job
and help with these vari-
ous responsibilities, then
parents willingly support
the schools in their com-
munity,

For students, it is alse
fairly clear why there
should be support for
schools. Like parents,
students need to have
confidence that they are
learning the skills that
they will need to be suc-

cessful in life, Academic
skills, thinking skills and
leadership skilts are all
very important,

But students also need
to learn how to get along
with others. Through
classroom interactions,
clubs, athletics, bands,
orchestras and choirs,
students not only learn
the content of the class,
but they learn how to
cooperate and work to-
gether to achieve a great-
er goal.

In Novi, like most
school districts, parents
and students are not the
majority. The majority in
a community are those
people without children
in the school district.
Why should those with-
out children in the
schools support the
schools?

The renewal of our
operating millages is
required if we are to
receive full state fund-
ing. By renewing these
millages ¢an 18-mill re-
newal on businesses and
a 5,49-mill renewal on
primary residences), our
district would continue to
be funded at $8,359 per
student.

If we fail to renew
these millages, our per-
pupil allocation would be
reduced to $3,446.24 per
student, More than $17
million of revenue is at
stake in this renewal of
operating millages.

‘The renewal of our
public recreation and
playground millage al-
lows our district to con-
tinue to use school dis-

triet property for com-
munity recreation and
playground. The commu-
nity use of the pool, our
fields, our gyms and our
auditoriums is made
possible by the recrea-
tion millage. Supporting
this millage would allow
these community uses of
school district facilities
to continue.

Communities support
schools because schaols
help communities grow
and prospet.

Parents, students and
community members
benefit from streng
schools because scheols
help children grow into
responsible, contributing
members of society. On
Nov. 3, the voters of the
Novi Community School
District can support our
schools by voting “yes”
on the two ballot ques-
tions.

By renewing these
millages (an 18-mill re-
newal on businesses and
a 5.49-mill renewal on
primary residences), our
district would continue to
be funded at $8,339 per
student.

If we fail to renew
these millages, our per-
pupil allocation would be
reduced to $5,446.24 per
student. More than $17
million of revenue is at
stake in this renewal of
operating millages.

‘The renewal of our
public recreation and
playground millage al-
lows our district to con-
tinue to use schoo! dis-

trict property for com-
munity recreation and
playground. The commu-
nity use of the pool, our
fields, our gyms and our
auditoriums is made
possible by the recrea-
tion millage. Supporting
this millage would allow
these community uses of
school district facilities
to continue.

Sobriety Court Probation
Officer Dave Campbell
said.

In Sobriety Court,
offenders — without
driver’s licenses — must
meet with a probation
officer every week for
four or five months, they
must attend an AA meet-
ing every day for 90 days
and attend substance
abuse counseling weekly
for the first nine months,

And they must test for

alcohol every day, before
7:30 a.m,, for the first 90
days.

“No questiens, no
exceptions,” Campbell
said. “If they don't test
before 7:30 a.m., they get
sanctioned and that
means they go to jail for
three days. It's an abso-
lute responsibility pro-

ram.”
The 52-1 Sobriety
Court operates under a
“team” concept, The
Sebriety Court Advisory
Board consists of the
three 52-1 judges, as well
as prosecutor, probation
officers, defense attor-
ney, coordinators, law
enforcement officer,
treatment counselors and
a victim/community
advocate.

The team, Campbell
said, puts a huge empha-
5is on personal account-
ability for those who
participate in the pro-
gram.

“Before this, the prior-
ity in their life was drink-
ing and drugging,” he
said. "We turn it upside

But it works both
ways.

“They're used to going
to a probation officer
who says, "This is what
you have to do, get out of
my office,” he said.

“Be not afraid of great-
ness: some are bom
great, some achieve
greatness and some have
greatness thrust upon
them.”

As a result, the
madels, concepts, ideas
and labels come forward
with equal claitns to the
true path.

It is no simple matter
to find a leadership idea

“born,” "made” and “¢ir-
cumstances” such that
the actions of the leader
are clearly understood. If
we run leadership behav-
ior through a filter and
analyze all the actions
that produced a specific
outcome, we may find
that the true source of
leadership may notbe a
question of birth, experi-
ences or circumstances,
but a matter of intent.

So as not to confuse
the courtroom statement
of "we cannot measure
intent,” the issue is a
matter of intent. It is
understood, as a matter
of universal acceptance,
that what a person in-
tends te do and what is
done are often two differ-
ent things. However, to
delve into the legal arena
once more, it is believed
that “intent follows the
bullet” such that the final
target, the end result, or
the outcome provide all

Oakland County
tops region in job
growth

(Oakland County out-
paced the region and the
state in job growth. Em-
ployment ia the county
improved by more than
25,000 jobs, or 3.9 per-
cent, in the first quarter
of 2013, the Bureau of
Labor Statistics said.
Employment in the De-
troit-Warren-Dearborn
Metropolitan Statistical
Area and Michigan grew
by 2.6 and 2.2 percent
respectively in the same
period.

The county’s 666,040
jobs in the first quarter
was the highest first
quarter employment
since 2008, The county
has added more than
70,345 jobs since the low
point of the first quarter
of 2010. _

“We lost 60,000 jobs in
2010 because of the GM
and Chrysler bankrupt-
cies. Now we have re-
placed those jobs and
then some,” County Ex-
ecutive L. Brooks Pat-
terson said today. “Our
Emerging Sectors initia-
tive to attract sustain-
able, high-paying, know!-
edge-based jobs is the
reason why we are re-
bounding.”

Earlier this year, Uni-
versity of Michigan
economists George Ful-
ton and Don Grimes
forecasted much of Oak-
iand County's job growth
would be in the high-
wage category. The Bu-
reau of Labor Statistics
data concurs, In Qakland
County’s professional
and business services
sector, employment was
up 7.9 percent in the
first quarter of 2013, and

The fact is I'm not
a bureancrat, I'm a citi-
zen and I would like to
remain simply as that for
now.”

In mid-July, immedi-
ately following the ver-
dict in the Travvon Mar-
tin case, Dorsch had sent
an etnail to the seven city
council members and the
city's communications
director: “Alter the
George Zimmerman
verdict, I don't want
Mexicans near my land. I
don't want them fixing
my road or anything else,
understand?”

Dave Staudt, mayor
protem, called for
Darsch to drop out of the
race. After, Dorsch said
he wanted to, but he
found out that it was too
late to take his name off
the ballot. He did, howey-
er, complete the question-
naire.

The November ballot
will also include five
proposals to revise the
city’s charter, shown in
the information box as
they will appear on the
ballot.

Norm Wilcox is a for-
mer gunnery sergeant,
and like the U.S. Marine
Corps that he served in,
he's looking for a few
good men and women.

Wilcox, better known
as Gunny, is in need of
volunteers to help with
Stand Down 2013, a two-
day event for homeless
veterans that will be held
Wednesday-Thursday,
Cct, 910, at the Detroit
Rescue M]ssnon in De-
troit.

Sponsored by the
Southeastern Michigan
Veterans Stand Down
Inc. and the John D. Din-
gell VA Medical Center,
the Stand Down is a one-

stop program that brings
in homeless veterans and
pravides them with a
variety of services and
rest and relaxation.

“Our motto is to give a
hand up not a hand out,”
said Wilcox who is presi-
dent of Southeastern
Michigan Veterans Stand
Dawn Ine. “It’s like one-
stop shopping. Instead of
going all gver, we bring
them to one p]ace and
help them.”

‘A hand up’

The organization has
been doing stand downs
since 1997, and it takes
almost 200 volunteers te
make them happen. Last
yeat, it helped 698 veter-
ans who were homeless

premiums. In 2014, an
individual making less
than $11,490 will fall
below the federal pover-
ty limit and a family of
four with a household
income less than $23,550
will fall below the federal
limit.

So under the health
law, a family of four with
an income below about

Additionally, those
with incomes lower than
2% times the poverty
limit will be eligible for
smaller co-pays and de-
ductibles.

Non-partisan
approach needed

Michigan’s process for drawing leg-
islative districts is blatantly partisan
and inherenily unfair to voters. Now,
long before it’s time to draw them
again, would be a good time for elected
leaders to address the issue.

States are required to redraw dis-
trict lines, for everything from Con-
gress to county boards of commission-
ers, every 10 years following the na-
tional census to reflect demographic
changes.

Ideaily, such redistricting ensures
every vote counts by drawing bound-
aries that reflect natural communities
with commeon geography and interests.
In reality, however, redistricting too of-
ten rewards the political party that hap-
pens to be in power.

Politicians, in effect, choose their
voters. Look at the 11th Congressional

District, which winds from western
Oakland and Wayne counties east to
Birmingham and Bloomfield Hills.
These communities have little in com-
mon with western Oakland County and
even less with Livonia or Canton.

Consider the 2012 election, in which
President Barack Obama carried
Michigan by 9 percentage points. Dem-
ocratic candidates for the U.S. House
of Representatives received about
240,000 more votes than their Republi-
can counterparts, vet won just five of
15 congressional seats,

The tilt was no accident, of course,
and is not unigue to Michigan. In a re-
markably candid report titled "How a
Strategy of Targeting State Legislative
Races in 2010 Led to a Republican U.S.
House Majority in 2013" the Republi-
can State Leadership Comumnittee cred-
its gerrymandered maps in Michigan,
Ohio, Pennsylvania and Wisconsin with
allowing Republicans toovercome a1l
million popular-vote deficit.

The report's authors explained their
rationale this way: "Drawing new dis-
trict lines in states with the most redis-

tricting activity presented the opportu-
nity to solidify conservative policy
making at the statelevel and maintain a
Republican stronghold in the US.
House of Representatives for the next
decade.”

Gerrymandering districts is noth-
ing new and, given the opportunities,
Democrats have proven no less nefar-
ious than their GOP colleagues. Politics
can be a dirty game.

Bat it doesn’t have to be.

Across Lake Michigan, citizens in
Wisconsin are calling on leaders to al-
low hearings on bills that would create
a system for redistricting modeled on
the successful non-partisan approach
taken for more than 30 years in Iowa.

The bills are mostly Democrat-
backed, but the push for reform is com-
ing from a united front of newspaper
editorial writers, nonprofit groups and
engaged citizens and have the editorial
endorsements of the Wisconsin State
Journal, Milwaukee Journal Sentinel,
Green Bay Press-Gazeite, Appleton
Post-Crescent, Beloit Daily News, La
Crosse Tribune, Chippewa Herald, Wis-

consin Rapids Daily Tribune, Oshkosh
Northwestern and Janesville Gazette,

According to the Journal Sentinel,
the bills would task a “non-partisan
Legislative Reference Burean with
drawing maps that are compact, con-
tiguous, ‘strictly non-partisan’ and bow
to established municipal and county
bountdaries as much as possible. Iowa
has used a similar process since 1981
and the process has been smooth—and
cheap.”

We would add “fair,” as well, and we
believe that it's something that Michi-
gan should be doing, too.

We understand that we're asking Re-
publicans to give up an advantage,
which is why now would be a good time
tostart this process. A lot can happen in
seven years and implementing a non-
partisan process would ensure fairness
to both parties.

Most importantly, it gives voters a
stronger voice and could zlleviate
some of the rancor so typical of our
Legislature today.

That's something every elected
leader should suppot.

Renewing the school dis-
trict’s recreation millage will
allow the district to maintain
the funds that support public
recreation and playgrounds
including community use of
the Novi High School pool,
school district fields, play-
grounds and community rec-
reation. It also provides for
after-school programs at Novi
Middle School and Novi Mead-
ows. If the recreation millage
is renewed, these progratns
will not only continue, but it
will also allow for upgrades to
fields, gymnasiums, tennis
courts, and additional en-
hancements to school district
properties.

The operating millage re-
newal and school recreation
millage renewal represent a
very large amount of funding
for the district. We are confi-
dent in the high quality that is
continually delivered by our
schools, and maintaining these
current funding [evel will
allow the district to continue
on its current course - a
course that we believe makes
our community a better place.

We encourage you to vote
YES to renew these two mill-
ages.

Health care costs’
too high

Over the last few weeks,
there have been a couple of
letters and articles published
in the Observer & Eccentric
and Hometown Newspapers
that suggested a “free mar-
ket” answer for a perceived
national health care dilemma.
Unfortunately for those pro-
posing a private enterprise
solution for health care needs,
the facts do not support their
position.

The private sector has been
present in American heaith
care for a long time while
other advanced democracies
have embraced public in-
tervention in the health care
marketplace. The result, ac-
cording to the Organization
for Economic Development
and Cooperation data, is that
we pay roughly twice as much
per capita for health care than
those who have gone the pub-
lic route. Ditto for gross do-
mestic product.

In 2011, the United States
spent $8,508 per capita on
medical care, while the aver-
age among OEDC nations was
$3,339. Canada spent $4,522.
France, which, according to
the World Health Organization
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has the best health care sys-
tem in the world, spent $4,118
per capita.

The closest country to the
U.S. was the Netherlands,
which spent 11.9 percent of
GDP on health care. Canada
spent 11.2 percent.

Clearly, public intervention
in the field of medicine can be
efficient and effective. It is
not by accident that so many
nations with public systems
spend much less on health
care and often have better
outcomes than we do.

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Paddlersed for first Rouge canoe race

ttention, all canoeing

enthusiasts. If you are

looking for a challenge
and want to paddle some rela-
tively unknown water - not to
mention have a chance to win
some cash - F've got the per-
fect opportunity for you.

The main feature of the
Rouge-A-Palooza festival Qct.
12 in downtown Wayne is the
inaugural Logjam Classic Ca-
noe Race. Organizers of the
event, of which [am one, want-
ed to do something to celebrate
the progress local communi-
ties have made in cleaning up
the Reuge River in recent
years. The city of Wayne has
been at the forefront of this
movement.

The canoe race covers a
three-mile course through the
Wayne County-owned Lower
Rouge Parkway, which is a
green ribbon of forest where
trees tower overhead and wild-
life makes its home. Itis an
oasis of nature in an otherwise
urban landscape.

Friends of the Rouge has
crganized a group canoe trip
on the Lower Branch of the
Rouge each Qctober for sever-
al years now and its popularity
has continued to grow, with
more than 50 people taking
part tast year,

_To raise more awareness to
this budding recreational op-
portunity, we decided to orga-
nize the race this year for
those looking for a new chal-
lenge.

Here are the basics, Our
hope is to get up to 30 canoes in
the race. Each canoe must
have two partners. Due to the
limited size of the river, teams
will be sent every five minutes
and will be timed. The team
with the best fime will be
awarded cash (the total will
depend on the number of com-
petitors) and trophies cut from
an actual Rouge River logjam,

The beginning of the race is
just east of John Hix Read en
Commerce Court behind the
Wayne County Department of
Environment cffice, while the
completicn is at Goudy Park
behind Wayne City Hall, where
Rouge-A-Palooza will be taking
place.

Five bands (local favorite Ty-

Ina day and age with extreme
competitions like the Tough
Mudder being so popular, the
Legjam Classic should be ap-
pealing to paddlers who are
looking for a tough physical
challenge. Despite the name,
there won't be any impassable
obstructions in the river, but
the Lower Rouge is a fairly
technical course. There are
logjams to maneuver around
(and under, in some cases),
riffle areas that must be navi-
gated and lots of bends and
turns to the river.

For this reasen, we are only
allowing experienced canoeists
in the race. And you must be in
good physical condition to
participate.

Our rules are pretty basic:
there must be two pecple ina
canoe and any canoe can be
used. Unlike the famous AuSa-
ble Canoe Marathon, the Log-
jam Classic is more of a sprint.
Winning teams should finish in
less than an hour,

a practice run down the Lower Rouge River.

and Ford Motor Co.’s massive
Michigan Assembly complex
are nearby, competitors in the
race will never know it as the

river traverses its way through

a scenic terrain of large cot-
tonwoods, maples, willows and
sycamore trees.

The whole point of the race

is to draw more attention to the

Lower Rouge and all the ef-
forts that have been made to
turn it back into a recreational
resource for communities like
Wayne, Canton Township,
Westland and even Inkster and
Dearborn further downstream.
In fact, plans are currently
under way to have the Lower
Rouge designated a national
water trail. Water quality of
the river has improved dra-
matically in recent years, as
local communities continue to
make changes to clean it up.
The best thing about the
Rouge River is the fact it's in
our backyard. People who live
in the Detroit area usually
have to drive an hour or more
to paddle a Michigan river. Our

Step Funeral Home, which was
founded in Detroit by Randy’s
grandfather and is now run by
Randy's brother, also named
Charles.

Step didn’t run in high
school - he is a 1574 Redford
Union graduate - but took it up
at Michigan State University,
where during his sophomore
year, as a transfer student, he
found himself in a dormitory
with a concentration of Spar-
tans cross country runners, 1
pretty much got hooked and
put in a lot of miles with those
guys,” sometimes Jogging 80 o
100 miles a week, Step said.

He majored in mortuary
science and began his career
as a funeral director, some-
thing he did for seven years.
He has great respect for the
work,

“You have the opportunity
to help people in the most diffi-
cult days of their lives,” he
said.

years; when his partner bought
Step's share of that business,
he said, he decided to refocus
on running.

Step said he felt guilty about
leaving the funeral home fora
business he found so enjoy-
able, but came to realize his

-new-career gave him-the

chanee-to help people through
difficult times, too.

"We have the ability to
change people’s lives dramat-

time,” he said, Step described
how non-runners looking for a
healthier lifestyle walk in after
a serious tatk with a doctor or
an Alcoholies Anonymous
meeting “and think this is go-
ing to be some kind of torture.”
Running Fit, which offers run-
ning classes, gait analysis and
cther support services for
runners, helps them get to the
next level and beyond, he said.

Gary Reggish, broker-owner of Re-
merica United Realty of Novi, has
worked in his field since 1999, The Livo-
nia resident is among real estate pros
who survived a tough market in recent
years and have emerged strong and set
for business.

“When the going gets rough, the
rough get going,” Repgish said of mar-
ket conditions in which some real es-
tate pros had their income cut sharply -
and didn’t draw any unemployment
cornpensation.

“They had to hit the ground run-
ning,” he said, “They had to bob and
weave and adjust to market conditions.

“You really tend to build a pertfolio,
a history of customers you've dealt
with,” Plymouth resident Bob Bake said
of his long tenure. "For me, there
wasn't really any hiccup.”

He added it was different for new-
comers to the field. "Those people de-
serve a great deal of respect,” said

. Bake of those who were able to dig

deep and work long hours.

“You have to-put-your nose to the

Bake added.

Q: 1 am a co-owner of a condo
who has a renter who has a disabil-
ity. Do you think the asscciation
has a responsibility to provide for
this disability? .

A: As long as renting is permitted
by the governing
documents, the rules
regarding renter-
residents are the
same as for owner-
residents as far as
the association is
concerned. If a rent-
er has a disability,
needs a modification
or an accommoda-
tion, and the mod-
ification or accommodation is rea-
sonable, it must be allowed-provided.
What arrangement there is between
the co-owner and renter is not the
association's responsibility, but the
co-owner probably has an obligation
to allow-provide a reasonable mod-
ification accommodation to the rent-
er which, in turn, results in the asso-
ciation having to comply with its
obligations accordingly. Also keep in
mind that if the modification re-
quested is of a sort that must be paid
for by a disabled person, then that
may well be the tenant and not the
co-owner, In the context of common
interest communities, the associa-
tion is generally viewed as the “hous-
ing provider” under the Federal Fair
Housing Act even though the units
are individually owned. Thus, the
fair housing laws apply to residents
of the community, as opposed to just
ownet's or tenants, By the way, if a
tenant requested a modification to
the interior of the unit, which does
not impact on other units or common
elements, than that would be an issue
to be addressed by the unit owner.
However, any modification or ac-
commodation that impacts common
elements or exterior appearances
would have to be addressed by the
association.

Q: Qur attorney, who was rec-
ommended by a management
company, sends us bills that do not
show the amount of time, the rate
charged and who did the work. He
claims that he is cheaper than oth-
er prominent attorneys, but we do
not have any way of knowing that.
What do you think we should do?

A:Demand a fee agreement and a
breakdown on your statements as to
the time Involved by each individual
as well as the hourly rate or flat fee
being charged. This is yet another
marketing tool, probably on behalf of
the attorney, to induce clientsto -
come to his or her office without
them really knowing for what they
are being charged.
