from the state's per-pupil allow-

and parapros to deal with that
and keep our class sizes down to
one of the lowest in the county,”
Barr said.

Novi’s K-4 classrooms aver-
age 22.5 students, while grades
5.6 average 27, The middle and
high schools are between 20 and
30 students per class.

“We're maintaining or reduc-
ing class sizes compared to last
year,” Barr said.

He added that the district
hired three mere teachers than
originally budgeted.

“We're in negotiations now
with the teachers,” Barr said.

Baseball Hall of Famer Bench visits Novi

Years of wear and tear took a
toll on Baseball Hall of Famer
Johnny Bench's body, but he
found relief with a new pair of
hips and this was the message
he brought last week to Novi's
Providence Park Haospital.

“I'm thankful to have this
new opportunity,” he toid at-
tendees at the joint pain semi-
nar held Oet. 4. “Living with
pain is not fun.”

A former baseball player for
the Cincinnati Reds from 1967-

83, Bench is widely regarded as
one of the greatest catchers in
Major League Baseball history.
However, the constant up-and-
down motion and long grueling
seasons damaged his lower
body.

He came to Novi to help edu-
cate people on the benefits of
joint replacenent, by sharing
his hip replacement experience
with attendees at a joint pain
seminar at Providence Park.

When he began experiencing
pain in his left hip, Bench knew
not to wait until he was side-
lined by the pain before seeking

help,

“When your time comes, you
will know it," he said of the
aches that dogged him and his
decision to address it. “The pain
will get so bad.”

He underwent total hip re-
placement of his right hip in
April 2004 after suffering for
years from chronic joint pain.
And then he elected to undergo
total hip replacement of his left
hip in 2010

Stryker implant
In "04, he discussed his op-
tions with his surgeon and re-

ceived a Stryker hip implant.
After undergoing the proce-
dure, Bench realized his life-
style recovery goals and got
back to his active life without
hip pain. Again, he opted to
receive the latest technology
available from Stryker. He was
the first patient to receive
Stryker’s Mobile Bearing Hip.
He told the seminar attend-
ees a story being chased by an
elephant during a safari in Afri-
ca after the surgery, It was then

To those Novi residents con-
cerned about an increase in
traffic and the toll some new
developments may have on the
community’s infrastructure, city
officials say they're on top of it.

Construction and new resi-
dential projects are popping up
all over Novi. Recently, a condo
community plan was introduced
to go in near Detrait Catholic
Central High School, as well
developments at Dinser and 10
Mile roads, Beck and 10 Mile
roads, 12 Mile and Napier roads
and the ongoing developments
between Novi and South Lyon.

Some Novi residents, like
Gary Lounsbury, have ex-
pressed concerns about more

traffic coming with these devel-
opments.

“Considering all this devel-
opment, I would hope major
road improvements are being
planned,” he said.

Lounsbury said he welcomes
the new development and com-
munity growth, but he was won-
dering what the city of Noviand
Qakland County have planned to
address this. He noted that in his
opinion, Wixot Road between
Grand River Avenue and 10 Mile
is way beyond current traffic
capacity.

According to Novi Public
Services Director Rob Hayes,
the issues pertaining to traffic
and infrastructure are consid-
ered during the approval proc-
ess and residents can be reas-

a biology or an English class
and, over the course of a se-
mester ol a year, move them
forward.

In cur district, our first two
goals focus on this idea that
students will learn when they
come to school, District goal
No. 1 states that our district
will work to ensure that all
students will make a year's
growth in a year's time, Dis-
trict goal No. 2 states that all
students will achieve at a high
level. This goal focuses on
ensuring that all students will
be proficient and that we will
close achievement gaps.

These two goals focus on
each and every child. Regard-
less of where each child starts
in our district, we are commit-
ted to moving them forward.

If those indeed are our
goals, how do we measure
them?

That is where assessments
come in. We cannot assess our

goals if we cannot measure
growth and achievement. In
our district, we have taken an
inclusive approach to assess-
ments. We do not want to place
all of our eggs into one basket.
We want to usc a vaviety of
assessments to demonstrate
that students are making
growth.

We use the NWEA or MAP
assessment. We use MEAP and
the MME. We usc the EX-
PLORE, PLAN and ACT. We
use classroom assessments.
We use performance assess-
ments.

The goal is to have these
various assessments line up to
provide a clear picture to par-
ents and to students of the
academic progress that is be-
ing made. Without assess-
ments, it would be difficult to
measure progress. By using
multiple measures, we will
provide meaningful feedback
for teachers, parents and stu-

dents.

‘The ratiorntale for using mul-
tiple measures is to reduce the
chance that any one assess-
ment will became the sole
measure of a student, Learning
is a complex and rigorous
process, Using muitiple mea-
sures gives us a more complete
picture of any one child's per-
formance.

If we cannot help students
and parents understand an
individual student’s growth
and achievement, then we will
have failed to do our job. While
learning is complex, those of
us in the schools must do our
best to ensure that we have the
tools necessary to communi-
cate what and how a student is
learning in our classrooms and
schools.

Foreign exchange student program hits record numbers

The halls of Novi High
School have long been
considered diverse, but
things were taken toa
different level this fall
when a growing foreign
exchange student pro-

30-student group this fall,

“Tt is a significantly
larger group,” counselor
Amy Kilgore said, “I
have been at the school
for eight years and we
have always provided the
opportunity (andbeen
open to it It has been in
the last four years that it
has really taken off.

“Welive, learn and
work in a global world
and we need to know haw
to communicate cross-
culturally. When we do
live with people from all
arcund the globe, we are
forced to learn hiow to
communicate withand
care for one another.
Everyone benefits from
out exchange program. [
would say the greatest
benefactors are the fam-
ilies that open their
homes and host an ex-
change student for their
10-month stay.”

One such family is the
Vincents, who are hosting
a17-year-old senior from
S&g Paulo, Brazii, named
Fabio Cesar Shiotuqui
dos Santos. Like many
Brazilian soccer players,
he is better known as
simply Fabio, who ar-
rived Sept. 2 and wili be
living with the Vincent
family until the school
year ends in June 2014.

“The week before
school started, we re-
ceived some emails from
the school asking for host
families,” Shona Vincent
said. “(My son) Tanner
actuzlly is the one who
wanted to host, so we
discussed it and decided
to giveitatry. It seemed

like a natural fit since I
was actually an exchange
student to Brazil myself
when I was 17,

“0Of course, that was a
very long time ago, be-
fore cellphanes, Skype,
laptops or any comput-
ers, etc. The way [ com-
municated with my fam-
ily back in Ohio was snail
mail and about three
collect calls home during
the whole year. Obvi-
ously, technology has
changed the way ex-
change students commu-
nicate now. Fabio speaks
to his family and friends
back in Brazil daily.”

Language barrier

With Portuguese being
Fabio's primary lan-
guage, it has given the
Vincent family a chance
to brush up oa their bi-
lingual skills, having
lived in Brazil as a family
when Tanner was a child.

*Our favorite part has
been getting to speak
Portuguese once ina
while with him,” Shona
said, “As a family, we
lived in Brazil for a cou-
ple of years and speak
Portuguese. Tanner has
been hoping to re-learn it
- he was too young when
we came back to the U.S,
and he has forgotten it -
as he is going on a med-
ical mission trip in May
to the Amazon River in
Brazil. An interesting
thing was that (my hus-
band) Mike Vincent went
to Brazil a couple of
weeks ago for work and
flew through S&o Paulo.
Druring his short layover,
he was able to meet Fa-
bio’s parents, who live a
mere 10 minutes from the
airport.”

Brazil is one of many
countries represented by
the Educatius program.

Novi pediatrician sentenced
for criminal sexual conduct

Former Novi pediatrician
Dr. Jeffrey Lee Dembs was
sentenced Oct. 1 to 76 months
to six years in prison by Qak-
land County Circuit Judge
Shalina Kumar.

That exceeded the 29- to
§7-month guidelire, Dembs’
plea deal included surrender
of his medical license and he
also will be on the Sex Of-
fender Registry for the rest
of his life,

DDembs had been charged

with one count of first-degree
and two counts of second-
degree criminal sexual can-
duct, each with a person
younger than 13. He wound
up pleading to three counts of
CSC 2, according to Jessica
Cooper, Qakland County pros-
ecutor.

He was was to go to trial
Oct. 21, but pleaded to lesser
charges, which the family of
the victim agreed to so the
boy would not have to testify
at trial, Dembs became a
father figure to the then 11-
year-oid after his father died

of a brain tumor.

At least 70 incidents alleg-
edly occurred at Dembs’ West
Bloomfield residence, it Las
Vegas and on a boat, starting
in spring 2009,

“We were prepared to of-
fer testimony that the num-
ber was between 70 to 100
incidents,” Cooper said.

A pediatrician for more
than four decades, the doctor
worked at My Kid's Doc of-
fice in Novi. Although the
victim was one of his pa-
tients, Cooper said no in-
cidents could be documented

at the business.

“We brought a motion for
similar acts' evidence alleg-
ing that this behavior went
back to the '70s,” Cooper said.
“And we had an out-of-state
witness ready to testify.”

Troy-based criminal de-
fense attorney Gerry Gleeson
said in January that Dembs
had taken a voluntary leave
of absence from work and
maintained his client's in-
necence.

Number of car-deer crashes
decreases across Michigan

Acrass Michigan, the num-
ber of encounters between
deer and motor vehicles has
dropped 20 percent since
2009, but experts aren’t sure
what is driving that down-
ward trend.

Car-deer crashes fell from
61,486 in 2009 t0 48,918 in
2012, a review of crash re-
ports filed with the Michigan
State Police shows. Possible
reasons for the change range
fram a smaller deer pop-
ulation to fewer crashes be-
ing reported to improved
driving habits andfor less
driving.

Car-deer crashes were
down in much of metro De-
troit, although Qakland Coun-
ty took the top spot in the
state for the highest number
of car-deer crashes in 2012, A
total of 1,683 were reported in
the county last year, but that
was a 3-percent drop from the
year before.

Macomb County reported
479 crashesin 2012, down
from 543 in 2011. Drops alsc
were recorded in Livingston
Ceunty (from 719 in 2011 to

669 in 2012) and Washtenaw
County (from 1,026 in 2011 to
925 in2012).

The number of car-deer
crashes in Wayne County
increased — from to 385 in
2011 to 412 in 2012 — bucking
the statewide trend.

Brent Rudolph of the state
Department of Natural Re-
sources said the decline in
crashes supports the supposi-
tion that the deer herd in the
southern Lower Peninsula is
not increasing, as it had been
in earlier years.

“We do believe over about
the past decade, deer nurn-
bers in southern Michigan in
general have finally hit a
stabilizing point and have
even come down over those
years," Rudolph said.

The most recent estimate
of the Michigan deer herd is
from 2011, when state offi-
cials put the population at 1.73
million. Those estimates are
broken down by region, with
an estimated 310,000 deer in
the Upper Peninsula, 580,000
in the northern Lower Penin-

sula and about 840,000 in the
southern Lower Peninsula,

Rudolph also suggested
rising gas prices and unem-

ployment could influence
how and where people are
driving, resulting in fewer
car-deer crashes.

Vicki Paski, president of
the Harry Culp Insurance
Agency in Grand Ledge, said
she has not noticed a drop in
claims through her agency.

“Insurance companies
have gotten a little more
relaxed on insisting on a
police report because they
can tell by looking at the
car,” said Paski, who has
been in the insurance busi-
ness since 1973. “We have
noticed that more than we
have noticed a lessening of
car-deer accidents.”

Laurie Connarton of the
Insurance Institute of Michi-
gan said the agency has
worked to raise awareness of
car-deer crashes.

“There are & lot of factors,
but T do credit public aware-
ness with a lot of this,” Con-
narton said. “You can't teach
animals, so you have to help
drivers. We tell them about
what time of day, what month
and what you can do.”

Having a loved one
addicted to drugs is
tough for any family. But
Phil and Dawn Bahr of
Livonia took the opportu-
nity to turn the experi-
ence into a positive for
others.

The couple formed the
Ashes to Glory Founda-
tion, a locally based char-
ity offermg financial aid
for people who require
long-term substance
abuse treatment.

The idea started sev-
eral years after the cou-
ple's son, Brandon Bahr,
was admitted into a pro-
gram for substance
abuse treatment. During
the process, Phil Bahr
thought about possibly
forming a charity to help
other families in need.
He received an email
shortly after from some-
one who convinced him it
was the right thing to do.

“It wasn't until two
years later that this idea
struck him,” Dawn Bahr
said. *Within 24 or 48
hours, he got an email
from someene saying, ‘T
know your heart, T don't
know if you've ever
thought of this, but
there’s really a need for
something like this.

“He felt like God was
asking him to do some-
thing related to our expe-
rience down the line. It
was real confirmation
that it was something he
needed to do.”

Now, the family oper-
ates the nonprofit foun-
dation and has helped
nearly 20 families with
financial aid for rehabili-
tation programs that are
fong-term and Christian-
based.

“I’'m amazed what has
happened with limited
effort," Phil Bahr said.
“The need for funding is
significantly bigger. We
have plenty of people

needing the heip.”

Ashes to Glory has
been able to help fund
extended stays for more
than 15 people and has
received support from
people locaily, nationally
and internationally.

The family has grown
closer since Brandon
Baht’s time battling his
drug addiction, He's now
ﬁ'lorking in Bloomington,

Even though he's six
hours away, he said he’s
never felt closer to his
family and is happy to
see them wanting to
make a difference.

“Iwould say that my
thought throughout the
past three years is (I'm)
incredibly proud of my
family,” he said. “T'm
humbled God's blessed
hme with the family He

Ron Knotts had many
of what his daughter Deb
Allen knows are Lhe tell-
tale signs of Huntington’s
disease.

His walk was ungain-
ly. She remembers him
standing in line in a store
and seeing a little draol
coming from his mouth.
He'd choke on the sim-
plest of foods. But Allen,
a Canton resident, fig-
ured those were signs of
aging, not symptoms of a
deadly disease.

Little did she know
how wrong she was or
how much it would affect
her above and beyond
losing her father.

Knotts was diagnosed
with Huntington's dis-
ease in 2007 and died
what she called a slow,
ugly death in 2010. Now
his daughter, diagnosed a
year after her father
was, fears she faces the
same fate. She's pre-
symptomatic at the mo-
ment, but knows what's
coming and she's getting
ready.

“I will have symptoms
eventually, so I'm doing
what I can for my kids,”
Allen said. “I'm glad I got
tested, because it gives
me the opportunity to
prepare. We never had
that chance with my
father.”

According to the Hun-
tington's Disease Society
of America, Huntington's
disease is an inherited
brain disorder that re-
sults in the progressive
loss of both mental facul-
ties and physical control.
Symptoms usually ap-
pear, according to the
HDSA, between ages
30-50 (Allen was diag-
nosed the day ajter her
$S0th birthday), then
worsen over a 10- to 25-
year time period.

There is no effective
treatment or cure and,
although medications can
relieve some symptoms,
reseatrch has yet to find a
means of slowing the
deadly progression of
HD.

The HDSA estimates 1
in every 10,000 Amer-
icans has HD and more
than 250,000 others are
at-risk of having inheri-
ted it from a parent, Al-
len knows the statistics:

disease from a parent,

It's ane of the reasons
she got tested when she
found her dad had it.
That, and the fact her
daughter was thinking
about having a baby,

“I wanted to get tested
because my daughter
wanted to start a family,”
Allen said,

Having lost her father
to the disease and now
certain she’s headed
down the same path,
Allen is at least trying to
fight back, becoming a
vociferous advocate for
awareness of the disease,
She has walked in the last
two Walk for a Cure
events Downriver and, in
June 2012, attended her
first HDSA convention in
Las Vegas.

This past April, she
traveled to Washington,
D.C., to advocate for HD
patients. She met with
the staff of U.S, Rep.
Kerry Bentivolio, and
Sens. Debbie Stabenow

and Carl Levin. Since her
visit, she said, Bentivolio
and Stabenow have
agreed to co-sponsor the
Huntington's Disease
Parity Act.

A friendly face

It was in Washington
she met Kathleen Samul-
ski, a Dearborn resident
who works as & technol-
ogy consultant to Wayne
County school districts,
Samulski was there as
the caregiver to her hus-
band Adam, who is a HD
patient,

Adam Samulski,
whose mother died of
Huntingtan's at age 52,
was Kathleen's high
school sweetheart. Kath-
leen grew up in Livonia
and met Adam while the
two were students at
Stevenson High School.
The couple married and
had a daughter Keily,
now 10.

But Adam’s symptoms
began materializing. His
memory is affected, as is
his behavior, particularly
toward Kathleen. The
disease causes invelun-
tary mavements - “Kelly
calls them his 'moves like
Jagger,”™ Samulski says -
that can inflict damage.

Eventually, it got so
bad Kathleen made the

sense to her; she was
forced to divorce Adam,
although she remains his
caregiver,

That's the thing about
this disease, Kathleen
said.

“The cognitive stuff
goes first and then the
behavioral problems
happen,” she said, “It's
really hard to watch
someone you knew in the
prime of his life deterio-
rate befare your very
eyes. I've made it my
life’s work to understand,
and beat, Huntington’s
disease, because it has
screwed up my life."

Kathleen Samulski has
been at it a little longer
than Allen. Samulski is a
national HDSA advocate
and has been trained to
go out and talk to various
groups about clinical
trials, She's also an am-
bassador to a pharmaceu-
tical company that pro-
vides HD} medication.

‘Secretive disease’

The HDSA says that
while Huntington's was
once thought a rare dis-
ease, it is now considered
one of the more common
hereditary diseases. It's
not necessarily a conten-
tion with which Samulski
agrees,

“This is a very secre-

tive disease,” she said.
“It's not talked about. If
you know about HD,
usually either you have it
or you know someone
who has it. People don't
know much about it."”

Allen met Samulski
while botl: were trying to
change that, advocating
in Waghington for the HD
Parity Act, a bill that
would, among other
things, waive the two-
year waiting period for
Medicare for HD pa-
tients. The two have
become fast friends and
confidants since.

“She has taught me a
lat about being an ad-
vocate,” Allen said.
“She's someone I can call,
I have people in my cor-
net now that I dida't have
before.”

Both women are being
spurred to action by their
families. Allen is the
mother of two and has
two siblings, none of
whom has gotten tested.
“Pm fine with their deci-
sion; there’s nothing they
could do about it any-
way,” Allen said,

Samulski knows there
isn’t much that can be
done for Adam, since
there’s no treatment and
no cure, and what medi-
cines are available only
treat the symptoms, not

the disease. Although
research is getting clos-
er, Samulski - like Allen -
knows the future is likely
grim, It makes her angry,
which is why she's doing
what she can,

“It's like living with
Parkinson's, Alzheimer's
and ALS ali at once,” she
said. “It's a death sen-
tence and it’s a really
ugly death sentence.

“In the face of all the
horrible stuft,” she add-
ed, "1 decided I was go.
ing to do something posi-
tive with it."

A final promise

She walked the Walk
for a Cure and her daugh.
ter Kelly raised more
than $5,000 for the cause.
Allen walked the walk,
too, and now the two are
getting ready for the
Michigan HDSA confer-
ence in Lansing in March
and the national conven-
tion in Louisville, Ky, in
June,

Allen is busying her-
self learning as much as
she can about her dis-
ease, so that she can
prepare her family and
prepare herself,

Until then, she's just
enjoying her grandchil-
dren, hugging them even
closer when 1t gets hard
and the emotions over-
conte her.

“My grandchildren
make me smile, but T still
think about what could
be in store for them and
it hurts,” Allen said,

“It's been horrific, My
family will never be the
same, ever. I stopped
having fun. But as I've
iearned more, I've moved
beyond that. I can have
fun now.”

She was there when
her father passed away
and she made him a
promise, which she’s
trying to keep now.

“My promise to my
father was to do every-
thing in my power to
fight,” she said. “For us,
for everyone out there
faced with this on a day-
to-day basis and yet can
still smile, laugh and
hope far a cure,”

Most
people can learn how to
cook, but knowledge
from classes like this are
the ones that separate
chefs from ceoks.

Advice for current
students about how to
survive in the industry?

Keep vour head down
and always respect your
chef, When you no tong-
er respect or can learn
from the person you
work for, it's time to find
anew kitchen. Be pa-
tient and put in your
time. Don't go out and
party on Saturday night;
instead, buy a case of
potatoes and (cook) them
untii 2 a.m. You'll thank
yourself in four years.
Be excited for work, If
you don't wake up every
day wanting to go to
work, you're in the
wrong industry. Go into
this career knowing 14
hours is an average day,

Lastly, work for the
right people. I'm not just
taiking about working
for famous people (al-
though that helps), I'm
talking about working
for the people wha can
teach you what you want
to learn and guide you in
your career,

Advice for culinary
students on how to
stay motivated?

Be as involved as
possible. Join the clubs,

Community should know that strong district

funding makes for desirable destination

It's always chailenging to
craft an editorial about mill-
ages without bombarding read-
ers with numbers. Too many
figures have a way of compli-
cating the issue.

Se let’s just get them out of
the way and then explain why
it's crucial that Novi voters
approve both school millage
“renewals” (that werd is key)
on the Nov. 5 ballot.

The first is the operating
millage — 18 mills on business-
es and non-homestead proper-
ties and 549 mills on primary
residences. Currently, the Novi
Community Schools district
receives $8,359 per student in

renewal fails o pass, that

funding would drop to $5,446
per student - or $17,8 million of
the district’s $68.6 million gen-

eral operating fund.

The second is the public
recreation and playground
millage, 0.98 mills that will

generate about $1.9 million per

year.
Both millages are for 10
years.
That's the nuts and bolts.
Now the heart and soul.

These are “renewals,” not
requests for additional money
from taxpayers. Novi residents

are currently paying both

these millages and will not see

teachets (and enables the dis-
trict to keep class sizes at one
of the lowest in Qaldand Coun-
ty). Now try to imagine paying
for those with 25 percent less
money. Obviously, drastic cuts
would be needed to balance the
budget, which the district is
legally obligated to do.

And don't think for one
minute that the state will give
Novi mare money if these
millages fail, Since Proposal A,
in fact, the exact opposite has
been true as all districts have
been receiving less and less
funding annualty,

Parents, you expect your
child to be educated and pro-
vided with a wide variety of
skills to be successful in life:
communication, reading, lead-
ership, decision-making, writ-
ing, calculating, reasoning and
collaboration.

millages will, however, allow
Novi schools to maintain cur-
rent funding.

The recreation millage
funds let the community use
school district property and
facilities - playgrounds, tennis
courts, gymnasiums, audi-
toriums, the high school pool
and fields. After-school com-
munity rec activities are sup-
ported by this mitlage and the
funds make possible rent-free
use of the facilities at Novi’s
elementary, middle and high
schools. Community scccer
and other rec activities wear
and tear the district’s fields
and these funds help maintain
and even upgrade property.

The aperating millage goes
in the general fund, which pays
for prograrns, special educa-
tion, athletics, transportation,

Mike and Patty La-
pPradd will be married 40
vears in March and they
want to give back the
wedding and engagement
rings they purchased
from a Farmington or
Farmington Hills family.

No, they are not split-
ting up ~ they would just
like to give the rings
back to the original own-

ers.

The tale begins in 1973
as a story of young love,
when Patty was a senior
at Livonia's Bentley High
School. She met and fell
in love with Mike La-
Pradd, who was 21 at the
time and had just moved
in across the street with
his family.

“We met as neigh-
bors,” she said. Both
families lived on Hoy
Street off of Five Mile
between Merriman and
Middlebelt in Livonia.
“His family came from
Detroit. I went to school
with his brothers,” Patty
said.

In answering the ad,
Mike and Patty went
together to a home in
Farmington or Farming-
ton Hillg; after all these
years, they are not sure
which community it was.
Patty waited outside in
the car, while Mike went
in to buy the rings.

It was said that the
wife was sick, they think

ple had horses, as the
area was more rural at
the time, Patty said. “She
was ill and they wanted
to feed the horses.

maybe, just maybe, they
could track them down,
The original rings sit i a
Jjewelry box most of the
time now, Patty said.

Search begins

The LaPradds went to
the Livonia Civic Center
Library and searched
through the archive of
Livenia Observers to find
the ad for the rings, They
found it in the Jan. 18,
1974, paper. But they
called that old phone
number and found it is
disconnected. They have
tried through the phone
company to track what
address that phone num-
ber was attached to, but
have had no luck, Patty
said.

“It was the Farming-
ton-Farmington Hills
area. That’s all I can
remember, Ican't re-
member the name of the
street,” Mike said.

He thinks the house
was on two or three acres
with two horsesin a
fenced off area and that
it was a small bungalow-
type home.

He recalls the hus-
band and wife as older,
maybe in their 50s or
early 60s. They don't
know the couple's names
or if they had children.

Now they are wonder-
ing if anyone else might
remember the couple.

The rings are white
gold and one has “AK to
RG 9 engraved inside.
The year appears to have
worn off after the slash,
Patty said, They went to
a jeweler to have the
inscription read and
that's all that's left, Mike
said.

“I remember my hus-
band saying that they
wished us the best,” Pat-
ty said, adding that the
couple said they were
married 20 years, so that
makes the rings about 60
years old,

“After having 40 years
of that set, I would love
to give it back to the
family,” Patty said.

Meanwhile, they are
considering renewing
their vows and having a
reception for their 40th
anniversary, They were
married by a justice of
the peace in Plymouth
March 9, 1974, and never
had a wedding, Patty
said. They have an anni-
versary cruise planned
for March,

Asked why she would
give the rings back now
after 40 years with them,
she says, "That's just who

“It may be funny, but

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Clergyman pens book
on love, marriag

The Rev. George Shal-
houb, founder of the
Antiachian Orthodox
Basilica of St. Mary in
Livonia, has written a
book to help couples
discover the cluesto a
happy live together.

The Mystery of Love &
Marriage is a 200-page
“road map for anyone
looking to be in a rela-
tionship” based on Shal-
houb's 42 years of mar-
riage to wife Nouhad,
four decades of counsel-
ing couples ag a priest
and 25 years of teaching
about marriage and fani-
ily at Madonna Univer-
sity in Livonia.

“People think happi-
ness lies with money or
getting your own way or
buying stuff or winning
an argument,” Shalhoub
said. “The reality is hap-
piness is the reward that
comes our way when we
utilize our God-given
gifts such as compassion,
forgiveness, generosity.”

Shathoub, who uses
the boolk as a texthook
for his class, said people
are disappointed to hear
that marriage is hard
work. “A common mis-
conception about mar-
riage is that love can
solve all your problems,”
he said.

In reality, love carries
with it a high price, he
said. It requires being
patient when you have no
more patience, enduring
when the mood is heavy,
forgiving yet one more
time.

“The problem is most
often not in your spouse;
it’s in oneself, one's atti-
tude, perception,” he
said.

Forgiveness is No, 1
principle

Forgiveness, he said,
“is the No. I principle for
a long and happy mar-
riage.” He gives tips on

“The Mystery of Love &
Marriage” is a 200-page

how to become more
forgiving, not just for the
sake of the marriage, but
for the long-range bene-
fit of the one doing the
forgiving,

Forgiveness replaces
negative thoughts and
feelings with peace, hap-
piness and healing, he
writes.

Another misconcep-
tion is that marriage
shouldn’t change us. “Yet
marriage changes your
entire life, like a hurri-
cane,” he said. " If you
have a good foundation,
you remain standing.”

That good foundation

i

starts with loving our-
selves by realizing we
were created in God’s
image, he said: “We are
more to God than the
moon, the sky and the
mountains and people
mesmerize about nature,
but only you and Tare a
copy of that beauty
(God's image). This is
where self-respect is
born.”

Each chapter of the
book ends with points to
ponder,

The book is Shalhoub’s
first, other than a history

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Survey identifies
skills needed for
advanced
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manufacturing

Increased technical
skills for job applicants
and better worker
recruitment techniques
for employers are
ameng the recommen-
dations to help ad-
vanced manufacturers
fill job openings, ac-
cording to a regional
survey of advanced
manufacturers com-
missioned by Oakland
County,

The Skills Needs
Assessment Project, a
six-month regional '
survey of 150 advanced
manufacturers in Oak-
land County and sur-
rounding counties, was
conducted to help un-
derstand why advanced
manufactering jobs
were vacant and how to
fill them. It concluded
the greatest challenge
for regional employers
to overcoime is the
virtually non-existent
pipeline of young work-
ers to fill available jobs
and insufficient train-
ing programs to meet
current demand.

Qakland County
Executive L. Brooks
Patterson recently
released the results of
the survey to about 250
employers, educators
and comtmunity leaders
at the Troy Marriott
Hotel during "Business
Works in Oakland
County.” The session
provided Patterson, the
(akland County Work-
force Development
Board and the Michi-
gan Works! program
with a chance to dis-
cuss the survey and
some of the services
available to employees
and employers.

“I think we've hita
raw nerve with the
survey,” Patterson said.
“We now have docu-
mented evidence for
employers as to the
skills they need to put
people to work in good-
paying jobs.”

Survey says

The 48-page survey
provided an in-depth
look at advanced manu-
facturing and how edu-
cators can best prepare
their curricula and
students for employ-
ment in that field. It
also identified the
skills and education job
seekers need to gualify
for one of a host of
attractive advanced
manufacturing oppor-
tunities. The survey
identified the top 14

* jobs in advanced manu-

facturing, the median
salary, the educational
requirements and the
number of job openings
expected from now
until 2018,

The survey said the
most difficult job to fill
was mechanical engi-
neer followed by tool-
and-die makers and
machinists. The com-
plete report is available
online at www.advanta-
geoakland.com.

‘“We've been at-
tempting to rebuild an
econamy by trading
employees between
compeahies,” Deputy
Oakland County Exec-
utive Matthew Gibb
said, “We hear every
day that this company
or that company is
taking five employees
from someone else
instead of addressing
the core issue. We have
alack of interest in
training in careers that
are the very backbone
of our economy here.
‘We have to quit trading
employees like baseball
cards and get them
interested in these
careers like those
availabie in advanced
manufacturing.”

The survey focused on
the six-county region
of the Economic
Growth Alliance: Gene-
see, Lapeer, Livingston,
Macomb, Cakland and
5t.

“Employers have
told us they're ready to
hire, they want te hire,
but they can’t find
enough qualified appli-
cants to fill these high
paying jobs,” Patterson
said.

EdEn Inc., the Roch-
ester-based research
firm which conducted
the survey, said the
results showed an in-
creasing level of tech-
nical knowledge is
critical for jobs regard-
less of education level.
They also revealed that
not all employers use
the most modern meth-
ods when recruiting
potential employees.

“Some companies
are still putting a sign
out in front of the busi-
ness locking for em-
ployees instead of us-
ing social media or
more modern tech-
niques,” Gibb said.
“We've got to do bet-
ter.”

When you, as a job seeker, are
asked the most common, and
toughest, interview guestien,
“Tell me about yourself,” your
answer can make or break you as
a candidate, Usually job seekers
will respond with their “30 second
commercial,” and then elaborate
on their background, While almost
every career book and career coun-
selorwill tellyou that is the appre-
priate respense, Itotally disagree,

Many people fail in their job
search because they are too often
focused on what they want in a job
including industry, type of posi-
tien, location, income, benefits,
and werk envirgnment. Their “30
second commercial” is centered
around this premise, The tom-
mercial describes the job seeker's
career history and what they are
looking for. Tae often, this is in
direct contrast to what employers
are looking for.

There are two dominant reasons
why joh seekers are successful in
the job search. The first is focus-
ing an the neads of the organiza-
tion, The second is focusing on the
needs of the people within that
organization. In this article, we
are geing to examine how to focus
on the needs of the people within
organizations, This will assist in
rethinking yaur response to that
all-important question, “Tell me
about yoursalf.”

In order to Learn how to respond
to the needs of the interviewer,
let's first learn more about our-
selves. We can then apply that
knowledge about ourselves te
knowing how to understand and
respond ta the needs of others,

Mostsocial psychologistsTecog-
nize four basic personality styles:
Analytical, Amiable, Expressive,
and Driver, Usually, each of us ex-
hibits personality characteristics
unique to one of the styles. How-
ever, we also possess characteris-
tics to a lesser degree in the other
styles. To determine your unique
style, you can take a Myers-Briggs
assessment or go to the following

Here are the characteristics that
are most commonly associated
with aach of the styles:

Analytical:

Positive Traits: Precise, Method-
ical, Organized, Rational, Detail
Oriented

Negative Traits: {ritical, For-
mal, Uncertain, Judgmental, Picky

Amiahle:

Positive Traits: Cooperative,
Dependable, Warm, Listener, Ne-
gotiator

Negative Traits: Undisciplined,
Dependent, Submissive, Overly
Cauticus, Conforming

Expressive:

Positive Traits; Enthusiastic,
Persuasive, Outgoing, Positive,
Lemmunicator

Negative Traits: Ego Centered,
Emotional, Exploitive, Opinion-
ated, Reacting

Driver:

Positive Traits: Persistent, In-
dependent, Decision Maker, Effec-
tive, Strong Willed

Negative Traits; Aggressive,
Strict, Intense, Relentless, Rigid

Gaining an  in-depth under-
standing of your persanality style
has enormous value in your career
as well as your persenal life, How-
ever, our focus today is tearning
how te use this knowledge to make
you more successful in yaur job
search,

Once you have learned about
your own style and have studied
the other styles, I encourage you
to have a little fun in trying to
determine the styles of others,
When you meet someane for the
first time, try to identify his or her
style within the first two minutes.
You can often identify styles by
observing a person’s demeanor,
conversation, bedy language, ap-
pearance, and possessions,

To demanstrate what I mean,
let’s take some examples from the
business world, While there are al-
ways exceptions, generally speak-
ing the styles fit the example.

Anatytical Style: Financial Man-
ager (or programmers, engineers,
and accountants), They Like sys-
tems and procedures. They are
slow to make cecisions because
they will analyze things to death
- but their decisions are usually
very sound. They prefer working
independently and are usually not
very good in team environments,
but they are also dependable. They
buy cars with good resate value
and great gas mileage. They are
conservative dressers. At the par-
ty, they want to know why so much
money was spent on Michelob
when we could have purchased
Busch. They come to the party with
their laptops,

Amiable Style: Human Resourc-

es Manager. Very pecple-fecused,
They are dependable, loyal and

. easygoing; very compassionate.

They will give you the shirt off their
backs and the last nickel in their
pockets. They are good listeners
and value team players wha don't
“rock the beat,” They are usuatly
conformists and followers - rarely
leaders. They aveid confiict and
are not good decision makers. They
drive four-door sedans or mini-
vans to take the kids to sporting
events, They usuz|ly clean up after
the party is aver.

Expressive Style: Sales Manager.
Very cutgoing and enthusiastic,
with a high energy tevel, They are
also great idea generators, but
usually do not have the ability to
see the idea through to comple-
Lion, Very opinionated and ego-
tistical, Money motivated. They
can be good communicators, They
prefer to direct and control rather
then ask and listen. They drive red
convertibles with great stereos; to
heck with the gas mileage. They
come up with the idea for a compa-
ny party, but never help clean up.
They are en their way to another
party.

Driver; Corporate CEO. Intelli-
gent, intense, focused, relentless.
They thrive on the thrill of the

challenge and the internal meti-
vatien to succeed. Monay is enly
a measure of success; it is not the
driving factor, They are results/
performance oriented, They have
compassion for the truly disadvan-
taged, but absolutely no patience
or tolerance for the lazy or whin-
ers. They drive prestige cars, not
because the car attracts atten-
tion, but because it was a wise in-
vestment. They want to know why
we had a party; whatwere the ben-
efits of the party, and did we invite
the banker?

Ok, now you are really getting
some insight into your style and
the style of others. It is time for
the interviews. Throw out your
30-second commercial. Think on
your feet,

You will be interviewing with
the human resource manager, the
finance manager, the sales manag-
er, aml the CED, The first questian
each of them will ask you is: “Tell
me about yourself.” How should
you respond? Remember the sec-
ond reason for succeeding in a job
search; focus en the needs of the
people in the organization. Here
are just a few examples of how to
respond to that question:

“Tell me about yourself?”

Response to Finance Manager: *1
have been successful in my career
by making well-thought-out deci-
sions based on careful analysis of
alt facters. 1 approach problems
with [egic and scund reasoning. 1
would enjoy working with you in
developing the approptiate sys-
tems and procedures te make our
two departments function effi-
ciently together.”

Response to Human Resource
Manager: "My career has been
characterized by my ability ta work
well with diverse teams. I seek out
opportunities to involve others in
the decision-making process, This
collaboration and cemmunication
is what has enzabied me to achieve
swrccess in my department, People
are the most valuable resource of
any organizatien.”

Response te Sales Manager:
“Throughout my career I have al-

ways adhered to the principle that
everyone in the organization must
be sales-focused, My department
is always trained in customer ser-
vice, providing outstanding sup-
port to the sales team and to our
customers, Without sales, the rest
of use would not have a job. I look
forward to helping you drive sales
in any way possible.”

Response to CEO: “I have
achieved success in my career be-
cause 1 have been focused on the
bottom line. 1 have always scught
out innovative solutions ta chal-
lenging problems to maximize
profitability. Regardless of the
task or chailenge, I always estab-
lished benchmarks of performance
and standards of excellence. [
have never scught to maintain the
“status gue.” An arganization that
does not change and grow will die.
I would enjoy working with you to
help define new market opportuni-
ties in order to achieve the organi-
zation's goals,”

In each instance, we responded
to the "needs of the individual.” It
is almost guaranteed that, when
you respond zppropriately to the
diverse naeds of the different man-
agars, you will become the stand-
ard by which all of the other candi-
dates will be measured.

I challenge you to learn about
your personality and leadership
style, learn about the styles of
others, and tearn how to think
on your feet when responding to
questicns. Whether you are seek-
ing 2 job or you are gainfully em-
ployed, by understanding the
needs of others you will become a
more valuable person, employee,
manager and leader,
