Hunger doesn't take a vaca­
tion nor a holiday. 

Local food banks and those in 
need know this aii too well, but 
this challenge is overcome by 
remembering what matters 
most.

Black Friday has morphed 
into Black Thursday (a.k.a. 
Thanksgiving), with retailers 
opening eariier and earlier to 
outsell their competition. 

In Novi, with arguably more 
retail outlets than any Michigan 
city, the flagship - Twelve Oaks -
opened at 8 p.m. Thursday. 

"In general," said Peggy 
Hayes, marketmg and sponsor­
ship director at the mall, "we 

were extremely busy Thanks­
giving night into Black Friday 
mornuig, with stores reporting 
good sales." 

They didn't stop when the sun 
came up, either 

"We had another wave of 
shoppers during the day of 
Black Friday, well past the dm-
ner hour," Hayes said. And al­
though it didn't really get started 
until noon, many stores reported 
greater Black PViday sales num­
bers this year than last year 

As busy as those two days 

were, many of the mall's stores 
started their Black Friday pro­
motions earlier in the week. And 
the past trend of "door busters" 
seems to be moving in a differ­
ent direction as more stores are 
featurmg a percentage off the 
entire stock. 

"Many stores featured the 
same promotions for the entire 
weekend," Hayes said, addmg 
that many of her tenants said 
they were more promotional this

Novi businesses are happy 
and lookmg to grow In the 
future, according to the Novi 
2013 Busmess Survey, with 
nearly all respondents mark-
mg the city as an "excellent" 
or "good" place to work. 

That's a dramatic change 
from just 10 years ago, when 
busmesses felt like "no" was 
emphasized most in the word 
"Novi" when it came to deal­
ing with the city. 

Overall, the first-time 
survey bodes well for the 
community. More than 1,400 
Novi businesses were con­
tacted, with 245 responding 
this fall to the survey con­
ducted by National Research 
Center 

Council member Justin 
Fischer said officials would 
like to see more respondents 
next time, but he is pleased 
with the results. 

"This is a great foundation 
of things to come," Fischer, 
said. 

The results were similar 
to the citizen survey NRC 
conducted for Novi last year. 

"The folks who work here 
and run and own busmesses 
here think very highly of this 
place (Novi)," NRC president 
Dr. Thomas Miller said Nov 
25 during his presentation to 
Novi City Council. 

Key findings include nine 
out of 10 respondents ratmg 
the overall quality of life in 
Novi as "excellent" or "good" 
and most businesses plan­
ning to expand in the coming 
years and supporting city 
actions to stimulate econom­
ic growth. 

In addition, respondents 
hope for improved communi­
cation with local govern­
ment; three-quarters of re­
spondents thought physical 
improvements to city-owned 
property, such as streets and 
sidewalks, would benefit 
their business. 

Businesses were very 
satisfied with public safety 
efforts and rated safety high­
ly; three in four feel safe. 
They also felt there were 
opportunities for stability, 
growth and employment. 

C o n c e r n s 
One concern expressed 

was transportation, from 
alternative modes of trans­
portation to traffic flow on 
major streets. 

Ease of bike travel and 
walking were rated low. 
Busmesses want to see fur­
ther improvements in this 
area, with emphasis on a 

, broad section of users. 
Communication is another 

area. Larger businesses felt 
communication with local 
government was good, but 
some smaller ones saw room 
for improvement. 

This is a key takeaway for 
council member Andrew 
Mutch, who thinks the city 
should explore ways to do 
this and should address It m 
the upcoming goal-setting 
process. 

Council member Wayne 
Wrobel sees the survey as a 
great way in the future to 
better compare Novi with 
other southeast Michigan 
communities in order to give 
city officials an idea on 
where improvements can be 
made.

"Novi's transparency, 
inclusion and communi­
cation mission starts 
with city council's goal of 
being a citizen-focused 
government," Walsh 
said. "City Manager Clay 
Pearson and our entire 
staff team work hard to 
ensure useful informa­
tion is available to every­
one in the community 
We want residents to be 
able to find the neces­
sary information in a 
user-friendly manner 
and look to enhance and 
expand tools as much as 
we can."

what's going on and be­
ing said. 

Inside the small room 
at the rear of the meet­
ing room, Reinhardt and 
IVIolner use things like 
touch screens and re­
mote controls to turn the 
cameras in order to cap­
ture officials in their 
best form. 

"We are here to make 
sure the public stays 
informed," Reinhardt 
said. "Novi takes pride in 
its transparency and a 
big part of that is broad­
casting the open meet­
ings to the community." 

Their work appears 
on Novi Television 
(Bright House Channel 
13 or AT&T U-Verse 
Channel 99), which is the 
government access chan-
nei for the city 

Reinhardt said Novi 
Television has up-to-date 
infoi-mation about city 
services, meeting no­
tices, community events 
and much more. There 
are also other informa­
tive programs that ap­
pear on this channel, like 
Novi Unplugged, Update 
Novi, Beliind the Badge, 
Common Knowledge and 
Destination Recreation. 

"Novi really stands 
out because of how it 
reaches out to the com­
munity," IMolner said. 
"Groups of people may 
be challenged to make it 
out in the evening and 
visit city hall for the

meetings, so with these 
different tools they are 
able to access a lot of 
information."

A s I sat with my mom 
and dad when I was young 
- and when I sat with my 
children when they were 
young -1 was not aware of 
the benefits of daily read­
ing. We did it because it 
was fun. We did it because 
it gave parents a chance to 
be with their children. 

But reading to young 
children has many bene­
fits. It has positive bene­
fits on fluency and vocabu­
lary. It helps childi-en de­
velop a sense of how lan­
guage works. Reading to 
young children provides 
them an opportunity to 
learn how stories are put 
together and how to com­
municate. What we euphe­
mistically call "reading for 
pleasure" improves a 
child's understanding of 
language and results in 
improved understanding 
of informational text. 

Reading has been a part 
of my family's culture for 
a long time.

only here to help them in 
difficult times, but to 
help them also find out 
why tiiey are in a tough 
situation and how they 
can get out of it." 

Vo lun tee r s a n d 
d o n a t i o n s 

It's the people who 
donate time, food, cloth­
ing and money to help 
families and individuals 
in need that make a food 
bank truly successful. 

"We owe a lot to those 
who donate so much time 
and help," said Maryanne 
Mihalic, of South Lyon's 
Active Faith. "We are 
very blessed to have so 
many in the community 
that care." 

She said the group's 
Thanksgiving distribu­
tion day was expected to 
bring in 180 families, 
which is above the typ­
ical 160 or so families it 
sees throughout the year. 
Help for this came from 
groups like St. Joseph 
Parish's catechism class 
and the local high school 
student council, which 
literally donated tons of 
food to help make the 
holiday a good one. 

At Redford's Inter-
faith Relief, which is a 
coalition of member 
churches within the com­
munity, each month is 
busy. It helps provide 
essentials like food and 
clothing for at least 500 
families. So it was huge 
when it was recently 
given 8,000 pounds of 
food by iocai Boy Scouts. 

In Canton, 600 turkeys 
were donated. Open Min­
istry had its biggest 
Thanksgiving distribu­
tion day yet with more 
than 560 families show­
ing up. 

"Neighbors helping 
neighbors," Interfaith 
Relief administrative 
assistant Jane Cameron 
said of members' motiva­
tion. 

At Civic Concern, 20 
turkeys were donated by 
Our Lady of Victory, 
while the Main Street 
League - a local charita­
ble organization - recent­

ly raised more than 
$11,00010 help out. Tliese 
are just two examples of 
the variety of places 
Civic Concern from 
which receives help. 

"These ai'e the spokes 
that make the wheel go," 
Civic Concern Director 
Marlene Kunz said of its 
volunteer and donation 
help. 

Those in need 
The clients of these 

organizations have a 
variety of reasons why 
they need help in one 
form or another. There 
may be one income in the 
home that can only cover 
so many things, a layoff 
or medical issues. 

Food bank directors 
say it's not just a simple 
handout; clients have to 
go through an approval 
process at each organiza­
tion to verify their needs 
and challenges. 

Another single mother 
from Canton, who didn't 
want to be named, also 
found Civic Concern 
through Michigan Works. 
She said her eyes opened 
up to the different chal­
lenges people have to 
confront. 

"There are so many 
people going through so 
many things that it's 
important that organiza­
tions like this exist," the 
41-year-old mother said. 
"What I love about this 
place is how it receives 
people with open arms." 

Proof of residency, 
identity and federal as­
sistance are just a few of 
the things that need to be 
verified when a client is 
vetted. At Holy Cross, 
which provides non-food 
essential items, clients 
must go through the city 
of Livonia to verify their 
status. 

Each organization has 
its own mission specific 
to its community Howev­
er, they all ultimately 
have the same goal in 
mind. 

"It's about caring for 
each other," Kunz said. 
"This is an effort that 
wili aiways be needed as 
iong as there are people 
in need."

The outpouring of support for the 
Widzinski family (the same support that was dis­
played when tragedy struck the Cipriano family 
just eight months earlier) would be called remark­
able by most communities' standards - but com­
pletely expected when it comes to the Catholic 
Central "family." 

"The sincerity and kindness of our young peo­
ple has profoundly moved us," David's parents, 
Paul and Barbara, and siblings, Stephen and Emily, 
wrote in a letter published in the Novi News. "Their 
parents and community should look at them with 
great pride. They make the future look bright." 

Players kept tlieir fallen teammate in their 
hearts and noted his absence in their season open­
er against Deti-oit Cody by starting the game on de­
fense with a "missing man" formation of just 10 
players in his honor - and his name and number re­
mained on their roster. The team's motto this sea­
son says it best: "Al l in for 33." 

To reach Saturday's state final, the Shamrocks 
shut out Detroit Cass Tech a week earlier to im-

. prove to 11-2. After the gaine, one of the opposing 
players punched a CC player in the mouth during 
post-game handshakes. That could've turned into 
mayhem and been splashed all over the Internet. 
Instead, when questioned about it by the media, the 
CC player sporting a bloody lip simply responded, 
"No comment on that, sir." 

That is the mark of a true champion and that is 
what CC is noted for developing. Congratulations, 
Shamrocks - your actions on and of f the field give 
us faith in the future.

care beneficiaries concerned 
about contact they've had with 
suspicious salespersons or con 
artists. Unfortunately, with the 
start of the Heaith Care Mar-
ketpiace and the Medicare 
open enroiiment period just 
coming to an end Dec. 7, scams 
and unscrupulous activity tar­
geted at oider adults may be on 
the rise. 

Recently, we received a call 
from a man who was contacted 
by someone asking for his 
Medicare or Social Security 
number so they could send him 
a new Medicare card. Another 
beneficiary reported getting a 
call from Medicare asking to 
come to her home to discuss 
her options. Fortunately, in 
both situations, the individual 
did not provide any informa­
tion or make an appointment to 
have the caller visit their 
home. 

In both situations, the caller 
was attempting to obtain the 
older adult's personal informa­
tion to commit identity theft or 
fraud. 

'l'he A A A l-B's Medicare 
Medicaid Assistance Program 
is a trusted resoui'ce that Medi­
care beneficiaries can turn to 
for answei's, options and in­
formation. If you are on Medi­
care or know someone who is, 
here are some important guide­
lines to follow to avoid being a 
victim of a scam, fraud or fi­
nancial abuse: 

» The Health Insurance 
Marketplace is designed to 
help people who don't have any 
heaith coverage. If you have 
health coverage thi-ough Medi­
care, the marketplace won't 
have any effect on your Medi­
care coverage. In fact, it is 
against the law for someone 
who knows that you have Medi-

care to sell you a marketplace 
plan. Always remember. Medi­
care will not call or come to 
your home to sell you anything. 
No goveimment worker will 
caii you to ask for personal 
information or to verify your 
Medicare number. Social Secu­
rity number or credit card 
information. 

» Guard your information. 
Don't give your Medicare, Me­
dicaid or Social Security cards 
or numbers to an unknown 
person. Tl-eat these cards iike 
credit cards and keep them in a 
private and safe piace. 

» Ti'ust your instincts. If you 
receive a caii or a visit from 
someone and you feel pres­
sured or something does not 
feel right, then your instincts 
are probably right - it probably 
is a scam. Do not feel obligated 
to continue the conversation or 
provide any peisonal informa­
tion. 

i> Don't hesitate to ask ques­
tions. Ask for the person's 
name, number, address and the 
name of their agency/company 
Someone who is legitimately 
trying to assist you wil l provide 
you with the information and 
respect your need to be a safe 
consumer. 

Protect your i n f o r m a t i o n 
» Be suspicious of anyone, 

even health care professionals, 
who ask for your Medicare 
number in exchange for free 
equipment or services. 

» Recognize the difference 
between legitimate mail and 
scam mail. Mailings and letters 
from government agencies, 
such as Medicare and Social 

Security, will have an official 
government seal and/or logo on 
it. Don't overlook this mail. 
Other fliers, letters or post­
cards claiming to be from 
"Medicare" that don't have 
these seals/logos should be set 
aside. Do not respond to them 
unless you can verify that they 
are legitimate. 

» Save your Medicare sum­
mary notices and Part D expla­
nation of benefits. Record the 
dates of all of your doctor ap­
pointments and procedures 
(tests. X-rays, etc.). Check your 
Medicare statements carefully 
to make sure they match and 
the details are correct. If you 
spend time in a hospital, make 
sure the admission date, dis­
charge date and diagnosis on 
your bill are correct. 

» Report any type of poten­
tial scam, identity theft or 
Medicare fraud to an official, 
including the police and the 
Federal T '̂ade Commission. 
Statistics indicate that for ev­
ery one person who reports a 
fraudulent scam, there are 
likely 10 other people who ex­
perienced the same thing but 
either were afi'aid to speak up 
or didn't know who to call. You 
can file a complaint online, 
using the FTC Complaint Assis-
ter online at https://

.gov. 

The Medicare Medicaid 
Assistance Program can help 
provide more information 
about Medicare or Medicaid 
fraud and explain how to re­
port it.

mistically await Ihe 
Michigan House to take 
up the controversial 
Senate B i l l 660, which 
would allow pharmacies 
to distribute medical 
marijuana and would 
also grant a single Ca­
nadian company a mo­
nopoly to be the only 
supplier the pharma­
cies could use. It is 
possible that the House 
will take up two other 
i-elated marijuana bills, 
but not a third. 

HB4271, theProvi-
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sioning Center Act, and 
K B 5104, which would 
broaden the definition 
of usable marijuana in 
reaction to a ruling in 
the case of People v. 
Carruthers, are likely to 
be heard along with SB 
660. 

House Biii 4623, 
which would decrimi­
nalize the possession of 
an ounce or less of mar­

ijuana, is seen as un­
likely to get a hearing. 
That bil l , co-sponsored 
by Reps. Jeff Irwin, 
D-Ann Arbor, and Mike 
Shirkey, R-Clarksvilie, 
among others, has 
broad support among 
people advocating for 
less harsh approach to 
marijuana. 

Pro-reform advo­
cates point out that 
marijuana is empiri­
cally safer than alcohol, 
for the consumer, their 
family and society 
They also point to a 
D E A judge's ruling that 
states that marijuana is 

one of the safest thera­
peutically active sub­
stances known to man. 

With this in mind, 
they urge the Legisla­
ture to end the practice 
of arresting those in 
possession of an ounce 
or less. However, based 
on the past actions of 
the state Legislature, 
those advocating for 
better access to med­
ical marijuana patients 
and caregivers believe 
that Michigan Repub­
licans are more inter­
ested in interfering 
with the program than 
enabling it. 

Irwin has cited a 
figure of a minimum of 
$.325 million spent an­
nually in Michigan en­
forcing marijuana pro­
hibition. He also notes 
that 17 other states -
plus the cities of De­
troit, Jackson, Lansing, 
Ypsilanti and i''erndale 
— treat possession of 
an ounce or less as a 
civi l infraction and not 
an arrestable offen.se. 

A recent poll Epic/ 
M R A poll showed that 
46 percent of Michigan 
residents support lega­

lizing and regulating 
marijuana and another 
16 percent are in favor 
of replacing criminal 
penalties with fines. 
Only 26 percent support 
a continuation of crimi­
nal penalties. 

Despite this, it is 
believed that easing of 
criminal penalties for 
an ounce of marijuana 
or less is unlikely this 
legislative session.

Predators are likely to die off if 

action is not taken to save them

At Micliigan's Isle 
Royaie Nationai Pari<, a 
rugged ciiain of isiands 
in nortli Lai<e Superior, a 
battle is piaying out tiiat 
will impact the entii-e 
National Parit Service. 

The woives of Isle 
Royaie have become 
critically isolated, forced 
into generations of in­
breeding because the ice 
bridge that used to allow 
new animals in from the 
mainland has all but 
disappeared during win­
ter months. 

Federal officials must 
decide whether to get 
involved and attempt to 
save them or step aside 
and let nature choose 
their fate. 

No matter what park 
officials do, the plight of 
the Isle Royaie wolves 
represents a historic 
tipping point in National 
Park Service policy — 
the first time the agency 
has considered saving a 
population of animals 
that are not suffering 
from direct human activ­
ity 

Isle Royaie is consid­
ered the first test case in 
how the challenges of 
climate change will force 
a new way of thinking 
and doing in the nation's 
more than 300 parks and 
wilderness areas. 

Climate change. Na­
tional Park Service Di­
rector Jon Jarvis said, 
changes everything. 

Signs o f l i fe 
One of the highest 

points on Isle Royaie is at 
the top of Mount Ojib-
way a crest above the 
trees where eagles nest, 
winds buffet and wild 
blueberries grow. 

From there, you can 
see all the way to Canada 
— it's closer than Michi­
gan — and watch the 
whitecaps of Lake Supe­

rior pound the rocky 
shores in every direction. 

It's from way up there 
that Rolf Peterson listens 
for signs of life. 

Getting there isn't 
easy, but even at 64 years 
oid, Peterson bareiy 
breaks a sweat despite 
the terrain. He has made 
this trek so many times, 
he recognizes individual 
trees and juneberry 
bushes. 

"You see that radio 
tower way over there?" 
he asks, pointing to a 
steel structure, small and 
hazy in the distance. 

He chuckles with 
compassion. "It's actually 
farther away than it 
looks." 

Under the canopy of 
aspen trees and balsam 
fir, the trail he follows is 
little more than a rough-
hewn path of jagged 
boulders and exposed 
roots, the red soil packed 
hard by the countless 
footfalls of nature lovers 
and adventure-seekers 
who visit the island. 

When the trail breaks 
above the tree line, he 
climbs the 50 steps to the 
top of the radio tower. 

He pulls from his 
40-year-old backpack a 
receiver and two small 
antennas. He slowly 
swings the antennas left 
to right, waiting for a 
sound, listening for 
something other than 
static. 

It has been more than 
a month since he has 
picked up the ping — the 
sign that Isabelle or Pip, 
the two radio-collared 
wolves on the island, are 
nearby 

He knows they're not 
dead. Not yet, at least. 
He, more than anyone 
else, would know. 

For more than 40 
years, he has spent every 
summer on the island 
with his wife Candy In a 
cabin with no running 
water as the chief re-

searcher on a world-
renowned study through 
Michigan Technological 
University called the 
Wolf-Moose Project. 

Now in its 55th year, 
it's the longest running 
study of its kind in the 
world and it could hap­
pen only at Isle Royaie. 

The island park is the 
only place on the planet 
where a major predator 
and a major ungulate — a 
fancy biologist's term for 
things like deer, elk and 
moose — live together 
without the interference 
of some other species. 

Peterson turns the 
antenna in another direc­
tion. 

Several minutes pass. 
Al l he hears is silence. 

S i len t n i g h t s 
Nights on Isle Royaie 

used to have a mournful 
soundtrack. During the 
wolves' heyday, their 
howls could be heard all 
night long, an almost 
guaranteed wildlife expe­
rience for Isle Royaie 
visitoI-s. 

The nights have 
grown silent now. 

There are only eight 
adult wolves left on Isle 
Royaie and they have 
little to say 

Though not technical­
ly native to the island — 
that is, there's no evi­
dence of a breeding pack 
here until shortly after 
World War II —the 
wolves here enjoyed a 
population of 50 in the 
early 1980s. 

The population has 
steadily declined since 
then and those that are 
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left are suffering. 
Their backs are bowed 

and heavy from a genetic 
deformity, the result of 
generations of inbreed­
ing, according to Pe­
terson. 

He and his research 
partner, John Vucetich, 
discovered in 2009 that 
one-third of the wolf ' 
skeletons they'd col­
lected and studied over 
the years had a condition 
known as lumbosacral 
transitional vertebrae. In 
mainland wolf popula­
tions, only one in 100 
suffers from it. 

They have not found a 
healthy skeleton in 15 
years. 

In the past two years, 
only 2 percent of moose 
deaths on the island have 
been attributed to wolf 
kills. In previous years, it 
averaged 14 percent. 

Though several fac­
tors have played a role in 
the wolves' demise — 
including a devastating 
epidemic of canine par­
vovirus brought to the 
island in 1981 by a boater 
and his dog — Peterson 
and Vucetich assert that 
the most prominent 
cause of their plight is 
something far less direct. 

The wolves, they say, 
are dying because of 
climate change. 

D i sappea r ing ice 
Ice coverage on the 

entire Great Lakes has 
shrunk 70 percent since 
1973 as water temper­
atures have steadily 
increased. The water of 
Lake Superior alone has 
warmed by four degrees 

in 25 years. 
The ice bridge that 

used to connect Isle Roy-
ale to Ontario, which 
allowed wolves to walk 
back and forth, has all 
but disappeared. 

During the 1940s, '50s 
and '60s, an ice bridge 
formed nearly every 
other year. 

Today, ice bridges 
form roughly once every 
15 years. 

Peterson wants the 
National Park Service to 
try a "genetic rescue" to 
save the wolves. He 
wants to bring new 
wolves to the island to 
mate with the current 
packs and clean up the 
gene pool. 

What he's asking for, 
however, is a bigger deal 
than just moving a hand­
ful of animals around. It 
is, in fact, one of the 
biggest and most contro­
versial issues facing the 
National Park Service, 
planting Michigan in the 
center of a broader de­
bate about the effect of 
climate change on our 
natural treasures. 

It also has sparked a 
passionate debate in the 
scientific community, 
pitting Peterson and 
'^'ucetich against long­
time friends and col­
leagues who think in­
tervention would only 
make things worse for 
the island. 

The director of the 
National Park Service, 
Jon Jarvis, is considering 
three options; 

» He could do nothing. 
He could let the wolves 
die out and let nature run 
its course. 

» He could order the 
genetic rescue Peterson 
recommends, bringing in 
some fresh blood to re­
produce and repopulate 
the island. 

» He could wait until 
the wolves die out and 
then bring new wolves to 
the island, attempting to 
rebuild the population 
from scratch. 

Jarvis has promised to 
make a decision sooner 
rather than later -— be­

fore nature decides for 
him. 

Whichever option he 
chooses, it will have a 
ripple effect on the en­
tire National Park Ser­
vice. The agency has 
adhered to a strict hands-
off policy for managing 
wildlife in much of its 
100-year history, inter­
vening only when ani­
mals are endangered or 
suffering from the direct 
actions of humans. 

If Jarvis chooses a 
genetic rescue, it will 
signal a sea change in 
policy — an intervention 
because of indirect hu­
man activity 

The stakes could not 
be higher, Peterson says. 

Era o f m o o s e 
There were a few 

decades at the beginning 
of the 20th century when 
moose on Isle Royaie 
indulged. They were 
alone on the island — a 
major ungulate with no 
predator. Lynx were long 
gone and woives had not 
yet arrived. 

Isie Royale's vast, 
undisturbed food supply 
fueled an uncontrolled 
population boom. 

In 1929, a biologist 
who visited the island 
estimated the moose 
population at 3,000 — 
unsustainable by any­
one's measure. 

Experts predicted a 
crash and they were 
right By 1934, the party 
was over. The island's 
balsam fir had been dev­
astated and the moose 
began to starve. 

Within just a few 
years, the population 
dropped to roughly 400 
or 500. 

There are places on 
Isle Royaie where the 
balsam fir still struggle 
to recover from the 
moose overpopulation. 

Time is critical, Pe­
terson says. Not just for 
wolves, but the entire 
ecosystem of the island. 

But as Peterson 
learned in June this year, 
that's a tough argument 
to make. 
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CHIilSTtMAS FOR KIDS

In tiiat time, the com­
pany's stocl^ price has 
more than doubied from 
$20.70 per share to $52.72 
per share, the company 
has joined the New Yorlt 
Stoci^ Exchange and Ed­
wards is rapidly reshap­
ing the company around a 
new strategic plan. 

During the third quar­
ter, the company's net 
income increased 77 
percent to $20.6 million, 
compared with $11.6 mil­
lion for the same period 
last year. 

Edwards, 51, said the 
company's improvement 
is due to the plan he de­
veloped after arriving as 
well as the overall im­
proving fortunes of auto-

motive suppliers. 
When Edwards ai--

rived at Cooper Standai'd 
from his prior role as a 
vice president at Johnson 
Controls, he 
decided to 
travel to 
many of the 
company's 
plants and 
offices in 
Europe and 
Asia. 

"I think 
the first thing was to 
understand the company 
l spent a iot of time with 
key stakeholders around 
the world," he said. "I was 
really trying to under­
stand the strength of the 
company I was trying to 
understand from our 
employees and our lead­
ers what the company's 
strategy was as well as 
the history" 

Founded in 1960, Coop­
er Standard was formed 
as an automotive division 
of Cooper Tire. The com­
pany makes sealing and 

trim systems, fuel and 
brake delivery systems 
and fluid transfer sys­
tems. 

But in 2009, the com­
pany — like many auto­
motive suppliers — was 
forced to file for Chapter 
11 bankruptcy protection. 
Cooper Standard 
emerged from bankrupt­
cy IWay 27,2010. 

When he was hired a 
year ago, Edwards 
thought that Cooper Stan­
dard needed to be more 
focused on the businesses 
with the most potential 
for growth. 

"We determined that 
... there were three core 
product groups that rep­
resented the best oppor­
tunity for us to grow the 
business profitably," 
Edwards said. "We are 
the market leader in seal­
ing systems, we are No. 2 
in our fuel and brake 
systems and we have the 
potential to be No. l o r 
No. 2 in fluid transfer 
systems."

"The first thing was 
about clarifying it, com­
municating the plan to 
the 22,000 employees 
around the world," Ed­

wards said. "We also 
needed to spend enough 
time with our other key 
stakeholders of the busi­
ness and make sure we 
got it right. Now we are in 
the execution phase of 
that strategy" 

Edwards, a graduate 
of Clarion University in 
Pennsylvania, spent 28 
years at Johnson Controls 
before joining Cooper 
Standard. Why did he 
make the switch? 

"It's a company that 
has a tremendous rep­
utation in the communi­
ties in which we live and 
work. It is also a company 
that has a trusted history 
with its customer base," 
he said. 

"These are all things 
that I believe have been 
part of the success of 
Cooper Standard at this 
point and it's clearly the 
foundation for where we 
are going."

More Michigan retail­
ers increased sales dur­
ing October, setting the 
stage for an improved 
holiday shopping season 
that "officially" began 
Thanksgiving. 

October's Michigan 
Retail Index, a joint pro­
ject of Michigan Retail­
ers Association and the 
Federal Reserve Bank of 
Chicago, registered the 
best retail industry sales 
since July. 

"The retail industry's 
better performance dur­
ing October points to 
increased sales during 
the holiday shopping 
period," said James P. 
Hallan, M R A president 
and CEO. "The gains this 
autumn, while small, 
show consumers are still 
very much engaged. With 
gasoline prices at a rela­
tively low level and the 
federal government open 
again, retailers should be 
able to meet their projec­
tions for modest year-
over-year increases in 
sales." 

MRA members' earli­
er holiday forecasts 
showed cautious opti­
mism, averaging a l.3-
percent gain over last 
year. The survey took 
place durmg the federal 
government shutdown, 
the showdown over the 

debt ceiling and the 
flawed rollout of the 
government's health 
reform website - all of 
which tempered their 
forecasts. 

The October Michigan 
Retail Index found that 
45 percent of retailers 
increased sales over the 
same month last year, 
while 39 percent record­
ed declines and 16 per­
cent saw no change. The 
results create a season­
ally adjusted perfor­
mance index of 54.8 up 
from 52.8 in September. 

The Index gauges the 
performance of tfie 
state's overall retail in­
dustry, based on monthly 
surveys conducted by 
MRA and the Federal 
Reserve.

Q: Do you think it is better to 
buy or rent a home in Amsterdam 
since i want to live there during the 
summer? 

A: I think that is a no brainer since 
only 20 percent of the houses in Am­
sterdam are purchased while 80 
percent are rented. It costs you five 
euros an hour to park m town and 
eight euros a day 
outside of the city 
center, and they will 
give you a tram 
ticket to get into 
town. Obviously, 
there is an incentive 
on people to live 
outside of the met­
ropolitan area. There 
are approximately 
600,000 bikes in 
Amsterdam with only 800,000 inhab­
itants. You may be best off renting. 

Q. How do we deal with a board 
member of our condominium asso­
ciation who doesn't think we need 
an attorney? Vie have no one on 
retainer now and the management 
company has recommended that 
we get an attorney, but this board 
member doesn't want to spend 
any money. l/Vhat are your com-
ments? 

A: You are running a business. You 
are a member of the board of direc­
tors of a corporation. You have legal 
issues that come up including the 
obligation to collect assessments, 
enforce the bylaws, pursue claims 
against contractors and/or devel­
opers, deal with fair housing issues, 
FHA certification, procedures to 
implement your collection and bylaw 
enforcement policies, and a myriad 
of other issues that an attorney can 
assist you on irrespective of whether 
you have a pending legal problem.
