“A properly designed mid-
block crossing can help direct
pedestrians to cross in a de-
fined location, rather than at
random locations, and can help
alert approaching vehicles that

pedestrians may be present,
making the crossing much saf-
er,” said Novi Public Services
Director/Engineer Rob Haves
in the recommendation to the
council on Nov. 25.

This particular spot was
identified in the city’s 2011 Non-
motorized Master Plan, which
cited several locations for the
potential development of non-
molorized crossings or mid-
block crossings.

accused

Oakland County Cir-
cuil Judge Leo Bowman
recused himsell Monday
afternoon from hearing
a complaint filed against
Novi District Judge Bri-
an MacKenzie, saying he
could not be fair,

MacKenzie has been
under fire since late
November, when Oak-
land County Prosecutor
Jessica Cooper filed a
238-page complaint with
the county circuit court
asking a judge there to
take control of cases she
believes MacKenzie has
mishandled.

Cooper accused Mac-
Kenzie of breaking the
law by falsifying court
records, improperly
dismissing cases and
concealing public docuy-
ments.

Bowman, in recusing
himself, said he felt he
could not be impartial.

“My very, very close
friendship with the Oak-
land County prosecutor
and my friendship with
Judge Macl{enzie re-
quire that I recuse my-
self,” Bowman said. “It's
amotion by ane friend
against another.” It's
likely T could not be
impartial.”

MacKenzie was not
present for the hearing.
His attorney, John
Lynch, said MacKenzie
looks forward tc con-
fronting the allegations.

“Judge MacKerzie
has detailed explana-
tions in the allegations
set forth, specific allega-
tions to defend and de-
tail,” Lynch said. “Judge
MacKenzie is very proud
of the reputation he has
built and intends te sus-
tain it in these proceed-

ings."

The case now will be
reassigned to another
judge through a blind
draw.

Cooper filed the law-
suit after discovering
cases she said MacKen-
zie mishandled and then
sealed, according to the
complaint.

“District Judge Brian
MacKenzie has been
secretly setting aside
valid convictions en-
tered in plaintiff’s cases
... taking pleas on misde-
meanot cases and then
subsequently setting the
sentences for dates
when no assistant prose-
cutor is present,” she
said in the complaint.

MacKenzie then
would take the convic-
tion “under advisement,”
meaning he would dis-
miss it if the defendant
stayed out of trouble and
order the case be made
non-gublic.

Such deals raguire a
prosecutor's approval,
which Coeper says was
not given,

Once the cases were
dismissed, Cooper
claims, the court records
were “fabricated” to
malke it look as though
the prosecutor had
agreed to the dismissal.

Cooper is asking that
the Oakland County Cir-
cuit Court correct Mac-

Kenzie's actions and her
office be allowed to re-
view his cases dating
back 10 years. Cooper
also is asking that the
higher court order Mac-
Kenzie’s court clerk to
stop reporting that pros-
ecutors are present at
heavings when they
aren’t.

In the complaint, filed
Nov. 26, Cooper said her
office came across the
irregularities through
“serendipity,” and began
reviewing MacKenzie's
€ases.

Inone case, a man
was charged with reck-
less driving and assault
and battery after engag-
ing in a road-rage in-
cident in which he drove
his vehicle toward two
individuals and used a
gay slur, according to
the complaint.

He pleaded guilty, but
MacKenzie — using a
spousal abuse law that
allows judges to delay
sentencing — eventually
dismissed the conviction
without telling prose-
cutors, the complaint
alleged.

In another case, Mac-
Kenzie is accused of
delaying the sentence
for a man who pleaded
no contest to a second
offense of domestic vio-
lence after he was ac-
cused of beating his

girlfriend and tearing
out her hair extensions.
A second conviction
allews for a stiffer sen-
tence, but MacKenzie
placed the man on proba-
tion and eventualiy dis-
missed the case without

The $170-million pro-
ject will shut down seven
miles of the freeway both
directions, running from
Telegraph in Redford to
Newburgh in Livonia,
The shutdown will start
early next year and run
through the rest of 2014
after a vote was taken to
shut the freeway down
completely.

The project will recon-
struct 1-96 in this span,
and repair or replace
some 37 bridges across
the freeway.

Another public meet-
ing is expected to take

Sheriff offers ice safety tips

As the temperatures
continue to decline,
Qakland County Sheriff
Michael Bouchard
wants (o remind resi-
dents that there is no ice
that is 300 percent safe,

“Understanding the
risks of going out on the
ice that may be danger-
ous will help keep your
family, friends, and
neighbors safe,” Bou-
chard said. "Familiariz-
ing yourself with some
simple ice safety tips
can help prevent a trag-
edy from occurring.”

The following is rec-
ommended to help judge
recreationa) use of
clear, solid blue ice and
help you minimize your
risk:

» 5 inches thick mini-
mum for general use
(fisherman, ice skaters,
and foot traffic)

» 8 inches thick mini-
mum for travel by snow-
mobile, Qff Road Vehi-
cle (ORV)

Car and trucks should
not be used on the ice,
Bouchard added.

Survey the ice, keep-
ing in mind that ice
conditions change day
by day, lake by lake, and
location by location on
the same body of waler.
Some signs of changing
ice conditions can be,
but are rot limited to:
moving water near a
stream, river, unseen
spring or inlet, stushy
areas, depressions in the
snow, heavy snow, white
“milky” or black cclored
ice and “frazzle” ice
weakened by the freeze-
thaw cycles. Frazzle ice
is pocketed with tiny air
pockets and often [ooks
like frozen slush. These
are all signs of thin ice
or unsafe ice.

“When in doubt, don’t
#o out,” Bouchard said.

» Do not go out alone
on the ice. Always take a
partner or someone who
can call 911or go for help
in an emergency.

» Do not make the
first tracks on the ice.
Check with someone
who has experience with
a particular lake or pond

Bouchard

Always leave a
travel plan with
someone who
can call for help
and direct a
search pariv,

before you venture out
on the ice.

» Always leave a
travel plan with some-
one who can call for
help and direct a search
party if you do not re-
turn.

» Plan ahead by
dressing appropriately
for changing weather
conditions. Dress in
layers to protect all
exposed parts of your
body. Consider wearing
a personal flotation
device (PFD) as part of
your overall protective
clothing or a [otation
jacket or suit. Ice creep-
ers attached to boots
will help to keep you
stable on the ice and can
assist in self-rescue

» Bring safety items
which may include; cell
phone, whistle, rope, ice
pick or awls, screw-
driver, hand flares,
flashlight, and a throw-
abte PFD. Plan ahead for
arescue.

» Check and double
check the ice thickness
with an ice spud, auger
or cordless drill. If you
discover a weak spot,
tetrace your route off
the ice. Keep a distance
between others in your
group.

» If you hear the ice
crack or detect unsale
ice you should stay

spread out, immediately
lie down (which will
distribute your weight)
and crawl bacls to safer
ice by the same way you
came.

» If someone falls
through the ice, do not
run to the hole. First call
911 and get help on the
way and then use a pole,
branch, rope or any
other handy object,
which can be extended
to the victim from a safe
position. You cannot
helpif you also become
a victim.

» If you fall through
the ice, do nat panic
because this will only
hinder your self-rescue
actions. Call out for help
and kick your feet while
getting your hands and
then arms up onto safer
ice. This is when the ice
awl or screwdriver will
help you with your self-
rescue, Continue to
"swim" up onto the ice
far enough to crawl or
"roll-out" to safer ice.

» Snowmobiles, ORVs
and vehicles on the ice
increase your risk of
falling through, espe-
clally at night. Many
accidents occur when
operaters are driving at
a high rate of speed
(over driving) and are
unable to slow or stop in
time to avoid open water
or unsafe ice.

» Pets that venture
cnto unsafe ice are an-
other major cause for
many near drownings
and deaths. If you find
your pet has ventured
out onto the ice, resist
the urge to go out after
them, Stay at a safe
position on shore and
persuade them back to
safety.

+ Wildlife that ven-
tures onto unsafe ice is a
natural occurrence.
Wildlife such as deer are
Strong swimmers pre-
pared [or cold weather
and find their own way
off the ice. Most often,
wildlile discovered in
the water are injured
and succumb to injurics
from predators or natu-
ral forces.

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Group: Trouble remains in Toyland

The holiday shopping
season is in full swing as
consumers try to score
the best deal.

But the Public Interest
Research Group in Mich-
igan is cautioniny those
shopping for children to
take a closer look at what
they are buying to ensure
that that best deal is in
the best interest of kids.

The conswmer group
recently released its 28th
annual Trouble in Toy-
land report that details
the dangerous or toxic
tovs Lhat can still be
found on store shelves at
everywhere from dollar
stores Lo major retailers.

Theveport, which was
unveiled in partnership
with Beaumont Hospitals
at Safety City U.S.A. in
Royal Qak, touches on

four hazards — toxic,
chaking, magnetic and
noise —and urges law-
nakers Lo continue Lo be
vigilant in enacting safe-
guards to protect chil-
dren.

“I'he message is clear,
we need to protect our
littlest conswmers from
unsafe toys,” said Eric
Mosher, PIRGIM pro-
gram associate. “Pavents
and caregivers should be
aware of these commaon
lhazards while shopping
this holiday season and
throughout the year.”

Mosher said a lot of
progress has been made
since 2008 when the Con-
sumer Product Safety
Improvement Act was
enacted in responsetoa
*unprecedented wave of
recalls,” but it didn't
solve everything.

“Unfortunately there
are still products out

there that fail to meet
these important safe-
guards,” Mosher said.
“And some standards
need to be even strong-

The leading cause of
tay recalls is choking
hazards because, as
Mosher notes, “toddlers
like to put things in their
mouths.”

He said hetween 2001-
12, more than 90 children
choked to death on bal-
loons, balls, toys and
small parts of toys. And
in the past year alone the
Consumer Product Safe-
ty Commnission recalled
marethan 172,000 toys
for being choking haz-
ards.

Mosher said a reason
why mary products hit
store shelves is because

Working families can't afford another shutdown-style crisis

ast month, we saw

Washington at its

worst. Republican
leaders including Rep.
Kerry Bentivolio,
driven by the Tea Party,
recklessly shut down
our government and
brought our nation to
the Lrink of default.

Repealing the seques-
ter would generate

They
should avoid deficit
hysteria promoted by
billionaires and the 1
percent. Instead of ter-
rifying our parents and
grandparents with
threats to cut Social
Security and Medicare
benefits they've earned,
politicians should pro-
tect these vital pro-
grams that have shield-
ed the elderly and vul-
nerable from poverty
for generations. Qur
nation's safety net
should be strengthened,
not weakened, because

working people need
more economic security,
not less.

Instead, Congress
should look to raise new
revenue by repealing
the tax subsidies that
encourage corporations
to send jobs overseas
and ending special tax
breaks for the wealthi-
est Americans, When
the average CEQ’s sala-
ry for the first morning
on the job is the same
amount the average
worker makes in a vear,
it's clear that the wealth-
iest Americans and
corporations making
record profits can pay
their fair share.

Ending these un-
descrved and wasteful
tax breales would atlow
us toinvest in our work-
force and create the
well-paying jobs mil-
lions s desperately
need. By rebuilding our
infrastructure, educa-
tion, and manufacturing
base, we can create
good jobs with good
benefits and provide
relief to our struggling
working and middle
class. This is America,
after all. No job should
trap anvone in a vicious
cycle of poverty.

In addition, Congress
needs te pass compre-

hensive immigration
reform, so that i1 mil-

Cable franchising renewal begins

By Joanne Maliszewski

When it comes to
cable television, commu-
nities have little author-
ity to make major
changes in the fran-
chises that govern com-
panies, such as Bright
House Networks, which
serves Novi, Farmington
and Farmington Hills.

“The reality is that
when you go through
state franchising, what's
going to change? Noth-
ing," said Joe Durkin,
senior director of corpo-
rate communications.

City Managers Vince
Pastue of Farmington
and Steve Brock of Far-
mington Hills wouldn't
dispute that, “We look at
where we have the lat-
itude with the state and
federal statutes,” Pastue
said. “It has been phe-
nomenally reduced.”

City officials are gear-
ing up for renewing the
¢able franchise that will
expire in 2015. While
officials in the three
cities are in communica-
tion over the upcoming
renewal, each city must
take action separately,
Pastue said.

Nonetheless, Durkin
said Bright House Net-
works is still interested
in hearing what resi-
dents in the three com-
munities have to say
about their cable service.

“It's good for consum-
ers to come in and have a
say,” Durkin said.

Public meetings

Three public meetings
are scheduled in each of
the cities, beginning with
Farmington Hills at 7:30
p.m. Manday, Dec. 9, as
part of the Farmington
Hills City Council's reg-
ular meeting at city hall,
31555 11 Mile.

The Hills and Far-
mington City Councils,
however, will also meet
with Bright House offi-
cials earlier at a 6 p.m.
study session on Monday,
Dec. 9, in the community
room at the Hills City
Hall.

The other meetings
are at 7:30 p.m. Monday,
Dec. 16, in the city of
Farmington at city hall,
23600 Liberty, and S p.m.
Wednesday, Dec. 11, in
the city of Novi at city
hall, 45175 10 Mile,

Residents in the three
cities may attend any of
the meetings.

“Depending cn the
input, we will sit down
with Bright House,”
Brock said, “Bright
House has been doing a
pretty good job.”

Changes in federal
and state laws that gov-
ern cable service and
access were designed to
allow for competing
companies to offer setr-
vice in communities. The
drawback is the cost of
infrastructure invest-
ment for a new company
to set up and offer ser-
vice, Brock said.

A new company can-
not use Bright House
infrastructure, AT&T,
however, entered the
market a few years age,
installed fiber optic lines
and made use of older
lines that were available,
Brock said.

City officials have
encouraged competing
companies to enter the
cities, but there have
been no takers — other
than AT&T U-Verse,

Although customers
typically raise concerns
about price and channel
lineup, Brock said the
public input meetings
are not for those issues,
gver which the commu-
nities have no authority.

“This isn't just Far-
mington and Farmington
Hills. It is national,”
Pastue said.

PBurkin said that when
it comes to program-
ming, a company such as
Bright House, has to
consider all tastes in
viewing. “Some viewers
may love and crave dra-
ma. For others, it's just
about sports.”

In the past year, as
Bright House negotiated
with some of its provid-
ers, such as CB3 Carp,, it
had a number of channel

blackouts until agree-
ments were reached.
Bright House provided
other programming on
the channels that were
blacked out during nego-
tiations.

Cable access

What city officials can
manage is public cable
access, which includes
the Southwest Oakland
County Cable Consor-
tium, with headquarters
on Nine Mile in Farming-

ton.

Under franchise
agreemients, communi-
ties in which a cable
company provides ser-
vices also pays franchise
fees. Farmington Hills,
for example, in the cur-
rent budget year will
receive $1.3 million from
Bright House witha
contribution from
SWOCC of $7,600.

Some of the fees are
used to pay for cable-
casting government
meetings, plus employee
salaries relating to that
use, Brock said.

SWOCC also offers
studios from which resi-
dents may tape shows
for the public access
channels. For example,
the late local historian
Ruth Moehiman often
interviewed guests for
public access.

When cable television
first arrived in the local
community in the 1980s
by way of MetroVision,
which later became
Bright House, cable
access appeared to offer
a plethora of opportuni-
ties.

With the rise of
iPhones and other e-
devices, cable casting
has becornie less popular.
Today, residents can post
their shows, for example,
on You Tube, Brock said.

“The game has
changed so much. The
public doesn’t use it {ca-
ble cast shows and
SWOCC studios) so much
anymore. We use it for
some of our tapings.”

Chicago a
toddling town

(: We are thinking about building
a new apartment building in the De-
troit area, but understand that Chi-
cago has been avant garde with re-
spect to high tech high-rises. Do you
have any informatien about that?

A: Chicago is a hatbed for hightech
high-rises, as was depicted in a Sunday,
Nov. 17, 2013, Chicago Tribune Real
Estate article, and my personal obser-
vations, Many of the
apartments in Chicago,
particularly along the
Gold Coast, have been
converted to condomin-
jums. However, with
the influx of young
persons who cannot
afford condominiums,
developers have recog-
nized the need for
apartment develop-
ment. So calied smart technology is
giving some apartinent communities a
competitive edge by expediting the
leasing process. Some of the high tech
ametities which Chicago developers
are utilizing are keyless entries, fob-
reading elevators, package tracking, a
distributed antenna system, tracking
worlouts, tech gurus acting as con-
cierges, Bluetooth audio systems and
convenient charging powet outlets with
USB ports, You are best advised to
constlt with a rental agent in Chicago
to compare these apartments with
mere traditional ones.

Q: Could you give ine some basic
information about the Biggert Wa-
ters Flood Insurance Reform Act of
2012 (BW Act)?

A: The BW Act requires that most
properties insured through the National
Flood Insurance Program be charged
rates reflecting the full visk of fload
loss. The premium increases apply
immediately to flood insurance policies
covering businesses and when resi-
dentlal properties are sold or a lapsed
policy is renewed. Additionally, the BW
Act requires that flood insurance rate
maps be updated ¢n an expedited
schedule, Apparently, due to BW Act
reforms, many homeowners are facing
significant increases in their flood
insurance premiums. It may be that
these increases are o substantial that
owners can no longer afford to main-
tain flood insurance coverage. Obvi-
ously, this is a substantial problem for
homeowners in areas where flood in-
surance coverage is required by feder-
al law for mortgaged properties. To
help Congress better understand the
impact of BW Act reforms, the law
required that FEMA determined how
flood insurance rate hikes would affect
homeowners living in areas where
flood insurance coverage is mandatory.
The BW Act additionally required that
FEMA study how substantial increases
in flood insurance premiums would
affect overall participation in the Na-
tional ¥lood Insurance Program. There
is new legislation that has been sub-
mitted in an effort to set aside sub-
stantial flood insurance rate hiles, but
you are best advised to consult with
your local congressperson or senator as
to how it may impact you.

Highlander was one
of the sales leaders for
Toyota in November,
with a 22-percent gain
overayear earlier, mov-
ing more than 11,500
units in the month
across the U.S, market.
The mid-sized SUV also
is on pace in percentage-increase terms
with Toyota’s other strong-selling utili-
ty vehicles for the year, with Highlander
sales rising nearly 6 percent over the first
11 months of 2012.

That's not surprising, given that the ve-
hicle has leng been Toyota's staple entry
in the crucial mid-size SUV segment and
outsells siblings 4Runner by about two-
to-one and Venza by about four-to-one.

But for day-in, day-out use, Highland-
er Hybrid provides a great combination
of advantages.

a couple of kids. And in that mode, carge
room behind it is very limited.

Another thing [ appreciated in driving
tha Highlander Hybrid was that the con-
trols and gauges didn't make it obvious
at all that I was driving a hybrid. Far re-
moved from the enthusiasm displayed by
early hybrid models (including same Toy-
otas) that featured complicated gauges
that showed the flow of electric energy
in the car, the Highlander Hybrid plays
it pretty straight. You've still got to fill
the gas tank before the fuel gauge goes
to"E.”

And like the regular Highlander, High-
lander Hybrid comes equipped standard
with a six-speaker stereo with a USB port
and Bluetooth, and options such as a
helpful backup camera and Toyota's En-
tune infotainment system.

The vehicle comes in base and Limited
trims. Power comes from a V6 engine and
twao electric motors paired to a continu-
ously variable transmission.

vantage over the regular Highlander in
city driving, the hybrid version takes a
lang time to complete the payback.

With hiring picking up, is it
reasonable for a job seeker to
believe that she can resume her
career where she left off before
becoming unemployed? While
most experts agree that it may
be possible, they also concur
that such a rebound is difficult
and takes a great deal of com-
mitment. For those willing to
put in the effort, here are five
stratepies for getting back on the
career path.

1. Be certain of your
career goals

Before trying to get back on
track, be sure you're heading in
the direction you reaily want to
go. Having a clear sense of what
you wint will make it easier 1o
target your efforts towards spe-
cific positions and companies.

“I would recommend clients

reflect if they want to re-enter
the same career field or if this

is a time to transfer into a new
career,” says Mike Biount, a
career coach at Messiah College
Intemmship Center in Grantham,
Penn.

But to be an even
better candidate, you also need
1o cast a critical eye and look for
things employers might perceive
as negatives and fix them.

Linda Matias, president of
CareerSirides.com and author
of “201 Knockout Answers 10
Tough Interview Questions: The
Ultimate Guide to Handling the
New Competency-Based Inter-

informed

view Style,” suggests that job
seekers write down all the rea-
sons they shouldn't be hired and
then formulate a plan on how to
address each issue. “Too often,
job seekers only pay mind to the
reasons they should be hired.
When that happens, they are not
taking responsibility for their
own career. No candidate is a
perfect 10, but each job seeker
should do whatever it takes to
gel as close to the number 10 as

3. Stay active and

*“Be prepared to explain how
you’ve been [illing the days
since your last job,” says Cyn-
thia Favre, director of career
services at Gustavus Adolphus
College in St. Peter, Minn,
“Employers knew that it has
been a rough job market, but
they still expect that you have
something to say about what
you've been doing. For maybe

six months you can say you took
time Lo reassess, regroup and
refoeus, but after that they’ll
wander.”

“Stagnation is a résumé shred-
der,” Blount adds, “Shaw what
you have done for your career.”

5. Be confident

Finally, don’t neglect the Fact
that unemployment can take a
heavy toll on ene's self image. You
need to come to terms with that
period of your life before trying to
sell yourself to athers.

“Where candidates go wrong is
self-confidence. They get defen-
sive, apelogetic or uptight when an
interviewer asks the perfectly rea-
sonable question, “Why have you
been outside of your field for over
a year?™ Matias says. "*Surprising-
ly, many job seckers don't prepare
aresponse (o this question ahcad of
time. It is s though they are hop-
ing the interviewer won't broach
the topic. Candidates should
prepare 2 brief response, and then
practice saying the response unti
the answer rolls off the tongue.”
