Party fun doesn't have to mean weight gain

Linda Main, a regis-
tered dietitian, has some
common sense advice for
holiday revelers headed
out to parties.

When facing the bui-
fet, it’s best to first have
eaten some complex
carbohydrates and pro-
tein at home, said Main,
director of foed and
nutrition services at
Garden City Hospital. *A
lot of times, peaple ar-
rive hungry and it’s hard
to resist the items in
front of you,” said Main,
a Canton resident who's
been at GCH 27 years.
She suggested such

items as a yogurt, half a

peanut butter sandwich
or half a turkey sand-
wich before heading out
to the party.

Once at the party, you
should lock over food
selections, she said: “De-
cide which opticns are
most imnportant to you.
Don't feel you have to
eliminate your favor-
ites,” noting portion size
is key.

“Alcohol tends to low-
er our inhibitions” and
can lead to overeating.
“Try to limit consump-
tion of aleohol,” she said.
She agreed alcohol pro-
vides only “empty calo-
ries" and that women
should have no more
than one drink a day,
men two.

Hosts can help with
healthy food options.
These include veggies
with a low-fat dip, a fruit
tray, bottled water and
diet pop, she said. Small-
er plates also reduce the
tendency to overeat.
Caroling, game playing
or decorating can also
help, “something that
draws the focus away
from eating.”

Main recommends
peaple not try to lose
weight during the hali-
days, but stay at the
same weight and, if
needed, focus on weight
loss after the holidays.

In winter, you can
continue with exercise,
she said, even if it's just
a 15-minute daily walk,

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MacKenzie calls prosecutor’s
allegations an error-filled attack

A distriet judge in Novi has
shot lack at a proseculor’s
allegations that he broke the
law in his courtrooni.

Judge Brian MacKenzie of
the 52-1 District Court contends
in court lings that the Gakland
County prosecutor’s complaint
against him is vife with factual
and legal errors. His response,
filed last week by his attorneys,
also refers Lo the ailegations as
an “attack.”

Prosecutor Jessica Cooper
charged in hey 23%-page com-
plaint that MacKenzie has falsi-
fied courl vecords, improperly
dismissed cases and concealed
public documents. She said he
has been secretly setting aside
canviclions and sentencing
people when assistant prose-
cutors aren't in court.

Cooper is asking that the
Dakland County Circuit Court
correct Mackenzie's actions

and that her office be allowed
to review his cases dating back
10 years, Cooper also wants the
higher court to erder MacKen-
zig’s court clerk to stop report-
ing that prosecutors are pre-
sent at hearings when they are
not there.

MacKenzie's response said
there are no secret proceedings
in his courtreom. An assistant
prosecutor appears in court
enly each Wednesday and ev-
ery other Thursday, while the
court is open five daysa week,
it said.

The response also said there

were no attempts to conceal
proceedings and that the judge
was required by law to order
the files be made non-public.
The prosccutor had full access
to all non-public records, the
response said,

“The prosecutor had actual
notice or readily accessible
electronic notice of all proceed-
ings cited in the complaint,”
MacKenzie's response reads.
The response also said that
Helmes Youthful Trainee Act
status was not given to a 46-
year-old defendant.

MacICenzie and one of his
attorneys, John Lynch, could
not immediately be reached for
comiment last week. Cooper has
declined to comment, saying it
is pending litigation and that
the complaint speaks for itself.

At ahearing Dec. 9, Oakland
County Circuit Judge Leo Bow-
man recused himself from the
case, saying he could not be
fair. The matter will be reas-
signed to another judge.

Lass of any sort - jobs,
health, income, the many
losses that we feel that
cause grief — can be ac-
knowledged and ad-
dressed with hope, Web-
ber said.

“Qur lives are always
going to be changed and
different, but that does
not mean they are ended,
We can lock with hope
for God's gracious love to
be with us as we journey
through our grief to a
time of hope and resolu-
tion,” Webber said.

Karen Laing, exec-
utive director of the
Northville-based New
Hape Center for Grief
Support, knows first-
hand the pain that can
surround the holidays
following the loss of a
loved one.

"The holidays can be
exiremely difficult,” said
Laing, a Northville moth-
er of two college-aged
childrers who lost her
husband Keith in 2009.

“Everyone is saying
‘Joy to the World and
you feel anything but
jovous, It presents a
difficult situation, You
miss the person and the
traditions they created or
werc a part of and the
holidays themselves can
be overwhelrning. It just
adds to the sense of loss —
it is exhausting,” she
said.

Attending special
services that provide a
quiet, special place to
grieve can be very help-
ful in coping throughout
the holidays, Laing said.

“It also helps to he
able to talk about your
foved one,” Laing said,
“Saying things like, ‘I
remember when..." can
be very healing.”

Taking time to memo-
rialize your loved one by
participating in special
volunteer work of mak-
ing a donation in their
name can also be helpful,
she said: “Fhis year, we
adepted a family for
Christmas this year in
honor of my husband.”

Laing said that often,
the anticipation of the
holiday is much worse
than the holiday itself.
Keep this is mind and try
to plan for the holiday in
advance.

"Think about the
things you are going to
keep on doing, the things
you are not going to do
anymore and the things
you may change,” she
said. “For instance, in-
stead of a sit-down fam-
ily dinner, try it buffet-
style. I have even heard
of a Family that barbe-
cues.”

Horlocker is looking
forward to the opportuni-
ty to offer comfort to
those in spiritual need.

“We're all expected to
be happy and celebrate
and we feel like some-
thing is wrong with us
when we can't,” he said.
“People need to be lifted
up and reassured they
are OK and that there is
hope.”

Simpler requlatory process
will help small businesses

he Michigan-economy has
i turned the corner. After

years of high unemploy-
ment and sluggish growth, the
economic outlook for our state
is improving. Still, there is
more that can be done to get
the Michigan economy to full
employment and businesses to
increase their investments in
the state. The key is to foster a
stable future for the growth of
small businesses — one of the
baclkbones of our state's econo-
my. We can do this by listening
to the necds of the small busi-
ness community and relieving
them of the burden of an en-
tirely too complex regulatory
systen.

I'm a small business cwner
in Livonia and I employ ahout
75 workers. I have watched the
economy falter and observed
the impact that this last down-
turn had on the small business
community. Hiring slowed —
so did business growth. I'm a
business person and I care
about fixing this big problem
before our economy experi-
ences a second recession.

Jump-starting small busi-
ness hiring — which has his-
torically created two-thirds of
all new jobs and employs half
of the private sector work
force — should he a high prior-
ity for our lawmakers in Wash-
ington now that the federal
government is again open, An
easy, bipartisan wayv to rejuve-
nate small businesses is to
review the regulatory system
currently in piace and make it
casier for owners to navigate.

Regulations are a necessary
part of doing business in the

United States, but they do not

Jdacobsen

have to be a road block for
smaH business owners. There
are 50 many regulations in the
pipeline in Washington, D.C,,
that small business owners are
no longer able to predict year-
ly expenditures. With so much
uncertainty about the cost of
new regulations, business own-
ers stop investing in new
equipment, new projects and
new hires.

Our federal government can
do better than this and should
look to adopt friendlier regula-
tory standards that will re-
move the economic uncertain-
ty for small businesses. Then
small business owners like me
can get back to what we do
best: growing our shops and
hiring more workers.

The National Federation of
independent Business’ Small
Businesses for Sensible Reg-
ulations cuilines some great
places for the federal govern-
ment to start its overhaui of
the current system.

First, small businesses need
to have a voice at the table
during the creation of federal
regulations. Lawmakers should
seek our input and discuss the
ways that regulations work
when they are implemented.
We can steer them in the right
direction of smarter regula-
tions.

Next, federal lawmakers
should help small businesses
comply before assessing penal-

ties for nor-compliance with
complicated regulations. Most
small business owners want to
do the right thing and meet all
standards for business. But
regulations can be tricky and
hard to understand. Govern-
ment agencies should work
with owners to get small busi-
nesses up to code instead of
punishing them first. )

Finally, regulations should
be rigorously vetted in a trans-
parent process that includes a
cost-benefit analysis and ob-
jective data, Federal decision-
making must be made easier
for small business owners to
access and understand, Al
data, methods and models
should be available to the pub-
lic and clear standards must
be used for all regulations.
These standards should in-
clude cost-benefit analyses
that illustrate that a regulation
will do more good than harm
and scientific data that un-
derscore the justification for a
regulation.

The federal government's
willingness to tackle regula-
tory reform would be a signal
ta small business cwners that
Washington, D.C., understands
the challenges facing our econ-
omy. A commitment to making
the regulatory process more
open and simplistic will allow
small businesses to continue
growing and hiring workers.
With this regulatory relief,
small businesses in Michigan
can boost our state’s economy
and keep it on track for
growth.

Q: We are thinking about building
a new apartment building in the De-
troit area, but understand that Chi-
cago has been avant garde with re-
spect to high tech high-rises. Do you
have any information about that?

A: Chicago is a hotbed for high tech
high-rises, as was depicted in a Sunday,
Nov. 17, 2013, Chicago Tribune Real
Estate article, and my personal obser-
vations, Many of the apartments in
Chicago, particularly along the Gold
Coast, have been converted to condo-
miniums. However, with the influx of
young persons who cannot afford con-
dominiums, developers have recog-
nized the need for
apartment develop-
ment. Se called smart
technology is giving
some apartment com-
munities a competitive
edge by expediting the leasing process.
Some of the high tech amenities which
Chicago developers are utilizing are
keyless entries, fob-reading elevators,
package tracking, a distributed antenna
systemn, tracking workouts, tech gurus
acting as concierges, Bluetooth audio
systems and convenient charging pow-
er outlets with USB ports. You are best
advised to consult with a rental agent in
Chicago to compare these apartments
with more traditional ones.

Q: Could you give me some basic
information about the Biggert Wa-
ters Flood Insurance Reform Act of
2012 (BW Act}?

A: The BW Act requires that most
properties insured through the National
Flood Insurance Program be charged
rates reflecting the full risk of flood
toss. The premium increases apply
immediately to flood insurance policies
covering businesses and when resi-
dential properties are sold or a Japsed
policy is renewed, Additionally, the BW
Act requires that flood insurance rate
maps be updated on an expedited
schedule. Apparently, due to BW Act
reforms, many homeowners are facing
significant increases in their flood
insurance premiums. It may be that
these increases are so substantial that
owners can no lenger afford te main-
tain flood insurance coverage. Obvi- -
ously, this is a substantial problem for
homeowners in areas where flogd in-
surance coverage is required by feder-
al law for mortgaged properties. To
help Congress better understand the
impact of BW Act reforms, the law
required that FEMA determined how
fleod insurance rate hikes would affect
homeowners living in areas where
flood insurance coverage is mandatory.
The BW Act additionally required that
FEMA study how substantial increases
in flocd insurance premiums would
affect overall participation in the Na-
tional Flood Insurance Program, There
is new legislation that has been sub-
mitted in an effort to set aside sub-
stantial flood insurance rate hikes, but
you are best advised to consult with
your lecal congressperson or senator as
to how it may impact you.

“Overqualified for the position’
isn't always code for ‘too old.’
Hiring managers wisely want
candidates who are appropriate for
the job level, so if you're experi-
encing a fong string of application
rejections, don't lower your sights,
raise them.
