short legal process, the
sentencing lasted longer
than expected as Young
claimed his innocence
and counted off the er-
rors he claimed were
made by his defense
attorney, Michael McCar-
thy.

“I am being sentenced
for five crimes for which
Ididn't have any involve-
ment in,"” Young said ina
strong and loud voice.

"“The event that has
brought us all here is
nothing but absolute
tragedy,” he continued. *I
never intended for any of
this to happen, Every day
Iregret the fact that I
was unable to stop it.”

Praised parents

Insharp contrast,
Cipriano— in a quiet,
halting voice — spoke of
his family, particularly
his mother and father.

“My father was a
great man. He was there
with me all the titne,”
Cipriano said, recalling
his youth. "My mom is an
amazing woman.”

He credited his par-
ents with taking the time
to help him as he strug-
gled with a learning dis-
ability and other issues,
including drug and alco-
hel abuse.

Cipriano admitted he
made mistakes, "some of
which I will never recov-
er from.”

Without admitting he
had beaten his father and
severely injured his
mother and brother, Ci-
priano said that he “is

asking for forgiveness”
and “is taking responsi-
bility” for what happened
to his family,

“This is my act of
contrition,” a tearful
Cipriano said,

Following Cipriano’s
comments, Kumar spoke
directly to the 20-year-old
before she handed down
the life sentence.

“all of the support you
had and all the love you
had, you just threw it
away,” she said.

She told Cipriano that
plenty of people in the
world are faced with far
more difficult life prob-
lems that they work to
overceme: “You didn't
want to do the hard
work.”

Twice Kumar spoke to
the Cipriano family. "
“Words cannoet express
the sympathy I have for
the Cipriano family,” she

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said.

In aspeech that de-
fense attorney McCarthy
clearly didn't expect,
Young told the couri that
he had heen denied ac-
cess to documents and
evidence during his trial
and that his attorney did
not accurately question
witnesses who contra-
dicted themselves.

“He says hothing
about what he did,” Oak-
jand Assistant Prose-
cutor John Skrzynski told
the judge.

‘No concrete
evidence’

As Young made his
way through his state-
ment, Kumnar interrupted
and told him the circuit
court and the sentencing
phase was not the place
to lay out his appeal.

But Young continued:
“] was not allowed to

properly prepare my
defense.” He told the
court that there is “no
concrete evidence” on
which to base the charges
ot his life sentence,

Young concluded by
saying that “I had great
potential,” hada 3.8
grade-point average in
high school and was
headed to the Michigan
Institute of Aviation
Technology. He also told
the court that he had only
known Cipriano for some
three weeks and marijua-
na and the synthetic drug
known as spice were all
they had in common.

“F did not go to the
Ciprianos’ intending to
hurt anyone, let alone ta
kill someone,” Young
said, later adding that he
forgave Kumar for sen-
tencing him to life in
prison.

When Kumar asked

McCarthy if he wanted to
respond to Young's alle-
gations, he declined.
“There would be nothing
gained from responding
to this young man’s de-
spair,” the lawyer said.

Kumar, however, de-
fended McCarthy, “I
don't think there is a
better attorney who
could have defended
vou."

Before sentencing
Young, Kumar — speak-
ing directly to him — said
she wished that his step-
father, who repartedly
abused the young man,
was in the court because
she would point the fin-
ger at him as a cause of
the tragedy.

The judge teld Young
that, indeed, abuse isa
cycle and that she be-
lieves he has some type
of mental disease or is
“yery maripulative.”

McCotter staffer gets
probation, community service

Cne of the last cases
resulting from the for-
mer U.S. Rep, Thaddeus
McCotter petition scan-
dal last summer saw a
sentence of probation
and community service
for one of his former
staffers,

Mary Turnbull of
Howell was senteniced
to two years probation
and 200 hours of com-
munity service July 23
by Oakland County
Circuit Judge Leo Bow-
man. Turnbull was origi-
nally charged with con-
spiracy to commit &
legal act in an illegal
manner, a felony, and
one count of falsely
signing a nominating
petition as circulator, a
misdemeanor. She
pleaded no contest to
both charges back in
May.

“I sincerely regret
my actions,” Turnbull
said, her voice cracking.
1 would like to apolo-
gize to the office of

attorney general.
Throughout my life, I
have tried
to do the
right
thing.”

Her
attorney,
Leon
Weiss, told
the court
Turnball
had moved out of
MeCotter’s congression-
al district and mistak-
enly believed that pre-
cluded her from circu-
lating petitions on be-
half of his candidacy.
After she had gathered
signatures, she asked a
supervisor whether she
cotld have someone
who lives in the district
sign the sheets as the
circulator. She was told
yes, Weiss said.

“She made a mis-
take," Weiss said. “She
didn’t mean to break the
law, but she stands
ready to accept full
responsibility.”

The sentencing was
originally scheduled for
July 3, but was ad-

Turnbull

journed several times.

Turnbull was one of
four individuals
charged in the petition
fraud case, which ulti-
mately led to McCot-
ter’s resignation from
Congress,

Secretary of State
officials found several
irregularities with the
petitions filed by
McCotter, a Livonia
Republican, and his
staff, and ultimately
disqualified him from
the ballet and.

The resignation
prompted the gover-
nor’s office to call for a
special election last
year to fill the seat,
which led to Belleville
Democrat David Curson
to occupying the seat
for less than two
months.

His former seat in
Congress is currently
occupied by Kerry Ben-
tivolio, a Republican
from Milford, who won
the redistricted seat in
the November election.

Lecal man Tom Palushaj is
locking ta bring a new bar and
grill to Novi that will feature
high quality yet affordable
food and an atmosphere with
great ambiance,

Tom's Bar and Grill, which
may be the temporary name,
plans to set up shop at 27200
Beck Rood on the southeast
corner of Citygate Drive. It
received preliminary site plan
and special land use permit
approval July 10 by a 7-0 vote
of the Novi Planning Commis-
sion, The plan proposes a
5,700-square-foot sit-down
restaurant,

“T have 35 years of experi-
ence with restaurants, so I'm
hoping to bring that knowledge
to this bar and grill,” said Pa-

lushaj, a Northville resident.
One area restaurant he
helped stait is the Lyon Grill in
South Lyon. He said the name
of the Novi location isn't offi-
cial yet, but he expecls the
location to be a perfect fit with
that part of the community,
“Qur plan is to make it a
beautiful restaurant with a
nice bar that has an ambiance
that will appeal,” Palushaj said.
The city’s preliminary ap-
proval is based on the notion
that this type of business will
be beneficial to that area of the
community.

“The proposed use will pro-
mote the use of land in a social-
ly and economically desirable
manner,” stated one of the
Planning Commission's find-
ings to base the approval of the
special land use.

This particular area of Novi
is classified as a Retail Service
Overlay District, which per-
mits this type of restaurant,

According to city planners,
the Retail Service Overlay
Option is intended ... to pro-
vide a limited amount of retail
and personal service estab-
lishments to serve the employ-
ees of and visitors to the near-
by office use areas.”

‘The Novi Mile GR/Beck
Planned Rezoning Qverlay
Agreement, which this project
falls under, included provi-
sions for the extension of City-
gate Drive to the east, eventu-
ally looping around to Grand
River Avenue, Novi planners
said this agreement contem-
plated the completion of the
road when tl:e next property in
the area was developed.

City officials would like the
applicant to consider complet-
ing the planned extension of
Citygate Drive to better serve
the proposed development
from Grand River Avenue.

Palushaj said the city wants

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Environmental worries prompt push

State Dems call for fracking legislation

State Democrats don’t
dispute that gas and oil
drilling can help Michi-
gan's economy, but they
want increased account-
ability and transparency
to protect the public
health and the state’s
waterways from the
effects of “fracking” —
using water to hydrau-
leally fracture under-
ground rock,

Democratic state
Reps. Vicki Barnett of
Farmington Hills, Jim
‘Townsend of Royal Ozk
and Ellen Cogen Lipten
of Huntington Woods are
among the legislators
across the state who have
introduced a series of
eight bills to ensure that
the some 930 chemicals
used in the process are
publicly disclosed.

“It is a growing prac-

tice in Michigan and we
need to regulate it," Bar-
nett said at a July 11
morning press confer-
ence in Heritage Park,
Farmington Hills,

Already current and
pending drilling permits
throughout Michigan
estimate water usage for
fracking operations at
500 million gallons. One
unnamed drilling compa-
ny has proposed 500 new
sites in Michigan with an
estimated Great Lakes
water usage of four bil-
iion gallons, according to
the legislators.

The bills call for giv-
ing municipalities and
residents the opportunity
to request a public hear-
ing before a fracking
permit is issued to allow
public commeant in the
process.

The bills also would:

The controversial
technique, also known as
hydraulic fracturing, is
used by the energy in-
dustry to extract cit and
gas from rock by in-
Jjecting high-pressure
mixtures of water, sand
or gravel and chemicals.
The practice has been
used for decades but has
been expanded te hori-
zontally drilled wells that
use millions of gallons of
water, according to Mich-
igan Clean Water Action,

By July 12, the Michi-
gan (il & Gas Associa-
tion, which has 1,000
members and represents
independent oil compa-
nies, major il compa-
nies, and the exploration
arms of various utility
companies, issued a
statement:

“Michigan has been
and continues tobe a
leader when it comes to
producing clean natural
gas from our state's own
resources, while main-
taining an outstanding
track record of keeping

the environment and
communities clean and
safe. At the same time,
Michigan energy produc-
tion is vital to our state’s
economy --- supporting
some 30,000 Michigan
jobs and contributing
about $3 billion to the
state's economy,” accord-
ing to the MOGS state-
ment,

“As we logk at the
legislative proposal an-
nounced today — or oth-
ers that could come for-
ward — our goal is to
make sure this winning
track record for Michi-
gan-made energy, Michi-
gan jobs and Michigan's
envirchment continues,
Importantly for Michi-
gan, the package does hat
call far an all-out non-
sensical, and job killing
ban, as some activists are
advacating,” according to
MOGS,

“Michigan producers
have used hydraulic
fracturing for six dec-
ades. While it already is a
proven safe technology,
improvements are con-
tinually being made that
result in our ability to
even more effectively
produce the natural gas
that 80 percent of Michi-
gan homeowners usein
ways that fulfill our re-
sponsibility to safeguard
Michigan's environ-
ment,” MOGS continued.

But the amount of
water used in fracking —
considering that Michi-
gan is home to one-fifth
of the world's fresh wa-
ter supply — is a signifi-
cant concern, Barnett
said.

Some four billion gal-
[ons of water will be used
in proposed new wells in
Michigan. “That’s enough
to drain Kent Lake
twice,” said Barnett,
displaying a gallon jug of
water.

Among concerns ex-
pressed by legislators is
the potential for the wa-
ter — used in fracking ~
and the chemicals used
in the process to leach
into the fresh water sup-
ply. “Itis a cocktail that
cannot be recycled,”

Barnett said. “With our
low water levels what
more do we need to talk
about?”

But the Michigan
Department of Environ-
mental Quality claims
that fracking is not a
problem and there have
not been any environ-
mental disasters associ-
ated with the process.

“0il and gas compa-
nies are subject to the
same requirements as
other users of large vol-
umes of water — they
must first evaluate the
potential effects of the
withdrawal using a com-
puter program Michigan
regutators designed to
track and measure water
use and protect local
aquifers,” according to
the DEQ.

While the bills have
been introduced and the
Democrats plan and
expect to work with their
Republican counterparts,
Townsend said it could be
some time before the
legislation is passed.

The next step in the
legislative process is to
set up committee hear-
ings, fellowed by dis-
cussion and a vote by the
state House and then the
Senate.

Fifteen Oakland Coun-
ty communities, includ-
ing Southfield and West
Bloomfield, have enacted
bans or moratoriums on
the fracking process,
Townsend said,

(akland County Water
Commissioner Jim Nash
of Farmington Hills told
residents July 11 that he
has held six town halls
around Oakland to dis-
cuss fracking.

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Helmet law

Increased costs,
njury severity provide
reasons for repeal

Freedom comes at a price. In the 15 months
since Michigan scrapped its longstanding law and
allowed certain motorcyclists the freedom to ride
without helmets, medical payments for insurance
claims based on the severity of injuries have in-
creased. Severe injuries are occurring and driv-
ing up costs, which collectively demand a repeal
of the weakened law.

Already, statistics show that freedom for a few
will likely increase costs for the majority. It's a
simple equation. The more insurance companies
have to pay out in claims, sooner or later rates will
increase to offset those costs. That's how insur-
ance works.

But there is a human cost to allowing motorcy-
clists to ride without the safety of helmets. No one
wants to witness a matorcycle crash in which the
rider is not wearing a helmet. And no one wants to
witness that crash when a metereyclist is toeling
downa freeway at 70 mph or faster. Logic dictates
the consequences.

The weakened Jaw —enacted on the off-chance
of boosting tourism — allows motorcyclists 21
years and older tolegally ride without a helmetif
they ecarry a minimum $20,000 in medical pay-
ments coverage.

As a lakefront property own-
er, I pay a much higher property
tax rate than my fellow neigh.
bors not on the lake. With that
expense should come some addi-
tional services such as the ma-
rine patrols. That is a very fair
and reasonable request. T have
already paid for those patrols. I
should not have to pay again to
get our lake association to pri-
vately contract with your office
to patrol my lake. We are work-
ing on this, but if you care to
know we have three- to five-year
approved budgets that were not
set up to pay for this service
when it was taken away by your
office,

We may be lucky enough next
year to get this money approved
and in our budget going forward,
but maybe not. I hold you and
yout office responsible for this
kind of tragedy as it is an in-
direct result of your suspension
of the lake marine patrols. You
are atypical of all politicians who
immediately want to cut spend-
ing in the way that directly hurts
the taxpayers the most.

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Museum wants space in

former bomber plant

In an jiconic 1942 poster promot-
ing the war effort, 17-year-old Ger-
aldine Doyle flexed her muscles
and told the country and the world
that “We Can Do It.”

Seventy-one years later, she’s
back with a new message and 3
new purpose: helping the Yankee
Air Museum preserve a piece of
the history that Doyle has come to
represent,

The museum is on a mission to
buy175,000 square feet of the far-- -
mer Willow Run bomber plant
where more than 8,600 3-24 Libe-
rator bombers were built, Acquir-
ing the building would be a dream
come true for the museuin, The
factory space is four times the size
of its current museum and large
encugh inside to house alf of its
planes, except the massive B-52.

The only things standing in the
way are $5 million and an Ang, 1
deadline,

“It's exciting; the very concept
of bringing everything back togeth-
er is heaven to us,” said Kevin
Walsh, executive director of the
Yankee Air Museum. “To have the
entire collection back under one
roof like it was from 1981 through
2004 is paramount.”

Since April, YAM and the Michi-
gan Aeronautical Foundation,
through the SaveTheBomberPlan-
1.01'g campaign, have been working
to raise the $5 million needed to
buy the space from RACER, or
Revitalizing Automotive Comtnuni-
ties Environmental Response,

Trust. The trust was created to
dispose of properties left after
GM's 2009 bankruptcy. RACER has
had little interest in the five mil-
lion-square-foot former GM Power-
train plant and plans to tear it down
to open up 300 acres for devel-
opment.

Raising millions

The museum needs to raise the
$5 million to buy just a pertion of
the former bomber plant, but a
total of $8 million is needed to ac-

~quire, enclose, secure and power-up

the area to eventually become the
new museunt.

The SaveTheBomberPlant.org
camypaign, co-chaired by retired
NASA astronaut Frank Lousma and
retried GM executive Bob Lutz, has
been set up to help raise the money.
The museum has already raised
$3.1 million, but still needs $4.9
millien to reach its goal.

According to Mike Montgomery
of the Michigan Aeronautical Foun-
dation, which signed the letter of
intent with RACER Trust to acquire
the property, large donations are
being pursued, but support from
the community is needed.

“Obviously preserving a piece of
history is really important,” Mont-
gomery said, “This allows the mu-
seurn to expand on the story it's
telling. It’s more than the Arsenal
of Democracy, it's about what hap-
pened. The American work force
changed. We can tell that story
here, but to tell it at the actual site
is much more effective,

“It'll give us room to grow for

decades; it’ll let us expand,” he
added.

The larger facility also would
allow the museum to integrate
STEM (Science, Technology, Engi-
neering and Mathematics) content,
expanding the visitor experience
and educational opportunities. It
alse would provide a new venue for
corporate, community and farnily
events,

“It's an opportunity to make it a
center where we can host 1,000
people,” Walsh $aid. "It’s the differ-

ence beétween a convefition hall and -

a signature location. It would be an
incredible facility for the commu-
nity. The demand is here.”

The assembly line

The plant was designed by
Charles Sorensen, vice president of
production for Ford. Albert Kahn, a
prominent industvial architect,
translated Sorensen’s sketches into
the factory where workers were
able to produce a B-34 bomber
every 55 minutes.

The more than two million-
square-foot plant was built in an
L-shape in Washtenaw County, just
over the Wayne County line. Planes
moved down the assembly line by
fours and then twos. But instead of
going straight out of the factory
and into Wayne County, the assem-
bly line turned te the right and
exited into Washtenaw County.

“Ford built the plant so that it
delivered all the planes to the
Army Air Force in Washtenaw
County, so he wouldn’t have to pay
personal property tax on them,”

Montgomery said, “It's that space at
the end of the line that we're deter-
mined will become the new museum.”

The Yankee Air Museum opened in
the 1980s in a wooden hangar at Wil-
low Run Airport. It suffered a major
setback when the hangar caught firve
in 2004.

Volunteers were able to rescue
three planes - the B-17, B-25 and C-47
- but the remainder of the aireraft
and artifacts that were housed in the
hangar were lost. A new museun
opened in 2010 in & 40,000-square-foot

“building that was purchased fiom the

Michigan Institute of Aviation and
Technology.

Admittedly the fundraising goal is
ambitious, but the campaign is open
to donations of all amounts. Every
$50 raised saves one square foot of
the bombet plant. In addition to rais-
ing money to buy the facility, Lousma
and Lutz alse are raising money to
create exhibits for the museum’s new
home,

If YAM is unable to meet its fund-
raising goal, gifts to the campaign
will be put toward a hangar for fly-
able aircraft at the current museum.

The Willow Run bom-
ber plant was built on a
Ford farm in Washtenaw
County. Virtually over-
right, the gardens and
maple trees were re-
placed with a factory
designed to produce one
B-24 Liberator bomber
every hour,

An estimated 100,000
yards of concrete, 38 000
tons of steel and 10 mil-
lion bricks were used to
build the 80-acre plant in
record time. It was actu-
ally two plants - a manu-
facturing plant produc-
ing parts for the bomber
and the assembly plant.

The factory was
tooled to produce one
bomber every 55 min-
utes. The plane had a
110-foot wing span and
had four 1,200-horsepow-
er Pratt and Whitney
engines. It carried 10
men, four tons of bombs

and 5,000 rounds of my-
nitions. It could fly 3,000
miles nonstop and cruise
at high altitudes at a
speed of 300 mph.

Eighty-five percent of
the plane’s 20-ton weight
was aluminum.

Each plane had more
than 1,700 aluminum

" tubes for its 12 different

control systems and
400,000 rivets, The land-
ing wheels were shipped
in, as was the plane's
twin tail, which was
made at Ford's Rouge
plant,

To manufacture the
plane, Fard cut it up into
major assembly sections
which were “mated” on
the final assembly line.
By breaking down the
process into sub-assem-
blies, parts of the plane
were built in hours rath-
er than days. By using
the process, the center

The Museum has to

ing World War II, With-
out the money, YAM
supporters will have to
watch as RACER has the
plant torn down to open
up 300 acres for devel-
opment.

Raising that kind of
meney in a short amount
of time is a monumental
effort for the museum,
which signed a letter of
intent to purchase the

building in April, The
museum has raised ap-
proximately $400,000.
Unless many donors step
forward, YAM will fall
far short of its goal.

YAM has been around
since the 1980s, working
to preserve the country’s
aviation history, first ina
wooden hangar that
burned down and then in
a smaller building it
recently purchased. Hav-
ing the opportunity to
save a piece of the histo-
ry of the Arsenal of De-
moetacy and a chance to
consolidate its collection,
including all but its larg-
est aircraft, under one
roof is a huge plus for
the organization.

Every dollar counts.
According to YAM, ev-
ery $50 raised saves one
square foot of the bom-
ber plant. That means
100,000 people, busi-
NEsses, even veterans
organizations, would
need to donate that
amount to save the build-

ing and let YAM accom-

History was made at
the Willow Run bomber
plant, which has close
ties to the area.

tions of the airplane were
mated to the wing span.
The first section was the
nose piece, which in-
cluded the instruments
and cabins for the pilots,
radio man, flight engi-
neet, navigator and bom-
bardier,

The next section was

the tail part of fuselage,
then the assembly line
narrpwed from four to
two lines. In the next
step, each of the four
engines was attached to
the wing span in 15 min-
utes, with added time to
hook up the controls as
the plane moved down
the assembly line. Only
four bolts % inch in diam-
eter held an engine in
place on the wing.

After the twin tail was
in place, the wing tips
were attached to the
wing span.
