While waiting for more long-
term fixes, Andrew Mutch said
he believes some-short term
solutions should be sought in the
meantime for the busy and dan-
gerous intersection at 10 Mile
and Napier roads.

At the Novi City Council
meeting March 24, council mem-
ber Mutch noted the impact the
new residential and commercial
developments in that area will
have on the roads, especially
with bringing additional traffic
to the intersection.

He said officials have re-
ceived quite a bit of community
feedback and are “quite aware
of the concerns of residents.”

One issue is turning on to 10
Mile from Napier from either
direction. It is one of the most-
accident prone intersections in
the community.

Mutch asked the council to
support a proposal to have No-
vi's traffic consultants look at
some potential improvements to
helﬁ make the intersection safer.
Although no residents spoke at
the meeting, council has re-
ceived emails about it and citi-
zens have spoken up about their
concerns recently.

Mutch brought up the propos-
al because any permanent im-
provements are not scheduled
for a few more years. Oakland
County is in charge of both
roads and, with a tight schedule
and limited funding, the inter-

wants solutions at 10 M

section’s full improvement is set

to happen in 2017 or so. Eventu-
ally, there will be a traffic light

and paving of Napier southward.

“Knowing we won't have a
traffic signal in the next six
months, it would be best to have
traffic consultants look at the
location to identify the areas of
concern at the intersection and
identify possible short-term

improvements in and around the

area that might help to address
some of the safety concerns,”
Mutch said.

Other ideas he suggested
include looking at speed limits,
clearing the side of the road of
scrub trees and/or adding some
street lighting.

The proposal would have city

Larry and Lynn Berg of Novi
are glad their 16-year-old daugh-
ter Kaitlyn is in improving
health. Their concern for their
daughter continues, but the
picture is a lot brighter.

Kaitlyn, a junior at Novi High
School, began to have headaches
in eighth grade. An MRI re-
vealed a non-malignant brain
tumor that required two surger-
ies. The teen also had radiation
that ended more recently, also
with good news.

“She’s doing a lot better,”
Larry Berg said, noting Kaitlyn’s
been weaned off anti-seizure
medications. She’s beenona
couple of college tours recently
and hopes to study accountingor
finance after high school gradu-
ation.

Last year, the Bergs orga-
nized with others a benefit for
the Chicago-based American
Brain Ttomor Association, held at
Eastern Michigan University.
The 2013 event raised some
$147,000, well over its goal.

The Bergs are hard at work
on this year’s ABTAbenefit, a
5K Breakthrough for Brain T\i-
mors Race, set for Saturday,
May 10, at Providence Park Hos-
pital, Beck and Grand River, in
Novi.

That day, the program will
begin 8:30a.m., the run at 9a.m.,
followed by a walk. Berg is
chairman of the event and the
family team is “United Against
Brain Thmors.” For more In-
formation, visit www.bt5k.org.

Their family also includes
sister Kara, 18, a freshman at
Ball State University in Muncie,
Ind., pursuing journalism stud-
ies. Larry Berg is vice president
and general manager for Valas-
sis Solutions.

He and Kate Butler, advance-
ment manager, marketing and
communications for the ABTA,
recently shared their story.

“Larry has been a great ad-
vocate for our organization,”
Butler said by phone from Chi-
cago. “Our goal is to raise money
to support brain tumor re-
search.”

The ABTA also supports ser-
vices for patients and their fam-
ilies.

The DEQ announced
applicants selected to
receive grant and loan
awards totaling $97 mil-
lion from a new program
designed to help munici-
palities plan for sewer
maintenance needs.

The city of Walled

Brain tumors strike
those of all ages, Butler
said, and often are not
malignant, as was true
for Kaitlyn Berg. A
non-malignant tumor’s

size and location often
require prompt treat-
ment such as surgery
and radiation.

The ABTA funds
more than 50 research
projects, she said, in-
cludinﬂ a couple that
have shown great prom-
ise with new medication,
still a distance from
human testing.

“That was a really big
discovery,” she said. The
ABTA also has a 24-hour
CareLine which is toll-
free and available to
patients and loved ones
at 800-886-2282.

“Public awareness is
ve_rg/ important,” Butler
said.

“It’s very rewarding,
you bet,” Larry Ber
said of Kaitlyn’s health.
He, Lynn and other orga-
nizers aim “to build
awareness for every-
body to become more
conscious.”

Since the Bergs went
public with their story,
theyve heard from
others also impacted by
brain tumors. The Novi
race will include recog-
nition of survivors.

“It gives people an
opportunity to talk, but
also to educate others,”
he said.

“It kind of fell in our
lap,” the Commerce resi-
dent said.

There’s nothing like it
anywhere.”

That greenhouse, as
well as the outdoor patio,
were signatures of The
Post Bar, The Post and
Epic, three bar/restau-
rants located there previ-
ously.

“Our menu is complete-
ly different. We didn’t
keep anything from Epic,”
said Bahoura, who did a
soft opening March 7 to
get his staff acclimated to
the space and ensure the
kitchen was operating
properly.

“It’s bar food, but it’s
upscale,” he said. “It looks
like a fine-dining presen-
tation of bar food - bur-
gers, pizza wraps, deli
sandwiches, an extensive
list of appetizers and
salads - and it’s afford-
able.”

For example, a half-
pound burger of Angus
ground beef from the
Wolverine Packing Co. in
Detroit plus fries is $10.

The decor was com-
pletely redone as well.

“The Daily Post has
nothing to do with The
Post Bar,” Bahoura said.

The money generated
from this proposal would allow
us to maintain our buildings
and replace buses. It would
also replace technology that
has reached the end of its use-
ful life.

I would ask you to vote yes
for the May 6 bond proposal.
This no tax rate increase would
allow our school district to
maintain and sustain the excel-
lence in our school district.

Nash called his 10

department and Orr.
“Ever since Orr took
over, it has been adver-
sarial.”

County talks with Orr
are now stalled. “You
can’t blame the depart-
ment for what is going on
with the emergency man-
ager,” Nash said. “I think
Sue McCormick (DWSD
director) has done a
great job.”

While Detroit owns
the water system’s
mains, the suburbs own
most of the sewer infra-
structure, Nash said.

But Nash and officials
in Wayne and Macomb
counties are concerned
about the some 55-per-
cent delinquency rate the
Detroit system has in
overdue payments, in-
cluding Hamtramck,
which stopped paying the
city for service.

The proposed study
Nash is hoping for will
take a logical approach to
the issue, including dol-
lars, as well as the need
for infrastructure re-
pairs to Detroit’s water

system. The problem,
Nash said, is getting the
required information
from Orr. “There are
weaknesses in (Detroit’s)
finances and the infra-
structure. There has not
been enough mainte-
nance of the system.”

Any decision that will
be made will have to
involve the state’s De-
partment of Environ-
mental Quality, which
answers to the federal
Environmental Protec-
tion Agency. “Everything
would have to be permit-
ted,” Nash said. And
that’s a lot of money.

The bottom line, Nash
said, is no deal will be
made without audited
reports on the system,
which Orr reportedly
said will be made avail-
able soon.

“You can’t make a deal
if you cant see the data,”
Farmington Hills Coun-
cilman Ken Massey said.

Nash added, “If it’s not
a good deal, it’s not worth
having a deal. If we can
take this (system) over, it
would be the absolutely
best decision.”

Novi to pay $260Kfor Metro Connector

Novi will get a $1 mil-
lion-plus pathway put in
at 20 percent of the cost,
benefiting the city as
well as all of southeast
Michigan.

The final step in get-
ting started on the actual
construction of the Metro
Connector Phase One
pathway project has been
approved, with the city of
Noviagreeing to a cost-
share agreement with the
Michigan Department of
Transportation.

The Metro Connector
Trail will connect the
northern terminus of the
40-mile long 1-275 trail to
the southern terminus of
the M-5 trail at 13 Mile
Road via Meadowbrook.

Novi City Council
members approved an
agreement that specifies
an estimated allocation

of $1,028,458 to be paid
by federal grant funds
and $260,342 to be paid
by the city.

Early last year, the
city was awarded a feder-
al Transportation Al-
ternative Program grant
for the construction of
the Metro Connector
Phase One pathway along
the east side of Mead-
owbrook between 1-96
and 12 Mile.

Novi will hire the
engineering consultant
for the construction
phase and will be respon-
sible for construction
inspection. The costs for
design and construction
engineering services are
not grant-eligible and are
to be paid by Novi. The
award of the construc-
tion engineering services
will be presented to the
city council for consider-
ation after the bid open-
ing April 4.

According to Novi’s
Department Public Ser-
vices, the first phase of
the Metro Connector
includes a 10-foot wide
pathway along the east
side of Meadowbrook
between the south side of
1-96 and the north side of
12 Mile. There are exist-
ing eight-foot-wide path-
ways along the west side
of Meadowbrook be-
tween 12 Mile and 13 Mile
and along the north and
south side of 13 Mile that
would complete the con-
nection.

“This allows us to link
to regional pathways,”
Councilwoman Gwen
Markham said of con-
necting Novi to neigh-
boring communities by
pathway. “We are the last
link.”

Construction will like-
ly begin in April or May
and will be completed
this construction season.

Close-knit ties

Library group’s ties
unlikely to unravel

During her senior year
of high school, Kristina
Bray, 23, of Novi learned
the basics of knitting
from her aunt. A college
friend taught her more
stitches, how to get pat-
terns and “something
more than just the basic
knitting.”

Bray was among the
women at a recent gather-
ing of the Knit 2gether
Knitting Group, which
meets from 10 a.m. to
noon each Thursday at
the Novi Public Library,
on 10 Mile east of Beck
Road.

“l actually wanted to
knit with people I could
learn from,” Bray said.
She graduated with a
bachelor’s degree inin-
ternational relations from
Grand Valley State Uni-
versity and is returning
to school for a certificate
program and graduate
work through Walsh Col-
lege.

“The things these
women do, it’s amazing,”
Bray said while working
onagreen baby blanket
for the Assarian Cancer
Center at Providence
Park Hospital in Novi. “I
can learn so much from
these women. I've always
connected well with peo-
ple who are older than
me, too.”

She lost her grandpar-
ents and enjoys the com-
pany of older women at
Knit 2gether. “I kind of
just feel relaxed and
comfortable here,” said
Bray, who’s been coming
since September 2013.

Linda Potts, who’s
lived in Novi some 25
years, and Bev McCarter,
aNovi resident since
1974, are among key
women who got the group
going. Novi librarian
Mary Storch had suggest-
ed a library-based knit-
ting group and putitin
the newsletter.

“It’s a group effort,”
Potts said of the library
group. “It’s just an accu-
mulation of knowledge.”

Beginnings
The library sessions
began in August 2012,

with the group starting
out small and later out-
growing its original meet-
ing room. “We’re more
like a knitting sorority
than a knitting club,”
McCarter said.

“It’s just a lot of fun,”
Potts added. She and
McCarter found a long-
time but recent connec-
tion. They’re both profes-
sional knitters who
worked for the same
designer some 30 years
ago, but didn’t meet each
other until the Novi group
began.

The late Beth Barr, an
original member, discov-
ered the Assarian Cancer
Center at Providence
Park needed help with
knitting. Some of the
women go there each
Wednesday afternoon to
knit for charity.

The women have also
gotten seniors at Mead-
owbrook Commons knit-
ting both for themselves
and charity. The knitters
greatly appreciate the
donated yarn they get.

“We turn it into hats,
mittens, toys,” often dis-
played in a case at the
Cancer Center, McCarter
said. The women have a
Christmas fundraising
sale at the hospital and
participate in a couple of
others at churches.

There’s acore group of
knitters, McCarter said,
some of them snowbirds
who return in the spring.

“We want to spread
our knowledge to the
young ones and keep it

going,” Potts said. “It’s
imperative.”

Melissa Waggy, 25, of
Farmington Hills is
among the young ones.
She graduated in June
2013 with her master’s in
counseling and psycholo-
gy from Moody Theo-
logical Seminary in Ply-
mouth and is job hunting.

She’s been coming to
the group almost two
years. Waggy learned
from mother-in-law Barb
Waggy of Novi, who was
seated next to her knit-
ting and chatting the
recent Thursday.

Melissa lived with her
future in-laws while fin-
ishing school and learned
from Barb then. “And
I've been knitting ever
since,” she said with a
smile. She was working
on a red blanket for the
couple’s living room,
which has red accents.

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Free college
IS Idea,
worth

pursuing

Before we assess its viability, let’s take a mo-
ment to appreciate the premise of the pay-it-for-
ward tuition plan- the chance to attend college for
free.

The idea bears a resonance that is nearly deaf-
ening — to students burdened with the soaring
cost of college tuition and student-loan debt and
parents who often share that liability.

Nothing is free, of course.
But a plan introduced in the
Michigan Legislature propos-
es to change the way students
and parents pay for college
education in a way that could
be considered revolutionary.
Its author, state Rep. David
Knezek, D-Dearborn Heights,
wants students to attend col-
lege without paying its costs
until they graduate. They
mustagree topay part of their
postgraduate income to a special fund that covers
college costs for other students.

The formula would be five years for each year
they attend college. University grads would pay 4
percent of their income for 20 years. Community
college grads would pay 2 percent for 10 years.

“The goal is to remove every financial barrier
to higher education,” Knezek said.

If hisideaworks, itcould deliver atremendous
measure of relief to students and their families.
College costincreases since 2000 have consistent-
ly surpassed the inflation rate. The average stu-
dent’s debt load was $29,400 in 2012.

At least 20 states are exploring pay-it-forward,
butMichigan would be the firstto give itatry. The
pilot plan would set up a $2 million fund for 200
students, whose annual household income is be-
low $250,000.

Aleading challenge, though, is buy-in. A gradu-
ate who lands ajob with a six-figure income might
pass on the program because he or she would re-
pay far more than a graduate who earns signifi-
cantly less.

Ifit’s approved, the pilot program would have
to work out such problems.

But its appeal is difficult to overstate. With it,
the costofacollege would receive tangible relief.

HB 4486 would save lives

According to a parent who
recently contacted me, “We’re at
the ‘tipping point’because
enough people have died” of
heroin overdoses.

| thought that more than
enough had died when we lost
our son, Casey, to a heroin over-
dose at the age of 23 on Aug. 19,
2002. As a parent who never
wants anyone to forget that Ca-
sey was here and that he mat-
tered, I was compelled to do
something to make a difference
for other families who were in
crisis with the disease of addic-
tion. So, on July 13, 2004, The
Matthew Casey Wethington Act
for Substance Abuse Interven-
tion (KRS 222.430 - 222.438)
became effective for the state of
Kentucky.

Ironically, the model we used
for our legislation was the same
for the Garofolis of Livonia -
The Marchman Act. As a result
of “Casey’s Law,” we know there
are individuals living in recov-
ery who otherwise might not be.
In the almost 12 years since
Casey’s passing, there have been
family members from states all
across the country who have
reached out to ask how similar
legislation could be initiated
where they live.

Recently, amom from Michi-
gan made such arequest, a re-
quest made before Mark Garofo-
li died. Thank you, Mark and
Carol, for giving voice to a dis-
ease that has been historically
and tragically surrounded by
shame, stigma and discrimi-
nation. It is unthinkable to sug-
gest that anything good can
come from losing a loved one to
heroin addiction. However, the
“good” in this instance may very
well be that the mom who is
desperately trying to save her
loved one’s life may soon have
the opportunity to use HB 4486
to do exactly that.

This is only one mom franti-
cally and furiously seeking help
and hope. With the passage of
this legislation, the number of
Michigan families who could be
spared the devastating loss of
the Garofolis is untold. Brain
scans clearly demonstrate the
damaging results of addiction.
Intervention is a means of in-
terrupting drug use until the
brain heals. Like Casey’s Law,
HB 4486 could prove to be an
incredible intervention tool, a
tool too late for some and right
on time for many others. Michi-
gan will not be setting a preced-
ent but joining the ranks of other
states that recognize the value of
involuntary treatment and could
be an encouragement to others.

“There’s
a lot of goalies in the league
and throughout Canada, so
there’s 40 goalies every night
dressing in the league, so it’s a
pretty big honor to be No. 1-
ranked in the Ontario Hockey
League and CHL.

“l just kind of use that as
motivation for the draft, keep
working harder.”

Whalers goalie coach Stan
Matwijiw has no doubts about
that. He also expects to hear
Ned’s name called at some
point during the draft in Phila-
delphia.

“Honestly, at his age, I've

HOVE PRICES SEE AN UPSWING

Gary J. Reggish, broker/owner of Re-
merica United Realty of Novi, wasn’t too
surprised by a recent report on metro
Detroit home prices rebounding.

“Good things are happening in Michi-
gan,” said Livonia resident Reggish. “It’s
all of metro Detroit.”

Some housing markets are seeing
jumps of 20 percent or more in median
list prices, according to the website real-
tor.com.

Median list prices are up 7.57 percent
over the last year, according to a report
from realtor.com, which reflects October
data for 146 metro markets.

“Monthly prices fell slightly in Octo-
ber (down 0.25 percent month-over-
month), but remained resilient against
the usual seasonal patterns of stabilizing
inventory,” realtor.com noted in its re-
port.

Detroit has seen the largest year-over-
year increase, with median asking prices
rising 44 percent in the past year, accord-
ing to a November 2013 report. Eighty-
five percent of the 146 markets that real-
tor.com tracks reported year-over-year
increases.

Realtor.com recently highlighted some
of the hottest markets to buy, based on
the largest year-over-year median list
price gains from February 2013-14. These
are the cities that top that list:

1 Stockton, Calif., +38.9 percent year-

“We’re resilient,” said Reggish of De-
troiters. “We were the first to lead the
country out of this crisis.”

Reggish now sees many more metro
Detroiters returning to work, as well as a
shortage of homes in inventory. “We’re
just in an awesome, awesome market
right now. Every home is selling,” he
said.

He sees fewer bank-owned homes,
more private property sales in his work.
“They’re selling for top dollar. Every
house is selling and selling quickly,” Reg-
gish said. Even bank-owned homes in
rougher shape and needing more work, if
priced correctly, are selling.

Interest rates are low, and he encour-
ages seller clients not to wait too long to
puta home on the market.

“What we’re experiencing now is a
true real estate correction,” he said.
Prices will at some point level off as the
market corrects.

Reggish joked that only the oft-quoted
“polar vortex” kept few home shoppers at
home. “We haven’t missed a beat during
these winter months,” he said.

His work includes a “nice blend” of
customers, from young buyers to empty
nesters moving often to condos. There
isn’t just one sector, “which is what we
want.”

Reggish anticipates the federal gov-
ernment will raise interest rates on mort-
gages, and work with the industry to
avoid another real estate bubble. “We are
definitely near stabilization,” he said.

He finds it’s too early to say just what
interest rates will be, but anticipates
gradual climbing. Even 1percent will
make a big difference in the monthly
payment for a $200,000 home, he said.

“l am not surprised at all,” the 15-year
Realtor concluded of the recent report. “I
have never been more proud of the state |
live in. We are survivors.”

Sharing the views of Reggish is Duane
Marsh, CEO of the Greater Metropolitan
Association of Realtors, which is com-
pleting a move from Farmington to
Southfield for its offices.

“The metro area of southeast Michi-
gan continues to show great strength in
the housing market,” said Wixom resi-
dent Marsh. “We anticipate that going
forward for the next period of time.”

Marsh and GMAR members and lead-
ership have noticed local home prices on
the upswing. “We've been seeing that all
over the area,” Marsh added.

Q: llive inasubdivision
and our homeowner associa-
tion owns the clubhouse.
They are thinking of installing
and providing free WiFi in the
clubhouse. The board iswon-
dering if they
should require
that users
agreeto a
termsand
conditions
policy. Doyou
think that is
necessary and
what do you
think about
the idea of
providing free WiFi?

A: The board, if the board is
in control of the clubhouse
because the association owns it,
has the right to run the club-
house in a reasonably prudent
fashion. Providing WiFi is not,
in my judgment, unreasonable,
but it is important that those
persons who agree to use the
WiFi must comply with its
terms and conditions and that
there should be a terms and
conditions policy just like the
use of any other WiFi when you
go into a hotel or other place of
accommodation where WiFi is
provided. You are best advised
to tell the board that they need
to get a policy drafted by a
lawyer who understands the
obligations imposed by the use
of the WiFi.

Q: We are getting our tax
assessment notice and lam
wondering whether it is
worthwhile to pursue the
matter as the increase was
only several thousand dol-
lars. What do you think?

A: There will always be a
time limit and procedural re-
quirement for you to follow in
regard to tax appeals. The re-
sulting increase may or may
not be justifiable, and you
should talk to a Realtor about
the tax assessment and wheth-
eritisinexcess of what it
should be even though the me-
dian average of homes in the
metropolitan Detroit area has
increased approximately 17
percent over the last year or so.
Each person must make their
own evaluation with whatever
assistance they can obtain in
determining whether a tax
appeal is appropriate. Howev-
er, it doesn’t hurt to learn about
the procedure for appealing
your assessment so that in the
future, should it become neces-
sary again to appeal, you are
able to do so and the tax asses-
sor is aware of your presence.
