“Growing what we have,” is
one theme interim Novi City
Manager Victor Cardenas used
in describing the recommended
2014-15 city budget.

The budget has been intro-
duced to the Novi City Council,
which was expected to give its
input at a special meetin? Avpril
16. The final approval will come
next month.

“As Novi enters the 2014-15
fiscal year, we find ourselves at
a turning point,” Cardenas said.
“Five years of declining proper-
ty values, decreased other re-
ceipts and stagnant develop-
ment activity - some of the most
important measures of fiscal
health for a local community -
have given way to a 180-degree
shift in all of those factors.”

He said revenue is up and
potential investors are knocking

at the door again.

“We now have an opportunity
to start building on the growth
and successes the community
enjoyed before the global eco-
nomic decline,” Cardenas said.
“We have emerged from that
downturn leaner, smarter and
better-positioned for continued
success than most.”

The 2014-15 recommended
budget has total estimated Gen-
eral Fund revenue at $30.6 mil-
lion and total expenditures at
$30.9 million. Overall it’s a bal-
anced budget, but added capital
improvement project costs have
caused a slight difference. The
$250,000 difference will be cov-
ered by fund balance.

Novi’s taxable value last year
was $2.9 billion. For 2014, it has
increased 5 percent and is now
more than $3 billion. It was at a
high of $3.5 billion in 2008.

The proposed budget has four
policy priorities, spelling out

said the 2014-15 general fund
budget is a 0.01-percent increase
from the current 2013-14 esti-
mated budget.

“The new investment is based
on the previously-noted modest
growth in property tax, building
revenues and constitutionally-
guaranteed revenue sharing,” he
said.

The millage rate is expected
to stay the same at 10.2, but
residents’ taxes will go up just a
bit due to inflation.

up $24.46, from $1,530.02 to
$1,554.48, based on a single-
family residence with a taxable
value of $150,000.

The millage rates are equal to
$1 per $1,000 of taxable value. To
compute the amount of city
property taxes, a property own-
er could take the taxable value
and divide it by 1,000, then mul-
tiply that by the millage rate.

CITY OF NOVI WATER AND SEWER DIVISION

The City of Novi proudly presents the 2013 Annual Consumer Confidence Report on Water
Quality. As detailed in the report, we have surpassed water quality standards mandated by
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the State of Michigan’s Department of
Environmental Quality (MDEQ). The report contains information on water quality issues and
potential health effects, lists the source of our water and provides the results of water quality
monitoring tests for 2013. Please be assured that if water quality is compromised, we will
notify our customers immediately.

About our system

The City of Novi purchased 2,084,558,000 gallons of treated water from the Detroit Water and
Sewerage Department (DWSD) in 2013, and currently has approximately 14,017 customer
accounts on the Novi water distribution system. DWSD withdraws source water from the
Detroit River and Lake Huron. There are two intakes in the Detroit River: one at the north
end near Lake St. Clair, and one at the south near Lake Erie. A third intake is located at the
south end of Lake Huron. Intake water is conveyed to five large water treatment plants for
physical and chemical treatment. The City receives most of its water from DWSD’s Lake Huron
Water Treatment Plant located in St. Clair County near Port Huron. All DWSD treatment
facilities operate year-round on a 24 hours a day, seven days a week basis. DWSD uses chlorine
to disinfect source water and adds fluoride to improve drinking water customers’dental health.

How do we know our water is safe?

To ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the EPA prescribes regulations that limit the amount
of certain contaminants in water provided by public water systems. To ensure the same level
of protection for bottled water, the U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) has regulations
that establish similar limits for contaminants. Drinking water, including bottled water, may
reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of some contaminants, but the mere
presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk.

Contaminants that may be present in untreated “source water” include:

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and bacteria that may come from sewage
treatment plants, septic systems, agricultural livestock operations, and wildlife.

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and metals, which may be naturally-occurring
or result from urban storm water runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater discharges,
oil and gas production, mining, or farming.

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come from a variety of sources such as
agriculture, urban storm water runoff, and residential uses.

Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and volatile organics that are
by-products of industrial processes and petroleum production, and may also originate
from gas stations, urban storm water runoff, and septic systems.

Radioactive contaminants, which may be naturally-occurring or the result of oil
and gas production or mining activities.

The sources ofdrinking water (both tap water and bottled water) include rivers, lakes, streams,
ponds, reservoirs, springs, and wells. As water travels overland or through the ground, it
dissolves naturally occurring minerals and, in some cases, radioactive materials; and can pick-
up substances resulting from the presence of animals or from human activity. The MDEQ in
partnership with the U.S. Geological Survey, the Detroit Water and Sewerage Department,
and the Michigan Public Health Institute performed a source water assessment in 2004 to
determine DWSD’s source water’s susceptibility to potential contamination. The assessment’s
susceptibility rating is a seven-tiered scale ranging from very low to very high, and is based
primarily on geologic sensitivity, water chemistry, and contaminant sources. The Lake Huron
source water intake that supplies most of Novi’s water is categorized as having a moderately
low susceptibility to potential contaminant sources. In addition, DWSD’s Lake Huron water
treatment plant has historically provided satisfactory treatment of this source water to meet
drinking water standards.

DETECTED CONTAMINATION TABLES

The tables and information contained below are based on tests conducted by DWSD and the City
of Novi. DWSD conducts many tests throughout the year; however, only tests that detect the
presence ofa contaminant are shown. The State does allow monitoring for certain contaminants
at a frequency ofless than once per year because the concentrations of these contaminants are
not expected to vary significantly from year to year. For this reason, although all of the data is
representative of water quality, some data sets are more than one year old.

Lake Huron Water Treatment Plant
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In 1992, the City of Novi began testing homes with plumbing systems that may contribute
lead and copper to the household’s tap water. The results of lead and copper testing have all
been below EPA-prescribed action levels. Additional information is available from the Safe
Drinking Water Hotline (800) 426-4791.
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As part of the 1998 Amendment to the Federal Safe Drinking Water Act, the Consumer
Confidence Report (CCR) Rule became effective September 1998. The CCR Rule requires
all community water systems in the United States to prepare an annual water quality
report and to deliver it to all of the water system’ customers. The CCR Rule was published
in the Federal Register August 19, 1998 and can be found at the U.S. EPA’s website:
http://water.epa.gov/drink/info/ccr/regulations.cfm

Unregulated contaminants are those for which the EPA has not established drinking water
standards. Monitoring helps the EPA determine where certain contaminants occur and whether
those contaminants need to be regulated. Beginning in July of 2008 - April 2009, DWSD began
monitoring quarterly for unregulated contaminants under the Unregulated Contaminant
Monitoring Rule 2 (UCMR2). All the UCMR2 contaminants monitored on List 1 and List 2
in 2008-2009 (from the following link) were undetected in DWSD’s regional water system:

Special Heath Information Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking
water than the general population. Immuno-compromised persons such as people with cancer
undergoing chemotherapy, people who have undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/
AIDS or other immune system disorders, as well as the elderly and infants who are ill could
be particularly at risk to infection from contaminants. These people should seek advice from
their health care providers before consuming tap water. EPA/CDC guidelines on appropriate
means to lessen the risk of infection by Cryptosporidium, for example, and other microbial
contaminants are available from the Safe Drinking Water Hotline (800-426-4791).

Infants and young children are typically more vulnerable to lead in drinking water than the
general population. It is possible that lead levels in your home may be higher than at other
homes in the community as a result of materials used in your home’s plumbing system. If you
are concerned about elevated lead levels in your home’s water, you may wish to have your water
tested and, as a precautionary measure, you may choose to flush your tap for 30 seconds to 2
minutes before using tap water. Additional information is available from the Safe Drinking

News from Novi’s Water & Sewer Division

The City of Novi strives to provide quality drinking water at an affordable
cost. In an effort to reduce our wholesale water rate charged by DWSD,
we are asking our customers to adhere to the City of Novi’s Lawn
Watering Ordinance by watering lawns on an alternate odd/even day basis
corresponding to the last digit of your street address. In addition, if you
have an automatic programmable irrigation system, please program it to
operate between the hours of 11 PM and 5 AM. By doing so, you will help
us decrease our “peak hour”demand and consequently our wholesale water
rate. (The peak hour is the period of maximum water use; hence it is the
most expensive period in which to purchase water). Peak hour demand
is one factor DWSD uses to calculate our wholesale water rate. For more
information about our water rates, please visit cityofnovi.org or contact the
Water and Sewer Division at (248) 347-0496.

The
money is part of a $100
million special appropri-
ation from the state that
was approved last
month. The state gets
$39 million for its winter
fixes.

Also approved was
$115 million in pet road
projects submitted by
individual lawmakers.
The final group of pro-
jects from that list is
expected to get picked
by the leaders in the
Republican-controlled
Legislature when they
get back from a three-
week spring break later
this month.

The longer-term plan
?roposed Thursday calls

or:

» Repealing the 19-
cents-per-gallon sales tax
on regular gas and 15
cents-per-gallon tax on
diesel fuel, replacing it
with a 6-percent whole-
sale tax on gas.

» Permanently ded-
icating the state’s 6-per-
cent sales tax on fuel to
road funding. Currently,
that sales tax goes into
the general fund and is
distributed in a variety
of ways, including to
schools and local govern-
ments. Those payments
to schools and local gov-
ernment would not
change.

» Shifting 1percent of

the state’s use tax to
roads, amounting to
roughly $239 million a
year.

» Increasing permit
fees on overweight and
oversized trucks —an-
other big contributor to
chewing up the state’s
roads that the Free Press
documented last year,
leading to calls from
state lawmakers to ad-
dress the pavement-
crushing vehicles.

» Requiring road
builders to provide a
five-year warranty on
any project worth $5
million or more and re-
quiring that contractors
maintain the roads that
they build.

The plan got qualified
support from business
and infrastructure or-
ganizations.

The proposal only gets
about half the amount
needed to get the roads
back in good shape, said
Mike Nystrom, executive
vice president of the
Michigan Infrastructure
and Transportation Asso-
ciation, which pegs .the
road improvement needs
in the state at $2 billion a
year. But it will be a big
help in an area where
teeth-rattled drivers
have been clamoring for
action.

“We need to adequate-
ly invest in the state’
crumbling infrastruc-
ture. For far too long,
this has been ignored,”

Nystrom said. “This has
broken the logjam on
this difficult issue. While
we need a true long-term
fix, this plan is a great
first step in that effort.”

Rich Studley, presi-
dent and CEO of the
Michigan Chamber of
Commerce, noted that
the last time Michigan
attempted to address
long-term road funding
was in 1997 with the
approval of the 19-cents-
per-gallon gas tax.

“We’re now in a situa-
tion where our state is
widely regarded as hav-
ing the worst roads in
the country,” he said.
“We don need a petition
drive or ballot proposal
to solve this problem. We
dont need another study
or report or public hear-
ings. The time to act is
now.”

Local communities,
while happy about the
increased investments in
roads, were wary that it
could come at the ex-
pense of other state
funding to them.

“We hope to work with
the speaker and others to
provide a long-term
funding solution that
meets the infrastructure
needs of this state with-
out potentially puttin
local funds in jeopardy,”
John Lamacchia, of the
Michigan Municipal
League, said in a state-
ment.

“There are some good
ideas there, and we’re
committed to having
continued conversations
on the proposals,” said
Katie Carey, spokeswom-
an for House Minority
Leader Tim Greimel,
D-Auburn Hills.

But we also want to
look at the full problem.”

M ake sure
you're prepared
for severe

weather

After a long and brutal winter, it nice to see
warm temperatures, but with the change in sea-
sons comes a change inthe type of severe weather
that can occur. Last year, we were reminded that
severe weather can strike at any time.

While most Michigan tornadoes occur from
May to August during the afternoon and evening
hours, a November 2013 severe weather outbreak
hit Michigan with three reported tornadoes.
There were no deaths and only two injuries in
Michigan from severe weather in 2013, according
to the National Weather Service. The injuries re-
sulted from severe thunderstorm winds; howev-
er, flooding, severe thunderstorms and tornadoes
were responsible for about $277 million in dam-
ages in 2013, compared to $210 million in damages
in 2012.

Surprisingly, the most widespread severe
weather damage across the Lower Peninsula
didnt occur in the spring, but Nov. 17-18as the re-
sult of a combined severe thunderstorm and wind
event that included several small tornadoes. The
combination of the tornadoes, severe thunder-
storms and winds left more than 775,000 homes
and businesses without power and about $70 mil-
lion in damages.

That’s why the state of Michigan is again ob-
serving this week as Severe Weather Prepared-
ness Week. With the shift to outdoor activities, it’s
important to keep an eye on the sky and be pre-
pared to take cover when severe weather strikes.

The Michigan Committee for Severe Weather
Awareness recommends that you check the
weather forecast before leaving home and check
for the nearest shelter when you arrive at your fi-
nal destination. It also recommends that you:

» Seek shelter when you first hear thunder or
see dark threatening clouds developing overhead
or lightning.

» Count the seconds between the time you see
lightning and hear the thunder. You should al-
ready be ina safe location if that time is less than
30 seconds.

» If you can' find a shelter, get into a fully en-
closed vehicle. Put your head down below the win-
dows, covering it with your hands or blanket.

» Stay inside until 30 minutes after you last
hear thunder. Lightning can strike more than 10
miles away from any rainfall.

It is also important to be familiar with severe
weather alerts. Atornado watch or severe thun-
derstorm watch simply means that severe thun-
derstorms and tornadoes are possible. A tornado
warning means that a tornado has been sighted or
is indicated on Doppler radar. Go immedlatelly to
the basement or a small interior room on the low-
est level. Keep away from chimneys and win-
dows. Leave mobile homes and find shelter in a
sturdy building.

The average lead time for a tornado warning is
13minutes, according to the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Association. That’snot muchtime to
get to safety, especially if you don't get the warn-
ing right away.

When a thunderstorm warning is issued for
your area, get indoors immediately and do not use
the telephone or electrical appliances. Keep away
from windows. Do not take shelter in sheds or un-
der isolated trees. If you are out boating and
swimming, get to land and find a sturdy shelter
immediately.

To prepare for severe weather, the Michigan
Committee for Severe Weather Awareness sug-
gests that you:

» Plan ahead. Be sure everyone in your house-
hold knows where to go and what to do in case ofa
tornado or thunderstorm warning. Know the saf-
est location for shelter in your home, workplace
and school. Load-bearing walls near the center of
the basement or lowest level generally provide
the greatest protection. ) ]

» Have emergency supplies on hand, includin
a battery-operated radio, a flashlight and a fres
supply of batteries.

» Know the location of designated shelter
areas in local public facilities, such as schools,
shopping centers and other public buildings.

» Have emergency supplies on hand, including
a battery-operated NOAA Weather Radio, flash-
light and a supply of fresh batteries, first-aid kit,
water and cellphone.

» Create an emergency plan for your pets.

Even with the most sophisticated meteorologi-
cal equipment, predicting the weather isn't easy.
But beincj;(prepared for the worst can take the
guesswork out of what to do. Don't wait until the
sirens sound - make your plans. It is better to be
safe than sorry.

Un-American religious
freedom bill

Imagine going into an Amer-
ican restaurant and being denied
service because of your skin
color. Not too long ago, that was
quite common in much of the
United States. Well, for those
who feel it should still be so,
you’ll be pleased to learn that the
Avrizona legislature recently
passed a bill that would similarly
give business owners, based on
their religious beliefs, the right
to discriminate against LGBT
people. The ethics of this are
seriously flawed.

Bill 1062, which was passed on
Feb. 19by Arizona’s Republican-
controlled Senate, is a revision
of the existing statute that reg-
ulates the basis for exercising
religious freedom claims in
court cases. Currently, only reli-
gious organizations are allowed
to decline service on the basis of
religious belief. But the revised
law would have allowed busi-
nesses to also do so. Republican
Sen. Steve Yarbrough drafted
the bill in response to several
state court rulings against indi-
vidual business owners,g’ludging
they violated human rights by
discriminating against LGBT
people. Essentially, his bill mas-
querades as “religious freedom”
legislation.

The governor recently vetoed
the bill.

But this religious freedom
argument breaks down under
scrutiny. If good Christian busi-
ness owners are allowed to dis-

criminate against LGBT custom-
ers, shouldn't they also be al-
lowed to refuse service to Mus-
lims and Jews? Similarly, why
shouldnt they be allowed to
discriminate against unwed
mothers, or against divorced
people, or women who have had
abortions, or non-Christians, or
people who believe in evolution?
If serving such people (anybody
with different beliefs) violates
one’ religious convictions, just
as serving LGBT customers
might, then we have taken the
argument to absurdity.

Long a champion of freedom
of belief, | have strongly ad-
vocated against the lunacy of
religious tyrann?/. True religious
freedom can only be defined as
the right to exercise one’s own
religious beliefs in peace, while
also granting —and respecting
—the same freedom for others.
It does not grant license to do
whatever one wishes on the
grounds of personal belief. Reli-
gious freedom dies when any

roup seeks to dominate over
the basic freedom of others.

Arizona’s “religious freedom”
bill wasn't about freedom. It was
about reliﬁious tyranny, and
anyone who values freedom of
eq]ual protection as much as
religious freedom should be
outraged by this legislative at-
tack on our American principles.

over for ground balls is a little
more challenging,” Gabbeart
said. “Those with challenges
such as knee and hip replace-
ments, along with stents, are
able to join in the fun since we
offer unlimited courtesy run-
ners. (About) 98 percent of the
guys are in their 60s, with a
few younger and a few older.”

Gabbeart said players regis-
ter individually and are placed
on existing teams. If numbers
allow, new teams are formed
from those who sign up.

Because the players may
not be as spry as they were a
few decades back, several
house rules emphasize safety
on top of the standard ASA
rules. In addition to courtesy
runners and an 11th defensive
player, the league uses a 2- by
3-foot strike/ball mat within
the pitch height regulation of
6-12 feet. There are also
chalked lines to induce health
preservation.

“A scoring line is utilized at
the plate to eliminate ‘contact’
plays and potential for injury;
the catcher must receive the
ball while standing on the mat
before the runner crosses the
scoring line that is established
three feet to the left side of the
plate,” Gabbeart said. “In addi-
tion, a ‘commitment line’is
chalked halfway between third
base and home plate. If the
runner crosses the commit-
ment line en route to going
home, he cannot return to third
in an effort to not be put out;
but if not having crossed the
line, they are allowed to go
back to third.

“At first base, like the ma-
jority of leagues now use, is a
double first base, which one is
white for the defensive player
and the attached is orange for
the runner. A play at first re-
quires the defense to touch the
white, while the runner must
go to the orange, otherwise an
out is recorded. There is an
exception to that rule in the
case of the defense having to
pursue a bad throw.”

Game times

Games typically take place
at 10 a.m. each Tuesday, start-
ing May 13, although players
from past seasons will geta
little spring training in before-
hand at local sports complexes’
domed fields.

“The great thing about the
KVSSL and many of the recre-
ation senior softball leagues is
the recapturing of the players’
youthful enthusiasm for being
back on the playing field,”
Gabbeart said. “As my wife put
it, who had not attended one of
my softball games since 1974,
after viewing as a fan in 2013,
‘I really enjoyed the games. It
was all about having fun and
none of the drama like in the
younger days.

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Know your strengths and weaknesses

It’s the dreaded interview
question. “So, what would you

Lea McLeod, who provides
corporate coaching and career
consulting services, suggests
that you take assessments to

say are your weaknesses?” You
don’t want to ignore the ques-
tion all together, but you also
don’t want to reply back with,
“Well, | tend to miss deadlines
a lot.” Instead, you try to come
up with an answer that sounds
like a weakness but is really a
strength, such as, “Sometimes |
just work too hard, I’'m always
coming in early and staying
late.”

While you may wish you
wouldn’t get asked such a
question during an interview, it
actually would benefit you to
think about your weaknesses
and strengths, before talking to
a hiring manager. In fact, if you
really want to get a leg up, you
should be assessing your skills
and limitations even earlier than
that before you begin your job
search.

“Knowing your strengths
and weaknesses before the job
search helps you hone in on the
types of jobs that best match
your qualities and abilities,”
says Neil Kokemuller, college
marketing professor and former
retail manager. “If you apply
for jobs that don’t match your
abilities, you set yourself up for
failure and waste time. As you
get into the interview process,
knowing your strengths and
weaknesses is a huge factor in
effectively selling yourselfto a
hiring manager.”

How to identify your
strengths and weak-
nesses

The idea of sitting down
and coming up with the things
you’re good with and not so
good at can seem daunting, but
there are a few methods to try
that can make the process a little
easier.

help narrow in on your skills
and strengths. “I personally like
StrengthsFinder 2.0 as a very
basic assessment of strengths,”
McLeod says. “There are nu-
merous other assessments that
can measure everything from
how you manage conflict, to

your learning style, to your team

orientation.”

Another way to evaluate your

strengths and weaknesses is to
ask others who you think will
give you an honest, objective
opinion. “Ask people you know
personally to share what they
see as your strong sides and
your weak side,” McLeod says.
“Often others see perspectives
we don’t see in ourselves. Get
feedback from your peers and
or managers about what your
strengths and weaknesses are in
the workplace.”

It’s also helpful to think about

what type of feedback you’ve
received from managers during
formal reviews. “Think back
on past performance reviews,”
says Patricia Vargas, manager
of Marketing Production at
Halogen Software, a provider
of talent management solutions.
“What kind of feedback have
you gotten from your manag-
ers and peers? Look for trends
for example, repeat feedback
that you’re a great team player
or very proactive. Take note

of feedback you’ve received
around both job-specific skills
and soft skills.”

Consider both hard and
soft skills

When assessing your skills,
don’t just think about those
technical skills you’ve acquired;
also consider your soft skills
abilities related to communica-
tion, leadership, collaboration,

creative problem-solving, etc.
which can be just as important to
employers.

“In general, you should have
a sense for what your strengths
are around dealing with tasks,
processes, relationships and
communication,” McLeod says.
“Those are the core components
of getting work done in any
workplace. On the technical
side, if you are looking for a job
with specific technical or hard
skills, you should absolutely
know where you stand on those.
Many hard skills will be tested
by employers in environments
like engineering, software and
public relations.”

Why this will help your
job search

“Once you’ve identified your
strengths, it will help you evalu-
ate what kind of jobs you’re
best suited for,” Vargas says. “It
will also help you sell yourself
in ajob interview. You want
to be able to clearly articulate
how you will bring value in a
particular role.”

Vargas notes that finding
the right job fit is important,
because you want to feel both
comfortable and confident in the
role. You don’t want to start a
new job, only to find that your
skills aren’t really up to par or

that you don’t consider the com-
pany to be the right cultural fit.
But if you know going into the
new job that your strengths align
with your new position and you’ll
have the opportunity to grow in
the areas where you need improve-
ment, it’ll be a win-win situation
for both you and the employer.
“You’ll be engaged in your work
and a valued contributor to the or-
ganization’s success,” VVargas says.
