We 
also allowed a few paid on- 
call to transfer to auxiliary,” 
said Jeff Johnson, Novi’s

director of EMS/Fire Opera­
tions.

Because of those losses, 
the department is making a 
bigger push to add to its crew.

Qualifications needed
According to Johnson, the 

job description involves be­
ing under the supervision of 
the director of EMS/Fire 
Operations or designated 
supervisor, responding to 
alarms or requests for ser­
vice and acting in emergen­
cies such as storms, medical 
emergencies and fires as 
directed.

The work involves the 
responsibility for the protec­
tion of life and property from

District 
seeks 

$71M bond

On Tuesday, voters in the Novi 
school district will be asked to 
approve a $70.9 million bond that 
“would allow our district to sus­
tain our excellence for years to 
come,” said Dr. Steve Matthews, 
district superintendent.

If successful, the bond will 
fund a wide variety of projects 
(see related graphic for details 
and costs) this year through ap­
proximately 2020, Matthews 
added.

“Our building infrastructure -  
roofs, parking lots, windows -  
technology, buses and additional 
classroom space would all be 
addressed,” Matthews said. 
“There would be no increase in 
our tax rate, so I believe it is a 
positive for the district.”

The list of those projects 
comes from a Facility Assess­
ment Report of district facilities 
that the firm of Plante Moran 
Cresa was contracted to perform 
beginning in June 2013 in con­
junction with school district staff, 
nante Moran performed the 
assessment of technology, while 
district staff performed the as­
sessment of buses and furniture 
and equipment.

That report was presented in 
December to the Board of Educa­
tion and a 24-person steering 
committee was then formed to 
meet four times and review the 
report. Three community meet­
ings were held in January to 
receive input on the report. The 
report, updated with feedback 
from the community and steering 
committee, was presented in 
February to the board.

“We’ve always felt that we 
needed priorities set in front of 
us to give us an idea of what we 
should be approving, what we 
should be moving forward with, 
and you folks did that,” board 
Trustee George Kortlandt said in 
February. “I am very much in 
favor of this. I think this is what 
the district needs to keep its posi-

tion where it is in the 
educational world in 
Michigan and move us 
forward even.”

In assessing the dis­
trict’s facilities, a 10- 
year replacement sched­
ule was created for 
roofing; parking lots and 
sites; building envelope/ 
exterior; interiors; heat­
ing and cooling; plumb­
ing; and electrical.

Class sizes and build­
ing capacity were re­
viewed to determine 
physical classroom 
needs from pre-kin­
dergarten through high 
school and alternative 
education. Bottom line: 
Student growth necessi­
tates additional class­
room space at many of 
the district’s schools if 
Novi wants to keep one 
of the lowest class size 
averages in the county -  
22 at elementary level, 
26-28 at secondary 
schools. The solution is 
to relocate programs at 
Meadows, the middle 
school and the ITC, thus 
freeing up classrooms in 
those, and build a new 
early childhood educa­
tion center.

Technology and secu­

rity were reviewed in all 
district buildings and a 
plan was provided for 
replacement and expan­
sion. Similar plans were 
developed for furniture 
and equipment in all 
facilities, as well as for 
the district’s bus fleet.

Steve Barr, assistant 
superintendent of busi­
ness operations, said 
that there would be a 
net-zero increase from 
the current levy, but that 
will only be possible 
once the current debt 
begins to expire.

“Personally, I would 
have had a problem if 
the bond proposal fea­
tured increased tax 
rates. That’s not accept­
able,” said Dennis 
O’Connor, school board 
president. “We accom­
plished our goal of not 
increasing our current 
tax rate. It’s also impor­
tant to note that the bond 
dollars will not be used 
for operational ex­
penses. The bond dollars 
can’t be used for teacher 
salaries/benefits/pen- 
sions. That’s a ‘plus’ 
because that keeps us -  
board and administra­
tion -  accountable to the 
taxpayers on day-to-day 
spending issues.”

fire or other threatening 
circumstances. Learning 
to use an apparatus, 
equipment operation and 
maintenance is required. 
Because an element of 
danger is involved, the 
individual must be able 
to follow directions and 
exercise judgment in 
meeting emergencies, 
Johnson said of the traits

needed for the positions.
“We generally start 

new recruits in the fall 
and spring Fire/EMS 
Training Academy. It 
takes a few months to 
process applications, 
backgrounds and phys­
ical agility testing,” John­
son said. “We are always 
seeking interested candi­
dates for the paid on-call 
program. However, with 
the upcoming fall class, 
we are gearing up now. It 
takes nearly two years to 
fully train someone with

no experience to the 
Firefighter I and II, 
EMT-Basic and Hazmat 
Operations level.”

A few of the necessary 
qualifications include: 
minimum age 18 years 
old, education equivalent 
to completion of high 
school and able to read, 
write and clearly speak 
the English language,

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‘Yes’ vote helps im prove district’s bus fleet

T
he first time I rode a 
bus to school was in 
high school. Prior to 
high school, I had either 
walked or rode my bike. 
My first day of high 
school, I walked four 
blocks to the corner of 
Hendola and Bellamah, 
picking up friends along 
the way and meeting 

more friends at the stop. 
There were 17 high 
school students at the 
stop.

My guess is that my 
friends and I were more 
excited about the bus 
stop than the neighbors.

Before high school, I 
had ridden buses for 
various school activities 
-  field trips, band compe­
titions, athletic events -  
but I had never ridden a 
bus to school.

I never gave much 
thought to school buses.

They were a part of the 
fabric of my school life. 
How much were they 
were used? Who main­
tained them? When did 
they wear out? These 
questions never crossed 
my mind when I was 
waiting at the corner of 
Hendola and Bellamah.

Now I see school bus­
es everywhere. I see 
them from my office 
window as I look down on 
Taft Road every morn­
ing. I get behind them at 
times as I travel from 
building to building.

These days, I think 
about school buses a lot.

In Novi, we use 30

buses that travel approx­
imately 2,400 miles per 
day. In addition, we have 
seven substitute buses 
that are available if a 
regular bus is in for 
maintenance, breaks 
down or to use on field 
trips.

Our first bus run 
leaves the bus garage at 
6:25 a.m. to start picking 
up high school students 
and the last drop-off in 
the afternoon, from our 
late bus that is used to 
transport students who 
stay after school at 
Meadows and the middle 
school for activities, is at

We transport between
3,100 and 3,500 students a 
day -  depending on the 
day and the weather.

On May 6, we are 
asking voters in Novi to 
approve a bond. The

bond will do many good 
things for the district. It 
will provide us with an 
opportunity to maintain 
our building infrastruc­
ture. Roofs, parking lots, 
windows and doors are 
some of the items that 
this bond will allow us to 
maintain.

The proposed bond 
will also allow us to add 
needed classroom space 
at the elementary level. 
With new housing devel­
opments being built and 
a lack of elementary 
classroom space and a 
desire to maintain low 
class sizes at the ele­
mentary level, new class­
rooms are in order.

To accommodate in­
creasing demand for our 
preschool program, the 
May 6 bond also ded­
icates money to build a 
new early childhood

center in the district. 
This will consolidate our 
preschool and early 
childhood programs into 
one building and free up 
classroom space at the 
middle school and Mead­
ows to meet the needs of 
our increasing enroll­
ment.

The May 6 bond also 
proposes refreshing our 
district technology. We 
are not asking to nor 
planning on providing 
every student with a new 
computer. What we are 
planning for are needed 
upgrades to our technol­
ogy infrastructure and 
adding needed laptop, 
tablet, and staff comput­
ers.

Finally, the May 6 
bond will allow us to buy 
new buses. We use our 
buses extensively, put­
ting tens of thousands of

miles on them yearly. We 
have two mechanics who 
work daily to maintain 
our buses. Our buses 
continue to pass our man­
dated state inspections 
with a 100-percent pass 
rate.

But buses wear out 
and run down. The May 6 
bond will allow us to 
purchase buses to im­
prove our fleet and to 
continue to meet the 
needs of our students.

I would encourage a 
yes vote May 6 to sustain 
the excellence in the 
Novi Community School 
District and to continue 
moving our district for­
ward.

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Schoolcraft board OKs tuition hike ON CAMPUS

The Schoolcraft Col­
lege Board of Trustees 
approved last week a new 
$6 per credit hour infra­
structure fee and a $3 to 
$4 per credit hour tuition 
hike for fall 2014.

The new infrastruc­
ture fee is to cover opera­
tional expenses such as 
water, sewer, telephone 
and other basic business 
needs, said Frank Ruggi- 
rello Jr., Schoolcraft’s 
director of marketing 
and communications. 
None of the money from 
the new fee will go to 
infrastructure improve­
ments for the new 
Schoolcraft to U part­
nership program with 
Wayne State University 
and University of Toledo 
that will start in the fall, 
he said.

Tuition will go from 
$90 to $93 per credit hour 
for residents, $131 to $135

per credit hour for non­
residents and $195 to $199 
per credit hour for out-of- 
state and international 
students.

A resident student is 
one whose legal resi­
dence is within the public 
school districts of Clar- 
enceville, Garden City, 
Livonia, Northville, Ply- 
mouth-Canton and part of 
Novi.

The board approved 
the new fee and tuition 
increase in a 4-1 vote. 
Trustee Joan Gebhardt, 
who cast the lone dis­
senting vote, said in a 
telephone interview she 
has voted no on tuition 
and fee increases for the 
past four years because 
she’s concerned about 
making college unafford­
able for resident stu­
dents. “I’m adamant that 
we are there to help our 
residents,” she said, add­
ing she doesn’t want 
them to have to go into 
debt to pay for communi­

ty college.
The new infrastruc­

ture fee is in addition to 
service and instructional 
equipment fees, going up 
from $5 and $7 to $6 and 
$8 per credit hour, re­
spectively, and a per- 
semester registration fee 
being increased from $40 
to $42 next fall.

Schoolcraft remains 
competitive with neigh­
boring community col­
leges, Ruggirello said.

Schoolcraft President 
Conway Jeffress and 
Chief Financial Officer 
Glenn Cerny “don’t take 
this lightly,” Ruggirello 
said of the tuition and fee 
increases. “It’s a balanc­
ing act.” He said School­
craft hasn’t gone to the 
electorate for a millage 
since 1986.

According to a chart 
Schoolcraft College pro­
vided comparing tuition 
rates for 2013-14, School­
craft was in the middle at 
$90 per credit hour. Mott

charged $122.50, Wayne 
County, $102; Washtenaw, 
$98; Macomb, $89; Henry 
Ford, $87; and Oakland, 
$76.40.

“Even if you include 
the fees, it costs less to 
attend Schoolcraft Col­
lege than other colleges 
and universities and the 
student gets much more 
personal attention and 
support,” Ruggirello said.

A student taking 12 
credit hours at School­
craft in fall 2014 will pay 
approximately $1,326 for 
tuition and fees, up from 
$1,264 in fall 2013.

Some of the colleges 
with lower tuition rates 
collect more in property 
taxes per student, Ruggi­
rello said: “At some point, 
somebody’s got to pay.”

For example, in 2013, 
Oakland Community 
College collected $2,956 
in property taxes per 
student, while School­
craft collected $1,672 per 
student.

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Voters to decide on raises for mayor, council

Do Novi voters think 
the mayor and city coun­
cil members should get 
raises?

The Charter Review 
Committee thinks so and 
recommended to raise a 
council member’s annual 
compensation to $4,500 
and the mayor’s to $6,500. 
If the state attorney gen­
eral approves the ballot 
language, this question 
will go before voters in 
the August primary elec­
tion.
Committee's
recommendation

“Things have changed 
quite dramatically dur­
ing the past 45 years,” 
Charter Review Commit­
tee member and Novi 
resident Doreen Poupard 
said. “The population has

grown to just under
57.000 residents, infla­
tion and the cost of living 
has increased by about 
600 percent. But most of 
all, the duties of the may­
or and council members 
have significantly in­
creased in scope, respon­
sibilities and time com­
mitments.”

According to the cur­
rent city charter, the 
mayor receives $20 per 
council meeting and a 
council member receives 
$15 per council meeting. 
On average, there are 
two council meetings per 
month; however, the 
council and mayor do 
much more outside of 
those two monthly meet­
ings.

The committee said in 
comparison to other cit­
ies around Michigan with
40.000 to 80,000 resi­
dents, even with the rec­

ommended increases, 
Novi salaries are lower. 
Many other cities aver­
age $7,000 annually for 
the mayor and $5,000 for 
council members.

By a 6-1 vote, the Novi 
City Council approved a 
resolution authorizing 
the submission of “Char­
ter Amendment Ballot 
Proposals to Electors” 
for a ballot proposal 
relating to mayor and 
council member compen­
sation to the voters at the 
Aug. 5 election pursuant 
to recommendation from 
the Ad Hoc Charter Re­
view Committee.

Council reaction
Council member An­

drew Mutch voted 
against the resolution.
He thinks the compensa­
tion was too high and said 
serving the community 
was a selfless effort in

his mind.
“The people who have 

served and are serving 
today and will serve in 
the future, do so because 
of their love for the Novi 
community,” Mutch said.

He thought the previ­
ous voting down of one of 
the charter amending 
proposals last year was 
because there may have 
been a perception that 
the city government was 
not going to be transpar­
ent enough. He thought 
this new proposal may be 
misconstrued as an at­
tempt by council mem­
bers to increase their 
own pay.

Council member Jus­
tin Fischer put forward a 
motion supporting the 
ballot recommendation 
because, like others on 
the council, thought the 
voters should ultimately 
decide. He thought the

proposal was a bit of an 
“elephant in the room.” 
But with the data sup­
plied by the review com­
mittee and in recognition 
of their efforts, he sup­
ported putting forward 
the question to the com­
munity.

“The people have the 
right to say, ‘Yes, this 
should be implemented’ 
or ‘No, it shouldn’t be,”’ 
council member Wayne 
Wrobel said. “This is not 
a decision I think that we 
should make.... We need 
to give it to them and let 
them make the decision.”

Charter changes
The current compen­

sation totals were set in 
1969, when the city char­
ter was created. The 
charter was updated in 
1977. Because of the 
amount of time and 
changes since then, the

review committee, com­
posed of community 
members, was estab­
lished to look at modern­
izing the charter’s lan­
guage.

This led to five ballot 
questions going before 
the voters on the Nov. 5, 
2013, ballot. Those dealt 
with adding gender-neu­
tral language to the char­
ter, modernizing the 
publication requirements 
when the city needs to 
provide notice of some 
action that has been tak­
en or will be taken, allow­
ing the city manager to 
reorganize departments 
and changing the re­
quirements that city bills 
be paid by check.

Three of the five ques­
tions passed. Proposal 3 
and 5, dealing with publi­
cation requirements and 
check payment require­
ments, failed.

Six in U.S. House 11th District raceLauffer to challenge Crawford in 
GOP primary for 3 8 th District seat By Jay Grossman

Dan Lauffer has officially 
entered the race for state rep­
resentative to represent the 
38th House District, consisting 
of Walled Lake, Novi, Lyon 
Township, South Lyon and part 
of Northville in Oakland Coun­
ty.

“My solemn pledge to the 
taxpayers of the 38th District 
is that I will never vote to ex­
pand Obamacare in any way 
and I will never vote for any 
kind of tax increase whatso­
ever under any circum­
stances,” Lauffer said. “This 
differentiates me from my 
moderate opponent who has 
pledged to ‘continue Hugh’s 
great record.’ While Hugh and 
Kathy Crawford are nice peo­
ple, the Crawford record in­
cludes multiple votes to ex­
pand Obamacare and to impose 
the senior pension tax on my 
fellow retirees. I’ll fight every 
day to overturn CrawfordCare 
and the Crawford Pension Tax 
if elected.”

Born and raised in southeast 
Michigan, Lauffer, 67, was a

pastor for 27 
years before 
serving as a col­
lege professor for 
13 years and is 
recently retired. 
Lauffer has 
signed the Amer­
icans For Tax 

Reform “Taxpayer Protection 
Pledge” to never vote for a tax 
increase.

Lauffer’s campaign has 
retained the consulting ser­
vices of Advantage Associates, 
LLC and its president, Jake 
Davison. “Dan Lauffer is in a 
perfect position to win this 
primary,” Davison said. “Kathy 
is the de facto incumbent and 
has embraced Hugh’s entire 
record. This is a one-on-one 
match-up and Dan has the 
ability to bring together Tea 
Party conservatives, as well as 
those GOP primary voters who 
do not consider themselves to 
be Tea Party member.”

Lauffer is a resident of 
Walled Lake, where he lives 
with his wife of 47 years, 
Christine.

Bobby McKenzie, a former 
walk-on player with the Mich­
igan State University men’s 
basketball team, rounds out 
the list of six candidates who 
filed to run for the U.S. House 
11th District seat.

The filing deadline was 
April 22. The district is cur­
rently served by Republican 
Kerry Bentivolio, who is just 
completing his first term in 
office.

The 39-year-old Canton 
resident is one of four Demo­
crats vying to win the Aug. 5 
primary. He faces Nancy 
Skinner of Birmingham, Dr. 
Anil Kumar of Bloomfield 
Hills and Bill Roberts of Livo­
nia. On the Republican ticket, 
Bentivolio of Milford is run­
ning against Dave Trott of 
Commerce.

McKenzie had announced 
in October that he was plan­
ning to run for the seat. He 
filed his paperwork the day 
before the deadline to get his 
name on the ballot.

“I’m running because the

district deserves 
a representative 
who will fight 
for the middle 
class and small 
businesses, who 
will fight to 
protect Social 
Security and 

Medicare and who will fight 
to raise the minimum wage,” 
McKenzie said in a news re­
lease. “We’re gaining mo­
mentum every day and our 
message is resonating.”

Campaign spokesman Tony 
Coppola said more than 30 
volunteers are working on 
McKenzie’s campaign and 
have helped raise around 
$250,000 as of March 31.

“He decided to run for this 
seat because he thinks the 
current representation is out 
of touch with this district,” 
Coppola said Tuesday. “He 
wants to focus on helping 
middle-class families and 
small businesses ... and mak­
ing sure we have good-paying 
jobs here in Michigan.”

McKenzie grew up in Dear­
born Heights and earned a 
B.A. in economics from MSU,

where he was a walk-on with 
the 1997-98 Spartans basket­
ball team. He earned a mas­
ter’s degree at Georgetown 
and most recently worked at 
the U.S. Department of State, 
where he focused on counter­
terrorism efforts.

McKenzie’s father runs a 
vacuum repair shop in West- 
land. McKenzie’s grandfather 
was a World War II veteran 
who moved the family from 
Alabama to Detroit in the 
1950s.

His campaign has the sup­
port of several labor organiza­
tions and former congress­
men Lee Hamilton and Dave 
Curson.

The 11th District, which 
was redrawn in 2013, includes 
the cities of Auburn Hills, 
Birmingham, Bloomfield 
Hills, Farmington, Lake Ange- 
lus, Livonia, Northville, Novi, 
South Lyon, Troy, Walled Lake 
and Wixom, as well as the 
townships of Commerce, 
Highland, Lyon, Milford, No­
vi, Waterford and White Lake. 
It also includes parts of Claw­
son, Rochester Hills and West 
Bloomfield.

Rumors is a zany, fast- 
paced comedy by play­
wright Neil Simon in 
which knowledge is pow­
er.

A developing scandal 
involving an apparent 
suicide attempt by the 
deputy mayor of New 
York is the backdrop, as 
the characters try to stay 
one step ahead of each 
another to hide what they 
know. Hilarity ensues as 
four aristocratic couples 
join the party and the 
cover-up spirals out of 
control — just as the 
police arrive.

The Farmington Play­
ers production of Rumors 
runs through May 17 and 
is sponsored by Thu Vista 
Wealth Advisors, a fi­
nancial advisory practice 
of Ameriprise Financial.

Rumors is in the genre 
of comedy known as 
“farce.” What is farce, 
you might ask? While it is 
often characterized by 
physical humor and slam­
ming doors and is some­
times confused with

slapstick, farce is actu­
ally much more sophisti­
cated than that.

In farce, the charac­
ters all take themselves 
very seriously, and even 
though their situations 
become far-fetched, the 
characters are not in on 
the joke and never play 
for laughs. To me, FARCE 
stands for Fast Action 
Requiring Comedic Ex­
cellence. Good farce 
requires great comedic 
timing and strong char­
acters, each with his own 
agenda, and each willing 
to do almost anything to 
achieve his purpose.

Director Cynthia Tup- 
per of Farmington Hills 
is fond of reciting her 
cardinal rule for farce, 
which is to make it “fast, 
loud and funny.” She has 
cast the show with veter­
an performers who do a 
convincing job portray­
ing “wealthy, well-edu­
cated couples acting like 
lunatics.”

Leading the lunatic 
brigade is Jim Moll of

Farmington Hills, who 
plays the frenetic lawyer, 
Ken Gorman. Moll ex­
pressed a “fondness for 
Neil Simon’s work. His 
writing style is both con­
versational and comic. 
And, being a farce, this 
show relies both on the 
wonderful comedy of the 
script and sight gags and 
physical comedy.”

Moll is paired with 
Erin Osgood of Brighton 
who plays Ken’s wife 
Chris. Osgood knows that 
“audiences will love this 
show because it’s a non­
stop party. Nothing is 
funnier than watching 
people stumble through 
chaos and the craziness 
that unfolds.”

Next on the scene are 
Claire and Lenny Ganz, 
played by Sue Rogers of 
West Bloomfield and 
Frank Markus of Royal 
Oak. Marcus expands on 
what makes Ned Simon’s 
brand of farce special: 
“Neil Simon has a real 
knack for compelling, 
engaging dialogue and

he’s written non-fiction 
books about the art of 
writing farce well. He 
knows what he’s talking 
about, too. I personally 
view many farces with 
some skepticism, be­
cause too many of them 
rely too heavily on low- 
est-common-denominator 
sight gags and door slam­
ming for laughs.”

Julia Spina-Kilar of 
West Bloomfield and 
Ross Grossman of Far­
mington Hills play Cassie 
and Glenn Cooper, a polit­
ical couple who are any­

thing but politically cor­
rect. Spina-Kilar said that 
while farce is just a “tick- 
tock away from reality, 
Rumors is a situation 
people might be able to 
relate to or at least enjoy 
watching at a safe dis­
tance! People panicking, 
behaving badly and 
showing their true colors 
is most likely somewhere 
in everyone’s experi­
ence.”

Similarly, Grossman 
considers farce a specta­
tor sport: “Farce is an 
opportunity for audience

members to let go in 
these crazy times, in a 
safe way — because it’s 
not happening to them.” 
He also echoes what 
others have said about 
the fun and challenge of 
playing farce well: “For 
me, it is a challenge for a 
character to take them­
selves as serious as in a 
drama, but in this absurd, 
outlandish situation, 
where their dedication to 
making bad decisions and 
interesting choices spin 
out of control, and make 
us all feel better about 
our own lives.”

Rounding out the cast 
are Mary Ann Tweedie of 
Novi and Nick Szczerba 
of Brownstown, who play 
Cookie and Ernie Cusak, 
and Erik Carlson of 
Southfield and Kristi 
Schwartz of Canton 
Township, who play po­
lice officer partners 
Welch and Pudney.

He was discouraged 
because he could go 
online and find reviews 
about restaurants, ho­
tels or appliances, but

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Pastor leaves legacy of connecting resources, needs

For the Rev. Sue Melrose, 
helping people starts with 
connecting the dots between 
those in need and others with 
the resources who can lend a 
hand.

“Pastoral work is really 
about being a broker. Others 
have certain resources and we 
have our resources, so let’s 
match them up,” said the pas­
tor of First Presbyterian 
Church in Farmington Hills. 
“The whole sense of caring for 
others is such a central act of 
faith.”

That is what Melrose, who 
will retire at the end of June, 
and her congregation are all 
about. She is considered not 
only a go-to person in the com­
munity when someone is in 
need, but she has had a signifi­
cant impact on a host of ef­
forts over the years.

“We see ourselves moving 
closer to the grandkids,” Mel­
rose of said of herself and 
husband Paul, of their retire­
ment plans.

The community, however, 
will not let her get away with­
out significant recognition. On 
April 24, Melrose was honored 
as the first recipient of the 
new Dick Tupper Community 
Service Award. The award was 
presented at the 25th anniver­
sary Fundraising Gala at the 
Longacre House in Farming- 
ton Hills.

The award is a fine going 
away gift for Melrose, who is 
in her 41st year of ministry. A 
native of Oklahoma, Melrose 
graduated from the University 
of Oklahoma with a degree in 
sociology. While in college, the

campus minister alerted her to 
a potential trial year in semi­
nary.

She wasn’t chosen as a fi­
nalist, but was tapped as an 
alternate who was, nonethe­
less, offered the one-year fel­
lowship at the Union Theo­
logical Seminary in New York, 
where she stayed following 
her ordination.

“I went to New York City 
sight unseen and I loved it,” 
she said.

While there, Melrose also 
met her husband, who is a 
pastoral psychotherapist at 
Nardin Park United Methodist 
Church in Farmington Hills. 
Eventually, the couple settled 
in New Jersey for some 19 
years.
Arriving in the Hills

After almost two decades 
on the East Coast, Melrose said 
she was open to a new position 
and the First Presbyterian 
Church in Farmington Hills 
was looking for a new pastor. 
“The committee was accepting 
resumes,” she said. “I had a 
phone interview and then 
came here.”

Coincidentally, her husband 
also found the open position at 
Nardin Park.

And both found that their 
sense of giving, outreach and 
helping others fit right in with 
their new church community. 
“The church was involved long 
before I got here,” Melrose 
said. “It’s an extension of what 
a pastor does.”

Melrose took up the gaunt­
let, continuing the tradition 
established by the First Pres­
byterian Church’s leadership 
and congregation of more than 
400 members.

And Melrose met the late 
Dick Tupper, known in the 
community as the go-to-guy 
when anyone needed help. By 
the time Melrose arrived in 
the Farmington area, Tupper 
was long under way in his 
heartfelt movement to help his 
fellow residents who were in 
need. The Farmington Area 
Goodfellows and Neighbor­
hood House had been estab­
lished.

But Melrose jumped right 
in. She worked heavily with 
Neighborhood House, which 
literally and actively is where 
people in need go and call 
when hungry, behind in bills or 
have other needs.

Melrose has also played a

large role in the community’s 
Farmington Area Interfaith 
Association, which is an or­
ganization of the area’s clergy, 
another strong effort to help 
residents in need. “There was 
a sense that this was an impor­
tant place,” she said.

When cash was needed to 
help residents, First Presby­
terian Church members 
stepped forward, as did mem­
bers of other local religious 
communities. But Melrose — 
very much like Tlipper — is 
also known for her ability to 
connect the dots by tapping 
into available resources and 
bringing people together to 
help.

The Interfaith Association 
also grabbed hold of THAW 
(The Heat and Warmth Fund) 
and works with Neighborhood 
House to help residents who 
need help paying their utility 
bills.

And then there is the SOS 
program, which is a sort of 
traveling program throughout 
Oakland County in which 
homeless individuals and fam­
ilies are given a place to sleep 
and eat. Churches and organi­
zations throughout the county 
open their doors on a pre-de- 
termined schedule to accom­
modate the homeless.

“I got a call from a pastor in 
Ferndale. He said, ‘Sue, SOS is 
in desperate need of a host 
site,”’ Melrose said.

“Well, we have the space,” 
Melrose recalled telling the 
pastor and her congregation. 
“The whole church here rallies 
around it.”

Growing needs
And the list of programs in 

which Melrose has a hand in

bringing to the congregation 
continues to grow. The St. 
Alexander Food Pantry is one, 
as is Rebuilding Together, the 
Barnabas Youth Opportunity 
Center in Detroit... the list 
goes on.

But Melrose also has estab­
lished an international per­
spective with the congregation 
to provide help to others. For 
example, in the eighth-grade 
confirmation class, Melrose 
traditionally followed a lesson 
plan that required the students 
to figure out how they would 
provide and build habitats for 
penguins.

And then the tsunami hit 
Japan. The lesson plan 
changed and the students 
turned their attention to devel­
oping a contribution program 
within the congregation to help 
Japanese families devastated 
by the tsunami.

“Without any preparation 
whatsoever, they raised over 
$2,000 just in one Sunday. We 
are trying to teach them not 
just to care for others, but how 
to make the connections and 
develop the skills to help,” 
Melrose said.

When the young congrega­
tion members make their 
youth mission trips, it doesn’t 
take long for them to see what 
needs there are in the world.

“They realize pretty fast 
what they have and what oth­
ers don’t,” Melrose said.

That’s why the pastor has 
been so committed to the out­
reach work. “You know there 
is a need,” she said. “So the 
question is, ‘How do we fill 
that need?”’

Raising standards required for becoming a 
teacher is a laudable goal, but making it 
tougher to enter the field won’t by itself im­
prove educational outcomes in Michigan.

The state House of Representatives’ Edu­
cation Subcommittee recently approved $3.6 
million to revamp teacher certification tests. 
The appropriation would allow the Depart­
ment of Education to accelerate efforts to 
toughen the exams, something state Superin­
tendent Mike Flanagan has said is a priority.

We agree and 
we encourage both 
chambers of the 
Legislature to 
send it on to Gov. 
Rick Snyder for 
his signature. It’s 
been more than a 
decade since 
Michigan updated 
these exams, 
which by most ac­
counts are laugh­
ably easy.

As Bridge maga­
zine’s Ron French 
reported in his 
“Building a Better 
Teacher” series 
last fall, when the 
education depart­
ment beefed up 
the test all aspir­
ing teachers must 
take before they 
are allowed to stu­
dent teach, the 
pass rate plum­

meted from 82 percent on previous exams to 
26 percent. Flanagan at the time hailed the 
test results as proof that the state was serious 
about letting only the most qualified teachers 
into Michigan classrooms.

The infusion of cash means that the depart­
ment will be able to roll out the new tests in 
two years rather than the estimated 11 years 
it would have otherwise taken; that faster 
timetable is worth the investment.

But let’s keep it real. Tougher certification 
tests won’t by themselves lead to a higher lev­
el of performance in Michigan classrooms, 
nor will they address the underlying system­
ic — and political — issues that stunt profes­
sional growth in public education.

There’s plenty of blame to go around when 
it comes to poor educational outcomes in 
Michigan, but too much of that blame is mis­
placed at the feet of teachers.

As a state and a nation, we can press for 
higher admissions standards into teaching 
programs and those programs can do a better 
job of aligning themselves with the demands 
of today’s classrooms.

It’s not at all clear, however, that so-called 
“sm arter teachers” will fix what ails public 
schools, certainly not without significant ef­
forts to improve the conditions and resources 
available to educators.

We’ve seen little evidence that our teach­
ers lack skills or expertise. What they lack, 
rather, is time, guidance and support neces­
sary to be fully effective and grow in their 
careers.

Poorly compensated relative to other pro­
fessions, teaching in the United States has 
long struggled to be seen as a valued profes­
sion. Policymakers, many of them in Lansing, 
seem to prefer a high-turnover teaching 
force that is minimally trained.

The overemphasis on standardized tests, 
punitive evaluation policies and bureaucratic 
regulations, combined with larger class sizes 
and resource-starved classrooms, combine to 
create a high rate of turnover among teach­
ers. About 40 percent of all teachers leave 
within the first five years of starting their 
jobs — more than any other profession.

There’s nothing wrong with demanding 
higher standards from aspiring teachers, but 
policymakers should take into account that 
high achievers have standards as well, 
among them the opportunity to work in an en­
vironment in which they feel valued and ade­
quately compensated.

Until we decide that teaching is a serious 
profession that demands substantial public 
investment, we will not produce the skilled 
teachers that are needed to address the needs 
of our children.

Honor Michigan war dogs

Michigan War Dog Memorial 
Inc. is located at Milford and 11 
Mile roads in Lyon Township.

The restoration of the aban­
doned memorial started in 2010. 
Through our research, we found 
the site was established in 1936 as 
a pet cemetery. At that time, it 
was called Happy Hunting 
Grounds Pet Cemetery. In 1946, 
after the local residents were 
informed of the many lives war 
dogs saved during World War II, 
a monument was erected to hon­
or them for their heroic service 
to our country. In 1947, the first 
war dog was interred, Sgt.
Sparks SN 49. Sgt. Sparks fought 
with the U.S. Marines in the Pa­
cific in four campaigns and 
brought everybody home safely.

We started restoring this two- 
acre site, clearing heavy brush, 
dead trees. As the word spread of 
our mission, many VSOs (veteran 
service organizations), K-9 sup­
porters and local residents came 
together as an all-volunteer force 
to restore this hallowed ground 
back to its former grandeur.

In 2013, we formed a nonprofit 
organization and renamed the 
site “Michigan War Dog Memori­
al.” We also received clearance 
from the township to resume 
interment for all K-9s that serve 
and protect us. This includes 
police K-9s, Homeland Security 
K-9s, Border Patrol K-9s, etc. It 
also includes service K-9s for the 
disabled, therapy dogs and com­
panion dogs for veterans with

PTSD.
If a Michigan working dog is 

KIA or dies while deployed on 
foreign soil, there is a memorial 
and burial with honors; if it dies 
at his/her home base, there is a 
memorial and burial with honors; 
however, if the retired dog is 
adopted out and dies, there is no 
place for the brave K-9 to be 
buried with honors. We have 
made a place for this heroic K-9 
at no cost to the handler/owner.

In 2013, we interred two re­
tired military working dogs with 
full military honors for their 
bravery. “Buddy” E-154, TSA- 
EDD and “Mina” F-735, U.S. 
Army-MDD.

Our mission for 2014 is to 
erect four more monuments, one 
for the K-9s that served in the 
Korea War, one for the K-9s that 
served and were left behind in 
the Vietnam War, one for the K-9s 
that served in Iraq and one for 
the K-9s that served in Afghani­
stan.

With the help from private 
donations and corporate sponsors 
stepping up, we will be able to 
complete this mission. If you can, 
please make a donation.

S tate ’s bridges, 
roads, have been

like our 
neglected

A
s our cars rattle and
bounce over potholes, it’s 
evident that our roads are 

in great need of repair. Perhaps 
not so obvious is that Michigan’s 
long-standing road-funding crisis 
has also taken a toll on our 
bridges.

It has been widely reported 
that Michigan is, and has long 
been, among the bottom 10 states 
in the nation in per capita state 
and local road funding (accord­
ing to U.S. Census Bureau data) 
and that this has resulted in 80 
percent of Michigan’s local roads 
being in fair or poor condition.

Most of us, however, pay little 
attention to the bridges that dot 
our road system, particularly 
since most of the critical bridge 
structure is under the road sur­
face and therefore out of sight. 
The Road Commission for Oak­
land County, however, pays a lot 
of attention to these structures.

We have 105 bridges greater 
than 20 feet in length and 177 less 
than 20 feet in length. Why do we 
break them down by those great­
er or less than 20 feet? Because 
only the bridges greater than 20 
feet in length are eligible for 
Local Bridge Program funding.

The Local Bridge Program is 
a state-run program that com­
bines state and federal dollars 
and competitively awards grants 
to repair or replace bridges. It is 
usually the only funding source 
available to repair or replace 
these bridges.

While some of our bridges are 
in less than ideal condition, we 
are not concerned about them 
falling down. That’s because we 
are vigilant about inspecting 
them.

Every bridge greater than 20 
feet receives a detailed inspec­
tion every two years. Bridges 
less than 20 feet are inspected 
every four years.

At the first sign of deterio­
ration, the frequency of inspec­
tions is increased and continues 
to increase if deterioration ad­
vances. Because of this, it is 
highly unlikely that a bridge on 
our system could advance to the 
point of being at risk of collaps­
ing without us closing it well 
before that.

Our inspections are conducted 
by a company, Great Lakes Engi­
neering, which specializes in 
bridge inspections and has some 
of the most qualified bridge ex­
perts in the state on staff. The 
inspections often involve getting 
in the water under the bridge to 
get a close-up look at the un­
derside of the structure, where 
they study beams and other ele­
ments of the superstructure for 
any signs of stress (often signs 
that are not visible to the un­
trained eye).

When our inspections indicate 
the bridge has reached a level of 
deterioration that affects its 
ability to carry certain weights, 
we typically reduce the amount 
of weight that can legally be 
driven across the bridge in order 
to slow the rate of deterioration.

Typically, this does not impact 
passenger vehicles and generally 
affects only commercial trucks. 
In severe cases, though, we are 
forced to impose weight restric­
tions that result in school buses 
and fire trucks being prohibited 
on the bridge. In the most ex­
treme cases, we would have to 
close a bridge.

Even though we have been 
fortunate in recent years, getting 
enough special bridge funding to

replace or repair some of our 
most deteriorated structures, 
there remains no shortage of 
bridges in our system needing 
rehabilitation or replacement.

Of the 105 bridges greater 
than 20 feet in length, 16 are 
currently structurally deficient 
and 19 are functionally obsolete. 
Weight restrictions have been 
imposed on 18 of these bridges.

As a percentage, more of our 
bridges greater than 20 feet are 
in fair or poor condition than are 
in good condition. Just more than 
40 percent are in good condition, 
while 40 percent are in fair con­
dition and about 18 percent are in 
poor condition.

The real danger in all this is 
that, unless we start investing 
more in our infrastructure, these 
numbers are going to get worse. 
More and more bridges will be­
come structurally deficient andJ 
or functionally obsolete.

We will have to impose weight 
restrictions on more and more 
bridges and increase the level of 
restrictions on those bridges 
where there are already restric­
tions. The ever-increasing weight 
restrictions will become a great­
er inconvenience and potentially 
a safety concern if we are forced 
to restrict emergency vehicles 
from some bridges.

It is important that we don’t 
forget that Michigan’s long­
standing road-funding crisis has 
resulted not only in neglected 
roads, but deteriorated bridges 
as well.

If, like me, you’re worried 
about Michigan’s bridges, I en­
courage you to contact your state 
legislators and urge them to find 
a solution to our long-term road 
and bridge-funding crisis.

Home break-ins can never 
be prevented entirely, but 
there’s a lot you can do to re­
duce your likelihood of becom­
ing a victim.

Good locks, simple precau­
tions, neighborhood aware­
ness, and common sense can 
help prevent most property 
crimes, according to the Mich­
igan State Police.

MSP officials urge that you:
» Install and use good 

deadbolt locks in your doors 
(about half of all burglars 
enter through unlocked doors 
and windows).

» Secure sliding glass 
doors with locks or a rigid 
wooden dowel wedged in the 
track.

» Lock double-hung win­
dows by sliding a bolt or nail 
into a hole drilled at a down­
ward angle through the top of 
each sash and into the frame.

For outside your home,
MSP officials say:

» Trim back shrubbery 
hiding doors or windows. Cut 
back tree limbs that could 
help a thief climb to second 
story windows.

» Make sure all porches, 
entrances, and yards are well 
lighted.

» Maintain the neighbor­
hood. Dark alleys, litter, and 
rundown areas attract crimi­
nals.

There are also some other 
common-sense tips:

» Do not hide house keys in 
mail boxes, planters, or under 
doormats.

» Do not put personal iden­
tification on key rings.

» Leave only your ignition 
key with mechanics or park­
ing attendants.

» If you lose the keys to 
your home or move into a new

home, change the locks imme­
diately.

In answering your door:
» Install a peephole or 

viewer in all entry doors so 
you can see who is outside 
without opening the door.

» Do not trust door chains. 
They can be easily broken.

» Don’t open the door to 
anyone you don’t know. Insist 
service personnel verify their 
identity before allowing them 
in.

If you’re going away:
» Make your home appear 

occupied when you go out.
» Leave lights on and the 

radio playing.
» Keep your garage door 

closed and locked.
» Use timing devices to 

turn inside lights on and off.
» If you will be gone sever­

al days, arrange to have the 
mail and papers stopped or 
picked up. Half of all home 
burglaries occur during the 
day when alert neighbors 
could spot and report the 
thieves.

MSP officials share these 10 
things people can do to im­
prove their neighborhoods:

» Work with public agen­
cies and other neighborhood- 
based or community-wide 
organizations, on solving com­
mon problems. Don’t be shy 
about letting them know what 
your community needs.

» Make sure that all the 
youth in the neighborhood 
have positive ways to spend 
their spare time, through or­
ganized recreation, tutoring 
programs, part-time work, and 
volunteer opportunities.

» Set up a Neighborhood 
Watch or a community patrol 
working with police. Make 
sure your streets and homes 
are well lighted.

» Build a partnership with 
police, focused on solving 
problems instead of reacting 
to crises. Make it possible for 
neighbors to report suspicious 
activity or crimes without fear 
of retaliation.

» Take advantage of “safe­
ty in numbers11 to hold rallies, 
marches, and other group 
activities to show you’re deter­
mined to drive out crime and 
drugs.

» Clean up the neighbor­
hood! Involve everyone; teens, 
children, senior citizens. Graf­
fiti, litter, abandoned cars, and 
run-down buildings tell crimi­
nals that you don’t care about 
where you live or each other. 
Call the city/township public 
works department and ask for 
help in cleaning up.

» Ask local officials to use 
new ways to get criminals out 
of your building or neigh­
borhood. These include en­
forcing anti-noise laws, hous­
ing codes, health and fire 
codes, anti-nuisance laws, and 
drug-free clauses in rental 
leases.

» Form a Court Watch to 
help support victims and wit­
nesses and to see that crimi­
nals get fairly punished.

» Work with schools to 
establish drug-free, gun-free 
zones; work with recreation 
officials to do the same for 
parks.

» Develop and share a 
phone list of local organiza­
tions that can provide counsel­
ing, job training, guidance, 
and other services that neigh­
bors might need.

A: In a similar factual 
setting, the Supreme Court 
of New Mexico took the 
position that a claim of non­
uniformity of the covenant 
was not valid in that the 
complainant in that case 
was claiming that the cove­
nant was not uniform in 
effect, rather than not being 
uniform on its face. The 
court reasoned that it was 
uniform because the cove­
nant applied to every lot in 
the subdivision just as it had 
before. The court declined 
to extend the law to cover 
claims of non-uniform ef­
fects. In fact, your lawyer 
will have to be very cau­
tious about making this 
argument, but should also 
claim that the amendment is 
unreasonable.

Q: W e  liv e  n e x t to  a  lan d  
f i l l  an d  a re  re a lly  u pset 
w ith  th e  odor. D o  w e  h ave  
an  ac tio n  fo r  trespass, b y  
o f  exam p le?

A: Well, it depends on the 
state in which you are in­
volved. In a recent case out 
of South Carolina, the court 
there indicated that it adher­
es to the traditional trespass 
rule that requires an in­
vasion by a physical, tangi­
ble thing. Accordingly, the 
impact from odors, because 
they do not interfere with 
possession, cannot give rise 
to a trespass claim. Some 
courts, on the other hand, 
have taken the position that 
they must apply a substanti­
ality test in the case of in­
vasions by apparently in­
tangible things, but which 
can be conceptualized as 
consisting of microscopic 
particles. However, the 
court in South Carolina 
explained that such a rule 
risked blurring the dis­
tinction between trespass 
and nuisance, particularly 
because a substantiality 
requirement was already 
present in nuisance deter­
minations. The court also 
indicated that because both 
trespass and nuisance 
claims pertain to interfer­
ence with property inter­
ests, damages are recover­
able only for injury to prop­
erty and for lost rental val­
ue up to the full market 
value for permanent tres­
pass or nuisance. You are 
best to consult with an at­
torney regarding your situa­
tion.

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Ford Ramps Up Attention to Coming
Launch of New Mustang

Ford has a 
pretty clear field for 
promoting the new 
50th-anniversary 
version of Mustang 
these days, right up 
until the car goes on 
sale in the fall. And 
the company is taking 
maximum advantage 
of the opportunity 

with a variety of marketing initiatives designed, 
among other things, to broaden the traditional market 
for each new version of its iconic muscle car.

These gambits range from the big splash that 
the new Ford Mustang made at the New York 
International Auto Show last week, to co-branded 
promotions with nail-polish brands and fashion 
designers, to clever new product placements on hit 
TV shows such as The Blacklist.

Each of these moves is designed to help restore 
Mustang to the place of high cultural relevance that

it still enjoyed long after the original 
pony car’s debut in 1964. And with 
about six months to go until launch of 
the 2015 Mustang -  and no new-model 
introduction scheduled in the meantime 
by any other brand that could match 
Mustang’s star power -  Ford will 
command a lot of media discussion and 
consumer attention for its biggest move 
of 2014.

Take The Blacklist placement. 
Mustang, of course, has been celebrated 
over the years for its effective and 
trailblazing role on TV and in movies 
ranging back to its first on-screen 
appearance, in Goldfinger, to the 
Mustang convertible driven by Efrem 
Zimbalist Jr. in The FBI television series 
in the late Sixties.

More recently, Ford scored an 
appearance for the new version of 
Mustang as the hero car in the movie

Need for Speed.
Ford’s latest placement twist 

involved a clever TV commercial for 
the car about half-way through the 
latest episode of the hit drama, The 
Blacklist, that drew on a significant 
plot twist that occurred in the show 
just seconds before the ad was aired.

It’s unlikely to be the last 
innovative example of placement 
undertaken by Ford before the 
Mustang’s launch. The car probably 
would have served as a great getaway 
vehicle for Jack Bauer in next month’s 
revival of the 24 franchise on Fox 
-  but the show is set in London this 
time.

Meanwhile, Ford also this 
month announced a “global fashion 
collaboration” marking Mustang’s 
50th anniversary and heralding the 
new version. It will cooperate with 
five top fashion designers from around 
the world -  including Detroit’s 
Anna Sui -  in Mustang Unleashed, 
a limited-edition line of 15 Mustang- 
inspired t-shirts.

Mustang has always been a big 
seller for Ford in its mammoth 
licensing business, ranging from 
apparel to key chains to metal and 
plastic models of Mustang and even 
a Mustang-themed pool table. Expect 
the revelation of many more licensing 
deals for Mustang wares in the months 
ahead.

Not coincidentally, Ford also 
announced another Mustang tie-in to
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The fashion designers behind Mustang Unleashed

fashion as it attempts to broaden the 
demographic for the 2015 version 
to include more women, especially 
Millennials. Ford announced the 
OPI Fore Mustang collection of nail 
lacquers designed to put the “pedi to 
the metal.”

Developed by the co-founder of 
the Coy-owned major brand in nail 
care, Ford Mustang by OPI will sport 
six shades when it hits U.S. stores in 
July, including Race Red, Queen of 
the Road, and Girls Love Ponies. You 
get the idea.

All of this news came only after 
Ford pulled a remarkable stunt during 
the press preview at the New York 
auto show by displaying the 2015 car 
on top of the Empire State Building, 
just as it did in a 1965 stunt with the 
original Mustang.

Ford had a prototype of the new 
version cut into pieces and took it

up the freight elevator of the world’s 
most iconic skyscraper to the famous 
observatory on the 86th floor, then 
reassembled it and displayed it as part 
of a New York-based celebration of 
the 50th anniversary.

During the hubbub, Ford Chairman 
William C. Ford II also announced a 
50th Anniversary Limited Edition of 
the car that would be available only in 
1,964 copies -  to commemorate the 
year of the car’s launch.

No, Ford isn’t missing a trick so 
far in building pre-launch hype for 
its new Mustang. And at a time when 
its main rival is hobbled by bad news 
about a recall that is obfuscating the 
appeal of GM’s cars and brands, Ford 
could end up making more hay out 
of its celebration of the new Mustang 
than its marketers imagined even two 
months ago.

Whether you’re a prac­
tice manager, billing ad­
ministrator, registered nurse, 
or physician assistant, you 
need a resume to find a job 
in today’s healthcare indus­
try. This is especially true if 
you plan to utilize job boards 
when searching for your next 
position. While employers 
can use social media as a tool 
to get to know potential job 
applicants, most prefer job 
boards when they’re ready 
to hire. In fact, a recent sur­
vey by Job Board Doctor 
found that 68.4 percent of 
hiring managers and recruit­
ers rely on job boards due to 
the higher quality of candi­
dates found.

Unfortunately, many 
healthcare professionals 
make mistakes on their re­
sumes that hamper their abil­
ity to connect with the em­
ployers who use these job 
boards. Some oversights 
will prevent managers from 
ever viewing your resume. 
Others will land it in the 
discard pile. I f  you want to 
maximize your employment 
chances, avoid these top five 
healthcare resume mistakes 
at all costs.

1. Paltry proofing
Submitting a resume with 

poor spelling, grammar, and 
punctuation may not mean 
you don’t know how to su­
ture, draw blood, or run a 
medical office—but it could 
still turn off an employer. 
In fact, one survey on the 
topic found that more than 
60 percent of hiring manag­
ers immediately discard re­
sumes with typos. Frequent 
mistakes include neglecting 
punctuation entirely, misus­
ing words such as “which” 
and “that” or “affect” and 
“effect,” and commonly mis­
spelled words.

Fortunately, you don’t 
need a PhD in English Com­
position to produce a well-

written resume. Editing and 
proofreading are key strate­
gies, so recruit a few peers 
to review yours or hire a 
professional resume writer.

2. Believing one 
size fits all

Anyone who has ever 
purchased a “one size fits 
all” t-shirt knows that the 
phrase is anything but ac­
curate — and it doesn’t work 
for resumes, either. More 
than 19 percent of employ­
ers consider submitting a 
generic resume to be the 
biggest mistake a job ap­
plicant can make.

Fortunately, crafting a 
resume for a specific posi­
tion is not rocket science. 
It’s as simple as changing 
the language in your ob­
jective or career summary, 
rewording your experience 
descriptions, and switching 
up references to highlight 
the skills relevant to this 
particular job.

3. Ignoring keywords
Hiring has always been 

a time consuming business, 
but modem technology can 
make it easier. For this rea­
son, many busy healthcare 
employers use applicant­
tracking systems (ATS) to 
sort and rank resume sub­
missions. These software 
programs basically work by 
scanning the data included 
in each resume before as­
signing a relevance score. 
Professionals with the most 
relevant resumes move to 
the front of the line.

Keywords are one thing 
ATS always look for, so in­
clude them throughout your 
resume. Your objective or 
professional summary, skill 
descriptions, and accom­
plishments are all perfect 
places to include keywords. 
Refer to the employer’s job 
description to identify some 
keywords for your resume.

For example, a medical 
office manager may write,

C o n n e c t w ith  
E m p lo y e rs !

“Busy practice seeks com­
passionate, organized, team 
player to fill challenging role 
as a physician assistant.” 
Keywords you would use 
should include “physician 
assistant,” “compassionate,” 
“organized,” “challenging,” 
and “team player.”

4. Telling rather than
showing

Healthcare jobs are de­
manding, and employers 
look for candidates who 
can deliver results under 
those conditions. Use your 
resume to communicate your 
abilities with details and 
specifics. Numbers are im­
portant and more likely to 
attract favorable attention 
than a list of “responsible 
for” statements.

For example, a hospi­
tal admissions professional 
might write, “responsible 
for checking in patients.” 
A better description would 
be, “Facilitated a 50 percent 
improvement in check-in 
efficiency by reducing pa­
tient wait time to less than 
10 minutes.”

5 . Using complicated
formatting

Leave the fancy fonts and 
graphics to professionals 
in creative fields. It won’t 
impress a healthcare hir­
ing manager and may even

confuse the ATS, result­
ing in a lower resume rel­
evance score. In the study 
mentioned previously, 14.8 
percent of employers re­
sponded that poor format is 
a big resume mistake.

For best results, whether 
you’re dealing with an ATS 
or submitting your resume 
directly to a hiring manager, 
keep your name and contact 
information at the top of the 
document. Avoid creative 
section headings, sticking 
instead to standards such 
as “summary,” “employ­
ment history,” and “educa­
tion.” And if you’re going 
to include lists, use standard 
bullet points, as the ATS may 
not recognize others.

Avoid these top five mis­
takes in your resume and 
improve your chances of 
landing a new job. For more

Eddie Katz-Silverstein wants 
everyone to know that there is  
life after breast cancer.

After undergoing two m astec­
tomies, the two-time breast can­
cer survivor says she is strong 
evidence that a diagnosis of 
breast cancer “is just a part of 
your life; it is not the end.”

It is one reason that she will 
join legions of the other walkers 
Saturday, June 7, at Detroit’s 
Chene Park for the Susan G. Ko- 
men Race for the Cure. It will be 
the ninth race for the 66-year-old 
Farmington Hills resident, som e­
thing about which she is passion­
ate.

“In 1991, when I was first diag­
nosed, breast cancer was som e­
thing people didn’t really talk 
about -  you whispered it,” Katz-

Silverstein said. “I think it was 
because people felt that breast 
cancer was a death sentence. I 
am living proof that that it is not 
and I want to share that m essage  
with others.

“All of us get scared and it’s 
natural. I think that sharing our 
emotions it important. It is also 
important to see someone who 
has been through it, who under­
stands that fear, has come 
through to the other side of it and 
can laugh about it -  it helps,” she 
added.

Katz-Silverstein estim ates she 
has raised more than $25,000 
since she first began participat­
ing in the race in 2006.

The Susan G. Komen organiza­
tion has been very good about 
getting the m essage out about

Runners, walkers and all other 
participants -  take your mark. The 
23rd annual Susan G. Komen Detroit 
Race for the Cure is fast approach­
ing, but there is time to join families 
and friends from across metro De­
troit in an effort to eliminate breast 
cancer.

This year’s event, locally present­
ed by the Karmanos Cancer Insti­
tute, is Saturday, June 7, at scenic 
Chene Park on Detroit’s riverfront. 
It’s a new location, but it is still the 
“same mission and the same race, 
just a new place,” said Maureen 
Keenan Meldrum, chair o f the De­
troit Race for the Cure.

Between 30,000 and 40,000 partici­
pants -  runners, walkers and sup­
porters -  are expected to participate 
in this year’s 5K event, all in an ef­
fort to raise money to help support 
the fight against breast cancer.

This year’s occasion promises to 
be a fun-filled affair, with more than 
20 bands and entertainment groups, 
a children’s area and food trucks 
adding to the festivities. In addition, 
the special Komen traditions to help 
celebrate and remember both lost 
loved ones and survivors will con­
tinue to bring meaning to the event.

Funds raised by the event are 
used to support research, raise 
awareness and promote outreach, 
Meldrum said.

In fact, keeping the money in the 
community is key to the Komen m is­
sion, she said.

“Seventy-five percent of the net 
income from each race stays in the 
community and funds local breast 
cancer screenings, education and 
treatment support programs and 
treatment projects,” she said.

In addition, 25 percent of the net 
income from each race supports 
Susan G. Komen research grants 
made to scientists around the world.

Last year’s Detroit race invested  
more than $1 million in metro Detroit 
(Wayne, Oakland and Macomb coun­
ties) breast cancer programs and 
more than $291,700 in breast cancer 
research grants through Susan G. 
Komen.

According to the Centers for Dis-

ease Control and Prevention, breast 
cancer is the most commonly diag­
nosed form of cancer among wom­
an, with more than 206,966 women 
and 2,039 men in the United States 
diagnosed with breast cancer in 
2010.

There is good news: breast can­
cer has experienced a 30-percent 
reduction in mortality in the past 20 
years, Meldrum said.

Despite this, there is still much 
work needed locally.

“There is still an urgent need for 
more work to put a permanent end 
to breast cancer,” Meldrum said.

She noted that metropolitan 
Detroit ranks higher than the rest 
of the state and the nation in three 
key areas, including incidence, the 
stage of the disease at time of diag­
nosis and mortality rates.

“We have made so many ad­
vances in breast cancer,” she said. 
“By working together, we can con­
tinue to work to finally put an end 
to this disease.”

The race, the largest cancer 
event in Michigan, also features 
10,000 pink ribbons, pink carpet­
runway for survivors, Warriors in 
Pink Drummers, powered by Ford, 
Survivor Cafe, Survivor Trolley, 
sponsor giveaways, Shop for the 
Cure and more. For more informa­

Early detection
Early detection is the battle cry 

of Thelma Sim of Northville and her 
daughter, Dr. Audrey Sim of Royal 
Oak, a family practice physician 
with an office in St. Clair Shores.

The pair lost their beloved daugh­
ter and sister, Julie Sim, an adjunct 
professor of political science at 
Schoolcraft College in Livonia, in 
2005 after she battled the disease 
for five years.

“Julie’s disease was a particularly 
aggressive form,” Thelma Sim said, 
“and she needed support and guid­
ance. Her sister stepped up and 
helped develop a plan not only to 
help her get through it, but to try 
and find a way to help others in the 
same situation.”

Part of that guidance and support 
cam e through the Susan G. Komen 
Race for the Cure, she said.

With additional support from a 
wide network of friends and col­
leagues from Schoolcraft, a team, 
“Julie’s Angels,” was formed and 
began aggressively fundraising in 
hopes of finding a way to end the 
devastating disease.

“Julie did not want others to have 
to suffer through the stages like she 
did. She maintained a positive atti­

tude throughout her battle and part 
of that cam e from the knowledge 
that she was helping others in need,” 
Thelma Sim said.

Julie’s ability to inspire is note­
worthy:

» In the'past nine years, “Julie’s 
Angels” has brought more than 1,200 
team members to the Race for the 
Cure.

» Both Thelma and Audrey have 
raised over $70,000 in the past six 
years.

» Education about the disease has 
becom e a part of Julie’s legacy as 
well, her mother said.

“No one is too young to get breast 
cancer. Julie was only 34 when she 
was diagnosed. Early detection is so 
important for survival,” she said. “It 
is so important to get your regular 
check-ups and follow up if you feel 
something. Do not put it off. Take 
care of the situation right away.”

Sandy Jessop and her husband Bo will 
be at the 2014 race at Chene Park.

Personal experience
Farmington Hills resident Sandy 

Jessop, 56, vividly rem em bers the 
night the significance o f the Race 
for the Cure hit home for her.

As a breast cancer survivor, she, 
along with a dedicated cadre of 
family and friends, had long partici­
pated in the event in an effort to 
raise money in hopes of putting an 
end to breast cancer.

Diagnosed at age 46, the married 
mother of two grown daughters 
underwent surgery and radiation 
while running her training and de­
velopment business.

She was fortunate -  and grateful 
-  to have a strong foundation of 
support.

“My treatment really was a won­
derful experience,” Jessop said. “I 
tried hard to keep a positive atti­
tude.”
