$70.9 million bond passes
by nearly 3-1 margin;
M atthews staying on as

district superintendent

By a nearly 3-1 margin, voters
in Novi passed a $71 million bond
proposal Tuesday, paving a bright
future for the students in the
district.

“l am so thankful to the Novi
School District residents for
approving this bond proposal,”
said Dennis O’Connor, school
board president. “We are grateful
for their unwavering support of
our students and staff.”

Of the 2,216 yes votes, 647
were absentee, as were 549 of the
866 no votes in the school dis-
tricts 13 precincts.

The bond will fund a wide
variety of projects beginning this
year through approximately
2020. Those projects were identi-
fied in a Facility Assessment
Report of district facilities per-
formed under contract by the
firm of Plante Moran Cresa be-
ginning in June 2013 in conjunc-
tion with school district staff.
Plante Moran performed the

assessment of technology, while
district staff performed the as-
sessment of buses and furniture
and equipment.

“We ran the campaign based
on two important factors - fi-
nancial integrity and public en-
gagement,” O’Connor said. “The
school board requested both a

comprehensive facility needs
assessment and a citizen-input
committee before trustees even
considered putting any proposal
before the voters. That was ac-
complished and the plan was
overwhelmingly supported by
the community.”

In assessing the district’s
facilities, a 10-year replacement
schedule was created for roofing;
parking lots and sites; building
envelope/exteriors; interiors;
heating and cooling; plumbing;
and electrical.

Class sizes and building capac-
ity were reviewed to determine
physical classroom needs from
pre-kindergarten through high
school and alternative education.

Student growth necessitates
additional classroom space at
many of the district’s schools if
Novi wants to keep one of the
lowest class size averages in the
county - 22 at the elementary
level, 26-28 in secondary schools.
The planis to relocate programs
at Meadows, the middle school
and the ITC, freeing up class-
rooms at those sites, and build a
new early childhood education
center.

“We’ll start with architects
and planners to begin projects as
quickly as possible,” said Dr.

Annual postal food drive

“This is our way
of giving back and just showing
we care. It’s just gratifying in
helping the community where
we work. Just being able to help
out the community.”

Carter is a unanimous
choice for Novi principal

Nine months ago, the
Novi Board of Education
voted against naming Nicole
Carter the full-time princi-
pal of Novi High School - but
at last Thurs-
day’s meeting,
she was unani-
mously ap-
proved for the
position.

“I'm confi-
dent that |
have the will
and skill to
continue to lead Novi High
School to greatness,” Carter
said. “Thank you for this
opportunity and know that
the best days are ahead of
us.”

MANAR RESIGNS
FROM BOARD

Jason Manar announced his
resignation astrustee on the Novi
Board of Education at last Thurs-
day’s board meeting.

Manar, who works for the US
government and isvery tight-lipped
about his paosition,
said about a year
ago he began the
journey of atem-
porary career
assignment which
involved more
travel.

He was also
relocated, suppos-
edly to Washington, D.C, andwas
participating in many board meet-
ings via remote audio.

Manar told his colleagues and
constituents that he prides himself
on being transparent and remained
focused on both hisjob and trustee
position. However, he questioned
whether he had taken on too
much.

"Often times, it seemed more
than | could bear," he said.

Manar said he's been debating
on running for re-election in No-
vember and serving Six more years,
but for the last two weeks has been
"'"considering other options” suchas
passibly leaving the Novi district.

The distraction, he said, isunac-
ceptable and the people of Novi
deserve undivided representation.

Serving on the board has been

The high school is the
district’ largest building
and has the most stu-
dents, staff and activities,
according to Dr. Steve
Matthews, superinten-
dent.

“The high school is our
students’last chance to
be ready for the world
that lies beyond Novi,” he
said. “We expect our high
school principal to be,
quite frankly, a super-
hero.”

The principal is ex-
pected to be there before
students arrive at 6:30
a.m. and stay until the
last event is over, often
after 10 p.m.
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and equipment in all facil-
ities, as well as for the
district’s bus fleet.

“This is very good
news for the district,”
Matthews said. “We’re
very excited. We feel
very fortunate that the
community continues to
support what we’re doing.
I’'m looking forward to
the next several years of
when these bond projects
start.”

Matthews said he was
“a little bit” surprised by

Matthews said it’s “an
impossible job, yet there
are people, amazingly
enough, who want to do
it.”

Carter started at Novi
teaching civics, econom-
ics and AP government
for 11years before be-
coming dean of students
in 2007. She was promot-
ed to assistant principal
in 2010 and was named
interim principal for the
last few months of the
2012-13 school year when
Principal Carol Diglio
was named assistant
superintendent of human
resources.

Last June, the princi-
pal position was posted
and Carter was one of 67
candidates applying.
After alengthy interview
process, Matthews in
August recommended the
board hire Carter for the
job, citing numerous
qualifications.

The vote was 3-3 (Trus-
tee Jason Manar was
absent), but the tie was
the same as a “no” vote.

So what changed to
make the board unani-
mously approve Carter
last week?

New hiring process
According to board
President Dennis O’Con-
nor and Trustee George

Kortlandt - two of the
three (along with Trustee
Shari Lebo) who voted
against Carter last Au-
gust- arevamped, more
objective hiring process
convinced them this time
that Carter was the best
candidate.

Matthews said he’s
been working over the
past two years with the
board to refine the dis-

“We felt very good
going into it,” he said.
“We felt we were (going)
in the right direction.
This is confirmation that
the community supports
where we’re headed.”

The $70.9 million in
funding breaks down to
$35.26 million for facil-
ities and sites; $15.15
million for building ca-

acity and class sizes; and
25.12 million for technol-

trict’s hiring procedures.
In February, he present-
ed a new process that
deals with posting, in-
terviewing, hiring and
mentoring. That new
process also includes
administrators being
certified ininterviewing
by HumanEX Ventures,
which also did the initial
candidate screening in-
terviews.

The high school princi-
pal position was posted
Feb. 24 through the Oak-
land County Consortium
and remained live for
four full weeks. Mat-
thews and Diglio re-
viewed all 83 applicants.
Eleven external candi-
dates and Carter, the only
internal candidate,
moved forward to the
next round.

Four candidates and
Carter each underwent a
51-question phone in-
terview that lasted ap-
proximately 90 minutes.
The analyst who did these
interviews, from Huma-
nEX Ventures, recom-
mended three individuals
- a high school principal
from a smaller high
school; an assistant prin-
cipal from alarge, com-
prehensive high school
similar to Novi’s; and
Carter.

Those three were then
interviewed by a panel of
administrators, teachers
and parents. Each candi-
date made a presentation,
completed a writing as-
signment and was rated
1-4 on answers to 16 ques-
tions.

The remaining two
candidates, including
Carter, did a final in-
terview consisting of 11
questions asked by Mat-

ogy, security, furniture,
equipment and buses.

The district is utilizing
$1.2 million from its rec-
reation fund and $4.4
million from sinking
funds to cover costs of
the bond project.

Super staying
Matthews was cele-
brating the bond victory

with family, friends and
supporters at the Black
Rock Bar and Grill in
Novi’s Twelve Mile Cross-

thews.

“Each candidate had
strong credentials. Each
candidate came highly
recommended,” Mat-
thews said, adding his
interviews gave him the
“confidence in the ability
of this person to move
Novi High School for-
ward.”

That person was Car-
ter.

President's concerns
O’Connor voted May 1
in favor of Carter, but he
voiced displeasure with
the superintendent, who
he said ignored the
board’s directive last
year to seek someone
with experience as a high
school principal, leading
toa “very ugly public
discussion.”

After Matthews “of-
fered avery public and
compassionate argument
that failed” last August,
O’Connor said he ignored
the board again by nam-
ing Carter the interim
principal, for the second
time, for the 2013-14
school year. O’Connor
said he was concerned
that these actions com-
promised the hiring proc-
ess and scared away
many good potential
candidates.

He also blasted the
teachers union which - in
March, in the middle of
the job posting - issued to
the media the results ofa
teacher survey that over-
whelmingly supported
Carter.

Those two issues,
O’Connor said, made it
difficult for him to fairly
evaluate the superinten-
dent’s recommendation
and made the process

Trustee Ann Glub-
zinski said the process
this time around was fair
and unbiased and the
applicant pool was suffi-
ciently large. She
thanked Carter for serv-
ing as interim principal
during a “very extended
tryout” and said she led
graciously and profes-
sionally.

Glubzinski, Tracey
Cadwell and Bobbie Mur-
phy, board vice president,
cast the three “yes” votes
for Carter last August.
Murphy, again, said it
shouldn’t be a surprise
that someone from within
the Novi district rose to
the top of the hiring proc-
ess.

Manar, who announced
his resignation from the
board at the end of Thurs-
day’s meeting (see relat-
ed story), applauded
Carter for “hanging in
there.”

“You took hold of it
and ran with it,” he said.

Carter “officially”
begins as principal July 1,
although Matthews has
directed her to now in-
troduce herselfas the
principal.

Oakland County Sheriff’s Dep-
uty Mark Snider had an amazing
year, with a string of successful
foot chases and an arrest that is
expected to solve a rash of armed
robberies ata New Hudson gas
station.

The 22-year veteran, who
works out of the Lyon Township
substation, was named Oakland
County Sheriff’s Office patrol
officer of the year.

“It’s very well-deserved,” said
his boss, Sgt. Mark Venus. “Mark
has been that caliber of a patrol
officer.”

And when Snider was a detec-
tive in the substation a few years
back, he was “as good an investi-
gator,” Venus said.

Working in patrol “is all I ever
wanted to do as long as | can re-
member,” Snider said. “There’s
something different every day
and every call is different.”

As far as nabbing the suspect-
ed gas station armed robber, Snid-
er was called to a personal injury
accident scene and, like the best
sleuths, he put pieces of the puz-
zle together and realized the guy
sitting in the back seat of his pa-
trol car might be the same person

who was holding up attendants at
the Mobil station on Grand River.

“Everything just came togeth-
er — | had a lot of good luck and |
had a lot of help from my part-
ner,” said Snider, who is married
and has two children, 18 and 12.

The biggest downside of the
job, he said, is responding to mo-
torists on Interstate 96, especially
when roads are slippery and
there’s a greater chance of motor-
ists veering out of their lanes and
into his path. Noting that he isn’t
the deputy with the highest num-
ber of citations issued, Snider
chuckled and said he would rath-
er help someone in need than
write a ticket.

“l know it sounds corny, but it’s
why | wanted to do this job,” Snid-
er said. “It’s not to write a ticket
or throw someone in jail. It’s help-
ing people in need and doing what
I can for them.”

Sheriff warms county residents of jury duty phone scam

The Oakland County
Sheriff’s Office is in-
vestigating a phone
scam that targets Oak-
land County residents by
soliciting fraudulent
funds to cover non-ap-
pearance jury duty fees.

Multiple complaints
have come in from citi-
zens receiving phone
calls from suspects
claiming to be Oakland
County 6th Circuit Court
or Oakland County Sher-
iff’s Office employees.
The suspects appear to
be calling from a num-
ber with a 248 area code
and claim that a warrant
has been issued for the
call taker’s arrest be-
cause they did not ap-
pear for jury duty. The
suspects instructed the
call taker to pay the fine
with a prepaid Green
Dot Visa Card to clear
the warrant. The sus-
pects provided an al-

ternate 248 area code
number for the call taker
to obtain verification.
When this number was
called for confirmation,
the phone was answered
“Warrants Unit” and
claimed to be specific
sheriff’s office employ-
ees which perpetuated
the scam.

The Sheriff’s Office
and the 6th Circuit Court
advises that if anyone
receives a call request-
ing money from acourt
or sheriff’s office em-
ployee regarding fees
for failing to appear for
jury duty, he or she
should immediately
contact local law en-
forcement and under no
circumstances make any
payments.

“Anytime you receive
an intimidating phone
call from someone
claiming to be in a posi-
tion of authority and

they are demanding
money, always report the
incident to local law
enforcement,” Sheriff
Michael Bouchard stated
in arelease. “Scam art-
ists and unscrupulous
persons looking to dupe
honest people out of
their hard-earned dollars
are always hard at work
trying to trick honest
people. Ifyou suspect
you are being scammed,
thereisavery good
chance you are. Trust
your instincts and report
suspicious behavior to
your local authorities.”
Residents receiving
these types of phone
calls can contact their
local law enforcement
agency or the sheriff’s
office at 248-858-4911.
Questions regarding
jury duty service can be
directed to the Oakland
County Jury Office at
248-858-0029.

It’s been nearly a
month since Interstate 96
shut down through Red-
ford and Livonia.

“We do smallincre-
ments in the beginning,”
Horne said. “Once all the
lanes are poured, you do
the barrier walls and the
center median.”

The $148 million pro-
ject has kept the freeway
between Telegraph and
Newburgh shut down
since April 5. With the
closure, many drivers
have taken to surface
streets and the official
detour routes provided
by MDOT, which include
1-94,1-696, the Lodge

Freeway and the South-
field Freeway.

Many surface roads,
including Plymouth, Five
Mile and Six Mile, have
seen some increased
traffic with the project,
though Livonia Police
Chief Curtis Caid said his
department has not had
any major issues result-
ing from the larger
amount of vehicles in
town this past month.

“We’ve had minimal
issues with that,” he said.

Horne said MDOT
continues to look at the
alternate routes and work
with Wayne County on
determining signal tim-
ing to help keep traffic

flowing appropriately.

“We are aware of de-
tour routes getting con-
gested,” he said. “We’re
doing our best to get them
optimized.”

He said MDOT com-
municates with GPS pro-
viders to have them up-
date their software and
avoid routing drivers
along the freeway. Google
has even also removed
the seven-mile stretch of
the freeway from its
Maps program.

through 1-96 construction woes

Many of those who com-
mute from the western sub-
urbs of Detroit will spend a lot
of extra time on the road for
the remainder of 2014 be-
cause of the 1-96 freeway
closure. But Detroit’s Catholic
seminary is hoping faith-filled
drivers can use the extra
commute time to pray. To that
end, Sacred Heart Major
Seminary in Detroit and the
Archdiocese of Detroit are
giving away prayer CDs to 96
motorists who would pray the
Rosary during their extra
drive time.

“God is always waiting at
the door of our hearts, want-
ing us to acknowledge and
involve Him in our day,” said
Rev. Robert Spezia, under-
graduate spiritual director
and director of liturgy at
Sacred Heart Major Semi-
nary, who oversaw production
of the CD and whose voice is
heard beginning the Rosary.
“We have a heavy construc-
tion season and people will be
spending a lot more time in
their cars - if we sincerely
offer that time to God and
pray, | can almost guarantee a
peaceful commute instead of
one so often filled with frus-
tration and anger. | would
challenge drivers to try it for
30 days and see if it affects
their attitude and their heart.”

The prayer CD, titled Beg
the M aster ofthe Harvest, isa
live vocal and musical record-
ing of the Rosary, a popular
Catholic devotional prayer
that calls on the intercession
of the Blessed Mother while
reflecting on passages about
Christ from the Bible. It was
recorded in 2007 by semi-
narians at Sacred Heart -
many of whom are now local
priests - as a way to promote

prayer for more priests in the
Church, and as a fundraiser
for the seminary’s chapel.
Each portion, or “decade,” of
the rosary is led by a different
man. While the Rosary is
traditionally prayed with
hand-held beads, the CD al-
lows drivers to keep both
hands on the wheel.

“There are various depths
at which we can pray the
Rosary and it will be more at
the surface level if we pray it
while driving,” Spezia said.
“We should not be concerned
about that - the Holy Spiritis
still at work. At the surface
levels, the rosary can initially
strike us as boring, but there
is great spiritual power in
repeating Scripture. Parents,
teachers and coaches know
the power of repetition. Many
people have said to us that it is
their favorite Rosary CD
because each decade is led by
adifferent person.”

The giveaway of prayer
CDs dovetails with two other
Catholic initiatives. In early
March, Detroit Archbishop
Allen Vigneron announced
that the local Catholic Church
was beginningayearofPray-
erfora New Pentecost, during
which time Catholics were
invited to pray for arenewal
of Christian faith in southeast
Michigan.

Real work begins for

candidates, voters

It may be three months until the August pri-
mary election, but political television ads and
emails are coming fast and furious.

If you are tired of the all the claims and
counter-claims - and of not being able to “de-
lete”a TV commercial the same way you would
an email - just wait. There are plenty more to
come.

April 22 marked the filing deadline for the
August primary. That means that unless a can-
didate decides to conduct a write-in campaign,
the candidate had to file with the appropriate
governmental agency by that date in order to
appear on the ballot. So far, there has been a ca-
cophony of interest
inopen seats for the
upcoming election.

The attack ads have been many, as TerriLynn
Land, aformer Michigan secretary of state and
a Republican, is contesting Peters.

The moves by Levin and Peters haven’t just
had a trickle-down effect - it’s been more like a
waterfall, as other officials, both term-limited
and not, have tumbled over each other to an-
nounce which race they are running for.

In the running

Two years ago, Republican Kerry Bentivolio
of Milford rose from relative obscurity to win
Michigan’s 11th District congressional race.

The Tea Party favorite, former school teach-
er and builder known for raising reindeer was
largely ignored in the race until former U.S.
Rep. Thaddeus McCotter of Livonia dropped
outand resigned amid a petition signature scan-
dal.

Now, the incumbent faces a fierce challenge
from someone inside his own party, lawyer/
businessman Dave Trottof Commerce. Asofthe
first quarter of this year, Trott had more than $1
million in his campaign war chest compared
with Bentivolio’s $130,000.

Trott has lined up a powerful string of en-
dorsements and recently aired his first TV ad,
introducing himself as a job creator.

The 11th District, which was redrawn in 2013,
is considered Republican, but Democrats view
both Bentivoilio and Trott potentially vulnera-
ble.

Four contenders have filed to run on the
Democratic side of the primary ballot: Bobby
McKenzie of Canton, Nancy Skinner of Bir-
mingham, Dr. Anil Kumar of Bloomfield Hills
and Bill Roberts of Livonia.

More action

Kathy Crawford is vying for the seat her hus-
band Hugh, currently holds, that of 38th Dis-
trict state representative. The Novi resident
will goup against Dan Lauffer inthe Republican
primary, while two Democrats, Jasper Catanza-
ro and Jason Dorsch, will square off for ashot at
the two-year seat in the November election.

In the musical chairs of term limits, Hugh
Crawford is running for his wife Kathy’s four-
year position on the Oakland County Board of
Commissioners, aseat he held before heading to
Lansing. No Republican is challenging him in
August, but he’ll go against Democrat Colleen
Crossey in the fall’s general election.

Incumbent Mike Kowall has two challengers
for his state Senate 15th District seat in the Re-
publican primary, Matt Maddock and Ron Mo-
nar. Democrats Tom Crawford and Michael
Smith face each other in August, too.

Scott Powers and Travis Reeds will try to un-
seat 52-1 District CourtJudge Brian MacKenzie
in November. And three six-year seats will be
openonthe Novi Board of Education (those can-
didates have until August to file).

Anyone running as an independent candidate
has until July 22 to file in order to be on the No-
vember ballot.

The point of all this is that voters cannot af-
ford to sit on the sidelines until the November
general election. Many of the political races will
be determined in the August primary. It may
only be May, but it’s not too early to start scop-
ing out the candidates.

A lot will be said and done during the next
three months, so voters should prepare for a
busy election season by determining to stay in-
formed and involved.

There may be a misunder-
standing of the residency re-
quirements within the tuition
policies at OCC - by those who
expressed concerns and by po-
tential students themselves.

Howev-
er, because of the complex nature
of these matters and expressed
concerns, we will be re-examin-
ing our policy.

Currently, the college is as-
sembling a task force to investi-
gate, review and compare inter-
national student tuition, the col-
lege’s residency policy and the
instructions in our catalog and
website. The task force will in-
clude the following: members of
the community, ESL faculty, an
international student adviser, a
counselor, international students
and representatives from the
college’ Global Education Com-
mittee. The group will conclude
its work by June 30 and make
recommendations to the OCC
Board of Trustees before we
finalize out-of-state tuition rates

We appreciate those of you
who have chosen to speak up and
help us reach a solution to this
issue.

hile 82 percent of Amer-
W icans say it is important
to put their end-of-life

wishes in writing, only 23 per-
cent have actually done so.

(www.nhdd.org). These organiza-
tions understand the importance
of initiating end-of-life conversa-
tions, documenting wishes and
sharing them with loved ones.
The events that were held, the
education provided and aware-
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ness brought to the community
is vital for so many families.
Making health care decisions
is often difficult in the best of
circumstances; making deci-
sions for others may be even
more complicated. We can never
know for sure when a health
crisis will strike, robbing us of
the ability to make our own deci-
sions. Making decisions for oth-
ers places significant stress on
family members, who must
make life or death decisions.
When the Annals of Internal
Medicine looked at the impact of
making health care decisions for
loved ones, words such as “pain-
ful”and “overwhelming” were
used to describe the experience.

Documenting
your wishes ensures that your
wishes are expressed and car-
ried out in a way that suites you
if you unable to express them
yourselfand ensures your loved
ones do not feel burdened or
uncertain with the decisions
they may have to make.

Your decisions matter. There
are nowrong answers when you
complete an advance directive.
Just make sure you complete an
advance directive and share it
with your loved ones. It may be
one of the most important gifts
you ever give.

$814K project to be
completed in August

Of the 24 football sta-
diums in the KLAA, 22
feature artificial turf. By
the Aug. 28 season opener
against Brighton, Novi
will make that number
23.

Construction began
May 1to convert Wildcat
Stadium’s grass field into
artificial turf, leaving
Hartland as the final
grass football field in the
KLAA. The $814,600 pro-
ject was approved March
6 by the Board of Educa-
tion and is funded via
both the 2013 recreational
millage and the 2010 sink-
ing fund.

“I think long before |
came here there was talk
about getting something
in there,” said Novi Ath-
letic Director Brian Gor-
don, who joined the dis-
trict in August 2012. “Turf
was something that was
necessary because of the
short growing season in
Michigan and the number
of activities that we have
that want to use that
space. If we didn’t have
the soccer stadium like
we do, we probably
wouldve had it done
years ago.”

Meadows Stadium
hosts about 36 games per
year between the boys
and girls soccer teams.
That has helped alleviate
the stress on Wildcat
Stadium, which hosts
boys and girls lacrosse, in
addition to football.

“When (soccer) teams
come in, they love that
they get to play on natu-
ral grass,” Gordon said of
Meadows Stadium.
“When you get to the
state finals, you play on
grass somewhere. The
district has invested a lot
in keeping that strictly
soccer. It’s nice to have
the option, so you don’t
want to not have the lines
down.”

The new turf football
field will have both foot-
ball and soccer lines
permanently installed,
with additional tick
marks to assist in paint-
ing temporary lines for
both lacrosse and field
hockey, which currently
uses a grass field next to
the softball diamond.

“That way it doesn’t
look like a road map,”
Gordon said of the tick
marks. “It allows for the
community to really
utilize the facility. The
Bobcats (youth football)
are going to be out there
and | know the district
has been in discussion
with the Jaguars (youth
soccer). Our schools will
be first and have priority.
Also, our physical educa-
tion classes will be able to
get out there during the
day.”

Gordon credited both
Assistant Superintendent
of Business and Opera-
tions Steven Barr and
Superintendent Dr. Steve
Matthews with their
efforts in preparing for
the renovation.

Upgrading the field
was necessary, but wait-
ing longer than other
districts also allowed two
things to happen. Both
the cost of artificial turf
installation decreased

and the technology be-
hind it improved, leading
to longevity and less
questions.

How itworks

“We went and looked
at probably 10 to 15
fields,” Gordon said. “I
talked with a lot of folks
in the KLAA, OAA, (etc.)
and asked, ‘What would
you do different?’

“The technology of the
turf has come a long way.
We put an under layer,
which is going to with-
stand our Gmax. Its a
test of how the body and
head reacts when it hits
the turf. Over the course
of its life, its going to
keep it feeling just like
grass. | think its going to
be safe, if not safer.”

The under layer is
$100,000 of the total cost,
Gordon said. While the
turfwill require are-
tread job after 10-12
years, the under layer
will not need to be re-
done. Older turf models
cost about $1 million for
installation and would
need to be replaced in
less than half that time
frame.

“It’s not biodegrad-
able, because it’s going to
preserve that Gmax for a
long, long time,” Gordon
said of the under layer.
“It’s going to act and feel
like grass. It’s going to be
anice contributor to the
community.”

While the field will be
getting redone, the track
surrounding it will not.
The varsity squad ran its
last race on it this season
April 29 against North-
ville.

“We talked about redo-
ing the track,” Gordon
said. “Turns out weve got
to blow our track up, but
there are other needs in
the district like roofs,
windows, heating and
cooling that took priori-
ty.”

For the rest of the
spring season, boys la-
crosse will play at Novi
Middle School and girls
lacrosse will play at
Meadows Stadium.

Gordon is hoping Wild-
cat Stadium will be ready
for the first football prac-
tice Aug. 11, as the offi-
cial target completion
date is Aug. 13.

Just as Brighton host-
ed Novi for its turf field
unveiling last fall, the
Aug. 28 home opener
against the Bulldogs will
do the same for Novi and
also feature the annual
TasteFest event to usher
in the new field to the
average turnout of 3,000-
4,000 Novi Nation faith-
ful.

“We are a one-horse
town on a Friday night,”
Gordon said of being
Novi’s lone public high
school. “lI want us to be
the focus in the communi-
ty. There’s nothing like
Friday night lights. You
get the cheerleading, the
marching band, the whole
community out support-
ing and the boosters.
There’s nothing like it.”

“The negotiating’ almost off
the table because there are
competing offers.”

Eisiminger agreed pre-
approval with a lender is key:

“If you have ownership,
that neighborhood’ going to
thrive,” said Eisiminger, add-
ing, “You don’t have anything
in a rental situation and it’s
not even tax-deductible.”

modification

Q:lam wondering about
the difference between mak-
ing areasonable modifica-
tion as it relates to a handi-
capped persons as opposed
to people thatdon't speak
English. Can you give me any
insight?

A: The obligation to make a
reasonable accommodation in
order to allow
areasonable
modification
applies only
for handicap
individuals not
for national
origin. There-
fore, thereisa
difference as
to what may
need to be
done for a deaf person and
what may need to be done for a
person who doesn’t speak Eng-
lish. There appears not to have
been any statement by HUD or
any case that an association
must provide at its cost a sign
language interpreter for a deaf
member attending a meeting.
That would seem to be much
more than allowing an accom-
modation from say rules and
policies, but rather it would be
the provision of a service to
the handicapped person. How-
ever, the cost of doing so may
be much less than the cost of
defending against an adminis-
trative claim or lawsuit. On the
other hand, if the association
must provide a sign language
interpreter so that a deaf per-
son may participate in a meet-
ing, query whether the associa-
tion must also arrange for
transportation for someone
who cannot walk to or drive to
a meeting so that person may
participate.

Q: lunderstand that Michi-
gan has amended its land-
lord-tenant law to permit
speedier repossession by a
landlord on atenant's death.
W hat can you tell me?

A: You are correct; the
amendment speeds up and
simplifies the process for own-
ers to retake property from
tenants who have passed away.
Under the amendment, an
owner who seeks repossession
is deemed to have not unlaw-
fully interfered with a tenant’s
possessory interest if several
conditions are met: The owner
believes the tenant had been
dead for at least 18 days, rent
has not been paid, and the own-
er waits at least 10 days after
taking various specified ac-
tions including posting notice
of intent to re-enter and con-
tacting a person previously
authorized by the tenant to
receive notices. The amend-
ment also provides that actions
to regain possession of the
premises must be commenced
within 90 days from the time
the cause of action arises or
becomes known to the owner,
but that an action for damage

Telecommuting has many
benefits for both employees and
employers. It helps workers save
time and money and gain more
flexibility, and it can increase a
company’s efficiency and reduce
its carbon footprint.

Yet the concept is still catch-
ing on in the corporate world.

Look for telecommuting-
friendly occupations

While every company, no
matter the field, differs in their
flexible-working policies, some
industries tend to have more tel-
eworking staff.

“Since you’ll likely be commis-
sioned for particular projects,
employers are open to allowing
independent contractors to turn
in work projects digitally and
communicate via social media,
i.e., Skype,” says Sudy Bharad-
waj, co-founder and CEO of
job-search platform Jackalope
Jobs.

Ask the right questions

If acompany doesn’t explicitly
say in the job posting that it’s open to
telecommuting, that doesn’t mean it
won’t allow for a more flexible work
schedule. So if you’re really inter-
ested in a position, don’t count it out.
Use the interview as a time to take
the company’s pulse on teleworking
preferences.

“When interviewing, ask the hiring
manager about the company’s policy
on telecommuting,” says Amit De,
CEO and co-founder of job-search
platform Careerleaf. “If the com-
pany has a strict anti-telecommuting
policy, the position’s probably not a
great fit for you. Just be sure that the
focus of the interview doesn’t remain
on telecommuting. Ultimately, you
still need to get hired before you can
consider telecommuting.”

Keep an open mind Even if ajob
doesn’t offer telecommuting at first,
there’s always the chance that, under
the right circumstances, your boss
will be open to the idea of a more
flexible work schedule. “The key
is to come with suggestions as to
what tools you’ll use to turn in work
and interface with co-workers when
work needs to get done,” Bharadwaj
says. “Outline practical ways to
ensure your productivity, and give
examples that note your sensitivity
to deadlines, since with telecommut-
ing you’ll need to be a self-starter
to accomplish tasks without being
micromanaged.”
