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Q&A WITH ST. JOHN PROVIDENCE'S
PATRICK MCGUIRE

With the announcementtoday of Together Health Net-
work, the newjoint venture between Ascension and CHE
Trinity health systems, the Novi News reached out to Patrick
McGuire, EVPICFO of St John Providence, for more in-
formation.

NN: How long has this network been planned?

PM: We've been working fairly hard for about the last year,
but I'd say closer to two years ago we began talking about
it.

NN: What was the driving force behind it?

PM: We're two large health systens in this state, and both
are part of national Catholic health systens.
We have a lot in common in terms of what
our mission isand what we're trying to
accomplish.

When we looked at ourselves, we have
significant presence in Michigan for both
systens, but for the most part we're not in
geographic areas where we compete with
each other.

The future of health care isto try and re-
duce the cost on a population health basis. We have a
common philosophy: The fee for service and fee for value
need to be able to deliver high-quality health care at a
reasonable cost.

We have a nice geographic fit together, a commitment to
the same core values, and we also have very compatible,
low-cost positions inthe market. There issomewhat of a
coming together and utilizing these resources we have -
and in avery cost-efficient basis sowere not duplicating
our efforts - but also bring this kind of service acrass a
broad section of Michigan. It just made a lot of sense.

NN: Isthis type of collaboration unique in the health
industry?

PM: We've had various things together - infant mortality
programs, parts of joint ventures on limited scale - but
really Ithink this isthe first time on a more major scale.

It'll be more common inthe future, but at this point it is
relatively unique. A lot of health systems, when they get
together they think merger and combining health systens,
reducing back office costs, eliminating programs. That's the
traditional way health systems have come together.

Our goal isto reduce cost of health care to consumers and
we really felt the best way was to develop more of a pop-
ulation health approach than traditional approach, which
typically can include laying off a lot (of employees).

NN: Does this joint venture hint at a possible merger
between Ascension and Trinity?

PM: No, | don't think so, but you never know what the
future isgoing to hold in any regard. We're two health
systems with a lot of respect for each other; both have
great value to the communities we serve. But | don't think
we see the value in any kind of merger together.

Each of our Michigan operations are big parts of national
health systens. A lot of the benefits you get from size and
scale, both of us already enjoy. Ascension isthe largest
health system in the country. There's no benefit. If you
were smaller, there'd be supply chain purchasing, etc., but
we both already enjoy those.

NN: What does this joint venture mean for the aver-
age consumer?

PM: Having different health care choices in the market will
provide them high-quality options that have lots of access
points for a low cost point. Asthe cost of health care has
shifted more and more to the consumer, they're concerned
about it the same as any other service - they're looking for
high quality and a reasonable cost. We think working
together we can provide it in much different way.

An additional $400
million plus for Michi-
gan’s crumbling roads
received broad and bipar-
tisan support last Thurs-
day in the state House of
Representatives.

Many lawmakers
hailed the bills as a good
first step toward an esti-
mated $1.2 billion in an-
nual needs to fix Michi-
gan’s winter-weary
roads.

“This is a great step in
Michigan and the first
step in fixing a decades-
old problem,” said state
Rep. Marilyn Lane, D-
Fraser.

But some Democrats
said the bills not only
don’t go far enough, but
also ignore sound trans-
portation policy.

They offered amend-
ments that would require
road agencies to fix ex-
isting roads and not in-
vest in new lanes or thor-
oughfares across the
state and invest some of
the new road money into

roads;

House approves $400 m

public transit. Neither
amendment passed.

“The headline tomor-
row will be ‘Congrats, the
Legislature kicked the
can down the road,” ” said
state Rep. Sam Singh,
D-East Lansing. “We
have a $2-billion problem
and this package may get
us to $450 million. But
since when do we think a
25 percent solution is
good.”

The bills would:

» Earmark 1lpercent-
age point of the 6 percent
use tax collected by the
state for transportation
funding purposes, bring-
ing in $249.2 million in
the fiscal year that be-
gins Oct. 1. In addition,
the portion of the state’s
6 percent sales tax on
gasoline that went into
the general fund will
shift to roads, bringing in
an estimated $135 million
in the 2014-15 fiscal year.

» Double the fines for
overweight trucks and
sharply increase the
permit fees for trucks to
carry overweight loads.
A total estimated in-

crease in revenues
wasn’t available, but the
increase in permit fees is
expected to see $11.1
million in estimated reve-
nues, up from the $4.3
million that was generat-
ed in fees during the
2012-13 fiscal year. The
maximum fines for over-
weight and oversized
trucks would increase to
$500.

» Require competitive
bidding and warranties
on state and local road
projects.

» Repeal the 19-cent-
per-gallon sales tax on
regular gas and 15-cent-
per-gallon tax on diesel
and replacing them with
a6 percent wholesale tax
on gas.

» Create a multitiered
system of registration
fees based on the age and
weight of cars. The sys-
tem would not have much
of an impact on most
drivers.

Armed with polls that
showed public support
for more revenues for
roads and complaints
from constituents about

illion
targeted

cars being torn apart by
growing potholes, House
Republicans introduced
the package of bills in
early April and got them
out of committee and
passed in less than a
month, which is highly
unusual in Lansing today.

“We’re maybe batting
.250 on this, but that’s
better than batting zero,”
said state Rep. Earl Po-
leski, R-Jackson. “We’re
prepared now to dedicate
the dollars to the roads.”

Gov. Rick Snyder has
been calling on the Legis-
lature for the last two
years to make the big
investment in roads,
including increasing
taxes and fees to raise
the $1.2 billion a year he
said is needed to bring
Michigan’s roads back
into decent shape. But
legislators had resisted
putting up substantial
dollars.

That changed when
the remains of the latest
wicked winter season
thawed, revealing just
how bad the roads have
gotten in the past decade.

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Nonprofit Friends of the Rouge fighting for future existence

For more than 25
years, the nonprofit
Friends of the Rouge has
been the main catalyst in
changing perceptions
about the Rouge River,
which was once one of
the most polluted water-
ways in the United States
due to the area’s heavy
industry and poor storm
water planning.

Thegroup, which
founded the annual
Rouge Rescue in 1986,
has been promoting the
restoration and stew-
ardship of the Rouge
ever since. With the help
of the federal Rouge
River Wet Weather Dem-
onstration Project, which
has granted millions of
dollars to local communi-
ties for projects that
have eliminated sewage
discharges, restored
habitat and increased
recreational opBortuni-
ties, FOTR has been a
drlvm% force in getting
the public to take owner-
ship of the river again.

Ironically, just as the
river is in the midst of a
huge comeback, the sur-
vival of Friends of the
Rouge is very much in
doubt.

Changes in
perception

The Rouge River has
four main branches that
flow primarily through
Wayne and Oakland
counties, with some of
the headwaters in Wash-
tenaw County. The water-
shed drains 438 square
miles of some of the
most urban landscape in
the state (or anywhere,
for that matter).

Many of the 48 com-
munities within the wa-
tershed have in recent
years embraced the riv-
er again, seeing it as
providing residents with
recreation such as fish-
ing, nature walks and
even canoeing. A quar-
ter-century ago, those
same communities were
warning residents to stay
away from the river.

Friends of the Rouge
has played a huge role in
this transformation,
throuc1;h not only the
annual Rouge Rescue
event in which thousands
of volunteers remove
trash from the river and
also restore habitat, but
also its highly successful
Rouge Education Project
that works with schools
throughout the water-
shed to allow students to
conduct hands-on water
quality monitoring. Both
of the programs have
connected thousands of
people with the river.

Plymouth resident
Frank Walker, who is a
retired Wayne-Westland
teacher, implemented
the Rouge Education

Project into his curricu-
lum for years at Franklin
Middle School. He said
the kids loved being able
to go down to the river
and learn in a real-world
situation.

“We did the water
quality monitoring the
entire time | was at
Franklin. We did every
single test there was. |
did that with hundreds
and hundreds of kids
over the years,” Walker
said. “A lot of those stu-
dents wanted to go into
science after thatand
also get more involved in
cleaning up the river. For
a lot of my kids, it was
their only chance to get
out into nature. And they
loved it.”

Finding new
funding

Due to great improve-
ments in water quality,
the EPA is phasing out
the Rouge River Wet
Weather Demonstration
Project. It is a big blow
to FOTR because the
organization has re-
ceived annual funding
from the program for
years. In fact, it has
provided about a third of
the group’ overall bud-
get, which this year is
about $474,000. The
grant will expire at the
end of May, which has
left the group looking at
a budget deficit and
scrambling to figure out
how it will off-set the
lost funds.

The first major
change is going to be
Rouge Rescue. Since the
first event in 1986, Rouge
Rescue has always been
held the first Saturday in
June. However, due to
the fact that FOTR gets
federal funding based on

It will take a
m ulti-layered
community approach

to save young lives

It will take a multi-faceted effort of communi-
ty of parents, teachers, community officials, com-
munity organizations and law enforcement agen-
cies to effectively knock heroin out of Oakland
County. Without a determined and cohesive at-
tack, heroin’s use will increase beyond its already
significant hike and will continue to kill teenagers
and young adults.

At a recent Heroin Town Hall, hosted by Oak-
land County Sheriff Michael Bouchard, con-
cerned parents learned the worrisome facts of
heroin use in local communities.

Year-to-date over 2013, sheriff’s deputies have
witnessed a 300-percent increase in heroin cases.
Michigan deaths from heroin overdoses have ris-
en sharyly since the 1999 through 2002 period,
when 271 deaths were reported, to 728 between
2010-12, according to an undercover sheriff’s dep-
uty.
The rise in heroin use is due in part to its affor-
dability, availability and relative purity. Some 15
20years ago, heroin was 3-to 10-percent pure and
pradded with other drugs to reduce its strength.

oday, heroin —prlman!jy from Afghanistan —is
80-t0 90-percent pure and, unlike inthe past, is not
being cut as heavily, according to depulties.

The Oakland County Commission’s chambers
were filled with parents. But they represented
only a few communities. Many were sporting
placards that shouted: “Hope for heroin addicts,”
‘l am here because | am scared for my communi-
ty” and “We support a drug-free community.”

Those parents were primarily from Waterford
and South Lyon. Clearly a majority of communi-
ties was not represented at IikeP/ what was one of
the most important meetings of the year.

“Some communities don't like to talk about it
because it is a drug problem. They think it gives a
black eye (to the community),” Bouchard said.
“It’s not a negative on property values.”

Nothing could be more true. There are few
communities that want to make a public show of
problems. But inthis case, it is necessary. Without
acknowledging a community and county prob-
lem, an effective solution cannot be developed
and the use of heroin will increase and more
young people will die.

Bouchard and his undercover deputy urged
parents to get wise and to get involved with their
children and what their children are doing. “It’s
not an inner-city drug like you think,” the deputy
said. “If you don't know about it, you better. It’s at
your door. Get into your kids’ business.”

Indeed it is. A peek of police reports in any of
the county’s communities would be an eye-opener
for parents. Motorists are stopped with heroin in
the car and the accompanying paraphernalia. Ar-
rests are made weekle/. And first responders are
seeing heroin’s deathly impact first-hand. In just
one week in April, West Bloomfield had five over-
doses out of a total of eight in the county.

Parents, teachers, community organizations
and community leaders must join forces to com-
bat the use of heroin. Parents must learn the tell-
tale signs of use. They include a powdered sub-
stance, burned straws, syringes and burned
pieces of foil, to name a few.

Today’s heroin is not the same as was used 20
years ago. Today, heroin comes primarily from
Afghanistan. Because of the abundant supply, it’s
much cheaper—as low as $10for abindle, enough
to create the high most users live for.

“Now you see why we are having these over-
doses,” Bouchard said. “The first-timer has notol-
erance to that level.”

Heroin use and overdose is one of those prob-
lems that re?uires more than a village to prevent
the deaths of many. Let’s join forces, educate our-
selves and work toward keeping our communi-
ties’youth alive.

The event was staged
by Tribute Rosies who

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New home building on a rebound, cemmvuriv
skilled workers in demand

Michael Stoskopf, CEO of
the Home Builders Associa-
tion of Southeastern Michigan,
isn’t the only one who’s gla
spring is here.

“Itisa frustratingly old
story,” Stoskopf said of this
winter’s impact on home con-
struction. Even in March,
builders could continue work
on some existing projects but
starting new home develop-
ment was difficult.

He was at an existing Can-
ton home development in mid-
March. “You could barely
drive through because there
was so much construction
activity,” Stoskopf said. “Now
we’re seeing that pick up in
April” regionally.

Based on single-family new
home permit data compiled by
the HBA of Southeastern
Michigan and reported in the
HBA/Wells Fargo Southeast-
ern Michigan Residential
Building Activity Report, 245
such permits were issued in
Macomb, Oakland, St. Clair
and Wayne counties in March
2014.

That was 15 percent higher
than February 2014 but nearly
36 percent less from March
2013 (381). HBA expects a
surge of new, single-family
home permits beginning in
Avpril..

Local areas on upswing

“The city of Novi got a lot of
activity,” he said of current
home building. For 2014
through March, new home
permits show Lyon Township
first, Novi second and Orion
Township third, with Oakland
Township fourth.

“If you don't have a job,
gou’re not going to be able to

uy a house,” he said. The
report shows local unemploy-
ment for February 2014 at 8.9
percent. Last February, it was
10.2 percent.

“Obviously that positive
growth is what makes a differ-
ence,” he said. “That has been
going up every month,” with
nine consecutive months of
local employment growth,
figuring in the active job-
seeker factor.

The number of people em-

ployed grew faster than peo-
ple seeking work locally in
that February to February
time, he explained.

“There is a shortage of
qualified labor, or experienced
labor,” he agreed, in fields
such as carpentry.

For example, there are
fewer local excavator compa-
nies. “They only can do so
much work,” Stoskopf said.

Some businesses and work-
ers relocated to places like
North Carolina during the
recession. “They havent re-
turned yet,” he Said, noting
weather is a factor for those
businesses.

He anticipates new local
businesses forming to address
that.

“We support trade educa-
tion at the hiﬁh school level,”
as well as college, but dont
have their own academy. His
association provides continu-
ing competency training for
licensing, as well as at the
national level certification.

Stoskopfand other industry
leaders advocate for high
schoolers interested in con-
struction. Such teens are often

“g%eked” about the work, he
said.

He said of the current auto
industry, “They’re turning and
burning at a high rate,” similar
to local home building.

Getting the word out

He wants parents, media
and government leaders to
recognize, “Housing and new
home construction is a valid
field here.”

His alma mater, Michigan
State, leads in construction
management bachelor’s de-
gree training, also offered at
Eastern Michigan University
and well regarded. Ferris
State University has a strong
HVAC mechanical bachelor’s
degree program, he added,
and community colleges like
Henry Ford and Schoolcraft
do well in qualifying students
for building licenses.

He doesn't see Realtors as
competitors. “In my personal
experience, it’s a symbiotic
relationship,” Stoskopf said,
adding in the boom years six
existing homes were sold for
each new one built. That de-
clined in the recession, but is

beginning to trend back up-
ward.

His daughter and son-in-
law, recently married, will
likely buy an existing home
due to financial reasons. The
home they buy, however, will
Eerhaps prompt another

omeowner to build a new
home.

Stoskopf said both new and
existing home sales are crucial
at all income levels and home
types. He added that a strong
housing market indicates a
strong, improving economy.

The HBA/ASA New Hous-
ing Permit Forecast projects a
total of 2,475 permits will be
issued in the six-month, April-
to-September time frame. If
activity is limited to the fore-
cast level, it would represent a
10 percent decline compared
to the same period in 2013
(2,756). However, if adjust-
ments are made to account for
“pent-up activity” that was not
possible during the past four
months, the six-month permit
forecast is for 2,755 permits,
equal to activity in 2013.

A Community gardens are
shared spaces at associations,
apartment complexes, and
other housing sites where resi-
dents gather to
garden and

row food.

hey can
range in size
from one com-
munal raised
bed, to hun-
dreds or thou-
sands of
square feet of
individual
plots, to several acres. They
can serve just a few residents
or as many as 50 or more, and
can serve special populations
of residents, such as seniors,
youth, or residents with dis-
abilities. Some communities
have gardens that generate
income to benefit the garden
program or for residents them-
selves, and grow a diverse
array of vegetables, flowers
and herbs for sale. Some com-
munities use their gardens to
teach classes and empower
disabled residents and young
people.

Community %ardens pro-
vide numerous benefits to
residents and to associations
such as: 1) beautifying commu-
nity grounds; 2) increasing
community property valug; 3)
creating social activities for
residents; 4) empowering
youth and disabled residents;
5) encouraging water conser-
vation, waste reduction and
recycling; and 62 giving resi-
dents access to fresh, healthy
food. A good idea if the cir-
cumstances warrant.

Q: One of our neighbors
lives on a manmade lake and
claims he has riparian rights
to it. We have been telling
him that he iswrong, but |
would like your opinion.

A In a recent case, the
Michigan Court of Appeals
ruled that riparian/littoral
rights do not attach to land
abutting a large manmade
body of water. In doing so, the
court seems to have put to rest
any issue that may have exist-
ed as to whether the Inland
Lakes and Streams Act abro-
gated the common law defini-
tion of riparian rights. In ef-
fect, the case establishes that
lands abutting artificial sur-
face water bodies do not abut a
natural water course so that
your neighbor may well be out
of luck.

Using the industry knowl-
edge and networks of recruiters
can be a critical component of
any job search. A professional
recruiter can offer career advice,
inside knowledge of your target
industry or company, compensa-
tion guidance and “cultural fit”
insight on prospective employ-
ers.

The right can
make a difference

Avoid the general inbox:
Recruiters have relationships
with human resources and hir-
ing managers, SO your resume
goes directly to them, not a “job
response inbox” containing
hundreds of resumes.

Access unadvertised oppor-
tunities: Recruiters often know
about and fill positions well
before they are advertised.

Gain valuable insight
regarding company culture: A
good recruiter should be able
to tell you about the company
culture and what to expect from
individual interviewers on your
schedule.

Getyour own advocate: As
an advocate, a recruiter can pre-
sent you in the best way, provide
feedback and follow-up, and
provide assistance through the
negotiation and hiring process.

Different types of
recruiters

Staffing recruiters work for
staffing firms to provide a wide
range of candidates to custom-
ers. Staffing recruiters may
place administrative, profes-
sional or technical candidates,
ranging from entry level to sen-
ior level, in temporary contract
or permanent jobs.

Corporate recruiters handle
most aspects of the employee
recruitment process for their
own organization. Corporate

recruiters are typically in the
human resources division.

Executive contingent re-
cruiters work for search firms
that are engaged by clients to
perform a specific search for a
range of mid- and senior-level
positions. Contingent recruit-
ers receive a fee only upon
the successful placement of a
candidate.

Executive retained recruiters
work for search firms that are
engaged by clients to perform
a specific search for a senior
executive position. Retained
recruiters receive a retainer (up-
front fee) to execute a search.

Make a recruiter shortlist

There are many types of
recruiters, and each may have
a specific industry or area of
expertise. Ideally, you should
focus on building relationships
with the recruiters that can
best help you with your career
aspirations.

Dont just engage
a recruiter, build a
relationship

The best recruiter-job seeker
relationships are mutually
beneficial. A candidate receives
access to unadvertised career
opportunities and gains an ad-
vocate. Arecruiter will appreci-
ate reciprocal access to your
network of potential referrals
as well as specific company or
industry insight.

A common job-seeker mis-
take is to engage with a recruiter
only when actively searching
for a newjob. Astrictly trans-
actional relationship candidate
needs a job, recruiter needs a
candidate to fill ajob is less
valuable for you, the recruiter
and ultimately the hiring organi-
zation. Be prepared to invest
time in building and maintain-
ing a long-term relationship.

Consider these guidelines
to strengthen a good
working relationship with
recruiters:

Make a good first impression:
Approach a recruiter as you
would a prospective employer,
and send an email with a profes-
sional cover letter or social
media message.

Make an introduction:

Introduce yourself during the
first conversation, just as you
would in an interview. Arecruit-
er will need to be comfortable
with you before advocating for
you as a candidate to a prospec-
tive employer.

Provide information: Let
recruiters know how you found
them and if you’re interested in
working for a specific company
or targeted industry.

Think longer term: Be pre-
pared to stay in touch over the
short, medium and long term to
find the right opportunity.

Keep your information cur-

rent: Ensure they never have
an out-of-date resume on file,
and update your recruiter when
things change.

Be open to constructive
feedback: A recruiter can
share a great deal of infor-
mation about the company,
job requirements and even
specific interviewer charac-
teristics before an interview.
