Traffic signals to be
modernized this summer

Drivers in Novi will be
pleased to see the modernization
of some intersections around
town.

Three intersections in Novi
are getting traffic signal up-

rades this summer, with a
ourth being added to the overall
plan. Its work might also take
place this year.

To get the work started, the
Novi City Council unanimously
awarded a construction contract
for the 2014 Signal Improve-

ments Project to Rauhorn Elec-
tric, I(gloc9 in the amount of

“I'just want to point out that
one of these signals is the infa-
mous Meadowbrook and Eight
Mile east turn lane, so | will
make a motion to approve the
award,” Mayor Pro Tem David
Staudt said in support of the
plan.

According to the Novi Public
Services department, recon-
struction and modernization of
the existing traffic signal at the
intersection of Meadowbrook
and Eight Mile roads will in-
clude a left turn signal to be

School board needs to fill seat by July 2

One of the seven seats on the
Novi Board of Education will be
empty come June 2 with the
resignation of Jason Manar and
the school district is seeking
applicants to fill that position.

If the position is not filled by
July 2, the Oakland Intermedi-
ate School District will step in
and fill it.

“The most important charac-
teristic for a school board trus-
tee is to be a critical thinker,”
board President Dennis O’Con-
nor said. *Our board takes pride
in its analytical approach to
decision-making. | hope pros-

pective candidates will ap-
proach difficult decisions with
an objective and open mind,
focused on doing what’s best for
our kids.”

O’Connor, who has been on
the board for more than five
years, said the board also prides
itself in “public engagement”
and he hopes all prospective
candidates have been engaged
in school district committees,
activities or functions over the
past couple of years.

“I believe it’s important for
future school board trustees to
have some experience as a vol-
unteer on recent school district
committees or parent organiza-
tions,” he said.

Secr_etarﬁ Shari Lebo is ap-
proaching the end (Dec. 31) of a
flve—?/ear term on the board. Her
family moved to Novi just over
six years ago. Prior to'that, she
was involved in the family’s
school district in South Carolina.

“I have always been interest-
ed in educational issues and
school/community policy,” she
said. “While growing up, my
mother worked in our local
school district office in New
York and several relatives were
school teachers.”

After moving to Novi, she
wanted to become involved in
this community, specifically the
school district. Her educational
background is in communica-

tions and intergovernmental
organizations and policy. Her
professional background is in
marketing, sales, nonprofit pro-
gramming in arts, culture and
education as well as community
leadership.

Board members have a wide
variety of skills, which is one of
the reasons the district is one of
the highest-rated in the state
and was able to overwhelmingly
pass a $70.9 million bond a few
weeks ago.

Several years ago, the board
switched from four-year to six-
year terms. That, combined with
changing the month of elections,

A new traffic signal
for the intersection of
Cabot Drive and 13 Mile
Road has also been de-
signed and was included
in the construction bid
package. However, the
construction of this pro-
posed traffic signal is
not funded in the current
budget year, but is likely
to occur soon.

It’s anticipated this
work will be completed
this summer, excluding
the Cabot-13 Mile in-
tersection, which will be
awarded and construct-
ed after July 1, if ap-
proved in the upcoming
budget.

“Just by
watching her, you can tell
that she really loves what
she does. She really lis-
tens to the kids when
they talk to her or ask
her a question. Their
faces seem to light up
when she is in the room.”

Kenneth Gutman,
Walled Lake Consolidat-
ed School District super-
intendent, said one of
Arabo’s greatest attri-
butes is her true dedica-
tion to every child.

“Her ability to reach
each of her students
from a variety of back-
grounds is simply in-

credible,” Gutman said.
“Her ever-present smile
and contaglous enthusi-
asm make her classroom
an example of all that is
right in education.”

Keith Principal Phillip
Pittman also praised
Arabo.

“Walking into Melo-
dy’s classroom, one im-
mediately feels the ex-
citement students have
for learning, in large part
because Melody puts
students and their learn-
ing at the center of ev-
erything she does,” he
said. “Melody differ-
entiates her instruction
for each student’s benefit
and, by using a multitude
of formative assess-
ments, she is able to pro-
vide specific, timely
feedback to catalyze
learning and growth.”

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Expert: Human trafficking
real problem Iin Michigan

News of schoolgirls kid-
napped in Nigeria has dom-
inated headlines lately, but
Jane P. White knows human
trafficking also happens in
Michigan.

“There is a cycle we have
to understand,””White, direc-
tor of the Michigan Human
Trafficking Task Force, told a
local audience Thursday.

She told members and
guests of the Plymouth-Can-
ton Branch, American Associ-
ation of University Women,
of a teen girl who met a man,
who said he was 21, online.
The two met soon after at a
mall and had sex in a dress-
ing room. The girl was taken
to a hotel room and tens of
dozens of men raped her over
three days.

She was taken to the local
police station when freed.
“The police officer said to
her, ‘Hello, slut,” White said.

The girl spent some nine
months recovering at a ranch
facility out west and began
community college in Michi-
gan. She spoke at a confer-
ence as a victim, and another

oliceman, also a father and
usband, apologized.

“No man has ever said that
to me since this started,” was
the young woman’s reply,
White said. The victim? life
soon turned downward again.

Labor trafficking

White’s task force is based
in the School of Criminal
Justice at Michigan State
University, but depends on
donations for its work. She
told an attentive AAUW audi-
ence that night in Canton that
the United Nations believes
trafficking for labor is likely
more common that for prosti-
tution.

“Also, it often overlaps,”
she said. “It is the third larg-
est criminal enterprise inthe
world.”

Human trafficking begins
with a promise, such as an
education or decent wages.

White noted a Michigan state
inspector who saw a man

with a shotgun in a farm field
where workers were.

The state worker later told
her supervisor, but when they
returned the crop had been
picked and the workers were
gone. “What’s important is
every one of us saying,
‘Sor_nethl_rcljg is just'not right,
White said. )

She described signs on
Michigan freeways aimed at
truck drivers showing an
Asian woman for massages:
“Why the Asian woman? She’s
not there. It’s exotic. It’s all
kinds of stereotypes we have
attached to that.’

The average age is 12
when girls began as prosti-
tutes. White asked her audi-
ence for words to describe a
prostitute and then a 12-year-
old girl who’s abused sexually
by her uncle. The audience
realized the two girls are the
same age, 12,

Of the 450,000 kids who
run away annually, one-third
will be agﬁroached by a pimp
within 48 hours, White said.
“How come the police can't
find them, but the pimp can?”
said White, a former police-
woman.

She recommends the In-
ternal Revenue Service going
after such illegal enterprises.
“Bad guys got to pay taxes.
They’re methodical,” she said
of IRS agents. “They just
keep moving in.”

Trafficking also involves
money and control. White
noted the Elizabeth Smart
case, the girl kidnapped from
her home at 14 and raped
daily by her tormentor for
nine months.

Smart was told her family
would be killed if she spoke
out. Police approached the
two three separate times
before Smart was rescued,;
she had the “Stockholm syn-
drome” of identifying with
her attacker and even when
back with her family asked
about him in the beginning.

“He’s not my pimp, he’s
my boyfriend,” is something

White and other task force
members often hear from
victims.

Trafficking victims some-
times have support durinlg
the trial; “But after that, lots
of luck,” said White, who
noted the FBI has no cate-
gory for trafficking, which
mellkes law enforcement diffi-
Cult.

Support for victims

She noted the success of
Alcoholics Anonymous and is
starting with others a support
system of victims with other
victims. White also told the
AAUW audience she favors
“safe harbor” in which 17-
year-olds are considered
victims rather than being
charged with a crime.

“I love law enforcement.
They are very important in
this, incredibly important,”
she said. Victim services are
a key component.

In answering questions,
she cited 300 teachers from
Thailand promised jobs
teaching in North Carolina
but given field worker jobs.
Those people later were sent
to New Orleans for hurricane
clean-up.

She also described abuses
in the garment industry. One
man received a 40-year pris-
on sentence, but his victims
were shamed in their culture
and unable to return home to

State Rep. Kurt Heise, a Ply-
mouth Republican, worked with
human trafficking expert Jane P.
White during White’s time on the
Michigan Commission on Human
Trafficking.

“We put together a very di-
verse group,” Heise said of the
bipartisan commission, which
included White, who spoke
Thursday, May 15, in Canton.

The state Legislature started
work on human trafficking laws
in January 2013, said Heise, chair
of the Criminal Justice Commit-
tee. He cited state Sen. Judy
Emmons, a Republican, who rep-
resents Clinton, lonia, Isabella
and Montcalm counties, as the
Senate leader.

Emmons chairs the Families,
Seniors and Human Services
Committee.

Legislators are wrapping up
work, said Heise, who cited their
partnership with Michigan At-
torney General Bill Schuette.
Schuette’s website includes a
report on human trafficking,
more than 60 pages.

At least 25 bills were intro-
duced in the House, Heise said,
and about 12 in the Senate. House
bills were more criminal justice-
oriented, “ways that we can hit
the human traffickers in the
pocketbook.”

“People are trafficked pre-
dominantly through border com-
munities like Detroit, Miami,” he
said.

In the Senate, the focus was
more on social services such as
rehabilitation, medical reporting,
“strengthening the protocols for
medical professionals to identify
human trafficking,” he said.
“Part of it, too, is training law
enforcement.”

Heise added legislators and
others have worked on protocols
and training for hotels, airlines
and others who encounter traf-
ficking victims. _

“It puts more pressure, it
raises awareness,” he said of
pending state laws, adding some
cases have been fprosecuted suc-
cessfully under federal law.

“We've got to have better rules
in place in Michigan,” he added.

Dennis Skupinski is a
man with a mission.

“Museum people are
talking about it now to

I’m working with the
Yankee Air Museum and
Selfridge.”

The Ann Arbor resi-
dent’s interest the Great
War dates back to the
1960s, when he was 14
years old.

“This started me
looking for and collecting
items from the First
World War. The%/ were
inexpensive or free com-
pared to Civil War items
and something that as a
kid I could collect with
spending much money.
Now, of course, things
have changed.”

Detroit and World War 1.
Among them was the
retooling of the auto
industry to support the
war effort and Rosie’s
mom.

Could kill November petition drive
seeking $10.10 hourly worker pay

LANSING —Despite
angry protests from
advocates for a minimum
wage hike to $10.10 per
hour, the Senate passed a
hike in the state’s mini-
mum wage to $9.20 per
hour by a vote of 24-14.

The bill, however, also
could scuttle a petition
drive that would raise it
to the higher amount.

Senate Majority Lead-
er Randy Richardville,
R-Monroe, introduced
the bill last week and
offered it up for a vote
May 15. Ten of the 12

Democrats in the Senate
joined 14 Republicans in
approving the measure.
There were no commit-
tee hearings on the hill,
which would repeal the
existing minimum wage
law and reinstate it with
one that gradually raises
the hourly rate from the
current $7.40 to $9.20 per
hour by 2017 and from
$2.65 to $3.50 per hour
for tipped employees
such as waitresses and
bartenders.

“I've long been a vocal
proponent for raising the
minimum wage,” said
state Sen.

But Richardville’s bill
would short-circuit the
process if it’s passed by
the House and signed
into law by Gov. Rick
Snyder, who said last
week: “I a[)preciate Sen.
Richardville putting a
bill in on this.

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E-cigarettes: Big business, unanswered guestions

Brighton resident
Gary Adams tried every-
thing from prescription
cessation treatments to
hypnotism to kick his
42-year smoking habit
with no success.

That all changed when
Adams switched to bat-
tery-powered electronic
cigarettes, or e-ciga-
rettes, which produce a
non-ash vapor from lig-
uid containing varying
amounts of nicotine.

He purchases e-ciga-
rette liquid, or e-liquid,
of increasingly lower
nicotine levels with a
goal of quitting smoking.

“I haven't had a real
cigarette in about 10 or
more days now. It almost
makes the regular ciga-
rette taste like crap,’
Adams said at Patriot
Vapes, an e-cigarette
shop in Genoa Township
that opened about four
months ago.

“I'd like to see every-
one get on this and make
cigarettes a thing of the
past,” he added.

But e-cigarettes have
only recently gained
widespread appeal and
created enough demand
for shops that cater spe-
cifically to e-cigarette
users.

Little official testing
has been done on either
potential long-term
health risks or benefits
of “vaping” or smoking
e-cigarettes.

o0 the chagrin of
many, there are no offi-
cial rules barring minors
from buying e-cigarettes.

Much of the e-ciga-
rette debate surrounds
the allegation that a va-
riety of e-liquid flavors,
such as bubblegum and
various fruit flavorings,
are intended to attract
children.

Dollars and cents
Patriot Vapes, which
also has locations in Can-
ton Township, Sterling
Heights and Murfrees-
boro, Tenn., meanwhile,
is self-imposing its own
strict quidelines, man-
ager Michael Maynard

explained.

For starters, Maynard
said he checks identifica-
tion on all customers who
appear under age 30.

Patriot Vapes, at 3180
E. Grand River Ave.,
sells e-liquid with from
zero nicotine to 24 mil-
ligrams of nicotine. Its
starter kits cost from
about S30to $150. It costs
about $50 per month for
accessories from the
store, Maynard said.

The store chain is

owned and operated by
Amanda Cesnick, a for-
mer Macomb County
resident and disabled
veteran. She is May-
nard’ cousin.

“We dont want to
associate these with
cigarettes. We don't want
these sold next to ciga-
rettes,” Maynard said.
“This is our thing.”

Cheaper e-cigarettes
available at drug stores
and gas stations often
produce less vapor, May-
nard said.

He said his customers
quickly reduce cigarette
smoking once they
switch to e-cigarettes.
The trend is attributable
to both the similarity to
actual cigarettes and
simply enjoying a good
“vape,” Maynard said.

“They would either
quit smoking 100 percent
and for the people that
are smoking two packs a
day they’re down to like
five cigarettes a day in a
couple weeks,” Maynard
said.

“Everybody’s happy
about it. Their sense of
taste comes back.
They’re working out in
the gym. So there’s no
negative side effects to
it,” he added.

The business not only
doesn’t sell to minors,
but shares “horror sto-
ries” of the harmful ef-
fects of smoking with
them, he added.

The business has
hired a lobbyist to con-
vince Lansing lawmakers
that e-cigarettes are an
effective tool to help
people kick cigarettes
for good.

Cary Lee said his busi-
ness has helped about
20,000 people across
Michigan quit cigarettes.

He said his stores
handle customers with
“love,” helping them find
the perfect e-fluid flavor
to wean them off ciga-
rettes.

“That’s what we do,”
Cary Lee said.

Maynard and Lee both
said doctors refer pa-
tients to their stores to
help them quit smoking.

Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention
data issued last month
suggest e-cigarette vap-
ing does not promote
good health, however.

The CDC study found
the number of calls to
poison centers involving

e-cigarette liquids con-
taining nicotine rose
from once per month in
September 2010 to 215
per month in February of
this year.

More than half of the
calls to poison centers
due to e-cigarettes in-
volved children under
age 5. About 42 percent
of the poison calls in-
volved people age 20 and
older.

“This report raises
another red flag about
e-cigarettes - the liquid
nicotine used in e-ciga-
rettes can be hazardous,”
CDC Director Dr. Tom
Frieden said. “Use of
these products is sky-
rocketing and these poi-
sonings will continue.
E-cigarette liquids as
currently sold are a
threat to small children
because they are not
required to be childproof
and they come in candy
and fruit flavors that are
appealing to children.”

The CDC earlier
found the percentage of
U.S. middle and hig
school students who use
e-cigarettes more than
doubled from 2011 to
2012.

Legal debate
Officials in Lansing

and Washington, D.C,,

are scrambling to deter-

mine how to best reg-
ulate e-cigarettes - which
do not contain tobacco -
and keep them out of the
hands of minors.

The U.S. Food and
Drug Administration has
proposed adding e-ciga-
rettes to its regulatory
oversight, which current-
ly includes cigarettes
cigarette tobacco, roll-
your-own tobacco and
smokeless tobacco. The
proposed rule would
allow the FDA to enforce
age restrictions for e-
cigarettes and conduct
scientific tests on the
devices.

Legislation is pro-
gressing in Lansing that
would amend Michigan’s
Youth Tobacco Act to
include as violations
purchase or sale of e-
cigarettes to those under
age 18. As with the sale
of tobacco products, sale
of e-cigarettes to minors
would carry $50 fines for
both sellers and minors
under the bills.

Senate Bills 667-668
were unanimously ap-
proved in the Senate in
March and have await a
full House vote. State
Sen. Joe Hune, R-Ham-
burg Township, co-spon-
sored Senate Bill 667.

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B entivolio’™s opponent makes accusation

Contract might have
vidlated statute

U.S. Rep. Kerry Benti-
volio, R-Milford, ac-
knowledged in a legal
filing last month signing
a contract with a cam-
paign worker that Benti-
volio himself says may
have encouraged the
worker to violate cam-
paign law.

Now Bentivolio’s oppo-
nent wants to know if the
congressman is guilty of
acrime as well.

It’s unlikely such an
allegation would stick,
but the episode still puts
Bentivolio in a bad light.
Even if the contract
wasn'tillegal, as some
campaign experts think it

wouldn’t have been, the
congressman himself
still claims it was, which
raises the question —
unanswered in legal fil-
ings — why he signed it
in the first place.

“It’s all quite odd,”
said Paul Ryan, senior
counsel with the Cam-
paign Legal Center in
Washington, D.C., who
doesn't think the contract
violates election law, but
says Bentivolio’ arguing

Itcomes at a time
when Bentivolio is
caught in atough pri-
mary battle with David
Trott, a Birmingham
lawyer who has lined up
endorsements across
Oakland County.

Calls and emails to
Bentivolio’ staff and
lawyers were notimme-
diately returned last
week after Trott’s cam-
paign staff held a confer-
ence call abouta com-
plaint filed with the Fed-
eral Election Commission
by former Plymouth
Township Police Chief
Carl Berry asking wheth-
er Bentivolio violated
federal law.

The controversy sur-

rounds a contract signed
by Bentivolio, a political
newcomer who won elec-
tion in 2012, and Robert
Dindoffer, his former
campaign manager, who
says his ex-boss owes
him more than $150,000.
The case is being argued
in Oakland County Cir-
cuit Court.

Last month, Bentivo-
lio’s lawyers asked for
the case to be dismissed,
saying the contract is
void because itincludes a
bonus to be paid equal to
10 percent of funds ex-
pended by outside groups
in support of Bentivolio’s
effort.

Since communications
and coordination on spe-
cific independent expen-
ditures with outside
groups are prohibited,
Bentivolio’s lawyers said
the contract “causes an

incentive to cause vio-
lations” of federal law
and therefore shouldn’t
be enforced.

But not everyone
agrees that it is an illegal
contract. Though cam-
paign law experts in
Washington said they had
never heard of such a
bonus before, they said it
probably wouldn’t violate
election law. Ryan noted
that violations have to be
tied to specific expendi-
tures; Jan Baran, an at-
torney at Wiley Rein, said
the bonus clause could be
seen simply as a reward
for running a campaign
successful enough to
attract outside money.

“It doesn’t mean the
manager... is coordinat-
ing,” Baran said.

But it still leaves open
the question why Benti-
volio would sign it and

then later — once a law-
suit was filed — publicly
conclude it was illegal.
Even Charlie Spies,
Trott’s legal counsel and
head of Clark Hill’s politi-
cal law practice in Wash-
ington, said there’ no
evidence of improper
coordination, despite
Bentivolio’s own belief
that the contractis void
because it could encour-
age it.

“It’s possible that
Dindoffer duped Benti-
volio and it’s possible that
Bentivolio believed at the
time he was engaging in a
contract thatwasnt le-
gally permissible. I don’t
know the answer,” Spies
said. “But neither answer
is flattering to the con-
gressman.”

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Buckle up, it's Click It or Ticket time

Do you believe you don’t need
a seat belt because your vehicle
has air bags? Have you decided
not to use a seat belt because it
wrinkles your clothing?

Those are just a few of the
reasons people don’t use seat
belts. The factis, seat belts are
the most effective safety feature
ever invented and have helped
save thousands of lives. Sadly,
one in five Americans fails to
regularly wear a seat belt when
driving or riding in a motor vehi-
cle.

Beginning this week, local
police departments, sheriff’s
offices and Michigan State Po-
lice posts in 40 counties will
conduct federally funded seat
belt enforcement zones through
the busy Memorial Day travel
weekend as part of the annual
Click It or Ticket campaign,
which seeks to reduce traffic
deaths and injuries by increas-
ing seat belt use.

Michigan law requires all
drivers and passengers 15 and
younger in any seating position
to be buckled up. Children must
be in a car seat or booster seat
until they are 8 years old or 4
feet, 9 inches tall. Unbuckled
motorists face a $65 penalty if

In January, we lost a beautiful
young member of our family to
heroin. A few weeks ago, when
we traveled to Benzie County, we
learned of six heroin overdoses
in only three months. According
to the state of Michigan, over-
dose deaths in Michigan in-
creased from 271 during 1999-
2002 to 728 from 2010-12 and
continue to climb. Admissions to
heroin treatment programs
more than doubled to 13,600 in
2013.

Some Michigan lawmakers
are looking at legislation to allow
friends and families of an addict
to administer a heroin antidote
in event of overdose. They state
this is due to the person being
unable to administer it to them-
selves during overdose. | un-
derstand the thinking behind
this type of action; however, it
does not stop the problem.

Drug addiction is real and
there are youth and families that
need assistance in helping them-
selves. There are Narcotics
Anonymous meetings for those
who need help - they can be
located at www.na.org. We must
also educate our communities
and youth about what these
drugs can do to them. This starts
in our homes, neighborhoods,
schools, congregations and our
leaders.

However, that is only one part
of the journey away from these
tragedies. Many of our youth are
turning to drugs as they are not
engaged in their schools and
communities. Parents and com-
munity leaders need to assist our
youth with jobs and training and
encouragement. Not only should
we help our own children, but
look to your neighborhood youth,
your community youth - we need
to concern ourselves with them
also.

It is not only morally right,
but it also affects our neigh-
borhoods, schools and communi-
ties. We must look at how to help
our youth get the help they need
and assist them in getting
trained and finding other al-
ternatives.

fined to a wheelchair walking to
her car, driving down the free-
way. At her destination, she got
out of the car and walked with no
problems.

Disability claims have in-
creased more than 20 percent in
just the last five years, even
though workplace safety prac-
tices have continuously im-
proved through the years.

I know the large majority of
those claims are legitimate. |
have no problem with that. It’s
the freeloaders I am concerned
about.

These freeloaders are crimi-
nals, the same as any common
thief doing jail time. The televi-
sion show did not state if any of
these criminals were ever tried
and convicted of these crimes.

Was restitution mandated?
Were any jailed? What about the
lawyers and doctors who are
involved in these scams? Were
any of them ever prosecuted?

Their attitude is really dis-
turbing. They have no feeling of
guilt and, if caught, the punish-
ment will probably be minor.

For some unknown reason,
they believe they are entitled to
these tax-paid benefits. After all,
it’s just free government money.
It’s better than working. It also
allows them free time to do
whatever they want, including
illegal work. Their annual in-
come sometimes exceeds that of
the average taxpaying citizen
working 9 to 5.

Men also wore
their seat belts less than women
in fatal crashes - 56 percent of
men were unrestrained, com-
pared to 43 percent of women.

And young adults are dying at
adisproportionate rate because
they are not wearing their seat
belts. Sixty-two percent of 18- to
34-year-old passenger vehicle
occupants killed in crashes were
not wearing their seat belts.

According to the AAA of
Michigan forecast, nearly 1.1
million people are expected to
travel for the Memorial Day
weekend, a 1.3-percent increase
over last year. Of those, nearly a
million travelers will take a road
trip.

If you’re one of those 1 million
people, be sure to buckle your
seat belt and keep doing so.
Wearing a seat belt shouldn’t be
tied to a two-week enforcement
campaign. It needs to be done
every time you get into a car.

Michael Stoskopf, CEO of
the Home Builders Associa-
tion of Southeastern Michigan,
isnt the only one who’s glad
spring is here.

“Itis a frustratingly old
story,” Stoskopf said of this
winter’s impact on home con-
struction. Even in March,
builders could continue work
on some existing projects but
starting new home develop-
ment was difficult.

He was at an existing Can-
ton home development in mid-
March. “You could barely
drive through because there
was so much construction
activity,” Stoskopf said. “Now
we’re seeing that pick up in
April” regionally.

Based on single-family new
home permit data compiled by
the HBA of Southeastern
Michigan and reported in the
HBA/Wells Fargo Southeast-
ern Michigan Residential
Building Activity Report, 245
such permits were issued in
Macomb, Oakland, St. Clair
and Wayne counties in March
2014.

Thatwas 15 percent higher
than February 2014 but nearly
36 percent less from March
2013 (381). HBA expects a
surge of new, single-family
home permits beginning in
April-

Local areas on upswing

“The city of Novi got a lot of
activity,” he said of current
home building. For 2014
through March, new home
permits show Lyon Township
first, Novi second and Orion
Township third, with Oakland
Township fourth.

“If you don’t have a job,
you’re not going to be able to
buy a house,” he said. The
report shows local unemploy-
ment for February 2014 at 8.9
percent. Last February, it was
10.2 percent.

“Obviously that positive
growth is what makes a differ-
ence,” he said.

“geeked” about the work, he
said.

Q:lhave heard thatthe
popularity of community
gardens has exploded in re-
centyears nationwide. Can
you give some idea of what
atcommunity garden is?

A: Community gardens are
shared spaces at associations,
apartment complexes, and
other housing sites where resi-
dents gather to
garden and
grow food.

They can
range in size
from one com-
munal raised

bed, to hun-

dreds or thou- Robert
sands of Meisner
square feet of

individual

plots, to several acres. They
can serve just a few residents
or as many as 50 or more, and
can serve special populations
of residents, such as seniors,
youth, or residents with dis-
abilities. Some communities
have gardens that generate
income to benefit the garden
program or for residents them-
selves, and grow a diverse
array of vegetables, flowers
and herbs for sale. Some com-
munities use their gardens to
teach classes and empower
disabled residents and young
people.

Community gardens pro-
vide numerous benefits to
residents and to associations
such as: 1) beautifying commu-
nity grounds; 2) increasing
community property value; 3)
creating social activities for
residents; 4) empowering
youth and disabled residents;
5) encouraging water conser-
vation, waste reduction and
recycling; and 6) giving resi-
dents access to fresh, healthy
food. A good idea if the cir-
cumstances warrant.

Q: One of our neighbors
lives on a manmade lake and
claims he has riparian rights
to it. We have been telling
him that he iswrong, butl
would like your opinion.

A: In arecent case, the
Michigan Court of Appeals
ruled that riparian/littoral
rights do not attach to land
abutting a large manmade
body of water. In doing so, the
court seems to have putto rest
any issue that may have exist-
ed as to whether the Inland
Lakes and Streams Act abro-
gated the common law defini-
tion of riparian rights. In ef-
fect, the case establishes that
lands abutting artificial sur-
face water bodies do not abut a
natural water course so that
your neighbor may well be out
of luck.

Few industries added as
many jobs to the national
economy as healthcare did
in 2013 with the creation
0f 271,000 new positions.
The trend is continuing in
2014, as hospitals, private
practices, outpatient care
centers, and other or-
ganizations maintain their
pursuit ofjob seekers. In
fact, data on jobs posted
to HEALTHeCAREERS
Network from January 1
through March 31, recent-
ly revealed a 16 percent
increase in advertisements
over the same period last
year.

Earning a
median salary of $19,910
per year, these profession-
als work within the homes
of elderly clients, in small
group homes, or in larger
residential care facilities.
Daily tasks may include
assisting clients with bath-
ing and dressing, as well
as housekeeping, shop-
ping, meal preparation,
and transporting clients.

Registered nurses,
+526,800jobs

A close second in the
BLS’s list of high growth
occupations is registered
nurse. Earning a median

salary of $65,470 per year,
these professionals work
in a variety of environ-
ments, from hospitals and
physician offices to nurs-
ing care facilities, schools,
and the military. Daily RN
tasks generally include
recording patient medical
histories, administering
treatments, performing
diagnostic tests, consulting
with physicians, and pro-
viding patient education.

Home health aides,
+424,200jobs

Home health aides
fall in the number four
position on the BLS’s list.
Earning a median salary
of $20,820 per year, most
home health aides work
within their client’'s homes,
though some are employed
within small group homes
and larger residential care
facilities. Their daily du-
ties are similar to that of
personal care aides with
two major differences:
home health aides work
under the supervision of
medical professionals
(such as registered nurses)
and may provide basic
health-related services.

Nursing assistants,
+312,200jobs

Landing at number
six on the BLS’s list of
occupations with the
highest projected change
in employment are nurs-
ing assistants. Earning a
median salary of $24,400

per year, these profes-
sionals primarily work in
skilled nursing facilities,
hospitals, and residential
care facilities. Daily tasks
may include the bathing
and dressing of patients,
transferring patients be-
tween bed and wheelchair,
measuring vital signs,
reporting to nurses, and
helping patients with their
meals.

Licensed practical and li-
censed vocational nurses,
+182,900jobs

In the last position
in the BLS's listof top
20 growth occupations
is licensed practical and
licensed vocational nurse.
Earning a median salary
of $41,540 per year, LPNs
and LVNs work in skilled
nursing facilities, hospitals
and physician offices as
well as home healthcare
services and residential
care facilities. While
working under the supervi-
sion of RNs and physi-
cians, these professionals
may monitor patient
health, administer basic
care, maintain patient
records, and assist patients
with bathing and dressing.
