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ITC donates 
$250,000 
to Novi 
Parks

State’s per-pupil funding increase 
really means less money for Novi

Foundation
Novi-based ITC 

Holdings Corp. is 
donating $250,000 to 
support the devel­
opment of parks and 
recreation programs 
in the city of Novi. 
Members of the 
Novi City Council 
accepted a proposal 
during Monday’s 
council meeting to 
extend ITC’s naming 
rights for the ITC 
Community Sports 
Park through 2018.

The five-year 
$50,000 annual 
pledge will provide 
the nonprofit Novi 
Parks Foundation 
with further means 
to pursue its long­
term strategic recre­
ation vision in Novi -  
to be the first city in 
Oakland County to 
build a world class 
greenway trail sys­
tem to connect its 
parks together.

The agreement 
brings ITC’s total 
10-year commitment 
to $750,000 and in­
cludes signage for 
the sports park and 
the trail head, which 
will follow the exist­
ing ITC transmission 
corridor, once the 
trail becomes acces­
sible to the public.
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District will receive smaller grant from state next year

How can a statewide increase 
between $50 and $175 in the 
per-pupil foundation allowance 
for K-12 schools wind up as a 
reduction of $16 per student for 
the Novi district?

Steve Matthews, superinten­
dent of Novi Community 
Schools, can explain the impact 
on his district of the budget 
adopted by a conference com­
mittee June 10, but that doesn’t

mean he likes or understands it.
“Novi would get a $50 per 

student increase,” he said, “yet 
our retirement cost increase 
when calculated is a $64 per 
student increase.”

Matthews was referring to 
the costs for Michigan Public 
School Employees Retirement 
System -  costs school districts 
must pay for retirement, health 
and other structural costs.

Additionally, he said, the best 
practice money is cut from $52 
per student to $50 per student:

“So, in effect, we lose another $2 
per student there.”

By adding the increase of $50 
per student and deducting the 
increased cost of $64 per stu­
dent and the loss of $2 per stu­
dent in best practice, next year 
Novi schools will see a reduction 
of $16 per student.

“It is hard to understand the 
Legislature’s rationale,” Mat­
thews said.

“I agree that lower-funded 
districts should receive an equi­
ty payment increase, but how 
can the Legislature believe that 
this is fair or appropriate?”

Novi is one of nearly 150

school districts in the state that 
will actually see a decrease, not 
increase, in per-pupil funding 
under the new school aid bud­
get.

“Once again, Lansing poli­
ticians continue to cut money 
from our schools while other 
areas of government get more 
funds -  and that raises some real 
questions about their commit­
ment to our kids’ futures,” said 
Mark Burton, executive director 
of the Tri-County Alliance for 
Public Education, which repre­
sents superintendents in Oak-

State Fair 
expected to 

be even better 
this year

There are two numbers worth noting in each school year. First, there is the foundation allowance. This is w hat the state provides to Novi and is the first number in
each school year.
At the bottom of the column for each school year is the total state aid number. That takes into account other funds the district receives.
In Novi, the foundation allowance is $8,409 for the 2014-15 school year, an increase of $50 from the 2013-14 school year.
Novi's total state aid will be $8,630 for 2014-15, compared to $8,582 in 2013-14. However, note that Novi has an increase in its retirement rate for 2014-15 that costs 
the district, when it is calculated out, $64 per student.
So available money to spend next year in the district will be $8,566 per student -  $16 less than Novi had available in the 2013-14 school year.
"So the state can say that we received an increase," said Dr, Steve Matthews, Novi's superintendent, "but because of costs increases in the retirement rate, we 
ultimately will have less to spend per student in 2014-15 than we did in 2013-14."
This chart was created when the governor's, the House's and the Senate's proposals were still in play, hence the columns for those three potential budgets. The 
2014-15 projection is the final number that Novi provided.
"You can see that any way you look at it-fo u n d a tio n  allowance or total state a id -N o v i receives less in 2014-15 than we did in 2008-09," Matthews said.

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Developer gets OK for Napier-10 Mile development

Rathmor Park on the northwest corner of 10 Mile and Napier roads will include more than 80 homes valued 
between $400,000 and $550,000. h a l g o u l d  | s ta ff  p h o t o g r a p h e r

A development on the north­
west corner of Napier and 10 
Mile roads has cleared all of 
Lyon Township’s approvals to 
begin work on just more than 
80 upscale residential lots.

The township master plan 
called for one home per acre 
on the property, however, the 
developer was approved for 
the extra half-dozen homes 
through the planned devel­
opment unit, in exchange for 
other improvements the devel­
oper will make in the area.

Lyon Trustee Steve Adams 
was the lone dissenting vote to 
approve the PUD. PUDs are 
allowed in the master plan and 
the PUD allows the township to 
increase density if the devel­
oper provides enough public 
benefit to offset the change.

The Rathmor Park project 
developers Andy Millia and 
Randy Wertheimer promised 
to pay $50,000 toward a tree 
preservation fund and $185,000 
to help pave Napier Road. Lyon 
and Novi are paying 20 percent 
each for the paving costs. The 
$185,000 will go toward Lyon

Township’s share.
Another perk from the 

Rathmor Park development is 
that it is an upper-scale proper­

ty and one of the first sub­
divisions on the eastern limits 
of Lyon, abutting high-priced 
homes on the western end of

Novi, officials said. The devel­
opers expect homes there to 
sell in the $400,000 to $550,000 
range.

“There’s a continuity of 
housing types,” Supervisor 
Lannie Young said. “It’s a high- 
level product coming in at the 
eastern entrance.”

Adams asked: “Why are we 
going so far away from the 
master plan? We’re adding 
population and new homes and 
that’s not the answer.”

Trustee Sean O’Neil noted 
that development is necessary 
to help pay, through usage 
fees, for the township’s water 
and sewer development.

Those water and sewer 
extensions were made years 
ago, because there were 
threats of annexation, and that 
was the clearest solution to 
fend off other communities 
from eating away at Lyon’s 
property, township Treasurer 
Patty Carcone said. If the 
township had water and sewer 
lines, other communities were 
forbidden from annexing prop­
erty.

“We never wanted to be in 
the sewer and water business,” 
Carcone said. “It forced us to 
save the township property.”

Novi District Judge 
Brian MacKenzie should 
be held in contempt of 
court for ignoring an 
order to disclose domes­
tic violence cases he 
dismissed, according to 
a complaint filed Ibes- 
day by Oakland County 
Prosecutor Jessica Coop­
er.

Circuit Judge Colleen 
O’Brien in February 
ordered MacKenzie to 
provide the files to Coop­
er’s office after conclud­
ing MacKenzie had bro­
ken state law with his 
sentences and illegally 
dismissed cases without 
notifying prosecutors.

Cooper said her staff 
has found at least 33 
more domestic violence

cases that MacKenzie 
mishandled and failed to 
disclose, on top of 22 
previously noted cases. 
His secrecy violates 
O’Brien’s order and he 
should face a contempt 
of court finding, Cooper 
argued.

Sanctions for con­
tempt can include jail 
time.

MacKenzie and his 
lawyer, John Lynch, did 
not immediately respond 
to a request for com­
ment. In past court fil­
ings, MacKenzie has 
called Cooper’s allega­
tions “false, impertinent 
and scandalous.”

Cooper said in her 
pleading that 30 of the 33 
domestic violence cases 
her office recently un­
covered included sen­
tences that “blatantly 
violated state law.” Two

other cases may have 
included illegal sen­
tences, but because Mac­
Kenzie sealed those 
files, prosecutors could 
cannot be certain, she 
said.

She also said he was 
ordering files sealed and 
sentencing defendants 
when he knew there 
would be no prosecutor 
in the courtroom to ob­
ject.

“I’m not surprised,” 
Cooper told the Detroit 
Free Press. “This is a 
rogue judge.”

O’Brien ruled in in 
February that MacKen­
zie had violated state law 
at least eight time by 
illegally dismissing do­
mestic violence cases or 
reducing sentences.

Among the cases 
O’Brien cited was one 
involving a woman

charged with kicking in 
her husband’s bedroom 
door and assaulting him. 
MacKenzie dismissed 
the charges without 
approval of the prose­
cutor or the victim. 
O’Brien ruled his actions 
in that case were illegal.

In another instance, 
MacKenzie dismissed a 
domestic violence case 
against a woman who 
pleaded guilty to strik­
ing her husband in the 
eye as he held their 2- 
year-old daughter. Mac­
Kenzie originally sen­
tenced her to one year 
probation, but he dis­
missed the case June 3, 
2013, “on motion of pros­
ecuting attorney.”

Coopers insists there 
was no such motion and 
that her office would 
have contested a dis­
missal. When her office

sought a transcript of 
the hearing, she was told 
there was none.

No hearing has been 
scheduled yet on Coop­
er’s latest complaint.

Wayne State Univer­
sity Law Professor Peter 
Henning said that if 
O’Brien determined 
MacKenzie was, indeed, 
violating her court order, 
she could find him in 
contempt and punish 
him in several ways, up 
to and including jail 
time.

“But that’s getting 
pretty close to the nucle­
ar option,” he said. 
“Judge O’Brien has sev­
eral options and you 
don’t want to disrupt a 
court.”

Other sanctions could 
include ordering him to 
appear before her, fining 
him or warning him.

“This is one the dis­
trict court judge is ulti­
mately not going to win,” 
Henning said. “He’s 
come to the attention of 
the circuit court and 
they’re going to expect 
him to comply with the 
law. A judge, above any­
one else, is expected to 
comply with an order.”

MacKenzie has not 
faced an election chal­
lenge since 1988, but now 
has two attorneys who 
hope to unseat him. Scott 
Powers, son of MacKen- 
zie’s colleague, Dennis 
Powers, is running 
against him, as well as 
Travis Reeds, MacKen- 
zie’s former law clerk.

The Oakland County 
Bar Association and the 
Free Press are sponsor­
ing a candidate debate at 
7 p.m. Monday at Wixom 
City Hall.

I
 left fifth grade as 
normal as any other 
fifth-grader at Inez 
Elementary School in 
Albuquerque, N.M. I had 
my group of friends. I 
was doing well in school.

I had been the master of 
ceremonies for our fifth- 
grade talent show. I had 
won the school 60-yard 
dash during field day. I 
was first chair trumpet. 
During lunch and recess, 
I did not have to worry 
about who I was going to 
hang out with - 1 knew 
my friends would be 
waiting for me.

I entered sixth grade 
with a brace on my leg, 
unable to do many of the 
things that I had done all 
of my life. I was sudden­
ly “not normal.” I not 
only looked different, but 
when I walked, I made a 
significant amount of 
noise with my metal 
brace creaking and 
groaning. While this

created some significant 
turmoil in my life, the 
most amazing aspect of 
this whole experience 
was that I was suddenly 
alone.

I needed people to 
support me, to help me, 
to be with me through 
what was a difficult time.

But no one stepped 
forward -  at least initia­
lly.

At the beginning of 
sixth grade, I would 
come home and mope 
about.

So I asked. I asked to 
join groups. I asked peo­
ple to do things with me. 
And, much to my sur­
prise, Les, Woody, Tom 
and Gary all became my 
very good friends.

I thought of that expe­
rience this week as I 
watched the state Legis­
lature work through its 
school funding process.

We are lucky in Novi. 
We have historically 
been funded above the 
state minimum. That is 
true because many years 
ago, the citizens in our 
community approved 
operating millages that 
supported the schools. 
Because our district was 
funded above the state 
minimum when Proposal 
A started in 1993, our 
district benefited.

But for the past sever­
al years, we have seen 
our funding decrease in 
Novi. In the 2008-09 
school year, Novi had a

base funding of $8,799 
per student. Additional 
funding brought that 
total to $9,080 per stu­
dent. For the upcoming 
school year, our base 
funding will be $8,409 
per student and, when 
additional funding is 
added, we will be at 
$8,630 per student.

For the 2014-15 school 
year, the state Legisla­
ture approved and the 
governor signed a new 
school aid package that 
allocated Novi an in­
crease of $50 per student 
over the previous school 
year. However, part of 
the school aid act is an 
increase in our state 
retirement cost (which 
we are mandated to pay) 
of $64 per student. Addi­
tionally, “best practice” 
funded decrease $2 per 
student.

So in the end, when 
you add up the additional 
revenue and subtract the

added costs, our district 
will have $16 less to 
spend on students and 
staff in the upcoming 
year. Novi is one of 150 
districts in the state to be 
in this situation.

Other districts and, 
surprisingly, cyber­
schools received a $175 
increase in state aid.

And this is where my 
experience between fifth 
and sixth grade connects. 
I felt alone when the final 
school aid budget passed. 
I felt sorry for myself. I 
was tempted to begin to 
mope around.

But my mom’s words 
of counsel came back to 
me. I needed to quit com­
plaining and ask people 
to do things with me. So I 
am.

I need you to contact 
state Rep. Hugh Craw­
ford and state Sen. Mike 
Kowall and let them 
know that as a resident of 
the Novi Community

School District, you are 
unhappy with the school 
aid bill. Crawford un­
derstands the situation 
we are in. He voted 
against the school aid 
bill. I applaud him for 
that. Kowall has indicat­
ed he will work to get 
Novi and other school 
districts in our situation 
additional revenue in a 
supplemental spending 
bill.

But our politicians will 
not act unless they hear 
from you. So please con­
tact them and let them 
know that you are not 
satisfied with the school 
aid budget. Ask them to 
work on a supplemental 
spending bill.

Seventh- and eighth-grade 
design tech students at Clif­
ford H. Smart Middle School 
recently constructed three 
different models of pallet 
homeless shelters made com­
pletely from recycled materi­
als. The prototype displays 
have furniture, primitive heat- 
ing/cooling systems, a means 
of cooking, water collection 
systems, insulation and more. 
The goal for this project was 
to develop an easy system for

homeless people or volunteer 
groups to construct shelters 
around the world.

The project was completely 
generated by the students and 
the process took around 12 
weeks to complete. Each class 
was set up like a small compa­
ny, with each class being di­
vided into four divisions: con­
struction, alternative energy, 
furniture and presentation. 
The students set up a time line 
that would guide the work

being done on the project.
“I want the students to 

understand that helping peo­
ple and developing relation­
ships is what life is about,” 
said Kevin Olson, design tech 
teacher at Smart.

Schoolcraft College 
has an expanded Veter­
ans Services O ffice open­
ing on its Livonia cam pus 
on Haggerty, north of Six 
Mile.

Plans are for the facil­
ity to open in September, 
with work now on sched­
ule.

The facility  w ill fea­
ture a lounge, said Pam  
Paxton-Keehner, the 
co llege’s veterans ser­
v ices coordinator. Also on 
tap are study carrels. 
“Just a place to hang out,” 
she said.

The college enrolls 
som e 225 m ilitary veter­
ans in a typical sem ester, 
Paxton-Keehner said. 
She’s been on the job 
since 2009 with the 
Post-9/11 B ill to support 
education for returning 
veterans.

The m ajority o f the 
veterans have served  in

Iraq or Afghanistan, she 
said. “They seem  to grav­
itate toward the public 
safety  kind of careers,” 
including police, fire and 
EMT. “We have som e who 
are doing nursing.” 

Paxton-Keehner 
agreed a m ilitary dis­
charge can be a confusing  
tim e for veterans with all 
the paperwork. “They’re

so anxious to m ove on and 
get hom e,” she said.

Some are unsure of 
how to proceed with high­
er education. “We’re a 
one-stop shop,” said Pax­
ton-Keehner, who can be 
reached at 734-462-4400, 
ext. 5346. “It is very over­
whelm ing. We try to sort 
it out.”

The m ilitary benefits

in education can be tough  
to decipher, along with 
other serv ices for veter­
ans. Paxton-Keehner 
recom m ends veterans 
w ishing to attend School­
craft first call her. There 
is a checklist for things 
like adm issions, the 
placem ent test and m ore 
before registration.

She’s housed in the

college’s M cDowell Cen­
ter with other student 
services. “We really hope 
to have much m ore ro­
bust referral help for 
them ,” she said, such as 
housing and VA health  
benefits.

“We really hope to 
m ake it m ore their own,” 
she said o f the expanded  
office.

The new  o ffice  will 
have a space for Paxton- 
Keehner, the clerk at the 
entrance and both lounge 
and study areas.

“It’s m ore than w e’ve  
ever had before, so I’m 
very excited ,” she said of 
the retrofitting o f the 
existing space for veter­
ans.

One veteran is Law­
rence Smith o f Canton, 
who earned an associate’s 
degree with honors from  
Schoolcraft before head­
ing to Eastern M ichigan  
University, where h e’s 
alm ost com pleted his 
bachelor’s degree in pub­

lic safety.
Smith, an o fficer  with  

the D etroit Police Depart­
ment, was encouraged to 
return to school by his 
wife, who is also form er 
military. Smith served  in 
the U.S. Arm y from  1983 
to 2005, including in Ger­
many, Japan and Egypt.

Paxton-Keehner is 
proud of Smith, as w ell as 
another student heading  
to the U niversity of M ich­
igan in Ann Arbor. That 
student/veteran earned  
the Purple Heart.

“It is am azing to watch  
them  succeed ,” she said. 
“I love what I do. It’s 
really opened m y eyes. I 
have the utm ost respect 
for these guys.”

She didn’t have much  
experience with return­
ing veterans earlier in 
her life  and said, “All they  
need is a little help. This 
is the best job on campus. 
It’s just am azing.”

1. Reduce the state use tax and replace with a local com­
munity stabilization share of the tax for the purpose of 
modernizing the tax system to help small business grow 
and create jobs in Michigan.
2. Require Local Community Stabilization Authority to 
provide revenue to local governments dedicated for local 
purposes, including police safety, fire protection and 
ambulance emergency services.

Should this law be approved?

Proposal 1 would elim ­
inate M ichigan’s personal 
property tax if  voters 
approve it in the Aug. 5 
prim ary election.

D espite how it is re­
ferred to, it is not a tax on 
hom eowners. The tax is 
levied  only on M ichigan  
busin esses’ equipment.

It’s also a tax that has 
been criticized in som e 
quarters for hurting ex ­
isting b usin esses’ ability  
to expand and the state’s 
ability to attract new  
businesses and new  jobs.

Proposal 1 would pre­
serve the Legislature’s 
already approved four- 
year personal property 
tax phaseout and the 
exem ption given this year  
to businesses with less  
than $80,000 in cash val­
ue.

It would also adopt a 
new reim bursem ent for­
mula for the m unicipal­
ities that have long de­
pended upon the tax and 
g ive greater financial 
support to schools.

None of that would 
happen, plus the tax 
would stay as it is, if  vot­
ers say no.

Supporters acknowl­
edge the issue isn’t the 
easiest sell.

“There is confusion  
out there,” said Kelly 
Rossman-McKinney, 
whose Lansing-based  
agency, Truscott Ross- 
man, is handling publicity  
regarding Proposal 1.

The personal property 
tax has long been a sore 
point for large and small 
businesses. On the other 
hand, m unicipalities have 
said that elim inating it 
without com ing up with  
an alternative revenue  
source — as the Legisla­
ture did — leaves them  
facing substantial budget 
cuts.

Proposal 1 attem pts to 
answ er both concerns by 
am ending the M ichigan

U se Tax, another state 
tax, to provide m oney  
directly to m unicipalities 
for police, fire and other 
local services.

It would also increase  
the dedicated tax revenue  
given to schools.

Putting the m easure on 
the ballot was required by 
state tax law; the Legisla­
ture couldn’t have en­
acted those kind of 
changes on its own.

But the decision to put 
it before voters received  
overwhelm ing bipartisan  
support in the state 
H ouse and Senate.

The M ichigan M unici­
pal League and M ichigan  
Chamber of Comm erce, 
two groups not alw ays in 
lockstep, have also given  
their support. So, too, 
have a host o f other or­
ganizations, from  the 
Fraternal Order of Police 
to the M ichigan A ssocia­
tion of School Boards to 
the M ichigan Farm Bu­
reau.

Those and other or­
ganizations have com e 
together as M ichigan  
Citizens For Strong &
Safe Communities, the 
coalition supporting the 
proposal.

Ramifications 
largely unknown

Yet with less than two  
m onths before the e lec­
tion, the issue’s ram­
ifications rem ain largely  
unknown to the public 
and even  am ong som e  
m em bers o f the state 
business community.

“I’ve spoken to at least 
two o f our big em ployers 
and they w ere unaware of 
it,” H ow ell Area Chamber 
of Comm erce President 
Pat Convery said during a 
roundtable discussion  
with O&E Media.

That’s why supporters 
are busy making the 
rounds and they m ight 
have no m ore eloquent 
spokesm an than Howell 
Police Chief G eorge Ba- 
sar, past president of the

M ichigan Association of 
Chiefs o f Police.

“This isn’t a tax in­
crease. It m akes busi­
n esses m ore com petitive, 
assures local governm ent 
a secure stream  of reve­
nue and doesn’t cost 
hom eowners anything,” 
said Basar, a Proposal 1 
supporter.

The personal property  
tax is levied  in perpetuity  
against business equip­
ment.

“I’ve talked to one 
local business owner 
w hose com pany has been  
here 70 years and he’s 
still paying taxes on 
equipm ent that m ight 
have been there that 
long,” Greater Brighton  
Area Chamber of Com­
m erce President and CEO 
Pam  M cConeghy said. 
“M ichigan is the only 
state that taxes busi­
n esses this way.”

M ichigan businesses  
have long claim ed the tax, 
which dates to 1893, is 
outmoded.

Among other states in 
the Great Lakes region, 
Illinois, N ew  York, Min­
nesota, Ohio, Pennsylva­
nia and W isconsin levy  no 
such tax, w hile Indiana’s 
tax lessen s as a business’ 
equipm ent ages.

“When (Great Lakes) 
businesses are looking 
for a place to expand, it 
m ight not be Texas or 
California, but it m ight be 
Illinois, it m ight be Wis­

consin,” Rossman-McKin- 
ney said.

Though tem pered by 
the fate of other Lansing- 
m ade prom ises, the guar­
antee that m unicipalities 
would be reim bursed was 
enough to secure support 
from  the M ichigan Muni­
cipal League.

“Ideally, w e would 
have liked to have seen  a 
(state) constitutional 
am endm ent, but this does 
represent what w e w ere  
looking for,” said Howell 
City M anager Shea 
Charles, chair of the 
MML’s finance com m it­
tee.

To m ake up the reve­
nue, the state would cre­
ate a local com m unity

stabilization share out of 
the current state use tax. 
Such action would gener­
ate slightly m ore than $96 
million in replacem ent 
local revenue for 2015-16. 
It would jump to $380 
million in 2016-17, when  
the full phaseout is com ­
plete, and rise every  year  
after that.

To cover the state’s 
potential revenue loss, 
m anufacturers would pay 
a new  Essential Services  
A ssessm ent, which would 
go to the state’s general 
fund.

Additional general 
fund revenue would also  
be raised from  the elim ­
ination of a series o f tar­
geted corporate tax

The city of Novi project to 
renovate 11 Mile Road west 
of Meadowbrook Road 
continues June 12.

breaks, m ostly approved  
under the administration  
of form er Gov.

The state’s use tax is 
levied  against mobile 
home sales, off-road veh i­
cle and watercraft sales, 
telephone serv ices and 
hotel room rentals, 
am ong other item s.

D espite the change, 
the use tax would remain  
at its current 6-percent 
m aximum  level.

Though the m essage  
m ight take som e explain­
ing, supporters b elieve  
prim ary voters, in partic­
ular, will com e to un­
derstand.

“Prim ary voters are 
educated voters,” R oss­
man-McKinney said.

The fear is what m ight 
happen in this year’s 
lam e-duck legislative  
session  should the ballot 
proposal fail.

“The Legislature 
m ight just com e back and 
repeal the personal prop­
erty tax without a re­
placem ent source of 
funding,” Charles said. “I 
can’t say that would hap­
pen, but w e have seen  
som e strange things” 
com e out o f lame-duck  
sessions.

Cutting the tax without 
m aking up for the lost 
revenue would devastate 
local governm ents still 
dealing with the last dec­
ade’s econom ic collapse, 
Basar said.

“Since 2006, w e’re 
already down 10 part-time 
or reserve officers and 
four full-tim e officers,” 
he said o f his department. 
“And that’s not unique to 
us.”

Failure in August 
doesn’t m ean supporters 
would give up.

“I’d suspect we 
wouldn’t see  the last of 
this,” Convery said.

But supporters say  
Proposal 1 is the b est deal 
M ichigan’s cities, town­
ships and schools are 
likely to get — and they  
hope voters agree.

The lawsuit filed  
against the city  of Livo­
nia, its police department 
and a local W almart has 
been m oved out o f Wayne 
County Circuit Court and 
into federal court.

Deborah Gordon, the 
attorney representing  
N ovi residents John and 
Wendy Kozma as w ell as 
their daughter Jodi in a 
law suit filed  last month 
against the city  and Wal­
mart, said the request 
was m ade by the city  and 
the retail giant. Because  
the com plaint a lleges the 
Kozma’s daughter had 
her Fourth and 14th 
Am endm ent rights vio­
lated by an unnecessary  
search and seizure, the 
defendants can ask to 
have it m oved sin ce it 
deals with the U.S. Con­
stitution, Gordon said.

“That g ives them  the 
right to m ove them  into 
federal court,” said Gor­
don, a Bloom field  H ills 
attorney. “It’s the sam e 
law suit.”

Gordon said the com ­
plaint filed  in Wayne

M ile and was unlaw fully  
detained by store em ­
ployees and Livonia po­
lice, who b elieved  she  
w as shoplifting.

Jodi Kozma, 25, has

Oakland County resur­
faces the road. The de­
tour route for passenger  
veh icles is B eck  Road to 
N ine M ile Road to Taft 
Road and v ice  versa. The 
detour route for com m er­
cial trucks is B eck Road 
to 10 M ile Road to N ovi 
Road and v ice  versa.

The cost o f the project 
is about $4.7 m illionm  
with $2.8 m illion com ing  
from  federal funds. The 
rem ainder ($1.9 million) 
is shared by the Road 
Com m ission for Oakland 
County, N orthville Town­

ship, the city  of North­
ville, the city of N ovi and 
Oakland County general 
governm ent through the  
Tri-Party Program.

Part o f the im prove­
m ents w ill include add­
ing a continuous left-turn  
lane from  Beck to Taft.
As part o f the overall 
project, the traffic sig ­
nals at the Eight M ile and 
B eck and Eight M ile and 
Taft intersections w ill be 
updated, as will the flash­
er at the Eight M ile and 
Napier intersection. The 
pedestrian crossw alks 
along this section of 
Eight M ile w ill also be 
upgraded to com ply with  
the A m ericans with D is­
abilities Act.

Originally, RCOC 
expected  to com plete the 
section betw een Garfield  
and B eck  in 2013, with  
the section  betw een  N a­
pier and Garfield to be 
com pleted next year. 
However, the scheduling  
was changed to avoid  
closing the road just 
b efore the start o f school 
due to som e unforeseen  
engineering concerns.

The project involves  
resurfacing this section  
o f Eight M ile with three 
inches o f asphalt. Addi­
tionally, the lanes w ill be 
w idened for b icycles and 
drainage im provem ents 
and sidew alks will be 
com pleted betw een  B eck  
and Taft roads.

No road plan makes no sense

The state Senate adjourned last week without a comprehensive plan to deal with  
w hat voters have consistently said is their top issue: road conditions, b il l  b r e s l e r  | s t a f f

It would be considered poetic justice  
if  state senators leaving Lansing last 
w eek hit giant, car-dam aging potholes 
after adjourning without doing any­
thing substantive about the condition  
of the state’s roads.

Oh, sure, they adjourned having  
sent a budget to Gov. Rick Snyder for 
the fisca l year that begins in October, 
which includes $3.7 billion for the 
M ichigan Departm ent o f Transporta­
tion, but Snyder had sought an addition­
al $1.2 billion and the H ouse had ap­
proved a package that would have 
raised an estim ated $500 million.

But the Senate couldn’t -  or wouldn’t 
-  reach consensus on new road reve­
nue. Instead, senators say, there’s m on­
ey  in the budget to perform  stop-gap 
work on roads now and the Senate w ill 
deal with the need for a m ore com pre­
hensive plan when it reconvenes.

Of course, when it reconvenes, can­
didates who survive the Aug. 5 prim ary  
will be w orrying about re-election. 
Even m ore likely, th ey’re w orrying  
about re-election now, which is one rea­
son they kicked this particular can  
down the divot-filled road.

Surveys show m ost M ichigan voters 
want better roads and they’re w illing to 
pay for them. Snyder and Senate Ma­
jority Leader Randy R ichardville pro­

posed a w holesale gas tax hike as a 
long-term  solution to M ichigan’s con­
stant under-funding of roads. Voters 
are pounding legislators with com ­
plaints about the condition of the sta te’s 
roads, w hich cost m otorists m oney on a 
daily basis.

State Rep. Kurt H eise, a Republican  
from  Plym outh Township, said the 
H ouse plan to raise an extra $500 m il­
lion would have earm arked m ore ex ist­
ing m oney for roads, increased the pen­
alties for overw eight trucks, tied the 
gasoline tax to the w holesale price of

gas and increased  the d iesel fuel tax.
The w holesale gas tax hike is un­

questionably a tough sell, especially  in 
an election  year and when you consider  
the state already has the fifth-highest 
gas tax in the country (19 cents per gal­
lon for gasoline, 15 cents per gallon for 
d iesel fuel).

But if voters are w illing to pay the 
additional m oney -  and if even  Repub­
lican leaders think it’s the b est o f what 
m ay be bad options to get it done -  
shouldn’t senators have either consid­
ered it or com e up with ideas of their 
own?

Isn’t it reasonable to ask the Senate 
to have gotten som ething -  anything -  
done?

Apparently, Senate leadership is 
saying the road issue w ill be dealt with  
in lam e-duck session. That’s the chosen  
way of dealing with tough, unpopular 
issues lately  (road plan, right-to-work, 
etc.) and it lacks a certain level o f ac­
countability.

H eise  and others have said they’d 
“be happy to com e back” to Lansing to 
get a plan in place, but that’s not going  
to happen. Legislators instead will 
spend the sum m er running for re-elec­
tion, rather than doing the business of 
the people, business that should have 
been done in the first place.

Candidate A works 
hard, in good faith, and 
gets enough legitim ate  
signatures to get on the 
prim ary ballot. However, 
he f ile ’s too early and is 
disqualified. H e appeals 
and loses. Consequential­
ly, he spends m illions of 
his own m oney, and pro­
ceed s as a write-in candi­
date and w ins’.

Candidate B works a 
little  bit, and gets what 
he thinks is enough le ­
gitim ate signatures to 
get on the prim ary bal­
lot. H owever, he finds 
out that som e of the 
signature gathers are not 
registered  voters in­
cluding a couple o f fe l­
ons. This, o f course, is 
against the ru les and he 
is disqualified.

H owever, upon a first  
leve l appeal, a judge by 
the nam e of Judge Mat­
thew  Leitman ruled in 
favor of candidate B 
becau se there w as “sub­
stantial likelihood of 
su ccess” at a higher 
level appeal for candi­
date B and “There is  
evidence that their fa il­
ure to com ply with the 
R egistration Statute was 
the resu lt of good faith  
m istakes, and they b e­
lieved  they w ere in com ­
pliance with the statute.”

In other words, Candi­
date B w as trying, and 
working really hard, and 
he would have won out in 
the end, so le t’s just ig­
nore the law.

Really. You could not 
m ake this stu ff up. This 
really  happened with  
candidate A being M ike 
Duggan and candidate B 
being John Conyers. This 
is the ultim ate exam ple  
of a double standard and 
hippocracy at its finest. 
It’s a sad day for our 
judicial system .

H e doesn’t w ail on a 
traditional instrum ent 
like the Stratocaster 
guitar Eric Clapton fa­
vors or the Steinway  
piano Elton John pounds 
on, nor does he jump 
around on stage and belt 
out lyrics like his hero, 
Steven  Tyler o f Aero- 
smith.

In fact, Ron Bachm an  
can’t jump at all -  he lost 
his leg s when he was 4.

But m ake no m istake -  
h e’s as rock ’n’ roll as 
they com e. W itness one 
of his Walk This Way 
presentations to a group 
o f m iddle school students 
and watch their reaction. 
R em em ber all those 
chicks scream ing when  
The B eatles hit the U.S.?

Bachm an’s “song,” 
however, is m uch m ore 
serious than anything the 
Fab Four ever put down. 
And he’s on a m ission to 
m ake sure every  kid in 
this country hears it.

The mission
For youths who are 

being bullied -  and, 
equally as important, for 
those who are doing the 
bullying -  the e ffec t o f 
Bachm an’s 45-minute 
school assem bly is life  
altering.

“It’s working,” said 
Bachm an, who often  
speaks in third person. 
“The big thing is, it’s 
having a change for the 
kids. The kids that are 
cutting. The kids that are 
so, so depressed. These 
kids that are bullying to 
an extent that w e’ve  
never seen  before. 
There’s no question -  we 
have the data -  the Walk 
This Way program  per­
form ed by Ron has got 
bullying dropping in the 
com m unities w e go to.”

Bachman, who lives in 
Plym outh, pointed out a 
recent A ssociated Press  
article “U.S. survey finds

sharp drop in children’s 
bullying” attributed to 
the Walk This Way pro­
gram  and including a 
photo o f Bachm an with 
700 kids.

“So, yeah, w e know,” 
Bachm an said. “You can’t 
get to everybody, but 
that’s not the goal. If you  
can get to one kid that 
day who’s thinking of 
leaving us or she puts 
down that d evice that’s 
for m utilating h e r s e lf ... 
if  w e can get that kid to 
rally up, follow  up with  
herself and learn to Walk 
This Way, that’s the m is­
sion.”

The show
It all begins with a 

five-m inute video that 
rem oves the shock value 
of seein g  Bachm an for 
the first tim e and g ives  
the students “tons of food  
for thought,” Bachm an  
said.

Then in kicks his 
them e song, A erosm ith’s 
W a lk  T h is  W a y ,  with  
about 10 to 12 bars of Joe 
P erry’s guitar riff, then  
his introduction: “Please  
w elcom e Ron Bachm an!”

“When I com e on,” he 
said, “they know I don’t 
have legs. T hey’v e  al­
ready seen  how I get 
around. Those questions 
don’t need to be asked.

And w e get to work.”
That work can be 

uncom fortable for many 
in the audience. Within 10 
m inutes of the show ’s 
start, nearly everyone is 
reaching for a tissue.

And the bullies?  
They’re easy  for Bach­
man to spot -  h e’s spent 
his lifetim e dealing with  
them.

“They can’t m ake eye  
contact,” Bachm an said. 
“Suddenly, as I’m  going  
by, I’ll see  their heads go 
down. Later, I’m think­
ing, OK - 1 got one there.
I got one up there. I got 
one over here. I’ll get 
back to ’em . And when I 
say, ‘Let m e tell you  
som ething: If you’re a 
bully’ ... and I just pause. 
Take a drink o f w ater 
after that and then look. 
I’ll see these heads go 
down and I know where  
m y bullies are.”

H e never singles the  
bullies out. H e never  
hurts their feelings. 
That’s not what Walk 
This Way is about. That, 
Bachm an said, w ill just 
cause them  to keep bully­
ing.

“As I’m rolling back  
forth, I can stop and look 
right into their ey es and I 
can do 20 to 30 seconds 
and touch them ,” Bach­
man said. “I grab their

hand and go, ‘Listen to 
m e, m y brother. H ere’s 
the thing: Tomorrow y o u  
could be sitting on a 
scooter because som e­
body runs a stop sign  
tonight. So listen  to these  
words I’m  saying to you.

A w hile later, Bach­
man had lost a kidney. He 
was struggling to m ake 
ends m eet, a single fa­
ther raising a daughter, 
and the Salvation Army 
in Plym outh was very  
helpful.

“We w e’re in a rough  
situation financially,” 
said Bachm an, who lived  
in N orthville at the tim e, 
“and The Salvation Arm y  
in Plym outh was right 
there.”

H e did a show for the 
Arm y and N orthville 
Civic Concern, which  
wound up in the Walk 
This Way film.

“What you don’t see  is 
m y back was w ringing  
w et,” Bachm an said. “I 
w as a com plete nervous 
w reck.”

He did a bit on “sticks  
and stones w ill break m y  
bones, but words will 
never hurt m e,” but the 
kids didn’t get it. They  
just knew the saying and 
chanted it.

“I said, ‘NO! N am es  
will destroy you.’ And it 
took o ff  from  there,” he 
said.

H is second show was 
at N ovi M iddle School.
He w asn’t expecting a 
big audience, but wound 
up with 350 students 
listening to him. WXYZ- 
TV (Channel 7)showed up 
and did a p iece called  
S ta n d i n g  T a ll that aired  
two w eeks later and then  
went to the w ire service.

“And a career was 
born,” Bachm an said.

The road
Fast forward to 2014 

and Bachm an is on the 
road, touring as hard and 
often as any rocker. H is  
core audience, his com ­
fort zone, is m iddle 
school students.

“W here can you turn it 
into a concert w here  
those kids w ill clim b out 
of those seats and be that 
excited  about what took 
place? M iddle school,” he 
said.

But Bachm an also  
speaks to high school 
students and adults via  
corporations like DTE 
and United Way.

Canadian auto suppli­
er Linamar has been  
backing Bachm an since  
2004 and has him signed  
until 2017. H e recently  
wrapped up his w inter/ 
spring tour for the D odge 
20 group of auto dealers, 
which has been sponsor­
ing him  sin ce 2010. Each  
dealer gets him for a 
w eek and h e’ll do shows 
all over, focusing on Flor­
ida when it’s harsh 
w eather up here.

“Yeah, w e’re shakin’ 
things up,” Bachm an  
said. “I’m  out there on 
the road touring; doing 
all the driving; loading in 
and loading out.”

That’s eight shows a 
week, two per day, in­
cluding an evening show  
so the parents can see  
what h e’s been  doing all 
w eek  with their children.

“We’re hitting home 
runs everyw h ere,” he 
said, adding that h e’s yet  
to have a nonchalant 
response.

“No, b efore w e’re 
done, it’s, ‘Can w e get 
him back? How long is he 
going to be in town?”’

B eing featured on the

front page o f the local 
newspaper, w herever  
h e’s at, is standard, as is 
an appearance on the 
local TV station. That 
kind of publicity is inval­
uable to his sponsors, but 
th ey’ve also becom e  
cham pions o f Bachman.

“Well, it’s not so much  
they’re a big fan of Ron -  
they’re a big fan of the 
fallout,” he said. “You 
com e into a com m unity  
and when I leave, the 
letters com e pouring in 
to them  saying, ‘I can’t 
b elieve what’s happening  
at our school. The kids 
are literally walking  
down the hall, going, ‘I 
love you m an.’”

Throughout the 
schools are signs declar­
ing, “Walk This Way,” 
“Ronnie R ocks!,” “We’re 
a non-bullying school,” 
“We’re a school that 
Walks This Way.”

“I’m flattered,” Bach­
man said. “We all are 
entertainers. I’m a show­
man. You love that part 
of it. But to see  the fall­
out -  that it really, really  
stopped a kid who was 
thinking of taking her 
life  or stopped a young  
man w hose vision  of 
what was cool was to 
continually pound people 
in school verbally and 
beat up on the weaker. To 
see  that kid stop ... it’s 
goosebum ps tim e, right?”

Full concert
Now  those 45-minute 

assem bly shows are be­
ing turned into half-day 
perform ances for the 
entire school. In fact, 
Anderson M iddle School 
in the B erkley School 
D istrict recently  gave  
Bachm an an entire day 
with its students.

There are som e new  
life  lesson s everyone  
learns during those 
shows that Bachm an  
calls “concerts,” com ­
plete with scream ing, 
yelling and chants of “I 
love m e!” “I resp ect m e!” 
“I adm ire m e!” and 
“Oooohhh, yeah! Oooooo, 
yeah!”

“And afterward, they  
com e at you like cattle,” 
Bachm an said. “It’s a 
Paul M cCartney m oment. 
All I say is, ‘OK, you  
want an autograph?
Come on!”’

H e did that at a Long 
Island show and wound 
up with 1,000 kids stam ­
peding out of the bleach­
ers toward him.

“As a kid, w e all want 
to have a B eatle m o­
m ent,” he said. “We all 
want that m om ent in our 
lives. I don’t care what 
you do for a living. We all 
want that one m om ent 
where you go, ‘They  
rushed me! They had to 
sound the alarm !’ That’s 
the shtick  part, where  
you get your little fee l­
good.”

Why that song?
U sing a song titled  

W a lk  T h is  W a y  m ay seem  
like an odd choice for a 
m otivational speaker 
with no legs, but once one 
learns w hy he chose it -  
or, rather, w hy it chose  
him -  it m akes p erfect  
sense.

Closing in on 57 now, 
Bachm an was just 4 
when his legs w ere re-

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BOOK OUT SOON
Ron Bachman has a new book. Walk This Way: Life 

Lessons fo r Dealing w ith Bullies and Bad Times, that will 
hit Amazon by mid-June as a paperback. Self-published by 
Walk This Way LLC, the 200-page book will also be avail­
able to download via Kindle.

Bachman wrote it with Conny Coon, spending long 
hours going over his life and what he wanted to say. 
During the two-year writing process, he said he was con­
stantly on the road doing six-week tours and would then 
come home "with all that energy" and try to do a writing 
session.

"It's a mixed bag, geared toward middle schoolers," 
Bachman said. "How did Ron do it -  get up every day 
without legs and find a place for himself in this world? 
Growing up in inner-city Detroit, how did he not cave into 
pressures? There's where the tools are: life lessons and his 
experiences." And he takes some of the kids' stories and 
what he's witnessed from parents over the years.

Bachman said it's a "feel-good book with some mo­
ments of sadness" that's a quick read and a motivational 
guide.

"I gave the book in raw form to a school teacher who 
read it in one night," he said. "She called me that night 
and said, 'It's perfect. It's exactly what we need in our 
schools.'"

Although it's geared toward middle school students, 
high school students and adults can benefit from it as well.

Bachman's lifelong friend, artist Kim Fujiwara, designed 
the jacket cover.

"People who don't know Ron will never understand the 
cover," Bachman said. "We didn't want to just doacover 
with the words. People who knew Ron and grew up in the 
48227,48228 (ZIP codes) will know what that cover repre­
sents. It's the brick wall of the houses we grew up in, but 
it's faded; it's weathered; it's tainted; it's chipped. That's 
who Ron is today. His pride's been hurt, but he's still stand­
ing and he's still that brick wall. You could run a Mack 
truck through that wall and there could be three bricks 
left and he'd still be talking!"

Bachman will also be selling the book out of the back of 
his van while on tour and each of his 20 Dodge dealers will 
have copies, as will Linimar in Canada. School libraries will 
also get copies so teachers can get it into the hands of 
students.

With more than 350,000 social media fans, Bachman is 
hoping the "bounce effect" will multiply that by 10, 
spreading the word quickly. His goal is to hit 10,000 in 
sales and, hopefully, attract a publishing company to pick 
it up.

His ultimate goal is to visit every state and spread his 
anti-bullying message. That will take major sponsorships 
to fund a tour.

"This isn't a cancer we're trying to cure or multiple 
sclerosis or childhood diabetes. This is straight up, kids are 
walking into our schools with automatic weapons and 
they're killing your kid," he said. "Who doesn't want to 
join that fight?"

m oved due to a congenial 
birth defect. To get 
around as a kid, he used  
to walk on his hands. But 
like m ost people of that 
era who are from  D e­
troit, he was into rock  
m usic. It w as a band out 
o f Boston that spoke to 
him -  Aerosmith.

When the band played  
one of its m any shows at 
Cobo Arena, Bachm an  
w as there. .

“I was fortunate 
enough to m eet Steven  
(Tyler),” Bachm an said.
“I w as in his dressing  
room one night before  
the show. And I don’t 
know who the person  
was, but he opened up the  
door to say som ething to 
Steven and looked over  
at m e and said, ‘Yeah, 
man, I still can’t get over  
how you get around. 
That’s so cool.’ And Ste­
ven, without m issing a 
beat, said, ‘Well that’s 
b ecause w e walk like 
this, but Ron walks this 
way. And m e, all I heard  
(hum s guitar lick  intro to 
song), right? You’re this 
big fan w ho’s heard W a lk  
T h is  W a y  since you w ere  
15 and all o f the sudden  
at that m oment, he had 
just branded me. M y 
hero, the guy w hose post­
ers I had all over m y  
room, just branded m e 
without knowing it. So, 
who are you? You’re  
Ronnie ‘Walk This Way’ 
Bachm an. And it stuck.
Of course, Steven  is very  
proud o f that. I rem em ­
ber it like it was yester­
day.”

No trade-ins
In his program  to 

students, Bachm an ex ­
plains that w e all want to 
be som ebody e lse  -  Su­
perm an, Steven  Tyler, a 
fashion model.

“But the hard core 
truth o f it is  this: the 
person you woke up to 
and looked in the mirror 
today, that’s going to be 
the sam e person you look 
at tom orrow ... and six  
m onths from  now ... and 
in six  years,” Bachm an  
said. “And 25 years from

now, it’s still you. It w ill 
alw ays be you.”

So, Bachm an said, the 
question is: Who do you 
want to see  -  a constantly  
battered, bullied, ornery  
person or a happy, well- 
adjusted human who 
contributes to society  
and is loved?

“No m atter how tough  
your life  is, don’t ever  
attack you,” he said. “The 
greatest g ift you have is 
you. You have got to find 
that thing to know that 
you have value and you  
can depend on you. No­
body is going to do it for 
you. Reach for the high­
est goals, but understand  
there are no trade-ins.”

Bachm an recalled  a 
form er student, now a
24-year-old nurse, who 
gets out of the shower 
every  m orning and sees  
the scars she inflicted  
upon h erself “because of 
som eone’s big mouth in 
school when she was only 
13 or 14. Don’t attack  
you.”

It’s a great m essage  
that Bachm an said kids 
need to hear, all across  
the country.

For adults, too
But Bachm an’s m es­

sage is not just for the 
students. Linamar re­
cently asked him  to do a 
one-on-one life  coach  
session  with a middle- 
aged Toronto man who 
w as le ft  paralyzed after  
slam m ing his snowm o­
b ile into a tree going 90 
mph.

“H e was right at that 
part w here he said, ‘This 
is w here it ends for m e. 
I’m done,”’ Bachm an  
said.

Bachm an got his Face- 
book fans to rally around 
this man and encourage  
him. H e’s now out of his 
bed, in a w heelchair and 
dem anding to go to rehab 
and get stronger.

The accident was in 
February and Bachm an  
got to him  earlier this 
year. Now  they tex t back  
and forth and the two 
com m unicate regularly. 
The man, Bachm an said, 
finally realized that 
w hat’s left is m ore im por­
tant than what’s gone. 
Yes, the future w ill be a 
challenge.

“But guess w ho’s still 
going to be in your house 
-  the four babies you 
brought into this world,” 
Bachm an told him. “Your 
w ife  is going to be cook­
ing you dinner and you’re 
going to be giving her a 
sm ooch. From here up, 
you w eren’t hurt -  now  
le t’s go!”

Bachm an said it’s 
simple:. It all boils down 
to this thing that sits  
com fortably betw een  
your ears.

“That’s where all the 
pow er is,” he said. “It’s 
not your legs. It’s not 
your arm s. It’s not your 
will. It’s not all these  
things that w e want to 
te ll people. It’s the w ay  
you think of you rself and 
it’s all there for you.”

H e wondered how  
m any people lose a limb 
and then wind up trying  
things they never  
thought of b efore com ing  
close  to death because  
they now want to experi­
en ce more.

The next step
B ecause he perform s 

so m uch outside M ichi­
gan, m any folks here are 
surprised to find out h e’s 
from  this state and still 
lives here. But he’s hop­
ing that this is  the year  
h e’s able to finally ex ­
pand his reach across the 
M ississippi R iver and he 
b elieves his new  book 
(see  sidebar) w ill provide 
that opportunity -  and 
more.

“People question  
w hether a show like El­
len D eG eneres is ready  
to put Ron Bachm an on 
the couch and show him  
on TV,” Bachm an said.
“If  they don’t, that’s a sad 
com m entary on our vets  
com ing home, on the 
young lady that the shark  
bit her arm off, on the 
Boston bom bers’ victim s  
who w ere standing there  
cheering on runners and 
in the blink o f an eye  lost 
lim bs. And you’re going  
to say no? I got 56 years 
in on this; I know what 
I’m talking about. I’m not 
the new  kid on the block  
going, ‘I becam e an am ­
putee last week. Let m e  
tell you m y story.’ You 
don’t have one yet. You 
have the story of how it

happened, but you don’t 
have a life  yet.”

The truth, Bachman  
said, is that the largest -  
and fastest growing -  
m inority group in this 
country is the disabled  
community.

“And w e don’t d is­
crim inate,” he said. “We 
got black people, white 
people, Asians, men,

wom en, children, seniors 
... w e run the gamut. 
Anybody can becom e  
disabled. Nobody can  
becom e H ispanic or 
black.”

Bachm an has survived  
five  decades. H e was 
m arried, divorced, raised  
a daughter and is now a 
grandfather. H e grew  up 
when there w as no Am er­

icans with D isabilities 
Act; no handicap parking; 
and disabled people w ere  
called cripples.

“Yeah -  I’m the guy,” 
he said. “I fee l com fort­
able today.”

H e noted the vast 
num ber o f com m ercials 
for m edical devices and 
scooters and the fact that 
baby boom ers have dom­
inated this country since  
World War II.

“Now  w e’re aging,” he 
said. “In the next 10 
years, w e hit 65. Think 
about everyth ing that 
needs to be adapted. 
Watch and see  what hap­
pens in this country.”

A change is coming
Bachm an, who was 

chosen for the Energizer 
Keep Going Hall o f Fame 
in 2008, looks back on his 
life  with joy, not sorrow. 
H e’s an entertainer try­
ing to help kids and no­
body gets m ore out of his 
program  than he does.

It’s an am azing turn of 
events. H ere’s a guy who 
lost half h is body and 
now rides around on an 
Am igo scooter doing his 
thing. H e raised a daugh­
ter, Alicia, and got her 
through M ichigan State 
University. She’s now a 
pharm aceutical rep liv­
ing in N ew  York City and 
at the tim e o f this in­
terv iew  she was due any 
m inute to deliver a sib­
ling to her 18-month-old 
daughter Ayla.

Will there alw ays be 
that sector o f people who 
are going to be unkind, 
“b ecause they didn’t 
have great parents like 
us and they just never  
get their ticket in the 
clue box of life? Yup. 
There w ill be,” Bachm an  
said. “But I can’t tell you  
how m any tim es I’ve  
been in coney islands, 
E.G. N ick’s, w herever  
and out of the clear blue, 
a stranger walks up and 
says, ‘I don’t m ean to 
interrupt, but would you  
sign this napkin for m e?’ 
Now  that’s when you  
know that you’ve done 
som ething.”

Rock on, Ronnie! Rock 
on!

Tanner also noted his m other Rose 
is taking “huge step s” in her recov­
ery.

Rose Cipriano and Salvatore were 
severely  injured in an attack by 
R icker Cipriano — R ose’s son and 
Sal’s brother — and R icker’s friend, 
M itchell Young, at their Farmington  
H ills home in April 2012. Bob Cipria­
no, R ose’s husband and the children’s 
father, was killed. The two assailants 
are serving life  sentences.

“There are som e that 
w ere closer than I 
thought they should’ve  
been and then others 
w here w e played so w ell 
it showed the potential 
w e had.

“I don’t know if  it’s 
ever in the cards, but 
they found a w ay to m ake 
it happen.”

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Survey: Realtor incomes on the 
rise, younger pros enter field

R eflecting the 11.5 percent growth  
in hom e prices last year, incom e and 
sales volum e jum ped for the third  
year in a row, according to the 2 0 1 4  
N a t io n a l  A s s o c i a t i o n  o f  R e a l t o r s  
M e m b e r  P r o f i le .  The survey also  
found an increase in new  and younger  
m em bers to NAR in 2013.

The su rvey’s resu lts are repre­
sentative of the nation’s Realtors; 
m em bers of NAR account for about 
half o f the approxim ately two m illion  
active real estate licen sees in the U.S. 
M any nonm em ber licen sees are in­
active or part-time. Realtors go b e­
yond state licensing requirem ents by  
subscribing to NAR’s Code of Ethics 
and Standards of P ractice and com ­
m itting to continuing education. NAR  
m em bers also have a ccess to p rofes­
sional resources to b etter serve their  
clien ts’ needs.

Lawrence Y u n , NAR ch ie f econo­
m ist, said recovery in the Inusing  
m arket sin ce the downturn continues 
to im prove the earnings of real estate  
professionals. “Fueled m ostly by  
rising hom e sales and prices, the  
m edian gross incom e of a Realtor 
increased  to $47,700 in 2013 from  
$43,500 in 2012, m arking a 9.6 percent 
rise and a sharp gain from  $34,900 in 
2011,” he said. “Although the m edian  
num ber of transactions or com m er­
cial deals rem ained unchanged from  
last year at 12, this m arked a con­
tinued return to pre-recession  levels  
after bottom ing out at seven  trans­
actions in 2008 and 2009.”

There are two sid es to every  real 
estate transaction — one each for the 
se ller  and the buyer. As expected , 
m edian gross incom e and num ber of 
transactions generally  increases with  
experience. Last year, NAR m em bers  
in business for m ore than 16 years  
earned $70,200 and m ade 15 trans­
actions. On the contrary, those with  
three to fiv e  years earned le ss  than 
half that amount ($30,100) and had 10 
transactions. Incom es also varied by  
licen se type, as m em bers licensed  as 
brokers earned $66,300 in 2013, w hile 
the m edian earnings for sa les agents  
increased  $1,000 from  the previous 
year to $35,000.

Last year also brought an in flux o f 
new  and younger m em bers to NAR. 
Years of exp erience in real estate  
decreased  to 12 years from  13 years  
in 2012; the typical tenure at a firm  
decreased  to six  years from  seven  
years; and the age of m em bers de­
creased  to 56 years from  57 years. 
Three percent of all Realtors are 
under 30 years o f age, 16 percent are 
betw een  ages 30 and 44, and 24 per­
cent are 65 and older.

“Realtors bring value to buyers 
and sellers, help build com m unities, 
and encourage responsible homeown- 
ership behaviors,” said NAR P resi­
dent S teve Brown, co-owner o f Iron- 
gate Inc., Realtors in Dayton, Ohio. 
“The fact that the num ber o f m em ­
bers w ith one year or le ss  o f experi­
ence rose to 9 percent in 2013 from  5 
percent the year before shows that 
those agents getting into the field  are 
attracted to the m any ben efits and

b usiness opportunities that com e with  
being a Realtor.”

The typical NAR m em ber works 
40 hours per w eek. Women represent 
57 percent o f all m em bers, account­
ing for 53 percent of brokers and 62 
percent of sa les agents. M ore than 
three-quarters o f all Realtors cite  
real estate as their only occupation, 
and 82 percent (up 2 percent from  
last year) are certain  they w ill rem ain  
in the business for at least two m ore 
years. This share is higher than the 
previous two years, indicating the 
optim ism  that’s seen  in today’s m ar­
ket.

M ost m em bers — 57 percent — are 
licen sed  as sales agents; 26 percent 
are brokers, 17 percent broker asso­
ciates and 3 percent appraisers (som e  
hold m ore than one license). Thirteen  
percent of m em bers have one per­
sonal assistant, w hile 3 percent have 
two or m ore personal assistants.

Several factors lim it potential 
clients in com pleting transactions. 
M em bers said finding the right prop­
erty  was the b iggest challenge (33 
percent) follow ed by obtaining a 
m ortgage (25 percent).

“The survey indicates that inven­
tory shortages, overly restrictive  
m ortgage lending standards and the 
rise in hom e p rices and interest rates  
last year had an im pact on R ealtors 
ability to help their client find the 
right property,” said Yun.

Sim ilar to 2012, eight out o f 10 
NAR m em bers focus on residential 
sa les and 73 percent have secondary  
real estate real estate specialties. Of 
those m em bers with secondary spe­
cia lties, residential brokerage is the  
largest at 35 percent. Both residential 
property m anagem ent and relocation  
w ere next at 17 percent, follow ed by  
com m ercial brokerage at 16 percent. 
Sm aller p ercen tages w ere also in 
counseling, land developm ent, auc­
tions and com m ercial appraisal.

Realtors continue to rely  on repeat 
b usiness and referrals. R epeat busi­
n ess accounted for a m edian 21 per­
cent o f activ ity  in 2013 and is higher  
for those w ith m ore experience. For 
m em bers in the business 16 years or 
m ore, repeat business w as 42 percent 
of their activity. R eferrals accounted  
for an additional 21 percent of all 
business.

NAR m em bers understand the 
im portance of a w eb presen ce and 
com m unicating with their clients 
through several channels. M ore than 
two-thirds have a personal w ebsite — 
operational for a m edian o f eight 
years — and 91 percent report their 
firm  has an online presence. Sixty- 
one percent o f  the respondents use  
social or professional networking  
sites — an in crease of 5 percent from  
2012 — and 12 percent have a blog. 
Realtors use a variety  o f com m unica­
tions m ethods w hen interacting with  
current clients or custom ers, w ith 94 
percent preferring e-mail, follow ed  
by telephone at 90 percent and text 
m essaging at 80 percent.

Com pensation structures for R eal­
tors and firm  affiliation rem ained  
m ostly the sam e from  2012. Sixty- 
eight percent o f respondents are 
com pensated through a split com m is­
sion arrangem ent, 17 percent rece ive  
all o f the com m ission and another 4 
percent rece iv e  a com m ission plus a 
share of profits; 11 percent received  
som e other form  o f com pensation. 
Eighty-two percent of m em bers work  
as independent contractors for their 
firm s. The vast m ajority of Realtors 
rece ive no frin ge benefits, although  
33 percent are covered  by errors and 
om issions insurance. Only 5 percent 
rece iv e  health insurance through  
their firm .

NAR m em bers are w ell-educated  
(50 percent hold a bachelor’s degree  
or higher), own a hom e (86 percent), 
in vest in at least one residential in­
vestm ent property (39 percent), and 
bring a w ide range o f expertise, sk ills 
and exp erience to the profession.
Only 6 percent began their career in 
real estate, w ith the m ajority having  
previous full-tim e careers in m anage­
m ent, b usiness or financial (19 per­
cent) or sales and retail (15 percent). 
Forty-one percent o f those fluent in 
other languages speak Spanish and 96 
percent are registered  to vote.

Respondents worked for a firm  
typically  with one o ffice  and had been  
with that firm  for six  years. Fifty- 
seven  percent o f m em bers are a ffili­
ated with an independent firm , and 38 
percent are w ith a franchised  com pa­
ny; 5 percent are other. N ine percent 
of R ealtors report their firm  was 
bought by or m erged  with another 
firm  during the past two years, down  
for the second consecutive year and 
from  11 percent in the 2012 study.

T h e  2 0 1 4  N a t io n a l  A s s o c i a t i o n  o f  
R e a l t o r s  M e m b e r  P r o f i le  is  based on a 
survey o f 95,340 m em bers, which  
generated  6,462 usable responses, 
representing an adjusted response  
rate of 6.8 percent. Survey responses 
w ere w eighted to be representative  
of state-level NAR m em bership. In­
com e and transaction data are for 
2013, w hile other data represent 
m em ber characteristics in early 2014.

Q: I am  th in k in g  a b o u t  b u y in g  a 

con d om in iu m  in M id tow n  D etroit. 
Do y o u  h a v e  a n y  su g g e st io n s?

A: Just as with any other pur­
chase, find out as m uch as you can  
about the developer. Som e devel­
opers use d ifferent 
LLC’s to develop  
their condos even  
though they have 
gotten in trouble in 
other condos and do 
not d isclose that 
information. Some 
developers m ay  
have even  filed  for  
bankruptcy which  
m ay im pact on their  
ability to com plete and/or otherw ise  
develop a condo in a proper fashion. 
The m ore you know about the d evel­
oper, particularly if  it is a conver­
sion, the b etter prepared you are to 
m ake a w ise  investm ent.

Q: I am  a n e w  d e v e lo p e r  try in g  
to  build  in a su b d iv is io n  in a m u­
n icip ality  w h e re  th e y  are requiring  
m e t o  m ak e all k inds o f  im prove­
m en ts  t o  th e  su b d iv ision  w hich  I 
n ev er  con tracted  to  d o . Is th ere  
an y  recou rse th a t I have?

A: It m ay w ell be that the m unici­
pality is trying to “exact” unreason­
able concessions from  you. There is  
a legal term  called  “exaction” that 
basically  m eans that the m unicipal­
ity, as a condition of perm itting you  
to develop your property, is unrea­
sonably trying to m ake you do things 
that are not reasonably related to the  
proposed developm ent and which  
you legally  do not have an obligation  
to do. Such conditions can be 
deem ed to be a taking of property  
without providing just com pensa­
tion, which is unconstitutional. You 
should see  an exp erienced  real e s ­
tate law yer at your earliest conve­
n ience to both advise you on your 
rights and to assist you in negotia­
tions w ith the m unicipality.

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Do’s and don’ts for 
rejecting candidates

I f  there’s one thing hiring 
managers and HR profession­
als need to know about today’s 
candidates, it’s that they take to 
rejection the same way Taylor 
Swift does: They don’t go down 
quietly.

Though they may not write 
chart-topping pop songs about 
the employers who scorned 
them, they do take to social me­
dia to publicly vent their frustra­
tions, putting a dent in those 
companies’ employer brands and 
even their bottom lines. Studies 
have shown that workers are 
less likely to purchase products 
or services from companies that 
don’t bother to respond to their 
job applications, and many will 
talk about a bad experience they 
had with a potential employer 
with friends and family.

W hat c a n d id a te s  rea lly  
th in k  w h e n  th e y  d o n ’t 

h ea r  b a c k

Not convinced? A few years 
ago, we heard from quite a few 
job seekers tryirlg to figure out 
why hiring managers didn’t 
respond to candidates and they 
had some choice words about 
those companies. Below are 
just a handful of comments we 
received from jilted job seekers:

“It does make the company 
look totally pathetic and sad 
that they couldn’t get back to 
me with the status of the job I  
interviewed for. I will warn any 
of my past co-workers...to stay 
away from this company, they 
are very unprofessional.”

“I have very strong feelings 
about several businesses that 
have interviewed me and never 
been back in touch (after saying 
they would) that I take every op­
portunity to make their lack of 
consideration known whenever 
their business comes up in con­
versation.”

“It ’s really easy to set up 
[rejection email] templates...and 
it takes less time to use one as 
a reply for an email than it does

to actually review the applica­
tion. If  you’ve got time to read 
applications, you’ve got time 
to send form replies, and if you 
don’t have time to read applica­
tions, you shouldn’t be advertis­
ing jobs.”

“No one of any talent and 
quality wants to work for a 
company that cannot [get back 
to the people you interview]. If  
you are a company with high 
turnover, it’s probably your 
fault, and it won’t change unless 
you do.”

“Yes, being told ‘No, we 
don’t want you’ sucks...but 
what hurts more is just never 
knowing. Okay, you don’t want 
to hire me, I get it, but at least 
have the decency to tell me.”

“Indeed it is cold and unpro­
fessional not to email back a 
brief ‘rejection’ letter after an 
interview. After someone took 
the time to get nicely dressed

and groomed, spent money on 
gas, a new haircut, and took up 
valuable job searching time for 
an interview, it makes sense just 
to get back to them.”

“Follow up on a company’s 
part is a PR opportunity. If  
you’re going to treat me this way 
as an applicant, [it makes me 
wonder] ‘how will you treat me 
as an employee?”’

DO fo llo w  up w ith  
e v e r y  c a n d id a te

Ideally, you should to respond 
to every single applicant who 
applies (and yes, you do have 
time — see below), but at the 
very least, you should follow up 
with the candidates you bring 
in to interview — even when it’s 
bad news. After all, the can­
didate took just as much time 
out of his/her day as you did to 
come in for the interview.

DON’T th in k  
ig n o r a n c e  is  b lis s

Most candidates agree it’s 
better to hear they got rejected 
than hearing nothing at all. 
Sending rejection emails or let­
ters may feel harsh, but it’s far 
crueler to ignore them com­
pletely.

DON’T th in k  
“I d o n ’t  h a v e  t im e ” 

is  an  e x c u s e

As one job seeker noted 
above, it takes just a few min­
utes to create an email template 
in Outlook, which you can 
then use over and over again 
to quickly and easily follow up 
with applicants. (Not sure how 
to break the news? Check out a 
sample rejection letter tem­
plate.) Just remember to person­
alize it before sending it off.

DON’T g iv e  f a ls e  h o p e

Don’t promise to keep a can­
didate’s resume on file if  you 
have no intention of doing so. A 
simple “We wish you success in 
your job search” is a fine way to 
end a letter.

DO b e  h o n e s t  and c o n c is e

State a clear reason for the rejec­
tion (e.g.”We have selected another 
candidate whose credentials were 
better suited for the position.”), but 
don’t feel the need to go into great 
detail.

DON’T b e  n a sty

Even if  the interview was a 
disaster, unkindness is never called 
for (and it could come back to 
haunt you).

DON’T le t  th e  g o o d  
o n e s  g e t  a w a y

I f  the person was a strong can­
didate, chances are he or she might 
be the right fit for a future position. 
Invite him or her to join your Tal­
ent Network if you have one or let 
them know you’re keeping his or 
her,information on file.
