Council asks voters to 
decide in November

Another charter amendment 
proposal will appear on the 
upcoming Nov. 4 general elec­
tion ballot, but for the first time 
the Novi City Council has re­
jected a ballot question recom­

mended by the Ad Hoc Charter 
Review Committee, which is 
partly made up of council mem­
bers.

Council members voted Mon­
day on two ballot proposals that 
aim to update, modernize and 
streamline the city charter.

The first one, which passed 
5-2, pertains to the collection 
fee for delinquent taxes. Gwen 
Markham and Andrew Mutch 
voted against it.

The second recommendation

was to change the five-vote 
super-majority vote needed by 
the city council on items like 
the budget to a simple majority 
of four votes. Mutch, Markham 
and council members Justin 
Fischer and David Staudt voted 
down this recommendation, 
while Mayor Bob Gatt and 
council members Wayne Wro- 
bel and Laura Marie Casey 
voted yes.

Gatt voted yes on both and 
wants to see the citizens decide

on the recommendations.
“This is about giving the 

citizens a chance to determine,” 
ad hoc committee member Do­
reen Poupard said.

Casey, who is also on the 
committee, said members look 
at the charter review and the 
subsequent recommendations 
as a question for the communi­
ty-

“Do you still concur?” she

Novi family driven to restore classic car in memory of father, husband

heresa Coppola of Novi said 
her late husband Joe would be 
proud to see what has been 
done to the family car.

The rare 1953 Buick Sky­
lark, which has now been fully restored, 
will be featured in this year’s Concours 
d’Elegance of America at the Inn at St. 
John’s in Plymouth this weekend.

“He would have been really proud to 
see what his sons have done,” Coppola

said.
Sons Anthony and Nick have labored 

over the last few years trying to get the 
car to where their father would have liked 
to have gotten it himself. Their dad had 
done a lot of the work himself, but illness 
cut it short. Before Joe died, Anthony said 
he spoke with his dad about its restora­
tion.

“How can we pay real tribute to my 
dad?” Anthony said. “He was an avid fan 
of classic cars and restoring them and this 
was maybe his favorite one, so he would 
be happy to see it at the Concours. This

event is huge and he loved going to it.”
The Skylark is a limited-edition car, 

part of GM’s anniversary celebration in 
1953. It was a car Joe had worked years 
trying to acquire. He finally found one in 
2005 in California. He sent Nick out to get 
it and it’s been worked on ever since.

Getting parts and finding different 
original details is difficult for anyone 
restoring an older car and it was no differ­
ent for Nick and Anthony. The car was 
about 90 percent done when they got to it.

A Farmington Hills man 
allegedly shot his wife and a 
Novi man last Thursday in the 
Pavilion Court Apartment com­
plex near Nine Mile and Hag­
gerty roads.

The Novi Police Department 
responded around 4:55 p.m. July 
17 to a 9-1-1 call regarding a 
shooting which occurred in the 
22900 block of Summer House 
Court.

Responding officers located 
a 41-year-old female who stated 
she was allegedly shot multiple

times by her 53- 
year-old estranged 
husband, Filip 
Pjetruski. He was 
taken into custody 
at the scene and 
one handgun was 
recovered. The 
woman was trans­

ported to an area hospital, 
where she underwent surgery 
and is expected to make a full 
recovery.

A second victim, identified as 
a 35-year-old Novi man, drove 
himself to the Novi Police De­
partment to report the incident 
and was immediately taken to

an area hospital for treatment 
of gunshot wounds. He was 
released from the hospital.

Novi police investigators 
presented findings to the Oak­
land County Prosecutor’s Of­
fice, which charged Pjetruski 
with:

» Two counts of assault with 
intent to murder, punishable by 
any number of years up to life 
in prison.

» Three counts of possession 
of a firearm in the commission 
of a felony, punishable by two 
years in prison.

» One count of first-degree 
home invasion, punishable by

up to 20 years in prison.
Pjetruski was arraigned in 

52-1 District Court in Novi in 
front of Magistrate Andra Rich­
ardson, who ordered him held 
on $2,000,000 cash/surety bond. 
Pjetruski was transported to the 
Oakland County Jail. His next 
court date was scheduled for 
Wednesday in front of 52-1 Dis­
trict Judge Dennis Powers.

said of asking voters 
whether or not the char­
ter language should re­
main the same.

Tax fe e s
According to the com­

mittee, the charter lan­
guage as currently writ­
ten imposes an auto­
matic 4-percent col­
lection fee for 
delinquent summer tax­
es as of Sept. 1, with no 
exceptions for even 
brief payment delays.

The recommended 
language change would 
replace that automatic 
penalty with a 1-percent 
collection fee applicable 
as of Sept. 1 and then 
would impose an addi­
tional 3-percent fee as of 
Sept. 15.

“This would lessen 
the immediate penalty to 
a taxpayer that missed 
the payment day only by 
a few days,” according 
to the committee recom­
mendation. “The fee 
would increase as more 
time passed without 
payment.”

In general, council 
agreed that some flex­
ibility is helpful, but 
there was disagreement 
on whether this rule 
should appear in the 
charter or in an ordi­
nance, which could make 
it flexible for future 
changes.

Markham worried 
that voters were grow­
ing a bit confused with 
all of the potential 
changes and questions 
put before them, which

partly led to her no vote 
on both recommenda­
tions. She said that may­
be the updating process 
should slow down.

Super-majority
This proposal would 

have amended two sep­
arate sections of the 
charter:

» Section 7.6, which 
deals with various city 
council actions that re­
quire a “super-majority” 
(five votes) to approve.

» Section 8.6, which 
also requires a super- 
majority vote to approve 
amendments to the city 
budget after it has been 
approved.

The committee rec­
ommended removing a 
subsection dealing with 
the appropriation of 
money and the super- 
majority requirement 
for budget amendments 
because it did not be­
lieve that either situation 
was the kind that re­
quired a super-majority. 
It also felt that there was 
potential for a minority 
of council members to 
block actions for which 
there was a clear major­
ity in a situation that 
could -  even though a 
majority of the council 
agreed upon a course of

action -  adversely im­
pact the city (such as, 
where a budget is not 
adopted within the time 
prescribed by law).

Overall, council 
thinks this topic is too 
important to be poten­
tially changed.

“I feel strongly that 
this isn’t one of the is­
sues that need correct­
ing,” Staudt said of the 
super-majority vote 
being among the poten­
tial charter changes. He 
said the five-majority 
rule pushes council to 
reach a better consen­
sus.

Wrobel, also on the 
committee, said his sup­
port for both proposals 
stands on the notion that 
the recommendations 
should go before the 
citizens.

Going forward
Gatt said he doesn’t 

expect the charter up­
dating recommendations 
to slow down and said it 
was important to update 
the outdated document, 
which was last changed 
in 1977.

There were five spe­
cific charter amend­
ments placed on the 
November 2013 ballot; 
three were passed by 
voters. There is one on 
the upcoming Aug. 5 
primary ballot pertain­
ing to mayoral and coun­
cil salary increases.

The committee has 
pinpointed 19 different 
areas of potential 
change, so voters can 
expect more to come.

A 30-year-old Green 
Oak Township man alleg­
edly confessed Friday to 
three indecent exposure 
cases in South Lyon and 
one in Novi during the 
last three months.

In each case, the sus­
pect exposed himself to 
teenage girls or young 
women in their 20s, who 
appeared to be younger, 
South Lyon police Lt. 
Chris Sovik said. The 
suspect never touched or 
spoke to the victims.

The latest incident 
occurred July 14 at a 
Target in Novi, with a 
white male suspect ex­
posing his genitals to a 
female shopper. There 
was no contact between 
the woman and the sus­
pect. Sovik said when he 
learned about the Novi 
case, he discovered simi­
larities to the South Lyon 
incidents. The man 
caught on a surveillance 
video at Target was wear­
ing scrubs and Sovik 
remembered interview-

approximately 25-35 years 
old.

ing a man in connection 
with the South Lyon cases 
who said he was a trav­
eling nurse.

Novi police released 
surveillance photographs 
of the man, who was seen 
leaving the area in a red 
Dodge Dart. Sovik also 
noticed that the three 
cases in South Lyon in­
volved a car that victims 
described as similar to a 
Dodge Dart.

Sovik physically 
checked the 25 Dodge 
Darts registered in the 
area and found that only 
three were red. One was 
owned by the suspect he 
had interviewed earlier in

regards to the South Lyon 
case, he said.

Police declined to 
release additional details 
due to the ongoing in­
vestigation.

Same situation
The incidents in South 

Lyon included one April 
15 involving Millennium 
Middle School students 
who were waiting for a 
ride in the CVS parking 
lot on North Lafayette 
when they said they were 
approached by a man who 
was masturbating.

Another similar case 
was reported May 18 by 
two 15-year-old girls and 
one 16-year-old girl at the 
South Lyon Dairy Queen 
on Pontiac Trail.

The girls told police 
they were walking back 
to their car when they 
saw a man in a vehicle 
facing Pontiac Trail. They 
said the man was in the 
driver’s seat with the 
windows rolled up. One of 
the girls told police she 
saw the man’s exposed 
penis as he was mastur­
bating.

Police warn residents 
of Novi home invasions

Over a five-day span 
last week, seven apart­
ments throughout the 
city of Novi have been 
forcibly entered or 
attempted to be entered 
during day time hours. 
The suspects are ran­
sacking the apartments 
looking for valuables or 
money, according to 
Novi Police.

Multiple witnesses 
describe the suspects 
as being younger look­
ing black males who are 
knocking on apartment 
doors to see if anyone is 
home. If a resident 
answers the door, the 
suspect(s) make up an 
unusual name and ask if 
that person is home. If 
no one answers the 
door, the suspects force 
entry. Unfortunately, 
several citizens have 
witnessed suspicious 
activity leading up to 
the breaking and enter­
ing, but dismissed the

actions and failed to 
alert police.

“When something 
stands out, looks 
strange, odd or suspi­
cious, there’s a good 
possibility it is. I cannot 
stress enough, if you 
see something, say 
something,” Director of 
Public Safety/Chief of 
Police David E. Molloy 
said. “Although the 
suspects are targeting 
apartment complexes at 
this time, all residents 
are asked to be vigilant 
and report any suspi­
cious activity or per­
sons immediately by

The Michigan Military 
and Veterans Affairs 
Agency is on track to 
better serve the more 
than 600,000 people in the 
state who have served in 
the military.

That was one of the 
main messages from the 
meeting of the Senate 
Appropriations State 
Police and Military Af­
fairs Subcommittee held 
Monday afternoon at 
Northville Township Hall. 
The meeting was led by 
state Sen. Patrick Col­
beck, R-Canton. Meetings

Police are on track with 
looking at untested rape 
kits. According to ana­
lysts, more than 1,000 
have been reviewed and 
they expect that number 
to increase to 7,000 by 
next May. The state po­
lice also said improve­
ments have been made at 
helping distressed cities 
around the state with 
crime prevention. Ac­
cording to the MSP, crime 
has gone down 18 percent 
in Detroit and 10 percent 
in Flint-both cities 
where the MSP has had 
an increased presence.

Since becoming chair 
of this subcommittee, 
Colbeck said he has taken 
an approach to state bud­
gets that has involved 
changing the format of 
the MSP and Department 
of Military and Veteran 
Affairs budgets to ex­
amples of “value-for- 
money” budgeting. The 
budgets now also track 
the performance of each 
department on a quarter­
ly basis to ensure that tax 
dollars are being spent 
wisely.

During the meeting, 
the subcommittee fo­
cused on the last quarter 
of the fiscal year that is 
coming to a close soon.

“This is a different 
approach to looking at 
these important areas,” 
Colbeck said.

The approach is look­
ing at each core service 
and measuring its im­
provements or citing the 
lack of, Colbeck said. 
Improving veteran care 
has become a priority.

Veteran services
Anne Zerbe, MVAA’s 

legislative and data ana­
lyst, said a big goal of its 
budget is improving out­
reach and working to 
better help veterans 
through different ser­
vices. The MVAA said it 
has connected with at 
least 200,000 veterans 
statewide. This agency 
was created by Gov. Rick 
Snyder early in 2013 as a 
way to modernize the 
delivery of veteran ser­
vices statewide.

“We have improved 
them,” she told the sub­
committee, which also 
includes Sen. John Pappa­
george, R-Troy.

The plan was to reach
150,000 veterans about 
the MVAA’s opportunities 
for outreach and commu­
nication of benefits.
Zerbe said the MVAA has 
done better than expect­
ed by connecting with at 
least 200,000 vets.

Some of its other ini­
tiatives and programs 
have better as well. Since 
May 2013, the Michigan 
Veteran Homeowners 
Assistance program has 
distributed $2.5 million to 
423 grant recipients. It

Car enthusiasts and the 
automotive press got a sneak 
peek last week at a few of the 
hundreds of cars that will be 
on display in Plymouth Town­
ship later this month during 
one of the world’s most presti­
gious car shows.

A 1952 Plymouth Fury con­
vertible, a 1957 Imperial 
Crown Sedan, a 1948 Lincoln 
Continental and a 1954 Ford 
Comete Monte Carlo once 
owned by Henry Ford II were 
among the show vehicles Tues­
day at the Concours d’Ele- 
gance of America preview at 
the Inn at St. John’s.

The 36th annual Concours, 
with nearly 300 antique, rare 
and collectible cars, trucks 
and motorcycles, is planned 
for Sunday, July 27; it will be 
the fourth Concours hosted by 
the Inn at St. John’s.

“I think everyone really 
enjoys this show at this loca­
tion,” said H.D. “Buck” Mook 
of West Bloomfield, owner of

the Comete, who spent a 30- 
year career as a designer at 
Ford and is a longtime Con­
cours exhibitor.

Mook’s Comete, built by 
Ford of France before that 
company was acquired by 
another company, was a stand­
out Tuesday, with a handmade 
body by the French company 
Facel, a V-8 engine and a four- 
speed transmission. Mook 
bought it for $800 in 1967 and 
it was restored over a seven- 
year period beginning in the 
early 2000s.

“The restoration cost me as 
much as my house did,” Mook 
said. He’s not sure that Henry 
Ford II, the grandson of Hen­
ry Ford, drove it much. “He 
had a lot of cars at his dispos­
al,” Mook said.

Concours events
The Concours, which was 

held for more than 30 years at 
Meadow Brook Hall in Roch­
ester Hills before moving to 
St. John’s, includes several 
related events in addition to 
the July 27 show: an exhibition

of auto-related art, seminars 
on collectibles and car design, 
an auction of collectibles, a 
Concours kickoff dinner the 
night before the exhibit and 
more.

Last year, the event attract­
ed about 10,000 visitors to St. 
John’s.

Northville to fix sidewalks, water main

In the coming months, 
the city of Northville will 
make repairs to a variety 
of sidewalks throughout 
town, as well as a water 
main that was originally 
fixed last summer.

Sidewalk repairs
More than 40 different 

sidewalk locations within 
the city will be repaired 
this summer as part of an 
annual infrastructure 
improvement program.

To get started on this 
work, the Northville City 
Council approved a con­
tract with Goretski Con­
struction Co., which has 
been doing this work for 
the city for the last five 
years.

“Every year the city 
does approximately 
$35,000 worth of side­
walk repairs. These re­

pairs are spread through­
out the city, addressing 
problems called in by 
residents or identified by 
city staff,” said James 
Gallogly, Northville’s 
Public Works director.

This program has 
taken place every year 
since 1997.

Gallogly said Goretski 
is fast and performs 
quality work. Some of the 
locations for the work 
include near Our Lady of 
Victory Church and 
School and along Elmsm- 
ere Drive and Rayson 
Street.
East Street water 
main

The city needs to go 
back and correct a prob­
lem with the water main 
underneath East Street.

According to Gallogly, 
last summer the city 
council awarded a con­
struction contract to

Lawrence M. Clarke,
Inc., for the East Street 
Water Main Replacement 
Project. However, short­
ly after the completion of 
the asphalt overlay on 
this roadway, a storm 
came through Northville 
and runoff exceeded the 
capacity of the storm 
sewer in the road.

“East Street is a steep 
road between Elm and 
Baseline and near the 
bottom of the project 
water was forced out 
under the rim of a storm 
sewer manhole, forcing 
its way through the as­
phalt material,” Gallogly 
said. “A repair for this 
area involves milling and 
the placement of a new 
asphalt surface on ap­
proximately 200 feet of 
roadway.”

The city believes that 
the cause of the storm 
water being forced 
through the asphalt was

two-fold.
“The city, which has 

had on a few occasions 
replaced a manhole lid on 
a storm sewer manhole 
after a significant rain­
storm, requested that a 
new bolt down casting be 
placed on the manhole. 
Without the ability of 
getting relief by pushing 
the lid off the structure, 
the storm water forced 
its way under the casting 
and through the asphalt,”

Gallogly said.
In addition, he said, 

“The downstream storm 
sewer was videoed and it 
was found to have a sig­
nificant amount of large 
asphalt chunks in it. This 
asphalt was retrieved, 
tested and found to be 
new and similar to the 
type asphalt used on the 
project. This asphalt 
caused a large amount of 
obstructions in the pipe, 
reducing its capacity and 
contributed to or caused 
the problem.”

Because of this, the 
two parties involved (the 
city and contractor) will 
a share the cost for the 
correction.

“The cost to make this 
correction is estimated to 
be $18,000,” Gallogly told 
the council. “Because 
both the city and the 
contractor may have 
contributed to the cause 
of this problem, it was

negotiated that this cost 
be split 50/50 with the 
contractor or $9,000 
each.”

According to Gallogly, 
had the storm sewer 
manhole casting not had 
a bolt down lid, the water 
being forced through the 
asphalt would never have 
happened and it is highly 
possible that the asphalt 
found in the storm sewer 
pipe was carelessly de­
posited there by the con­
tractor during construc­
tion causing capacity 
issues.

“Therefore, through 
negotiations it was 
agreed that the impacted 
area should be partially 
milled and the roadway 
resurfaced under a 
shared cost arrange­
ment,” he said.

has also done a better job 
of fully developing veter­
an claims. Its goal was 
for this fiscal year, start­
ing in fall 2013 up to this 
point, was to develop at 
least 20 percent of the 
claims, but currently it’s 
at 54.7 percent.

One area of concern 
discussed during the 
meeting is the state of the 
Michigan National Guard 
armories. The more than 
40 armories around the 
state have become, in 
many instances, financial 
burdens for the state.
The locations are jointly 
operated by the state and 
federal governments.

According to Brig. 
Gen. Michael Stone, who 
is the assistant adjutant 
general, installations, for 
the Department of Mil­
itary and Veterans Af­
fairs, this is a problem 
not only in Michigan, but 
around the nation. Many 
of the armories in state 
are old and inefficient. To 
fully modernize all the 
armories in Michigan it 
would take around $600 
million.

The National Guard 
lacks the one million 
square feet in needed 
armory space within the 
state.

Stone said they are 
realistic about the fi­
nancial situation and 
have taken a sensible 
approach of seeing what 
can be done, like shutting 
down ones that are a big 
burden and opening new­
er, improved armories. A 
couple of these have been 
closed down, such as the 
one in Flint because it 
was basically falling 
apart.

In replacement, Stone 
said they are looking for 
new locations to set up 
shop that would still be in 
the area of the old one, 
but come at a cheaper 
cost with more capa­
bilities and room. More 
will probably be closed 
and the number of guard 
troops will be decreased 
over the coming years, so 
a close eye will remain on 
the National Guard situa­
tion.

Maria DeCapite 
spends most of her time 
in a place most other 
Livonia residents don’t -  
a stable.

The 21-year-old Ste­
venson High School and 
Schoolcraft College grad­
uate runs her own busi­
ness teaching horseback 
riding lessons, something 
she’s desired to do since 
she was little.

“I got horseback rid­
ing lessons when I was 7 
years old as a Christmas 
present,” she said. “I 
haven’t stopped since. I 
started showing and 
getting into things like 
that. I always knew I 
wanted to be a horse 
trainer.”

She began her own 
business two years ago 
after another horse barn 
she worked at on Seven 
Mile closed. That closing 
was DeCapite’s opportu­
nity to begin as a profes­
sional, something that’s 
not common in the horse­
back-riding world for 
someone her age.

“It’s not typical,” she 
said. “Most of the time, 
it’s not a bunch of 21-year- 
olds out there.”

DeCapite currently 
leases a facility on Eight 
Mile in Northville Town­
ship, where she hosts 
lessons and keeps several 
clients’ Arabian horses.

On a typical day, De­
Capite will wake up and 
head to the stables to 
feed the horses, as well 
as do other prep work 
before her students come 
later in the afternoon.
Her workday tends to 
stretch close to 12 hours 
during the week, plus 
she’ll make a stop at the 
stable to feed other days 
as well.

“Every day except for 
Thursday and Friday, I’m 
here feeding horses at 
about 8:30 a.m.,” she said. 
“I teach lessons out here 
until 7 or 8 at night.”

She still spends time 
as an employee else­
where, working at a sta-

ble in Wixom a few days a 
week and finding time 
for her own riding les­
sons, something she said 
is crucial to her.

“You can never learn 
enough. That’s something 
I’m really big on,” she 
said. “I still go take les­
sons myself from other 
trainers.”

Riders see success
In the past few years, 

her students have suc­
ceeded at multiple levels, 
including success at the 
regional level.

One of those students, 
15-year-old Northville 
Township resident Elyse 
Salmon, came to DeCa­
pite after riding at anoth­
er stable near Ann Arbor. 
When Salmon’s family 
moved, she began taking 
lessons from DeCapite at 
her former barn and 
moved with her as she 
began teaching on her 
own.

She and her horse, 
Bayou Boy, recently won 
a regional championship 
in a competition between 
many other riders from 
surrounding states. Her 
win came after changing 
the type of riding she 
does, going from jumping 
to hunter pleasure riding, 
which Salmon said is all 
about the showing of the 
horse.

“We were pretty new, 
just a few months,” she 
said. “It was a great 
ride.”

She attributed her 
success to the lessons 
taught by DeCapite and 
the dedication she puts in 
for her students.

Inside DeCapite’s 
office space at the barn

are photos all over the 
wall of competitions, as 
well as several sashes 
won by the horses from 
her barn at recent com­
petitions.

A friend of Salmon’s, 
12-year-old Autumn 
Kern-Downey, and her 
mother, Susanne Kern, 
traveled to Northville 
from Dayton, Ohio, to 
visit and to receive help 
from DeCapite on pur­
chasing a horse herself.

Kern said they have 
been back to Michigan 
several times and enjoy 
stopping in and working 
with DeCapite when 
visiting, especially as 
Kern-Downey has started 
taking lessons herself 
just a few months ago.

“We’ve gone with them 
to shows and seen what 
it’s like,” she said. “We 
come four times a year to 
visit with our friends and 
see Maria.”
Not just horses

In addition to her love 
of equestrian work, De­
Capite has also set her 
sights on another career 
field for her post-horse 
days -  dentistry, a field 
her family has been in­
volved with for many 
years.

She’s waiting to hear 
back from several four- 
year schools before 
knowing where she’ll 
attend in the fall.

“It kind of made sense 
as something for me to 
do,” she said. “God for­
bid, I get hurt badly. This 
isn’t forever. You can’t do 
it until you’re 70 years 
old. You have to be smart 
about it.”

But she is not eager to 
start filling cavities any­
time soon. She plans on 
working with horses for 
many years to come.

“It’s been a lot of hard 
work, don’t get me 
wrong,” she said. “But I 
have been very lucky to 
do it. I love it.”

A group of area fa­
thers will take their chil­
dren next week on the 
25th annual No Moms 
Allowed Camping Trip.

The group of about 30 
will head July 24-30 to 
Pioneer Park in Muske­
gon County, continuing a 
tradition that has forged 
strong relationships be­
tween the dads and the 
children, created lasting 
memories and given the 
moms a little time to 
themselves.

Kristen Smith, 29, who 
is now married and a 
teacher for Hudsonville 
Public Schools, wouldn’t 
dream of missing the trip 
with her dad, David 
Quenneville of Livonia. 
Her husband Steven, a 
financial analyst, has also 
been going along since 
they started dating.

“It’s been a nice thing 
to look forward to every 
summer,” Smith said, 
adding she enjoyed 
spending time with her 
dad, who sometimes 
worked long hours at 
Ford Motor Co., and with 
the other campers, some 
who were relatives and 
some who became as 
close as relatives over 
the years.

The trips, she said, 
engrained in her a love of 
camping and the out­
doors.

Bonding time
Maureen Casey of 

Novi, who works at 
Greenmead Historical 
Park in Livonia, said she 
was the one who suggest­
ed 25 years ago that the 
dads take the kids camp­
ing without the moms.

The dads, all friends 
from high school and 
college, used to camp 
together and bring then- 
wives along before any of 
the kids were born. But 
that changed after the 
babies started coming. 
“We thought it was really

good bonding time (for 
the dads and kids); at 
least that’s what we told 
ourselves,” Casey said, 
laughing.

The moms, none of 
whom really liked to 
camp, would all get to­
gether for dinner while 
their families were away 
and tackle projects they 
couldn’t otherwise get 
done.

“We all took advantage 
of that time our husbands 
and our kids were out of 
the house,” Casey said. 
She would hold her annu­
al garage sale and get rid 
of things she knew her 
kids and husband Mike 
would never miss. Anoth­
er mom spent all her 
time gardening, without 
having to stop to make 
meals. “We all got to do 
things that we wanted to 
do and not feel guilty,” 
she said.

Campers have come 
and gone over the years, 
but a core group of five 
dads and their kids have 
gone annually for at least 
23 years — Richard 
Quenneville of Novi, his 
brother David Quenne­
ville of Livonia, Richard’s 
brother-in-law Jeff Berry 
of Brownstown, friend 
Mike Casey of Novi and 
friend Dave Parker of 
Westland.

The first year, it was a 
dads and daughters only 
trip. But the second year,

when Berry invited Rich­
ard Quenneville to attend 
for the first time, Quen­
neville told him: “I have 
to bring my son if I’ve 
coming.”

That was when the 
trip officially became 
known as the “No Moms 
Allowed Camping Trip.” 
The group posts a sign 
each year at its camp site 
saying so.

Richard Quenneville 
said he didn’t think it was 
fair to leave his son 
home. “He liked the out­
doors as well,” he said.
New moms 
grandfathered in

Richard Quenneville’s 
daughter, Michelle Vig- 
na, 29, of Howell now has 
two little boys: Brayden, 
2, and Tyler, born June 4. 
She was the first of the 
kids to get married and 
have children.

It was decided all of 
the daughters could con­
tinue attending, even 
after they became moms 
themselves. “They are all 
grandfathered in,” Rich­
ard Quenneville said, 
adding, however, that the 
group still excludes the 
grandmothers. Asked 
why, he said, “It’s just the 
tradition.”

The group has camped 
all over the Lower Penin­
sula in tents, pop-ups 
and, on occasion, trailers. 
The dads prepare all the

meals. “We eat like kings 
the entire trip, three to 
four meals a day, usually 
some fairly elaborate 
stuff,” Richard Quenne­
ville said. “We all take 
turns cooking; everybody 
also has to clean up.”

The cooking has be­
come more elaborate 
over the years; the group 
now uses a 20-foot by 
10-foot portable pavilion 
as a mess hall.

The dads also share 
parenting responsibil­
ities. “We agreed early 
on, they’re all our kids,” 
Richard Quenneville 
said. And rules about 
washing hands, brushing 
teeth and adhering to a 
strict bedtime are all 
enforced.

There is only one duty 
the dads don’t share: 
changing diapers.

“When Leander Berry 
(Jeff’s son) joined us, he 
was still in diapers,” 
Richard Quenneville 
said. “That became a new 
rule: You can bring him if 
you want, but you’re 
doing all the diapers.
Last year there was a 
little one wearing diapers 
and the rules still ap­
plied.”

One of the boys, a 
young teen at the time, 
came down with appendi­
citis, was taken to an 
area hospital for emer­
gency surgery and re­
turned to the camp site,

not wanting to go home. 
“His mom was on the 
phone begging him,” 
Richard Quenneville 
said. “He agreed he 
would stay out of the 
lake.”

Another trip, it rained 
the entire week and the 
temperatures dropped 
into the 50s. Richard 
Quenneville remembers 
wearing every piece of 
clothing he brought, just 
to try to stay warm.

The group was at pop­
ular Otsego Lake at the 
time and they insisted 
the horrible weather was 
not going to ruin their 
fun, which always in­
cludes sports like the 
annual bocce ball tourna­
ment. “We had 10 differ­
ent tarps stretched over 
trees, the size of a small 
play field. After a day or 
so the place was empty 
besides us, but we had a 
riot,” Richard Quenne­
ville said. “We refer to 
that trip as tent city.”

Extended family
Another year, some­

one invited along for the 
trip broke the cardinal 
rule and brought his 
wife. “He knew the whole 
story, he was told not to 
come back,” Richard 
Quenneville said. “The 
kids were livid that he 
had brought her. They 
were not at all happy; 
they complained the

entire trip.”
It turned out, the 

moms were right 25 
years ago: The camping 
trips were good bonding 
time.

The dads shared their 
struggles with each other 
over campfires at night, 
Casey said: “There were 
divorces, businesses lost 
— it was like therapy for 
those guys.”

The kids benefited 
from having an extended 
family, attending each 
other’s weddings and 
baby showers when they 
grew up. “The kids had 
blood cousins, but these 
people are their fam­
ilies,” Casey said.

And the kids and their 
dads each forged strong 
relationships. “As they 
got older, things went 
from, ‘Dad read me a 
story’ to ‘We just don’t 
know what mortgage 
lender to go through,”’ 
Casey said.

As the 25th anniversa­
ry trip approaches, Rich­
ard Quenneville said the 
group’s excitement is 
building for another 
memorable week of good 
times with good friends. 
Summer just wouldn’t be 
the same without it.

“It’s been a huge part 
of all of our lives,” he 
said.

Crawford, Catanzaro best choices 
for state House 38th District seat

Voters in the state House 38th District will choose 
one of two Republicans -  Kathy Crawford or Dan 
Lauf fer -  or one of two Democrats -  Jasper Catanzaro 
or Jason George-Wellington Dorsch -  in the Aug. 5 
primary election.

Strong schools, local government require a yes vote on Proposal 1

You and I know that hearing any politician say 
“trust me” seems laughable in this day and age. 
Yet this time, the Michigan Legislature is right

But you may ask: What about the 

money raised by this tax -  doesn’t it 
go to fund my local government and 
public schools? What happens to 
them? Voting yes on Proposal 1 will 
guarantee 100-percent replacement 
revenue to local government and 
school districts, with no tax increase 
to anyone.

Under a new law re­
cently signed by Gov. 
Rick Snyder, families and 
health professionals can 
petition a court to invol­
untarily evaluate and 
treat adults who struggle 
with substance abuse.

“Substance abuse 
doesn’t just harm the 
person struggling with 
addiction; it harms the 
families and friends of 
people in need of help, 
too,” said state Rep. John 
Walsh, R-Livonia, who 
introduced the legisla­
tion. “This law makes it 
easier to help those we 
love recover from drug 
use and repair families 
damaged by abuse.”

Walsh introduced the 
legislation after meeting 
with Mark and Carol 
Garofoli of Livonia, 
whose 22-year-old son 
Mark committed suicide 
while addicted to heroin. 
The son could no longer 
think rationally and had

walked out of a rehab 
facility in Memphis, 
Mich., just two weeks 
prior to his death. His 
parents, and everyone 
else, were powerless to 
stop him because he was 
over age 18.

The Garofolis had 
shared their story with 
the Observer in the hopes 
of making the public 
aware that the law was 
not on family members’ 
side. Walsh said he was 
unaware of the need for 
involuntary treatment 
for substance abuse until 
then.

Walsh introduced his 
proposed legislation May 
24,2012, the one-year 
anniversary of the Garo­
folis’ son’s death. It was 
modeled after the March- 
man Act in Florida, as 
well as similar laws in 
other states such as Ohio.

It took the bill more 
than two years to work 
its way through the Leg­

islature because of the 
concern lawmakers had 
over taking away an 
individual’s personal 
liberty, Walsh said. He 
worked with the Amer­
ican Civil Liberties 
Union, the Michigan 
Department of Commu­
nity Health, the Michigan 
Probate Judges Associa­
tion and the Michigan 
Association of Substance 
Abuse Coordinating 
Agencies, among others, 
to protect individual 
rights and guard against 
someone being wrongful­
ly committed.

House Bill 4486 — 
now Public Act 200 of 
2014 — requires proof of 
a substance abuse prob­
lem as well as the likeli­
hood to cause harm to 
themselves or others 
before rehabilitation is 
mandated. Those pet­
itioning for mandated 
treatment must also 
guarantee payment for

all associated health care 
costs.

“Our goal is to help 
family and friends im­
prove the lives of those 
affected by drug abuse 
by allowing requests for 
much-needed medical 
treatment,” Walsh said. 
“Not everyone can recog­

nize and seek substance 
abuse help on their own, 
nor should they have to.” 

Health professionals 
must present certified 
proof that patients re­
quire involuntary treat­
ment, are dangerous to 
themselves or others and 
would actually benefit

from rehabilitation. The 
type, duration and loca­
tion of the patients’ re­
covery efforts must also 
be prescribed by health 
professionals.

“Hopefully this will 
help bring families to­
gether to help overcome 
very challenging emo­
tional, psychological and 
medical dilemmas,” 
Walsh said.

The final decision to 
mandate treatment is 
decided by a probate 
court.

Mark Garofoli said his 
goal is to spread the word 
to as many people in 
Michigan as possible, 
using all forms of media, 
so they know there is 
now a tool in place that 
can help. “The faster 
people know about this, 
the faster it could help 
save lives and spare 
families the heartache 
we are still going through 
every day,” he said.

Local lawmaker: Change fireworks 
law back to the way it used to be

One local state sena­
tor is looking to turn 
back the clock on Michi­
gan’s fireworks law after 
hearing rashes of com­
plaints from his constitu­
ents.

State Sen. Glenn An­
derson, D-Westland, said 
he plans to introduce a 
bill in the state Legisla­
ture in Lansing reverting 
the state’s current fire­
works law that allows for 
a wide array of aerial 
displays from private 
residents back to its 
previous form, which 
would ban the use of 
items such as Roman 
candles and bottle rock­
ets.

“It has gotten com­
pletely out of hand,” said 
Anderson, who repre­
sents Redford, Livonia,

Garden City and West- 
land.

Since 2012, residents 
have been able to shoot 
off aerial displays on the 
day of, day before and 
day after several nation­
al holidays throughout 
the year, though Inde­
pendence Day is the 
holiday that sees the 
most activity. Since then, 
use has increased, trig­
gering the legislation to 
allow local municipalities 
to set limits as to when 
fireworks can be shot off 
during the night, usually 
between midnight and 8 
a.m.

Anderson, who voted 
against the changes in 
2011, said the number of 
complaints he’s received 
from his constituents in 
the densely-populated 
communities he repre­
sents was enough for 
him to introduce legisla­

tion that would change 
the laws.

He said if residents 
continue to speak up, 
legislators may be more 
inclined to look at 
changes to the law, espe­
cially since it is an elec­
tion year.

“Legislators some­
times listen better in 
election years,” he said. 
“I know that people will 
do things that they nor­
mally wouldn’t do when 
people are watching.”

Anderson cited sever­
al accidents that have 
occurred in recent years, 
including ones in Ma­
comb County that took 
place earlier this month 
when a firework burned 
down a garage. He cited 
another incident that 
took place in Inkster last 
year, when a man se­
verely damaged his hand 
while using fireworks.

Having largely ceded 
the airwaves to his chal­
lenger, U.S. Rep. Kerry 
Bentivolio’s re-election 
campaign is showing 
signs of trouble as a new 
poll shows him trailing 
lawyer Birmingham 
David Trott in the Aug. 5 
primary by 22 percent­
age points.

If accurate, it could 
spell the political end for 
Bentivolio, R-Milford, a 
veteran, former educa­
tor and reindeer farmer 
who made headlines two 
years ago when he was 
propelled into Congress 
following the abrupt 
resignation of then-U.S. 
Rep. Thad McCotter in a 
petition signature scan­
dal.

The exclusive poll, an 
automated survey of 802 
likely Republican pri­
mary voters done by 
EPIC-MRA of Lansing 
for the Detroit Free 
Press, WXYZ-TV (Chan­
nel 7) and their outstate 
partners, showed Trott 
with a double-digit lead 
with both genders and 
among the 85 percent

who were at least some­
what certain of their 
support.

Perhaps surprisingly, 
Trott — widely consid­
ered the mainstream 
Republican candidate, 
having lined up the sup­
port of Oakland County 
Executive L. Brooks 
Patterson and other po­
litical heavyweights in 
the 11th Congressional 
District — also had a 
52-34 edge with tea party 
supporters, who made up 
a whopping 79 percent of 
the poll respondents.

“That means Bentivo­
lio isn’t quite the darling 
of the tea party that he 
has been in the past,” 
EPIC-MRA pollster Ber- 
nie Porn said. “He 
doesn’t seem to have a 
lot of money or organiza­
tional support.”

The poll, taken July 
12-13, had a margin of 
error of plus or minus

It showed Trott, who 

has been criticized in 
some quarters for run­
ning a business that 
specialized in legal fore­
closure services, leading 
Bentivolio 43-24, with 33 
percent undecided.

When undecided vot­
ers were asked their 
choice if the election 
were held today, Trott’s 
lead expanded to 53-31, 
with 16 percent undecid­
ed.

The poll indicates a 
surge of support for 
Trott with the primary 
just two weeks away.

A poll done by Target 
Insyght for MIRS in May 
showed Bentivolio lead­
ing 33-21 with 46 percent 
undecided.

In June, Trott’s cam­
paign said an internal 
poll showed him with a 
33-19 lead, with 47 per­
cent undecided.

The Free Press poll is 
even better news for 
Trott, who has been 
flooding people’s mail­
boxes with direct mail, 
hitting the airwaves with 
ads, introducing himself 
to voters and, more re­
cently, hitting Bentivolio 
as ineffective and refus­
ing to face voters in 
town hall meetings.

In response, Bentivo­
lio’s campaign manager 
put out an email to sup­
porters saying the “des­
perate” attack was proof 
the incumbent was in the

lead. Bentivolio’s cam­
paign has yet to air a 
single TV advertisement, 
however.

Two years ago, after 
McCotter resigned fol­
lowing an investigation 
into fraudulent signa­
tures used on re-election 
petitions, Bentivolio, a 
political neophyte, 
emerged as the only 
other Republican on the 
ballot.

A last-minute attempt 
to defeat him with a 
write-in candidate se­
lected by establishment 
forces failed as tea party 
forces swarmed to his 
support.

This time, Trott has 
gathered an impressive 
list of backers — from 
the U.S. and Michigan 
chambers of commerce, 
to former GOP presi­
dential nominee Mitt 
Romney and many more. 
And the race represents 
one of several nation­
wide where establish­
ment Republicans are 
trying to take back a seat 
from a tea party incum­
bent.

Bentivolio, on the 
other hand, has failed to 
attract a level of national

support from tea party 
and other conservative 
groups that could help 
him in his effort to main­
tain his seat.

According to the poll, 
Trott leads Bentivolio 
not only among tea party 
supporters 52-34, but 
also among tea party 
opponents, 58-23.

Bentivolio holds a 
50-31 edge among voters 
age 18-34, but Trott leads 
the incumbent by no less 
than 17 percent among 
all other age brackets.

Among men, Trott 
leads 52-36, with 12 per­
cent undecided; among 
women, 53-26, with 20 
percent undecided.

“Obviously, there is a 
very concerted financing 
effort to push Trott and 
there’s a lack of support 
for Bentivolio,” Porn 
said.

“I think it’s going to 
be real tough for him to 
turn it around. Where 
does he get the money? 
What’s his message go­
ing to be? It seems like 
he’s coming up against a 
really tough challenge.”

Bentivolio targets veterans’ medical care at South Lyon center

He alluded to 
recent news reports 
about Rep. John Dingell, 
D-Dearbom, questioning 
the care veterans receive 
in the VA Ann Arbor 
Healthcare System.

“I came to talk to my 
fellow veterans,” Benti­
volio said, adding that it’s 
unacceptable for veter­
ans to wait as long as 45 
days for medical appoint­
ments at veterans hospi­
tals.

“Once you get to see a 
doctor and they want to 
send you to a specialist,

the wait can be four 
months for physical ther­
apy,” he said. “This has 
been going on for 40 
years.”

Bentivolio, R-Milford, 
is seeking re-election in 
the U.S. House 11th Dis­
trict. He faces a chal­
lenge from Birmingham 
lawyer Dave Trott in the 
August primary. Bentivo­
lio, who ran as a tea party 
candidate, won the con­
gressional seat in 2012 
after then-U.S. Rep. Thad 
McCotter, R-Livonia, 
resigned following reve­
lations his campaign 
staff compiled fraudu­
lent petition signatures 
for his re-election.

“The tea party is a 
bunch of people who got 
together and said, ‘Some­
thing is wrong with the 
country,”’ Bentivolio said 
in a conversation with a 
South Lyon Senior Care 
and Rehab patient. “The 
best-part is, they’re ask­
ing questions. They want 
government to be ac­
countable. The tea party 
is concerned about obli­
gations to veterans and 
the Social Security sys­

tem. I’m. not here to lie to 
you or to tell you a fancy 
story. My constituents 
want the truth.”

Patients respond
Rehab resident John 

Talmage said he is al­
ways interested in get­
ting an idea of what poli­
ticians are doing.

“Some are insulated 
from the wants, desires 
and needs of the people,” 
he said. “It’s nice to get 
an idea of what they are 
about.”

Russell Maxwell, also 
a rehab patient, liked 
what he heard.

“I like everything in 
the right way,” Maxwell 
said. “I’m a right winger. 
I don’t believe in social­
ism and that’s the way 
the current president is 
leaning.”

During his tenure as 
congressman, Bentivolio 
said he was most proud 
of being recognized for 
transparency in his work 
representing his constit­
uents. He also applauded

his office staff for re­
ceiving awards for their 
availability to constitu­
ents.

Bentivolio pointed to a 
bill he sponsored, the 
Safe and Secure Federal 
Websites Act of 2013, 
promoting privacy on 
federal websites. The bill 
was introduced to the 
House and is being re­
vised.

Regarding the oppor­
tunity to meet Bentivolio, 
rehab resident Janet 
Bartsch said she appreci­
ated the opportunity to 
hear the congressman, 
“because all we have to 
go on is what other peo­
ple say that they say.”

Bentivolio concluded 
his visit with an invita­
tion to everyone to con­
tact his staff if they need 
help with any concerns.

“I don’t care what 
your political party is, we 
are here to serve constit­
uents in this district,” he 
added.

student loan reforms, 
reducing tuition costs to 
make college tuition 
more affordable, and 
through holding colleges 
funded by the state ac­
countable for their ex­
penditures.

In 2012, Northville native Julie 
Foucher held the distinction of being 
the world’s second-most fit woman.

After taking a competitive sabbat­
ical in 2013 to concentrate on her med­
ical school studies in Cleveland, Fouch­
er is back and more fit than ever, one of 
the favorites to capture the 2014 Ree- 
bok CrossFit Games, which start Friday 
in Carson, Calif.

The Reebok Games are a three-day, 
single-sport, multi-discipline open com­
petition which now encompasses 17 
different regionals worldwide. Since its 
humble beginnings, when a field of 70 
gathered to compete in the first games 
in 2007, entries have risen every year -  
as has prize money, now $275,000 for 
each winner.

Last year, 150,000 people entered the 
Crossfit Open -  the initial stage -  of 
whom 2,959 were UK athletes. A select 
few make it through to regionals, after 
which the true elite compete in Cali­
fornia, with the winners proclaimed 
“the fittest alive.”

A favorite along with Annie Thoris- 
dottir, who was the 2011 and 2012 cham­
pion, the 25-year-old Foucher has been 
training vigorously with her coach of 
five years, Doug Chapman, who owns

and operates Hyperfit USA, a CrossFit 
affiliate gym in Ann Arbor.

“I’m definitely even more fit than I 
was then ... just based on my times, my 
benchmark workouts and I was first

woman at (Central East) regionals,” 
Foucher said. “The nice thing about 
CrossFit is that it’s very objective and 
it’s very measurable. You can track 
your progress and the numbers don’t 
lie, so I know I’m definitely fitter than I 
was two years ago.”

After graduating from the Univer­
sity of Michigan, Foucher began to 
pursue a medical career at the Cleve­
land Clinic Lerner College of Medicine 
of Case Western Reserve University in 
Ohio.

She just completed her fourth year 
and has three years remaining. She is in 
the midst of a two-year research pro­
gram and took 2013 off from CrossFit 
competition to prepare for her boards.

“I was still training, but not to the 
same degree now that I am or that I 
have been this year,” said Foucher, who 
can dead lift 350 pounds and clean and 
jerk 195. “But I’ve been keeping up 
some level of skill and mostly working 
on strength.”

The 5-foot-4,135-pouhd Foucher has 
ramped up her training this year and

Garret Buckley knew the lay of the 
landscape when he returned to play a 
National PGA Junior Series event last 
weekend at Westbrook Country Club 
in Mansfield, Ohio.

The victory allows Buckley ex­
empt status into the 39th Junior PGA 
Championship, July 29 through Aug 1 
at Miramont Country Club in Bryan, 
Texas. The prestigious event, which 
features top junior amateurs from all 
over the U.S., will also include Novi- 
Detroit Catholic Central High School 
senior Glenn Piot, who earned a spot 
by capturing the Michigan Junior 
PGA title earlier this summer at Bed­
ford Valley Country Club.

Buckley, who is headed this fall to 
Loyola (111.) University -  where he 
will study environmental science -  on 
a golf scholarship, fired rounds of 
71-71-74 to lead the field of 90, while
14-year-old Colin Bowles of Oceana, 
W.Va. was runner-up with a 73-74- 
73-220 total.

The Novi grad had to be precise on 
the par-72,6,787-yard Westbrook C.C. 
layout.

“The course is awesome,” said 
Buckley, who shot a 2-over 74 on the 
final day. “It played extremely firm. 
The greens were extremely quick. 
Even if you were hitting a short iron 
into the holes, you still had to be real­
ly careful where to put it. You had to 
land it, sometimes not even close to 
the pin, and just work it 50 feet just to 
get it to settle under the hole where 
you had makeable putts. There were 
a lot of challenges like that.”

Buckley, whose father Dennis once 
had a single-digit handicap, began 
playing golf at age 5 before moving

into competitive junior events at age
9.

During his final high school sea­
son, Buckley won the Kensington 
Conference tournament with a 71. He 
also finished third in the KLAA Asso­
ciation tourney with a 77. And after 
taking fifth in the district with a 73, 
Buckley failed to qualify for the 
MHSAA Division 1 state finals after 
placing a disappointing 21st at the 
regional with a 79.

“I just didn’t have my ‘A’ game,” 
Buckley said.

Following graduation, Buckley has 
enjoyed a productive summer, fin­
ishing 26th in the Michigan Open with 
rounds of 74-73-70-70 on his home

course at Prestwick Village in Mil­
ford, where he is tutored by teaching 
pro Luke LaFave.

Buckley also played in the Michi­
gan Amateur at Belvedere County 
Club in Charlevoix, where he missed 
the match play cut by only one shot 
with a two-day total of 77-76-153.

But earning a spot in the 39th PGA 
Junior Championship ranks as a ca­
reer highlight.

“Probably my best tournament to 
date,” Buckley said. “The only one 
that would come close would be my 
finish at the Michigan Open. This is 
by far the most rewarding.”

Stop by the Northville Community 
Center gym at the right time on just 
about any day, but beware -  you 
might catch pickleball fever and you 
won’t be able to help it. It’s highly 
contagious. Take a seat in the bleach­
ers and watch for a while.

You’ll see that the game of pickle­
ball is easy to learn and can be 
played by youngsters, oldsters and 
all those in between. You’ll see agil­
ity, speed, sweat and maybe an acro­
batic maneuver or two. There will be 
lots of camaraderie, wisecracks and 
barrels of fun. Laughter will abound 
and it won’t be because of the funny 
name.

The game of pickleball started 
almost 50 years ago in the state of 
Washington. It’s a bit like tennis. It’s 
played on a surface the size of a bad­
minton court, either indoors or out. 
Throw in a paddle, a whiffle-like ball 
and a lot of terms like “kitchen,” 
“poach” and “dink” and you have a 
game that has certainly caught fire 
in Northville and the surrounding 
area.

can often be found exclusive­
ly at Hyperfit.

“Earlier in the year, I’d say 
closer to 20-25 hours, but as 
the Games approach, it’s like 
an all-day effort, five, six, 
seven hours a day, five days a 
week and, a couple of days, 
two or three hours,” Foucher 
said. “And there’s things like 
taking care of your body and 
making sure you’re recov­
ered. It definitely all adds up. 
And I’ve been lucky to have 
enough flexibility in my 
schedule this year to train 
like that.”

Foucher, a 2007 Northville 
grad, was an accomplished 
athlete in high school, win­
ning the MHSAA Division 2 
gymnastics all-around title 
with a score of 36.675. She 
also competed in track as a 
pole vaulter.

When she got to Michigan, 
she decided she wanted to try 
something different when it 
came to fitness.

“I started after my sopho­
more year in college,” Fouch­
er said. “I loved working out 
and I loved fitness, but I real­
ly didn’t know what to do. I 
kind of fell back on a lot of 
running. I did some swim­
ming in the mean time, but 
when I heard about CrossFit, 
actually from my boyfriend 
(Daniel Urcuyo), it sounded 
exactly what I was looking 
for, so we both joined the 
local CrossFit gym (Hyperfit 
USA), owned by Doug Chap­
man. He’s been around for a 
long time and has a lot of 
coaching experience, so we 
just really got lucky to go out 
there.”

In June 2009, Foucher 
started competing and earned 
back-to-back fifth-place fin­
ishes at the Reebok Games in 
2010 and 2011. The 2014 finals 
will be televised live on 
ESPN.

Foucher gravitated toward 
the sport because of the va­
riety of all the different dis­
ciplines.

“That’s what I really loved 
about it,” she said. “I got 
really bored just running all 
the time or doing the same 
thing. It’s something differ­
ent every day. There’s such a 
broad spectrum that we cov­
er, so we’re not trying to spe­
cialize in any one area. But 
we do gymnastics elements. 
We do weight lifting ele­
ments, endurance things like 
swimming, running, rowing. 
It’s a little bit of everything.”

Foucher gets coaching not 
only from Chapman, she’s 
also worked with 1996 Olym­
pic gold medal gymnast Do­
minique Moceneau.

She feels she’s peaking at 
just the right time as she 
heads off to the West Coast. 
Last year’s champion, Saman­
tha Briggs of Manchester, 
England, did not qualify this 
year.

“I feel better than I ever 
have felt going to the Games 
in terms of my confidence,” 
Foucher said. “In 2012,1 
would ask myself, ‘Do I want 
to win?’ There was still part 
of me that believed that I 
could. And this year, it’s very 
different. I totally believe 
that I’m capable. I just want 
to go and give everything I 
have on every workout when 
I walk away. I hope to win 
and, if I do, I’ll be very hap­
py.”

He 
loses his balance and reaches 
down with his arm to break 
his fall. There goes Mortimer, 
out for the season with a bro­
ken wrist.

Don’t get benched like 
Suzie Q and Mortimer. In­
stead, heed Ben Franklin’s 
sage advice: “An ounce of 
prevention is worth a pound 
of cure.” In sports, the impor­
tance of prevention and safe­
ty cannot be stressed enough. 
It doesn’t matter if you’re a 
beginner or a veteran. Take 
precautions to prevent such 
common sport injuries such 
as tendinitis, pulled muscles, 
sprains, breaks and head 
injuries. Follow the tips be­
low:

Do
Wear proper court shoes.
Wear proper eye protec- 

tion/racquet sports eyewear.
Warm up and stretch.

Stay hydrated.
Play within your skill and 

physical-ability level.
Learn to return lobs prop­

erly. Tbrn and keep your eye 
on the ball instead of back­
pedalling.

Call “ball in court” when 
your ball is headed toward 
another court.

Communicate with your 
partner to avoid collisions 
when going after the ball.

Stop if you feel dizzy or get 
tired.

Stop playing if injured and 
if appropriate, remember 
RICE (rest, ice, compression 
and elevation)

Stretch and cool down.
Keep a cell phone handy in 

case of emergencies.

Don't
Don’t play on wet or un­

even surfaces.
Don’t backpedal to play a 

ball.
Don’t continue to play if a 

ball is rolling onto your court.
Don’t step in front of your 

partner to play a ball that is 
clearly not yours.

Don’t push yourself be­
yond your endurance.

Don’t be a bad sport.
Now that you’ve caught the 

pickleball fever and you know 
about the do and don’t list, get 
out there and play. Sweat a 
little, enjoy the exercise, have 
fun and at the end of your 
game be a good sport and 
bump paddles or high-five or 
whatever it is that your fellow 
pickleballers do when they 
meet at the net and congrat­
ulate each other on a game 
well played.

Jack Stephens knows 
what it’s like to have a 
parent battling cancer.

He was just 4 years 
old when his mom, Peg­
gy Stephens, was diag­
nosed with inflammatory 
breast cancer — an ex­
tremely aggressive and 
rare type of the disease.

Now 11, Jack is doing 
something to try to ease 
that worry for other 
children -  those watch­
ing their parents fight 
cancer and those battling 
the disease themselves.

-  Sacks by Jack -  to take 
some of the pain out of 
the experience.

“I want to help kids 
who have cancer or 
whose parents have can­
cer,” Jack said July 12, 
while helping customers 
at his booth at downtown 
Plymouth’s Art in the 
Park.

“I want them to have 
activities to take their 
minds off it.”

Jack first formed his 
business two years ago 
for the Novi Home and

involved. She said she 
asked Jack, who was 9 at 
the time, if he’d ever 
thought of starting a 
business.

Jack thinks a bit dif­
ferently than a lot of 
11-year-olds.

Inspired by Harrison 
Ford’s Indiana Jones 
movies, Jack even 
dressed as Indiana Jones 
for Halloween one year.

Technology helps Realtors keep 
in touch, find business leads

Realtors have joined other busy professionals in using technology, g e t t y  im a g e s / m o o d b o a r d  r f

Over the years, Realtors have spent 
countless time and millions of dollars 
advancing real estate technologies and 
keeping up with the latest high-tech 
tools. The 2013-14 Realtor Technology 
Survey, conducted by the National Asso­
ciation of Realtors’ Center for Realtor 
Technology, found that Realtors con­
tinued to invest in new technology for 
their businesses in 2013 and spent more 
than they did in previous years.

According to the survey, brokers 
spent a median of $1,410 on technology 
for their real estate business, up from 
$1,122 in 2012, while agents spent a me­
dian of $848, up slightly from $822 in 
2012. Technology that allows work to be 
done while on the move appears to gen­
erate the most interest among Realtors, 
who are highly mobile professionals. 
Smartphones and tablets ,iPads, An­
droids, Surfaces or Kindles, are the 
tools Realtors are most intent on pur­
chasing; 29 percent of participants said 
they plan on procuring one of these 
tools in 2014.

“Technology has transformed the 
way Realtors do business, but in real 
estate, being high tech can never come 
at the expense of being highly acces­
sible,” said Mark Lesswing, NAR senior 
vice president and chief technology 
officer. “Advances in smartphones and 
social media have made it easier for 
Realtors to stay in touch with their cus­
tomers, but maintaining a strong, per­
sonal relationship with clients is still at 
the heart of the business.”

According to the survey, the vast 
majority of Realtors, 94 percent, use 
mobile devices to communicate with 
clients. In fact, Realtors spend a median 
44 percent of their time corresponding 
with or doing work for their clients via 
their mobile devices. Use of iPhones 
continues to increase among Realtors;
52 percent of respondents now use 
iPhones. Thirty-six percent of respon­
dents use Androids and 3 percent use 
Blackberry devices.

“Realtors tend to find the most value 
in technologies that allow them to con­
duct business quickly, conveniently and 
on the go,” Lesswing said. “Embracing 
new technologies and online resources 
is a vital part of how Realtors identify, 
market and sell homes and guarantee 
that they are meeting their clients’ 
needs.”

The use of social media to generate 
leads and stay in contact with clients 
has also increased since 2012; 91 percent 
of all Realtors use social media. Seventy 
percent of those surveyed said that they 
use social media to build relationships 
and network, while 64 percent said they 
use the platforms for marketing and 
generating leads.

The most frequently used social plat­
forms were Facebook, 77 percent of 
respondents said they use the site reg­
ularly, followed by Linkedln, used by 75 
percent.

The 2013-14 Realtor Technology Sur­
vey was based on data collected in Janu­
ary 2014. The survey was emailed to 
NAR members, including Realtor bro­
kers, managers and agents, and generat­
ed 1,280 usable responses. The survey is 
available for free at crt.blogs.realtor.org

In 2001, NAR established the Center 
for Realtor Technology to provide tech­
nology leadership, guidance and assis­
tance to Realtor associations and mem­

bers. Through its mission of evaluating, 
implementing and applying emerging 
technologies, CRT makes available in­
formed industry insight, research and 
open-source applications.

to San Diego
Q: What is happening to  

Dana Point, California, from  an 
investment standpoint in resi­
dential real estate as opposed 
to  investing in San Diego?

A: These are two different 
residential scenes, although, they 
both, of course, border the Pacif­
ic Ocean. As I recently observed, 
the cost of residential units in 
San Diego and its coastal cities 
have flattened out in terms of 
appreciation, because of new 
construction and local taxes. 
Coastal proper­
ties are still, of 
course, strong, 
however, in the 
Marina area, but 
the mega appre­
ciation has not 
occurred. Dana 
Point, on the 
other hand, is a 
small coastal 
community 
which is in the process of spend­
ing millions of dollars to redo 
their entire harbor development 
by tearing down the old shops 
and restaurants, and in town 
turning the one-way Pacific 
coastal highway, going through 
the city, to two-way traffic. Ac­
cordingly, look for major in­
vestment and appreciation in the 
next two years in Dana Point, 
though as in any situation, you 
need to get experienced real 
estate brokers to assist you in 
evaluating your investment op­
portunity.

Q: I hear that Banff, Alberta, 
Canada, is like Aspen in the  
cost o f real estate fo r the so- 
called upper-crust. What can 
you tell me?

A: There is a street in Banff 
called Buffalo Street, which is 
along the Bow River, where the 
houses range from $2 million to 
$10 million. They are not that 
extravagant, but have a great 
location in a breathtaking pictur­
esque town much like Aspen. Of 
course, Banff is in a Canadian 
National Park where elk and 
deer stroll everywhere with an 
occasional bear for excitement, 
especially, if you leave garbage 
unattended. Simply put, real 
estate is extremely expensive in 
Banff, but based on recent obser­
vations, new construction of 
residential communities is sub­
stantial and pre-construction 
opportunities may be available.

With minivan sales 
showing more perk than 
they have in a while, 
Toyota is introducing a 
refreshed 2015 Sienna 
minivan with a passel of 
strategic improvements in 
the vehicle itself-and a 
marketing campaign that 
breaks significantly more 
interesting ground.

The 2015 Toyota Sienna.
Toyota’s just-breaking “Unexpected 

Adventures” campaign for the fall launch of the 
new Sienna is an internet-only campaign that uses 
fun videos that happen to be created by parents who 
already showed they were adept at exploiting the world 
of social media.

Meanwhile, the 2014 Toyota Sienna that it replaces 
showed me on a recent trip that it has absolutely 
everything families would need in an automotive 
platform. And so the improvements in the new model 
year - touches such as a feature that helps parents talk 
with kids in the rear of the vehicle without having to 
shout - only enhance what already is an outstanding 
package.

I’ve always been extremely partial to minivans in

the first place, having leased a couple 
of Chrysler Town & Country minivans 
sequentially as our kids were growing up. 
And from the beginning of the minivan 
phenomenon with Chrysler vehicles in the 
early Eighties until today, I defy anyone 
to come up with a category of vehicle that 
is so versatile and checks so many boxes 
for practical automotive ownership.

Decent gas mileage for a larger 
vehicle? Check.

Pretty good handling for something 
that’s not a sports sedan? Check.

Complete and utter flexibility of the 
interior space for passengers and cargo? 
Double check.

Most comfortable and flexible seating 
options for the largest number and 
biggest variety of people? Double check 
as well.

Jest driver and passenger visibility, 
especially in the front, for any type of 
vehicle on the American road? Triple 
check.

No matter so many soccer moms 
bought and are still buying minivans.
And that, of course, is the only real rub 
against this mode of transportation: It’s 
considered dowdy. And today’s soccer 
moms and dads don’t want to be seen 
as fuddy-duddies, so minivans aren’t 
even on the consideration list for many, 
many families these days as they buy new 
vehicles

They should put Sienna back on that 
list. Aesthetically on the outside, it’s about 
as pleasing as a minivan can get. And 
inside - where vans do their business - it 
executes to the max on each one of those.

major advantages of minivans
The 2014 Sienna we drove on an 

iconic, Fourth of July road trip up the 
peninsula was powered by a 3.5-liter, 
24-valve six-cylinder engine that yielded 
an EPA-rated 16 mpg in the city and 23 
mpg on the highway. My mileage, mostly 
highway and country driving, was a little 
better than that in the latter measure.

In any event, Toyota’s reliable 3.5-liter 
was a dependable power train, not only 
providing acceptable mileage, better than 
SUVs of its size, and also moving Sienna 
around briskly even over country hills 
and in passing lanes Plus the driver’s 
package in the XLE version I drove 
included brake-assist and smart-stop 
technology that came in handy more than 
once on the trip.

Sienna’s highly comfortable interior 
demonstrated one of the best attributes 
of minivans versus SUVs: second-row 
seats that recline to a meaningful degree. 
In fact, Sienna’s second-row captain’s 
chairs had foot rests that turned them 
into “lounge” chairs and encouraged 
second-row occupants to sleep along the 
way, providing the driver with peace and 
quiet.

The vehicle’s configurable interior 
seemed bottomless in accommodating 
luggage, as folded the rear seats back and 
piled suitcases, beach gear, groceries and 
all the other trip essentials into the deep 
well that opened up when we moved the 
seats. And when we got to our destination 
and wanted to use the rear seats for 
passengers, they simply folded back down 
into the well again.

In the 2015 version of Sienna, Toyota 
is adding LED daytime running lights, 
more soft-touch surfaces, optional black- 
leather seats with contrasting white 
stitching, and the cool new intercom 
feature. Called Driver Easy Speak, and 
also found on the Highlander SUV, it 
allows parents behind the wheel to talk 
through a microphone while they’re 
driving so they don’t have to yell back 
at their kids in the third row. It’s an 
important safety feature that can really 
make a difference in a minivan.

Sienna sales actually were about flat 
through June compared with a year 
earlier. Some competing vans, such as 
Town & Country, have been positing sales 
increases over a year ago, and overall the 
minivans category seems to be getting 
more attention - and respect.

This time of the year, many 
employers review up to 100 
resumes per job opening -  and 
that’s if they’re getting looked 
at at all. With so many applica­
tions, there’s clearly a certain 
etiquette that needs to be upheld, 
particularly when it cOmes to 
following up after you apply. 
Since two thirds of workers 
don’t follow-up after submitting 
their resume for consideration, 
you may believe sending a quick 
note could help your chances. 
Unfortunately, following up in­
correctly can send your r6sum6 
to the trash can.

While it’s always advised to . 
follow-up after you apply for 
a job, doing so in the wrong 
way can severely impede your 
chances at landing an interview. 
If you’re uncertain on follow-up 
etiquette, here are some do’s and 
don’ts to consider:

DO
contact the 
right person

It’s so important to contact 
the right person in the follow­
up process. After all, you’d 
probably be peeved if people 
were contacting you for the 
wrong reasons. While the job

description may not include 
contact information, there are 
some easy ways to obtain it.
Use databases or check out who 
posted the job on social media. 
By doing a little detective work, 
you’ll be able to find the right 
point of contact.

D O N ’T
call or email if the job 
description explicitly 

says not to

It’s vital that you follow 
all directions, even if they go 
against follow-up protocol. For 
instance, if a job description 
explicitly says no phone calls 
or emails, this means no phone 
calls or emails. Although it’s 
not exactly the best scenario 
for your candidacy, you have to 
respect the wants and needs of 
an organization.

Instead, do little things to 
“follow-up” such as becoming 
a fan of the organization on Fa- 
cebook or mentioning them on 
Twitter. While you shouldn’t be 
too obvious, these little gestures 
can help you to stand out.

DO
take schedules 

into account

Employers are busy people. 
They may not have time to 
respond to every email or call 
back every candidate. Although 
you did take the time to apply 
for the position, you have to 
understand the schedules of the 
hiring department, especially if 
the position is highly coveted.

Here’s a tip: Following up af­
ter one week is pretty customary, 
no matter how busy an employer 
may be. If the job descrip­
tion says anything else such as 
following up after two weeks 
or sending them a message on 
Linkedln, be sure to keep these 
methods in mind, as well.

D O N ’T
follow-up more 

than twice

While not everyone may 
agree, it’s okay to follow-up 
on your follow-up. Emails can 
always get lost in the shuffle or 
the employer may have forgot­
ten to respond to you. However, 
anything more can be seen as 
annoying and overbearing, es­
pecially if it’s the same message 
twice. Oftentimes, an employer 
may have “mentally” acknowl­
edged they got a message or 
voicemail and simply decided 
to leave it at that. Once you’ve 
followed up twice, you’ve done

your part and should wait for 
things to unravel organically.

DO
cut your losses 

if there’s radio silence

It’s a tough pill to swallow,

but sometimes you need to cut 
your losses. It’s nothing personal, 
nor should you take it as such, but 
sometimes someone was just more 
qualified than you. When this hap­
pens, you can either get angry or 
you can learn from your mistakes.

For example, if you evaluate how 
your candidacy could have been 
improved, such as sending in higher 
quality writing samples or follow­
ing directions better, you can move 
forward as a smarter job seeker.

If you’re not landing interviews, 
take a look at how you’re follow­
ing up after you send in your appli­
cation. You’ll likely find a connec­
tion between how you contacted an 
employer and the outcome of your 
candidacy.
