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Primary turnout typical for Novi

While many media
outlets reported unusual-
ly low voter turnout Aug.
5 for the primary elec-
tion, that really wasnt
the case in the city of
Novi.

Given that just over
7,000 total votes were
cast among the city’s
more than 41,000 regis-
tered voters, 17.24 per-
cent could be considered
low. But the average
primary turnout in Novi
Is 17.54 percent, accord-
ing to Maryanne Corne-
lius, city clerk.

However, one can
expect that percentage to
jump significantly in
November for the gu-
bernatorial election. Novi
recorded Bercenta es of
51.76 (201 % 61.99 (2006)
and 54.41 (2002) the last
three times a new gover-
nor was chosen.

And those percent-
ages are still higher in
Novi durin7gspresidential
elections: 75.47 (2012),
77.48 (2008) and 79.15
(2004).

So why then, with so
many elections and is-
sues being determined in
a primary, is turnout so
much lower?

“Voter education is so
important and | did see
media reports explaining
to voters why the pri-
mary is so important,”
Cornelius said. “We do
the same thing every
chance we get, including
high school and middle
school levels, so they will
know for the future and
share with their par-
ents.” ]

_ Convincing senior
citizens to vote does not
seem to be an issue. No-
vi’s highest turnout in the
primary, 52 percent, was
at Precinct 10, which is
Fox Run Retirement
Community, where there
are 919 registered voters.

away. “We normally ex-
perience a surge before 9
a.m. then again after 4
p.m.,” Cornelius said.

Weather aside, what
can be done to get more
Novi residents voting?

“Education informa-
tion shared by anyone
accredited through the
state of Michigan, such
as myself and my deputy,
is always a good way to
inform residents,” Cor-
nelius said. “So just by
this story, a lot of voters
will be reached.”

Tabulating votes
While local voting
percentages have re-
mained consistent in
recent years, one thing

that has changed is the
speed at which votes are
tabulated and final re-
sults are available.

As of November 2012,
all results in Oakland
County are immediately
sent by modem installed
in the voting equipment.
Nothing can be sent in
advance of 8 p.m. as the
equipment for receiving
information is not in use
until that time.

Prior to November
2012, the card inside the
tabulator (much like an
SD card in a digital cam-
era) was removed and
brought to the city
clerk’s office. Those
cards would then be read
into a computer program
and sent all at once by
modem. The cards are

still returned in a se-
cured canvass bag. The
city clerk’ office uses
those results to generate
the reports one sees on
Novi’s website that in-
clude the summary re-
sults and results by pre-
cinct.

In Novi, 4,374 votes
were cast at the polls.
Another 2,716 were cast
via absentee ballots,
which are tabulated be-
ginning no earlier than 7
a.m. on election day.

“There is a specific
process whereby signa-
tures on the outer enve-
lope are verified, then
the ballots are compared
on a list, including the
ballot number on the
front label,” Cornelius
said. “The envelope is
then opened and the
numbered stub is com-
pared without exposing
votes on the ballot. The
stub is removed and kept
in numerical order. The
ballot is then kept in the
secrecy sleeve and trans-
ferred to the next elec-
tion worker.”

That election worker
removes the ballot from
the secrecy sleeve and
transfers it to the next
election worker, who
then takes it to the tabu-
lator and inserts the
ballot.

_ “Because each Repub-
lican and Democratic
team is sworn to secrecy
and follows instructions
to process, they are act-
ing on behalf of the ab-
sent voter,” Cornelius
said.

Atypical primary or
general election in Novi
can run anywhere from
$25,000 to $35,000.

“Voting is a right and
a privilege,” Cornelius
said.

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Lawmaker introduces bills regulating fireworks

State Sen. Glenn An-
derson, D-Westland, in-
troduced legislation to
restore Michigan’s
pre-2011 fireworks reg-
ulations.

Anderson last week
introduced Senate Bills
1023 and 1024 to re-estab-
lish the ban on aerial and
explosive fireworks,
which account for the
majority of noise com-
plaints and serious in-
juries. In 2011, Anderson
was the only senator to
vote against the fire-
works law change.

“Something must be
done to get this under
control,” Anderson said.
“Since the law was
changed, in addition to
the disturbance of the
peace, Michigan resi-
dents have endured prop-
erty damage and injuries,
even deaths, related to
these higher-powered
explosives now available.
On top of that, the reve-
nue that was promised by

sponsors
just hasnt
materi-
alized. The

locations is virtually
impossible and is costing
the state more than li-
censing fees bring in.”

In the wake of An-
derson’ initial announce-
ment that legislation
would be introduced,
hundreds of citizens
from across the state
contacted his office with
stories of sleepless nights
during the work week,
traumatized pets that
have to be sedated for the
holidays and fire damage
from launches in dense
urban communities.

Anderson has also
heard from numerous
veterans suffering with
post-traumatic stress
disorder who found the

endless bombardment of
fireworks to severely
intensify their anxiety.
“For some of these
veterans who served our
country, the non-stop
fireworks explosions in
their neighborhoods
cause symptoms so debil-
itating that they cant
leave their own homes.

Appeals court rules In favor
of former McCotter staffers

The Michigan Court of
Appeals has ruled a deci-
sion by a Wayne County
circuit judge to throw out
felony charges against
two former staffers for
then-U.S. Rep. Thaddeus
McCotter was correct.

The court ruled
Wednesday the decision
to dismiss two charges of
conspiracy to commit a
legal act in an illegal
manner filed against
Livonia resident Paul
Seewald and Farmington
Hills resident Don Yow-
chuang was the correct
decision by circuit Judge
Margie Braxton.

The case, which
stemmed from the pet-
ition fraud scandal two
years ago that left
McCotter off the ballot

and led him
to resign his
position in
Congress,
had been
appealed by
the state
attorne
general to
the court of appeals in
2013

McCotter

The three-judge panel
ruled 2-1that the charge
was improperly levied on
the pair, saying the act
they were accused of -

This expands
the scope of the conspira-
cy beyond all reason,”
the maJorltP/ ruling

reads. “It also ignores the
fact that had McCotter
actually been placed on
the ballot, it would not
have been a ‘legal act’at
all, because it would have
been made possible by
defendant’s defrauding
of the Secretary of
State.”

Secretary of State
officials determined the
petitions had some photo-
copies of signatures on
them and disqualified
enough signatures that
left McCotter off the
ballot in 2012.

Proponents of the 2011
law have argued that
surrounding states, such
as Indiana, were stealing
revenue from Michigan
as citizens crossed the
border to purchase pro-
hibited fireworks. Some
have suggested that
changing the law to allow
local cities and townships
to decide for themselves
whether or not to ban the

higher-powered fire-
works would be pre-
ferred over a statewide
ban. Critics of this ap-
proach, however, argue
that any option that
leaves these fireworks
readily available to the
public will not solve the
problem.

'Keep the peace’
~ “lam all for empower-
ing local communities
with more tools to help
Erotect their citizens and
eep the peace, buta
half-measure like this
wont make the differ-
ence needed to regulate
these fireworks,” An-
derson said. “If we give a
city the power to ban the
fireworks and they take
that step, then citizens
are just going to drive to
a neighboring communi-
ty where the fireworks
arentillegal, stock their
arsenal and bring them
home.

Candidates should focus on issues, not personalities, in general election

The primary election is over and it’s time for the
winners to turn their attention to the Nov. 4 general
election.

Acontinued focus on the issues that matter to vot-
ers must take precedence over gamesmanship and
bashing. In the aftermath of the contested Aug. 5pri-
maries, there’ been a lot of expected disappoint-
ment among candidates who lost. It is human nature
to be disaEpointed and hurt. The majority of candi-
dates worked very hard in the primary and should be
proud of their efforts.

Yet an undercurrent of angst continues as those
who lost try to figure out why. Whether it’s voters
who spoiled their ballots by cross-voting in the parti-
san races or candidates accusing each other of re-
moving political signs, it is time to move on and focus
on November.

Voters have no interest or time to listen to bashing
and accusations among candidates. Elections are im-
portant. The state and the country is divided. VVoters
want to know what their candidates offer in experi-
ence and credentials and how their background and
skills can be best used to achieve progress in local
communities, the state and in Congress.

Obfuscation is a mainstay of political campaigns
and the primary season saw its share of such tactics.
A lot of it occurred in Wayne County and, while it

ways a lesson to be learned.

For example, closer to home, there was the bash-
ing that went on in the Republican primary for the
U.S. House 11th District, in which Dave Trott tried to
spend incumbent Kerry Bentivolio into oblivion, fo-
cusin? more on Bentivolio’s shortcomings than on
any plans or programs he himself would introduce.

Too often candidates are focused on raising and
spending money. Sure, money helps a candidate
spread their message or destroy their opponent. Vot-
ers are typically more appalled by the money candi-
dates spend rather than impressed by fundraisinig

rowess. More money does not mean a candidate will
e better in elective office than one who doesn't raise
gobs of cash.

In the race for the state House 38th District seat,
Republican Dan Lauffer’s camp sent out brochures -
the day before the election - falsely accusing his op-
ponent, Kathy Crawford, of missing meetings as an
Oakland County commissioner and supporting is-
sues she didn’t even vote on. It included a photo of
Crawford with a lei around her neck to convey her
being on vacation when the photo was actually taken
at India Day - in Novi!

Candidates must also remind their volunteers and
supporters to leave other candidate lawn signs

where they stand. The primary was wrought with
complaints from candidates that their signs were es-
sentially stolen from where they stood. Removing
signs is childish and shows poor sportsmanship. And
voters know it.

If signs are placed in locations in violation to local
ordinances, local staffers will remove them.

Voters want an end to divisive politics and party
rhetoric that accomplishes very little. Voters want
action that occurs through healthy debate and com-
promise. Candidates heading into the November
general election must focus on issues important to
voters, their families, their jobs and their communi-
ties.

There is plenty to debate inthe general election, a
lot of issues in Michigan to discuss. There are roads
to be fixed, schools to be funded properly, jobs to be
created. Those are far too important to allow the
campaign to devolve into a negative round of charac-
ter-bashing.

We believe voters want to talk about the issues,
not the personalities. With the general election loom-
ing, we urge primary winners to focus on their own
campal?ns, on introducing their own solutions to the
state’s ills and on their own vision for Michigan’s fu-
ture.

Great Lakes restoration hill
gets Senate committee hearing

Subcommittee of the Senate

n July, the Water and Wildlife
IEnvironment and Public

Works Committee held a hearing

on the Great Lakes Ecological
and Economic Protection Act,
which | introduced along with a
bipartisan group of eight Senate
co-sponsors, including Illinois
Sen. Mark Kirk, my co-chair on
the Senate Great Lakes Task
Force, and Michigan Sen. Debbie
Stabenow.

This legislation would help
restore and protect the Great
Lakes, the largest source of
surface freshwater on the plan-
et. It would target the most sig-
nificant problems facing the
Great Lakes and ensure that we
implement these projects cost-
effectively.

The Great Lakes are one of
the world’s great treasures, pro-
viding drinking water to more
than 40 million people; support-
ing 15 million U.S. jobs and $62
billion in wages; transporting
critical supplies for manufactur-
ing, electricity generation and
food for the world; and support-
ing the region’s $4.6 trillion
economy.

The Great Lakes brought
industrial and natural resource
development to the region,
which resulted in tremendous
economic development and pop-
ulation growth. This develop-
ment, however, also resulted in
toxic substances polluting the
waters and sediments, untreated
waste water threatening public
health and polluted runoff chok-
ing habitats and killing aquatic
life. The recent toxic algae
bloom on Lake Erie that cut off
drinking water to a half a million
residents is just one example of
how much we depend on our

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lakes.

The Great Lakes Ecological
and Economic Protection Act,
also known as GLEEPA, would
tackle problems from past pollu-
tion and protect the lakes from
current and future threats.

GLEEPA would formally
authorize the Great Lakes Resto-
ration Initiative, an inter-agency
program launched by President
Obama in 2009 to implement a
regional collaboration strategy
developed in 2005 through a
process established inan exec-
utive order by President George
W. Bush.

The history of the restoration
strategy clearly shows the work
of restoring and protecting the
Great Lakes is founded ona plan
that reflects a broad range of
viewpoints and has strong bipar-
tisan support.

GLEEPA would focus federal
resources on the areas of highest
priority identified in the collab-
orative plan, which would be
further refined as new science
and information become avail-
able. While the GLRI is broadly
authorized in the Clean Water
Act, passing this legislation
would help ensure the program
has clear congressional direction
and goals, is results-driven and
transparent and implements the
most cost-effective solutions.

The bill would also formally
establish the Great Lakes Ad-
visory Board to provide advice
and recommendations concern-
ing restoration and protection.

The board would reflect many
different viewpoints, including
local, state and tribal govern-
ments; environmental, agricul-
tural and business organizations;
hunters and anglers; and acade-
mia.

Finally, the bill would formal-
ly establish a 10-member inter-
agency task force to coordinate
restoration efforts, ensure pro-
jects are not duplicated and that
they use existing successful
programs. GLEEPA also would
accelerate progress toward the
goals of the Great Lakes Water
Quality Agreement, a formal
agreement between the U.S. and
Canadian governments estab-
lishing shared goals for protect-
ing and improving water quality
of the Great Lakes.

The GLRI has achieved real
progress: cleanup of more than
1.3 million cubic yards of con-
taminated sediment; control of
the destructive sea lamprey and
restoration of sturgeon, trout
and other important fish species;
construction and improvement
of barriers to prevent an in-
vasion by destructive Asian
carp, and planning for additional
measures to keep these fish out
of the lakes; protection of tens of
thousands of vital habitat acre-
age; and restoration of thou-
sands of miles of rivers for fish
passage.

I’'m glad the Water and Wild-
life Subcommittee held an im-
Fortant hearing on this vital
egislation and 1’m hopeful it can
receive approval from the full
committee and move on to a vote
in the Senate.

tion, thermal insulation
and drainage properties
that stone bases or other
drainage and shock pads
cannot offer without
added material and labor
costs.

while playing in only 31 games
for Pawtucket, Maier was on
the move again as he signed a
contract to go to spring train-
ing 2014 with the Cubs.

“I did it late in the season
(2013), around the first of Au-
gust,” Maier said of his back
injury. “I think it was kind of
correlated with having an
oblique injury and some other
injuries on the left side there. |
think it all kind of correlated to
where my back gave out. |
went through epidurals, went
through rehab the entire fall
and winter to where | was try-
ing to get it right, then | was
ultimately able to play.

“But I exhausted my other
avenues. If | wanted to play, |
needed to get it done.”

Under the knife

On March 14 in Phoenix,
Maier underwent a micro-.
discectomy, a minimally in-
vasive spine surgery to relieve
ﬁressure and pain caused by a

erniated disc.

“After | had surgery, the
Cubs released me because they
knew 1’d be out pretty much

the entire summer,” he said.
“So | was a free agent, | went
home and was pretty much
restricted the first six to eight
weeks - couldn’t bend over,
couldn't pick anything up. |
stayed in Michigan during that
time period and that’s when |
got signed by Kansas City.”

Maier says he can certainly
relate to back woes of Tiger
Woods.

“It was the exact same sur-
gery and right about the same
exact time,” Maier said. “And
Andy Dirks with Detroit had
the exact same thing in spring
training right about the same
time as | did. It’s tricky. It’s
kind of one of those things
you've got to battle through.
(Woods(); came back more
quickly than | did. He’s had
some issues since he’s been
back, but fortunately I havent
had those issues of having any

setbacks.

“They just said it takes a
little bit of time to heal, but it’s
still a back surgery. You've got
to let all the tissues repair,
because they had to cut
through and make sure they
gotitright.”

And so far, so good for
Maier.

Nice recovery
“I'm fully recovered, it’s

justnow a matter of going

through the rehab progression,
where I'll play a couple of days
and take a day or two off,” said
Maier, who has appeared in 12
games for the Naturals, hitting
.282 while clubbing his first
homer in a 9-8 win Aug. 6 over
Corpus Christi. “When | first
started, it was limited innings.
I played five innings, then
seven... each day not only get
my body back into baseball
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“I've had opportunities to ex-
pand or go to bigger situations
and the Lord has really kept me
in place. When | was on the
plane ride back (from) playing
in the Philippines, that’s where
I had my experience with God.
And he said develop the ulti-
mate athlete for Christ. And so
that’s part of my ministry.
That’s what keeps me where |
am today. | don't look at this as
ajob.

From 1992-95, hes served as a
mayoral appointee as deputy
director of parks and recrea-
tion in the city of Highland
Park before returning to play
professionally again for three
years.

From 2002-07, Blackwell
was the assistant A.D. at Faith
Christian Academy in South-
field before going to Franklin
Road Christian, where he has
found a home.

“I really enjoy what I’'m
doing,” Blackwell said. “This is
fami Iy I couldn't ask for better
people here. With Pastor Jamie
(Kjos) of Brightmoor, the
church has grown since he’s
been here. He was here two
years before me and he has
done tremendous things for the
church and the school. That’s
one great thing. His heartbeat
is not only the church, but also
the school. That’s what is going
to help us grow.”

Family ties

Blackwell and his wife Jil-
lian have three sons - Macken-
zy, Johnathan and Robert Ga-
briel - who are also part of the
church and school’s landscape.

“The people here have been
a blessing to my wife and fam-
ily,” Blackwell said. “We have
new leadership. Pastor Tim
Gambino, who started the
school, has just retired. And
now we have a new superinten-
dent, Dan Robinson, who is a
former athlete and coach, so he
understands the importance of
athletics. He understands the
importance of Christian educa-
tion, but he understands sports,
so I’'m excited.”

Franklin Road is one of 16
members in the Michigan In-
dependent Athletic Confer-
ence, which includes small
faith-based and private schools.

Nicknamed the Warriors,
Franklin Road enjoyed some
athletic success during the
201344 MHSAA season as both
the girls basketball and base-
ball teams earned a district
title.

“Our goal is to always get
better,” Blackwell said. “Al-
ways to |mﬁrove, always to
reassess what we did last year
and how we’re going to get to
the next level this year.

For now, Maier’ only goal is
to get back into baseball shape
with the Travelers, nothing
else.

Maier might consider coach-
ing once his playing career
ends.

“This gave me a perspective
onwhat it’s like,” he said.

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Ultimate Dodgeball gains popularity

How that good ol’ school-

Xard staple called dodgeball

as evolved —something
worth rejoicing for new,
prime-time players like Livo-
nia’s Simeon Kraft.

It used to be a game of dead-
eye accuracy, where bigger
kids slammed younger ones
who couldn't react when a
round, rubber sphere started
zerom% in toward their heads.

In the 21st century, howev-
er, there is a version called
Ultimate Dodgeball, where
Kraft and other young athletes
weaned on the X Games play
inside a bovv_l—shaﬁed trampo-
line —jumping, throwing and
strategizing to their hearts’
content while trying to remain
the last one standing.

These days, they can’t wait
to go to battle.

Consider Kraft’s team of
twentysomethings called Free
Headshots, who are glad to be

art of the recreational sport’s
atest incarnation.

The team, featuring a num-
ber of members from Observ-
er-area communities, won the
Ultimate Dodgeball Challenge
onJune 29 at Sky Zone Indoor
Trampoline Park in Canton.
Due to financial reasons, how-
ever, the team will not compete
Aug. 8-10in Las Vegas, Nev.,
against Sky Zone qualifiers
from around the country.

Frenetic fun

“I think the sport in general
appeals to us, because every-
one on our team is athletic,”
said Kraft, 22. “We all Ela
soccer, football, volleyball. But
dodgeball as a sport appeals to
us because it’s very strategic
and requires group synchroni-
zation.

“At the same time, it’s very
fast—gaced. Soitsavery rare
combination that you got a
game that’ played at this
speed, but with this much ac-
tive strategy put into it. It’s
different than the dodgeball
you play when you’re in middle
school, where you just throw
balls and try not to get hit.”

Based on the fact Free
Headshots came away with
hardware following the June
29 state tourney final (a vic-
tory over a team called Our
Ball, Your Face), Kraft and his
teammates were successful
enough in that regard.

One of his teammates, 24-
year-old Will Miller of River-
view, said it was quite a thrill
to win last month’s tourna-
ment. Free Headshots pre-
vailed in a round-robin format,
besting the 12-team field.

“I think it was pretty fantas-
tic to win it,” said Miller, who
possesses a strong arm and the
penchant for picking off oppo-
nents. “We won it two years
ago and we got to go to (Los
Angeles). But this year we’re
not able to go because of team
funding.” )

Team captain Mat Jones, a
22-year-old from Farmington,
said Free Headshots was guar-
anteed prize money for the
2012 regionals in California,
regardless where the team
finished in the competition.
When no such guarantee was
available this time around, the
decision was made to skip the
Las Vegas event.

“Last year they changed it
and now you only are guaran-
teed money if you make the top
eight out of 40 or 50,” said
Jones, a Farmington High

School alum. “And since all of
us but one or two are in high
school or college, we can't
really afford to make the trip
out to Las Vegas on such short
notice without being guaran-
teed prize money back.”

Money matters aside, Miller
said Ultimate Dodgeball is “a
combination of two great
things. It’s dodgeball and you
?ot trampoline, so everybody
oves both of those. It just
makes sense.”

Sticking together

Just how team members
came up with Free Headshots
for a nickname was something
that —pardon the expression
—kind of smacked them in the
face.

“We went to a tournament
where you weren't allowed to
hit people in the head,” Miller
said. “Like, they wouldnt be
out, you'd be out. So we took
the name Headshots Only.’

“And then the next tourna-
ment we were Free Headshots,
not sure exactly why. We’re a
pretty silly team, though.”

Jones said many team mem-
bers started playing the origi-
nal version of dodgeball during
youth group at Ward Evangeli-
cal Presbyterian Church in
Northville when they were in
middle school.

One tournament led to an-
other and eventually took them
to Sky Zone. They quickly
adapted from gym floor to
trampoline.

“Moving on into high school,
we started hearing about a
couple tournaments. We threw
a team together for the Detroit
Cup Tournament that comes
around every March,” Jones
said. “And we kind of stuck as
a team since then.

“As the years go by, we've
been playing more and more
tournaments. We've been to
Canada several times, Chicago
several times.”

Other members of the state
champions include Farming-
ton’s Jesse Jones, Drew Jones
and Matt Clunis and Livonia’s
Jon Long, Phil Maessen, Ben
Kraft, Ben Sweetman and Billy
Werthman. Ferndale’s Jordan
Hemingway is assistant cap-
tain.

New-school buzz

Canton Sky Zone manager
Darian Luttrell said the facil-
ity, located in an industrial
park at 42550 Executive Drive
(near Michigan and Lilley

roads), opened in 2012 and is
becoming extremely popular
with the younger set.

“I like that i1t’s fun, itsa
workout,” said Luttrell, a 2011
graduate of Southfield-Lathrup
who now attends Eastern
Michi%an University. “That’s
why a lot of people come here.
It’s just different elements, it’s
not the natural, traditional
dodgeball —it provides that
new-school element to it.”

Other Sky Zones in Michi-
gan are located in Grand Rap-
ids and Shelby Township. Atall
three facilities, Luttrell
stressed, people of all ages and
both genders participate.

By and large, the essence of
dodgeball remains unchanged
from yesteryear.

There are five balls in circu-
lation to start the action (two
per team and one placed in the
center of the court) and, once
the whistle blows, anything
goes.

Players keep firing balls
(sometimes at a velocity of
upwards of 70 mph) trying to
nail opponents and force them
to the sidelines. If a throw is
caught by a player on the other
side, the one who launched it
takes a seat.

Adding insult to injury, the
player who made that catch
can wave a teammate back into
the fray from the bench to gain
an edge in the numbers game.

Asalways, the team with
the last player standing wins.

“Each team starts out with
five people and it% just like
regular dodgeball,” Luttrell
sald. “As soon as you get hit
with the ball, you’re out.”

Wild and crazy

Thanks to how players can
soar high into the air and come
at each other from crazy an-
gles, players need to simulta-
neously be proficient in phys-
ical anAmental gymnastics.

For Kraft and Miller, that
challenging combo is what
really makes Ultimate Dodge-
ball such a rush.

“I’m jumping higher than |
could normally jump,” Kraft
said. “But also the structure of
the arenas (there are 26 Sky
Zone parks in North America)
have the trampolines along the
walls that angle; (it) definitely
adds another dimension to the
game. | just enjoy it.”

According to Kraft, being
able to react under pressure is
integral to success, not to men-
tion reading how a game is

progressing.

“It’s vegy fast-paced and so
... it’s just doing the math,”
Kraft said. “I know I've got a
ball and my teammate has one
and I thinK there’s one behind
me, so that I’m only looking for
two on the other side.

“And that influences my
decision on who to throw at or
if 1 should be throwing at all.”

Another strategy is feeding
balls to teammates in better
position to attack.

“I Wouldlget aball and, let’s
say | kind of hyperextended
my elbow and I’'m not sure I’'m
going to get a good throw off,”
Kraft said. “Its better to feed
it to one of my teammates who
still has a strong arm. Thats a
legitimate strategy.

“And some of the more
basic strategies that really pay
off are just ball control, mak-
ing surealou don't give them all
away and controlling the pace
of the game.”

In position

Defensive positioning cant
be ignored, either.

“It’s one thing to just stand
there and let them throw at
you,” Kraft said. “But it’s an-
other to have someone, if your
team’s only got like one ball
and they’ve got three, to have
people positioned so that as
soon as the other team is
throwing at you, you’re ina
position to countér-attack.

“And so, it’s little things like
that, really tend to pay off.”

Miller added that players on
Free Headshots have great
team chemistry and communi-
cation skills that often mean
the difference between win-
ning and losing.

“We dont necessarily have
plays, but if we have more of
the balls than them then we try
to throw two at once,” Miller
said. “Or if we only have one
more than them then we only
throw one, just simple stuff.

“And covering people, try-
ing to tip balls up so that you
can try to catch them instead
of getting hit.”

So to that end, the basics of
dodgeball haven't changed
from ﬁeneratlon to generation.

Still, Sky Zone’s trampolines
are helping to launch the cur-
rent version of the sport high-
er than it’s ever gone.

You might say it’s becoming
the ultimate.

Numbers
continue
to plunge
at MHSAA

Drop in enrollment
affects participation

Participation in high
school sports in which post-
season tournaments are
sponsored by the Michigan
High School Athletic Asso-
ciation decreased slightly
for the third straight school
year in 2013-14, following a
continuing trend of declin-
ing member school enroll-
ments.

However, nine MHSAA
sports saw increases in
participation from 2012-13,
and four sports set records
for the second straight
school year.

Atotal of 288,230 partici-
pants took part in the 28
tournament sports offered
by the MHSAA during the
past year - a 1.9-percent
decréase from the 2012-13
figure of 293,810.

Enrollments at member
schools also decreased 0.7
ﬁercent from 2012-13 and

ave fallen 10 percent since
the 2006-07 school year.

But MHSAA participa-
tion has fallen only 7.9 per-
cent during that time. This
year’s dip was slightly larg-
er than the 1.2-percent de-
crease from 2011-12 to 2012-

13

Boys participation fell 1.7
percent from 2012-13 to
2013-14, and girls participa-
tion fell 2.2 percent. The
overall MHSAA totals count
students once for each sport
in which they participate,
meaning students who are
multiple-sport athletes are
counted more than once.

For the second straight
year, boys and girls lacrosse
(5,089 and 2,540, respective-
ly) and boys and girls cross
country (8,882 and 8,703)
set participation records.

Both lacrosse totals have
increased annually during
their 10 years as MHSAA
tournament sports. The
girls saw an increase of 1.6
percent front 2012-13.

_ Participation in boys and
girls cross country in-
creased for the fifth
straight seasons - the girls
by 3.9 percent.

Three girls sports re-
bounded from recent de-
clines. Girls swimming and
diving (6,604) broke a two-
year downturn with its
highest total since 2010-11.

Girls golf (3,427) in-
creased by 2.8 percent and
girls soccer (13,619) in-
creased one percent after
also falling from 2011-12 to
2012- 13

Girls track and field
(17,259) posted its second
straight increase and high-
estgarticipation total since
2009-10.

However, troubling
trends continued in two of
the most popular girls
sports. Girls basketball
participation fell for the
eighth straight season to
16,329 participants, the
sport’s fewest since records
first were kept in 1991-92,

The girls basketball total
has decreased 14.7 percent
since a U.S. District Court
decision led to the switch-
ing of girls basketball sea-
son from fall to winter be-
ginning in 2007-08.

Comparatively, girls |
enrollment at MHSAA
schools during that time has
fallen 10.4 percent.

The sport that swapped
seasons with girls basket-
ball and moved to fall, vol-
leyball, saw a 6.5-percent
drop in participation to
18,607 athletes, its fewest
since 1993-94 and a de-
crease of 13.6 percent since
its final season as a winter
sport.
~ Atotal of nine sports saw
increases in ﬁartlmpatlon in
2013- 14 (three boys, six
girls), while 19 had de-
creases (11 boys, eight

counsel vital to

condo operations

Q: lam on the board of a condo
and have found out that our manage-
ment company has used the same
attorney in every one of its projects
that it recommended to us. When |
asked the management company
why that was the case, the manage-
ment company said it was just coinci-
dental and that they do "good
work." Isthat a problem for our asso-
ciation?

A: Congratulations. You have stum-
bled across a frequent phenomenon in
Michigan condominium governance
where the management compan¥ is
figuratively in bed with the law firm
that they continuously
recommend because,
among other things, that
law firm will agree not
to pursue the manage-
ment company for any
malfeasance and/or has
otherwise represented
the management com-
pany or done “favors for
it.” This unholy alliance
is something that should
be avoided and any management com-
pany that continues to send the busi-
ness of the association to one law firm
is waiting, literally, for the cookie to
crumble when that affiliation is ex-
posed and any impropriety is estab-
lished. You are best off retaining a new
management company and a new law
firm.

Q: lam buying a new condomini-
um from a national developer, and
received a Disclosure Statement that
said there were no lawsuits pending
againstthe Developer of this project.
The name of the project isdifferent
from the name of the national devel-
oper. Should I be looking for more?

A You certainly shoulg. The Condo-
minium Act only requires the Devel-
oper of that particular project to dis-
close any litigation with that particular
project. You should inquire as to wheth-
er the parent of your Developer, i.e., the
national company, if that be the case,
has been sued at any other condomini-
um projects locally'and, perhaps, na-
tionally if the same style unit is being
sold elsewhere. Many times we find
that Developers are sued and, as part of
a settlement, demand confidentiality
clauses so no one knows what the terms
of the settlement are except the parties,
and no prospective purchaser will real-
ly find out the details. | have seen many
situations where Developers have cov-
ered up their defects which they knew
about in other projects from ones they
are currently developing and/or selling
at the time. Get a good condominium
lawyer who knows the history of Devel-
opers in this area.

Over the years, hiring managers
have bom witness to every hiring,
interviewing, resume, cover letter
and negotiation mistake there is.

You know what these blunders
are. We’ve told you several times.
Yetyou (and hundreds of otherjob
seekers) continue to make com-
mon job search mistakes.

From those who see your mis-
takes over and over, here are 16
common job search mistakes to
avoid,and some ofthem may sur-
prise you.-

1. Keep your options open

“Candidates tend to think that if
they interview for ajob they will
get an offer, so they do not apply
and interview for multiple posi-
tions,” says Joanie Spain, director
of public relations and career ser-
vices, School of Advertising Art,
“They
wait until one plays out complete-

ly, putting their job search on hold
until knowing for sure they didn’t
get the offer.”

“By having many more ironsin
the fire, you diversify the risk and
disappointment that is inevitable
when any single opportunity dis-
appears,” adds Roy Cohen, author
of “The Wall Street Professional’s
Survival Guide: Success Secretsof
a Career Coach.”

“You also present yourselfas a
more passionate and energetic can-
didate. You’re in the ‘zone’ a point
where you’re in the flow of infor-
mation and ideas, and that makes
you more valuable.”

2. You turn up your nose at
job descriptions
“Entry-level candidates are
reluctant to apply for a position
unless the job sounds like their
‘dream job’or they have all qualifi-
“Rather

than going on an interview to get

cations listed,” Spain says.

more information, they base de-
cisions about applying on the job
description alone. They fail to
see that all interview experience
is good experience, or that, until

there is an offer on the table, there
is no decision to make.”

3. Perfect a thank-you note
“Don’t be too verbose with a
thank-you note after an interview.
Sending out aversion of “War and
Peace” can come across as desper-
ate and needy for ajob. However,
sending a one or two sentence
thank-you note comes across as
flippant, not well thought-out and
potentially shows indifference re-
garding the job to the employer,”
says Mike Barefoot, senior ac-
count manager at Red Zone Re-
sources, a recruitment firm. “We
encourage candidates to keep
them to four to eight sentences.”

4. Check your references

“Always give out references
that you’ve pre-screened. We
sometimes see candidates give out
references that were never checked
with and the references feedback
isn’t always kind,” Barefoot says.
“Also, make sure they’re predomi-
nantly managers. An occasional
colleague is okay, but contempo-
raries and friends really don’tcarry
that much weight in helping you
land a position.”

5. You've got poor
business acumen
“Managers are becoming more

savvy and are taking candidates
out to lunch for interviews. They
want to see how you treatarestau-
rant staff and see the ‘real’you. If
you’'re rude to them or don’t seem
appreciative for their hard work
to make your meal pleasurable,
managers wonder how you’ll treat
contemporaries you work with,”
Barefoot says.

6. You have a messy
briefcase

“A messy briefcase can imply
the person is unorganized, messy
and unprepared, and that their
work will be less than optimal,”
says Ronald Kaufman, author of
“Anatomy of Success.” “Some-
one who is neat, clean, organized
and prepared in all areas conveys

they’re serious about getting a job
and working.”

7. Temporary positions

“Many employers coming out
of a recession want to hire on a
temporary or temp- to perm- ba-
sis. We have already seen several
contractors be offered permanent
positions after they have proven
themselves,” says Jeffrey Wein-
stock, Esq. president, Rhodes &
Weinstock, a recruiting firm. “Not
only will the temporary position
pay some bills, think of it as an au-
dition for a potential perm position,
or atleastaway to getagood refer-
ence for another position.”

8. You have a bad attitude

“Poor attitudes come through in
telephone calls and in interviews.
Ifyou are not positive, why would
a potential employer want to hire
you?” asks Weinstock. “It may take
some time, but by being positive,
by doing all the right things, by
seeing each position as an oppor-
tunity, it will happen.”

9. You include too much
work history

“Many job seekers over 40 think
that they have to take their work his-
tory back to their firstjob out of col-
lege,” says Cheryl E. Palmer, career
coach and resume writer. “ All that is
needed is the last 10-15 years of your
work history.”

10. Use your personal resume

“Some people do not regularly
check their personal email, so they
use their employers’ email in-
stead,” Palmer says. “This sends a
negative message to potential em-
ployers that the job seekers will
not hesitate to use their equipment
for personal use.”

11. “No” is not final

“No” usually only means “no”
for that position, says Bruce Hur-
witz, president and CEO, Hurwitz
Strategic Staffing, LTD.

“If you are rejected for a job
you should send a thank-you note,
thank the employer for the oppor-
tunity, and wish them well. No one
does that. When the next opening
comes around, he’ll remember
you,” says Hurwitz.

12. You lack tact

“Be determined without being
pushy. Calling or emailing to ask
about the status of your resume or
interview can be a double-edged
sword,” says Rod Hughes, director
of communications, Oxford Com-
munications. “A tactful follow up
can place you top of mind with the
hiring manager, while incessant
calling or emailing can push your
resume right off the table.”

13. You don’t search for

yourself on the Internet

“Your would-be employer is
probably going to look you up on-
line, so you should know what is
out there,” says Amanda O 'Brien,
vice president of marketing, Hall
Web Services. “Clean up what
you can, check your privacy set-
tings on social networks and if it
is something you can’t get down
off the internet, you may want to
consider talking to the company
about it.”

14. You have a ‘death by
bullets’ resume
“Bullets are great but they need
context. Keep them to one line,
focused on a result and include
a figure like a fact, percentage or
number,” says Adriana Llames,
authorof “Career Sudoku: 9 Ways
