City contractor making 
progress in restoring 

culturally significant site

There’s a lot of important 
local history at the Novi Ceme­
tery. There are many soldiers 
buried there, going as far back 
as the Revolutionary War. That’s 
why its restoration has become

an important project the past 
several years.

“Many families who have 
loved ones buried here have 
moved away or are not in the 
community for whatever rea­
son, so because of this it’s on us 
to make sure this cemetery 
remains an important communi­
ty landmark,” said Wendy Du­
vall, supervisor with the city of 
Novi’s Parks, Recreation and 
Cultural Services, which over­
sees properties like the cemeter­
ies.

The Novi Cemetery was es­
tablished in 1844 by an early 
Novi settler and contains many 
veterans’ graves, including Rev­
olutionary War vet Caleb Carr. 
The property is 2.4 acres in size. 
The city has enlisted the help of 
contractor David Carter of Car­
ter’s Cemetery Preservation.

Carter started work at the 
cemetery three years ago. He 
found many grave sites and 
stones that needed work. They 
were broken, tilting and, in some 
cases, on the ground. His crew

has spent many days putting 
them back together and refur­
bishing them.

“We have completed 100 
stones over the last three 
years,” Carter said on a recent 
sunny morning at the cemetery 
on Novi Road.

He said when workers first 
arrived, more than half the cem­
etery stones and monuments 
had issues.

The goal is complete restora-

tion of this historic cem­
etery. Carter said work­
ers probably have an­
other two years to go. 
His company works on 
other cemeteries around 
the area, including in 
Livonia and Wixom.

Over time, head­
stones can become vic­
tims of their surround­

ings, according to Car­
ter.

“They can become 
covered by dirt and a 
growth called ‘lichen’ 
which can make it diffi­
cult to read and is very 
unsightly when you are 
visiting your loved 
ones,” he said.

In addition, cemetery 
maintenance can also be 
very hard on headstones 
and other grave mark­
ers. Lawn mowers 
sometimes hit them and

break them or knock 
them over and they will 
eventually become cov­
ered in grass.

Carter said they can 
repair most headstones, 
obelisks and monuments 
that have been dam­
aged. That’s what they 
are doing now in Novi.

“Every stone is dif­
ferent, so it takes time 
because they are almost 
like puzzles,” he said.

LEED, or Leadership 
in Energy & Environ­
mental Design, is a green 
building certification 
program that recognizes 
best-in-class building 
strategies and practices.

The Novi McDonald’s 
seeks to be the fifth Mc­
Donald’s LEED Volume 
project in the country, 
and the first in Michigan, 
as a LEED-certified Mc­
Donald’s.

Some of the green 
highlights at this restau­
rant include: construc­
tion waste diverted from

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Providence surgical center to be complete this fall

A new addition is cur­
rently under construc­
tion at Providence Park 
Hospital and, once it’s 
completed, it will help 
make it one of the most 
innovative 
hospitals in 
the region 
and state.

“We’re 
really excit­
ed about 
this be­
cause it’s 
bringing a 
vision we’ve had for 
some time and making it 
a reality,” Joseph 
Hurshe, chief operating 
officer Providence West 
Region, said of the pro­
ject to build a 9,000- 
square-foot surgical 
innovation center at the 
hospital at Grand River 
Avenue and Beck Road.

Expected to be done 
this fall, the center will 
be a training cornerstone 
for surgeons and clinical 
staff worldwide, accord­
ing to Judy Ahn-Ewing, 
director of neurosciences 
and project manager at 
Providence Park. The $3 
million in work being to 
make the center one of 
the first of its kind in the 
state is being financed 
through donations from 
the Art Van Elslander 
family and other contrib­
utors.

The surgical center 
will include labs for 
working with cadavers 
and 14 lab stations for 
temporal bone and skull- 
based surgery demon­
strations. Ahn-Ewing 
said the center will take 
into consideration a va­
riety of areas.

“A broad range of 
expertise will be part of 
this advanced medical 
education and technology 
center,” she said.

Inside the center there 
will be a 50-seat audi­
torium. There will also be 
specialized dedicated 
training stations for ad­
vanced surgical training.

Clinical services at 
Providence Park now 
include: orthopedic sur­
gery, including hip and 
joint replacement; gener­
al surgery; neurosci­
ences, including neuro­
surgery; women’s and 
pediatric services; and a 
wide range of other med­
ical and surgical special­
ties.

It also has a large and 
convenient outpatient 
center, which houses 
outpatient surgery, en­
doscopy services, labora­
tory, imaging and a sleep 
center, as well as many 
physician sub-specialties.

Hurshe said this ex­
pansion has been a goal 
since the hospital opened 
six years ago.

“There has been a 
desire to have an on site

surgical training venue 
here to align with what 
we already have here,” 
he said.

Providence is also

involved with the Neuro­
science Conference, 
which is being held next 
month at the Suburban 
Collection Showplace.

The first phase is 
expected to be done by 
Oct. 7 in time for its first 
training seminar, which 
will bring in individuals

from Asia and Europe.

Beyond Belief gives 

members chance to shine
Throughout the Detroit 

area, people are getting older.
This seems like an absurd 

statement to make until you 
consider the statistics. The 
2014 United States Survey on 
aging found that for the first 
time in history, the population 
of adults above age 65 is set 
to surpass younger age 
groups.

Now more than ever, com­
munities are struggling to 
provide support to activities 
to keep older adults active in 
their later years. In light of 
the Detroit area’s changing 
demographic, many organiza­
tions are stepping up to fill 
the need. Novi resident Dr. 
Richard Reising decided in 
his retired years that he 
would look for something 
new, engaging and challeng­
ing, which is why he became 
a member of the Beyond Be­
lief Senior Chorus.

“As a chemist in my earli­
er years, I was daunted by 
memorization. I felt that if it 
was important, I would find it 
in a book,” Reising said. “Lat­
er in life, I realized that this 
wasn’t quite the case. I first 
became involved in music for 
the first time in my life to 
maintain and improve my 
memory skills.”

Established by the non­
profit Mission Six Foundation 
to provide outreach to the 
growing senior population, 
Beyond Belief undertakes the 
writing, planning and staging 
of revue-style productions, 
which then tour to area senior 
living centers in order to 
share the music with an audi­
ence that otherwise might not 
have access to the perform­
ing arts.

The troupe staged its first 
productions since establish­
ing -  “Music! Music! Music!” 
a tribute to the music and

culture of the 1950s -  Aug. 
18-19 at Novi Middle School in 
partnership with the Novi 
Community School District 
and Novi Community Educa­
tion.

The group is comprised of 
more than 40 close-knit mem­
bers of all backgrounds and 
experience levels from Oak­
land and Wayne counties ages 
55-100. Since its inception, the 
group has traveled to inde­
pendent living facilities and 
nursing homes in Novi, 
Northville, Plymouth, White 
Lake and Livonia.

“I once overheard an older 
woman in public telling a 
younger man that at her age, 
‘making friends is not an 
option,”’ said Aaron Martinez, 
executive director of Mission 
Six.

“It really hit me that the 
message we give to our most 
seasoned citizens is that after 
a certain point, you’re worth 
disregarding off on the side. 
Where is their chance at con­
tinued happiness with that 
mindset? Now, we give every­
body a chance to be in the 
spotlight doing something 
they never thought they were 
able to do.”

For Reising, the gratifica­
tion of bringing happiness to 
people who need it is the 
greatest part of being in Be­
yond Belief.

“Beyond Belief is unique to 
me because it focuses on the 
infirm and elderly. Standing 
in the reception line after our 
shows, I watched all the hap­
py faces leaving and that 
hooked me,” he said. “It is 
marvelous to think that we 
can make people forget their 
troubles for just a few hours 
of their life no matter who 
they are or where they’re 
from.”

Beyond Belief is proof that 
one is never too old or too 
handicapped to find friends, 
laughter and community, 
which is exactly the message 
Mission Six hopes to send.

“This chorus is filled with 
the most inspirational people 
I have ever met, and to see 
how they come together and a 
family to laugh together, 
grieve together, and sing 
together is something I think 
everyone needs to see to be­
lieve,” Martinez said.

Tea Party candidates will challenge 

‘establishment’ Republicans

Some crucial state­
wide nominations for the 
Republican Party will 
come this weekend in 
Novi as it hosts the 2014 
Michigan Republican 
State Convention.

Scheduled to be held 
this weekend at the Sub­
urban Collection Show- 
place, the convention 
expects to be an eventful 
one as many incumbents, 
including Lt. Gov. Brian 
Calley, will be chal­

lenged. The 
successful 
nominees 
who 
emerge 
from the 
convention 

Staudt yvill appear 
on the No­

vember general election 
ballot.

The nominations to be 
made at the convention 
include: lieutenant gover­
nor, secretary of state, 
attorney general, three 
justices to the Michigan 
Supreme Court, two

members of the state 
Board of Education and 
two members each for 
the Wayne State Univer­
sity Board of Governors, 
the Michigan State Uni­
versity Board of Trust­
ees and the University of 
Michigan Board of Re­
gents.

Novi Mayo Pro Tern 
David Staudt, who will 
be attending the conven­
tion as a member of the 
Oakland County Repub­
lican Party, said the con­
vention is an important 
one. The nominations 
will be made by the par­
ty delegates attending 
the convention.

“It’s rare that you see

incumbents being chal­
lenged like this, but it 
looks as if they will be,” 
Staudt said.

The convention will 
feature more than 2,100 
delegates, who were 
picked during county 
conventions this past 
month from around the 
state.

Calley, who has been 
in office since 2011, is 
being opposed by Wes 
Nakagiri, who is the 
founder of
RetakeOurGov.org. The 
school board race has 
four candidates and all 
three university boards 
also have more than two 
candidates seeking nomi­

nations.
Staudt said the party 

appears to be split be­
tween Tea Party mem­
bers and “establishment” 
Republicans.

Drama aside, the con­
vention will be a boon for 
Novi with nearly 3,000 
people expected to come 
to town. They will stay in 
hotels, host parties 
around town and gener­
ally pump revenue into 
local businesses.

“This is great for Novi 
to have this. It will bring 
a lot of people from 
around the state into 
town, so it should be 
nothing but positive for 
local hotels and busi­

nesses,” Staudt said.
Novi Mayor Bob Gatt 

will give the opening 
remarks at the conven­
tion. On Friday night, the 
Oakland County Repub­
lican Party will host a 
party at Paradise Park in 
which all elected Repub­
lican precinct delegates 
are invited. Staudt ex­
pects some candidates to 
attend.

Activities will get 
going Friday, Aug. 22, 
but the official conven­
tion will be called to 
order at 10 a.m. Saturday.

up a little from last year’s 
total — stretched amid 
temperatures in the 
mid-50s as the walk got 
off to a cool start.

Walkers averaged 20 
miles a day by the time 
they were through Sun­
day, and the event ended 
up at Ford World Head­
quarters in Dearborn.
The Michigan walk is one 
of seven events Komen is 
sponsoring this year and 
remains one of its more 
popular ones.

It’s the 11th year Mich­
igan has hosted the walk.

“It’s a walk for women 
and men who want to be a 
part of something bigger 
— they want to end 
breast cancer forever,” 
said Dr. Sherie Phillips, 
national spokesperson 
for the Susan G. Komen 
3-Day. “This weekend is 
no exception.”

There are seven walks 
around the country, down 
from 14 a year ago. Phil­
lips says the fact there 
are fewer walks doesn’t 
diminish what partici­
pants hope to accomplish.

“The evolution of the 
(3-Day) doesn’t change 
the fact Komen is com­
mitted to the cause of 
ending breast cancer 
forever,” she said. “We 
have 1,200 people here 
ready to walk... the New 
Balances are laced, we’re 
going to urge people to 
take action to end breast 
cancer with each and 
every step.”

Fans and supporters 
waited for the walkers all 
along the path, as they do 
every year. Not only did 
they line the neighbor­
hood streets along the 
route, there were also 
cheering stations in Far­

mington Hills, North­
ville, Plymouth and Livo­
nia.

Like many walkers, 
Jill Engel of Canton is 
walking in honor of a 
family member stricken 
with breast cancer. Her 
mother, she said, has had 
breast cancer twice.

At one point, Engel 
said, her mother was 
given 18 months to live. 
She is now a 10-plus-year 
survivor whose fight 
convinced her daughter 
to take up the cause.

“My mom knew she’d 
be OK no matter what 
happens and I wanted 
faith like that,” Engel 
said. “I’m walking be­
cause my mother gave 
me the gift of faith.”

Anna Fleeman of Novi 
walked with her friend 
Denise Francisco, a 
breast cancer survivor

from Monroe.
“I walk with her so 

nobody else has to go 
through what she’s gone 
through,” Fleeman said. 
“Hopefully, soon we 
won’t have to fight it 
anymore.”

The walk culminated 
with the closing cere­
mony around 4:30 p.m. 
Sunday at Ford World 
Headquarters. But even 
after the walk ended, 
Phillips pointed out, the 
battle doesn’t.

“Nearly 3 million 
breast cancer survivors 
live in the U.S. today — 
the largest group of can­
cer survivors in the na­
tion,” Phillips said. “But 
we know our work is not 
done until we find the 
cure.”

It’s nice the Dow has 
reached record  highs, 
but that doesn’t mean 
that your portfolio has 
perform ed as well. T hat’s 
because the Dow only 
m easures the perfo r­
m ance of 30 stocks and 
these com panies a re  all 
large, U.S.-based leaders 
in the ir industry. The 
Dow does not m easure 
the perform ance of small 
or international com pa­
nies.

It is im portant to talk 
about the Dow so in­
vestors have a b e tte r 
understanding of what 
the average means.

The Dow has been 
around for m ore than 100 
years and, during that 
time, the individual 
stocks contained within 
the index have changed.

Stocks are  taken out 
or added to the Dow 
based upon a num ber of 
factors, including the 
financial health of the 
company, its reputation, 
its ability to grow and its 
in terest to investors.

Over the Dow’s 128- 
year history, there  have 
been 53 changes.

The most recent 
change occurred  last 
September, when Gold­
man Sachs, Nike and Visa 
w ere all added to the 
index and Alcoa, Bank of 
A m erica and Hewlett- 
P ackard  w ere removed. 
G eneral E lectric  is the 
longest tenured  m em ber 
of the index.

The Dow is a price- 
w eighted index. Most of 
the o ther popular indexes 
use the com pany’s over­
all m arket value, which is 
nothing m ore than m ulti­
plying the num ber of 
outstanding shares the 
com pany has by the 
stock price. When they 
com pute the Dow Jones 
Industria l Average, the 
stock price is the only 
factor.

A dollar rise  in Nike 
will have the sam e im ­
pact on the index as a 
dollar gained in GE, no 
m atte r what the overall 
m arket value of the com ­
pany is. Therefore, it is 
possible for one stock to 
move the en tire  index 

A dollar change in any 
Dow’s stock price is 
equal to a m ovem ent of 
6.42 points on the Dow. 
Therefore, if one of the 
Dow stocks increased by 
a dollar and the o ther 29 
com panies w ere flat, the 
Dow would increase by 
6.42 points. The resu lt is 
that higher priced stocks 
in the index have m ore 
influence on it than lower 
priced stocks.

On the whole, the 
question for investors is 
w hether the Dow is an 
accura te  reflection of the 
overall stock m arket. In 
my view, it is not.

Investors tha t don’t 
take risks or consider 
the ir goals and objec­
tives will generally not 
be successful investors. 
Indexes a re  im portant to 
provide a gauge as to 
what is happening. How­
ever, they alone should 
not dictate your invest­
m ent decisions.

Your move, law m akers.
L ast week, the sta te  Board of Education p ro ­

posed a host of very  sensible changes to the sta te  
laws governing ch a rte r  schools, in the wake of a 
D e t r o i t  F r e e  P r e s s  rep o rt th a t pointed to g laring 
problem s in the way M ichigan’s system  is s tru c ­
tured .

W hen the L egislature re tu rn s  in Septem ber, 
the board ’s recom m endations ought to form  the 
basis fo r laws tha t give M ichigan the best of what 
ch a rte rs  have to offer, but elim inate the to ler­
ance fo r (and certa in ly  the expansion of) low -per­
form ing schools m asquerad ing  as high-quality 
alternatives.

T here’s no question tha t in the 20 years  since 
M ichigan firs t passed its c h a rte r  law, some 
schools have posted trem endous resu lts. T hey’re  
an  im portan t p a rt of the education m atrix  and 
p a rt of the system  we need to be su re  all kids 
have access to good schools.

But th ere  a re  too m any poorly perform ing  
ch a rte rs  and sta te  law lacks su ffic ien t tee th  to 
ensure  com prehensive oversigh t of ch a rte r  
schools, m uch less closure of ch a rte rs  schools 
th a t a re n ’t  up to snuff.

C harter schools receive $1 billion in sta te  tax ­
pay er dollars each y ea r and produce resu lts  of­
ten  no b e tte r  -  and som etim es w orse -  than  reg ­
u la r public schools. Some 38 percen t of ch a rte rs  
rank  in the  bottom  q u a rte r of sta te  schools.

N othing about tha t is acceptable for M ichi­
gan’s children.

The ch a rte r  system  is tw o-part, com posed of 
au thorizers and operators. A uthorizers — all of 
w hich a re  colleges, un iversities or o ther educa­
tional institu tions — vet operators and should 
p erfo rm  ongoing oversigh t of the school’s opera­
tions and academ ic perform ance. C harters  are  
funded w ith sta te  educational dollars, siphoned 
from  the taxes tha t fund trad itional public 
schools.

C harte r operators have asked why they 
should be held accountable to h igher standards 
than  public schools and it’s certa in ly  tru e  tha t 
m any trad itional public schools have abysm al 
track  records.

But the answ er to th a t problem  is not continu­
ing to le t ch a rte r  schools escape s tr ic t scrutiny; 
the rig h t approach would hold all schools m ore 
accountable fo r th e ir  perform ance.

C harter schools w ere sold to citizens as a way 
to im prove education across the board, offering  
paren ts trapped  in ailing d istric ts  a high-achiev­
ing academ ic alternative. T hat’s the  only ju stifi­
cation for d iverting  a billion dollars annually 
from  trad itional public schools.

The sta te  board ’s ideas would b ring  M ichi­
gan’s c h a rte r  schools c loser to delivering on th e ir 
prom ise and justify ing  th e ir  existence.

The board  would have the L egisla ture  set 
c lear standards fo r ch a rte r  operators and hold 
c h a rte r  au thorizers m ore accountable fo r aca­
dem ic perform ance.

The sta te  board  also proposes to address some 
financial quirks in the way ch a rte rs  operate. 
C harte r m anagem ent com panies would be 
banned from  serving as a c h a rte r  school’s land­
lord  and lease ag reem ents fo r c h a rte r  schools 
would have to re flec t m arke t conditions. B idders 
fo r con tracted  serv ices would have to identify  
re lationships w ith owners, board m em bers or 
em ployees of ch a rte r  schools and c h a rte rs  would 
have to adhere to the sam e financial repo rting  re ­
quirem ents th a t trad itional public schools m ake 
available.

T hat’s a good start. B ut it’s probably  not 
enough. Unlike some sta tes, M ichigan places no 
lim it on for-profit, fu ll-service m anagem ent 
com panies. Should M ichigan lim it o r b a r the 
num ber of such operators allowed to open 
schools in the state? I t ’s a question w orth investi­
gating.

I t ’s also w orth exam ining the way school au­
thorizers a re  funded. C harter au thorizers can 
claim  up to 3 percen t of a school’s revenues, a 
m ethod of funding tha t gives au thorizers little  in­
centive to close poor-perform ing schools — but 
p lenty  of incentive to allow new schools to open.

When law m akers re tu rn  to Lansing, d rafting  
and passing legislation along these  lines should 
be a top p rio rity  — and frankly, a political no- 
brainer. Some law m akers have been re lu c tan t to 
act, saying freedom  from  regulation  gives ch a r­
te rs  the ability  to innovate, freed  from  burden­
some bureaucracy.

T hat’s hogwash. Innovation need not happen 
a t the expense of responsibility  and accountabil­
ity. But m ost im portant, innovation tha t doesn’t 
lead to b e tte r  outcom es fo r students is useless.

M ichigan has indulged fa r too m uch of that 
from  som e ch a rte r  schools, fo r fa r  too long.

Road trip  ca r trouble can be a 
real n ightm are, but perform ing a 
p re trip  car check helps drivers 
avoid a vacation breakdow n 
disaster. A 10-minute drivew ay 
inspection gives m otorists peace 
of m ind by reducing the chance 
of unplanned, costly car trouble 
and providing an opportunity to 
have any repairs  perfo rm ed  by a 
tru s ted  technician before hitting 
the road.

Check the tires including tire  
p ressu re  and tread. Under-in­
flated tires reduce  a vehicle’s 
fuel economy and uneven w ear 
indicates a need for wheel align­
m ent. T ires should also be 
checked for bulges and bald 
spots.

Check the hoses and belts as 
they can becom e cracked, b rit­
tle, frayed, loose or show signs of 
excessive wear. These are  c riti­
cal to the p roper functioning of 
the electrical system , a ir  condi­
tioning, pow er steering  and the 
cooling system .

Check filte rs  and fluids in­
cluding engine oil, pow er s tee r­
ing and brake, and transm ission, 
as well as w indshield w asher 
solvent and antifreeze/coolant.

Check the w ipers and lighting 
so tha t you can see and be seen. 
Check that all in terio r and ex te­
rio r lighting is w orking properly  
and inspect and replace worn 
w iper blades so you can see 
clearly  when driving during 
precipitation.

Check the brakes and b a tte ry  
to be su re  the b a tte ry  connection 
is clean, tight and corrosion-free 
and tha t the brakes a re  function­
ing properly.

The Car Care Council also 
recom m ends tha t m otorists re ­
stock th e ir em ergency kit, con­
sider a p re trip  tune-up to help 
the engine deliver the best bal­
ance of pow er and fuel economy, 
and o rd er a free  copy of the Car 
Care Council’s popular Car Care 
Guide fo r the  glove box at 
w w w .carcare.org/car-care-guide.

B arack Obama said in an in­
terv iew  that there  w asn’t a 
“sm idgen of corruption” with 
reg ard  to the IRS’s targeting  of 
conservative groups? I agree 
th ere  was not a sm idgen — there  
was a tsunam i of corruption in 
the IRS, with m ore IRS w rong­
doing coming to light by the day.

The A m erican people got a 
hint of how deep the corruption 
went when Lois Lerner, head of 
the Washington D.C.-based IRS 
Exem pt O rganizations repeated­
ly invoked the Fifth  Am endm ent 
to avoid answ ering any follow-up 
questions from  the House of

R epresentatives even though she 
asserted  h er innocence of crim i­
nal wrongdoing in h er opening 
statem ent. In May, L erner was 
held in contem pt of Congress.

Ten days a fte r  Dave Camp, 
chairm an of the House Ways and 
M eans Committee, sent a le tte r 
to the IRS regard ing  the IRS 
illegal ta rgeting  of conservatives 
in 2011, L erner reported  h er hard 
drive crashed  and key em ails in 
this investigation w ere “lost.” 
M oreover, six other key IRS 
officials who w ere righ t in the 
middle of this IRS targeting  
scandal all had th e ir hard  drives 
“crash ” as well — an unbeliev­
able coincidence.

Included am ong those six 
o ther IRS em ployees was Nicole 
Flax, fo rm er chief of sta ff to IRS 
Com m issioner Steven Miller. She 
m ade 31 visits to the White 
House betw een Ju ly  12,2010, and 
M ay 8,2013. Flax m et tw ice with 
Jeanne Lambrew, a top adviser 
to Obama, who exchanged confi­
dential data on conservative 
groups w ith Lerner. W hat a 
sham e some of those key com ­
m unications w ere lost.

Consider the case of the Na­
tional Organization for M ar­
riage, a non-profit organization 
that supports traditional m ar­
riage and opposes gay m arriage. 
The IRS leaked its confidential 
list of donors and its confidential 
tax  records to an adversaria l 
group, the H um an Rights Cam­
paign, which in tu rn  used this 
confidential inform ation to ha­
rass  the NOM donors. Recently, 
the IRS paid a $50,000 fine (our 
tax  money) fo r this violation of 
the law.

Fortunately, em ails a re  never 
orphans — th ere  are  always 
recip ients who have th e ir own 
copies and sophisticated forensic 
audit techniques to recover those 
emails. The key challenge is 
overcom ing IRS stonewalling.

Rem em ber, A rticle 2 of the 
Im peachm ent A rticles against 
R ichard Nixon involved his de­
sire  to use the IRS against his 
political opponents. As Daniel 
H enninger w ith the W a ll S t r e e t  
J o u r n a l  pointed out, “This is 
w orse than  W atergate. This IRS 
scandal is the p a rty  in pow er 
going a f te r  the m ost average 
A m ericans im aginable.”

Given this tsunam i of political 
corruption, we need an indepen­
dent special prosecutor as soon 
as possible.

c rea te  a new  future. We 
can no m ore affo rd  to 
w aste tax  dollars on en­
trep reneu ria l rip-offs 
than we can afford  to 
leave a single child be­
hind. Change tha t pro­
duces p rogress is need­
ed.

While m uch focus has 
been on M ichigan’s 
“bra in  drain” — students 
receiving a college edu­
cation and fleeing our 
sta te  — the g rea te r prob­
lem  is those we fail to 
educate who a re  staying 
behind.

It seem s as though 
people who have “green 
thum bs” never re tire , 
especially the men and 
women who live at Fox 
Run retirem ent com m u­
nity  who tend to 38 gar­
den spaces w here fresh  
vegetables, frag ran t 
herbs and colorful flow­
ers a re  grown all sum m er 
long.

John Barbay, who 
moved to Fox Run from  
Birm ingham  in 2004, 
co-chairs the G arden 
Club with his neighbor 
Peg Quigley.

“I have been garden­
ing since I was 12 years 
old,” Barbay said. “I have 
a lot of experience.”

This season, B arbay 
grew  green beans, egg­
plant, green peppers and 
lots of juicy red  tomatoes. 
B arbay says his wife 
M argaret som etim es uses 
the just-picked vegeta­
bles from  th e ir garden to 
whip up a fresh  sum m er

meal.
B arbay doesn’t let his 

crops go to waste; he 
gives baskets of fresh  
vegetables to sta ff m em ­
bers a t Fox Run. “They 
look forw ard to it every  
year,” he says.

Fox Run’s gardeners 
purchase the ir own seeds, 
soil, fertilizer and other 
supplies. They share  a 
communal tool shed 
w here they store shovels, 
rakes and other garden­
ing tools that residents 
have donated fo r all of 
the gardeners to use.

Barbay says each 
gardener works on his or 
h er own garden whenev­
e r  they choose. When

they do find them selves 
in the garden together, 
they can exchange grow­
ing tips, help each other 
out o r ju st chat while they 
work.

All of the m em bers of 
the G arden Club get to­
gether twice a year for 
semi-annual meetings. 
B arbay says they typical­
ly  enjoy a pizza lunch or 
desserts and lemonade at 
the m eetings and they 
host speakers who pro­
vide useful inform ation 
about gardening.

Past speakers have 
included experts from 
M ichigan State U niver­
sity’s 15-acre organic 
farm  located in Holt.

Of the many things Greg 
Rubenson will rem em ber 
about his daughter Abby Ru­
benson, one of the biggest 
m em ories will be the smile she 
had on h er face.

“She always had a smile,” 
the Livonia resident said. “Al­
ways joking, always teasing.”

Abby spent m ore than a 
y ear battling a ra re  brain  tu ­
m or before  passing away last 
month. The girl, who ju st com­
pleted fourth  grade at Kenne­
dy School in Livonia, died one 
m onth shy of h e r 10th birthday.

She and her fam ily discov­
ered  the disease last May, 
when she fell ill during a 
school field trip . Since then, 
Abby split tim e betw een her 
hom e with fam ily and at Mott 
C hildren’s Hospital in Ann 
A rbor fo r trea tm en t. The tu­
m or subsided earlie r this year, 
but a new one grew  just 
m onths later, sending her back 
to the hospital fo r treatm ent. 
She died Ju ly  12 at her home.

Abby Rubenson m aintained her 
corny sense o f hum or throughout 
her cancer figh t, her fa th er said.

But even w ith all the m edi­
cations, doctor visits and stops 
a t the hospital, Abby m ain­
tained h er smile and corny 
sense of humor, h er fa ther 
said.

“There w asn’t a person she 
m et she w asn’t  teasing or jok­
ing with,” he said. “She defi­
nitely  had a love for crappy 
jokes. Any aw ful jokes. That 
was in h er bag, she loved that 
stuff.”

The firs t tim e she re tu rned  
home from  the hospital last 
summer, she was welcom ed to 
a neighborhood celebration 
com plete w ith friends from  
school, church, her soccer 
team  and the neighborhood.

“We had a school family, we 
had a church  family, we had a 
soccer family. The am ount of 
support was unbelievable,”

G reg Rubenson said. “It really  
did help us get through it.” 

Tami Danaher, Abby’s 
teacher last year, said it was 
incredible to see how h er stu ­
dents rallied around the little 
girl and w ere som etim es 
s tronger than some of the 
teachers a t Kennedy School.

“She would come in; they 
w ere excited to see her. They 
w ere glad when she was 
there ,” D anaher said. “W hat­
ever it was, there  was never a 
problem . They really  w ent out 
of th e ir  way to m ake su re  she 
was included.”

Rubenson said one of Abby’s 
m em orable practical jokes 
cam e near last Halloween 
during h er trea tm en t a t the 
hospital. She had obtained a 
bag of fake candy blood and 
hung it on h er IV pole, startling  
a nurse who cam e to help her.

She was also known for 
loving to play gam es, including 
card  gam es. Rubenson said it 
w asn’t uncommon fo r the two 
to w ager a $1 a gam e and for 
Abby to em pty his w allet by 
the end of the night.

Even a fte r  losing feeling in 
h e r sides, h er fam ily set up a 
way fo r h er to continue play­
ing.

“She took m y m oney on a 
daily basis,” he said. “She en­

joyed being engaged in those 
gam es.”

Soccer tournament 
planned

Abby played fo r the Livonia 
City Soccer Club, now known 
as AC Milan D etroit West Soc­
cer Club. As she continued to 
battle  h er illness, several 
groups, including some from  
her fam ily’s church in North- 
ville and h er soccer team , col­
laborated to launch a soccer 
tournam ent that will m ake its 
debut next m onth in North- 
ville.

The tournam ent, dubbed the 
Abby Rubenson Cup, will take 
place Sept. 26-28 at Ward 
Church, 4000 Six Mile, in 
N orthville. So far, several 
team s have already applied to 
participate, including team s 
from  Livonia, Novi and South 
Lyon.

The deadline fo r team s to 
sign up is Sept. 1. P roceeds will 
go tow ard W ard Church and a 
fund nam ed fo r Abby, which 
will benefit several charities in 
the fu ture. M ore inform ation 
can be found on the tourna­
m ent’s website, abbyscup.com.

Abby’s soccer coach, Chris 
B urnette, said she was a bud­
ding soccer star, playing in 
upper age divisions in the club

and proving h e r worth. H er 
team  has since re tired  h e r No.

“When she cam e to my 
team , it was like h itting  the 
lottery,” he said. “She was 
poised to be a very  good cen ter 
back.”

B urnette  said the loss has 
been tough on the Livonia soc­
cer community, especially with 
the recent death of John Bie- 
niewicz, a W estland man who 
was a re fe ree  in the area. But 
the support has been un­
m atched.

“When som ething like this 
happens, the soccer communi­
ty  has been huge,” he said. 
“We’ve had huge support from  
everyw here.”

Danaher, who has taught at 
Kennedy for 18 years, said 
support from  around the 
school had been huge as well. 
She described Abby the best 
way she could w ith ju st one 
word: perseverance.

“The big thing I w anted to 
get across was h er persev er­
ance and my adm iration for 
th a t,” she said. “She taught us a 
valuable lesson of keeping 
faith  and keeping strong.”

If  you’re  N orthville boys 
cross country coach Chris 
Cronin, you can’t wait to get 
the season started .

T hat’s because the M us­
tangs are  com ing off a banner 
season and re tu rn  a m ajority  
of th e ir  top runners.

“Our 2014 goal is to contend 
fo r a sta te  title ,” said Cronin, 
who en ters his 21st season.

Replacing top runner Dan

State, will be a daunting task. 
Sims earned  all-state honors 
fo r the th ird  stra igh t year 
a fte r  finishing 10th last No­
vem ber a t MIS while posting a 
tim e of 15:52.9.

“T here’s no doubt w e’ll m iss 
Sims,” Cronin said. “H e was a 
fierce com petitor and arguably 
the best N orthville has ever 
produced in cross country.
With tha t said, our top four 
have sub-16 (m inute) speed and 
tha t gives us a chance to w rite 
some history  this season.” 

Senior captain N ick Noles, a 
two-time all-state runner who 
placed 21st in Division 1 
(15:58.8) last year, now as­
sum es the lead role fo r the 
M ustangs, who open the season 
Tuesday in the N orthville In­
vitational a t Cass Benton Park.

“Nick is the toughest big 
race  ru n n er I ’ve ever 
coached,” Cronin said. “N ick’s 
aggressive style of running 
will set the tone fo r our team  
th is season.”

Also re tu rn ing  fo r the 
KLAA Kensington Conference 
and Wayne County cham pions 
a re  senior captain Sean McCul­
lough (46th, 16:22.8), junior

“Sean has added strength , 
speed and g rea te r confidence 
to  his arsenal over the course 
of th is last year and is poised

First-tim e hom ebuyers have 

been largely  absent from  the 
housing m arket in the cu rren t 
economic recovery, but some 
m etropolitan areas -  p artic ­
u larly  in the M idwest and West 
-  a re  well positioned to see 
increases in home-buying from  
the M illennial generation in 
upcom ing years, according to 
new research  by the National 
Association of Realtors.

NAR analyzed cu rren t hous­
ing conditions, job creation and 
population trends in m etropol­
itan sta tistical areas across the 
U.S. to determ ine the best 
m arkets  fo r aspiring, leading 
edge m illennial hom ebuyers. 
Austin, Texas, and Salt Lake 
City w ere identified as top 
standouts fo r m illennials for 
having a young adult popula­
tion w ith solid job grow th ra tes 
and still re la tively  affordable 
home prices. Seven of the 10 
m etro  areas recognized a re  in 
the  M idw est and West.

Law rence Y un , NAR chief 
econom ist, says the homeown- 
ership  ra te  fo r young adults 
under the age of 35 peaked in 
2005 (43 percent) and fell to 36 
percen t in the firs t q u a rte r of 
2014.

“Lim ited job prospects, 
student debt and fla t wage 
grow th have com bined with 
tight c red it conditions and low 
inventory to p rice  m illennials 
out of some of the top cities 
such as New York and San 
Francisco,” he said. “However, 
NAR research  finds tha t there  
a re  o ther m etro areas m illenni­
als a re  moving to w here job 
grow th is strong and home- 
ow nership is m ore attainable. 
These m arkets a re  well-posi­
tioned to soon experience a 
rise  in first-tim e buyers as the 
economy im proves.”

NAR analyzed 100 m etro 
areas that have a large m illen­
nial presence, solid local job 
m arket conditions and strong 
m igration patterns of young 
adults moving to tha t partic ­
u lar a rea  to determ ine the best 
purchase prospects fo r young 
buyers. Housing affordability  
and inventory availability 
w ere also considered.

Mike Accavitti hopes 
that jolt will come 
in the form o f the 
all-new Acura TLX 
luxury-performance 

sedan that the Honda-owned premium brand will 

begin advertising this week and start selling in 
September.

Honda sales declined by 1 percent through 
June in the United States in a pretty robust market 
where major competitors continue to thrive. Hon­
da has a relatively aged fleet and no huge product 
launches this year. So among other things, the 

brand is making a bigger deal o f summertime 
clearance sales than many rivals and just com ­
pleted a fun social-media based model-closeout 
campaign, “#Cheerance,” early this month.

“Last year we had the best summer event and 

' July on record for the brand,” Susie Rossick, sen-

ior manager for American Honda, 
told me. “So w e’ve had success 
with this emphasis.”

Honda’s summer clearance event 
was all about social media, with 
videos, memes, GIFs and visual 
jokes as well as an effort to get 
hits so that Honda would donate 
$100,000 to the Pediatric Brain 
Tumor Foundation.

It also involved TV, print, digital 
and radio advertising, featuring 
skits and other brand-light scenarios 

designed to spread “unprecedented 

cheer” and connect “with as many 
people as we can in five days,” 
Rossick said.

But Acura’s TLX looks like a 
much better bet to make a material 
difference to the company’s sales 

this year. Acura sales were down 
by 2 percent in the first half and 
plunged by 21 percent in June alone 
compared with a year earlier. For 
this disappointing turn, Accavitti 
-- who recently became chief o f  the

Acura brand as American Honda 

split its management from that 
o f the Honda brand in the U.S. 
blamed the phase-out o f  the TL and 
TSX models that TLX is replacing 
as well as the fact that the launch of  

the new sedan has been delayed a 

few months.
Now, he told automotive jour­

nalists, the aim o f introducing the 
all-new TLX is nothing less than 
restoring Acura’s once-respectable 
place in the luxury-sedan segment 
as it joins the flagship new RLX 

sedan that was introduced last year. 
He’s putting Acura’s biggest-ever 
marketing campaign behind the 
TLX launch.

“It’s going to get us back into the 
mid-size performance sedan mar­

ket,” Accavitti said. The quality and 
technology in the vehicle including 
advanced handling aids, as well 
as the unprecedented marketing 
outlays, he said, indicate that “w e’re 
turning our attention to sedans” 

while the brand’s M DX crossover 

continues to outsell all other Acura 
vehicles combined.

In fact, Accavitti would love to 
see TLX duplicate the success of 
M DX. Sales o f  the crossover so far 

this year are 55 percent ahead o f  the 

version it replaced last year, he said. 
And so far, Accavitti reported, Acu­
ra has fielded 40,000 “handraisers” 
who “actually want to be contacted 
by dealers” once TLX is available.

“That’s twice what we had for 

M DX,” he said. “So w e’re antici­

pating fantastic [sales] results” for 
TLX.

The TLX campaign, under the 
banner “It’s That Kind o f  Thrill,” 
relies on the narrative o f how hard 

Acura engineers worked to get this 

critical car just right. The primary 
anthem ad features the Sid Vicious 
version o f  Frank Sinatra’s classic 
“My Way” —as music provides a 
meaningful backdrop to the entire 
campaign.

About one-third o f  total adver­
tising outlays for the campaign will 
be digital, said Ed Beadle, Acura’s 
senior marketing manager, fitting 
the financially-flush M illennial 
who are TLX’s juiciest target and 

who have never seen a must-have 

Acura sedan. Audi, with its new 
A3 compact sedan, and Mercedes- 
Benz, with its equally compact CLA 
sedan, are after a big part o f  the 
same crowd.

Social activations include 
creation o f  bite-sized videos that are

designed to target different types of 

customers. Acura will run a massive 
video “road block” on Facebook 
wkh TLX videos reaching nearly 
100 percent o f users beginning in 
early September.

On Twitter, Acura will run a 

unique Twitter Cards execution 
that will allow users to design a car 
directly within a Tweet, while New  
Yorker contributing illustrators will 
be creating custom illustrations on 

social media “Thrillustrations.”
The model will also be featured 

at the New Yorker Festival in 
October and the Sundance Institute 
NextFest film festival this month in 
Los Angeles, among other experien­
tial-marketing gambits.

Analysts say that Honda’s fu­
ture-product pipeline may be some­
what more robust than the industry 
average, reportedly including a new  
version o f  the Honda Pilot large 
SUV for 2016 and a major overhaul 
o f the Odyssey minivan for 2017.
