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Contempt charges against Judge MacKenzie dismissed

Novi Judge B rian 
M acKenzie claim ed vic­
tory  F riday in a legal 
battle  w ith Oakland 
County P rosecutor Jessi­
ca Cooper over his han­
dling of his court docket.

Oakland County Cir­
cuit Judge Colleen O’B ri­
en late Thursday denied 
Cooper’s request to hold 
M acKenzie in contem pt 
of court fo r failing to 
tu rn  over some case 
files.

“The court does not 
find tha t the failure to 
disclose two cases would 
rise  to the level of con­
tem pt,” O’B rien wrote.

“This failure does not 
evidence a ‘willful dis­
regard  or disobedience 

of the 
authority  
or o rders 
of the 
court.’” 

M ac­
Kenzie 
accused 

Mackenzie Cooper of 
using “M c­

Carthy-like tac tics” in 
her com plaints about 
him.

“The public is w it­
nessing repeated  neglect 
by Cooper and h er office 
to perfo rm  its legal du­
ties, as well as h e r a t­
tem pt to blam e a judge 
for h er and h er office’s 
neglect,” MacKenzie said

in a sta tem ent late F ri­
day.

Chief D eputy Prose­
cu tor Paul Walton said 
M acKenzie shouldn’t be 
proud of the ruling.

“She didn’t say that 
everything he did was all 
righ t,” Walton said. “I 
read  th a t ru ling as m ore 
of an indictm ent than a 
vindication.”

Cooper and M acKen­
zie have been a t odds 
since November, when 
Cooper argued  tha t M ac­
Kenzie was illegally 
dism issing cases and 
keeping inaccurate  court 
records.

O’B rien ru led  in Feb­
ru a ry  tha t M acKenzie 
had gran ted  illegal sen­
tences in a t least eight

cases and took what is 
known as superintending 
control of his docket. She 
also o rdered  him to tu rn  
over to Cooper all the 
dom estic violence cases 
he handled.

Cooper’s m ost recen t 
com plaint alleged tha t he 
failed to tu rn  over two 
such cases. O’B rien’s 
ru ling  acknowledged that 
the cases w eren’t tu rned  
over, but ru led  MacKen- 
zie’s actions didn’t 
am ount to contem pt of 
court.

M acKenzie, a  long­
tim e judge known nation­
ally fo r his drug and 
alcohol trea tm en t courts, 
said in his statem ent that 
his “innocence is clear 
and has been repeatedly

proven.”
In a 32-page com ­

plaint, filed earlie r this 
m onth, Cooper said her 
sta ff found evidence that 
M acKenzie was im prop­
erly  handling dom estic 
violence cases, handling 
repea t offenders as firs t­
tim e offenders, delaying 
th e ir  sentences and 
gran ting  them  probation. 
She also cited  inaccurate 
court records in some of 
the cases.

“This court shares the 
p rosecutor’s concerns 
regard ing  the inaccu­
racies of the R egister of 
Action fo r m any of the 
cases brought to the 
court’s a ttention ,” O’B ri­
en wrote.

She said she was also

concerned with the pros­
ecutor’s contention that 
M acKenzie had failed to 
notify M ichigan State 
Police when dom estic 
violence offenders re ­
offended, as required  by 
law. Cooper has notified 
the State Court Adminis­
tra tiv e  Office.

“H ow ever such m at­
te rs  are  outside this 
court’s opinion and or­
der,” O’B rien wrote.

d au n tin g  p ro b le m  in  June  
2103 as leaves  began  
fa ll in g  f ro m  s e v e ra l o f  
th e  ta l l  re d  o ak  tre e s  
s u rro u n d in g  his M i lfo r d  
T ow nsh ip  hom e.

B y  J u ly  las t y e a r, a ll  
th e  le a ve s  w e re  on the  
g ro u n d  and  th e  tre e s  
w e re  dead.

C apozzo con tac ted  the  
D e p a r tm e n t o f  N a tu r a l  
R esou rces , w h ic h  sent a  
re p re s e n ta tiv e  to  ta k e  
sam ples . T h re e  w eeks  
la te r  th e  re s u lts  w e re  in: 
o ak  w ilt .

O a k  w i l t  d isease, 
caused b y  a fungus  
kn o w n  as C e ra to c y s tis  
fa g a c e a ru m , is a  le th a l 
o ak  d isease m ost serious  
fo r  m e m b e rs  o f th e  re d  
oak fa m ily . A n d  i t ’s 
spread in g ; o ak  w ilt  is 
b ec o m in g  m o re  and  m o re  
p re v a le n t  in  m a n y  a reas , 
in c lu d in g  th e  w e s te rn  
p a r t  o f  O a k lan d  C ounty, 
w h e re  o ak  trees  a re  p le n ­
t ifu l.

O v e r  th e  past y ear, 
C apozzo has spent th o u ­
sands to  p re v e n t the  
disease f ro m  d e s tro y in g  
th e  o th e r 35 o r so oak  
tre e s  on h is  tw o -a c re  
p ro p e rty .

D u r in g  th e  course  o f  
his e x te n s iv e  re s e a rc h , 
he e n lis te d  th e  help  o f  
D a v id  R o b e rts , a  p la n t  
p ath o lo g is t w ho serves  as 
s en io r a c a d e m ic  sp e c ia l­
is t a t M ic h ig a n  S tate  
U n iv e r s ity ’s C o lleg e  o f  
A g r ic u ltu re  and  N a tu r a l  
R esources .

“O a k  w i l t  is p re s e n t  
th ro u g h o u t th e  county ,” 
said  R o b e rts , w ho  w as  
also resp on s ib le  fo r  id e n ­
t i fy in g  th e  e m e ra ld  ash  
b o r e r  in  th e  e a r ly  2000s. 
“I t ’s g o ing  to  get w o rse  
b e fo re  i t  gets  b e tte r .”

T h e  d isease, he e x ­
p la in e d , spreads in  a  
n u m b e r o f w ays, b u t  
m o st p re d o m in a n tly  
th ro u g h  in ju r y  o f th e  t re e  
-  p ru n in g  o r s to rm  d a m ­
age, fo r  e x a m p le  -  d u rin g

w a rm  m onths.
T h e  fre s h  w ounds  

a tt r a c t  sap b eetles , 
w h ic h , in  tu rn , t ra n s m it  
th e  fu n g u s  fro m  n e a rb y  
diseased  tre e s  to  th e  
h e a lth y , b u t f re s h ly  
w o u n d ed , trees .

O nce  a  re d  o ak  be ­
com es in fe c te d  w ith  th e  
o ak  w i l t  fu n g u s , i t  usu­
a l ly  d ies  w ith in  s e v e ra l 
m onths

A c c o rd in g  to  m a n y  in  
th e  f ie ld , A p r i l ,  M a y  and

J u n e  a re  th e  m onths  
w h e n  th e  th re a t  is g re a t­
est, b u t i t  can  also  b e  
d angerous  to  p ru n e  o r  
o th e rw is e  in ju re  a  re d  
oak d u rin g  o th e r w a rm  
season m onths.

“ I  b e lie v e  i t ’s b es t not 
to  p ru n e  a t a l l  w h e n  the  
w e a th e r  is w a rm , re g a rd ­
less o f w h a t th e  c a le n d a r  
says,” R o b e rts  said. “ I f  
y o u ’v e  got a 200 -300- 
y e a r-o ld  o ak  t re e  in  y o u r  
y a rd , i t ’s ju s t  n o t w o r th

th e  r is k .”
M e m b e rs  o f  th e  w h ite  

o ak  fa m ily , w h ile  v u l­
n e ra b le , a re  g e n e ra lly  
n ot n e a r ly  as su scep tib le  
to  th e  d isease as those in  
th e  re d  o ak  fa m ily , he 
added.

G e n e ra lly  speak ing , 
th e  tre e s  can  b e  id e n ti­
f ie d  b y  fo liag e : re d  oak  
le a ve s  ty p ic a lly  h ave  
p o in te d  edges, w h ile  the  
leaves  o f w h ite  o ak  h av e  
ro u n d ed  edges.

Management
S ym p to m s  in  re c e n tly  

in fe c te d  tre e s  in c lu d e  
w ilt in g  and  le a f  b ro w n ­
in g  th a t b eg ins  on th e  
m a rg in s  an d  p ro gresses  
in w a rd . G re e n  o r b ro w n  
le a ve s  m a y  fa l l  f ro m  the  
t re e  w h ile  o th ers  re m a in  
a tta c h e d .

O nce es tab lish ed  in  
th e  tre e , R o b e rts  said, 
o ak  w i l t  fu n g u s  becom es  
s y s te m ic , causing  r is k  to  
n e ig h b o r in g  tre e s  w h ic h  
h ap pen  to  b e  ro o t g ra fte d  
to  th e  d iseased  tre e  and  
th e re b y  p o te n t ia lly  a f ­
fe c t in g  m a n y  tre e s  in  th e  
a rea .

P ro p e r  m a n a g e m en t  
o f o ak  w i l t  w i l l  h e lp  stop  
-  o r  a t  leas t s low  -  sp read  
o f  the  d isease. R o b e rts  
adv ises  th e  fo llo w in g

son.

F o r  C apozzo, th e  b a tt le  
continues. H e ’d l ik e  to  
b r in g  d ow n  th e  d iseased  
tre e s  on his p ro p e rty , b u t  
i t ’s an  e x p e n s iv e  p ro p o s i­
tio n , and  one th a t he ju s t  
ca n ’t  a f fo rd  r ig h t  now.

“ I  m o v e d  in to  th is  
house in  1987 and , o th e r  
th a n  p ic k in g  up b ranch es  
and  ra k in g  leaves  in  the  
fa l l ,  I  h a v e n ’t  h ad  to  do 
a n y th in g  to  these  tre e s ,”

he said.
T h a t  has c e rta in ly  

changed .
B u t i t ’s n o t ju s t th a t  he  

ca n ’t  a f fo rd  to  p a y  th e  
h ig h  cost o f  c u ttin g  dow n  
th e  th e  tre e s . H e  doesn ’t  
w a n t to  lose the  w ooded  
c h a rm  o f h is  p ro p e rty , 
e ith er.

3 ,600  fo r  a  o n e -tim e  

a p p lic a tio n  to  16 trees .

re s e a rc h , h e ’s doing  
m u c h  o f  th e  w o rk  on his 
ow n.

So fa r , h e ’s tre n c h e d  in  
s e v e ra l a re a s  and  is 
t re a tin g  tre e s  w ith  a  
fu n g ic id e  c a lle d  A la m o , 
w h ic h  costs about $100  
p e r  q u a rt  and  is enough  
to  t re a t  abo u t one-and-a- 
h a lf  tre e s . T h e  process  
in c lu d es  g in g e r ly  d ig g in g  
out th e  soil a ro u n d  th e  
roots, d r il l in g  holes and  
in je c tio n  T s  to  a p p ly  th e  
fu n g ic id e .

Jeff Burnside knew one 
thing was clearly missing fol­
lowing his first season as Novi’s 
football coach.

The Wildcats started out 4-2 
in 2013 and appeared to be on 
the verge of earning their first 
state playoff berth since 2008, 
only to lose their final three 
games and finish 4-5, their 
third straight losing season.

Burnside felt his team 
wasn’t quite strong enough, so 
he came up with a new off­
season game plan when he 
added Wayne County Sheriff’s 
Deputy Will Tofilski to his staff 
to implement a new strength 
and conditioning program.

“Bringing WU1 in has been a 
tremendous benefit to our pro­
gram,” said Burnside, who

returns a slew of starters on 
offense and defense. “We test­
ed our kids from March to 
August. We had one 300-pound

lifter in March to nine in Au­
gust and we don’t have the 
whole program in yet, either. 
We had 13 200-pound lifters in

March and now we have 40... 
he’s done a pretty good job with 
our size, our strength. The kids 
have done a pretty good job 
because he’s doing different 
things.”

Burnside hopes the gains 
will become immediate head­
ing into today’s home opener 
against Brighton.

“We’re just not lifting all the 
time in the weight room, the 
traditional stuff,” he said. 
“We’re out there flipping tires, 
hitting sledgehammers. The 
summer conditioning was dif­
ferent from what we’ve done in 
the past. It’s brought kids out 
and he’s actually got to the 
point where we’ve brought 
volleyball girls, basketball girls 
that were training with us the 
last week or so. It was pretty 
cool to bring all those other 
programs in with us. It’s kind of

cool to see that togetherness.”
Anchoring a big offensive 

line will be 6-foot, 280-pound 
Steve Davis and 5-10,230-pound 
Joe Haddad, both seniors.

Davis said the Wildcats are 
determined not to repeat last 
season’s late collapse.

“One of our main focuses is 
finishing,” Davis said. “That 
was our main focus last year 
and obviously we’re going to 
try and do that this year. In 
terms of the off-season weight 
lifting, we have a new strength 
and conditioning coach. He’s 
put in a lot of work. He cares 
about us and is there 24/7, all 
the time. He’s going to be an 
outside linebackers coach, so 
you know he’s committed to the 
team.”

Haddad, meanwhile, echoed

When it comes to Northville foot­
ball, it starts in the trenches.

That was no more evident than last 
season, when the Mustangs enjoyed a 
banner season, winning KLAA Central 
Division and Kensington Conference 
championships en route to an 8-2 rec­
ord.

Northville, Novi 2014 spikers looking to reload
Both program s enjoyed 

banner seasons last year 
and are hoping to repeat

Talk about a tough act to 
follow.

That’s what both the North­
ville and Novi volleyball teams 
are facing following banner 
seasons in 2013.

Northville, 51-11-13 a year 
ago, made its second straight 
trip to the final four in Class A 
before losing to eventual state 
champion East Grand Rapids.

Not to be outdone was Novi,

which swept the KLAA Central 
Division, Kensington Confer­
ence and KLAA Association 
titles en route to a 34-9 record.

Both teams were hit hard by 
graduation.

Northville, the district and 
regional champion, lost seven 
seniors, including outside hit­
ter Symone Abbott (North­
western), a first team all-state 
player who finished with 745 
kills and 80 ace serves. Also 
gone is third team all-state 
choice Cassidy Minghine, the 
Mustangs’ record-breaking 
passer who recorded a school- 
record 578 digs.

Northville’s three returning 
starters include senior Olivia 
Boisineau, a 6-foot senior mid­

dle hitter; Makenna Strunk, a
5-10 sophomore outside hitter 
and libero; and Emily Martin, a
5-10 sophomore outside and 
right-side hitter.

“We had seven starting 
seniors that were program 
players last season, so no doubt 
this will be a large obstacle to 
overcome,” Northville sixth- 
year coach Amanda Yaklin 
said. “You cannot replace what 
these ladies contributed to the 
program. The eight players 
returning are passionate about 
the game and know what it 
means to work hard and have a 
successful program. Just like 
the year before, they will find 
their new identity and show 
what it means to be a Mus­

tang.”
Novi, meanwhile, was not 

hit quite as bad by graduation 
loss, but the Wildcats must 
replace second team all-state 
pick Isabelle Glancy (Valparai­
so), who had 444 kills and 525 
digs. Honorable mention all- 
state player Emily Robb, a 6-0 
setter who had 1,052 assists 
and 378 assist-to-kills, will also 
be missed, along with middle 
blocker Brooke Laney, who 
contributed 253 kills and 94 
blocks.

Third-year coach Jen Cot- 
trill returns defensive special­
ist and libero Jordan Massab, a
5-4 senior who had a team-best

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Young CC gridders facing bumpy road

There’s one burning 
question when evaluating 
Novi Detroit Catholic 
Central’s football 
prospects for the 2014 
season.

Can the Shamrocks 
survive what can only be 
described as a “murder­
ous” schedule?

CC, which has only 
three home games this 
season, opens Friday on 
the road against defend­
ing Division 2 state run­
ner-up Muskegon. That is 
followed by road tests at 
Toledo Whitmer, Tra­
verse City Central, Bir­
mingham Brother Rice 
(the three-time defend­
ing Division 2 state 
champs), Orchard Lake 
St. Mary’s and possibly a 
Prep Bowl match-up in 
the ninth week at Ford 
Field.

“That’s what we 
thought a couple of years 
ago and they just kept 
getting harder and hard­
er,” said CC coach Tom 
Mach, now entering his 
39th season.

Nobody would 
relish it, but we’re used 
it, so we’ve got to get 
ready week-in and week- 
out and hopefully that 
will make us a tough 
team at the end.”

Mach, who ranks 
fourth on the MHSAA 
coaching wins list (344- 
88) to go along with 10 
state crowns, is coming 
off his third consecutive 
state runner-up finish in 
Division 1 following a 
32-14 setback in the final 
to Clarkston.

The Shamrocks, who 
finished 11-3 in 2013, 
were hit hard by gradua­
tion losses. But despite 
the young roster, Mach 
has been encouraged by 
his team’s play thus far 
during the preseason.

“We’re kind of happy 
the way things are hap­
pening right now,” Mach 
said. “We’re getting off 
on the ball real well and 
we’ve got some backs 
that can run. We have a 
good attitude and we’ve

stepped up really well.

He’s a really 
good athlete. He’s a 
good leader and he’s 
going to do a really nice 
job for us.”

Ladach won’t be 
making any wholesale 
changes despite losing 
Hewlett to graduation.

“We’ll still run the 
same system,” he said. 
“Our play selection may 
be a little bit different, 
but all of our concepts 
and all of our schemes 
will remain intact.”

Among the playmak- 
ers this season should 
be Roberts, at Northern

The early-season re­
turns appear to be good 
for the Novi boys cross 
country team.

The Wildcats opened 
their 2014 season Sat­
urday at Island Lake 
State Recreation Area by 
capturing the South Lyon 
Invitational with a score 
of 30 points.

Novi’s Joost Plaetinck 
was the individual win­
ner with a five-kilometer 
clocking of 16 minutes,
23 seconds as the Wild­
cats took five of the top 
12 places.

“With the race today, 
Joost established himself 
as one of the top runners 
in the area,” Smith said. 
“His time was outstand­
ing, given the fact that 
the Island Lake course is 
fairly slow and that this 
was the first race of the 
season.”

Novi’s Nate Hall was 
runner-up with a per­
sonal best 16:35.

“Hall had a great race 
today” Smith said. “Nate 
was a little banged up 
last season and couldn’t 
quite race up to his po­
tential. Now that he’s 
healthy, we have a solid

one-two punch at the 
top.”

Rounding out Novi’s 
top five were Cameron 
Misko, sixth, 17:07 (per­
sonal best); Scott Mac- 
Pherson, ninth, 17:20 
(personal best by 21 sec­
onds); and John Landy, 
12th (17:34).

Landy was originally 
scheduled to run in the 
JV race, but due to a late 
injury to another runner, 
was inserted into the 
varsity lineup at the last 
moment.

“John was physically 
ready to go, but mentally 
he was still preparing for 
his race an hour later,” 
Smith said. “It was an 
exceptional performance 
by the sophomore. I can­
not be more proud of 
him.”

Other Novi varsity 
finishers included Casey 
Croad (16th, 17:46) and 
Collin Thomas (22nd, 
18:14).

In the JV race, the

Wildcats showed their 
depth by sweeping the 
first seven places, secur­
ing a perfect score of 15, 
as newcomer Adam Ditri 
took first overall in 17:49.

Q: We are ham operators 

and w e understand that a bill 
has been introduced in the 
U.S. House of Representa­
tives which may help us in 
our subdivision from  neigh­
bor interference. Do you 
have any information about 
it?

A: A bill has been intro­
duced in the U.S. House of 
Representatives that directs 
the Federal Communications 
Commission (FCC) to extend to 
private land 
use restric­
tions (commu­
nity associa­
tion CC&Rs) 
its rule relat­
ing to reason­
able accommo­
dation of ama­
teur service 
communica­
tion. If suc­
cessful, the bill would prohibit 
community associations from 
precluding ham radio commu­
nications in their community 
and would require associations 
to make reasonable accommo­
dations for ham radio equip­
ment; including the amateur 
radio towers, antennas and 
other external devices. This, of 
course, will not be popular for 
community associations, but 
you should express your in­
terest in this bill to your feder­
al House representative.

Q: I own a condo w ith  a 
swimming pool and the  
board says that they do not 
have the money to  open the 
pool this year and I am losing 
rent from my tenant because 
of this. Does the association 
have a right to  w ithhold this 
am enity tha t is part o f our 
monthly fee and w ithout 
compensation? I am con­
cerned tha t I may lose my 
tenant who is looking for­
ward to  the use of the pool 
each season.

A: That is a difficult ques­
tion, because the board has a 
wide degree of discretion in 
terms of running the condo­
minium and the common ele­
ments of it. On the other hand, 
the board has the right to raise 
assessments and to take what­
ever action is necessary to 
collect dues if that is their 
excuse for not having the mon­
ey. Moreover, the board has the 
responsibility to maintain the 
condominium which, in this 
case, may well be opening up 
of the pool. I would write a 
strong letter to the Association 
Board demanding that they 
take action to open the pool, 
raise the assessments as neces­
sary and/or more vigorously 
pursue the collection of delin­
quencies.
