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Novi teachers march with 
umbrellas for homecoming

With sunny skies and tem ps 
in the 70s, it was perfec t 
w eather fo r Novi H igh’s hom e­
coming parade Friday -  and 
tha t surely m ade attendees 
w onder why the teachers walk­
ing in the parade w ere ca rry ­
ing um brellas.

“I t ’s a sym bolic statem ent 
that we a re  protecting  our 
students from  the onslaught of 
negative legislation tha t has 
come down from  Lansing over 
the past four years,” said 
C handra M adafferi, p resident 
of the Novi Education Associa­
tion. “We feel like w e’re  the 
last wall in stopping the cuts 
that have been m ade to public

education.”
M adafferi, who has also 

served  as an officer and the 
tre a su re r  of the teachers 
union, said m em bers started  
joining the parade about six 
years ago and average betw een 
200 and 300 participants, in­
cluding fam ily m em bers.

“We feel as teachers that 
we’re  a big p a rt of studen ts’ 
success,” she said. “This year, 
being an election year, we want 
to draw  attention. People are  
going to ask, ‘W hat’s up with 
um brellas?’”

L iterature  was available and 
the organization cam e up with 
talking points to inform  those 
w atching the parade about the 
issues.

Super's view
“Teachers have a righ t to 

try  and express th e ir opinion 
and influence people as they

look tow ard the N ovem ber 
election,” said Dr. Steve M at­
thew s, superin tendent of Novi 
schools. “I t’s a tricky  situation 
we find ourselves in because, 
ultim ately, politics is not som e­
thing you w ant to have im pact 
classroom s or schools neces­
sarily. But because we get the 
m ajority  of our funding from  
the state, we w ant policies of 
in te rest to students.”

M atthew s said Gov. Snyder 
m ade a conscious decision to 
fund pensions at the expense 
of m oney for classroom  sup­
port.

“In 2011, we had $470 cut in 
per-pupil am ount and that was 
ad justed  down to $250,” M at­
thew s said, “bu t w e’re  still 
below the am ount we received 
p rio r to him com ing into of­
fice.”

Contract
negotiations

continue

Teachers union and adm ini­
stra tion  in the Novi Communi­
ty  School D istrict a re  negotiat­
ing salary  and benefits in a 
wage re-opener ag reed  upon in 
the two-year contract settled  
last y ea r and expiring in 2015. 
B argaining sessions have been 
ongoing since August.

“When school d istric ts con­
trolled m ore of the ir revenue 
and had a b e tte r sense of long- 
range planning, a th ree-year

Need for interpreters,
translators exploding

No m atte r w hat language you 
choose to say it in, the need for 
transla to rs and in te rp re te rs  in 
this a rea  is grow­
ing fa s te r than 
ju st about any 
o ther occupation.

Let’s s ta rt with 
Novi, a city of 
m ore than 57,000 
people, w here 18.6 
percen t a re  fo r­
eign-born and 21.1 
percent speak a 
language o ther than English at 
home.

Rem arkably, th a t’s double the 
9 percen t of m etropolitan De­
tro it’s population tha t is foreign- 
born, according to a 2013 repo rt

by Global D etroit and Data 
D riven D etroit -  but o ther cities 
show an even higher percen t­
age: H am tram ck (41 percent), 
D earborn (27 percent), Troy (26 
percent) and S terling H eights 
(23 percent).

Because those num bers a re  
so high, the need for in te rp re t­
ers  and translato rs is rapidly 
increasing to keep up w ith the 
influx of im m igrants and the 
globalization of business in this 
region.

These professionals -  who are  
largely  unknown to the public, 
but m ake up of the M ichigan 
T ranslato rs/In terp reters N et­
work -  facilitate com m unica­
tions in schools, hospitals, court­
houses, businesses and agencies.

Is new regional water 
authority good fo r Novi?

What does the G reat Lakes 
W ater A uthority m ean for 
Oakland County and, m ore 
specifically, Novi?

That was the question being 
answ ered  by county officials 
M onday a t a special town hall 
m eeting a t the Novi Public 
Library.

“It aim s to prom ote fiscal 
responsibility, accountability 
and transparency ,” Chief Dep­
uty County Executive Gerald 
Poisson said, re ite ra tin g  Coun­
ty  Executive L. Brooks Pat­
te rso n ’s stance.

T hat’s w hy P atterson  sup­
ports it and believes it’s the

best option to solve this 
regional issue.

The special m eeting 
was held to give local 
residen ts an opportunity 
to ask questions and 
voice th e ir  concerns 
relating  to the recent 
proposal to have m etro 
D etroit county com m is­
sions vote on form ing an 
au thority  to take over 
the supervision of the 
D etroit W ater and Sew­
erage D epartm ent.

GLW A
What was once a g reat 

w ater and sew er system  
back in the  1960s has 
becom e financially tro u ­
bled and in need of some 
fixes, according to Oak­
land County officials.

The m essage from  the 
town hall m eetings, 
which w ere held all 
around Oakland County 
th is past m onth, is tha t 
the new au thority  is 
probably the best option 
to rem edy the issues.

A ccording to Poisson, 
the GLWA will operate 
and m anage all w ater 
and sew er lines that 
serve the suburbs and 
a re  p a rt of the DWSD’s 
“common-to-all” assets, 
the  w aste w ater tre a t­
m ent plant, the filtration 
and w ater p lants, pum p­
ing stations and assets 
providing jo in t functions 
of all ra tepayers .

H e em phasized to the 
20 or so residen ts a ttend­
ing the m eeting that 
th e re  would be clear 
responsibilities of every ­
one involved w ith the 
authority.

The big question to be

answ ered  is how this 
au thority  will be com­
prised.

The regional govern­
ing body to oversee the 
operations of w ater and 
sew er asse ts would be 
m ade of rep resen ta tives 
from  the city of D etroit 
and the  counties of Oak­
land, Wayne and Ma­
comb, as well as some 
outlying com m unities in 
o ther counties connected 
w ith the Detroit-owned 
system .

In m any of the m ost 
im portant decisions, th is 
seven-person board 
would need a super- 
m ajority  of five votes 
for approval.

Poisson said the city 
of D etroit will operate 
and m anage its own local 
w ater and sew er system  
for its residen ts and 
businesses. D etroit will 
becom e a wholesale

custom er of GLWA, “ju st 
like any o ther suburban 
custom er,” he said.

“At no tim e will De­
tro it’s accounts receiv ­
able delinquencies, col­
lection program s and 
bad debts be the respon­
sibility of the GLWA,” 
Poisson assu red  the Novi 
residen ts a t the m eeting.

D eputy County Exec­
utive R obert Daddow, 
who also p resen ted  a t 
the m eeting, said the 
GLWA will have no tax ­
ing au thority  nor will 
any county general fund 
contributions be re ­
quired  to go to the au­
thority.

As fa r  as c red it sup­
port, he said the cu rren t 
and fu tu re  bonding will 
be backed en tire ly  from  
w ater and sew er rev e ­
nues, w ith no requ ired  
full faith  and cred it 
pledges from  the coun­

ties.
All of the  revenue 

collected for the system  
would be stric tly  used 
for it ra th e r  than go back 
to help D etro it’s finan­
cial challenges.

He did add that be­
cause D etroit owns the 
system , the  authority  
would have a yearly  
lease fo r $50 million up 
to 40 years for the ap­
proxim ately  400 m iles of 
regional w ater mains,
360 m iles of regional 
sew er pipes, five w ater 
filtration  plants, the 
Je ffe rso n  Avenue Sew­
age Treatm ent P lant and 
a num ber of basins, wa­
te r  stations and pump 
facilities.

I m p a c t  o n  N o v i
According to city of 

Novi officials, it appears 
no m atte r what that Novi 
residen ts will see a w a­

te r  ra te  increase of at 
least 6 percen t to im ­
prove the system . It 
could see an ex tra  bump 
to get the GLWA off the 
ground.

Novi M ayor Bob Gatt 
was a t the m eeting and 
asked about the county’s 
take on the support of 
the au thority  from  the 
neighboring counties and 
what would it look like if 
Oakland crea ted  its own 
w ater and sew er system .

Poisson said Oakland’s 
decision will play a big 
p a rt in the overall pass­
ing of the GLWA. Dad­
dow said it would be 
very  costly for the coun­
ty  to establish  its own 
system , w ith costs reach ­
ing above an estim ated 
$6 billion.

Jesionow ski is co­

chair of the MiTiN’s fifth 
annual conference, which

will be held from  8 a.m. 
to 5:30 p.m. Saturday,
Oct. 4, at the Crowne 
Plaza Hotel in Novi. The 
conference will fea tu re  a 
panel with regional and 
sta te  economic devel­
opm ent figures to ex­
plore roles for language 
service providers in this 
changing economy. O ther 
speakers bring a broad 
a rray  of expertise  in 
applied linguistics.

The keynote speakers 
a re  Judy  Jenner, author 
of T h e  E n t r e p r e n e u r ia l  
L in g u i s t ,  and Lori 
Thicke, who founded 
Translators without B or­
ders, a nonprofit which 
has provided alm ost 19 
million w ords in free

translation  to hum anitar­
ian organizations w ork­
ing around the world.

T here a re  an estim at­
ed 1,250 foreign firm s 
from  34 countries in this 
area, according to the 
D etroit Regional Cham­
ber. It ranks as the fourth 
largest U.S. exporter, 
w ith a total m erchandise 
value of $55.4 billion in 
2012, U.S. Commerce 
D epartm ent figures 
show.

That m eans the need 
for professionals in this 
field is expected to in­
crease m uch faste r than 
the average for all other 
occupations.

“B ureau of Labor 
Statistics show employ­

m ent for in te rp re te rs  
and translato rs will grow 
46 percen t from  2012 to 
2022,” Jesionowski said.

The Oct. 4 conference 
will include several in ter­
active sessions, including 
a mock court tria l with 
in terp re ters . Workshops 
will be practical and 
hands-on. Panels will 
review  new develop­
m ents in the fields of 
legal and m edical in­
terp re ta tion  being driven 
by new standards and 
governm ent m andates.

contract was not unusu­
al,” Novi Superintendent 
Dr. Steve M atthew s said. 
“Now, when year-to-year 
funding is m ore volatile, 
sho rter contracts are 
m ore the norm .”

P rio r to coming to 
Novi, M atthew s was the 
superin tendent of Grand 
Ledge schools, w here 
contracts w ere one year. 
E ducators have to look to 
the fu tu re  and anticipate 
what the sta te ’s per-pupil

funding am ount as well 
as what the d istric t’s 
enrollm ent num ber are  
going to be.

“We m et through the 
sum m er and then took a 
break  because we didn’t 
know what the num bers 
would be,” said Chandra 
M adafferi, p resident of 
the Novi Education Asso­
ciation, re fe rrin g  to the 
sta te  funding for schools. 
“Now w e’re  going at it 
weekly and we’re  close to 
a resolution.”

M atthew s said the two 
groups a re  m eeting while 
try ing  to minimize the 
im pact on the classroom s

of the th ree  teachers 
involved in negotiations.

“At this point, we are  
having good conversa­
tions,” he said. “The fo­
cus is on wages and bene­
fits, try ing  to identify 
how we can both benefit 
from  a deal tha t we can 
strike. Teachers are  fo­
cused on ways to in­
crease th e ir salary  and 
the d istric t would like to 
rew ard  teachers, but we 
a re  also very  sensitive to 
the budget. The d istrict 
goal is to continue to 
have a 10-percent fund 
balance tha t p ro tects us 
from  having to borrow

money for the couple of 
m onths w here w e’re  not 
receiving any sta te  aid.”

M atthews feels there  
will need to be a few 
m ore m eetings before a 
m utually-agreeable con­
clusion is reached, but 
said, “we’re  m aking pro­
gress.”

M adafferi cautioned, 
however, that w hatever 
the union and adm inistra­
tion ag ree  on still has to 
be approved by the 
Board of Education. If it 
isn ’t, the negotiations will 
s ta rt again.

Novi cu rren tly  re ­
ceives $8,539 for each of 
its 6,400 students.

As a result, d istric ts 
haven’t had money to put 
tow ard salaries and

benefits, which d irectly  
im pact teachers, M at­
thew s noted.

“Things a ren ’t  as good 
as they would like them  
to be and that (parade) is 
an appropriate  way for 
them  to express the ir 
opinion,” he said.

The superintendent 
said he w asn’t openly

fond that the teachers 
w ere using the hom e­
coming parade, adding 
that he feels that event 
should be free  of politics, 
but he said that Tuesday 
he hadn’t  heard  of m uch 
reaction.

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Novi boy walks to help cure juvenile diabetes

This weekend, walk­
ing fo r a cure is the goal 
of Juvenile Diabetes 
R esearch  Foundation as 
well as one young Novi 
boy, who was diagnosed 
w ith type one diabetes at 
an early  age.

At 2 years of age,
Boris Turner, now 10, was 
diagnosed with type one 
diabetes and ever since 
then he and his fam ily 
have learned to live w ith 
this lifelong challenge. 
However, it’s through 
this walk the Turners 
hope to help a lte r that 
challenge by partic ipat­
ing in this fundraising 
event to help support 
funding life-changing 
resea rch  in the hope of 
creating  a world without 
T1D.

“I th ink it’s im portant 
■ so we can help raise  mon­
ey to get things like 
equipm ent to help find a 
cu re ,” Boris said.

H is whole fam ily 
(mom, dad and two bro th­
ers, as well as extended) 
a re  participating  in the 
walk.

Boris, a  fifth -grader at 
Novi M eadows E lem en­
ta ry  School, was diag­
nosed w ith T1D two 
w eeks shy of his second 
birthday. H is paren ts 
said the signs of this 
included soaking through 
all of his ex tra  diapers a t 
daycare and vomiting 
excessively one day at a 
soccer game.

His doctor thought he 
m ay have had pneum o­
nia, bu t when he re jec ted

his firs t dose of m edicine 
la te r tha t night a f te r  a 
visit, his mom T ierra

rushed  him to the em er­
gency room at Botsford 
Hospital. It was there

they discovered his blood 
sugar level exceeded 600 
(norm al levels a re  80-

120).
It was a shock to his 

family, since they did not 
have a history of the 
disease.

“It was really  scary  at 
firs t,” T ierra  said. “We 
didn’t know w hat it was 
causing him to vom it like 
tha t.”

A ccording to JDRF, 
each day approxim ately 
80 people a re  diagnosed 
with type one diabetes 
and the num bers are  
rising. JD RF is the lead­
ing global organization 
for T1D research.

As tim e went on, the 
Turners learned m ore 
about T1D and w hat 
needed to be done to get 
it safely handled so Boris 
would be healthy. I t ’s 
worked. H e’s a healthy 
kid.

E very  day, Boris mon­
itors his sugars closely, 
w ith the help of his in­
sulin pump, because he 
plays soccer, which can 
cause his sugar levels to 
dip.

Now the Turner fam ­
ily w ants to help others 
like them  in the cause to 
help others b e tte r un­
derstand  and fight fo r a 
cure. Toward this goal, 
Boris has becom e a 
JD R F youth am bassador.

“H e’s the toughest 
little  boy I’ve ever seen 
and this walk m eans a lot 
to him ,” his fa ther Bruce 
said.

Novi Jimmy John’s stores among those hit by credit, debit card breach
Novi’s two Jim m y 

John’s stores are  among 
those affected  by a pos­
sible security  incident 
involving cred it and debit 
card  data.

The local stores and 
the dates of the incident 
are  39755 G rand R iver 
A venue(July  23 through 
Aug. 1) and 31204 Beck 
Road (June 26 through 
Aug. 1).

N early two m onths 
ago, Jim m y John’s 
learned  of the incident 
and im m ediately hired 
th ird  party  forensic ex­
p e rts  to assist w ith its 
ongoing investigation. It 
appears tha t custom ers’ 
cred it and debit card  data 
was com prom ised a fte r 
an  in tru d er stole log-in 
credentials from  Jim m y 
John’s point-of-sale ven­
dor and used these stolen 
credentials to rem otely 
access the point-of-sale 
system s a t some corpo­
ra te  and franchised  loca­
tions betw een June 16 
and Sept. 5.

The company says the 
security  com prom ise has 
been contained and cus­
tom ers can use the ir 
c red it and debit cards 
securely  a t Jim m y John’s 
stores.

Approxim ately 216 
stores appear to have 
been affected  and the 
cards im pacted appear to 
be those swiped at the 
stores, but did not include 
those cards en tered  m an­
ually or online.

The cred it and debit 
card  inform ation at issue 
m ay include the card  
num ber and, in some 
cases, the card  holder’s

nam e, verification  code 
and/or the card ’s expira­
tion date. Inform ation 
en tered  online, such as 
custom er address, em ail 
and passw ord, rem ains 
secure.

Jim m y John’s says it 
has taken steps to p re ­
vent this type of event 
from  occurring  in the 
fu ture, including install­
ing encrypted  swipe 
m achines, im plem enting 
system  enhancem ents 
and review ing its policies 
and p rocedures fo r its 
th ird  party  vendors.

“We apologize fo r any 
inconvenience this in­
cident m ay have on our 
custom ers. Jim m y John’s 
values the privacy  and 
security  of its custom ers’ 
inform ation, and is of­
fering  identity  protection 
services to im pacted 
custom ers, although 
Jim m y John’s does not 
collect its custom ers’ 
Social Security  num- . 
b ers ,” the com pany s ta t­
ed in a p ress release.

BBB suggestions
In the wake of this 

la test data breach, the 
B ette r Business B ureau

o ffers suggestions for 
consum ers concerned 
that th e ir c red it or debit 
cards m ay have been 
com prom ised.

1. Stay calm. Consum­
ers a re  not liable for 
fraudulent charges on 
stolen account num bers.

2. Check with the web­
site of the re ta ile r for the 
latest inform ation. Type 
the store  nam e directly  
into your browser. Do 
NOT click on a link from  
an  em ail or social m edia 
m essage.

3. If  your card  was 
com prom ised, you will 
likely h ear from  the bank 
or card-issuer first. If  
you have questions, call 
the custom er service 
num ber on your card.

4. If  your card  was 
com prom ised, consider 
putting  an a le rt or freeze 
on your cred it repo rt 
with the th ree  m ajor 
cred it reporting  agen­
cies. A cred it freeze will 
p reven t anyone from  
accessing your cred it 
repo rt or scores. This 
m eans you cannot apply 
for new cred it without 
lifting the freeze.

5. If  you shopped at 
the re ta ile r with a cred it 
card:

» M onitor your cred it 
card  sta tem ents carefu l­
ly (go online; don’t wait 
for the paper statem ent).

» If  you see a fraudu­
lent charge, repo rt it to 
your bank or cred it card  
issuer im m ediately so the 
charge can be reversed  
and a new card  issued.

I s tarted  the year 

earning really  good 
grades in sixth-grade 
m ath. But I was not 
learning very  m uch 
m ath.

When I was in sixth 
grade, m y fa th e r was a 
sixth-grade teacher a t 
another school. Soon 
a fte r  school started , I 
discovered that my 
fa ther had the teach er’s 
edition of the sixth- 
grade m ath  book at our 
house.

A fter that discovery, 
I would do m y m ath 
hom ework and then I 
would check the an­
sw ers tha t w ere found 
in the teach er’s edition. 
If I had a w rong answer, 
I would erase  m y an­
sw er and w rite  down 
the righ t answer. I 
would not look back at 
m y work to see how I 
had erred .

I s ta rted  the year 
receiv ing very  good 
grades on my hom e­
work. Then the first 
te s t came.

. I did not do very  
well.

A fter the firs t test, 
the  teacher called m e to 
his desk. He said that he 
was concerned. My 
hom ework was out­
standing, but m y test 
did not reflec t that 
sam e high achievem ent. 
He w anted to help me 
figure out w hat m ight 
be going wrong.

I knew w hat was 
going wrong! I was not 
learning m ath. I was 
focused on providing 
the righ t answer, but I 
did not know a t the tim e 
that the righ t answ er is 
ju st p a rt of w hat learn ­
ing is all about. The 
m ost im portant part of 
learning is the thinking 
that goes into finding 
the righ t answer.

As this school year 
begins to unfold, I once 
again am  rem inded that 
the purpose of school is 
not ju st finding the 
righ t answer. Right 
answ ers are  im portant. 
Right answ ers help us 
find our way. Right 
answ ers help us build 
things tha t will last. 
Right answ ers help 
move our experim ents

to tha t next level. Right 
answ ers help us solve 
com plex problem s.

But just as im portant 
as the right answ er is 
the ability to think 
through a problem  and 
find the right answer.

We live in a compli­
cated  and complex 
world. The problem s 
that we face are  ex­
traord inarily  difficult. 
Some of the questions 
that we are  seeking 
answ ers to have never 
even been asked before. 
We do not know the 
righ t answer. We have 
to find it.

E very generation has 
faced complex and 
challenging problem s. 
E very  generation has 
needed to discover not 
only the right answ ers 
to complex problem s, 
but what the questions 
w ere that needed to be 
asked and answ ered.

In the Novi Commu­
nity School D istrict, we 
believe it is im portant 
tha t students learn  how 
to find the righ t answer. 
But ju st as im portant is 
learning to ask the right 
questions and learning 
to think through prob­
lems.

This takes tim e and 
requires us to help stu­
dents learn to think 
about how they go about 
solving problems.

My sixth-grade 
teacher understood that 
the right answ er was 
not very  helpful if I did 
not understand how I 
a rrived  at that answer. I 
confessed to him w hat I 
had been doing those 
firs t few weeks of sixth 
grade.

Luckily for me, he 
helped me see that 
there  is a difference 
betw een a grade and 
actual learning.

In Novi, we w ork to 
help our students get 
good grades, but also to 
really  learn. •

“She really  does have s ta r quality, 
from  w hat I have seen so far,” said Nan­
cy Schoenheide-Phares, public re la ­
tions, F ifth  Third Bank M ichigan State 
Fair. “G reat poise and personality!”

All 14 acts perform ed Friday and 
Saturday and, as the winner, A lbrecht 
headlined that Sunday evening on the 
m ain stage, sponsored by St. John Prov­
idence H ealth  System.

Intro to music
The freshm an at The R oeper School 

in B irm ingham  won’t tu rn  15 until 
M arch, bu t she’s been singing alm ost 
h e r en tire life.

“There a re  home videos of m e sing­
ing at age 1,” A lbrecht said. “I took 
voice lessons at age 10, starting  w ith a

private  instructor, then went quickly to 
E xpressions (see related  story) in 2011.”

At Expressions Music A cadem y in 
Novi, A lbrecht gets help from  Nick May 
with w riting original songs, records 
m usic for fun and sings around the 
piano.

“I have a really  fun tim e,” she said of 
the 45-minute lessons “I look forw ard to 
it every  week. N ick is a singer-song­
w riter, but for years he’s ju s t been 
teaching.”

She got her firs t gu itar when she was 
9 and sta rted  attending open mic ses­
sions at coffee shops in the Novi, North- 
ville and Farm ington areas. H er p a r­
ents, Charles and Mary, then  started  
taking h er to open mics in N ashville -  
not the one in M ichigan, the one in Ten­
nessee. M usic City U.S.A.

“It was intim idating, yeah!” A lbrecht 
said. “I didn’t  realize it a t all and then I 
got th ere  and everyone in fron t of me 
was absolutely incredible. I was in sixth 
grade. I perfo rm ed  and loved it. Not 
nervous a t all now. It becam e fun. We 
w ent again this past January .”

Superstar performances
A lbrecht said she w asn’t really  n e r­

vous during the Superstar event, either, 
and didn’t think about the com petition 
aspect.

“I ju st did m y best to en terta in  and 
put on a good show for people. T hat’s 
w hat I love to do,” she said. “I focused 
on m y friends who w ere th ere  and the

judges kind of saw that.”
H er “aw esom e” friends cam e and 

supported h er for the Friday and Sun­
day solo guitar/vocal perform ances. A 
lot of h er friends a re  m usicians, but she 
doesn’t  have a band a t the moment.

For Superstar, every  act was re ­
quired to perform  M ic h ig a n ,  M y  M ic h i­
g a n  and A lbrecht said she got to play 
with the lyrics a little bit.

“I tried  to tailor it to me and w hat I 
love about M ichigan while still keeping 
the in tegrity  of this 1800s w ar song,” 
she said. “I added m y own spin to it.”

H er o ther two songs she perform ed 
w ere an original called L i t t l e  G ir l and 
Train’s H e y ,  S o u l  S i s t e r .

She said h er favorite  acts are  Colbie 
Caillat, H ayley Williams (of Param ore), 
Ingrid  M ichaelson, Taylor Swift, P ara ­
chute and M ayday Parade.

A lbrecht was in Europe with her 
school when her dad heard  about the 
S uperstar contest online while try ing  to 
book h er for end of sum m er and fall 
gigs. She thought “tha t would be cool; 
sounds g rea t” and applied.

After her win
She and her dad and a fam ily friend, 

K atlyn M acDonald, a re  all p art of Al­
b rech t’s booking process. With her 
S uperstar win, gigs should s ta rt in­
creasing. One was a WJBK television 
interview  and perform ance Sept. 5.

Schatz operates 
Expressions academies 

in Novi and Troy

Opening a m usic academ y 
had been Jessica  Schatz’s 
dream  since she started  teach­
ing piano lessons as a teenager. 
One could say her dream  has 
com e tru e  -  twice.

She now owns and operates 
two Expressions Music Acad­
em y locales -  one in Novi and 
one in Troy. One of her stu­
dents, 14-year-old Alison Al­
b rech t of Novi, recently  won 
the Superstar contest at F ifth  
Third Bank M ichigan State 
Fair.

A fter graduating college 
w ith a piano perform ance de­
gree in 2009, Schatz started  
h er own sm all piano studio in 
h er dad’s Novi home, finally 
having the freedom  to imple­
m ent ideas she had been devel­
oping to help m otivate and 
inspire students.

The studio quickly grew  to 
m ore than 40 students in about 
nine months. She began to 
realize that h er dream  of s ta rt­
ing a full-scale, high-quality 
m usic academ y could become 
a reality  -  and was definitely 
needed in the community.

“I began to eat, sleep and 
b rea the  this new realization 
and spent every  spare m om ent 
researching, crunching num ­
bers  and w riting business 
plans,” Schatz said. “With the 
help of several key players, I 
leased and transform ed an 
office space into a beautiful 
facility, hired a handful of 
instructors, d istributed  20,000 
fliers, launched a w ebsite and 
told all m y students we w ere 
m oving!”

Opening h er firs t Expres­
sions in Novi was an  obvious 
choice based on the rapid 
grow th of h er private  home 
piano studio, which she as­
sum ed was a resu lt of the rich, 
education-focused and family- 
cen tered  com m unity here. 
Sim ilar reasons led to selecting 
Troy fo r a  second location in 
Jan u ary  2014.

S e r v ic e s  o f f e r e d
Expressions’ p rim ary  se r­

vice is p riva te  lessons, teach­
ing all ages and levels of expe­
rience on piano/keyboard, 
guitar, voice, violin, viola, cel­
lo, drum set/percussion, sax­
ophone, flute, clarinet, oboe, 
trum pet, horn, trom bone, eu­
phonium, tuba and, m ost re ­

cently, erhu (Chinese violin).
For h er very  young m usic 

enthusiasts ages 2-7, she will 
soon be offering  an innovative 
new program  called M usic 
FunTime, which teaches young 
children how to read  m usic 
notation, rhy thm s and symbols 
and p repares them  fo r private 
lessons.

“Children learn  th e ir le t­
te rs , num bers, shapes, ani­
mals, etc., a t such early  ages, 
why can’t they learn  to read  
m usic?” she said.

For her singers ages 5-13, 
th ere  are  several fun show- 
choir classes which challenge 
students to learn  a varie ty  of 
songs in p reparation  fo r con­
cert perform ances. The class­
es include opportunities for 
solos, m ovem ent and choreog­
raphy and singing in parts. 
Schatz said in all classes, stu­
dents learn  healthy and effec­
tive techniques to im prove 
th e ir voice in both solo and 
ensem ble capacities.

While students of any level 
m ay partic ipate  in any of these 
classes, only m ore experienced 
students m ay join one of Ex­
pressions’ C3 groups. These 
a re  small, m ixed instrum ent 
and vocal ensem bles fo r ad­
vancing students ages 8-18.

Throughout each four-month 
session, students work togeth­
er w ith th e ir C3 coach and 
rehearse  th e ir  own m usical 
arrangem ents and original 
compositions.

U n iq u e n e s s
M any m usic com panies or

And because we focus 
every spare m inute of our tim e 
and energy on im proving the 
quality of our m usic education 
service, we a re  really, really  
good a t it.”

H er goal is to tap  into stu­
dents’ natu ral m otivational 
styles by providing a varie ty  of 
m otivation-rich program s and 
options, including tw ice-yearly 
recita ls and student evalua­
tions, com petitions and festi­
vals, level-based achievem ent 
program s, organizational re-

sources such as customized 
binders and bags, an in te r­
active m usic and iPad lab, 
m onthly Studio Classes and an 
optional incentive program  for 
the younger ones called Bach 
Bucks.

“One of the m ost unm atched 
p a rts  of Expressions is our 
instructo rs who m ake the ex­
perience come to life fo r every 
student,” Schatz said. “We have 
by fa r  the m ost highly-qual­
ified faculty  you will find in 
any m usic school in the area. 
These people know what 
they’re  doing because of the ir 
bachelor’s, m aste r’s and doc­
toral degrees and years of 
teaching experience, but 
they’re  even b e tte r a t it when 
they teach at Expressions be­
cause of the unique support 
s truc tu re  fo r our faculty.”

H er academ ies are set up so 
that all instructo rs need to do 
each w eek is focus on the ir 
teaching, while h er adm inis­
tra tive  sta ff handles all the 
o ther operational details. This, 
she noted, allows for a freeing 
up of energy  that keeps the 
instructo rs creative, com pas­
sionate, re freshed  and excited 
to explore every  aspect of 
th e ir s tuden ts’ potential.

M u s ic  a s  b u s i n e s s
I t’s been a fine-tuning proc­

ess for Schatz since opening 
four years ago. She has m ade 
significant changes to pro­
gram s, adm inistrative and 
operational system s, facilities, 
the w ebsite, m arketing  s tra te ­
gies, h er hiring process and so 
m uch more.

“Opening and running a 
business is such a constant 
learning experience,” she said, 
“and I never w ant to stop 
growing and im proving Ex­
pressions.”

Schatz said one of the 
strongest assets a business can 
have is a good, strong, loyal 
team  of people.

“Support and g e n u in e l y  care 
for your team  and you will 
build a com pany that has heart 
and passion,” she said. “I 
would do anything for my staff 
and I believe they would do 
anything fo r me.

She said she’s fo rtunate  to 
have a cu lture  of happy, confi­
dent, relaxed and effective 
people at Expressions and says 
it’s one of the m ain reasons for 
the academ ies’ success.

“We a re  actually  m ore posi­
tively affected  by the decrease 
of m usic program s in schools 
and are  becom ing m ore of a 
p rim ary  source fo r m usic edu­
cation,” Schatz said.

W h a t 's  n e x t ?
Expressions is growing a t a 

fast pace. B etw een the two 
locations, th ere  a re  m ore than 
500 students coming through 
the doors each week. Addition­
al locations are  certa in ly  not 
out of the question at this 
point, Schatz said. The m ain 
objective, though, has always 
been to keep im proving cu r­
ren t program s and offerings.

“My joy and passion in all of 
this -  the reason I w ork m orn­
ing until night every  single day 
-  is for the fulfillm ent of 
w atching our students, sta ff 
and faculty  grow and develop,” 
she said. “I ju s t can’t wipe the 
smile off m y face when I think 
about how m any people, stu­
dents and otherw ise, have been 
fo rever changed by coming 
into contact w ith Expressions. 
Because inspiring grow th is 
such a genuine and heartfe lt 
passion of our company, a t the 
very  core of our vision and 
mission, we can’t help but 
grow in num bers as m ore and 
m ore people keep finding out 
about this m agical place.”

She used to be in her 
school’s choir and in m usicals, 
but A lbrecht isn’t su re  if she 
would go to college ju st to 
study music.

“I love m usic, but I also love 
m ath and science and psychol­
ogy,” she said. “I love school. I 
work really  hard  in school, but 
I also love m usic. M usic is 
always in m y life, bu t th ere  a re  
o ther aspects.”

A lbrecht spent a few  hours

in the Canton G uitar Center on 
a recen t Saturday try ing  out 
guitars before  settling on a 
Taylor acoustic -  purchased 
with h er $2,000 Superstar 
prize. It will serve her well in 
h er m usic endeavors.

“I really  like w riting songs

and appreciate  tha t c ra ft and 
perfecting  tha t,” A lbrecht said. 
“I w rite from  things tha t hap­
pen in my life. I use life experi­
ences and put tha t in songs. It 
ends up being relatable to peo­
ple and th a t’s the im portant 
thing.”

Rouge River expands

Communities along the 
Rouge R iver’s lower branch 
are  starting  to realize the rec ­
reational opportunities that the 
stream  is beginning to offer 
a f te r  years of w ater quality 
im provem ents. That is certa in­
ly the case in the City of 
Wayne, w here local riv e r en­
thusiasts will be hosting the 
2nd Annual Rouge-A-Palooza 
on Saturday, Oct. 11 at Goudy 
Park  (3355 S. Wayne Road).

Now in its second year, the 
celebration of the Rouge and 
the outdoors world in general 
will be a little bigger than last 
year, according to organizers.

“This is really  a family-

oriented event w here we hope 
children and th e ir paren ts can 
learn  not only about the Rouge 
R iver and w hat they can do to 
help pro tect it, but also some of 
the wildlife tha t calls our area 
home. People will be able to see 
live b irds of prey, d ifferent 
kinds of animals, fish and even 
aquatic insects that live in our 
river. And the Rouge R iver is 
our river. T hat’s w hat this 
event is all about.

“M any of the team s from  
last year w eren’t  sure what to 
expect,” said Kuban, who has 
canoed this stre tch  of the 
Rouge m any tim es. “A fter the 
race, m ost of the people told us 
they couldn’t  believe how nice 
a stre tch  of riv er we have righ t 
here  in Wayne.

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Novi joins water emergency mutual aid group

The recen t flooding 
problem s in m etro  De­
tro it didn’t quite im pact 
Novi, but the city is bet­
te r  p repared  to get some 
help in case of any sim i­
lar challenges in the 
future.

Novi has joined a m u­
tual aid organization that 
was set up as a resource 
for local m unicipalities in 
case of w ater and/or 
w aste w ater em ergen­
cies.

Novi City Council 
unanim ously approved 
an agreem ent to autho­
rize m em bership in the 
M ichigan Water/Waste- 
w ater Agency Response 
Network.

Established in 2012,

Novi’s 
D irector of 
Public 
Services 
Rob Hayes 
said the 
group 
curren tly  
is m ade up 
of 14 pub­

lic agency m em bers and 
is a “W ater and W astewa­
te r  Agency Response 
N etw ork of utilities and 
public works agencies in 
M ichigan tha t assist one 
another to respond to and 
recover from  m ajor 
em ergencies tha t nega­
tively im pact w ater and 
san itary  sew age facil­
ities.”

“D epending on the 
situation, Novi would 
have com plete discretion 
in deciding w hether to

provide m utual aid to 
another agency in the 
form  of labor, equipm ent 
and m aterials -  all of 
which would be reim ­
bursed  by the requesting  
agency,” H ayes said of 
Novi’s role.

The idea of becoming 
part of MiWARN came 
about a fte r  Novi was 
involved in a recen t func­
tional exercise  facilitated 
by the M ichigan D epart­
m ent of Environm ental 
Quality.

From  this, Novi’s De­
partm en t Public Ser­
v ice’s W ater and Sewer 
Division established the 
goal of im proving re ­
source allocation through 
establishm ent of m utual 
aid agreem ents with 
surrounding com m uni­
ties to share  resources

during em ergency situa­
tions.

The group consists of: 
city of A uburn Hills, 
Bloomfield Township, 
Byron and Gaines Town­
ships W ater and Sewer 
Authority, Canton Town­
ship, city of Grand Rap­
ids, city of Holland, city 
of Lansing, city of M us­
kegon, city of M uskegon 
Heights, Oakland County 
W ater Resources Com­
mission, city of P ly­
mouth, Southeast Oak­
land County W ater Au­
thority, W aterford Town­
ship and city of 
Wyoming.

The m utual aid and 
assistance agreem ent, 
facilitated through Mi­
WARN, provides m utual 
assistance in the form  of 
supplies, equipm ent and

personnel when request­
ed by another m em ber 
com m unity as a resu lt of 
a natu ral or m an-made 
em ergency that disrupts 
a m em ber’s utility  opera­
tions or facilities.

“Joining MiWARN 
would im prove resource 
allocation by enabling 
m utual aid assistance 
from  14 o ther M ichigan 
com m unities,” H ayes 
said.

T here is no cost just 
yet, but according to the 
agreem ent, “unless oth­
erw ise m utually agreed 
in whole or in part, the 
‘Requesting M em ber’ 
shall re im burse the ‘Re­
sponding M em ber’ for 
costs incurred  while 
providing aid and assis­
tance during the spec­
ified Period of A ssis­

tance.”
This includes things 

like personnel, equip­
m ent and m aterials and 
supplies.

H ayes said the last 
em ergency in which 
m utual aid services could 
have helped Novi’s w ater 
and w aste w ater system s 
to recover m ore quickly 
occurred  during the 
blackout in August 2003. 
If MiWarn w ere in place 
at that tim e, then agen­
cies unaffected  by the 
blackout -  essentially 
those located w est of 
Lansing -  m ay have been 
able to lend assistance in 
one form  or another.

In fly­
ing over downtown Ply­
mouth, pilots avoid tu rns 
and the ir noise.

Stobbe has flown since 
2004, when M ark Neal, 
fo rm er W estland fire

chief, got him in terested.
“We do have a lot of 

business people fly in,” 
he said of M ettetal. “Eco­
nomically, I believe it’s a 
g reat asset to the su r­
rounding com m unities.”

There a re  flight in­
s tructo rs based at M ette­
tal, w here m any learn  to 
fly. Stobbe noted at night 
approaching pilots tu rn  
on runw ay lights from  
th e ir planes to land.

N earby was Bill 
Brown Sr. of N orthville 
Township, showing re ­
m ote-controlled aircraft. 
“That was m ine before 
he bought it,” the senior 
Brown said of his son’s 
P iper Twin Comanche.

“We covered the en tire  
U.S. w ith that thing, Can­
ada, M exico.”

He could have flown 
to Europe in the plane, 
but it was too expensive.

As Brown Sr. showed 
rem ote-controlled planes, 
his son approached with 
an idea of visiting a 
World War I a ir show the 
next day in New York

state. “I t ’s all on your 
iPad nowadays,” the son 
said, as the men plotted 
th e ir route.

H is fa ther is a long­
tim e airpo rt volunteer at 
M ettetal. “I ’m still wait­
ing for a check,” said 
Brown Sr., who began 
flying in the early  1960s.

Novi voters 
should 

approve 
charter 

amendment
The upcom ing general election rep resen ts 

round three of a series of proposals to am end the 
city of Novi’s charter.

The N o v i  N e w s  strongly encourages vo ters to 
approve the upcom ing am endm ent, which softens 
the financial blow on residen ts who a re  delinquent 
in paying the ir taxes. H ere  is the exact language 
on the ballot:

" S h a ll S e c t i o n  9 .1 6  o f  th e  N o v i  C h a r te r ,  r e l a t i n g  
to  c o l l e c t i o n  o f  f e e s  f o r  d e l i n q u e n t  t a x e s ,  b e  
a m e n d e d  to  r e m o v e  la n g u a g e  a s s e s s i n g  a n  a u to ­
m a t i c  4 %  c o l l e c t i o n  f e e  f o r  d e l i n q u e n t  t a x e s  a s  o f  
S e p t e m b e r  1, a n d  r e p l a c e  i t  w i t h  la n g u a g e  t h a t  a s ­
s e s s e s  o n ly  a  1 %  c o l l e c t i o n  f e e  a p p l i c a b l e  a s  o f  
S e p t e m b e r  1 a n d  a n  a d d i t i o n a l  3 %  f e e  a s  o f  S e p ­
t e m b e r  1 5 ? ”

Basically, if you’re  ta rdy  on your paym ent, 
you’ll get two weeks before  you’re  hit w ith the full 
penalty. This is a ra re  case of governm ent giving 
taxpayers a break. Take advantage of it and vote 
yes.

Novi voters in the recen t A ugust p rim ary  
showed th e ir love fo r the m ayor and city council 
by approving (3,565 yes votes to 3,060 no) annual 
ra ises of $6,500 and $4,500, respectively.

A fter that vote, M ayor Bob G att said “the proc­
ess worked” and that vo ters of Novi looked a t the 
proposed change in the city ch a rte r and decided 
tha t it needed to be m odernized.

However, the m ayor also noted tha t m ore rev i­
sions to the ch a rte r would be coming befo re  vot­
ers, including the one Nov. 4.

But if you think that this delinquent tax  b reak  
am endm ent is a slam-dunk, ju s t take a look a t one 
y ear ago, when voters decided the fate  of five 
ch a rte r am endm ent proposals.

Proposal 1 -  to rem ove any gender re ferences 
(he, she, his, her, etc.) in the c h a rte r’s language -  
passed  by a 2-1 m argin.

Proposals 2 and 3 w ere to rem ove the req u ire ­
m ent to publish public notices in a new spaper if 
sta te  law should change tha t ordinance in the fu­
ture . The firs t barely  passed, but the second was 
shot down.

Proposal 4 -  to rew ord language to give the city 
m anager the ability to reorganize and c rea te  de­
partm ents while keeping the city council’s righ t to 
do so as well -  passed by around 600 votes.

But voters overw helm ingly said no to Proposal 
5, which would’ve elim inated the requ irem ent 
tha t checks need to be signed by two d ifferen t offi­
cers of the city.

Let’s back up a b it and look a t why all these pro­
posals to am end the c ity ’s ch a rte r a re  com ing be­
fore voters. Novi was a township before becom ing 
a city in 1969. That original city ch a rte r  was re ­
viewed and tw eaked in 1977 and rem ained  un­
changed until recently.

Last year, the Novi City Council appointed a 
C harter Review Com m ittee to look a t the 36-year- 
old ch a rte r and recom m end changes. T hat com ­
m ittee includes nine people: th ree  elected  offi­
cials (M ayor Bob G att and city  council m em bers 
Wayne W robel and Laura M arie Casey), two m em ­
bers of the city adm inistration (then In terim  City 
M anager Victor C ardenas and City C lerk Mary- 
anne Cornelius) and four m em bers of the com m u­
nity  at large (Phil Superfisky, Tom M arcus, Do­
reen  Poupard and David Landry).

W hen the C harter Review Com m ittee initially 
m et, the nine m em bers “com m itted to review  the 
city charte r w ith no preconceived agenda,” said 
Landry, who served two te rm s as Novi’s m ayor be­
fore Gatt. “Accordingly, we proceeded to review  
each of the 17 sections of the ch a rte r in order. We 
discussed each section, w hat its purpose was, how 
it was intended to function in 1969 and 1977 and 
how it functions 37 years later.”

A fter that review, 19 changes w ere recom ­
m ended and ranked by the com m ittee.

However, city council did not autom atically 
ag ree to put those proposed changes before  vot­
ers. In fact, the com m ittee felt another am end­
m e n t- to  change the five-vote super-m ajority  vote 
needed by the c ity  council on item s like the budget 
to a simple m ajority  of four votes -  should be on 
the Nov. 4 ballot, but council disagreed in a 5-2 
vote.

The city’s original ch a rte r and the 1977 revision 
w ere strong docum ents tha t have served th is city 
well. But just as Novi’s population has grow n from  
10,000 to 57,000, things have changed in 37 years.

The ch arte r am endm ent proposal tha t will be 
before voters in the general election next m onth is 
a solid one, fo r which Novi residen ts should confi­
dently cast a yes vote.

practices, don’t give them  your 
business.” H ere lies the problem: 
Consum ers do not know they are  
contributing to neglect or to 
irresponsible dog breeding. The 
city is well aw are of the im pact 
these two stores have on the 
com m unity as they have heard  
testim ony from  those who have 
purchased sick anim als from  the 
stores and they have review ed 
inspection reports  fo r the stores 
and the ir suppliers.

Right now, Novi is a “buyer 
bew are” city.

Even if the consum ers a re  OK 
w ith large-scale com m ercial 
breeding, they may not be OK 
w ith enorm ous veterinary  ex­
penses incurred  by the purchase 
of sick animals.

Over last year, The Fam ily 
Puppy has shipped in dogs with 
defects ranging from  G rade 2 
left luxating patellas (unattached 
kneecaps), stenotic nares (re ­
stric ted  nasal passages), E ntro­
pion (inverted eyelids), inguinal 
hernias and cryp t orchid (unde­
scended testicles). These a re  not 
only painful, bu t requ ire  surgery. 
There a re  no disclosure laws.

Again “buyer bew are”?
Over 50 cities across the coun­

try  are  now taking a stand 
against this side of the pe t trade  
by banning reta il sales of pup­
pies in pet stores. M iami is up 
next. Why doesn’t  Novi w ant to 
p ro tect fam ilies? A fter all, pets 
are  considered fam ily m em bers 
now. They a ren ’t squeaky toys.

W atching govern­
m ent work sure 
is wonderful to 

see. We all w itnessed it 
w ith the In tersta te  96 
rebuild.

It su re  felt like a hot 
knife sliding through a 
stick of butter. What is 
that? My com m ute from  
N orthville to the the Big 
‘D’ down 1-96 the first 
day it reopened.

Closed since last 
April, the 1-96 freew ay 
was reopened a few 
weeks earlie r than the 
expected mid-October 
date a fte r  being rebuilt 
betw een Telegraph and 
N ew burgh roads through 
Livonia and Redford 
Township. It was clearly 
a psychological boost to 
h ear about the early  
reopening announced by 
Gov. Snyder.

The inconvenience 
and frustra tion  seem ed 
as backed up fo r most 
m otorists as was their 
daily com m ute these past 
five months.

The closure to repair 
and im prove 37 overpass­
es and 28 ram ps in addi­
tion to adding new lights, 
upgrading utilities and 
rem oving m iles of old 
concrete and lay new 
cem ent m ust have felt 
like an etern ity  for the
140,000 daily com m uters 
forced to find alternative 
routes.

I felt the  s tress in­
stantly  m elt away a fte r  
five long m onths of hav­
ing m y main a rte ry  avail­
able to m e once more. I 
could sw ear I heard a 
chorus of H a p p y  D a y s  
A r e  H e r e  A g a in  m ashed 
up w ith P harrell Wil­
liam s’ H a p p y  as I boot- 
scooted m y way into 
work, cutting 40 m inutes 
off m y fo rm er construc­
tion com m ute.

The past five m onths 
can only be described as 
fru stra tion  on steroid. I 
tried  all the alternative 
routes: 1-275 to 1-696 to 
the Lodge -  b e tte r  known 
as “bottleneck junction.” 
Even 1-275 to old tried  
and tru e  1-94 -  that out- 
of-the-way, stop-and-go-

route. Then it was “Pick a 
Mile Road,” a n y  mile 
road. From  Eight Mile to 
Seven Mile and even Six 
Mile and Five Mile roads. 
I was desperate. But they 
helped find ju st about 
any fast food establish­
m ent a single m an could 
desire: White Castle, 
M cDonald’s, RFC, Tub­
by’s and Little Caesar, to 
nam e a few. Traveling 
the m ile roads m ade it 
hard  to tell w hat was 
m ore clogged: the s tree ts  
or m y arteries!

Perhaps my favorite 
route -  and not because it 
was the fastest -  was 
traveling  along old 
Schoolcraft Road that 
now serves as the service 
drive along 1-96. Each 
day, as I c rep t along on 
m y way to and from  
work, I felt like a little 
boy w ith m y Tonka 
trucks w atching an or­
chestra  of construction 
w orkers in dump trucks, 
backhoes, m assive ce­
m ent trucks, fron t load­
e rs  and concrete crush ­
ing equipm ent. At tim es, 
the construction zone 
looked like an an t colony 
on am phetam ines.

Taxes well spent
I m arveled a t the effi­

ciency of the planning: 
Each person and m achine 
seem ed im bued with a 
single purpose, tied to a 
single mission. Along 
w ith the team w ork that 
showed resu lts  as I trav ­
eled east in the m orning 
and w est in the evening, I 
literally  saw m y tax  dol­
lars  a t work and felt they 
w ere being well-spent.

T here was a sense of 
pride and accom plish­
m ent tha t em anated from  
w orkers on the construc­
tion site. There w ere 
tim es when driving by 
that I w anted to wave an 
American flag out my

contractors will receive 
fo r finishing early.

I am  one of the m ore 
than 140,000 daily com ­
m uters who a re  singing 
the p raises of M-DOT for 
its m anagem ent of the 
1-96 project, an exam ple 
of a worthwhile public/ 
p rivate  partnersh ip  bene­
fiting the taxpayers. It 
should serve as a model 
for how governm ent can 
and should work.

Note to Congress: See 
what thoughtful plan­
ning, leadership, collabo­
ration, w orking together, 
tigh t m anagem ent and 
m eaningful investm ent 
can produce?

A job well done.

Sabo runs for 230 
yards in 49-21 win

M ake tha t two in a row as 
Novi’s football team  m ade it a 
joyous hom ecom ing Friday 
night w ith a 49-21 victory  over 
visiting South Lyon East.

The W ildcats, who im proved 
to 2-3 overall and 2-1 in the 
KLAA’s Central Division, piled 
up a total of 529 yards, includ­
ing 347 yards on the ground.

M att Sabo, a 6-foot, 174- 
pound senior, rushed  for a 
game-high 230 yards on 21 
carries and th ree  touchdowns.

“Em anuel had a big night,” 
B urnside said, “and our quar­
terback  (Bageris) did a good 
job of leading the team  as a 
sophomore.

varsity  post during the 2011-12 
season. H e w ent 7-15 last 
season a fte r  posting 9-13 and 
14-7 records with the Spar­
tans.

“I t ’s sad to leave Steven­

son, but fo r me it’s the righ t 
m ove,” Sinawi said. “T here’s 
no question about it, being a 
teacher in the district, s ta r t­
ing to build relationships in 
Novi and tha t community, it’s 
an opportunity I couldn’t pass 
up.”

Novi ath letic  d irector B ri­
an Gordon sifted  through 
several candidates before 
settling  on Sinawi.

“We had m ultiple appli­
cants, all folks w ith great

Malzone finds 
Perry for three 
touchdowns in 
41-14 triumph

It was one for the 
record  books as fa r  as 
B irm ingham  B rother 
Rice was concerned in its 
storied  59-game football 
series w ith arch-rival 
Novi D etroit Catholic 
Central.

The W arriors not only 
ran  the ir winning streak  
to 27 gam es with a con­
vincing 41-14 win Friday 
over CC at Berkley’s 
H urley  Field, but they 
established some new 
num bers while im prov­
ing to 5-0 on the season 
with the Catholic League 
C entral Division win.

The 41 points scored 
by Rice w ere the most 
points scored by either 
team  in the rivalry, while 
senior Alex Malzone’s 
276 yards passing were 
the m ost by a qu arte r­
back as well.

Senior wide receiver 
G rant P e rry ’s 10 recep­
tions, along with his th ree 
touchdowns, also tied a

m ark.
“I ju st th ink we m ade 

some m ore plays and that 
never happens against a 
team  like Catholic Cen­
tra l,” Rice first-year 
coach Dave Sofran said. 
“So we’re  very  grateful, 
but we’re  also humble.
We give our opponents 
respect. They’re  a great 
school and they got some 
g reat kids tha t play very  
hard  on that team .”

Malzone, the U niver­
sity  of M ichigan commit, 
was razor-sharp during 
the firs t half, hitting
12-of-14 passes for 168 
yards as Rice built a 21-0 
lead.

Perry, a 6-foot, 188- 
pound senior, had TD 
receptions of 6 and 11 
yards in the opening 
quarter, while Malzone 
added another scored on 
a 1-yard scram ble up the 
m iddle w ith only 51 sec­
onds left in the half.

“Coach (Rich) Popp 
(offensive coordinator) 
did a g reat job with the 
tem po all week as fa r as 
hurry ing  up the plays,” 
Sofran said.

“We only had 44 plays 
last week on offense. We 
w anted to get 7 0 -1  don’t 
know how m any (we had) 
-  but we had 35 at half­
time. That was the goal to 
get 60 to 70 plays. We

w ere righ t around tha t.”
Catholic Central, 

which slipped to 2-3 over­
all and 0-1 in the Central, 
had ju s t 45 yards rushing 
and only 12 passing, cou­
pled with ju st th ree  first 
downs in the first two 
quarters.

“We w eren’t getting 
firs t downs and not keep­
ing the ball away from

their offense,” CC coach 
Tom M ach said. “We gave 
them  the ball too m any 
tim es, taking tim e off the 
clock, things like tha t.”

Rice, m eanwhile, had 
racked  up 251 total yards 
by halftim e.

“I t’s very  difficult,” 
M ach said. “They put a 
lot of p ressu re  on you. 
We’re  try ing  to get a pass

get ready fo r
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much fo r CC
rush. You have to e ither 
rush  them , double cover 
them  or do something. 
They put a lot of p ressu re  
on your defense. I 
thought they did a good 
job in th e ir schem ing and 
so forth. I think our kids 
tried  to play the ir hard ­
est, but they ju s t didn’t 
have it.”

For all intent and p u r­
poses, Rice put the gam e 
out of reach w ith 7:20 left 
in the th ird  quarter, when 
P erry  got loose around 
the CC 15, caught a M al­
zone pass, deked a couple 
of a tacklers and squirted  
into the end zone to m ake 
it 28-0 (following Alex 
N ast’s point-after).

“I m ade a couple guys 
m iss,” said Perry, who 
finished with 131 yards in 
total receiving yards. “I 
ju st focused on getting  to 
the end zone. H e (Mal­
zone) kind of underthrew  
me, bu t he apologized for 
that. They m issed and I 
took advantage of tha t.”

With 8:21 left the 
fourth quarter, CC finally 
got on the board when 
Joe Fanning hit M ichael 
Edw ards on a 32-yard TD 
pass.

But Rice responded on 
a 5-yard TD run  by Bob­
by Dixon III, who wound 
up w ith a gam e-best 122 
yards on 19 carries.

“They played a very  
good gam e,” M ach said of 
Rice. “They’re  a good 
football team . I don’t 
think we played very  
well and I think th a t’s 
kind of the way it went 
down.”

L inebacker Joe Le- 
wandowski paced R ice’s 
defense w ith 10 tackles, 
including eight solo and a 
sack. Bo Pickens, who 
also recorded six tackles, 
including th ree for loss 
and a  sack, picked off a

CC pass and ran  it back 
46 yards fo r a TD with 
only 1:53 rem aining for 
the W arriors’ final TD.

It all added up as Ric­
e ’s defense held the 
Sham rocks to ju s t 240 net 
yards.

“They cam e to play 
tonight,” Sofran said. “I 
was obviously w orried 
about CC’s run. We w ere 
able to get some punts 
and th a t was huge for us 
to get the ball in our 
hands w ith good field 
position.”

CC got its final TD 
with ju st 15.1 seconds left 
on Ike M archie’s 12-yard 
TD reception from  Fan­
ning.

I f  there  was one bright 
spot w ith CC’s offense it 
was A lexander Bock, 
who rushed  five tim es 
for 92 yards. Victor Dir- 
ita also had 127 all-pur­
pose yards, including 110 
on four kickoff re turns.

But it sim ply was not 
enough for the Sham­
rocks, who now m ust win 
th e ir  final four gam es to 
guaran tee a spot in the 
postseason.

“It w asn’t ju s t the 
play, it was m ental m is­
takes tha t we w ere m ak­
ing in a big football 
gam e,” M ach said. “You 
can’t do that. When we 
did get som ething going, 
we would give up a m en­
tal m istake or som ething 
like that. The kids tried  
very  hard, but they 
(Rice) played a be tte r 
gam e.”

CC's leading tacklers 
include Jordan  Jenkins 
(one solo, nine assists); 
Bock (six solo, th ree 
assists); M archie (three 
solo, five assists); and 
Tarek Dalou (two solo, 
five assists).

based Clark Construction, 
the construction m anager 
for the project, said the 
demolition of the ABC 
W arehouse building 
should take “about a 
week.” Clark Construc­
tion m anaged the project 
when IKEA was built in 
Canton eight years ago.

“We a re  very  excited 
about demolition starting  
today and advancing the 
expansion of IKEA Can­
ton,” M att Hunsicker, 
IKEA Canton store m an­
ager, said in a release. 
“The sto re’s success c re ­
ated the need to extend 
the store’s self-serve 
furn iture  a rea  so it can 
hold m ore products and 
im prove our custom er 
shopping experience. We 
appreciate (Canton) 
Township’s continuing 
support of IKEA and our 
custom ers’ patience as 
we begin this project.”

The cu rren t project 
includes expanding the 
self-serve fu rn itu re  area 
(where shoppers collect 
flat-packed furn iture  to 
take home on the sam e 
day), rearranging  cus­
tom er service functions 
to the newly built p a rt of 
the store and enlarging 
the home delivery area. 
During construction and 
build-up of this extension, 
the full product selection 
will rem ain  available 
on-site, officials said.

For less than a year, 
officials said, IKEA will 
undergo phased im ple­
m entation of a reconfig­
ured self-serve furn iture  
area  and a la rg e r ‘as-is’ 
section, as well as la rger 
and shifted custom er 
service areas such as 
furn iture  pickup and an 
expanded home delivery 
area. The Exit B istro and 
Swedish Food M arket, 
however, will stay  in the ir 
cu rren t locations.

IKEA’s plan to expand 
its Canton store comes 
with a $250,000 gift for 
im proving traffic-snarled  
Ford Road and the poten­
tial for new jobs at the 
300-employee site, a  com­
pany spokesm an said 
earlier this year.

The expansion also 
m eans Canton is expected 
to rem ain IKEA’s only 
M ichigan store for the 
foreseeable future, 
spokesm an Joseph Roth 
said.

“T hat’s not going to 
change anytim e soon,” 
Roth said. “By expanding 
in Canton, we a re  ensur­
ing that it will be the only 
IKEA store in M ichigan 
for a longer tim e now. We 
think it’s a g reat location 
and a g reat community. 
T hat’s why we’re  making 
an additional investm ent 
here.”

Canton Township Su­
pervisor Phil LaJoy, who

earlier this year called 
IKEA a “good neighbor,” 
thinks the expansion will 
be good for IKEA and for 
the community.

“If  they thrive and 
m ake money and stay 
there  and help the com­
munity, I think tha t’s good 
for everybody,” LaJoy 
said.

IKEA already has 
become a destination for 
shoppers from  southeast 
Michigan, other states 
and Canada. The area 
could draw even more 
business if Paragon Out­
let P artners builds a 
357,000-square-foot outlet 
m all w ith as m any as 100 
stores by 2016 on the 
south side of Ford Road, 
betw een 1-275 and Lotz. 
Canton residents are  
divided over the possible 
uptick in development, 
w ith some fearing more 
traffic  congestion.

Roth earlier had said 
IKEA’s expansion should 
lead to an increase in 
sales and potentially 
m ore jobs.

“In theory, sales 
should go up,” he said, 
“and, in theory, we should 
be able to hire m ore co­
w orkers, too.”

Q: We live in a  g a te d  com ­
m u n ity  in Florida w h e re  th e y  
ch arg e  o w n e rs  a g a te  fe e  fo r  
u n p a id  d u es . I am  w o n d e rin g  
if th is  is rea so n a b le  an d  
w h e th e r  w e  sh o u ld  c o n te s t 
it.

A: I think you should pay 
your assessm ents, a f te r  you 
have gotten a lawyer, and then 
try  to negoti­
ate out the 
gate fee fine, 
which m ay be 
unreasonable, 
particularly , if 
it is not specif­
ically provided 
for in the docu­
m ents fo r the 
community. I 
have seen 
situations w here this type of 
arrangem ent, while we do not 
necessarily  condone it, has 
resu lted  in the prom pt pay­
m ent of assessm ents by delin­
quents, bu t get a good law yer 
as soon as possible.

Q: I k n o w  th e re  is a  fed e ra l 
law  th a t  says th a t  a  co m m u ­
n ity  asso c ia tio n  o r  m a n a g e ­
m e n t co m p an y  m ay n o t 
a d o p t o r  en fo rce  an y  policy 
o r  e n te r  in to  an y  a g re e m e n t 
th a t  w o u ld  re s tr ic t o r  p re ­
v e n t a m e m b e r o f  th e  associ­
a tio n  from  d isp lay ing  th e  
flag  o f  th e  U nited S ta te s  on  
re s id en tia l p ro p e rty . My a s ­
so c ia tio n  is n o t  a llow ing  m e 
to  p u t  u p  a f lag  ev en  th o u g h  
I h av e  a  s e p a ra te  o w n ersh ip  
in te re s t  in m y u n it. Can I rely  
o n  th e  fe d e ra l s ta tu te ?

A: Probably not, based upon 
a  recen t decision in the U.S. 
Court of Appeals fo r the Fifth 
C ircuit w hereby the court 
dism issed a com plaint against 
an Association holding tha t a 
co-owner could not enforce the 
Freedom  To Display the A m er­
ican Flag Act of 2005 against 
the association. The U.S. Court 
of Appeals fo r the F ifth  C ircuit 
said it was not the in ten t of 
Congress to c rea te  a private  
cause of action nor was there  
any re fe ren ce  to a rem edy, an 
enforcem ent m echanism  or 
penalty  fo r violations. You 
should, however, check your 
sta te  sta tu te  to see if  you have 
any sta te  court righ ts reg a rd ­
ing the A m erican flag as we do 
in M ichigan in the M ichigan 
Condominium Act.

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Drawing from Luxury Crowd, Ford Has 
A Winner In Popular Explorer Sport

Soon after launching 
the souped-up Sport 
version of its new 
Explorer in late 2012, 
nameplate stewards 
got a gift-wrapped 
Christmas present 
in the January 2013 
issue of Car & Driver 
magazine: a mostly 
glowing review of 
the pricier new trim 
level of Explorer with 

a six-liter EcoBoost engine and styling chops 
to match its more aggressive capabilities that 
put it in the same sentence with German-made 
luxury SUVs.
“If hauling people and [performance] are 

your two top priorities and you can’t swing a 
more expensive option like the BMW S5M, 
Mercedes ML63 AMG, Porsche Cayenne 
Turbo, or Jeep Grand Cherokee SRT8, the 
Explorer Sport mostly satisfies,” magazine 
reviewers wrote. Explorer “occupies a rare 
space, and shoppers looking for a reasonably 
fuel-efficient... luxuriously equipped three-row

crossover that won’t put them to 
sleep should like it -  especially 
when they consider its low-ish 
$41,545 base price.”
That read exactly how Matt 

Zuehlk might have written a 
reviewer’s perception of Explorer 
Sport. As brand manager for 
Explorer with the launch of its 
substantially overhauled 2011 
model nearly four years ago, 
Zuehlk and his colleagues brought 
out Explorer Sport about two 
years later in an effort to appeal 
not only to Explorer’s broad base 
of existing fans but also to owners 
of luxury-brand SUVs who would 
be attracted to a worthy lower- 
priced alternative.

And now, Sport is running at 
about 12 percent of overall sales 
of the Explorer nameplate, with 
capacity constraints preventing 
Ford for the time being from 
nudging that percentage even

higher, Zuehlk said. Overall, 
Explorer sold 25 percent more 
units in the United States in 
August than a year earlier, and 
year-to-date sales advanced by 
six percent over 2013, to nearly 
130,000 units.
“About one in five Sport 

customers are coming out of 
Mercedes-Benz, BMW and 
Audi,” Zuehlk told this writer, 
who hasn’t yet driven an Explorer 
Sport. “That’s because they don’t 
need a brand to define them and 
validate who they are. The Ford 
emblem means ‘quality’ to them, 
and the Explorer nameplate itself 
is iconic. It resonates with these 
customers. It’s a capable SUV and 
if they can get the techy stuff with 
it and have this iconic brand, it’s a 
nice stew that comes together for 
them.”
As a result, Explorer Sport 

customers tend to be more affluent 
than other Explorer buyers,
Maritz research told Ford, with 
40 percent earning more than 
$150,000 a year, compared with 
24 percent at that level for the 
standard Explorer and 17 percent 
for Ford brand customers overall.
And when they opt for Sport, 

they’re going all-in: Sport’s 
base price versus Explorer now 
is $43,565 (higher than in early 
2013) versus $31,495 for the base 
Explorer, and 90 percent of Sport 
sales come with a higher-level 
trim package that brings the cost 
to approximately $47,000.

Some other data points about 
Explorer Sport buyers encourage 
Ford as well. They tend to be 
significantly more educated than

average Ford buyers; they are 
younger, with nearly one-quarter 
of them aged under 35 versus only 
three percent of that age cohort 
for standard Ford Explorer; and 
trendy New York and Los Angeles 
tend to be the biggest markets 
for Explorer Sport, followed by 
Flyover Country cities such as 
Dallas, Chicago and Detroit.
What these buyers get is the 

only Explorer model to get Ford’s 
twin-turbocharged, 3.5-liter V-6 
EcoBoost engine that provides 
365 horsepower and still yields 
22mpg on the highway. They 
also get a roomy, three-row SUV, 
Sport-exclusive stiffer springs 
and dampers, quicker steering, 
up-rated brakes, additional 
chassis bracing and standard 
larger, 20-inch tires. All-wheel 
drive is standard in Sport, and the 
outside carries plenty of menacing 
touches such as a black-painted 
grille and trim.
Nevertheless, as Car & Driver 

noted, Explorer Sport also 
demonstrates the qualities that

make Explorer a continued 
favorite SUV, including not only 
passenger and cargo capacity but 
also a relatively quiet cabin and 
comfortable ride. The magazine’s 
reviewers also generally praised 
Sport’s ride and handling 
including “additional quickness 
[and] improved body control” over 
standard Explorer, to go along 
with “more sinister looks.”

For Ford, there’s nothing sinister 
about Explorer Sport. And Zuehlk 
believes that the brand will 
continue to try to build on this 
successful new mini-franchise. 
“When we launched we had some 
media weight [in advertising] 
behind the product,” he said. 
“Today there’s not a whole lot of 
national advertising for Sport, but 
the beauty of the brand is that it’s 
at 12 percent right now with very 
little messaging in the market.
“We’d like to build on the health 

of the brand even more.”

How to  go back to  w o rk  a fte r a 
long leave o f absence

You took several years off 

from work to be CEO of your 
household, taking care of a 
new baby and developing your 
interpersonal skills of persua­
sion and patience. Or maybe 
you off-ramped to travel, care 
for an elderly family member or 
focus on volunteer pursuits. Now 
you’re ready to go back to work, 
but where do you start? Here are 
six steps to ease your transition 
back into the working world.

1. Notify your network

It’s the best first step in any job 
search: Tell your family, friends, 
acquaintances and former col­
leagues that you’re completing 
your stint as stay-at-home parent 
or full-time caretaker and you’re 
planning to go back to work. 
Before you reach out to your 
network, make sure your resume 
is ready; if one of your contacts 
knows about a good opportunity, 
you’ll want to be able to send out 
an application package immedi­
ately.

2 . Prepare your pitch

When you start your job 
search, you need to be able to talk 
to anyone you meet or reacquaint 
with about why you’re going 
back to work and what you hope 
to find in a job. Practice your

30-second elevator pitch so that 
it comes naturally. Don’t hide the 
fact that you’ve been on hiatus, 
and do project a positive attitude 
about your situation.

3. Build up your resum e  
by volunteering

schedule, volunteering can be a 
great way to boost your resume 
and keep your skills current. For 
example, you could help a local 
nonprofit or charitable organiza­
tion or tutor students. Giving of 
your time like this is a great way 
to slowly re-enter the working 
world, dust off your skills and 
network with people who might 
be able to help you in your job 
search.

4 . Take c la sse s

Whether you’ve been out for 
two years or 10 years, it never 
hurts to brush up on your hard 
skills.
