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NOVI BUS DRIVER SUSPENDED
AFTER DRIVING TO FUNERAL

Novi Community Schools bus
driver Brian Hennige wanted to
do something for the family of
Jordan Czapski after learning of
this 2008 Novi High School
graduate’s death, but it cost him
a five-day suspension from
work.

Czapski, a veteran of the U.S.
Marine Corps and the war in
Afghanistan, died last month
and a funeral was held Sept. 17.
Fellow Marines flew in to be
there, nearly 100 Patriot Guard
Riders along with American

Caroline Giese, with her husband George, recently celebrated her 100th birthday.

Legion Riders
attended and a
number of Novi
teachers, admin-
istrators, coach-
es, drivers and
others were at
the services.

On Sept. 13,
Hennige said he
requested permission of the
school district’s transportation
department to take the after-
noon of Sept. 17 off to escort the
family to the Great Lakes Na-
tional Cemetery near Holly in a
Hummer limousine donated by

the other company he works for.

His request was denied, but
Hennige, who is a friend of
Czapski’s mother, drove them
anyways.

“l find it mind-boggling that
they couldn find a substitute
for an afternoon,” Hennige said.
“What if someone was sick or
even worse - could they have *
found someone then?”

He said it was tough decision
to take off the afternoon without
permission, but he went back to
his faith and said there are
times when you have “to do the
right thing” no matter the con-
sequences.

Nowvi using
Infrared to
help fix
city roads

Novi will be using infrared
rays to help improve and main-
tain smooth local roads.

Although the exact areas to
be fixed are not known yet, the
Novi City Council approved
$50,000 for Asphalt Solutions
LLC for the fiscal year 2014-15
Infrared Roadway Repair Pro-
gram. According to city staff,
the contract term
is one year with
two one-year
extensions.

“One of the
primary goals of
the Department
of Public Ser-
vices’asset man-
agement program
is the preservation of the city’
roadways to prevent costly
reconstruction,” Field Opera-
tions Senior Manager Matt Wik-
torowski told council in his re-
port.

He said, “Preventative and
routine maintenance, including
infrared roadway repair, crack
sealing, road patching, curb
repairs and shoulder grading
must be regularly performed to
help keep the relatively good
roads in good condition.”

This program consists of
heating the surface of existing
asphalt roadways with radiation
that has a wave length greater
than that of the red end of the
visible light spectrum, but less
than that of microwaves, ac-
cording to Wiktorowski.

“The heating process results
in an extremely high application
temperature (up to 1,400°F) that
is used to heat the top two inch-
es of material until it becomes
loose and workable,” he said.
“Although most of the existing
asphalt pavement is re-used as
part of this repair process, ap-
proximately 20 percent of the
old material is removed and
replaced with new oil-rich as-
phalt, then rolled to match the
existing grade of the surround-
ing roadway surface.”

This preservation method is
used to repair cracks, potholes
and other pavement irregular-
ities to limit water infiltration
that can lead to premature fail-
ures.

The Public Services road
repair plan states the objective
of preventative maintenance is
to preserve good quality roads

using lower-cost rehabili-
tation techniques, rather
than allowing the roads
to deteriorate to a point
that requires road recon-
struction involving much
more effort at a signifi-
cantly higher cost.

The streets that will
be receiving infrared
treatment will be deter-
mined as the program is
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further developed over
the winter, according to
Wi iktorowski.

He said this work is
being awarded now so
that road maintenance
can be done during peri-
ods of dry weather, but
otherwise the bulk of the
work is scheduled to
begin next spring and be
completed by June 30,
2015.

Giese had never been
out of Taylorville when
she won the town’s Miss
Personality contest at
age 19. The grand prize
was attendance at the
1933 Chicago World’s
Fair. She traveled with a
chaperone and met the
infamous dancer Sally
Rand, who was arrested
four times during the
fair.

Giese got married
and was pregnant with
her son Jon and working
ina grocery store when
a man came in and of-
fered free flying les-
sons. She signed up im-
mediately, since she
loved to accomplish
things that others
thought she could not do.
She learned to fly a Pip-
er Cub and got her pi-
lot’s license. But she
said, “I haven’ flown in
70 years.”

She worked as a
nurse and felt nothing
was more important
than helping people.
Even when she was in
Taylorville Elementary
School, hurt neighbors
would go to her to be
bandaged.

Moving to Novi
Giese retired and
moved with George, her
third husband, to Novi
because they had rela-
tives in the area.
They'’ve been married 45
years. In addition to her

personnel issue.

“l cannot comment on
the issues surrounding
what you were told,” Dr.
Steve Matthews, super-
intendent, said of the
Czapski family’ take on
the suspension as told to
the Novi News. “ltis not
because the district is
trying to hide anything.

They were given some help
from the Novi Choralaires, the
color guard from the local
chapter of the Sons of the
American Revolution and
members of the VFW and
American Legion.

Whatwould your
guiding principles be
when making decisions
asamember ofthe Novi
Board of Education?

COOK: The needs of
the students and commu-
nity come first.

Unfortunately,
enrollment is largely
outside the control of a
school district. Nonethe-
less, high academic
achievement can attract
new students to the dis-
trict to help compensate
foradrop inenrollment
due to lower birth rates
for different age groups.

(3) 21st-Century curri-
culum: Not only do our
students need and de-
serve top notch academ-
ics, but also do they need
and deserve an education
that enables them to com-
pete with others globally.
Asaresult, emphasizing
STEM (Science, Technol-
ogy, Engineering, and
Mathematics) initiatives
— without weakening the
teaching of history —isa
good start to creating a
curriculum for the 21st
century.

How will the Technol-
ogy Bond updates help
improve the learning
environment for stu-
dents?

Frush: Funds from the
Technology Bond en-
hance the learning envi-
ronmentin two ways —
one directly and one in-
directly.

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‘Bath salts’ latest synthetic

Two students in West-
land and four in Canton
were hospitalized last
month after taking syn-
thetic drugs, but the
Novi schools superinten-
dent says it doesnt ap-
pear to be an issue in his
district at this point.

“l dont really recall
since |'ve been here that
we’ve had any incidents
of synthetic drugs,” said
Dr. Steve Matthews,
superintendent of the
Novi Community School
District.

At Novi High School,
three students have
been expelled over the
last five years for drug
use, possession or sell-
ing. In addition, Mat-
thews said, two long-
term suspensions (any-
thing over 10 days, but
less than 180 days) were
related to drugs.

“My sense is that
those were a combina-
tion of both medication
or prescription drugs
and marijuana,” he said,

adding that no incidents
have been reported at
Novi Middle School.

He said the district is
fortunate because it has
a very good relationship
with the city of Novi and
the police department.
There is a police liaison
officer in the high
school every day “and
that makes a differ-
ence,” Matthews said,
adding that the district
tries to educate students
as much as possible
through health classes
as well.

“The reality is, drugs
are unfortunately a part
of our society,” Mat-
thews said. “We need
parents to be coopera-
tive and find solutions so
students dont get
caught up in that culture
and activities that dam-
age them physically and
academically.... Kids are
kids and try to experi-
ment some and make
poor choices.”

Brian Taylor, media
and public relations for
St. John Providence
Health System, said no
incidents of synthetic
drugs have shown up yet
at Providence Park Hos-
pital in Novi.

However, over at the
Brighton Center for
Recovery, outreach
coordinator Scott Masi,
a former addict in re-
covery for the past sev-
en years, says the drug
problem is real and it is
in this community.

Why now?

The main reason for
the recent incidents in
Westland and Canton
have to do with students
being back in school,
close together with each
other and communicat-
ing.

“We have seven kids
right now dealing with
synthetic drug issues,
specifically Cloud 9,”
Masi said.

He says cathinones
were synthesized back
in 1920 and re-emerged
less than 10 years ago.
Some of the kids he

deals with actually pro-
duce it.

“They’re brilliant,”
Masi said. “One was a
valedictorian just two
years ago. The other
was in the top 10 percent
of his class.”

Those “kitchen chem-
ists,” as he calls them,
are creating the drugs
right at home.

“The scary part about
this is that any kid with
any propensity for
chemistry is going to be
able to develop it,” he
said. “And you can go on
the Internet and pur-
chase it through the
United Kingdom. Just
Google bath salts for
sale.” They call them-
selves research labs.”

A common method of
taking the drug is to
blotter it on a piece of
paper and eat it.

“It’s like Russian
roulette, because you
don’t know what the
dosage is on that piece
of paper,” Masi said.
“You’re never having
the same high because
of the non-uniformity of
the dosage. That’ the
scary thing.”

Unlike treating alco-
holism or heroin addic-
tion via detox, synthetic
drug problems manifest
about eight to nine days
later in the form of vio-
lent behavior and psy-
chotic episodes, Masi

said. Quite a few of
those in his recovery
center have to be trans-
ferred out for more
intensive psychiatric
care.

“It’s scary seeing a
kid come in initially -
eyes are dilated for
days, just like zombies,”
he said. Getting off the
drug, “is like an onion
peeling away and takes
time.”

The Brighton facility,
a 12-step abstinence-
based hospital, is one of
the oldest in the nation.
The most successful
treatment, Masi said, is
educating the patient.

“It’s a disease, it’s
chronic and you’ll have
it for rest of your life,”
Masi said. He said it
manifests itself in the
form of job jeopardy or
issues at home.

Drug outlets

David Molloy, Novi’s
chief of police, said the
city has not yet experi-
enced anything with
Cloud 9 or any of the
other recent synthetic
drugs, like Hooka Relax,
being highlighted in the
broadcast media.

“We are not seeing
anything thus far in our
respective community
schools, in our narcotics
investigations or during
our searches of sus-
pects/vehicles incident

to arrest,” Molloy said.
“While I am not naive
(enough) to think it’s not
here in our community,
we simply have not seen
this during our investi-
gations thus far.”

Two years ago, K2
was the popular syn-
thetic drug and Masi
was involved in legisla-
tion that made it a
Schedule lillegal drug.
Gas stations were one of
the main sources for
sales.

Masi was recently in
Shelby Township and
Westland, asking retail-
ers to take these new
bath salt products off
their shelves.

“I've seen it firsthand
- they’re not going to
throw it away,” he said.
“They’ll give it to a cous-
in who owns another
business down the road.
That’s what happens.
You telling me these
guys aren’t drug deal-
ers?”

The packaging of
these bath salts is
geared toward youth,
Masi said, with images
of Scooby Doo, a smiley
face, cartoon characters,
etc. The contents are
sold as foot powder,
plant food, glass cleaner
- “anything they can
label as for non-human
consumption to get
around the FDA and, on
top of that, they’re
tweaking the compound
so the new one isn’t
illegal.”

Masi said a Univer-
sity of Michigan survey,
Monitoring the Future,
of 45,000 eighth- through
12-graders indicated that
usage of synthetic drugs
is second only to mari-
juana.

For parents suspect-
ing their kid may be
using, Masi has sound
advice: “Address it,
don’t wait,” he said.
“You can’t wallow in
shame or start question-
ing yourself or wonder
how others are going to
perceive it.”

A Green Oak Town-
ship man accused of
exposing himself in two
counties reached a plea
deal Wednesday.

Na-

Novi. He pleaded guilty
to one count of indecent
exposure in Livingston
County, while a second
count was dismissed for
incidents in July at the
Green Oak Village Place
mall.

Armstrong faces sen-
tencing Oct. 29 in Living-
ston County and Nov. 5 in
Oakland County.

Police said in the
South Lyon cases, which
occurred between April
15and June 25 in the area
of Pontiac Trail and Nine
Mile Road, Armstrong
stayed inside his vehicle
and masturbated within
sight of teenagers. In the
Novi incident, he ex-
posed himselfto a female
shopper at Target around
7:30 p.m. July 14.

The incidents in
Green Oak Township
went unreported to po-
lice until Armstrong was
publicly identified in the
South Lyon incidents.

Surveillance from the
Target store showed the
man in medical scrubs
and a photograph was
distributed to local police
departments, as well as
the media. A South Lyon
officer who interviewed
Armstrong in connection
with the case remem-
bered that Armstrong
told him he worked as a
traveling nurse.

Doctors: Flu shot key to reducing risk of illness

Dr. James Gordon,
M.D., is an infectious
disease physician at
Huron Valley-Sinai Hos-
pital in Commerce Town-
ship. He and fellow phy-
sicians and other health
care pros are urging
people to get their flu
shots.

“Absolutely,” said
Gordon, a graduate of
Northwestern Univer-
sity’s medical school.
“Every year, people die
from influenza.”

Less than half of
those eligible get the
shot, Gordon said: “It’s
been clearly demon-
strated it’s extremely
safe.”

Some underestimate
the significance of flu,
he’s found. More than
100 kids died of flu in the
U.S. last year and more
than 90 percent of them
werent vaccinated.

Dr. Deanna M aster
has a solo practice in
Novi and is a family
practice doctor. The
Northville Township
resident agreed flu shots
are key.

“Definitely, definite-
ly,” she said. “It prevents
the acute illness, which
is quite severe in some
cases.” People can be off
work or out of school
five to seven days and
complications like pneu-
monia and are possible -

even death.

Master noted flu shots
come in late September
or early October. She’s
had hers and took her
daughter for her shot
Sept. 24.

Everyone 6 months
and older should get an
annual flu vaccine. It
takes about two weeks
after vaccination for
your body to develop full
protection against the
flu, according to the U.S.
Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention.

“Breast cancer is
unfortunately something
thatis very widespread
and continues to affect so
many people and their
loved ones,” said Steven
Foster, founder and CEO
of Lucky Strike.

If you do become ill,
dont be a martyr and go
to work. “Definitely not.
No,” she said. “Stay
home and recuperate.”
She recommends Motrin
for pain and fluids.

Cost concerns some
patients, although low-
cost options exist for the
vaccine, Master said.
There can be slight dis-
comfort at the spot of
the shot, “but nothing as
severe as the flu. Finally,
I think there’s some
concern, urban legend
that flu is caused by the
flu shot.”

That’s untrue and
egg-free origin shots are
now offered for those
with egg allergies, she
said.

M aster tells her pa-
tients to avoid aspirin
products for children,
citing the Guillain Barre
neurological syndrome.
She recommends Motrin
or Tylenol.

Flu viruses are con-
stantly changing and
different flu viruses
circulate and cause ill-
ness each season. Flu
vaccines are made each
year to protect against
the flu viruses that re-

Haman abatement no

N ovi City Council has hit us
again by extending tax
abatements to Harman

International, a shift of taxes to

the residents and small business

operators in the city who pay
their fair share. President James

Madison said, “There are more

instances of the abridgment of

the freedom of the people by
gradual and silent encroachments
of those in power than by violent
and sudden usurpations.” This is
such an encroachment.

Harman is a multibillion-dollar
firm reporting 2014 financial
results that top $5.3 billion in
revenue and $1.4 billion in profit.
Last year, its credit rating was
raised, dividends were doubled
again and it included a share
buyback program. Thus, Novi’s
real taxpayers will help fund
Harman’ dividend stream to its
shareholders. What’s Novi’s bene-
fit here? When we abate taxes, we
adversely affect all our residents,
infrastructure and our schools.
When you call the city about road
repairs, however, you’ll be told
how there isnt enough money to
fix them.

The Harman abatement was
offered as an “industrial devel-
opment zone” when it is high
technology. Harman is profes-
sionals designing products to be
made in overseas factories. |
doubt that Harman has any par-
ticular interest in Novi; it could
have been Commerce or Far-
mington Hills. The property loca-
tion proves attractive, not the
address; a convenient location to
its current buildings, M-5 and
highways - an M-5 that could
stand some repair. | should note
that Harman also received a tax
abatement in Farmington Hills.
Simply because the state has PA
198 and Novi has a policy for tax
abatement doesn’t mean they’re
mandatory - they are purely dis-
cretionary.

The Suburban Collection
Showplace received abatements
for the building and hotel. The
latter is an affront to nearby ho-
tels that pay their taxes, standing
on their own without subsidy. If
the Suburban Collection Show-
place hotel can’t make it without
tax abatement, it is not a sound
business model.

Studies Institute reported that
abatements “are not effective in
stimulating improvements in
gross metropolitan product, resi-
dential housing values, personal
income, retail sales or jobs.” Fur-
ther, it states, “The best case is
that incentives work about 10
percent of the time and are sim-
ply a waste of money the other 90
percent.” It also says “the record
suggests that granting industrial
tax abatements may do little to
improve the economic well-being
of communities and their resi-
dents.” Norton Francis, a senior
research associate at the Urban-
Brookings Tax Policy Center,
offers, “By taking away taxes on
business, you are increasing the
burden on everything else. The
money has to come from some-
where.”

Novi City Council has a history
of questionable actions members
try to forget. Sandstone, Main
Street and Fountain Walk are
nearly forgotten stories of as-
tounding arrogance, abandon-
ment and unbelievably poor plan-
ning. The city says it doesnt con -
trol private development, but the
history of these projects and now
Harman all indicate that major
development is always a part-
nership. Nothing gets built with-
out full approval from the city. A
business owner can’t putup a
simple sign without a lengthy
approval process.

It’s shameful that the city asks
residents and small businesses to
pay more than their fair share, to
subsidize larger entities that
don’t. We need a better, more
accountable city council that
doesn’t give away abatements
without demonstrable proof that
the city residents will benefit -
real, tangible benefits, not imagi-
nary ones that never getreport-
ed. Members have not done that
here and will unlikely be account-
able for it moving forward. We
deserve better from our elected
officials.

of effort, we shrugged
off the naysayers and
held the first-ever Log-
jam Classic canoe race
along a three-mile
stretch of the Lower
Branch of the Rouge
through the city of
Wayne.

with Rouge-A-Palooza, a
daylong celebration of
the Rouge and the out-
doors in general that will
take place in Wayne’s
Goudy Park.

The event will include
lots of activities, includ-
ing a group canoe/kayak
trip, canoe and kayak
rentals, live music, fam-
ily activities and lots of
educational displays
(Michigan DNR/State
Parks, Wayne County
Parks, Friends of the
Rouge, Howell Nature
Center - to name just a
few).

For me, however, the
race is the main highlight
of the festival. In a day

and age with extreme
competitions like the
Tough Mudder being so
popular, the Logjam Clas-
sic should be appealing to
paddlers who are looking
for a tough physical chal-
lenge. Despite the name,
there wont be any im-
passable obstructions in
the river. However, the
Lower Rouge offers a
fairly technical course.
There are logjams to
maneuver around(and
under, in some cases),
riffle areas that must be
navigated and lots of
bends and turns to the
river.

Experienced paddlers
will really enjoy the chal-
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Our rules are pretty
basic: There must be two
people in a canoe and any
canoe can be used. Un-
like the famous AuSable
Canoe Marathon, the
Logjam Classic is more
of a sprint. Winning
teams should finish in
less than an hour. Last
year’swinners, Michael
Parsons and Steve Land-
fair, came in at 37 min-
utes. They will be back to
defend their title.

Although Michigan
Avenue and Ford Motor
Co.s massive Michigan
Assembly complex are
nearby, competitors in
the race will never know
itas the river traverses
its way through a scenic
terrain of large cotton-
woods, maples, willows
and sycamore trees.

The whole point of the
race is to draw more
attention to the Lower
Rouge and all the efforts
that have been made to
turn it back into a recre-
ational resource for com-
munities like Wayne,
Canton Township, West-
land and even Inkster
and Dearborn further
downstream. In fact,
plans are currently un-
der way to have the Low-
er Rouge designated a
national water trail.

The best thing about
the Rouge River is the
factit’s in our backyard.
People who live in the
Detroit area usually have
to drive an hour or more
to paddle a Michigan
river. Our goal is to pro-
vide that opportunity
closer to home.

The winners of the
race will earn a cash
prize (the amount will
depend on the number of
participants in the race),
as well as trophies cut
from a logjam on the
Rouge. The rest of the
proceeds from the race
will go toward making
canoeing and kayaking
the Rouge a reality.

Being considered
elderly is someone over 60
years of age. Get a lawyer to
defend you.

Motors CEO Mary
Barra presented the
company’s new long-
term strategic plan to
investors and others
at the Milford proving

grounds recently,

she talked a lot about

the need for GM to

lead in products and
technology, expand

But when it came to GM’s brands, it wasn’t
the mainstream presence of Chevrolet that
she focused on, nor the tremendous recent
performance and future promise of Buick,
nor the profit-making machine that GMC has

become with its large SUVs and robust pickup

trucks.

It was Cadillac. GM has to figure out how to

revitalize its flagship luxury brand, and fast,

notjust in China but also in the United States,

for Barra and her associates to
leave the kind of legacy that she
had envisioned when she took the
company’s helm in January and
before she was preoccupied for

a halfa year by the safety-recall
fiasco.

GM is establishing its flagship
brand as a separate business unit
headquartered in New York City
to pursue growth opportunities in
the luxury market with more focus
and clarity, she explained. Cadillac
expects to introduce four new
vehicles in North America in 2015,
including the recently announced
CT6. In addition, Cadillac plans
to introduce nine new models in
the next five years in China, which
is expected to become the world’s
largest luxury car market later this
decade.

He already has indicated that
Cadillac intends to leave behind
the brand’s traditional customer

De
Nysschen also informed dealers

Never mind that Detroit may
have a better future than only
recently imagined or that it’s going
to take awhole lot of New York
sophisticates to help de Nysschen
turn around Cadillac. The brand’s
sales have been sliding this year
despite its best-ever lineup of
worthy products and a strong
overall luxury auto market in the
United States. De Nysschen’s
challenges include perceptions
that Cadillac vehicles don’t match
up to the price tags on competing
German models, and an aging
design language based on sharply
sculpted exteriors.

Neither does Cadillac have
an entry in the hottest luxury
segment: compact crossover-utility
vehicles. But sibling brand Buick

does.

Yet this kind of mold-breaking
move is vintage de Nysschen. He
put Audi of America on a robust
upward arc with a stronger product
line, and bold brand-making moves
that established more ambitious
investments by dealers and
attracted US consumers looking for
a hipper alternative to BMW and
Mercedes-Benz. De Nysschen was
trying to bring some of the same
mojo to Infiniti as he helmed the
brand over the last two years, but
was wooed away by GM recruiters.

GM President Dan Ammann
said that Cadillac’s “mission is to
reinstate the brand to a pre-eminent
position among global luxury
brands, a bold challenge requiring
a distinct and focused new
organization.” Evidently he and
GM Barra agreed that this couldn’t
be accomplished with the Cadillac
brain trust based in Detroit. And
now they’ve got more than ever
riding on whether de Nysschen can
pull it offin New York.

Perhaps it’s to help cover your
bills. Or maybe it’s to seek fulfill-
ment not experienced atyour day
job.

Here, experts and job seekers
weigh in on what they consider to
be the best moonlighting gigs.

|.Secciuijsh: bartender

Details: “lI am an attorney who
moonlights as a bartender,” says
Brianna Sadler, partner at a law
firm in Minnesota. “It’s actually
a great way to meet future clients
without violating the Model Rules
of Professional Conduct, as | am
able to have a personal relation-’
ship with the guests/clients and
help fulfill both their need for a
drink and possibly legal advice. As
I am a plaintiff’s attorney, it’s also
a great way to pay my rent until
I have my ‘one big case’we all
dream about.”

Potential pay: Bartenders earn
a mean hourly wage of $10.25,
according to the BLS.

2. Secowljob: freelancer

Details: “I recently started
my own consulting business in
August, and while I was get-
ting that up and running, I was
actively seeking freelance writing
work,” says Sophia Habl Mitchell,
principal at Sophia Mitchell &
Associates. “Taking small gigs
through freelance sites ... can be a
great way to supplement income.
The best part is that this work can
be done at home, before or after a
‘regular job.””

Potential pay: While pay varies
based on the type of freelance as-

signment, Mitchell says she earned

$3,000 in four months by doing a
variety of freelance work, includ-

ing writing for a travel website and

ghostwriting blog content.

3. Secondjsh: cosmetic
laser technician

Details: “Cosmetic laser techni-
cian is a career some people do
parttime while holding down
another full-time job,” says Louis
Silberman, president of National
Laser Institute. “Cosmetic laser
technicians work mostly in med
spas and doctors’offices as inde-
pendent contractors. They perform
procedures like laser hair removal
and laser skin resurfacing. Some
RNs have received their laser cer-
tification to increase their earning

potential by performing cosmetic
procedures.”

Potential pay: According to the
NL*I, the most common scenario is
ablend of an hourly rate plus com -
mission. The hourly rates usually
range from $15 to $25, in addition
to a commission ranging from 3 to
20 percent. At med spas, techni-
cians typically receive a gratuity.

4. Seccwtjch: child-care
provider

Details: My husband and | have
two small children, and we juggle
going back and forth to the office
and staying home with the kids,”
says Brina Bujkovsky, owner and
CEO of The Younique Boutique.
“We decided to start a home day
care to take advantage of the tax
deductions, earn extraincome ...
and provide playmates for our
kids. We are helping the com-
munity by providing affordable
care for children six weeks and up,
and we are earning a nice second
income.”

Potential pay: Bujkovsky
says she makes more than
$2,500 a month through her
home day-care gig.

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5. Secondjsb: Futures trader

Details: A recent survey
conducted by TopStepTrader, an
international scouting agency that
recruits and trains futures traders,
found that more than half of the
workers surveyed conduct futures
trading as a second job. “With
the markets open 23-24 hours a
day, there is a lot of flexibility
and profitability in this career as
a second alternative job,” says
Michael Patak, president and CEO
of TopStepTrader.

Potential pay: According to
TopStepTrader, part-time trad-
ers who trade lightly can earn an
estimated $2,000 a month, while
active part-time traders can aver-
age up to around $4,000 a month.

6. Seccudjsh: Container/or-
gamzation sales
consultant

Details: If you’re outgoing and
like organization, consider being
a sales consultant for a container
company. In this role, you’ll help
plan or host fun parties —often
held at people’s homes —where
guests will have the opportunity
to try out and buy your products.

7. Secondjob: mystery
shopper

Details: Bethany Mooradian,
author of “The Mystery Shop-
per Training Program,” suggests
mystery shopping as a great way
to earn extra cash. “To be a suc-
cessful mystery shopper, a person
needs to be reliable [and] honest,
have basic Internet skills, decent
writing, spelling and observation
skills and live in a fairly metro-
politan area,” Mooradian says.
“Any time I’ve needed money, |
justjump right back into mystery
shopping ... It’s perfect for anyone
who wants a flexible way of earn-
ing extraincome, has basic skills
and doesn’t want to stay trapped
behind a desk.”

Potential pay: Mystery shoppers
can make up to $38,520 in annual
salary, according to CBSalary.com.
