South of 10 Mile targeted 

with right-turn lane

The project that will add a 
right lane to fill a 700-foot long 
lane drop on southbound Hag­
gerty, south of 10 Mile, will soon 
get underway now that a con­
struction contract has been 
awarded.

The Novi City Council award­
ed $141,049.84 to Commerce 
Construction and Landscaping, 
Inc., for the project.

“The project will be funded 
using Tri-Party funds (with one-

third each paid by the city of 
Novi, Road Commission for Oak­
land County and Oakland County 
up to the maximum total alloca­
tion of $159,089) with the city’s 
share to be offset further by a 
contribution of $18,500 from the 
city of Farmington Hills,” said 
Rob Hayes of Public Services.

Hayes told city council that 
Commerce has satisfactorily 
completed work for Novi in the 
past. The construction contract 
calls for substantial completion 
of the project within 30 days and 
final completion of the project 
within 40 days of the notice to 
proceed, which means it should

It’s been a long time coming, but 
pizza lovers in Novi will only have to 
wait one more week for the opening of 
the new Buddy’s pizzeria and restau­
rant in the Twelve Mile Crossing at

Fountain Walk entertainment complex 
-  perfect timing for National Pizza 
Month.

“We’re very close,” said Wes Pikula, 
the chain’s vice president of opera­
tions. “Tentatively, the 23rd of October 
we’ll be open to the public. We’re doing 
test runs this Tbesday and Wednesday

and we’ll have a ribbon cutting next 
Wednesday with the city of Novi.” 

Pikula said the restaurant’s crew 
will continue practicing this week and 
weekend and they’ll have a couple of 
family-and-friends events next week

Trail connects areas north, 
south of Interstate 96

The completion of the first 
phase of the Metro Connector 
Trail through Novi was cele­
brated last week with a ribbon­
cutting and unveiling.

The trail now enables resi­
dents from north and south of 
Interstate 96 to safely reach 
destinations on either side of the 
freeway on foot or by bike.

A 10-foot wide shared-use 
asphalt pathway has been con­
structed to connect at the end of

the existing I-96/I-275 regional 
pathway just north of 11 Mile, 
running along the east side of 
Meadowbrook Road over the 
1-96 overpass and continuing 
through the intersection of 
Meadowbrook and 12 Mile 
roads.

A later phase that has not yet 
been funded will include the 
extension of the pathway to the 
M-5 regional pathway.

Novi City Councilman An­
drew Mutch, who is also on the

A white male, approxi­

to make sure everything 
is running smoothly.

The construction 
process has taken six 
months for this Buddy’s 
locale, which is not a 
typical pizzeria by any 
means.

“This store is beauti­
ful,” Pikula said. “We 
worked so hard at every 
level creating a look with 
lots of original details. 
This isn’t cookie-cutter. 
It’s all designed and built 
by hand.”

Carmine Martone, 
owner and chief designer 
of Northville-based Mar- 
tone Design Studio, was 
hired to create the look.

“I marvel at it because 
it’s so interesting, being 
in the industry so long 
and seeing a lot of differ­
ent places going up,” said 
Pikula, who has been 
with Buddy’s for 39 
years.

There will be seating 
for 230 inside, plus an­
other 50 under the sky­
lights of the patio. It was 
all built for comfort and 
aesthetics, Pikula said.

The 8,000-square-foot 
restaurant will also in­
clude a main bar, lobby, 
banquet room, carry-out 
space and modern rest­
rooms and kitchen.

This is the second 
store Martone has de­
signed for Buddy’s; the

first was the Shelby 
Township location. Pik­
ula says it’s “retro indus­
trial” with a blend of 
metal, stone, soft woods 
and tongue-and-groove 
planks.

Why Novi?
A quick Google search 

for “pizza in Novi” shows 
that competition in the 
city is vast, but it didn’t 
deter Buddy’s from 
bringing its uniquely 
Detroit-style pizza here.

“We’ve had so many 
customers responding 
for so many years, par­
ticularly from Novi, 
about coming here,” 
Pikula said. “We’ve 
looked many times, but 
we’re waiting to find the 
right spot. Novi is an 
amazing city, so for us 
we’re going to bring our 
best.”

The large number of 
families in the Novi com­

munity is consistent with 
Buddy’s brand, Pikula 
noted, so this location 
should prove to be ideal.

“Fountain Walk at one 
time was a development 
everyone was touting at 
the time,” Pikula said. 
“Obviously, the economy 
turned on everybody. But 
it’s a great area for con­
venience; the parking 
situation here was just 
amazing and the accessi­
bility.”

The restaurant is on 
the north side of the 
complex, just west of 
Dick’s Sporting Goods. 
Pikula said the complex’s 
easy access off of 12 Mile 
Road allows customers 
to avoid the hectic travel 
around Twelve Oaks 
mall.

Buddy's uniqueness
Novi represents the 

chain’s 11th location and 
its furthest west. Bud­

dy’s began in 1946 at Six 
Mile and Conant in De­
troit -  and that first 
store, near which Pikula 
grew up, is still oper­
ating.

“We’re original,” he 
said. “Pizza, like any­
thing else, there’s a mil­
lion of them. But we’re 
Detroit Sicilian-style. We 
sell a very unique pizza. 
We’re a local brand and 
local company that’s 
developed the whole 
square Sicilian pizza 
style. Buddy’s created a 
pizza category.”

Pikula said a lot of 
others have replicated 
the style and built their 
own businesses around 
the original, but Buddy’s 
is as much a brand as it 
is a restaurant.

“We do a lot of com­
munity outreach,” he 
said. “And it’s that grit 
that comes with Detroit. 
We’ve been holding our 
own on the east side, 
which hasn’t been easy, 
and carrying the banner 
for Sicilian-style pizza.”

Buddy’s does not use 
any sugar nor oil in its 
dough and its process 
and unique elements 
separate it from others, 
Pikula noted.

He said he’s excited 
now that people are pay­
ing attention this style of 
pizza, which has now 
become a genre, like 
Chicago-style pizza.

Walkable Novi commit­
tee, was at the ribbon­
cutting.

“This is a big step 
forward for the city’s 
pathway system. The 
Metro Connector Trail 
fills a major gap in the 
city’s pathway system,” 
Mutch said. “The 1-96 
freeway has been a huge

barrier for anyone want­
ing to go north or south 
in the city on foot or on 
bike. Walkers and bikers 
now have a safe dedicat­
ed crossing over 1-96 at 
Meadowbrook Road.” 

According to Novi 
officials, all of the hard 
surface and structure 
items for the pathway 
are now complete. In an 
update, city officials said 
over the next few weeks 
the contractor will be 
putting the final touches

on the grading and begin 
restoration along the 
entire route. Motorists 
should still expect tem­
porary daytime lane 
closures during this res­
toration phase.

Mutch said this con­
nector also enables bik­
ers to reach the 1-275 
Metro Trail south of the 
freeway and the M-5 
Metro Trail north of the 
freeway.

“Some residents are 
already using these path­

ways for commuting to 
work or for recreation,” 
Mutch said. “Long term, 
this connector will allow 
residents to access re­
gional trails planned in 
surrounding communi­
ties.”

What's next?
There are several 

pathway projects in this 
year’s budget, according 
to Mutch. One closes the 
gap on the east side of 
Meadowbrook Road from

Grand River to the Metro 
Connector Trail. Another 
fills the last sidewalk gap 
along the south side of 13 
Mile between Haggerty 
and Pavilion Shore Park, 
a distance of two miles. A 
third planned project will 
provide a pathway along 
Eight Mile from Beck to 
the entrance of Maybury 
State Park.

In addition, Mutch 
said there are other side­
walk gaps being complet­
ed by private develop­

ments in various loca­
tions around the city.

“Long term, the city 
still needs to provide a 
similar pedestrian and 
bike-friendly crossing of 
1-96 for residents on the 
west side of the city,” he 
said. “The city is working 
on finding a cost-effec­
tive solution to that chal­
lenge.”

be done before winter.
Novi Public Services 

defines a lane drop as 
occurring when one 
through lane is merged 
into another. The one 
between Westminster 
Circle and Shorebrooke 
Townhouses, where 
there is a transition 
from two southbound 
lanes to one lane and 
then back to two south­
bound lanes, is the per­
fect example.

This project will 
address the last remain­
ing lane drop along this 
area of Haggerty, south 
of 10 Mile.

Over the past few 
years, several other 
lane drops along this 
busy road have been 
addressed to alleviate 
traffic backups and 
allow smoother rides. 
These include the city 
of Novi-funded project 
in 2007 that eliminated 
three lane drops be­
tween Nine Mile and 
Eight Mile roads and 
one on the west/Novi 
side and two on the 
east/Farmington Hills 
side of Haggerty. All 
involved widening the 
roadway from a three- 
lane to a four-lane sec­
tion.

Last summer, there 
was another expansion 
project that saw the 
widening of Haggerty to 
eliminate another lane 
drop on the east side.

What profession do 
these duties describe: 
father, mother, psycholo­
gist, teacher, referee and 
many other roles to more 
than 100 people; CEO; a 
visiting team leader;

If you were at Fox 
Run Oct. 7 listening to 
Leonard Slatkin speak,

The Novi retirement 
community held a 70th 
birthday party for the 
Detroit Symphony Or­
chestra music director, 
serving up 250 pieces of 
birthday cake, while he 
served up stories from 
an impressive career.

“My birthday is actu­
ally Sept. 1, but I’ve been 
celebrating ever since,” 
Slatkin said.

On his first visit to 
Fox Run, Slatkin spoke 
for around 45 minutes to 
150 or so residents, many 
who regularly attend 
DSO concerts at Orches­
tra Hall in Detroit.

Slatkin has plenty of 
stories from a career that 
spans nearly 50 years, 
much of it detailed in his 
2012 autobiography Con­
ducting Business.

“That was mostly 
written for the music 
lover -  not just musicians

-  for people to under­
stand those of us in this 
profession,” he said. “Get 
to know what we do - 
how do you study, how 
you become a conductor, 
working in an opera 
house, traveling and 
recording.”

His career is so busy, 
in fact, that he says it 
probably took a year and 
a half to write the book. 
For someone who be­
came a conductor at age 
23, trying to limit one’s 
highlights is a chore in 
itself.

Career dreams
“I always had dreams 

of doing it (conducting), 
but I was afraid,” Slatkin 
said. “My father (Felix 
Slatkin) was a fine con­
ductor and we were a 
very competitive family. 
He passed away when he 
was 47 and I got out of 
music for a while. I came 
back into the fold -  at

There is one question 
that he’s often asked 
which he says used to be 
extremely difficult to 
answer, but is now quite 
easy: What is your favor­
ite work to perform?

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Parent-to-Parent club focuses on motivation
he summer between my 
freshman and sopho­
more years in college, I 

made jewelry. While this 
sounds like a creative en­
deavor, it really was not.

I worked for a friend who 
had developed a rather auto­
mated process for making 
necklaces and bracelets. It 
was almost, but not quite, 
like an assembly line. It was 
rather routine, fairly boring 
and definitely not very cre­
ative.

My goal was to make as 
many necklaces and brace­
lets as I could each day, be­
cause my boss paid by the 
piece. The more I made each 
day, the more I earned.

That summer experience 
began my lifelong interest in 
what motivates people. That

summer, I was clearly moti­
vated by money. So I began 
to assume that money was 
the primary motivator for 
most human behavior.

I was wrong.
Not completely wrong. 

Researchers have discovered 
that for tasks that are fairly 
routine and involve mechan­
ical skill, incentives such as 
pay work well. My experi­
ence making jewelry con­
firms that.

But for tasks that require 
creative or conceptual 
thought, the traditional in­

centives do not work as well. 
Instead, autonomy, mastery 
and purpose serve as the 
primary motivators when we 
engage in activities that re­
quire us to think and solve 
problems.

In schools, we are asking 
students to engage in higher 
level thinking. School is not 
about rudimentary, routine 
or non-creative tasks.

At times we have, unfortu­
nately, made school that way. 
We have led students to be­
lieve that there is one right 
answer and that the goal of 
school is to do what the 
teacher asks.

But school is really about 
much more than that. We are 
preparing students to be 
successful in the world out­
side of our school walls.

They need to be able to solve 
problems and think in cre­
ative and complex ways.

We need students to devel­
op basic skills in reading, 
writing and math. However, 
we teach students these 
skills so that they can use 
them to think, to look beyond 
the traditional answers to 
questions.

On Oct. 21,1 would like to 
invite parents to participate 
with me in a Parent-to-Parent 
book club at the Novi Public 
Library as we discuss the 
book Drive by Daniel Pink. 
This book focuses on motiva­
tion and I think it has appli­
cation to what we do in 
school.

The purpose of the Parent- 
to-Parent book club is to in­
vite parents and community

members to read books that 
have a connection to our 
schools and then to talk 
about them with other in­
terested parents and commu­
nity members.

The issue of motivation 
and how we can motivate our 
students are important topics 
for me. I would encourage 
you to join us for a lively 
discussion at 7 p.m. Oct. 21 at 
the Novi Public Library. You 
can sign up to participate 
and get the book at the Novi 
Public Library.

I look forward to seeing 
you. I won’t have any jewelry 
to sell you though.

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Q&A: Five seeking three school board seats
There are three open seats on 
the Novi Board of Education 
being sought by five 
candidates: incumbent Ann 
Glubzinski; Willy Mena, who 
was recently appointed by the 
board to fill a vacant term; and 
Paul Cook, Chris Harpenau and 
Robert Peurach. The position 
on the seven-member board is 
a six-year term. The following 
are each of their responses to a 
questionnaire from the Novi 
News as well as a brief personal 
profile.

What new programs 
or policies, if any, 
would you like to  see 
implemented in the 
district?

COOK: I would like to 
see a Gifted and Talented 
program implemented at 
the elementary school 
level. This will get these 
students with like-mind­
ed students and keep 
them engaged through 
their critical develop­
ment years. Children at 
this age usually have an 
interest in science and 
math and this is the per­
fect time to focus on 
STEM (Science, Technol­
ogy, Engineering, and 
Mathematics) to build 
the foundation and their 
interest does not fall off. 
At the same time more 
cooperation and re­
sources are needed for 
our remedial students. 
The achievement gaps 
seen in our school need 
to be minimized by 
bringing these students 
up and not bringing our 
high achievers down. 
Gaps need to be mea­
sured by student 
achievement and not 
categorized by demo­
graphic.

GLUBZINSKI: I am not
advocating for any spe­
cific new programs or 
policies to be implement­
ed in the District. It is 
appropriate to continu­
ously review our pro­
grams and policies and 
determine whether they 
still fit with the District’s 
mission, vision and goals. 
When new opportunities 
arise I will review them 
to determine if they fit

gic objectives and if the 
necessary financial re­
sources are available 
before supporting their 
implementation.

HARPENAU: I believe 
the biggest improvement 
we can make is con­
tinued growth in our 
current programs. Those 
include the areas of so­
cial justice, the Leader in 
Me and student growth. 
Giving every student a 
voice, but also listening 
to our staff and commu­
nity as we grow as a 
district. The Leader in 
Me program needs sup­
port to allow our students 
to learn and demonstrate 
how to be good leaders in 
their school and commu­
nity. And the area of 
student growth includes 
many items, including 
continued transparency 
in learning and teaching 
using such tools as the 
Atlas Rubicon curricu­
lum map. We should also 
look at ways to offer 
accelerated courses for 
higher potential students 
at an early age.

MENA: During the 
June 26 2014 meeting, the 
school board passed a 
resolution allowing the 
Superintendent to cir­
cumvent the board and 
extend the contracts of 
any administrator that he 
has evaluated as being 
effective or highly effec­
tive.

public school system by 
our State lawmakers. We 
must put in place pro­
grams to effectiyely 
market the benefits of 
our Novi school system 
to our parents and pros­
pective parents in order 
to protect our student 
enrollment from the 
competition created by 
the influx of charter 
schools and private 
schools into our sur­
rounding area. We must 
also keep our parents 
advised as to the finan­
cial issues facing our 
community school dis­
trict and enlist their aid 
in reaching out to our 
State Legislature, im­
pressing upon our law­
makers the need to de­
velop a better funding 
program for our commu­
nity schools.

What are the three 
biggest issues you'd 
like to  address as a 
school board member?

2. Rankings show the 
Novi School district as 
one of the tops districts 
in the state. These metri­
cs are based on data for 
the secondary schools.

3. Communication and 
community involvement 
are the backbone to great 
schools systems.

GLUBZINSKI: 1. Stu­
dent Achievement -  The 
District has 2 goals relat­
ed to student achieve­
ment: “The Novi Commu­
nity School District will 
ensure that each student 
will make no less than 
one year's growth in one 
year's time. And, the 
Novi Community School 
District will ensure that 
all students achieve at a 
high level. (There will be 
no achievement gaps.)” I 
will take an active role in 
monitoring the District’s 
progress towards achiev­
ing these goals.

2. Resource Allocation 
-  The third District goal 
is: “The Novi Community 
School District will eval­
uate and enhance oppor­
tunities for students 
while maintaining a mini­
mum 10% fund balance."

Having a plan in case 
of emergency was the 
main theme of the pres­
entation by the city of 
Northville Fire Depart­
ment to students at Our 
Lady of Victory School.

“We try to emphasize 
home safety and the 
importance of fire emer­
gency and exit plans,” 
said firefighter John 
Lapenta, the depart­
ment’s director of public 
education.

Each October, the 
department visits schools 
within the city of North­
ville to teach safety while 
also having some fun. 
This is part of “The 
Great Escape” program, 
where families are in­
structed on the devel­
opment of home fire 
escape plans.

OLV is always very

receptive to the lessons.
“We talk a lot about 

safety and its impor­
tance. The students have

really taken the informa­
tion in and used it,” said 
Karen Gessler, principal 
at Our Lady of Victory.

One example of put­
ting it to use was during 
a recent event in the last 
month that had the 
school evacuated be­
cause students smelled 
smoke and reported it to 
their teachers. The fire 
department responded

and it was later discov­
ered that a neighbor had 
been burning something 
and smoke was sucked 
into the school’s HVAC 
system.

“I was really im­
pressed with how they 
reacted,” Gessler said.

Much of this reaction 
can be traced back to the 
visits by firefighters and 
lessons they talked 
about.

Lapenta told the stu­
dents about the need for 
a plan that will allow 
their family to get out 
safely in case of a fire. 
There needs to be at least 
two exits, with one meet­
ing place outside, in or­
der to account for every­
one. He said always stay 
low because the smoke 
will be higher. He also 
said fire detectors should 
have their batteries 
changed twice a year.

“This is a great pro­
gram, because it gets 
them talking about safety 
here at school and at 
home with their fam­
ilies,” Gessler said.

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Snyder campaigns at local chambers of commerce

Joan Larson remem­
bers the first time she 
saw Gov. Rick Snyder 
several years ago in 
Oakland County.

The Royal Oak resi­
dent said she attended a 
dinner and Snyder made 
an appearance with his 
wife before he won the 
2010 election. Larson 
decided to make the 
drive Friday to Livonia 
to see him speak again, 
something she said she 
was pleased to do.

“Absolutely marvel­
ous,” she said. “Down to 
earth, common sense. 
(He’s) what Michigan 
needs.”

Snyder spoke at 
Schoolcraft College as a 
part of a combined 
breakfast event for the 
Livonia and Greater 
Farmington Area cham­
bers of commerce at a 
packed room at School­
craft College’s VisTaTech

Center.
Livonia Mayor Jack 

Kirksey introduced Sny­
der to the audience, 
thanking him for his 
stop.

“We are very proud of 
our magnificent city and 
it’s great to have you 
here as a visitor,” he 
said. “We hope you are 
enjoying a safe stay.”

Snyder, who is run­
ning for re-election this 
November against Dem­
ocratic challenger Mark 
Schauer spoke about 
several issues, including 
the need for more voca­
tional and technical 
skilled workers. He said 
he’d like to see more 
encouragement to those 
looking for a career path 
that a trade or technical 
skill training can be via­
ble in addition to a four- 
year degree.

“We need to make 
sure Michigan is the best 
in the country of doing 
that,” he said. “That’s our 
key economic advantage.

“If you want to create 
jobs, the place that has 
the best talent and skills 
is going to win.”

Snyder said the Livo­
nia and Farmington 
areas have proven to be 
successful in economic 
development, with un­
employment figures 
ranging between 4-5 
percent, well below the 
national average.

That success, he said, 
will hopefully extend to 
other areas around the 
state.

“It’s a strong econom­
ic engine,” he said. “It’s 
great to see the progress 
going on and by success 
happening here, it will 
spread to surrounding 
areas.”
Road repair

The issue of road 
repair in Michigan was 
the first question posed 
by Livonia Chamber of 
Commerce President 
Dan West after Snyder’s 
speech. Snyder said it’s

an issue that he hopes is 
picked up again after the 
November election in the 
lame-duck session.

“We need to get it 
done. I’ve been calling 
for it for a couple of 
years,” he said. “We’re 
only a handful of votes 
away.”

He said an example he

uses in speaking with 
people is the $148 million 
reconstruction of In­
terstate 96 through Red- 
ford and Livonia, which 
reopened to traffic a few 
weeks ago after being 
closed for nearly six 
months.

“That’s an example of 
the kind of roads we can

do,” he said.
Louise Sherwin got 

her tickets to attend the 
event through the Far­
mington chamber of 
commerce. The South- 
field resident said she 
enjoyed Snyder’s talk 
and said she hopes things 
continues to move for­
ward with making sure 
the middle class could 
continue with success.

“Continue the avail­
ability of jobs and good 
housing for the middle 
class,” she said.

Both Snyder and 
Schauer are scheduled to 
appear in their lone 
event together, a town 
hall forum, at 6 p.m. 
today at Wayne State 
University. The forum 
will be broadcast live on 
Detroit Public Television 
in the area and made 
available online.

The Democratic 
crowd inside UAW Local 
182 Hall in Livonia erupt­
ed in cheers after hear­
ing another candidate 
planned a write-in cam­
paign for the 11th Con­
gressional District, tak­
ing more votes away 
from the Republican 
nominee.

Speaking at a rally for 
candidate Bobby 
McKenzie, U.S. Rep. 
Sander Levin told a 
crowd he received news 
current U.S. Rep. Kerry 
Bentivolio had planned 
to file as a write-in for 
the race, even after be­
ing defeated in the pri­
mary by challenger 
Dave Trott earlier this 
summer.

Levin, along with his 
brother, U.S. Sen. Carl 
Levin, U.S. Sen. Debbie 
Stabenow, U.S. Rep. Dan 
Kildee and former U.S. 
Rep. David Curson held

a campaign rally Thurs­
day at the UAW building 
in Livonia for McKenzie, 
who is running against 
Trott in the 11th Congres­
sional District.

“We have over 200 
volunteers right now. We 
have one of the most 
aggressive field opera­
tions in the country,”

McKenzie said. “It is a 
grassroots insurgency. 
Things are trending well.

“This is the year. If 
we’re going to win, this 
is the year.”

It was the second 
campaign rally to take 
place Oct. 9 in Livonia; 
the Republican Party 
held a rally at Laurel

Manor for various candi­
dates, including Trott 
and U.S. Senate candi­
date Terri Lynn Land. 
Former presidential 
candidate Mitt Romney 
made a stop to campaign 
for area Republicans, 
bringing several big 
political names to the 
city in one day.

Some current officer 
holders at the event, 
including Stabenow, 
made mention of the 
other political event in 
town that day and their 
stance on the auto indus­
try bailouts from several 
years ago.

“While Mitt Romney 
is just across the way for 
Terri Lynn Land and 
Bobby’s opponent and 
everyone else who 
thought we should let the 
auto industry go ... I 
can’t imagine a House 
member that would feel 
the same way or stand

next to somebody who 
would believe that,” she 
said.

Levin talked about the 
11th District’s odd shape, 
one he said was gerry­
mandered by Repub­
licans, which contains 
several western Wayne 
County communities 
before heading north of 
Eight Mile to Oakland 
County. The Oakland 
County portion stretches 
across the county from 
Milford to Troy and 
splits some communities, 
including tiny Clawson 
in southeast Oakland 
County.

“They cut Clawson 
into two pieces,” he said. 
“So when you’re a mem­
ber of Congress, you and 
I are going to bump up 
into each other.”

McKenzie said he 
knows he will not expect 
to have more campaign 
funds to work with than

Trott, something both 
campaigns have agreed 
on: An email Thursday 
from the Trott campaign 
indicated Trott had near­
ly $1.1 million cash on- 
hand, while McKenzie 
had just more than 
$68,000 entering the 
third quarter.

McKenzie said it was 
important for voters to 
see his record over the 
years and compare it to 
Trott’s, a lawyer whose 
law firm conducted fore­
closures.

“Trott is certainly 
going to outspend me,” 
he said. “But for the last 
18 years, I’ve been trying 
to make the world a bet­
ter place and Dave Trott 
has been taking away 
people’s homes.”

Five candidates are 
running for three seats on 
the Schoolcraft College 
board of trustees Nov. 4. 
The candidates are in­
cumbents Brian Broder­
ick, Joan Gebhardt and 
Terry Giiligan and chal­
lengers Robert Breslin 
and Howard Petty. The 
seats are for six years 
each.

Following are the can­
didates’ responses to 
questions from the Ob­
server:

Why are you running 
for the Schoolcraft Col­
lege board?

Breslin: In general, I 
want to reduce or elim­
inate college tuition so 
that students can start 
their lives without stu­
dent loan debt. Addition­
ally, I want to see SC 
launch courses that sup­
port Pure Michigan Tal­
ent Connect that offers a 
variety of programs to 
obtain skills needed in the 
present job market. I 
want those programs/ 
courses complementing 
jobs our local community 
employers require today.

Broderick: I want to 
continue to give back to 
my community. School­
craft is a vital resource 
for all in western Wayne 
County. Stability in lead­
ership and a vision in how 
the college can succeed 
are hallmarks of the cur­
rent leadership team in 
place now and must con­
tinue into the future.

Gebhardt: Schoolcraft 
College Trustee is a non- 
paid, non-partisan posi­
tion, but it is a way that I 
can give back to the com­
munity that has given my 
family and me so much.

Giiligan: I think I 
bring a unique perspec­
tive to the Board that no 
other member does. Com­
ing from a building- 
trades background I can 
assist in the scrutinizing 
of perspective contrac­
tors doing work at the 
College as well as devel­
oping curriculum and 
programs to prepare 
students for employment 
with the various trades 
looking for employees.

Petty: To help students 
and the community.

What do you see as 
the biggest issue facing 
Schoolcraft and how  
would you resolve it?

Breslin: I believe SC 
College has lost sight of 
students being their cus­
tomers. I think the SC 
growth is great, but 
shouldn’t be on the back 
of student tuition. Raising 
tuition 3 percent this year 
is unacceptable! We 
should do everything to 
reduce cost, and I don’t 
see Schoolcraft doing 
that. SC is an inexpensive 
community college in 
southeast Michigan! But, 
it also is one of the largest 
tax-based community 
colleges, and could do 
more for its customers.

Broderick: The biggest 
issue facing higher edu­
cation, particularly com­
munity colleges, is the 
amount of money and 
time spent on remedial 
education because stu­
dents are not adequately 
prepared to succeed 
when they exit the K-12 
level. This will always be 
a role for community 
colleges We must be 
proactive in our relation­
ship with K-12 school 
districts and adminis­
trators so there is a clear 
understanding of the 
expectations at the col­
lege level and more effort 
to prepare teachers to 
make sure students are 
“college ready.”

Gebhardt: Our biggest 
issue is balancing the 
budget. With less state

appropriations and re­
duced taxes from proper­
ty assessments, we are 
faced with reduced reve­
nue, while college oper­
ating costs increase. I 
have voted no for the past 
several increases. We 
must resolve to keep our 
costs down.

Giiligan: The biggest 
issue we face every year 
is balancing the budget.
In these times of shrink­
ing revenue from the 
State, decreased property 
tax revenue, and the need 
to keep tuition rates low, 
we struggle to keep 
Schoolcraft College the 
safe, clean, and great 
educational value it is 
today. We are continu­
ously searching for ways 
to cut costs and still offer 
a great college for our 
students.

Petty: Finances are 
the biggest issue facing 
Schoolcraft College and 
its students. State and 
local revenues are declin­
ing. The number of col­
lege-age students is also 
declining. Therefore, the 
College must be attrac­
tive to students in both 
curriculum and cost.

In w hat ways can 
Schoolcraft College 
improve?

Breslin: SC is centrally 
located in one of the larg­
est growth areas in the 
state, surrounded by

every type business 
imaginable. I want partic­
ipation by local entrepre­
neurs. We have manu­
facturing, assembly, 
robotics, hotels, restau­
rants, every kind of retail 
businesses, etc. in our 
area. I want those own- 
ers/managers to assist in 
program development for 
our students with direct 
practical job application.

Broderick: Schoolcraft 
is an outstanding institu­
tion that serves the com­
munity well. The college 
can always improve on 
“selling” its reputation 
and brand as a rigorous 
academic institution that 
will improve your life and 
give students opportuni­
ties.

Gebhardt: We must 
always strive to improve. 
We must stay current to 
the needs of the business 
community and train our 
students for this ever- 
changing world of work. 
We want our students to 
be the best trained be­
cause with gn associate’s 
degree (or baccalaureate 
in Culinary Arts) or to 
transfer to a four-year 
university, they can get a 
good job.

Giiligan: The recent 
partnerships formed with

Wayne State University 
and the University of 
Toledo are great exam­
ples of ways to improve 
the educational value that 
we offer at Schoolcraft. 
More opportunities for 
students to obtain a four- 
year degree without ever 
leaving the safety and 
convenience of our cam­
pus must be explored.

Petty: The College has 
built two new buildings 
and a fitness center in the 
last three years; it has 
also hit students with a 
3-percent tuition hike.
The board should freeze 
new construction and 
tuition. The College 
should improve links with 
businesses, including 
enhancements in job 
training, especially ad­
vanced manufacturing 
training.

What do you see as 
the role of a board 
member?

Breslin: As a member 
of board, it’s my responsi­
bility to direct the school 
administration with re­
spect to expansion, main­
tenance and usage of the 
school facilities. To listen 
to staff recommendations 
for programs, while act­
ing as a check and bal­
ance for those programs 
being practical for our 
college. To be a liaison 
and goodwill ambassador 
to the community, while 
making efficient use of 
all revenue.

Broderick: The most 
important role of a Trus­
tee is to select a leader 
who can hire an adminis­
trative team to run the 
college successfully.
Over the years School­
craft College Trustees 
have done just that. Addi­
tionally, a Trustee repre­
sents the interests of 
community in the college 
by setting policies, ap­
proving an annual budget 
and taking all the neces­
sary steps to ensure the 
residents of the district 
that the College is run 
efficiently and effective­
ly-

Gebhardt: We hire and 
evaluate the president. 
We establish millage, 
tuition and fee rates, 
while approving the bud­
get. The board awards 
purchase orders, con­
tracts, ratifies labor 
agreements and sets 
policy and procedures. In 
addition, I am also com­

mitted to being an ambas­
sador of the college and 
attend as many college 
and community events as 
possible.

Giiligan: Our role is to 
hire and fire (if neces­
sary) the President. Bal­
ance the budget. Set tu­
ition rates. Approve con­
tracts that are brought 
before us. Most impor­
tantly be a voice of the 
community.

Petty: The Board 
should be a part of the 
College, not separate 
from the College. By 
being involved on cam­
pus, the Board can better 
administer the campus.

What makes you the  
best candidate?

Breslin: I’m objective 
in thinking and I listen. I 
bring to SC an urgency to 
reduce costs. I’m a team 
player with the best in­
terest of our customers- 
students paramount in 
my decision making. My

board
objective is for our stu­
dents to leave school with 
a good education without 
student loans bearing 
down on them. Life is 
hard enough without 
starting a career in a hole. 
It’s a lofty goal, but it has 
got to start somewhere, 
and I want to try.

Broderick: Each candi­
date brings his/her own 
unique qualities. Support 
for my candidacy is sup­
port for continuity in 
leadership, a vision to 
make Schoolcraft the 
best community college 
in the state and a passion 
for education and all that 
it promises each and 
every citizen in the 
Schoolcraft College dis­
trict.

Gebhardt: I am the
best candidate because of 
my experiences in public 
education and my govern­
ment service. I have the 
educational training, 
experience in education 
and have served in lead­
ership roles. My experi­
ence as a Wayne County 
Commissioner and Chair 
of SEMCOG has provided 
me with experience in 
elected leadership roles.

The presidential disas­
ter declaration for sever­
al counties in Michigan 
affected by severe 
storms and flooding Aug. 
11-13 covers Macomb, 
Oakland and Wayne coun­
ties, which are eligible 
for both Physical and 
Economic Injury Disas­
ter Loans from the Small 
Business Administration. 
Small businesses and 
most private nonprofit 
organizations in the fol­
lowing adjacent counties 
are eligible to apply only 
for SBA Economic Injury 
Disaster Loans: Genesee, 
Lapeer, Livingston, Mon­
roe, St. Clair and Washte­
naw.

Disaster loans up to 
$200,000 are available to 
homeowners to repair or 
replace disaster damaged 
or destroyed real estate. 
Homeowners and renters 
are eligible up to $40,000 
to repair or replace disas­
ter damaged or destroyed 
personal property.

Businesses and pri­
vate nonprofit organiza­
tions of any size may 
borrow up to $2 million to 
repair or replace disaster 
damaged or destroyed 
real estate, machinery 
and equipment, inventory 
and other business assets. 
The SBA may increase a 
loan up to 20 percent of 
the total amount of disas­
ter damage to real estate 
and/or leasehold im­
provements, as verified 
by SBA, to make im­
provements that lessen 
the risk of property dam­
age by future disasters of 
the same kind.

For small businesses,

On May 29, 2014, nine 
parents and nine athletes 
personally delivered a 
grievance to our school 
board stating: “We be­
lieve Brian Gordon has 
shown such behavior as 
to suggest he may be 
unfit to perform as NHS 
athletic director.”

We 
need to provide incen­
tives for businesses to 
move to Michigan. We 
need the manufacturing 
sector to expand, in­
novate and thrive again. 
We need to fix our infra­
structure while strength­
ening our middle class by 
fostering an environment 
that creates jobs.

Do you feel our state 
is moving in the right 
direction? Why or why  
not?

Kowall: The founda­
tion for Michigan’s re­
surgence has been laid in 
the last four years. Now 
it’s our duty to build on 
those reforms to con­
tinue Michigan’s improv­

ing economic climate to 
make our state attractive 
to find a good-paying job 
and raise a family. I be­
lieve we must budget 
with common sense pri­
orities (roads/infrastruc- 
ture, public safety and 
education).

Smith: No -  we are 
heading in the wrong 
direction with the con­
tinued attacks on women 
and pensions and right to 
work (for less). We con­
tinually see how the lead­
ers in Lansing are not 
listening to the residents 
and continue to circum­
vent the democratic 
process and enact legis­
lation that is backward 
thinking. I believe we 
should have protections 
for sexual orientation 
and I believe in equality 
for all and equal pay for 
an equal day’s work.

What can/should be 
done to  address Michi­
gan roads? How would  
this be paid for?

Kowall: The bottom 
line is Michigan’s infra­
structure is deteriorating 
rapidly from a serious 
lack of investment. We 
are left with two options, 
invest now or put off a 
huge bill that we will 
stick our kids with later. 
Over the summer, I was 
pleased to report news of 
$4.35 million in state 
grants to go to fixing 
roads in my district, but 
we still have much left to 
do. We are working on 
new proposals to be un­
veiled in November.

Smith: We need to fix 
our crumbling infra­
structure and roads. We 
need to re-evaluate the 
weight restrictions on 
our roads since Michigan 
is the only state in the 
nation that allows trucks 
to use our roads while 
carrying loads of 164,000 
pounds while other states 
limit truck weight to less 
than half that amount or 
80,000.1 think there 
needs to be greater par­
ity in weight restrictions 
and taxation and an eval­
uation of the wholesale 
tax.

Do you see a need to  
address school funding? 
How? Why or why not?

Kowall: We have in­
vested over $1 billion 
more into classrooms 
over the past few years 
and our increased in­
vestments will continue. 
In fact, in 20151 plan to 
convene a work group of 
local educators, adminis­
trators, parents and stu­
dents to look at funding 
and to ensure we’re pro­
viding a turnkey career 
or college-ready educa­
tion to graduating high 
school seniors.

Smith: Yes -  because 
we need to stop the con­
tinued cuts and provide 
sustainable funding to 
public education. We 
need to provide our chil­
dren with the tools neces­
sary to compete in the 
global economy through 
equal access to a quality 
education. We need to 
focus on Science, Tech­
nology, Engineering,
Arts, and Mathematics 
(S.T.E.A.M) programs 
and vocational options to 
be better prepared after 
graduation to succeed in 
obtaining a job in Michi­
gan.

Do you see any areas 
where the state should 
allocate additional 
funding (not including 
anything mentioned  
previously)? Where? 
Why?

Kowall: Yes, I believe 
we must budget with 
common sense priorities. 
This means focusing on 
roads/infrastructure, 
public safety and educa­
tion. We must have a 
small social safety net to 
offer a hand up to those 
in need, but not a hand­
out.

Smith: I believe we 
need to better fund men­
tal health, advocacy of 
the disabled, environ­
mental research, parks 
and recreation services, 
Medicaid, unemployment 
benefits, job placement 
programs, and other 
programs to help stu­
dents and seniors. We 
need to get people work­
ing again and invest in

job training for the un­
employed to respond to 
the changing needs in the 
emerging sectors like the 
medical field and voca­
tional training.

Do you see any areas 
where the state should 
allocate less funding  
(not including anything 
mentioned previously)? 
Where? Why?

Kowall: When I took 
office, in January 2011, 
the State of Michigan 
was facing a $1.5 billion 
budget deficit -  now, in 
2014, our budget is bal­
anced and we have over 
$500 million in the state’s 
rainy day fund. This is a 
$2 billion budget turn­
around in just three 
years. However, I still 
believe we can and will 
find more efficiency

within state government 
that will reduce costs and 
benefit taxpayers. I look 
forward to working with 
my colleagues to imple­
ment more meaningful 
reforms.

Smith: I think we 
should cut the salaries of 
appointees and all of the 
high level employees of 
the government. We need 
to work together and take 
cuts just like everyone 
else. We need to evaluate 
how our tax dollars are 
spent and look at waste 
and cut waste in depart­
ments. We need to be 
more open with our citi­
zens and rather than 
spending money on new 
furniture we can spend 
money on books for class­
rooms.

KLAA Central Division champions get tested in four sets

KLAA Central Division 
volleyball champion Novi got 
severely tested Oct. 9, courte­
sy of rival Northville.

“After game one, I thought 
that our freshman setter Erin 
O’Leary did a great job of dis­
tributing our offense and find­
ing a way to get senior middle 
blocker Olivia Bradford in­
volved,” Cottrill said. “It was a 
very tight game with a lot of 
rallies and we stayed very 
disciplined and won a lot of 
those long rallies.”

Emily Martin paced North­
ville (17-11-2,4-5) with 19 kills 
and 17 digs, while Kiera Borth- 
wick added 26 digs and 23 good 
passes off serve-receive.

Other standouts for the 
Mustangs included Katie 
O’Malley (13 kills), Emily Ho­
gan (14 digs, 20 assists), Rachel 
Holmes (28 assists), Makenna 
Strunk (eight kills) and Bryce 
Quick (four blocks).

“Novi’s defense and fast- 
paced efficient offense is very 
impressive,” Northville coach 
Amanda Yaklin said. “It was a 
bummer to not win the match, 
especially after taking the first 
set, but our young team gained 
priceless, high-level experi­
ence. I’m proud of the

All the pieces fell into 
place Friday night for the 
Northville football team.

Novi netters rule regional; Johnston tops Wang

Novi has won every boys 
tennis tournament on its 
schedule this season.

The only thing left is the 
coveted MHSAA Division 1 
state championship, which 
gets underway Friday at the 
Midland Community Center.

Last Friday, the Wildcats 
repeated as regional champi­
ons by capturing six of eight 
flights while scoring 30 out of 
a possible 32 points.

“It was a battle out there,” 
Novi coach Jim Hanson said. 
“We played well and hopefully 
we can continue it into the 
weekend. That’s the goal.”

Novi will be joined in Mid­
land by fellow KLAA Central 
Division member Northville,

which scored 24 to fin­
ish runner-up in the 
regional. Novi Detroit 
Catholic Central and 
Walled Lake Northern 
finished third and fourth 
with 16 and 14, respec­
tively.

Northville will be led 
by regional singles 
champion Connor Johnston, 
who upended defending Divi­
sion 1 state champion Tim 
Wang in straight sets, 6-2,6-4, 
in a rematch of last year’s No. 
1 flight final.

Wang, a senior headed to 
Columbia University, won 
three of four meetings be­
tween the two state finalists a 
year ago, but Johnston, a ju­
nior, has the upper hand so far 
this season, 2-1 .

“Tim made a number of

forehand errors, but 
Connor puts pressure 
on you,” Hanson said. 
“He’ll extend the 
points. Tim went for 
some winners, but 
even though he lost the 
first set, he was still in 
the match and actually 
he was up 4-3 (second 

set), if I was not mistaken.
“Those matches are fun to 

watch. You’ve got two kids 
that know each other’s game 
backwards and forwards. It’s a 
hotly contested battle out 
there and the player that plays 
the best at the end is going to 
win and that’s what happened. 
Connor played better than Tim 
on a given day.”

Novi, meanwhile, swept the 
next three singles flights in 
straight sets against North­

ville as Koushik Kondapi de­
feated Oliver Daniel at No. 2 
(6-1, 6-0); Alex Wen bested 
Andrew Schafer at No. 3 (6-0, 
6-1); and Andre Liu downed 
Stephen Freeman at No. 4 (6-1, 
6-0).

In doubles, the Wildcats 
reached the finals in all four 
flights, with Maxx Anderson 
and Daniel Yu (No. 1), Ryan 
Fernandes and Aakash Ray 
(No. 2) and Robert Chen and 
Aditya Chitta (No. 3) all earn­
ing straight set wins in the 
finals.

The only hiccup came at 
No. 3 doubles, where Catholic 
Central’s Andre Hijaouy and 
Duggan Dolowy, the third 
seeds, pulled off an upset 6-3,

After being edged out 30-29 
a year ago for the state crown 
by Ann Arbor Huron, Novi 
appears to be the favorite 
heading into Friday.

“Hopefully we can get the 
No. 2 singles (Kondapi) as one 
or two (seed),” Hanson said. 
“At No. 3 (Wen) and 4singles 
(Liu) and No. 1 doubles (An­
derson-Yu), we should get the 
one seed, I would think. No. 3 
doubles (Gotur-Subash), hope­
fully a lower seed, a four, five 
or six possibly. And at No. 2 
(Fernandes-Ray) and No. 4 
doubles (Chen-Chitta), I would 
think we’d get the number one 
or two seed.”

The 22-year wait is 
over.

The last time Detroit 
Catholic Central won a 
Catholic League boys 
soccer title was the same 
year Jay Leno took over 
as the new host of NBC’s 
The Tonight Show and 
George H.W. Bush was in 
the midst of a presidential 
re-election campaign 
against Bill Clinton.

But DeLaSalle tied it

“He (the official) said 
we went over the back, so 
he gave them a PK for 
that,” Pulice said. “He did 
give the motion to play on, 
which if it’s a clear PK, 
there is no motion to play 
on.

Kleedtke was called 
upon to take the PK, but 
his shot directed just 
inside the left post was 
stopped by a sprawling 
Townsley.

But with only 10:11

remaining, CC got anoth­
er PK opportunity and 
this time Kleedtke, a sen­
ior midfielder, calmly 
drilled a shot top shelf and 
into the upper left to 
make it a 2-2 deadlock.

The two teams then 
appeared primed for trip 
into a 20-minute overtime 
and possibly a shootout, 
but Chavez’s goal gave the 
Shamrocks the lead for 
keeps and the coveted 
title.

“It means a lot to us,” 
the junior said. “It’s a 
good win for the soccer 
program and hopefully 
we’ll keep moving into the 
playoffs and make a run.”

Meanwhile, DeLaSalle 
coach Reid Friedrichs 
watched the game turn 
before his very eyes late 
in the second half.

It  was no ordinary dual meet 
when boys cross country rivals 
Northville and Novi collided 
Oct. 7 at Cass Benton Park.

Not only did it feature two 
teams ranked in the top 10 in 
Division 1, but the KLAA Cen­
tral Division title was also at 
stake.

Novi’s Joost Plaetinck cap­
tured the 5,000-meter race in a 
personal best 16:04, but it was 
the Mustangs’ depth that pre­
vailed as they captured six of 
the next seven places en route 
to 22-37 victory and another 
division title.

“Northville versus Novi is 
always a great race,” said 
Northville coach Chris Cronin, 
whose team finished 5-0 in the 
KLAA Central. “When I moved 
over and started coaching the 
boys in 1999, (coach) Bob Smith 
and the Wildcats were on an 
amazing run. We’ve had the 
upper hand in recent years, but 
we respect Novi’s program and 
we knew they’d come ready to 
race today.”

Northville, ranked as high as 
No. 2 in the state rankings, was 
coming off an impressive vic­
tory at the Portage Invitational.

Northville’s Conor Naughton 
was just two seconds behind 
Plaetinck in 16:06, followed by 
teammates Jason Ferrante, 
third (16:20); Nick Noles, fourth 
(16:23); Kenny Goolsby, sixth 
(16:58); Ben Cracraft, seventh 
(17:00); and Sam Kremke, 
eighth (17:02).

Naughton, a junior, now 
moves up to third all time on 
the Northville leader board, 
while Ferrante and Noles, both 
seniors, rank fifth and sixth, 
respectively, as they ran their 
final races at Cass Benton.

“The key to our race was 
Goolsby, Cracraft and Kremke, 
who finished sixth through 
eighth and locked down the 
race for us,” Cronin said. “Cra­
craft and Kremke kept a charg­
ing Wildcat pack at arms 
length, while Goolsby came 
from behind in the last mile to 
move ahead of four Novi run­
ners. I  gave Goolsby the nick­
name ‘Jet’ because his kick is so 
explosive. He literally takes off 
and you cannot out-run a jet.”

Novi, which placed third at 
Oakland County, has captured 
six of eight meets this season 
and has been ranked as high as 
fifth  in Division 1.

“Our plan was to not let 
Northville get away from us

early in the race,” Novi coach 
Robert Smith said. “It almost 
worked for us. At the one-mile 
mark, the meet was just about 
even and we were still right 
there with just a little more 
than a mile to go. It  was really 
exciting to watch. Northville 
had to really dig down to beat 
us. In my opinion, this loss will 
give us confidence. We gave 
them quite a race.”

The Wildcats got a fifth  from 
Nathan Hall (16:45); a 10th from 
Scott MacPherson (17:02); and 
an 11th from John Landy 
(17:03). Rounding out Novi’s 
contingent was Sahisnu Mala- 
pati (12th, 17:08) and Adam 
D itri (13th, 17:15).

“I  was very proud of the way 
our guys tried to match up with 
the Northville runners,” Smith 
said. “I  thought we did an out­
standing job of sticking to our 
race plan. We knew it was going 
to be a hard-fought battle. The 
meet was actually quite close.

“The Novi-Northville cross 
country rivalry is something 
we look forward to all year, 
every year. Both teams seem to 
rise to the occasion. It  is always 
friendly, yet fiercely compet­
itive. There is nothing but mu­
tual respect for each other.”

Novi finished 4-1 in the 
KLAA Central.

“Northville is a very, very 
good team,” Smith said. “We

gave it our best shot, but we 
just could not hang with them.

And 
just like their last meet­
ing, Johnston came back 
to win the second set to 
even the match going 
into the third.

Earning a trip to the 
postseason just became a 
little harder for Novi 
Detroit Catholic Central’s 
football team.

President Steve Brown delivered 
remarks about the ongoing obstacles 
to mortgage credit facing creditwor­
thy buyers in September at the Bipar­
tisan Policy Center’s 2014 Housing 
Summit, Housing America’s Future: 
New Directions for National Policy.

Brown, co-owner of Irongate Inc., 
Realtors in Dayton, Ohio, joined hous­
ing leaders and experts at the confer­
ence, including Julian Castro, secre­
tary of the U.S. Department of Hous­
ing and Urban Development, Carole 
Galante, commissioner of the Federal 
Housing Administration, and current 
and former U.S. Sens. K it Bond, R- 
Mo., Johnny Isakson, R-Ga., and Mel 
Martinez, R-Fla.

“Homeownership is not a Repub­
lican or Democratic talking point, it’s 
an aspiration that all Americans 
share,” said Brown. “I ’m pleased to be 
a part of the BPC’s summit, which is 
an opportunity for experts and policy 
makers from both sides of the aisle to 
come together and discuss housing 
policy in a bipartisan manner.”

Brown discussed impacts of the 
new Ability-to-Repay rules on the 
current lending environment and 
emphasized how restrictive pricing 
policies at the FHA and the Federal 
Housing Finance Agency make home-

ownership prohibitively expensive for 
some first-time and traditionally un­
derserved buyers relative to prime 
offer rates.

FHA’s high annual mortgage insur­
ance premiums and insurance re­
quirement for the life of the loan pose 
significant challenges to qualified 
buyers who are being priced out of 
FHA or the market altogether, accord­
ing to the NAR.

In a letter to FHFA, Brown raised 
concerns about the agency’s proposal 
to increase its guarantee fees and the 
upfront loan level price adjustments

charged to borrowers. The increases 
would disparately impact individuals 
with shorter credit histories and low­
er down payments and as a result, 
shut middle class Americans out of 
the housing market, according to the 
NAR.

Q: I live in the country and my 
neighbor constructed an indoor 
horse riding arena adjacent to the 
boundary line which has caused in­
creased noise, traffic, dust and odor 
from the building and I think it has 
diminished the value of my property. 
Do you think it constitutes a nui­
sance?

A: In  a similar case out of Idaho, the 
Supreme Court there 
suggested that the 
building’s size and 
proximity to the bound­
ary, in and of them­
selves, does not consti­
tute a nuisance. The 
court reasoned that if 
the arena was con­
structed in accordance 
with all relevant zoning 
ordinances and served 
a useful purpose, there was nothing 
wrong with it. That it was not aesthet­
ically pleasing did not make it a nui­
sance. The court reasoned, however, 
that the cumulative effects from its 
operation such as increased noise, traf­
fic, dust, and odor might constitute a 
nuisance supporting the remedy of its 
removal or the imposition of reasonable 
restrictions. Accordingly, your neigh­
bor should be careful in how he uses 
the building.

Q: Have you ever heard of the term 
"hard money loan," and, if so, can 
you tell me what it is?

A: A hard money loan differs from a 
mortgage in that the loan amount is 
based upon the anticipated sales price 
of the home after improvement costs. 
Terms are typically just 12 months, 
interest rates are much higher than a 
mortgage and a loan is backed only by 
the hard asset, i.e., the residential prop­
erty. However, borrowers of these 
loans avoid a stringent assessment of 
their credit scores, income and debt to 
income ratios. When the mortgage 
crisis came, hard money loans were 
most known for their association with 
low income persons and home-flippers 
profiting off cheap foreclosures, cos­
metic improvements and fast turn­
arounds, as well as some lenders who 
targeted borrowers rejected by con­
ventional lenders. Now it appears that 
hard money lending firms and funds 
are increasingly financing higher end 
investors who are eyeing the recovery 
luxury home market. Borrowers typi­
cally need to provide architectural 
plans, detailed construction budgets, 
contractor bid sheets and an appraisal 
to support the anticipated post-reno­
vation sales price and some lenders 
require the borrower to prepay rate 
points and/or add “junk fees” such as 
underwriting, processing or lock box 
fees at closing. Make sure you read the 
fine print presumably with a real estate 
lawyer before you enter into this type 
of transaction.
