Just under 50 percent of
Novi's voters show up

The closest local race of Tues-
day’ general election was decid-
ed by just 215 votes, as Travis
Reeds beatincumbentJudge
Brian MacKenzie for a seat on
the 52-1 District Court bench.
Reeds, a former law clerk of
MacKenzie’, had 23,830 votes to
23,615 for MacKenzie.

“l would like to say that | feel
proud of our effort and the posi-
tive and upbeat message of qual-
ification, temperament and ex-
perience which the 52-1 commu-
nities deserve,” Reeds said.
“Elections are about the future
and | look forward to getting to
work to serve and to moving the
court forward in a positive di-
rection.”

MacKenzie, who held the
position for 26 years, had been
embroiled in a dispute with Oak-

land County Prosecutor Jessica
Cooperover his handling of
eight cases.

Republican Hugh Crawford
will succeed his wife Kathy as
Oakland County commissioner
representing the 9th District. He
had 11,610 votes to the 7,783
votes for Democratic challenger
Colleen Crossey. Crawford held
this position prior to being elect-
ed state representative six years
ago.

Likewise, Kathy Crawford
will now take over her husband’s
seat in Lansing as the state
House 38th District representa-
tive. She had 19,232 votes to
Jasper Catanzaro’s 11,507 votes
on the Dem’s side.

“It was never a life goal or my
objective to run for the Michi-
gan state House, it’s just that my
community involvement, experi-
ence and the many people who
urged and trusted me to repre-
sentthem brought me to this
juncture,” Kathy Crawford said.

City hopes to meet
increased demand

In an effort to stream-
line the purchasing proc-
ess, the Novi City Council
approved Oct. 20 the
purchase of water meters
from Michigan Meter
Technology Group, Inc.
for an estimated annual
amount of $255,000.

The Novi Department
of Public Services’Water

and Sewer
Division is
respon-
sible for
issuing
water
metering
equipment
for new
developments and to
existing users who are in
need of replacement
equipment.

“We are buying the
meters based on the level
of demand we anticipate
over the current fiscal
year for various sizes of

meters. We keep an in-
ventory of meters and
we’ll order more as inven-
tory gets depleted over
the year (in lieu of order-
ing them en masse),” DPS
director Rob Hayes said
of the purchase decision.

Hayes said the water
meters and associated
equipment would be pur-
chased for installation at
residential, commercial
and industrial properties
in the city. The cost gets
passed on to the custom-
er.

Local foundation developing new cancer treatment

The Northville-based
KressWorks Foundation
is developing an engi-
neering-based, clinically
usable systematic treat-
ment methodology to
cure or putintoremis-
sion Ewing’s sarcoma, a
type of cancer thatnor-
mally attacks patients
ages 5-25. While it ap-
pears most commonly in
the pelvis, followed in
order by the thighbone,
shinbone, upper arm
bone, shoulder blade and
ribs, Ewing’s can be
found in any part of the
body. Ewing’ sarcoma is
the second most frequent
type of bone tumor in
children and young
adults, with an overall
incidence ofabout 1.3
cases per million people.

The KressWorks
methodology can be
applied to Ewing’s, other
cancers and essentially
any treatable disease
that can be mathemat-
ically modeled and sim-
ulated via computer. The
initial research target is
Ewing’s and, once suc-
cessfully applied there,
the worldwide virtual
organization will seek
outand apply the treat-
ment to other forms of
cancer as well as other
diseases.

doctors can use with
patients to design, imple-
ment, monitor and adjust
their treatment so that it
is targeted, effective and
efficient. The methodolo-
gy will allow the patient
and doctor to choose a
mutually agreeable
treatmentregimen that
will simultaneously opti-
mize treatment effec-
tiveness, patient quality
of life and cost efficien-
cy.

Northville resident
James Kress founded
KressWorks in 2009 in
honor of his youngest
sister, Patience Kress
Hensley, who succumbed
to Ewing’s after being in
remission for 25 years.
Hensley first contracted
Ewing’s in her early 20s
and endured rounds of
chemotherapy, radiation
and surgery. She was
repeatedly declared
cancer-free for the fol-

lowing 25 years, but
when the Ewing’sre-
turned in her mid-50s
and because her treat-
ment was not targeted,
effective or efficient, she
could not be saved.
“Science is the art of
mankind understanding
how nature works,”
Kress said. “Engineering
is the utilization of sci-
ence to make nature
work for mankind. We
are applying fundamen-
tal science and engineer-
ing, whereas other or-
ganizations are applying
big-data analysis technol-
ogy to assess the likely
success of a treatment
regimen. The cancer
death rate, adjusted for
the size and age of the
population, has de-
creased by only 5 per-
cent between 1950 and
2010. In today’s cancer
research and clinical
institutions, we find a
proliferation of the pur-
suit of answers to indi-
vidual questions, but we

believe a coordinated
systems engineering
approach is the key for
developing a cure.”

Kress says he is work-
ing jointly with experts
in various fields from
across America and even
as far away as Russia
and other parts of
Europe.

“Our present difficul-
ty in winning the war on
canceris thatthere isno
coordinated framework
to provide a complete
solution to the treatment
and cure of cancer. In
today’ cancerresearch
and clinical institutions,
we find a multitude of
good people working
hard on individual pieces
of the cancer puzzle. We
have many facts, but
they dont seem to be
shared among the com-
munities,” Kress said.

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Bucket brigade
battles Ebola

Fear of disease
among factors
driving crisis, area
woman says

Milford resident
Vicki Kloosterhouse
said her heart breaks
when she reads about
what’s happening in
Liberia with the Ebola
virus outbreak.

“These are our
friends; we know who
they are,” she said.

The retired Oakland
Community College
professor said fear of
an unknown disease,
the ritual of carrying a
body to be buried and
the lack of a modern
medical system have
created a crisis in the
West African country,
which is one of the
poorest in the world.

Kloosterhouse has
lived in Liberia on and
off since 2008. She
would spend eight to 10
weeks in a remote vil-
lage helping to set up
an education program
at the African Bible
College, return to Mich-
igan for a short period
and then go back.

“It’s a mess over
there; it’s terrible,” she
said.

Kloosterhouse said
the country was still
recovering from a bru-
tal civil war that de-
stroyed its infrastruc-
ture when this Ebola
outbreak came along.
Her last visit to Liberia
was in 2013.

The U.£, Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention said Liberia
and Sierra Leone could
have Itfmfffion Ebola
cases by Jan. 20 if the
disease keeps spread-
ing without effective
methods to contain it.

The center said re-
ported cases in Liberia
are doubling every
15-20 days.

Even though she
can’t return to Liberia,
Kloosterhouse has been
helping with the Wom-
en’s Bucket Brigade.
The program provides
buckets and disinfec-
tants to families so they
can help prevent Ebola,
which is spread
through contact with
bodily fluids.

Kloosterhouse said
500 buckets have been
delivered there so far.

She said each county
has a hospital, but those
facilities are like the
“hospitals of the late
1800s.”

She said West Africa
hasn’t seen the Ebola
virus before and health
workers didn’t know
how to handle people
who were getting sick.

When health work-
ers began dying, Kloos-
terhouse said, others
“became petrified and
they fled.”

“Hospitals closed
down,” she said.

Now, she said, peo-
ple are dying from
diseases such as malar-
ia and typhoid.

Verna Somerville, a
Genoa Township resi-
dent, has been friends
with Kloosterhouse for
25 years.

The two women and
another woman, Dian
Wood of Canada, re-
cently met at Somer-
ville’s home and talked
about the Ebola out-
break.

“l dont think we are
hearing enough about
it,” Somerville said.
“And | dont think
we’re taking it seri-
ously.”

Possibility of disease
enough to prepare

There’s no reason to
fear an Ebola outbreak in
western Wayne County,
but Dr. Mohammed Arsi-
wala knows it’s important
to be prepared in case it
does arrive.

That’s why Livonia-
based Michigan Urgent
Care clinics, located in 10
locations across southeast
Michigan, are taking
precautions with patients
who come into their clinic
incommunities such as
Livonia, Canton, Novi
and, soon, Ferndale.

Arsiwala, the founder
of Michigan Urgent Care,
said employees at the
clinics began Monday
asking each patient who
came in if they had trav-
eled to or from the west
African nations that have
seen Ebola, such as Libe-
ria, Sierra Leone and
Guinea. If the answer is
yes, that individual is
separated and placed in a
room until further assis-
tance can be received.

“Emergency services
are called. The (Centers
for Disease Control and
Prevention) in Atlanta is
called,” Arsiwala said.
“We have under 200 em-
ployees (trained) to do
that.”

The Ebola virus, which
has claimed thousands of
lives in Africa in recent
months as well as one
death in Texas (someone
returning from overseas),
has had many medical
groups on high alert in
case it comes to certain
areas of the United
States.

Arsiwala said while
there’s no indication to
believe an outbreak is
imminent, the possibility
of the disease is enough
for the clinic to take pre-
cautions, especially since
it does not have the prop-
er equipmentto handle
such a virus.

cine for this disease. We
dont have a standard
treatment,” he said. “Any
secretion off that individ-
ual could carry the vi-
rus.”

St. Mary Mercy
proactive

St. Mary Mercy Hospi-
tal in Livonia and the
other St. Joseph Mercy
Health System hospitals
have also prepared in the
rare instance that Ebola
ends up in one of their
emergency rooms, said
Garry C. Faja, the sys-
tem’sregional president
and CEO.

While there have been
no instances of the virus
in Michigan, Faja said in a
statement that the hospi-
tal system would immedi-
ately inform state offi-
cials and the public if
something were to arise.

“Our infection preven-
tion and control teams are
continuously engaged in
emergency preparedness
and, as with any infec-
tious disease outbreak,
we participate with the
CDC, local and state pub-
lic health departments on
calls to monitor the cur-
rent status and risk,” he
said. “We continue to
make updates to our clin-
ical protocols as more
information comes in
daily so that staff can
quickly identify and re-
spond in the event they
are faced with a high-risk
patient.”

Several state officials
met recently to discuss
the virus and what is
being done around the
state to prepare.

The state’s Depart-

ment of Community

Health has set up proto-
cols that allow for more
hospitals to keep in con-
tact regarding the virus.

“Itis clear from our
assessment that hospitals
across the state are work-
ing very actively with
their staffs over the past
several days and weeks to
implement the very latest
set of recommendations
from the CDC and ensure
that their health care
workers are informed,
trained and prepared,”
said Dr. Matthew Davis,
the state’s chief medical
executive. “MDCH con-
tinues to promote and
coordinate hospital readi-
ness, along with pre-
paredness of emergency
medical services and
community-based health
care providers.”

Arsiwala said a big
reason he has had his
clinics prepare is because
of the proximity of De-
troit Metro Airport, a
large travel hub that
connects passengers
from all over the world.
Many who come to the
area for work stay in the
area, including Livonia,
with several hotels along
1-275. Many of those
workers have come to
Michigan Urgent Care’s
clinic on Seven Mile in
Livonia for treatment
while they are in town,
Arsiwala said.

“l have treated them
overthe years,” he said.
“Livoniais a center point
for a lot of them to stay
there.” «

trade it for the world.”

Other veterans, in-
cluding those who served
in Iraq and Afghanistan,
also benefit from Paxton-
Keehner’s expertise.
Schoolcraft recently
expanded its Veterans

Services facility, to coin-
cide with Veterans Day
Nov. 11. A ceremony,
open to the public, will
be held at 2 p.m. Tues-
day, Nov. 11, to celebrate
the expanded Veterans
Resource Center in
Room 240, upstairs in the
McDowell Center on the
Livonia campus, on Hag-
gerty north of Six Mile.

“It’s really nice they
have a place they can
call their own,” said Pax-
ton-Keehner, who started
as Veterans Services
coordinator for School-
craft in spring 2009,
right around the Post-9/11
Gl Bill.

Paxton-Keehner and
colleagues in Student
Services work with many
Iraqg and Afghanistan
veterans and others,
about 220 now. She noted
servicemen and women
get an out-processing on
discharge from the ser-
vice, but the information
can be a lot to process.

Financial aid is
through another School-
craft office, although
Paxton-Keehner can
answer questions and
help resolve issues re-
garding paperwork and
eligibility.

She shows with pride
the large-screen TV and
comfy chairs for veter-
ans to relax and social-
ize. Nearby is the study
area with four comput-
ers, with fax and printer
access.

She said her vision is
to cover three areas with
the center, construction
for which took place this
summer and early fall:
education, veterans and
community resources.
She’ glad to have the
capable help of Reginald
J. Rogers, a VetSuccess

on Campus counselor
who visits Schoolcraft
each Thesday and Friday
morning.

“He has extensive
background,” Paxton-
Keehner said of Rogers,
who also works at sever-
al other area colleges
and universities. Rogers
works heavily on voca-
tional rehabilitation is-
sues, the employment
picture and has a desk at
the Veterans Resource
Center of Schoolcraft.

Paxton-Keehner can
be reached at 734-462-
4351 or pkeehn-
er@schoolcraft.edu. She
serves as the veterans
academic adviser and
knows VA requirements
they must meet for
course planning.

“I hope they take ad-
vantage of it,” she said of
the veterans and depen-
dents. “The ones that
have been up here and
seen it really like it.”

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Snyder, Calley visit Fox Run residents for Q&A session

During Gov. Rick
Snyder’s campaign stop
in Novi Oct. 29 for a
question-and-answer
town hall with residents
at Fox Run, he detailed
where he believes the
state has come from
since he’s been in office
and how he wants to
continue taking it in the
right direction.

He also answered
some tough questions.

Snyder, who was ac-
companied by Lt. Gov.
Brian Calley, said Michi-
gan under his admini-
stration’s guidance has
risen from the ashes of a

difficult
decade.
“Think
back to
2009; we
were a
broken
Snyder state,” he
said to a
packed
auditorium inside Fox
Run’s Belmont Club-
house.

But through strategies
like reforming the tax
code to balancing four
solid budgets in a row, he
says Michigan is now on
solid ground.

The theme for Sny-
der’s talk was that Michi-
gan is on the road to re-
covery and the general

atmosphere his admini-
stration has helped culti-
vate has played a big
part. He cited successes
like adding nearly
300,000 new private-
sector jobs and unem-
ploymentbeing at its
lowest in six years.

“We need to keep go-
ing,” said Snyder, who
has a 10-point plan
(www.rickformichigan.
com) for his potential
second term to do things
like create more jobs,
revitalize the education
system and reinvent
government.

Calley said getting the
state on the right fiscal
footing was the first
priority undertaken to

help set the table.

“I think we’ve helped
create a solid foundation
and now it’s time to focus
on the future and the
initiatives that will cre-
ate more positive out-
comes,” Calley said.

Tough questions

The Q&A session was
a serious one, with Fox
Run residents asking
questions about a range
of topics.

One pertained to gay
and lesbian rights and
was asked by a woman
who said her daughter
will not move to Michi-
gan because “she has no
rights here.”

Snyder said this ques-

tion has two areas: mar-
riage law and employ-
ment rights under the
Elliott-Larsen civil rights
act. He said he’ asked
the state Legislature to
review Elliot-Larsen to
see what should be done
under this act to ensure a
fair approach to employ-
ment. However, for mar-
riage he said he follows
the state constitution.
Because of the vote of
the people a decade ago
banning same-sex mar-
riage, he adheres to that
law as it is currently
written.

He added though that
the people, if so desired,
could vote on this issue
again. But in the short

term, he said this issue

will play out in the U.S.
6th Circuit Court of Ap-
peals. Once the judges

make a decision, he will
respect it.

“I will follow what the
law is as it’s defined in
Michigan,” he said and
assured the mother he
understands.

“And again, there’s an
issue and | appreciate
your thoughts ... theres a
lot of the business com-
munity speaking up in
addition to parents that
are concerned about
their kids,” he said.

Originally known as Armistice Day, this spe-
cial Nov. 11 holiday was first celebrated in 1919 to
recognize the men and women who died during
World War 1. In 1938, it became an official federal
holiday. The name was changed to Veterans Day
in the aftermath of World War Il and the Korean
War to commemorate veterans of all wars.

As the ranks of veterans who served in World
Warll and Koreadwindle, anew group ofmen and
women is taking their place. They served in Viet-
nam, the Persian Gulf, Irag and Afghanistan.
They saw action in places like Grenada, Lebanon,
Panama, Guatemala and Somalia.

The somber ceremonies are meant to remem-
ber their sacrifices and show gratitude for what
they have done for us and for the world. It’satime
to make amends for those times in our history,
specifically Vietnam, when there was no respect
and honor given to our soldiers when they came
home.

A lesson was learned from that conflict. We
realize that despite our personal feelings, we
must support our troops. We tied yellow ribbons
around trees for the Persian Gulf War and to this
day continue to send care packages to our troops.

The observance of Veterans Day not only pre-
serves the historical significance of the Nov. 11
date, but helps focus attention on its important
purpose: A celebration to honor all of America’s
veterans for their patriotism, love of country and
willingnessto serve and sacrifice for the common
good.

Veterans Day brunch will be held from 10 a.m. to
noon today at the Novi Civic Center (45175 W. 10
Mile). Free for veterans ($7 for residents; $8.50
for non-residents), the eventis hosted by the Novi
Older Adult Services in partnership with the Novi
Youth Council. Call 248-347-0414 for more infor-
mation.

A number of area business are showing their
support for veterans, too. Great Clips is offering
veterans afree hair cut from Nov. 11through Dec.
31; Golden Corral is providing veterans afree buf-
fet meal and beverage Nov. 17; Tubby’s Sub Shops
are offering all veterans and active duty military
free carryout of selected sandwiches Nov. 11.

Michigan is home to more than 680,000 veter-
ans (the 11th largest figure nationally) and our
Secretary of State office has unveiled anumber of
initiatives in support of them:

» Creating a veterans designation on driver’
licenses and state ID cards that helps identify
Michigan veterans so they can be connected with
the benefits they have earned and deserved.

» Pushing new ways to ensure that military
personnel have their votes counted on election
day, such as successfully advocating to extend a
federal write-in ballot to state and local races.

» Waiving road tests for veterans applying for
acommercial driver’s license to help their transi-
tion to civilian life if they have sufficient heavy
truck experience in the military.

» Offering more than two dozen military li-
cense plates that are available for veterans and
their spouses, allowing them to display their ser-
vice with pride.

Ceremonies and gestures like these may pale
in comparison to what our military personnel
have gone through or are experiencing now. We
need to take a moment out of our day to say thank
you. They are doing a job that has left many
maimed and emotionally scarred. They need to
know we care about them and that we support
them. We all need to take a moment to say thank
you.

Congress sends strong
message against ISIS

| n September, Congress took

an important step in our fight

against the terrorist group
ISIS, authorizing President Oba-
ma’s plan to train and equip
friendly forces to confront the
brutality from ISIS on the
ground in Syria.

Earlier this year, the Senate
Armed Services Committee
approved a similar Syria train-
and-equip provision by a biparti-
san vote of 23-3 as part of the
annual defense authorization act.
Here’s why | supported that
provision and the measure Con-
gress adopted in September.

While ISIS is currently fo-
cused on building an Islamic
“caliphate” in the Middle East,
its poisonous ideology is hostile
not only to the Middle East, but
to the world, and there is a real
risk that the area that it controls
could become a launching pad
for future terrorist attacks
against the United States and its
friends and allies.

ISIS is terrorizing the Iraqi
and Syrian people, engaging in
kidnappings, killings, persecu-
tions of religious minorities and
attacking schools, hospitals and
cultural sites.

The threat to Americans and
American interests was dramat-
ically and tragically brought
home by the brutal beheadings
of American journalists James
Foley and Steven Sotloff and
British aid worker David
Haines.

The president has announced
a four-pronged strategy to de-
grade and ultimately defeat
ISIS. Those four prongs are as
follows: first, increased support
to Iraqi, Kurdish and Syrian
opposition forces on the ground;
second, a systematic campaign
of air strikes against ISIS, in
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Iraq and in Syria; third, im-
proved intelligence and efforts
to cut off ISIS funding and
recruiting; and fourth, continued
humanitarian assistance to ISIS
victims.

Our senior military leaders
support the president’ strategy.
When Gen. Martin Dempsey,
chairman of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, testified before the Armed
Services Committee, | asked
whether he personally supports
the president’s strategy and his
response was, “l do.”

He explained that the best
way forward runs “through a
coalition of Arab and Muslim
partners and not through the
ownership (of this fight by) the
United States.” Training and
equipping the moderate Syrian
opposition is a critical step. As
Dempsey explained, we need to
build “a force of vetted, trained
moderate Syrians to take on
(ISIS) in Syria.”

Some Americans have ex-
pressed the concern that this
new military effort will lead us
back into a quagmire we entered
with the Iraq invasion in 2003.
But the differences between that
situation and today’s are huge.

First, in 2003, we invaded Iraq
and threw out Saddam Hussein’s
government. This year, by con-
trast, the Iraqi government has
requested our assistance against
ISIS. This request has been
joined by leaders of Iraq’s Shi-
ites, Sunnis, Kurds and other
religious minorities.

The global community will

«

provide support in response to
this request, but ISIS remains a
problem that only Iraqgis and
Syrians can solve. They can
solve it with our help, but only
they can solve it.

The contrast to the Iraq in-
vasion of 2003 is particularly
sharp with regard to ground
combat troops. In 2003, almost
200,000 American and British
combat troops invaded Irag.
This year, by contrast, the presi-
dent’ policy is that ground com-
bat operations in Iraq and Syria
will be carried out not by us, but
by Iraqgis, Kurds and Syrians.
While the United States and a
broad coalition of nations, in-
cluding Arab and Muslim coun-
tries, will support this effort,
there is no plan to have Amer-
ican combat forces on the
ground.

The struggle against ISIS in
Iraq and Syria will be a long,
hard one to which we should give
our support. We cannot take the
place of the Iraqis and the Syri-
ans. They must purge the poison
that they have in their country.
These extremist groups like ISIS
and al-Qaeda must be purged by
the people that they plague. But
we can help them get rid of this
poison.

That assistance now includes
training and equipment for mod-
erate groups seeking to prevent
ISIS from taking over Syria. The
bipartisan support in Congress
for this assistance was an impor-
tant statement to the very coun-
tries that we are seeking to help
rid themselves of this cancer of
America’s commitment to help
stamp out ISIS.

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Miltford worman hopes to share deceased sister’s music with others

For as long as she can
remember - all the way
back to the days when
she was a painfully shy
little girl who would only
sing in her closet - music
has been an important
part of Amy Heard’ life.

Over the years, bit by
bit, she overcame her
introversion - at least
while she was perform-
ing. She started by land-
ing apartina middle
school musical and by
the time she was in high
school, Amy was playing
an important role in
nearly every school pro-
duction. Her desire to
perform only grew from
there.

Amy attended Oak-
land University and went
on graduate school from
the University of Mon-
tana, where she earned a
master’s degree in mu-
sical theater. She’s been
singing ever since - with
Christian musicians, in
secular bands, on stage
at various venues, in
television commercials
and in church.

But today, Heard, who
lives in Milford, is work-
ing on a project especial-
ly close to her heart. She
recently recorded 14
songs written by her
sister, Danielle Heard,
shortly before she died
and is hoping to share
that music with the
world.

“l don’t believe God
would have given Dan-
ielle this incredible gift
and these incredible
songs the last two years
of her life if he didn’t
want them to be shared,”
Heard said.

It was a beautiful
morning in June 1996.
Danielle, seven months
pregnant with a little girl
she’d named Scarlett,
was on her way to a class
when she was involved in
atragic traffic accident
near M-59 and Michigan
Avenue in Howell.

Danielle and little
Scarlett were buried
together.

Today, 18 years later,
Heard still carries an
empty spotin her heart
for the sister she lost.

“l was shy and quiet
and Danielle was the
opposite of that,” she
said. “But we were alike
in so many ways. When
we were together, she
was the only one who
appreciated by child-like
humor, my goofiness. No
one else has that same
sense of humor Danielle
and | shared. She was my
best friend.”

A resident of Howell,
where her parents Paula
(Jourdan)and Danny
Heard still live, Danielle
had graduated from Har-
tland High School just a
year prior to her death.
She’d been a varsity
cheerleader and played
varsity softball. She
never had trouble mak-
ing friends.

But it was the year
before that - during her
junior year in Petoskey,
where Danielle and her
parents lived for a year
when her father changed
jobs - that Danielle
found music; some
friends taught her a few
chords on the guitar and
she began writing.

After that, Danielle
carried her guitar every-
where.

“Beautiful stuff,”
Heard said. “Incredible
lyrics like her song wild
Streak, which really
capture her essence
because it shows her
inner struggles yet her
great faith to overcome.”

Danielle, after all, was
full of life, full of energy
and, like her sister and
the rest of the Heard
family, full of a deep
sense of Christian faith.

“We are all very
strong Christians and
Danielle was no excep-
tion,” Heard said. “She
was never afraid to wit-

ourentire Christm as
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ness to her
friends.
She was
not per-
fect, she
made a lot
of mis-
takes,
which |

more approachable to
her friends. At her visita-
tion, so many people
came up to us and said
she led them to the Lord
or she made a difference
in their life. She was a
friend when they didn’t
have a friend.

She loved
people - all types of peo-
ple.”

After Danielle died,
Heard found an outlet
for her grief in Danielle’s
music.

“My dad wrote a book
called sweet Angel and |
started learning her
music,” she said. “That’s
how we grieved. | pulled
out her old tapes and
learned her music. |

knew her well, but her
lyrics were deep and
meaningful and it helped
me through the grieving
process.”

And now she wants to
share it.

With the recording,
mixing and mastering
already finished, Heard
is hoping to raise money
for manufacturing and
marketing the CD, Meant
to Be.

“This project is very
special,” said Amy and
Danielle’s older sister,
Tammy Enger, a Novi
resident. “Amy has the
most incredible talent
and hearing her sing
those songs brings Dan-
ielle back to life. You can
hear part of her soul in
Amy’s voice.”

And that, Heard said,
is her hope.

“l want people to feel
and experience Dan-
ielle’s spirit through her
music,” she said. “From
the complex, painful
parts to the daring, dan-
gerous parts, the spiritu-
al parts to the absolute
goofy parts.”

Abbottrecorded a team-
best 17 kills Friday in a 25-20,
25-19,24-26,25-18 victory at
Michigan, followed by a six-
kill effort Saturday in a 25-17,
25-18, 25-16 setback at MSU.

Nothing, obviously, comes
easy in the Big Ten, which
has proven to be a meat

grinder when it comes to
NCAA Division | women’s
volleyball. The Wildcats, who
are 14-9 overall and 4-8 in the
conference, have gone 1-6
against nationally ranked
teams, including 1-5 against
the Big ten’s top 25-rated
foes.

In high school, Abbott
helped Northville to back-to-
back Class A final four ap-
pearances. And during her
Premier Volleyball Club days,
she could get away with just
going up with her explosive
vertical jump and blasting
away at opponents on the
block, being rarely chal-
lenged.

But when she arrived at
Northwestern, it became a bit
of a learning curve for the
former Northville all-state
player.

“Probably I had to make a

Hoarding serious safety
cemn for firefighters

There is more public
awareness now of hoarding
problems, and firefighters are
aware of hoarding concerns.

“We see an occasional
amount of hoarding on med-
ical runs,” said Lt. Larry
Gauthier of the Farmington
Hills Fire Department. His
department doesn’t do resi-
dential inspections, he noted.

“One would be accessibil-
ity,” said Gauthier of issues
for firefighters. Medical care
is hindered by hoarding.

“It could also hinder us with
suppression, actually putting
out the fire,” he said.

Many fire departments are
experiencing serious fires,
injuries, and deaths as the
result of compulsive hoarding
behavior, according to the
National Fire Protection Asso-
ciation. The excessive accu-
mulation of materials in
homes poses a significant
threat to firefighters fighting
fires and responding to other
emergencies in these homes
and to residents and neigh-
bors.

Often, the local fire depart-
ment will be contacted to help
deal with this serious issue.
Since studies suggest that
between 3and 5percent of the
population are compulsive
hoarders, fire departments
must become familiar with
this issue and how to effective-
ly handle it, the NFPA says.

Gauthier noted excess com-
bustibles are a safety issue for
residents, neighbors and fire-
fighters. There can also be
cleanliness and hygiene is-
sues, he said.

“You have the danger of
overstorage of combustibles,”
Gauthier said. Surfaces may
be uneven for firefighters.

“We may not be able to see
what we’re going into. It can
just present problems for us

getting to the source,” added
Gauthier, who is a fire inspec-

tor.

W hat is hoarding?

Hoarding is defined as
collecting or keeping large
amounts of various items in
the home due to strong urges
to save them or distress expe-
rienced when discarding
them. Many rooms in the home
are so filled with possessions
that residents can no longer
use the rooms as designed.
The home is so overloaded
with things that everyday

living is compromised.

Why do people become

hoarders?

Hoarding is a mental dis-
order that can be genetic in
nature, triggered by traumatic

events, or a symptom of anoth-
er disorder, such as depres-
sion, obsessive compulsive
disorder, or dementia. Studies
have found that hoarding usu-
ally begins in early adoles-
cence and gets worse as a
person ages. It is more com-
mon among older adults.

Why is hoarding an issue
for the fire service?

» Hoarding can be a fire
hazard. Many occupants die in
fires in these homes. Often,
blocked exits prevent escape
from the home. In addition,
many people who are hoarding
are injured when they trip
overthings or when materials
fall on them.

» Responding firefighters
can be put at risk due to ob-

structed exits, falling objects,
and excessive fire loading that
can lead to collapse. Hoarding
makes fighting fires and
searching for occupants far
more difficult.

» Those living adjacent to
an occupied structure can be
quickly affected when a fire
occurs, due to excessive
smoke and fire conditions,
according to the NFPA.

Gauthier agreed fire de-
partments are boosting their
awareness of hoarding con-
cerns. The Metropolitan De-
troit Fire Inspectors Society
did related training in 2013, to
increase awareness “and pos-
sible ways to address it.”

Q: How do you stop a man-
agement company from mis-
representing its relationship
with a lawyerthat it says is
their lawyer, but ends up
billing the association? Our
board relied on the manag-
ing agentand now we realize
that this isjusta pet lawyer
of the management company
forwhom we bearfinancial
and legal responsibility.

A: Candidly, that is the fault
of a naive board that has al-
lowed the man-
agement com-
pany to dictate
how the associ-
ation is to be
run and to
steer the asso-
ciation to a
particular
lawyer and,
presumably,
other contrac-
tors or professionals with
whom the management compa-
ny has a cozy relationship. The
board should retain indepen-
dent legal counsel who is not in
any way affiliated with the
management company and
who is not financially depen-
dent upon the management
company for referrals. A writ-
ten fee agreement should be
mandatory. You need to make
sure that the board gets on the
right track and, perhaps, gets a
new management company as
well as a new lawyer.

Q: What isyour opinion
about some of these big
Realtors, lawyers or hospitals
that advertise on billboards?
Are they worth pursuing?

A: It all depends. Like any
other type of advertising, you
need to consider whether the
person doing the advertising is
worthy of the platitudes which
the advertiser espouses. In
picking a professional, wheth-
er itis a lawyer, doctor, ac-
countant or real estate profes-
sional, the more you learn
about their background and
experience as well as meeting
with them directly, the better
able you are to make a decision
as to whether you are hiring
the right person. Just because
somebody advertises doesn’t
mean that he or she is good at
what they do. Some lawyers
for example, have become
successful because they were
marketing experts at the prop-
er time and seized upon the
opportunity to advertise. That
does not necessarily mean that
they are qualified to do the
things they claim they do. Oth-
ers advertise because of their
recognized expertise, which is
totally justified. Look before
you leap.

“l'would treat it like any
other skill by listing it on
your resume and including
examples of how it was used
to your advantage,” says John
M illikin, clinical professor of
management at Arizona State
University’s W.P. Carey School
of Business. Quantify how
your language skills helped
business, whether it was by
growing sales or reaching new
audiences.

“If your conversational skills are
intermediate and you claim they

are advanced, you will embarrass
yourselfand your company when
they ask you to interpret for a

client on the phone. There is no

Riedel adds that even if acan-

didate lists himself as a “begin-

ner” in several languages on his

resume, it shows an employer that

he’s open-minded, eager to learn

and try new things, culturally

sensitive and well-rounded.

How to quantify
your bilingualism

If you were proving your sales

skills on your resume, you would

include revenue earned, market

share or client needs that were

met. Treat bilingualism the same

way. Provide evidence of your

abilities and potential, either dur-

ing the interview, on the resume

or in the cover letter. Here are

some ways to do so:

Show translated documents

or content written in another

language: Examples could in-

clude marketing materials, press

releases, emails or social media

interactions.

Identify specific scenarios: Be

ready to share a scenario that best

represents how your understand-

ing of a second language helped

you in your career or improved
aprocess or experience for your

previous employer.

Attach a dollar amount:

Money talks. Any quantitative

figures you can use to back your

multilingualism well help you get

ahead of other candidates.

Show how it can grow busi-

ness: ldentify markets that the

prospective company isn’t taking

advantage of and explain how

your bilingualism can help them

expand into those markets. If you

can walk into an interview and

address a hole in the market-

place thatcan be solved by your

skills, you become an asset to the

company that it can’t afford to

pass up.
