Although it’s not an officia l 
statistic kept by the U.S. Fire 
Adm inistration, industry w eb­
sites and sources have cited  an 
estim ated 40,000 to 150,000 pets  
die each  year in fires, m ost suc­
cum bing to sm oke inhalation.

And a first responder at the 
N ovi Fire D epartm ent recently  
got assistan ce through a dona­
tion that helps m ake the depart­
m ent one o f the best-equipped to 
save a p et’s life.

Through the generosity  of 
Invisib le F ence of Tri-County, 
N ovi FD now has four pet oxy­
gen m asks kits to use on em er­
gency calls to g ive oxygen  to 
pets who are su fferin g  from  
sm oke inhalation w hen they are

rescued  from  fires — they often  
save p ets’ lives.

“T hese are im portant and w e  
have used them  on previous 
occasions w here w e’v e  had ani­
m als in a hom e on fire ,” NFD  
Captain Philip D uczym inski 
said.

The departm ent has been  
receiv in g  th ese  donations from  
Invisib le F ence for at least six  
years. It’s just a sm all part o f 
the com pany’s Project Breathe  
program , which w as established  
with the goal o f equipping every  
fire  station in A m erica and Can­
ada w ith pet oxygen  m asks.

“T hese m asks truly are b less­
ings for the N ovi area,” D uc­
zym inski said. “We’ve  seen  resi­
dents run back into burning

Thinking M aps have given  
the English as a Second Lan­
guage students at Parkview  
E lem entary School a visual tool 
to help enhance learning.

This tool is being piloted  
with the N ovi Community 
School district's ESL students 
or English Language Learners, 
but could eventually  becom e  
used m ore district w ide.

A ccording to Sue Vanlin­
thout, an ESL teacher Parkview  
Elem entary, Thinking M aps is a 
language o f visual patterns that 
are based on the fundam ental 
thinking p rocesses (cognitive  
skills).

There are eight Thinking 
M aps in all: Circle Map, Bubble 
Map, Double Bubble Map,
Brace Map, Tree Map, Bridge  
Map, Flow Map and M ulti Flow  
Map, Vanlinthout said.

“By using th ese  eight think­
ing maps, students becom e  
fu lly  engaged in the act of 
learning,” Vanlinthout said. 
“They becom e active partici­
pants in the process o f bringing  
know ledge to life  in very  visual,

concrete w ays.”
She said Thinking Maps 

allow s for a com m on visual 
language that is spoken across 
grade leve ls and academ ic  
disciplines.

“Thinking M aps can be used  
by all teachers and applied in 
all content areas — preschool to 
high school,” Vanlinthout said.

hom es to save a pet. It’s 
understandable, but 
extrem ely  dangerous. 
T hese m asks w ill g ive  
residents com fort in 
knowing that w e can  
save their pets if  they  
are su fferin g  from  
sm oke inhalation.”

With the help from  
veterinarians and vet 
technicians from  Vet 
Select Anim al Hospital, 
Great Oaks Veterinary  
Clinic and Animal 
E m ergency Center, 
Invisib le F ence Tri- 
County was able to 
dem onstrate to first 
responders how the 
m asks are used on their 
canine friends.

In m ost states, em er­
gency  responders are 
unequipped to deal with  
the crisis. The donation 
of these specia lly  de­
signed and potentially  
lifesav in g  anim al oxy­
gen m asks enables 
rescu e squads to e ff i­

ciently  adm inister oxy­
gen  to a stricken  ani­
mal.

D uczym inski said 
anim als are very  sen si­
tive  to sm oke inhalation  
and will som etim es  
succum b to it before  
humans.

“W hen a fam ily su f­
fers the tragedy of a 
fire, lives are turned  
upside down,” said  
Albert Lee, director of 
Invisib le F ence Brand. 
“Pets are valued fam ily  
m em bers, so w e want 
fam ilies to know that 
their pet can be cared  
for if tragedy strikes.”

Lee added, “We real­
ize that hum ans are the  
first priority, but in 
m any cases, pets can be 
saved if  firefigh ters  
have the right equip­
ment. Project B reathe  
program  is sim ply a 
w ay o f g iv ing firefigh t­
ers the tools n ecessary  
to save p ets’ liv es .”

This past summer, 
Vanlinthout attended  
training at M acom b ISD  
to becom e a Trainer of 
Thinking Maps.

“The goal is for this to 
becom e a district-w ide  
initiative. At this point, 
the plan is for m e to train 
the teachers at Parkview  
E lem entary School this 
school year,” she said.

Since beginning to use  
Thinking Maps, Vanlin­
thout has seen  students 
becom e m ore actively

engaged in their own 
learning.

“They are able to plan 
and organize their think­
ing and learning in v isu ­
ally  concrete w ays. Rath­
er than using a variety  of  
graphic organizers, stu­
dents really  organize 
their thinking around 
just eight different 
m aps,” she said.

B ecause it is expen­
sive to purchase the indi­
vidual Thinking M aps 
training binders, Vanlin­
thout said Parkview  Prin­
cipal Jen ifer M ichos has 
w ritten a couple of 
grants in hopes o f raising  
additional funds for this

endeavor.
The N ovi Community 

School D istrict does of­
fer  a Sum m er Shoulders 
Series during the sum ­
m er m onths. Interested  
teachers can participate 
in district-sponsored  
instructional learning  
opportunities. Thinking 
M aps training w ill be 
offered  in the sum m er of 
2015 as part o f this Shoul­
der Series.

At this tim e, there are 
two Thinking M aps train­
ers in the district, Vanlin­
thout and Hannah Mertz.

A ll the ESL teachers  
participated in the Think­
ing M aps training last

year under the leader­
ship of Hannah M ertz. So 
at this point, the students 
who are utilizing Think­
ing M aps in the district 
are those that participate 
in the ESL classroom  
setting — the ELL stu­
dents.

“Thinking M aps are 
engaging, fun, and a 
great way to visually  
record students1 learn­
ing,” Vanlinthout said of 
the great potential o f this 
learning tool.

Senate Majority Floor Leader

Sen. M ike Kowall 
anticipates his new  posi­
tion as Senate M ajority  
Floor Leader w ill help  
bring m ore state Senate 
attention to southeast 
M ichigan.

Kowall, R-White Lake, 
w as elected  to the posi­
tion last Thursday w hen  
27 Republicans who two 
days prior won seats in 
the M ichigan Senate m et 
in Lansing to e lect new  
leaders for the com ing  
leg isla tive  session , w hich  
begins in January.

“This is a good thing  
for southeast M ichigan  
because, historically, 
w hen your leadership is 
all from  the w est side of  
the state, w hich it has 
been in the past, a lot of 
the funding for things 
like roads and education  
ends up going to the w est 
side of the state,” said 
Kowall, who w ill serve  
under Senate M ajority  
Leader-elect Arlan M eek- 
hof, R-Olive Branch. “If 
you need to see  what 
happens, just go over to 
Grand Rapids and see  
how n ice  their roads are, 
and look at what our 
roads look like.”

“That’s why I wanted  
to be in that position,” he 
added. “We need to have  
southeast M ichigan with

a vo ice  at the leadership  
table. I’ll be in on those 
m eetings with the gover­
nor every  Tuesday after­
noon.”

As Senate M ajority  
Floor Leader, Kowall will 
be responsible for repre­
senting the Republican  
m ajority on the Senate 
floor -  expediting leg isla ­
tive proceedings through  
parliam entary proce­
dures such as motions, 
com m unications and 
points o f order.

Roads
Long-term work on the 

road-funding issue is a 
top priority, Kowall said. 
Over the summer, he and 
other state leaders held  
m eetings to d iscuss the 
issu e and collect feed ­
back and suggestions  
from  residents, business 
people and others across  
the state.

“It didn’t m atter if  it 
was a housew ife out of 
Grand Rapids or an in­
dustrialist out o f south­
east M ichigan,” he said. 
“We listened  to every ­
body.”

The group also sat 
down w ith the Senate 
Fiscal A gency to look at 
projections for the com ­
ing years, and gathered  
inform ation about road 
funding in other states.

One suggestion heard  
again and again w as a

per-axle, per-m ile, per-ton 
charge for the trucks so 
notoriously hard on 
roads.

“So you would phase 
out the d iesel tax  and 
phase in the per-axle, 
per-m ile, per-ton charge,” 
Kowall said, noting bills 
for such a m easure are 
currently in the draft 
stage. “That’s m ore w ide­
spread, and is really  a 
fair and equitable tax; if  
you don’t travel the m iles, 
you don’t pay the tax.”

“The bonus,” he added,

“is that i f  w e do it cor­
rectly, d iesel w ill have  
the appearance o f being a 
w hole lot le ss  m oney at 
our borders w hen trucks 
com e across to buy fuel, 
because they w on’t be 
paying that d iesel charge  
on it.”

Legislators are also  
considering asking voters  
for a one-cent-on-the- 
dollar increase in  sales  
tax to help fund roads.

Education

In addition to roads, 
Kowall also said he in­
tends to continue his push  
for skilled trades educa­
tion funding.

“That’s one o f the rea­
sons I got involved in 
politics in the first 
place... getting academ ia  
to understand that not 
every  kid is cut out for a 
four-year degree,” said  
Kowall, who before join­
ing the Legislature was 
president of A ccurate 
W oodworking, Inc., a 
fam ily-owned business in 
W hite Lake. “There are 
som e young people out 
there who are very, very  
m echanical, and there 
are a lot o f really  great 
careers -  m aking up to 
and over $100,000 per 
year in the skilled trades. 
I’m  not just talking about 
carpenters, plum bers, 
electricians and p ipefit­
ters; I’m talking about 
robotics and som e of the 
higher-tech m achine tool 
operating, as w ell.”

Currently, som e $50 
m illion is earm arked for 
skilled trade education in 
the state’s budget, and 
Kowall said he’d like to 
see  m ore, esp ecia lly  
going to K-12 schools.

“They took all the  
(shop classes) out o f the  
schools,” he said. “We 
need to educate parents, 
too -  it’s OK to get a little 
bit o f grease under your

fingernails as long as 
your child has a career, 
not just a job, working in 
the skilled trades.”

In Lansing
As far as legislative  

operations in Lansing, 
Kowall said it’s tim e to 
sca le  things back.

“We’re going to look at 
m aking things sim pler in 
the state governm ent -  
sm aller and m ore stream ­
lined,” he said. “We’re 
looking at program s, 
things that have been  
here forever and need to 
be adjusted -  MEDC is 
one that com es to mind -  
just to m ake sure there’s 
no redundancy. Gov. 
Snyder is focused  on that 
now, too.”

Overall, Kowall, con­
cluded, he wants to make 
sure state legislators are 
paying m ore attention to 
the average working  
taxpayer.

“Everybody keeps 
talking about the middle 
c lass,” he said. “Let’s face  
it, it’s the m iddle class 
that built southeast M ich­
igan; they built M ilford, 
they built W hite Lake, 
they built our d istrict and 
I include m yself as one of 
them  because that’s what 
I did for 38 years; I built 
th ings.”

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Love spans the decades for Lyon couple
Trestlers met while 

serving during 

World War II

Veterans D ay m arks 
Phyllis and Tom Tres­
tlers’ love affa ir that has 
spanned seven  decades 
and never would have 
happened if  they hadn’t 
served  their country  
during World War II.

Phyllis w as working in 
a w arehouse in a M arine 
Air Force B ase in North  
Carolina, and Tom was 
assigned  to head up the 
operation a fter he re­
turned from  serving in 
the South P acific  Islands.

“I walked in the w are­
house and there she 
w as,” said Tom, sitting  
next to h is w ife  o f 69 
years. T hey’re bright and 
spry -  looking much  
younger than their 91 
years. As they tell the 
story of their lives to­
gether, Tom and Phyllis 
speak in tandem , elab­
orating on each others 
thoughts, filling  in details 
and turning to one anoth­
er  for support and confir­
mation.

It was D ecem ber 1944 
and they w ere 21 years  
old en listees -  she was 
from  Seattle, Wash., and 
he was from  Chicago, 111. 
With 2,000 m iles separat­
ing their hom etowns, 
th ey  agree, they prob­
ably wouldn’t have  
closed  the divide if  the 
war hadn’t brought them  
together. The union pro­
duced a son, four grand­
children and three great­
grandchildren.

“We’re certainly  
gratefu l,” Tom said. “It 
caused us to m eet. That 
w as the w hole high point 
of those years.”

Wedding bells
Tom and Phyllis w ere  

m arried by the follow ing  
August. A fter leaving  
m ilitary life, they lived  in 
Chicago until their only  
son, Thom as Philip -  
nam ed a fter his parents -  
m oved to M ichigan. So 
the elder Trestlers fol­
lowed. The couple lived  
on their own in North- 
ville until a few  months 
ago when they m oved to 
Abbey Park at M ill River, 
a senior living facility  in 
N ew  Hudson, a fter Phyl­
lis had a series o f falls.

Fram ed p ictures of 
their life  together dot the 
apartm ent -  in som e  
th ey’re in m ilitary garb 
and another show s them  
in H awaii celebrating  
their 25th anniversary. A 
proclam ation from  the 
Women in M ilitary Ser­
v ice  for A m erica con­
gratulates Phyllis for her 
work during the war 
effort. The award g ives a 
b rief narrative about 
why Phyllis enlisted , how  
her m other resisted  the 
idea and how she p erse­
vered.

“At the tim e I figured  
I was being patriotic ...” 
Phyllis was quoted in the 
proclam ation.

Tom said he and Phyl­
lis luckily n ever w ent 
through “the anguish of 
battle.” Tom w as sent 
overseas to A m erican  
Samoa after the islands 
w ere captured, “getting  
there a fter the fighting  
w as done,” he said. A fter  
he returned from  his 
m ilitary duty Tom landed  
a job w ith the Santa Fe 
Railway starting o ff in 
the m ail room and “I 
worked m y w ay up to the 
m ain o ff ic e ” landing a 
job in pricing and as an 
adm inistrative assistant 
to the m arketing v ice  
president. Phyllis worked

NOVI POLICE BRIEFS

D esp ite a near record  
construction season, 
including the reconstruc­
tion and resurfacing of 
m any roads, m ore than 
40 percent of the Road 
Com m ission for Oakland 
County (RCOC) road 
system  rem ains in poor 
condition, and that per­
centage is expected  to 
continue to grow for the 
foreseeab le future.

RCOC calcu lates that 
$600 m illion worth of 
road projects is  needed  
today just to preserve  
RCOC’s ex isting  roads —  
and that num ber is going  
to continue to grow  w ith­
out an increase in road 
funding.

Included in those pro­
jects  are five  roadways 
in Novi:

» H aggerty  Road from  
Eight M ile to 10 M ile in 
the c ities o f N ovi and 
Farmington; $3.75 m illion  

»10  M ile Road from  
N apier to Grand R iver  
Avenue; $12,562 m illion  

» N ovi Road from  
Eight M ile to 10 Mile; 
$8,125 m illion

» Grand R iver A venue  
from  Wixom Road to 
N ovi Road; $4 m illion  

» 1 2  M ile Road from  
D ixon to Farm ington  
Road; $6,875 m illion  

B y the end of the con­
struction season this year  
(usually around mid-to- 
late N ovem ber), RCOC 
exp ects to have initiated  
or com pleted road pro­
jects  ultim ately worth  
about $50 million.

“That’s a lot o f mon­
ey,” RCOC M anaging  
D irector Dennis Kolar 
said. “H owever, the reali­

ty  is  this is just the tip of 
the iceberg .”

Kolar pointed out the 
Road Com m ission predic­
ts that, at current fund­
ing lev e ls  (without an 
increase in state road 
funding), nearly two- 
thirds of RCOC roads will 
be in poor condition by  
2018.

“M ichigan rem ains in 
a road-funding crisis ,” 
Kolar said. “According to 
the m ost recent U.S. 
Census Bureau data 
available, M ichigan is  
dead last com pared to all 
other states in per capita 
state and local spending  
on roads, and it shows.

Kolar noted the extent 
of the needs on RCOC’s 
roads highlight the criti­
cal nature of M ichigan’s 
road-funding situation. 
“It’s m ore critical than 
ever that the state L egis­
lature address road fund­
ing,” he said. “The L egis­
lature controls road fund­
ing in M ichigan, and they  
m ust reso lve this cr isis .”

The longer M ichigan  
w aits to resolve the road­
funding crisis, Kolar 
said, the m ore costly  it 
will be. “Each year that 
w e don’t repair our roads, 
they deteriorate further, 
and the cost to repair 
them  in creases.”

RCOC Chairman Greg 
Jam ian concurred. “For 
the sake of M ichigan’s 
b usinesses and residents, 
the Legislature needs to 
make roads a priority,” 
he said. “M ichigan w ill 
never reach its great 
potential so long as our 
road infrastructure is 
sub-par.”

The N ovi Fire D e­
partm ent’s Captain

“W hile w e did experi­
ence econom ic softening  
in Brazil and unfavorable 
foreign exchange in the 
quarter, w e m ade solid  
progress executing our 
profitable growth strate­
gy,” said J effrey  Ed­
wards, chairm an and 
CEO, Cooper Standard.

Controversial 
issues 

shouldn’t 
wait t ill lame 
duck session
The m idterm  election has com e and gone. Now  

what?
Various board and com m issions locally  w ill 

have som e new  m em bers representing residents  
at the local, county, state and federal levels. 
T hey’ll have to get up to speed on the various is­
sues and agendas under consideration.

For the state Legislature, next com es the so- 
called  lam e duck session , the tim e betw een the  
election  and the end o f the leg isla tive  session. The 
session  began W ednesday. B ased on previous 
lam e duck sessions, it’s hard to determ ine what 
w ill com e out of Lansing in the next month or so.

Two years ago, there w as a flurry o f activity — 
good or bad, depending on your point o f v iew  — 
com ing out of the lam e duck session.

M ost controversial of the actions was passage  
of right-to-work legislation, w hich made it illegal 
to require financial support o f a union as a condi­
tion of em ploym ent for public- and private-sector  
workers. The bills exem pted  police and firefigh t­
ers.

Other actions included creating a regional 
transit authority to coordinate public transporta­
tion in southeast M ichigan; increased  access for 
highly trained gun ow ners to carry their con­
cealed  w eapons in form erly forbidden places, 
such as schools, day care centers, stadium s and 
churches; a new  em ergency  m anager law to re­
p lace the previous statute that w as repealed by  
voters a month earlier; tougher recall require­
m ents against elected  officials; and increased  
regulations on facilities that o ffer  abortions.

Som e m ay applaud the new  m easures, and oth­
ers cry  foul. Som e issu es appeared to m ake sense. 
Others, not so much.

W hat’s unfortunate is it appears too often state  
legislators wait to address anything rem otely con­
troversial until a fter the election. For those seek ­
ing re-election or a position in another governing  
body, w aiting until after the general election al­
low s the lawm akers not to worry about any reper­
cussions if  the bills passed  go against the v iew s of 
the electorate in the district. Even m ore so with  
the new  recall requirem ents.

And that goes against the basic tenets o f repre­
sentative governm ent and elections overall.

Voters se lect the candidates they believe best 
represent their v iew s and opinions. If they  dis­
agree with how the legislator handles the job, the  
electorate can select som eone e lse  in the next 
election. That’s the whole point o f elections in the  
first place. That’s w hy incum bents som etim es see  
challenges from  within their own party.

The state Legislature is a full-tim e position. It 
b affles us that so m any issu es are cram m ed into 
the final days the legislature is in session. M ost 
any state senator or representative w ill argue that 
it’s a full-tim e position and a m ove to a part-tim e 
legislator would hurt the state.

But the lam e duck session  flies in the face of 
that argum ent, since the elected  officia ls seem  to 
be able to handle so m uch of their work in a few  
w eeks.

Am ong the issu es that could be addressed dur­
ing the current lam e duck session  include funding  
for road and infrastructure im provem ents, term  
lim its, how presidential electoral votes are  
awarded, civ il rights and m edical marijuana.

T here’s som e controversy to all o f these issues, 
at least in term s of how they w ill be addressed.

We urge our local legislators to lim it their o ffi­
cia l decision m aking in this year’s lam e duck leg ­
islation and leave it to the incom ing legislature to 
address the issu es voters elected  them  to do.

Controversial bills are often passed in the state's lame 
duck session. We hope those still in office till the end of 
the year don't follow that trend.

R esto re e d u ca tio n  fu n d in g

N ot m any politicians would  
say  aloud that they don’t support 
education, so it’s not particularly  
surprising or brave when one 
says they  “support high-quality  
education in our com m unity.” 
What m atters to m e is what 
th ey ’ve done w hile in o ffice  and 
with whom  th ey ’re keeping com ­
pany.

Kathy Crawford ran to re­
p lace her term -lim ited husband  
H ugh Crawford as D istrict 38’s 
(Novi, Walled Lake, S. Lyon) 
representative in the M ichigan  
H ouse. She had quite a few  en­
dorsem ents, including The Great 
Lakes Education Project 
(GLEP). GLEP m ade the new s  
th is sum m er w hen they sent out 
a sham eful and o ffen sive  tw eet 
on Aug. 14 — w hich was sub­
sequently deleted. (Google it.)

GLEP was founded and is 
funded by public schools’ long­
tim e n em eses B etsy  and D ick  
DeVos. At its founding, GLEP’s 
prim ary m ission w as lifting the 
cap on the num ber of charter 
schools in M ichigan. It accom ­
plished that in 2011, with the  
support of H ugh Crawford in the 
H ouse. N ow B etsy  DeVos has 
stated “GLEP plans to invest up 
to $1,000,000 in supporting edu­
cation reform  candidates for the  
State Senate and H ouse in the 
2014 election .” GLEP is openly  
hostile to public schools and 
those who operate them , and 
rhetoric like “reform ” and 
“ch oice” are code words for 
underm ining public schools to 
replace them  with charters and 
school vouchers.

W hile Kathy Crawford has 
seem ed  focused  on resources for  
senior citizens, she has pledged  
to “continue H ugh’s great record  
...” in the H ouse. That’s not en­
couraging for our schools. Mr. 
Crawford w as a co-sponsor in 
M arch 2014 of the bill that ex ­
panded the Education A chieve­
m ent Authority statew ide. The 
EAA dism antles local school 
boards, h ires inexperienced  
teachers and turns over control 
of schools to Lansing. When he 
voted to expand it, the EAA had 
a tw o-year track record o f fa il­
ure in D etroit. Math and Reading  
proficiency  of the students in

EAA schools declined over the 
first two years of its existence.

This year, it would be brave  
for Mrs. Crawford to state she 
will vote for legislation to re­
store classroom  funding for our 
K-12 public schools, plus fund 
the MPSERS retirem ent system , 
vote for HB 5852 requiring char­
ter school transparency and 
publicly reject the positions and 
tactics o f GLEP. We supporters 
of our great public schools are 
facing an overw helm ingly well- 
funded, relentless cam paign to 
elim inate them . Our kids need  
prom inent and pow erful voices  
pushing back.

D a ta  b re a c h : I t ’s t im e  to  p r o te c t  c o n s u m e rs
T h ese days, hardly a w eek  

goes by when w e don’t hear 
about a m ajor retailer re­

porting a data breach. The m ost 
recent, Jim m y John’s sandwich  
restaurant, a ffected  18 M ichigan  
locations betw een  June and Sep­
tem ber 2014. The restaurant 
reported that custom er credit 
and debit card inform ation w as  
stolen.

W hen identity theft occurs, it 
fee ls  like a terrible and highly  
personal violation. A nam eless, 
fa ce less  felon starts spending  
your hard-earned m oney, a ccess­
ing your personal and business  
accounts, and m ight even  as­
sum e your identity. Fortunately  
for consum ers, the banks that 
issu e credit and debit have fed ­
eral safeguards protecting their  
accounts from  loss.

In nearly all cases, banks 
protect custom ers from  finan­
cial responsibility  for fraudulent 
use of their cards. R egardless of 
w here and how the breach oc­
curred, banks w ill pay the fraud  
loss, alert custom ers, freeze any  
com prom ised accounts and re­
issu e cards.

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Carbon monoxide dangers 
highlighted by in itiative

As tem peratures drop and 
consum ers begin  cranking up 
their heating system s, the 
National Fire Protection  
A ssociation (NFPA) and the 
U.S. Consum er Product Safe­
ty  Com m ission (CPSC) have 
launched a new  online toolkit 
to help local fire departm ents 
educate the public about the 
associated  risks of carbon  
m onoxide (CO) in the months 
ahead. N ovem ber through  
February represent the lead­
ing m onths for CO poisoning  
in the U.S., w ith a peak in 
D ecem ber.

NFPA and CPSC an­
nounced the toolkit at a press  
conference recently  at a Phil­
adelphia fire station with  
Philadelphia Fire Com m is­
sioner D errick J.V. Sawyer, 
NFPA P resident Jim Pauley, 
and CPSC V ice Chairman 
Robert Adler. The event high­
lighted CO safety, prior to the 
upcom ing w inter season, and 
included a local resident who 
spoke about how his CO alarm  
recently  saved his life  from  
CO traced to a faulty hot wa­
ter heater.

“R isks o f carbon m onoxide 
poisoning are highly prevent­
able by follow ing sim ple, yet 
very  important, safety  pre­
cautions,” said Pauley. “With 
help from  local fire depart­
m ents nationwide, our shared  
goal with the CPSC is to in­
crease aw areness about the  
danger of carbon m onoxide  
and, m ost importantly, inform  
people about how CO alarm s 
sign ificantly  reduce that 
risk .”

Carbon m onoxide is cre­
ated w hen fuel burns incom ­
pletely, and is often called the 
“invisib le killer” because it’s 
a poisonous gas that’s invisi­
b le and odorless. When home 
heating equipm ent isn’t in­
stalled or w orking properly, 
the risk of higher lev e ls  o f CO 
increases significantly.

In 2010, U.S. fire depart­
m ents responded to an e sti­
m ated 80,100 non-fire inci­
dents in w hich CO was found.

The Centers for D isease  Con­
trol and Prevention reports 
that from  1999-2010, an a ver­
age of 430 people w ere killed  
by unintentional CO poisoning  
per year.

NFPA and CPSC’s online 
toolkit provides a w ealth of 
resources, sa fety  tips and 
advice for properly m aintain­
ing heating system s to pre­
vent the buildup o f CO in the 
hom e, while strongly advocat­
ing for the installation o f CO 
alarm s.

“We all know that sm oke  
alarm s save lives, but it’s 
im portant to know that car­
bon m onoxide alarm s save  
lives too,” said CPSC Com m is­
sioner R obert Adler. “W hile

t . r ^

about 95 percent of U.S. 
hom es have at least one 
sm oke alarm, only 42 percent 
have a working CO alarm. 
Installing CO alarm s on every  
floor of your hom e, keeping  
portable generators far away  
from  your hom e, and having a 
yearly  inspection of gas appli­
ances can help your fam ily  
avoid the invisib le killer.”

Fire departm ents can ac­
cess  all toolkit m aterials from  
NFPA or CPSC. For m ore 
inform ation on carbon m on­
oxide in the hom e, v isit 
NFPA’s carbon m onoxide web  
page and CPSC’s carbon m on­
oxide inform ation center.

CPSC is also working to 
educate m iddle school stu­

dents about CO safety. CPSC 
is sponsoring a CO safety  
poster contest w ith cash priz­
es that is open to all sixth-, 
seventh- ane eighth-graders 
at http://www.cpsc.gov/ 
COcontest. The contest is 
accepting students’ posters 
through the end o f February  
2015.

Prius remains 
by far the world’s 
dominant hybrid 
f r a n c h i s e ,  
but things
have gotten 
tougher lately 
for Toyota’s 
p i o n e e r i n g  
marque. U.S. 
sales are down, 
and so are 

gasoline prices, and competitors 
that are still eyeing the hybrid 
segment as a good thing promise 
to keep pestering Prius with new 
entries of their own.

I recently drove one of the relatively 
new iterations of the original Prius, 
the Prius v, and it reliably provided 
the experience that every hybrid 
enthusiast has desired since the 
dawn of this vehicle type a couple 
of decades ago: great fuel economy 
with dependable, not ostentatious,

performance.

Yes, Prius v is EPA-rated at 51 mpg 
in the city and 48 on the highway 
for a combined fuel economy of 
50 mpg, which just about sets the 
standard in the US auto industry for 
a mainstream vehicle. Owners will 
save $6,250 in fuel costs over five 
years compared with the “average” 
new vehicle, regulators allow 
Toyota to claim about Prius v.

A 1.8-liter four-cylinder engine 
and, of course, Toyota’s Hybrid 
Synergy Drive battery system 
deliver the power. In any normal 
driving situation, what it delivers is 
adequate, for accelerating onto an 
interstate or making a quick pass. 
It’s not instantaneously responsive, 
but responsive enough. The “joy of 
driving” isn’t the point of a hybrid, 
anyway.

Design-wise, Prius remains the 
exemplar of clean and rounded

exterior and interior lines that 
once were looked at as the shape 
of the future and now mainly 
communicate a certain Spartan­
ness of expression that seems to 
fit the minimalist mindset that 
has historically represented the 
Prius buyer. The key -  as with the 
powertrain -  is efficiency.

So the lack of a traditional 
instrument panel above the steering 
wheel is a perfect example of the 
Prius approach. Instead, monitoring 
and performance information 
is clustered in the center of the 
car, topped with a crescent­
shaped dashboard readout above 
a navigation screen and various 
controls that segue into storage 
spaces between the front seats.

Conveniently, there is a storage 
area with a lot of space underneath 
that console that is ideal for 
fulfilling the demand that many 
women make, but which carmakers 
for some reason over the eons have 
decided to ignore: a place to store 
a purse, where it stays and doesn’t 
slosh or slide all over the car as it 
can do if it’s placed on the passenger 
seat, for example, or the floor on the 
passenger side.

Otherwise, Prius v is appointed 
with everything that most drivers 
will be looking for in their 
main vehicle, including all the 
convenience, safety and electronic 
touchpoints you’d expect. And it’s 
plenty roomy in the rear seats as 
well as the front, with ample cargo 
room under the hatchback in the 
rear.

It’s this kind of predictability and 
steadiness that has allowed Prius 
to carve out an undisputed place as

the master of the hybrid automobile. 
Toyota took a big chance in 
attempting to mainstream Prius in 
the first place, given that the Honda 
Insight, a two-seat hybrid, already 
had appeared on the U.S. market.

But as is the Toyota way, the 
company dedicated itself to a 
certain path and gradually but 
inexorably built up not only the 
Prius franchise but also the hybrid 
market itself. Strategically, this 
included extending the Prius 
product line with both smaller and 
larger versions of the original car, 
which, respectively, reduced the 
stiff price premium to get into a 
Prius and gave buyers with more 
roominess needs a Prius option to 
consider.

Nearly every other automaker 
over the years also introduced 
hybrids in an attempt to get a shred 
of the market that Prius created. 
And some have tried and failed to 
mount a direct frontal assault on the

Prius brand, especially Ford with 
its sluggish-selling C-Max hybrid. 
Now Ford is talking about mounting 
another assault on Prius’s hold on 
the hybrid market, and Hyundai 
seems to be planning to do the same.
The Prius line still comprises 

Toyota’s third-best-selling car, and 
fourth-best-selling vehicle overall. 
But Prius sales were down about 
15 percent for the year through 
October. Plunging gasoline prices 
also erode the incentive that 
many Americans may feel even to 
consider a hybrid.

So Toyota recently launched a new 
advertising campaign under the 
slogan, “Let’s Lead the Way,” that 
features the video testimonials of 
actual Prius owners who testify to 
all the other wonderful things about 
the cars besides their exemplary fuel 
economy. My-experience with Prius 
v testifies to their endorsements as 
well. And, yes, you can’t beat the 
mileage.Toyota Prius v is the roomiest entry in the line.

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5 classic interview questions updated for today’ s job search

G oing into a job  interview, 
you know  the standard questions 
to expect. “W hat is your biggest 
w eakness?” “W hat interests you 
about this position?” and “W hy 
do you think you’d be a fit for 
this role?” often rise to the top of 
the com m on interview  questions 
list.

W hile these queries are im por­
tant to today’s hiring m anagers 
and recruiters, m any employers 
are updating their custom ary 
questions to include ones that 
refer to new trends, address the 
current econom ic situation or 
gauge a candidate’s com m itm ent 
to the com pany and position in 
question.

Here are five questions that job  
seekers may be asked in today’s 
job  hunt and what they should 
address when responding:

1. Have you used social 
media in your current job? 

If so, how?

U nless you’ve com pletely 
sworn o ff new  technology, you 
should be very aware by now 
that social m edia are a part o f  the 
fabric o f society and are w ell­
ingrained in m ost com panies’

com m unication practices. E m ­
ployers asking this question want 
to know how  well you understand 
social m edia and how you think 
companies can benefit from  using 
social netw orks. Try to  give an 
example o f how you have used 
the com m unication form in your 
current job . I f  you haven’t done 
m uch in this area, speak to how 
the company as a whole uses so­
cial media. For extra points, share 
how you think your prospective 
em ployer could benefit from  
social media.

2. Give me an example of 
how you’ve contributed to 
your present/most recent 

company’s success.
You’ve likely heard or read 

resum e-w riting advice stressing 
the im portance o f  not only shar­
ing your qualifications but also 
addressing accom plishm ents. In 
today’s com petitive job  m arket, 
em ployers don’t w ant to hire 
someone w ho can ju s t com plete 
tasks. They w ant som eone who 
can make an im pact on the bo t­
tom  line. If  you can, answ er this 
question by sharing exam ples 
o f how you increased revenue, 
helped a client gain m arket share 
or created efficiencies that saved

money. U se num bers or percent­
ages, when possible. If  you don’t 
know the num bers off the top of 
your head, you can provide that 
inform ation in your follow -up or 
thank-you note.

3. Why did you leave your
last job?

W hile this m ay not be a new 
question, today’s hiring m anag­
ers understand the answ er may 
have evolved. I f  you’ve been 
laid off, be honest. Employers 
know  that the econom y is rough, 
and they expect that some o f the 
candidates they interview  will be 
unem ployed. In this case, briefly 
talk  about w hat happened and 
then dem onstrate how, in  the 
time you’ve been unem ployed, 
you’ve continued to boost your 
resum e by volunteering, attend­
ing netw orking events o r joining 
industry organizations. They 
w ant to  know  that you’ve put 
your tim e to good use and that 
you’d be ready on day one to take 
on the required tasks,

4. Describe the work en­
vironment or cul­
ture in which you
are most produc­

tive and happy.

In a recent article, hu­
m an-resources expert Susan

M . H eathfield lists this as a  ques­
tion em ployers should be asking 
potential em ployees. A  com pany 
doesn’t w ant to hire som eone, 
only to have that person leave 
quickly because he w asn’t a fit 
w ith the com pany’s culture.

And it goes both ways. H iring 
m anagers w ant to hire em ployees 
w ho will thrive in their com ­
pany’s w ork environm ent. To an­
sw er this question, make sure you 
do your research so you know  
w hat kind o f  culture to expect. If  
you know a current em ployee of 
the com pany, ask her to tell you 
about her experiences working 
there. Speak to why that type o f 
environm ent is a m atch w ith your 
personality and w ork style.

5. What is your motivation 
for pursuing this position?

hum an-resource professionals 
are concerned  that top  w orkers 
w ill leave the ir organization  this 
year. A s the econom y slow ly 
im proves and m ore opportun i­
ties becom e availab le , unhappy 
w orkers w ill be m ore likely 
leave their jo b s  in  pursu it o f  a 
m ore fu lfilling  career. W hile 
th e re ’s no w ay to  guarantee an 
em ployee w o n ’t head  fo r the 
doo r as soon as a  be tter jo b  offer 
com es a long , h iring  m anagers 
m ay try  to  get to the root o f  why 
candidates w an t to  w ork  a t their 
com pany.

“I ’ve been unem ployed for 
m ore than a year and I ’m  really  
desperate  to  get a jo b .” Yes, 
th a t’s an honest answ er, bu t i t ’s 
also a red  flag to an em ployer 
that yo u ’re m ore interested  in 
getting  a jo b  versus getting  this 
particu lar jo b . W hen asked this 
o r a sim ilar question , speak 
to  w hy the com pany  a t w hich 
y o u ’re in terview ing is the right 
com pany for you, and w hy the 
particu lar ro le  w ill he lp  you 
achieve your career goals.
