Snow w as on the ground, but 
it didn’t stop Harman Interna­
tional Industries, Inc. from  
breaking ground Thursday on its 
new  North Am erican autom otive 
headquarters in Novi.

“We’re really excited  to be  
here and be part of the resur­
gence in m etro Detroit and the 
state of M ichigan,” said Phil 
Eyler, senior v ice  president for 
Harman.

N e w  HQ
The new  188,000-square-foot 

building, scheduled for com ple­
tion by fall 2015, is on Cabot 
D rive and w ill initially accom ­
m odate 750 em ployees. D evel­
oped by Northern Equities 
Group, the new  North Am erican

autom otive headquarters will 
anchor the 400-acre H aggerty  
Corridor Corporate Park. Har­
man forecasts it w ill add 250 
m ore em ployees to this facility  
in com ing years

Harm an is an audio, visual, 
infotainm ent and enterprise  
automation group.

The city  o f N ovi granted an 
eight-year tax abatem ent to 
Harman, which is a 50-percent 
abatem ent o f the taxes on the 
new  facility  (but not the land 
underneath it) and new  personal 
property. Harman w ill consoli­
date six  o f its seven  existing  
southeast M ichigan locations 
into one building on 16.5 acres at 
the northeast corner o f M-5 and 
13 M ile Road.

“M etro Detroit is the epicen-

Novi library elevates 
coupon fundraising

The N ovi Public Library last 
year raised m ore than $4,000 for 
new  technologies at the facility  
when it introduced a coupon 
book fundraising cam paign.

But within six  months, nearly  
all o f the library’s patrons had 
been tapped into.

This year, the library has 
taken that cam paign digital, via 
M y Coupon Genie, and library 
D irector Julie Farkas is hoping 
200 m erchants w ill support it 
and 50,000 residents w ill look at 
the o ffers daily.

“The goal o f the cam paign  
was to connect the N ovi resi­
dents and patrons w ith the Novi 
business community, as w ell as 
establishing a greater value for 
N ovi consum ers,” Farkas said of 
the 2013 cam paign that sold  
m ore than 100 of the $30 coupon 
books.

Now, w ith the help o f M ichael 
Korson, founder and CEO o f M y 
Coupon Genie, the library is 
offerin g  a digital platform  with 
m ore opportunity and value to 
N ovi m erchants and a com plete  
front end distribution to the 
public w ith web accounts, mo­
bile apps, em ail client and bea-

Anthony Mallia, a m em ber of 
A m erican Legion Post 346 in 
Farm ington and a longtim e N ovi 
resident, received  two awards at 
the D etroit Veterans Day Parade 
that honored his serv ice  and 
sacrifice  during the Vietnam  
War.

H e was recognized as a Silent 
H ero for his serv ice  by the M et­
ropolitan D etroit Veterans Coali­
tion and a certificate o f appreci­
ation was received  for his ser­
v ice  in Vietnam. He was in a 
group of 16 selected  for the 
honor.

“It was surprising to be se ­
lected  am ong so m any deserving  
veterans,” said Mallia, who 
served  in Vietnam  in 1971-72 and

was awarded the National D e­
fen se  Service M edal, two 
Bronze Service Stars and a Viet­
nam  Campaign Medal.

“This is a big honor for m e, 
but it m akes m e rem em ber all o f  
those I served  w ith,” he said of 
the award that recognizes his 
m ilitary and com m unity service  
both during and after the war.

The M etro D etroit Veterans 
Coalition, in cooperation with 
the United States o f Am erica  
Vietnam  War Commemoration, 
hosted the parade Nov. 8. It 
ended in front of Com erica Park 
with a cerem ony com m em orat­
ing the 50th anniversary of the 
Vietnam  War, which like the 
Korean conflict som etim es gets  
overlooked.

dai, Kia, Lexus, Land 
Rover, M ercedes Benz, 
Porsche, Toyota and 
Volkswagen.

According to com pany  
officia ls, its M ichigan  
operations has been criti­
cal to a num ber of in­
novations for the autom o­
tive industry, including  
advancem ents in audio 
signal processing, active  
sound m anagem ent solu­
tions for hybrid and e lec ­
tric veh icles and plat­
form -based infotainm ent

solutions for veh icles  
ranging from  entry mod­
els to prem ium , luxury  
automobiles.

It has a w orkforce of 
approxim ately 16,600 
people across the A m er­
icas, Europe and A sia and 
reported sales o f $5.6 
billion for the 12 months 
ended Sept. 30.

N ovi,” Farkas said. “At 
the sam e tim e, you will 
be advertised as a sup­
porting m erchant of the 
library’s coupon club in 
all our m edia distribution  
and events for the com ­
ing year.”

Korson, a N ovi resi­
dent who recently  m oved  
to South Lyon, got one of 
the paper coupon books 
and in A ugust ap­
proached Farkas.

“I said, ‘I want to show  
you som ething digital 
that w ill take this one 
step further,’ because  
everybody has their 
phone on them ,” Korson 
said. “We want consum ­
ers to download the app 
and se lect N ovi Library 
as one o f their categories. 
E very m erchant gets  
their own button, too.”

B enefic ia l to
businesses,
consum ers

Korson em phasized  
that M y Coupon Genie 
protects privacy, doesn’t

sell inform ation, m er­
chants can’t see  em ail 
addresses o f m em bers 
and each m em ber gets a 
unique num ber that is 
never shared with the 
m erchants.

“We protect consum er  
privacy, but at the sam e  
tim e give m erchants a 
channel without fatiguing  
consum ers to see  their 
deals on daily basis,” he 
said.

M y Coupon Genie 
w ent live M ay 17,2012. 
Various versions of the 
free app are available for 
desktop, Facebook, web  
for M icrosoft, B lack­
berries, Androids and 
iPhones. M em bership is 
synonym ous with what­
ever device the app is 
opened on.

Once downloaded, 
select the categories you 
w ish to see. If you need  
help, caU 877-239-9585.

Now, Farkas is  reach­
ing out to her relation­
ships in the com m unity to 
get those b usinesses to be 
part of the coupon club. 
Each business w ill have  
its own “button.”

“Our technology al­
low s m e to g ive them  
their own icon on the app 
when it opens,” Korson 
said. “Then select that as 
a preference as a con­
sumer. It g ives the m er­
chant their own branding 
inside their own native  
m obile app that you can’t 
get anyw here e lse .”

Farkas’ goal is to get

200 b usinesses to connect 
to the library. She’s got 45 
com m itm ents in the last 
four w eeks.

“B u sin esses are ‘spon­
sors’ of the library, so 
that’s a feel-good for  
them  -  supporting a non­
profit for all a ges in their 
com m unity,” she said.

And Korson said he 
can get m erchants up an 
running in an hour.

“The portal is way  
m ore im pressive than the 
front end of the app,” he 
said. “It’s self-serv ing  if  
they w ish and w e provide 
reps if they w ant.”

Farkas and Korson are

now working to expand  
beyond Novi. She’s 
reached out to som e of 
her library director col­
leagues not too close to 
N ovi and N ovi Public 
Library w ill receive  som e  
revenue for their re­
ferrals.

“In Novi, if  you shop, 
you’re crazy if  you don’t 
download this app and 
use it,” Farkas said. “Ev­
erything is in there.”

Just how bad are roads 
in southeast M ichigan? 
According to SEMCOG, 
the Southeast M ichigan  
Council o f Governm ents, 
th ey’re not good at all.

Each year, as required  
by law, SEMCOG works 
with local road agencies  
to evaluate the condition  
of the m ajor roads in the 
seven-county region. The 
prelim inary results o f 
this sum m er’s work are 
in and they paint a stark  
picture.

Southeast M ichigan  
has seen  a staggering  
jump in the total m iles of 
roads that should be re­
paired by com pletely  
tearing them  up and re­
building them  from  the 
ground up. Of the nearly  
4,500 m iles o f major 
roads that w ere evaluat­
ed this summer, m ore 
than 1,900 m iles need to 
be rebuilt, an increase o f 
m ore than 500 m iles com ­
pared to two years ago, 
w hen th ese  sam e roads 
w ere last evaluated.

Another 1,900 m iles  
are in need of preventive  
m aintenance in order to 
keep them  from  also  
slipping into poor condi­
tion.

Only 650 m iles -  or 14 
percent -  are considered  
to be in good condition.

“People m ay want to 
blam e last w inter’s 
w eather for the rapid 
deterioration of our 
roads,” said Carmine 
Palombo, deputy ex e c ­
utive director o f SEM­
COG. “H owever, the 
w eather sim ply exposed  
the real problem . Our 
state has been dis-in- 
vestin g  in roads for 
years.

“If the Senate funding  
proposal is enacted, we 
will begin to see  the con­
dition o f our road system  
im prove over tim e. Un­
fortunately, i f  m ajor 
funding increases do not 
occur, the decline in the 
condition o f our road­
w ays w ill continue,” she 
added.

The Roperti family of 
Livonia will dress 4,300 
to 4,400 turkeys for 
Thanksgiving Day, but 
won’t eat a single one.

The Ropertis, who 
own and operate Roper- 
ti’s Turkey Farm at 34700 
Five Mile, will have had 
their fill of the holiday 
bird by then, having 
taste-tested several 
smoked turkeys as they 
perfect the process for 
their customers.

Instead of turkey, they 
will eat crab claws, filet 
mignon and a pasta dish 
like lasagna, followed by 
key lime pie for dessert.

“It’s tradition for us,” 
said Ferida Roperti, 
daughter-in-law of farm 
owner Christine Roperti. 
“We’re so sick of eating 
turkey.”

Christine Roperti 
prepares the filet mignon 
and pasta; the key lime 
pie comes already pre­
pared from Florida along 
with the crab claws, 
which only require brief 
cooking in a pot of boil­
ing water.

It isn’t a sit-down meal 
at a fancy-laid dining 
room table like that in a 
Norman Rockwell paint­
ing, either.

“It’s grab and eat,” 
Ferida Roperti said, be­
cause there are still 
chores to do: lots of pa­
perwork, laundry, clean­
up and the occasional 
customer to wait on who 
forgot to pick up their 
turkey the day before.

“We have to wash 
aprons, coats, towels. 
We’re still doing that the 
whole next day,” Ferida 
Roperti said.

They also sleep in 
Thanksgiving for the 
first time in many weeks 
or try to take a nap in the 
afternoon. Leading up to 
Thanksgiving Day, the 
family puts in 10- to 15- 
hour work days every 
day. “We’re just so dead 
tired,” Ferida Roperti 
said.

But it’s well worth the 
effort. Christine Roperti 
said she takes pride in 
delivering free-range, 
grain-fed, chemical- and 
preservative-free tur­
keys to her customers, 
just like those her father, 
Tom Roperti, raised back 
in 1948 when he started 
the farm.

“I’m putting some­
thing good into my cus­
tomers’ stomachs,” she 
said, adding the sales are 
all based on word of 
mouth.

Christine Roperti, 69, 
said the family farm is 
entering its third genera-
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Tom turkeys grow larger than hens.

tion with grandkids Meri­
da, 13, and Maverick, 10, 
now helping out. Chris­
tine Roperti’s husband, 
Wesley Bates, and two 
sons, along with Ferida 
Roperti, are also in­
volved in the day-to-day 
running of the farm.

The family sells al­
most all of its turkeys for 
Thanksgiving, freezing 
or smoking the few that 
are left over. There is 
little demand from the 
public for turkey for
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Christmas, Christine 
Roperti said.

That means the Roper­
tis can relax and actually 
enjoy celebrating Christ­
mas. Typically, they go to 
Ferida Roperti’s sister’s 
home for dinner.

Christine Roperti 
always brings along one 
of her turkeys. By then 
they’re ready to eat tur­
key again.

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Learning: TechShop offers 
place to build, grow 

business to members

Got an idea for busi­
ness, but need space to 
work out the details? 
You may be interested 
in TechShop, near the 
Detroit Lions practice 
facility in Allen Park.

TechShop began in 
Menlo Park, Calif., some 
eight years ago, and has 
been in metro Detroit 
2Zz years. It’s a do-it- 
yourself fabrication 
studio whose senior 
account manager, Addie 
Langford, spoke to 
Westland Rotarians last 
week.

The member fee is 
$175 per month, Lang­
ford said, for the 17,000 
square feet of work 
space, with additional 
space in the property. 
TechShop founder Jim 
Newton began in IT.

“This became his 
mission to get this off 
the ground,” Langford 
told Rotarians and 
guests. Newton taught 
at community college 
and found his students 
retaking his classes for 
equipment access.

Langford displayed a 
PowerPoint of the com­
puter numeric con­
trolled equipment, with 
machinists, engineers 
and artists among Tech­
Shop customers.

“You bring your ideas 
to the table,” she said.

A class is first re­
quired for safety. Lang­
ford showed via Power­
Point how the water-jet 
cutter can even cut 
granite.

Some woodworkers 
use the Allen Park Tech­
Shop, which can also 
handle the custom pack­
ages that can make 
consumer products 
difficult to open. The 
plastic injection molder 
can be used for knobs, 
other controls, key­

boards and more.
There are also uses 

for electronics and soft­
ware and the local site is 
launching a student 
robotics team, Langford 
said. She showed a slide 
as well of 3D printing 
and scanning, along 
with a laser lab for 
etched glass and more.

The large project bay 
can accommodate cars, 
as well as a kayak.

“This is an exciting 
thing to come and 
watch,” Langford said. 
“Skill sharing happens 
really naturally. There’s 
this incredible ex­
change.”

She added that re­
ferrals to incubators for 
business help are avail­
able at TechShop. Rotar- 
ian Earl Ludwig of Dear­
born Heights, who ar­
ranged the visit, said, 
“It’s all skill levels, from 
very basic.”

Langford said Tech­
Shop doesn’t take any

proceeds nor protect 
intellectual property, 
meaning your work 
must be able to be out in 
sight.

She showed a knitting 
needle gauge that has 
been developed: “She 
cannot make these fast 
enough.”

The Square, Inc., 
mobile payment for 
smart phones came 
from TechShop in San 
Francisco. There was 
also a low-cost infant 
warmer developed.

“It’s really meant for 
the Third World,” Lang­
ford said, noting such 
preemies have much 
better survival chances 
if they reach cities.

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Area man still fixes typewriters for a living

Chuck Theile has been living 
in South Lyon, just north of the 
downtown district, since 1998. A 
Wayne County native, he moved 
for his wife Cheryl, who was 
diagnosed with cancer.

“She wanted to be closer to 
her family,” Theile said. “We 
found a place in South Lyon.”

Cheryl died in 2000, but 
Chuck and their daughter Kelly 
stayed.

“We just fell in love with 
South Lyon,” he said. “Kelly 
went through school there. It’s 
beautiful. It’s home.”

For South Lyon, Theile 
doesn’t mind the hour drive to 
work.

He works for CCS Business 
Machines in Wayne. It’s tucked 
in a neighborhood that looks 
like time forgot. That’s fitting, 
because CCS is where Theile 
practices a trade that time has 
also forgotten. He is one of the 
last working typewriter repair­
men.

“It’s ironic,” Theile said, 
laughing. “In the army, I wrote 
code for computers that were as 
big as semi-truck trailers. Then 
I leave and go backwards into 
typewriter repair.”

Theile left the army in 1972. 
His first job out was with the 
Ford Motor Co.

“I’d probably have a nice 
pension, but the idea of a trade 
that I could only use in a factory 
didn’t sit right with me,” he 
said.

With the help of the V.A., he 
was able to quit Ford and com­
plete a two-year apprenticeship 
at Wyandotte Office Equipment. 
There was no school for Theile. 
He had to learn on the job.

Lucrative work
A career as a typewriter 

repairman was as desirable and 
lucrative as any other. Yester­
day’s world relied on typewrit­
ers as heavily as we do comput­

ers today.
“I always had work, servic­

ing schools and businesses,” he 
said.

He spent his summers strip­
ping typewriters of oil and pen­
cil shavings and restoring them 
to their original condition. Some 
machines Theile was required 
to essentially rebuild, of which 
he is still proud today.

“Other repair shops used to 
send us some machines, be­
cause not everyone could do 
what I did,” he said, smiling 
proudly. “I’m amazed when I 
think about it. I’d like to do it 
again.”

With his talents, Theile could 
move freely between jobs in 
Washtenaw, Oakland and Wayne 
counties. There was always an 
offer for more money or better 
benefits. He was even able to 
own his own business, C&C 
Repair.

“The other ‘C’ was for my 
first wife Cindy,” Theile said. “I 
used to joke that I married Che­
ryl because I needed another ‘C’ 
for the business.”

Theile closed down C&C 
after a couple of years. As for 
the others, Theile said that they 
have been long out of business.

“Not because of me,” he said, 
laughing. “It’s just the way it 
goes. The ones that live on are 
the ones that were smart 
enough to start selling some­
thing else.”

By the mid-1990s, it became 
clear to Theile that he would 
need to find a new line of work. 
Businesses were switching over 
to computers. Schools were 
downsizing their writing rooms.

“Schools stopped teaching 
typing and started teaching 
classes on how to use computers 
instead,” he said.

Theile never gave up type­
writer repair. There was always 
someone with an old machine in 
need of fixing.

“I was lucky that I never was 
out of work,” he said. But most 
of the repairmen he worked

with have retired, switched 
specialties or died.

Retro renaissance
Theile taught himself to use 

a computer. He attended printer 
and fax machine repair courses. 
When he came to CCS in 2007, it 
was as a certified technician. 
Typewriters were a niche thing 
he did on the side. But then he 
began to see a trend upward. A 
couple of typewriters a year 
turned into dozens.

“I turned around one day and 
started thinking, ‘I’m witness­
ing a real renaissance here,”’ he 
said.

There was a lawyer in Far­
mington Hills unwilling to part 
with his eight IBM Selectrics. 
Each required hundreds of 
dollars in parts and labor.

“I told him that he should 
invest in something else, but he 
was adamant. He loved his Se­
lectrics,” he said.

Since then, Theile has done 
repairs for sportscaster Eli 
Zaret and Budd Lynch, the late 
voice of the Red Wings. Writer, 
critic and South Lyon native Bill 
Garwood also had his typewrit­
er in. And Theile has repaired 
the machines of numerous local 
journalists who still love and 
use their machines, including 
this humble freelancer.

“Most (of my customers) are 
college students. Most probably 
never had to use a typewriter 
growing up. Yet, here they are,” 
he said. He is surrounded by 
typewriters from as far back as 
1906 and as late as 2006. He 
smiles when he says, “It really 
is amazing.”

Theile has no plans to retire. 
But when he does, he won’t rule 
out the possibility of a small 
cabin business in South Lyon.

“So long as someone wants 
them fixed, I’ll do the job,” he 
said.

Farmington Hills 
bowler shares 

her expertise by 
coaching others

While her competitive 
career has faded to leg­
endary status, Aleta Sill 
continues to make bowl­
ing a big part of her life 
as she impacts the sport 
in a different way.

Once one of the best 
female bowlers in the 
world, the Farmington 
Hills resident’s passion 
is coaching others and 
teaching them to bowl.

Sill started doing that 
when she was still com­
peting 26 years ago and 
she has made that her 
career since retiring 
from the women’s pro­
fessional tour in 2001.

She and business part­
ner Michelle Mullen, also 
a former pro bowler, 
have operated Aleta Sill’s 
Pro Shop at Country 
Lanes in Farmington and 
taught lessons there for 
the last 11 years.

A lot of practice and a 
lot of help made Sill a 
31-time tour winner. She 
bowled 31 perfect games 
and is now a member of 
seven bowling halls of 
fame.

“That’s why we’re so 
passionate here about 
coaching,” she said. “If I 
didn’t have the coaching 
that I had, I know I 
would not have been as 
successful as I was.

“I had coaches from 
the time I was 12 all the 
way through my career. 
In Indy Car racing, you 
have the pit crew and the 
driver. I feel like I was 
the driver, but my pit 
crew was great. They got 
me finely tuned and 
that’s why I succeeded. 
That’s with any sport. 
You’ll never play at the 
highest level if you don’t 
have eyes behind you.”

Gauging success

Seeing young bowlers 
she has taught put into 
practice what they’ve 
learned and do well is 
the reward for Sill. That 
has replaced the compet­
itive fire and is the 
equivalent of her win­
ning a tournament when 
she was competing.

“It’s the best feeling 
in the world,” Sill said. 
“When someone I’ve 
worked with says they 
won something or shot a 
big score, there’s nothing 
like that feeling. It’s way 
better even than my 
bowling.

“High school bowling 
is getting bigger every 
year in Michigan,” she 
added. “We’ve had a 
(state) champion just 
about every year and 
that’s like icing on the 
cake.”

Sill estimates she and 
Mullen have taught near­
ly 27,000 bowlers over 
the last quarter-century.

Young bowlers across 
the metro area are a 
large part of their cli­
entele, but they’re not 
limited to a geographic

region.
“We travel and do 

clinics,” Sill said. “We’ll 
go anywhere anybody 
wants us. Our name is 
getting out there more 
and more and we’ll go to 
their centers. We travel 
all over the state.”

The keys to success
Patience and the will­

ingness to be coached 
are essential to becom­
ing a good bowler, ac­
cording to Sill.

“There are times -  
and it’s not just kids, it’s 
adults -  when you tell 
them something and it’s 
uncomfortable, it’s ‘Well, 
I can’t do that; that 
doesn’t feel right,”’ she 
said. “If you think you’re 
going to take a lesson 
and all of a sudden go 
out and shoot 250, a lot of 
times that doesn’t hap­
pen, because we have to 
change muscle memory. 
It takes time to make a 
change.

“You might not even 
bowl well for the first 
couple weeks,” she add­
ed. “But when you get it, 
that’s when we’re going 
to get to another level.”

Results are not Sill’s 
immediate concern with 
a new student. She noted 
they often equate throw­
ing a strike with making 
a good shot.

“They might miss the 
head pin to the right and 
throw it in the gutter and 
I’ll say it’s a good shot 
because I’m not worried 
about the end result 
right now,” Sill said. “I’m 
changing a technique.

“It’s not so much 
score-oriented when 
we’re making changes,” 
she added. “We’re not 
worried about score. 
That’s what I have to 
dispel sometimes to 
make a change.”

Get a (proper) grip
As part of her work in 

the pro shop, Sill also 
applies her years of ex­
perience to custom fit a 
bowling ball to a client’s 
hand and delivery.

“It’s an art in itself 
and essential to the 
sport,” she said. “Our 
work is to make people 
understand it’s not just 
three holes in the ball.

“And I’ve stayed up; I 
don’t rest on my laurels.

I’m always willing to 
learn something,” she 
added. “The bowling 
balls have changed a ton 
since I was on tour. It’s 
just a matter of the 
hands you touch and 
understanding it, all the 
flexibilities. Once I get a 
ball on their hands, they 
see the difference.

“When a grip impairs 
your swing and we fix it, 
you can see how much 
better the swing gets by 
using less grip pres­
sure.”

No distractions
Surprisingly, Sill’s 

best attribute as a bow­
ler was not her physical 
game -  the actual deliv­
ery of the ball -  but her 
mental game, her ability 
to stay focused.

“I didn’t have the best 
physical game, in my 
opinion,” she said. “But 
this is what was good 
(tapping the side of her 
head). I could beat any­
body who had a better 
physical game, because 
they didn’t have the men­
tal game I did. I could 
block things out; nothing 
could disturb me.

“People would always 
tell me I looked 
smoothed and every­
thing. When I watched 
tape, I saw flaws. But I 
could repeat shots. If you 
can repeat, that’s the 
name of the game. It’s 
just repetitive motion 
and I could do that.”

Sill is a left-handed, 
which often put her in 
the middle of an ongoing 
controversy in bowling.

“The left side of the 
lane has much less traf­
fic, so the lefties always 
got a bad rap,” she said. 
“Right-handers were 
always complaining 
about the lefties, because 
we had it good on our 
side of the lane.

“If we didn’t bowl 
well, it was because we 
couldn’t adjust. If we 
did, it was because the 
lanes were walled up or 
set up for us.

“My motto was: ‘I’m 
laughing and taking my

money all the way to the 
bank. Complain all you 
want.’ That just didn’t 
bother me.”

Early start on tour
Sill joined the ladies 

pro tour when she gradu­
ated from high school in 
1980 and won her first 
tournament the next 
year.

She struggled in 1982 
and wondered if she 
should stay the course. 
She did and became the 
first female bowler to 
earn $1 million.

“One of the other 
bowler’s mom gave me 
this quote and I said it all 
the time for years and 
years: ‘I am a strong 
person. I accomplish all 
my goals with ease. God 
will take care of the rest 
for me,”’ Sill said. “That 
year I won my first 
Queens title, which was a 
big paycheck in 1983 at 
$25,000.1 was runner-up 
for Bowler of the Year. 
From then on, my career 
was pretty good.

“The last year was the 
worst year I ever bowled 
and it just soured me 
from bowling, period.
I’ve never gotten it 
back.”

Nowadays, Sill’s bowl­
ing is limited to three 
games a week in league 
play during the winter 
months.

“It’s just a fun 
league,” she said. “I get 
out to socialize with my 
friends. Companies send 
balls and I test them to 
see what’s good for in 
here. That’s basically it.”

Her favorite pastime 
will always be bowling 
and coaching affords her 
a means of staying in­
volved.

“People just don’t 
respect bowling 
enough,” she said. “They 
don’t think they need 
help. They think it’s an 
easy sport and it’s not.

“Can you imagine an 
Olympic athlete trying to 
do it on his own? It’s 
impossible. Why should 
people think any differ­
ent of bowling?”

National shopping initiative helps keep money in local economy

Purists will stay home Thanksgiving 
evening to savor time spent with family 
and enjoy a second helping of dessert, 
but many folks will clear the table, grab 
their coats and head out to the malls and 
major retailers for an early start to 
Black Friday.

Those who prefer to avoid the fren­
zy and the crowds have Cyber Monday, 
the digital equivalent of Black Friday, 
to do their shopping with a click of a 
mouse.

But in between what have become 
the powerhouse shopping days of the 
year is Small Business Saturday, a na­
tional initiative to support local busi­
nesses which create jobs, boost the 
economy and preserve neighborhoods 
around the country.

Created by American Express in 
2010, Small Business Saturday is held 
the Saturday after Thanksgiving dur­
ing one of the busiest shopping periods 
of the year. First observed Nov. 27,

small and local -  and with good reason. 
According to Forbes, there are almost 
28 million small businesses in the U.S.

More than 50 percent of the working 
population -  120 million individuals -  
works in small businesses which have 
generated more than 65 percent of the 
net new jobs since 1995.

Approximately 543,000 new busi­
nesses get started each month. Seven 
out of 10 survive at least two years, half 
at least five years, one-third at least 10 
years and one-quarter stay in business 
15 years or more.

Keeping small businesses alive and 
healthy is important to local communi­
ties. Last year, millions of Americans 
shopped at independently-owned small 
businesses on Small Business Satur­
day, spending $5.7 billion that day, 4 
percent higher than the $5.5 billion 
spent in 2012.

When small businesses are strong 
and growing, communities are strong 
and growing. Statistics show that for 
every $100 you spend locally, $66 stays 
in the local community. That means 
your dollars are helping to build parks,

libraries and improve fire and police 
departments.

Small businesses have been the 
backbone of this country from its in­
ception. Dry goods stores and millinery 
shops may have changed over the 
years, but the services they provide are 
still as important today as they were 
back then.

Communities like Wayne, Plymouth, 
Milford, Northville and Birmingham 
have downtowns filled with small 
shops, while newer communities like 
Westland, Novi and Southfield have 
created shopping districts that are an­
chored by regional malls. In all in­
stances, the variety of goods and ser­
vices rival what’s available in big box 
stores and online this holiday season.

By all means, do your shopping 
Thanksgiving evening, Black Friday 
and Cyber Monday, but save some mon­
ey for Small Business Saturday. Think 
local and support Small Business Satur­
day.

Children forced to sleep 
outside? That’s cold. 

Today is Thanks­
giving, yet across Michigan, 
far too many people are 
curled up inside cardboard 
boxes, worldly possessions on 
their backs, as they attempt 
survival on the night’s mean 
streets.

Last week, I experienced -  
for just one night -  the agony, 
the agony of being homeless. 
It was cold that night -  7 de­
grees. I did it as part of Cove­
nant House Michigan’s 
(www.covenanthousemi.org) 
mission to raise awareness 
and funds to help youth home­
lessness.

Covenant House, a faith- 
based nonprofit organization 
that provides hope to home­
less, runaway and at-risk 
youth ages 13-22, offers more 
than shelter. With its educa­
tional and vocational pro­
grams -  it offers hope and 
pathways to success.

The “sleep-out” event was 
co-chaired by Sue Snyder, 
Michigan’s first lady, and 
Jacqueline Wilson, first lady 
of Wayne State University.

Since its inception in 1997, 
Covenant House has served 
more than 54,000 youth, help­
ing re-direct them onto a path 
toward meaningful and suc­
cessful adulthood.

Many friends and neigh­
bors helped me raise more 
than $13,000 as a portion of 
the $250,000 raised to help 
people who are homeless.

Lessons learned
Memories of my being out 

for that one night: aches and 
pains and a bad cold. The 
human body is not meant to 
sleep on cold cement. It was 
difficult to be productive the 
following day without a hot 
shower and a comfortable 
night’s sleep. Yet this was an 
experiment -  a single night in 
a controlled, safe environ­
ment.

I can’t even begin to imag­
ine the fear, loneliness, isola­
tion and trepidation if this

was your reality night after 
night, struggling to survive 
day after day.

It was an uncomfortable 
night, even though we were 
prepared with insulated boots, 
long underwear, gloves, win­
ter hats and a coat that turned 
into a sleeping bag -  produced 
by a formerly homeless wom­
an.
(www.empowermentplan.org/
).

Hard to imagine youth on 
our streets, lucky to have a 
flimsy jacket, a pair of Nikes 
and a baseball cap as their 
survival gear.

The physical discomfort 
also came with mental dis­
comfort. Before we hit the 
street for the night, we shared 
dinner and a candlelight vigil 
with homeless youth who are 
nurtured, educated and shel­
tered by Covenant House. We 
heard stories of hurt, pain, 
substance abuse, violence, 
neglect and abuse speckled 
with hope, courage, persever­
ance, friendship and love. We 
learned there are multiple 
paths into and out of home­
lessness to hope and success.

Today there are more than
86,000 people who are home­
less in Michigan. The reasons 
are myriad and include:

» lack of affordable hous­
ing

» inability to make a living

wage
» mental health issues 
» domestic abuse 
» poor educational attain­

ment and lack of marketable 
job skills

» prevalence of drugs, 
violence and gangs

» an average income of a 
homeless Michigan family 
just $730 per month 
(www.thecampaigntoend- 
homelessness.org/)

More than 600,000 people 
are homeless in the U.S. on 
any given night. Most (65 
percent) were living in emer­
gency shelters or transitional 
housing programs and 35 
percent were living in non- 
sheltered locations.

Nearly one-quarter of all 
homeless people are children 
under the age of 18, one in 10 
are ages 18-24 and two-thirds 
(67 percent) are 25 years or 
older, according to 
www.hudexchange.info.
Give thanks

The need is great.
There was no better reason 

to give thanks the next morn­
ing than waking up in my box 
-  cold, disoriented but know­
ing my ordeal was over.

Today is Thanksgiving. A 
time to give thanks. I awoke 
after one night in a cardboard 
box, humbled and full of grat­
itude for all I have. To those to 
whom much is given, much is 
expected.

So hug your family, give 
thanks and give back.

Your generous donation of 
time or money will help pro­
vide shelter, food, clothing 
and educational and vocation­
al programs to persons who 
are homeless.

Our children are a smaller 
part of our population, but 100 
percent of our collective fu­
tures.

All the hubbub about shop­
ping and Thanksgiving Day 
isn’t new to the holiday.

While this year some retail­
ers are promoting special 
hours for early shoppers on 
Thanksgiving, others are de­
clining what appears to be a 
growing trend. With a favor­
able response from buyers in 
priors years to opening on 
Thanksgiving, more retailers 
are responding by opening on 
the holiday or increasing the 
number of hours they are open. 
The enticement, of course, are 
special deals.

The enticement back in 1939 
for President Franklin D. Roo­
sevelt was not necessarily 
special deals, but the need to 
kick-start the shopping season 
-  and the U.S. economy -  by 
changing the date for Thanks­
giving to the second to last 
Thursday in November.

That lasted until 1941; since 
1942, the holiday has been 
celebrated the last Thursday of 
November, a date set by Presi­
dent Abraham Lincoln in 1863.

Maybe we should be thank­
ful that there is a Thanksgiv­
ing Day at all. The pilgrims 
had a pretty tough time their 
first winter in Plymouth, with 
more than half dying, accord­
ing to various online websites. 
They could have been wiped 
out, if it weren’t for the Wam- 
panoag Indians, who traded 
their food in exchange for 
defense against rival Indian 
tribes.

That first Thanksgiving in 
1621 reportedly featured a lot 
different menu -  no cranber­
ries nor potatoes, for instance, 
but plenty of seafood -  than 
today’s feast.

What was the same was that 
the pilgrims had guests over, 
namely the Indians, and that it 
was a celebration to mark the 
pilgrims’ first autumn harvest.

Those traditions continue 
today, as families pull up extra 
chairs and put a “leaf” or two 
in the table to extend its length 
and accommodate guests and 
special dishes, though not quite 
the five deer that the Indians

brought to the original feast.
What has become tenuous 

for this holiday is the part 
about giving thanks and, for 
some families, that there is a 
Thanksgiving dinner at all. In 
this economy, even if you do 
have a job, it likely pays less or 
you are underemployed, mean­
ing maybe not working full 
time or working at a low-pay­
ing job.

Enter Scary Mommy Na­
tion. No, this is not some video 
left over from Halloween, it is 
a 501(c)3 charitable online 
organization that arose out of 
the concern of some mothers 
who worried that they would 
not be able to put much of 
anything on their Thanks­
giving tables.

The result is that in just a 
few years, through online do­
nations, the group has helped 
about 4,500 families survive 
Thanksgiving. Now that’s talk­
ing turkey.

The number of those who 
could use some help, whether 
through a local church pantry 
or the more comprehensive 
Forgotten Harvest, can be 
overwhelming. But as Mother 
Teresa said, “If you can’t feed 
a hundred people, then feed 
just one.”

This Thanksgiving, there 
are families and individuals in 
our hometowns who would 
consider it a really big deal of 
a different sort to have a hot 
meal.

There is still time to make a 
donation to that food pantry or 
to extend an invitation to a 
neighbor to join in the family 
fare. There is always room for 
one more plate.

Thanksgiving continues to 
evolve. Most of the food we eat 
we have not grown or raised 
ourselves, but the constant -  
and real point -  of Thanks­
giving is a celebration that 
involves family and friends.

And that is something to be 
thankful for.

After all, all that shopping 
,on Thanksgiving would be 
pointless if there were no peo­
ple to receive those gifts.

N o v i’ s
Milana’s 29 kills denies 
Wildcats in Class A final

Jen Cottrill described her 
team as “relentless and fear­
less” and that was once again 
on display in Saturday’s 
MHSAA Class A volleyball 
final at noisy Kellogg Arena in 
Battle Creek.

And although it battled from 
down two sets for the second 
straight day, Novi came up just 
short this time as Romeo, led 
by Gia Milana’s match-best 29 
kills, survived a tense five-set 
thriller to capture its first state 
title, 25-23, 25-22,14-25, 27-25, 
15-9.

Novi, which finished its best 
season in school history at 
54-6-1, nearly duplicated its 
stirring semifinal comeback 
from Friday, when the Wild­
cats rallied from two sets down 
to stun Grand Haven.

But Milana, a 6-foot-l junior 
committed to Maryland, as­
serted her authority in the 
final set as she came up with 
six kills, including champi­
onship point.

“That’s pretty miraculous to 
do in the first place, at this 
point, at this place in the state 
tournament... twice is a lot to 
ask,” Cottrill said of the back- 
to-back comebacks. “(Milana) 
came back in the front row at 
the end ... she’s a great player, 
a phenomenal player. We don’t 
have a lot of height and she’s 
hitting the ball pretty high. We 
made some errors in the fifth 
set, too. But I’m proud of them. 
For a team to come back being 
down 2-0 two matches, in the 
state semis and finals, speaks a 
lot about their character.”

Cottrill tried to make defen­
sive adjustments on the fly, but 
it seemed Milana was able find 
the floor enough times despite 
making 14 hitting miscues.

“The third set, she made a 
lot of errors and that allowed 
us to get some easy points to 
give us some momentum,” 
Cottrill said, “but in the end 
she was just hitting around our 
block, hitting over our block 
and that’s pretty tough to de­
fend. It was that and, coupled 
with our errors, especially the 
fifth set.”

Novi senior libero Jordan 
Massab paced Novi’s pesky 
defense with 23 digs.

“(Massab) played really 
well,” Cottrill said. “Serve- 
receive is what she struggled 
with at times during the sea­
son. She was awesome tonight. 
She knew a lot of balls were

Five-set win placed Novi 
in first-ever Class A final

It’s still the middle of hunt­
ing season and the Novi vol­
leyball team is closing in on 
the big game.

The Wildcats, making their 
first Class A semifinal appear­
ance since 2007, earned a spot 
in Saturday’s championship 
final for the first time in 
school history with a stirring 
come-from-behind, 18-25, 
20-25,26-24,25-20,15-12 vic­
tory Friday night over Grand 
Haven at Battle Creek’s Kel­
logg Arena.

In the other Friday semi­
final, Romeo (44-8-1) dom­
inated Temperance Bedford 
(71-6-2) in straight sets, 25-14, 
25-23, 25-9, to set up Satur­
day’s championship final.

Novi, which improved to 
54-5-1 overall, appeared to be

heading home early after 
Grand Haven (53-9), featuring 
four players standing 6 feet or 
better, dominated the first two 
sets.

But in the third, the Wild­
cats were able to stay alive, 
taking the fourth set and clos­
ing it out in the fifth despite 
trailing 4-1 at the outset as 
junior outside hitter Paulina 
lacobelli recorded the game­
winning kill, her team-best 
21st of the match, to seal the 
victory.

Ironically, it was the first 
time all season that Novi had 
been down in a match 0-2 .

“I don’t think we’ve been 
ever down 0-1,” Novi third- 
year coach Jen Cottrill said. “I 
think we’ve always won the 
first set every match. A lot a 
character, a lot of fight. We 
work on it in practice, we do a 
lot of competition in practice 
to challenge us, to work and 
fight and have grit, grind it

Northville places ninth 

at MHSAA Division 1 meet

There was no sophomore 
jinx this season for North- 
ville’s Laura Westphal.

The lOth-grader successful­
ly defended her Division 1 
state title in the 500-yard free­
style with a clocking of 4:54.46 
at the MHSAA girls swimming 
and diving finals held Saturday 
at Eastern Michigan Univer­
sity’s Jones Natatorium.

Westphal, who captured the

title as a freshman with a time 
of 4:57.84, posted the top time 
in Friday’s prelims (4:58.42) 
and was able to overhaul Sa­
line’s Alex McPherson (4:55.25) 
and Farmington Hills Mercy’s 
Elysse Conn (4:57.89) in the 
final.

“We knew it was going to be 
a little closer than last year,” 
Northville coach Brian McNeff 
said.

I knew 
they wouldn’t be able to catch 
her after that. Her time was

history.”
Westphal also 

figured promi­
nently in three 
other events for 
the Mustangs, 
who placed 
ninth in the 
team standings 
with 102 points. 

Saline edged Mercy for the 
team title, 267.5-262, while 
Rockford took third with 202.5.

The Northville sophomore 
added a third in the 200 free­
style in 1:51.62, with Waterford 
Unified’s Maddie Wright tak­
ing first in 1:49.30.

“Laura had a great meet,”

as state champion
McNeff said. “We decided to 
put her in the 200 freestyle 
instead of the 200IM. We felt 
she could score more points 
that way. She was seeded 27th 
in prelims, so she really had to 
have a great swim to move up 
and she did. Getting third in 
that race was pretty impres­
sive.”

Westphal also teamed with 
Kelsey Macaddino, Alissa 
Moore and Gillian Zayan for 
fourth in the 200 freestyle 
relay in 1:38.55 (after going 
1:37.89 in the prelims).

He may be under the 
radar, but nobody could 
argue with the numbers 
Novi’s Emanuel Jackson 
put up this season.

The 6-foot-l, 175-pound 
junior, who possesses 
great acceleration, 
racked up 2,002 all-pur­
pose yards for the Wild­
cats while setting numer­
ous school records in the 
process. He is the all-area 
Player of the Year.

The second-year varsi­
ty player rushed for 1,061 
yards (8.0 per carry) and 
16 touchdowns, caught 43 
passes for 629 yards and 
five TDs and averaged 
34.7 yards per kickoff 
return with a pair of TDs, 
including one of 94 yards.

In a 50-33 win against 
KLAA Central Division 
champion South Lyon, 
Jackson had 410 total 
yards and three TDs, 
while also racking up 358 
total yards and three 
more TDs in a loss 
against state playoff qual­
ifier Westland John 
Glenn.

“Emanuel is a phenom­
enal player and even a 
better kid,” Novi coach 
Jeff Burnside said. “He’s 
a great teammate. No one 
knows about him outside 
of our division and be­
cause we’ve been down 
for too many years. And 
he doesn’t have the mon­
ey to get to camps in the 
summer.”

But NCAA Division I 
schools are also starting 
to take notice, as Jackson 
visited Michigan State on 
Saturday.

Jackson has made 
current Novi assistant 
and longtime head coach 
John Osborne a believer, 
according to Burnside.

“John says he’s the 
best he’s ever been 
around and we believe 
he’s a Big Ten talent,” 
Burnside said of the all- 
KLAA selection.

“She’s just a 
really, really talented player 
because she can move the 
ball around so well. And I 
think she shows a lot of lead­
ership with her team.

“We played pretty dis­
ciplined defense and we had 
done a lot of scouting, shot 
charts and where she hit the 
ball,” the Novi coach said.

W ildcats’ quarterfinal triumph sweet
Novi takes down 

Lapeer in three sets

Once again, Novi got contri­
butions from a number of dif­
ferent players Nov. 18 to con­
tinue its run in the Class A 
volleyball state tournament.

The Wildcats overcame a 
tense first set and moved into 
the state semifinals for the 
first time since 2007 with a 
29-27, 25-16, 25-22 quarterfinal 
victory over Lapeer at Midland 
Dow.

Novi, which improved to 
52-5-1, had four hitters with at 
least eight kills and four in 
double-digits in digs.

The reward was a date 
against Grand Haven, which 
advanced Wednesday with a 3-1 
quarterfinal win over Mason 
(see related story).

“We haven’t been there a lot 
and we’re traditionally a strong 
program, so it’s really nice all 
the work that they’ve put in,” 
Novi coach Jen Cottrill said of 
the semifinal berth. “They’ve 
been rewarded for it. It’s a 
great feeling.”

The Wildcats found them­
selves down 20-17 in the first 
set, but rallied to pull even at 
20-20 thanks to consecutive 
aces by Paulina Iacobelli.

After Lapeer (57-8-1) forced 
a set point at 26-25, Novi re­
gained the lead 28-27 on a key 
block by senior Olivia Brad­
ford. Freshman setter Erin 
O’Leary (38 assist-to-kills) then 
finished the job with a dink 
shot that touched the middle of 
the floor to put Novi ahead to 
stay in sets, 1-0.

During her two timeouts, 
Cottrill just tried to settle down 
her team.

“Just nerves, just trying to 
get them to calm down, take 
care of the ball a little bit bet­
ter,” the Novi coach said. “We 
gave them a lot of easy points 
and gave them some runs and 
momentum to stay in that 
game. But I think that we final­
ly calmed down over the last 
five points and started to rally 
a little bit more and make bet­
ter decisions and came out on

top. That was really the key to 
the match there, winning that 
first set.

It 
really got our options available. 
We move the ball around and it 
got our pin hitters going and 
our middles. It was really a 
team effort.”

The first set, however, 
proved to be a bit dicey, to say

the least.
“I was really nervous,” 

Bradford said. “We hadn’t seen 
Lapeer before. We hadn’t really 
heard much about them. We 
really didn’t know what to ex­
pect. We knew that they were 
big. They’re a good team. It 
was really nerve-wracking 
coming in playing a team that 
we’ve never seen before.

“They (Lapeer) have a pret­
ty good lefty (Morgan Woycik), 
an outside hitter.

Young Schoolcraft 
players getting used to 
the college basketball 
grind were taught a les­
son in what happens 
when assuming a game is 
well in hand.

81-71.

Glen Oaks (4-1) actu­
ally cut the gap to six 
points (88-82) with 46 
seconds remaining be­
fore Schoolcraft’s Lito 
Booth (23 points) made 
four consecutive free 
throws the boost the lead

back to 10.
“I thought our inside 

people played very, very 
well,” Mashhour said. 
“After the first eight 
minutes of the game, we 
did an excellent job o f ... 
keeping them off the 
offensive boards.

“We did quite a few 
good things.”

Mashhour cited the 
play of 6-foot-6 freshman 
forward James Pruitt 
(Westland John Glenn).

“He stepped up for us. 
This was his first game 
where he played quite a 
few minutes,” Mashhour 
said. “I thought he was 
terrific, did a lot of the 
intangibles, blocking 
shots, rotating defensive­
ly.”

Schoolcraft built a 
50-36 halftime lead, bol­
stered by back-to-back 
threes from the right 
wing by freshman for­
ward Marcus Williams 
(19 points, a team-high 
nine rebounds).

Booth, a freshman

Freshman forward 
Davon Taylor (seven 
points, seven boards in 18 
minutes), a Canton alum, 
went strong to the rack 
for a layup.

With the Ocelots’ 
quickness and aggres­
siveness paying divi­
dends, a steal by Taylor 
in the defensive zone led 
to a put-back by fresh­
man guard Ja’Christian 
Biles (15 points), making 
it 65-45 with about 14 
minutes left.

Level One Bank 
agrees to buy 

Lotus Bank of Novi
Farmington Hills- 

based Level One Bank 
has agreed to buy Lotus 
Bancorp of Novi.

The acquisition 
agreement follows the 
settlement of a March 
2013 lawsuit against 
Lotus Bank — with a 
branch in Farmington 
Hills — claiming that 
bank executives vio­
lated the Elliott-Larsen 
Civil Rights Act of 1976. 
In the suit, alleged ra­
cial behavior was 
claimed to have led to 
problems with a cus­
tomer’s commercial 
loan.

The final purchase is 
expected in the first 
quarter of 2015, result­
ing in combined assets 
of about $800 million, as 
well as nine banking 
centers in southeast 
Michigan.

The final purchase 
depends on approval 
from Lotus Bank share­
holders, as well as state 
and federal regulators. 
The boards of directors 
of both financial in­
stitutions have unani­
mously approved the 
purchase, which will 
include the acquisition 
of all Lotus stock by 
Level One.

The purchase is ex­
pected to strengthen 
Level One’s reach in 
Oakland County and to 
solidify its commitment 
to community banking,

Searles Fehring

according to Level One.
Patrick Fehring, 

president and CEO of 
Level One Bancorp, Inc. 
and Neal Searle, presi­
dent and CEO of Lotus 
Bancorp, Inc., issued 
the joint announcement 
Nov. 20.

Should the sale be 
approved, the merged 
bank will be one of the 
largest locally owned, 
independent banks in 
Oakland County.

“Lotus Bank’s entre­
preneurial culture and 
client base were closely 
aligned with ours, mak­
ing the acquisition a 
natural fit,” Fehring 
said. “This expansion 
will provide even great­
er capacity for us to 
serve our clients in the 
Oakland County re­
gion.”

An expansion of Can­
ton’s already-massive 
IKEA store has begun, 
with company officials 
predicting the 44,000- 
square-foot addition 
should open next summer 
and potentially create 
new jobs.

“New job opportuni­
ties will exist as the busi­
ness needs arise, as is 
always the case,” compa­
ny spokesman Joseph 
Roth said. “Long term, 
this project should result 
in more positions as sales 
continue to increase.”

Construction crews 
have started building the 
addition to the west side 
of IKEA at Ford and Hag­
gerty roads, a project 
adding nearly 15 percent 
more space to the 311,000- 
square-foot home fur­
nishings store.

IKEA Canton manager 
Matt Hunsicker has said 
the store’s success since 
opening in 2006 has 
ramped up efforts to 
extend the self-service 
furniture area “so it can 
hold more products and 
improve our customer 
shopping experience.”

Roth said exterior 
construction should be 
complete by spring, with 
the new section opening 
next summer on a site 
where IKEA demolished 
the former ABC Ware­
house store, which 
moved to the Ford-Mor- 
ton Taylor intersection.

Roth said the “primary 
purpose” of the expan­
sion is to create more 
space and increase avail­
ability of the company’s 
products. Canton is home 
to Michigan’s only IKEA 
store and draws custom­
ers from neighboring 
states and Canada.

Roth declined to say

how much of an invest­
ment the IKEA expansion 
means for the store, 
which has some 300 em­
ployees.

“As a privately held 
company,” he said,
“IKEA does not discuss 
finances publicly.”

Growth plan
The area being ex­

panded includes space 
where shoppers collect 
flat-packed furniture to 
take home to assemble. 
The project also includes 
rearranging the custom­
er service section and 
improving the home- 
delivery area.

IKEA’s plans came 
with a $250,000 gift as 
Canton inches toward 
improving traffic-snarled 
Ford Road. Long term, 
the Michigan Depart­
ment of Transportation 
has said the stretch of 
Ford Road in Canton, 
which has some of the 
state’s highest-crash 
intersections, could po­

tentially be transformed 
into a boulevard.

Roth, meanwhile, has 
said IKEA’s plans to ex­
pand the Canton store is 
an indication it will re­
main the company’s only 
Michigan store for the 
foreseeable future, call­
ing it “a great location 
and a great community.”

In other development 
across the street, Canton 
Marriott Hotels has con­
firmed it plans to build 
two new four-story hotels 
northeast of the Ford- 
Haggerty intersection 
after demolishing the 
aging America’s Best 
Value Inn & Suites.

Officials say the new 
hotels, with a combined 
178 rooms, could open by 
late next year. Mike Ab- 
dulnoor, regional man­
ager for A&M Hospital­
ity, has said the new ho­
tels will complement two 
others already on the site.

Holiday sales 
forecasts blend 
optimism, caution

Michigan retailers 
expect better holiday 
sales this year, their fore­
casts a blend of optimism 
and caution, according to 
the Michigan Retail In­
dex, a joint project of 
Michigan Retailers Asso­
ciation and the Federal 
Reserve Bank of Chi­
cago.

While 63 percent pro­
ject better holiday sales 
over last year, the aver­
age of all retailers’ pro­
jections comes to plus-1.6 
percent. Nearly a third 
(28 percent) expect their 
sales to increase more 
than 5 percent and 35 
percent anticipate their 
sales will rise 5 percent 
or less.

Nationally, retail or­
ganization economists 
are forecasting holiday 
spending to increase 
about 4 percent.

The Michigan Retail 
Index found improved 
sales for September. The 
monthly survey of MRA 
members showed 53 
percent of retailers in­
creased sales over the 
same month last year, 
while 35 percent record­
ed declines and 12 per­
cent reported no change. 
The results create a sea­
sonally adjusted perfor­
mance index of 62.1, up 
sharply from 46.0 in Au­
gust. A year ago Septem­
ber the Index stood at 
52.8.

Looking forward, 60 
percent of retailers ex­
pect sales from October 
through December to 
increase over the same 
period last year, while 18 
percent project a de­
crease and 22 percent no 
change. That puts the 
seasonally adjusted out­
look index at 73.6, up 
from 70.6 in August. A 
year ago September the 
Index stood at 76.3.

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Toyota Throws Down for Hydrogen, Races EV
Makers Like Tesla

W ill the new  Toyota Mira! really bring the “fu tu re”?

Let the race 
to the future  
o f  autom otive  
t r a n s p o r t a t io n  
begin! Each side  

all-e lectric  
veh ic les like  
T eslas, versus 
hyd rogen -fu eled  
u p c o m i n g  
m od els — is 

su sp icious o f  the other and there are 
even  aspersions, w h ich  m akes the 
w h ole  com petition  m ore fun. A nd  
the stakes cou ld n ’t be higher.

T he gauntlet has b een  throw n by 
Toyota as it h yp es and ram ps up 
introduction o f  the hyd rogen-fuel- 
cell-p ow ered  n ew  car ca lled  M irai 
— Japanese for “future” -  that 
it un veiled  this w eek  at the L os  
A n g eles auto show. O nly  a relative  
few  w ill  b e  available in itia lly , and 
th ey ’re a im ed m ain ly  at C alifornia  
at first. Still, the m ove is noth ing  
less  than w hat Toyota ca lled  a 
“re-im aginat[ion] o f  the future

o f  m ob ility” akin  to the big bet it 
placed  on g as-e lec tr ic  hybrid early  
last decade, w h ich  gave us the Prius 
franchise.

M irai w ill  feature a fu el stack  
that fits under the front driver and 
passenger seats and provides up  to  
153 horsepow er, acceleratin g from  
zero to 60  m ph in n in e  seconds. 
A n d  M irai w il l  be able to serve  as a 
m obile3  pow er generator in ca se  o f  
em ergency.

A b le  to get up to 3 0 0  m ile s  on a 
tank o f  hydrogen that can  be  refilled  
in  five m inutes, M irai represents 
“a turning point in autom otive  
history,” Toyota CEO A k io  Toyoda  
said in  a v id eotap ed  statem ent 
for the launch. “A  turning point 
w here p eop le  w il l  em brace an 
environ m en ta lly  fr iend ly  car that is 
a pleasure to drive.”

E laborated Toyota C hairm an  
Takeshi U ch iyam ada, according to 
Forbes.com : “Prius paved the w ay  
by dem onstrating to m ainstream  
buyers that the future in m ob ility

w ou ld  include e lectric  m otors. The 
g as-e lec tr ic  hybrid tech n o lo g y  in  
the first Prius b lazed  a n ew  trail, 
that m any critics said  cou ld  not 
be blazed . T he hydrogen  fu el cell 
tech n o lo g y  in  the n ew  M irai w il l  do  
the sam e.”

Toyota’s case  is  based  on se llin g  
the n ew  $ 6 0 ,0 0 0  M irai b eg in n in g  
next year in itia lly  in  C alifornia, 
w here strict e m issio n s standards 
and associated  financial credits have  
b egu n  to encourage the tech n o logy  
over battery-pow ered e lectric  cars. 
T oyota its e lf  has soured on  a ll­
e lectr ic  veh ic les in the few  years 
sin ce  it forged a partnership w ith  
T esla to supply the battery packs for 
an E V  version  o f  the RAV4 SU V , 
w h ich  is b e in g  d iscontin ued , and  
then tacked hard tow ard hydrogen  
veh icles.

O ther autom akers, including  
H yundai and C hevrolet, a lso  have 
b een  develop in g  and dem onstrating  
hydrogen-pow ered  veh ic les for 
years. H onda actu ally  is probably  
furthest along after Toyota, though  
the com pany ju st said that it’s 
pu sh in g  back the introduction o f  
its ow n  such m odel to 2016 or so  
b ecau se  it n eed s all en g in eerin g  
hands on  deck right now  to deal 
w ith  the fallout from  the Takata air­
bag debacle. Pow er-train supplier  
B o sch  said  fu e l-ce ll v eh ic les  w ill  
be com m ercia lly  v iable by 2025  in  
the U S .

A m on g  the other advantages  
o f  hydrogen is that it ty p ica lly  is 
produced by breaking dow n natural 
gas, w h ich  is in creasin g ly  abundant 
— and cheap — in the U n ited  States.

A nd hydrogen pow er can be ea sily  
sca led  up to larger v eh ic le s , even  
sem i-trucks, w h ile  larger battery- 
pow ered  v eh ic le s  at som e point 
don’t m ake sen se  b ecau se  th ey  need  
ever-bigger, h eavy  batteries ju st to 
pow er them . It’s the sam e problem  
that holds dow n  the range o f  EVs.

But i f  you  talk w ith  Tesla CEO  
Elon M usk, Toyota’s hydrogen- 
pow ered  dream  is actu a lly  a fantasy  
over w hat he ca lls  “fo o ls ’ ce lls .” He 
has noted the fact that hydrocarbon  
em issio n s currently are created by  
producing hydrogen fu e l (though  
the forces o f  hydrogen im ag in e  a 
future w here w in d  and solar pow er  
is  u sed  to produce hydrogen for 
fu el) and that the difficu lty  and 
cost o f  spreading an infrastructure  
o f  hydrogen supply and “hydrogen  
fillin g  stations” across the U nited  
States w ou ld  far outstrip the cost 
and ch allen ge that h e ’s currently  
addressing: estab lish in g  a critical 
m ass o f  e lectr ic-car  recharging

stations.

Turning to hydrogen pow er, M usk  
and others argue, w ou ld  sim ply  
rep lace one form  o f  “range a n x ie ty ” 
for another, as hydrogen-pow ered  
v eh ic les  cou ld  on ly  b e  refilled  at 
sp ecific  stations. EV s ty p ica lly  can  
be p lu gged  in  anyw here, though it 
can  take several hours to recharge 
them  depend ing on the current and  
equipm ent.

D esp ite  its recent problem s, 
it’s d ifficult to short T oyota’s bet 
on  hydrogen in part b ecau se  o f  
other b ig  w agers that it has w on, 
including not on ly  Prius but a lso  
its p ion eering creation o f  L exu s, 
in  the E ighties, w h ich  w ent on  to  
dom inate U S luxury-car sales.

O n the other hand, w e  all kn ow  
that you  don’t w ant to bet against 
E lon M usk either. B ut that’s sort 
o f  w hat Toyota did recently  w h en  
it reduced its ow n  m inor stake in  
Tesla.Toyota w ants  to rep lace EV p lug-ins w ith  this.

The phone call fake out

from  a friend. “You can a lw ays  

recruit a confederate w h o kn ow s  
that you  are trying to escap e  a situ­
ation ,” Slaughter says. “T hey can  
ca ll you  on  the phone and pull you  
into an ‘im portant con versa tion .’ 
Your ally  can a lso  rescu e you  d i­
rectly: ‘M ind i f  I borrow  Fred for  
a m inute? H e ’s need ed  on  the other  
side o f  the room .’”

T here’s nothing w orse than b e­
ing stuck in an awkward conversa­
tion at a party w ith no escape. After 
several painful m inutes o f  talking 

about the w eather and the latest 

football gam e, you finally blurt out, 
“I have to g o  to the bathroom !” and 
quickly run away.

You can find you rself in the sam e 
situation at a netw orking event. E x­
cept at these, you  have no choice  

but to act polite and professional, 
because important career relation­
ships m ay be at stake. C onversa­
tions can hit just as m uch o f  a dead 
end, and w ithout having a clear exit 
strategy, you  m ay w aste valuable  

netw orking tim e.
“The secret to ex iting  an aw k­

ward netw orking conversation is 
the sam e as the secret to getting out 
o f  anything you  d o n ’t want to do: 
preparation,” says R obby Slaughter, 
author o f  “T he U nbeatable R ecipe  

for N etw orking E vents.” F o llo w ­
ing this sage advice, here are som e  
tactics for escaping those uncom ­
fortable exch anges and com in g  out 
w ith your career connections intact.

The bait and switch

W ant to  g e t ou t o f  a c o n v ersa ­
tion  w h ile  still appearing h e lp fu l?  
Try h an d in g  the p erson  o f f  to  

so m e o n e  e ls e  w h o  is better sui 

ed  to  chat. “U s e  the d o w n tim e  

in  the co n v ersa tio n  to  ask  the  
p erson  w h at th ey  are h op in g  
to g e t  fro m  th e n etw ork in g  
e v en t, and fa c ilita te  an in ­
troduction  to so m e o n e  e lse  

w h o  can  h e lp  th em ,” says  
K risti H e d g e s , e x ec u tiv e  
co a ch , lead ersh ip  d e v e l­
op m en t con su ltan t and 
author o f  “T h e  P o w er  o f  
P resen ce .” “For e x a m p le , 
i f  th e y ’re lo o k in g  for  a jo b ,  

in troduce th em  to  a recruit­
in g  friend  or  so m e o n e  w h o  has  
ju st fou n d  a jo b . W h en  th ey  are 
situated , y o u  can  w arm ly  e x c u se

y o u r se lf  in  order to  ca tch  up w ith  
so m e  other fo lk s  th ere.”

The concerned 
conversationalist

W h en  y o u ’v e  reach ed  the  
p o in t o f  n o  return in a netw ork in g  
c o n v e rsa tio n , m ak e en d in g  the  
co n v ersa tio n  about the o ther per­
so n  — h o w  y o u  m u st b e  k eep in g  
h im  from  other im portant p e o p le ,  

p la c es  or e v en ts . B u t b e  sure to  

c lo s e  w ith  a c lea r  parting sta te­
m en t so  th ere ’s le s s  o f  a ch an ce  
for  lin ger in g .

S h e i la  C . S h e l e y ,  p r e s i ­
d e n t  o f  S h e l e y  M a r k e t in g ,  
s u g g e s t s  u s in g  o n e  o f  t h e s e  
l in e s :

• “ You probably want to find a 
seat before they start the presenta­
tion. I  hope you enjoy it.’’

•  “You should get in that line for 
the bar before it gets too long, and 
I should go return a  call from my 
office. Nice chatting with you.”

•  “I ’m sure there are other 
people here that you want to meet, 
so  I ’ll let you continue your 
networking. Have 
a  nice even­
ing.”

The open-ended closer

A nother conundrum  that com es  
alon g  w ith  netw orking is the 
inev itab le  exch an ge  o f  business  

cards and the prom ise to keep  in  

touch . B u t w hat i f  you  d o n ’t really  

w ant to reconnect?  “I f  the other 
person w ants to continue talking  
later, but y o u  aren’t in terested, 
so m etim es you  can  respond as if  
you  assum e it is  a general expres­
sion  o f  interest and not a sp ecific  

request,” S h eley  says . “Y ou cou ld  
respond w ith  som eth ing  lik e , ‘Y es, 
it w as n ice  talking to y o u , too . I ’m  
sure w e ’ll run into each  other at 
another o n e  o f  these e v en ts ,’ or 
‘Perhaps our paths w ill cross again  

so o n  and w e  can talk m ore about 
that.’”

T he “It’s not y o u , it ’s m e ” ap­
proach T he risk y o u  run w ith  “the 
open-end ed  c lo ser” is  that y o u ’re 
still leav in g  the door sligh tly  open  

for another conversation . I f  you  

want to slam  it shut, try p lacing  
the blam e on your schedu le  or cur­
rent career situation.

S laughter g iv es  these tw o
exam p les o f  how  to be  

direct w ith  your  

rejection:

• “/  appreciate your offer to 
meet up fo r  coffee. But I  respect 
you and want to be honest: I 
already have a  trusted partner 
who works in real estate to whom 
I send all o f  my referrals. I ’m sure 
there’s someone in your network 
who has total confidence in your 
professionalism and does the same 
fo r  you.”

• " I ’d love to expand my net­
work, but I  am completely booked 
up right now with current projects 
and am not taking any new meet­
ings fo r  the next six months. I f  
<ou’d like to reach out to me in six 
months, perhaps we can get a  cup

o f  coffee then.”

The written rejection

M eghan Ely, networking
