Consent judgment

According to Barbara 
McBeth, Novi Deputy Commu­
nity Development director, the 
property in question is located 
on the northwest side of Novi 
Road, south of 13 Mile Road in 
between the Saratoga Circle 
and Howell's Walled Lake Sub­
division neighborhoods.

She said the property is also 
part of the Vistas of Novi 
Planned Unit Development 
(PUD), dated Sept, 16,1998, 
which identifies the property as 
Phase 10 Church/Cemetery Site.

New Toll 
Brothers 
condo

development 
planned 
for Novi

A new condominium devel­
opment is being planned for 
Novi that will be located ad­
jacent to the Ice Arena and 
Sports Club.

The Novi City Council (7-0) 
granted the request from Toll 
Brothers for a Zoning Map 
Amendment to rezone the 
property on the east side of 
Novi Road and south of 10 
Mile Road from Light Indus- 
trial/Office Service to Low 
Density, Low-Rise Multiple- 
Family Residential with a 
Planned Rezoning Overlay 
(PRO).

According to the concept 
plan, the property totals 20.9 
acres and Toll Brothers is 
proposing a 93-unit attached 
condominium multiple-family 
residential development. The 
parcels are currently made up 
of vacant land.

“This will be a high-quality 
development,” said Matthew 
Quinn, who spoke on behalf of 
Toll Brothers.

Quinn said the condos will 
be beautiful homes ranging in 
size from 2,000 to 2,600 square 
feet each. He said they will be 
similar to the townhouses at 
Island Lake. He emphasized to 
the Planning Commission ear­
lier this month that this devel­
opment will bring a good tax 
value to the city.

As part of the PRO, city 
administration said the un­
derlying zoning is proposed to 
be changed when Toll Broth­
ers enters into a PRO agree­
ment with the city, whereby 
the city and the applicant 
agree to tentative approval of 
a conceptual plan for devel­
opment of the site.

According to city admini­
stration, the PRO concept plan 
shows two on-site detention 
ponds, preservation of wet­
land areas along the site's 
northern and eastern property 
lines, a pathway connection 
through the site to future de­
velopment to the north and an

consent from 2002 grant­
ed Sandstone Associates 
Limited Partnership a 
judgment that totaled 
tens of millions of dol­
lars, including costs, 
interest and attorney 
fees. However, rather 
than enter into a finan­
cial agreement, Sand­
stone and Novi entered 
into one in which Novi 
waived its appellate 
rights and Sandstone 
received real property 
(about 75 acres) rather 
than the financial judg­
ment.

According to McBeth, 
the judgment gave the 
city the option to acquire 
the property for park 
and open space purposes, 
but the city declined to 
do so. Eventually, the 
property was acquired

through tax foreclosure, 
and the new owner is 
now looking to do some­
thing with the property 
other than a church or 
cemetery.

The judgment has 
never been amended. 
McBeth said the city and 
the property owners 
seeking relief would 
have to address one 
question if council had 
been interested in 
amending the judgment: 
Who exactly has the 
authority to enter into an 
amendment to the judg­
ment on the property 
owners’ side.

“At the time the con­
sent judgment was en­
tered into, all of the 
property affected was 
owned by the original 
plaintiff in the case, 
Sandstone Associates 
Limited Partnership-A,” 
McBeth said in her re­
port to council. “Howev­
er, the properties have

been sold over time.”
Citizen, council and 
developer reaction

During the council 
meeting’s public com­
ment time, many resi­
dents from Saratoga 
Circle and Camden Court 
spoke out against amend­
ing the consent judg­
ment, stating that they 
had bought their homes 
knowing that the wood­
lands and wetlands 
would be protected for­
ever.

Patrick Tortora, the 
developer who bought 
the two parcels, spoke in 
favor of amending the 
judgment and request. 
He said the plan was to 
only build two simple 
homes and be careful in 
preserving the area.

Nearby homeowner 
Kelly Hough-Breen was 
one who spoke out 
against the request. She 
said the property was

meant to be for another 
more passive use rather 
than having two homes 
that would damage the 
natural setting that it is 
there currently.

In voting to deny, both 
Mayor Bob Get and Da­
vid Staudt, mayor pro 
tern, said they were not 
comfortable opening up 
the consent judgment/ 
agreement. Council 
members Andrew Mutch 
and Gwen Markham 
noted the wetlands prior 
to voting. Mutch said the 
judgment/agreement sets 
out that the property was 
not meant to have homes 
on it.

Tortora wasn’t too 
dismayed by the denial 
and said they would be 
back with anther plan 
that would be more con- , 
ducive to the property.

Dog Park to the south. 
Two access points (one 
will be a boulevard) are 
proposed off of Nick 
Lidstrom Drive.

City administration 
said a large part of the 
site contains contamina­
tion that must be miti­
gated for residential use. 
Toll Brothers intends to 
remove the affected dirt 
and construct a berm 
along 10 Mile Road with 
the fill.

A PRO requires the 
applicant propose a pub­
lic benefit that is above

and beyond the activities 
that would occur as a 
result of the normal de­
velopment of the proper­
ty.

To do this, Novi’s com­
munity development 
department said Toll 
Brothers has proposed 
the construction of a 
pathway for public use 
through the site from 
Nick Lidstrom Drive to 
the north property line 
for a connection to a 
future development to 
the north. Toll Brothers 
will also build an off-site 
pathway to the new Novi 
Dog Park and a connec­
tion to the existing path­
way along Nick Lidstrom 
Drive.

Pedestrian directional 
signage is also proposed 
along the pathways. Toll 
Brothers has offered to 
preserve the remaining 
on-site natural features 
with a conservation ease­
ment.

The next steps in the 
coming months will be 
the review of the prelimi­
nary and final plans.

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Holiday toy gifts can combine learning, fun

Sherry Attard came 
Monday, Dec. 1, to Ply­
mouth to shop for her 
2-year-old granddaughter 
at Genuine Toy Co. on 
Forest Avenue.

“I’m trying to find 
something that’s an origi­
nal toy,” Attard said. 
“Things (like) back when 
I was a child.”

At the toy and game 
store, Attard looked at 
dress-up outfits, a small 
piano she liked and pup­
pets. “Oh, it has every­
thing,” she said of Genu­
ine Toy Co. “And, of 
course, she loves stick­
ers,” another must-get 
purchase on Attard’s list.

Her daughter-in-law 
teaches at West Bloom­
field High School. “Her 
mom, of course, intro­
duces her to everything 
education­
al,” Attard, 
a Trenton 
resident, 
said of her 
grand­
daughter’s 
mom.

Parents, 
grandpar­
ents and 
others are out in droves 
these days in search of 
toys for children that 
combine learning and 
fun. Karen Paciorek, a 
professor of early child­
hood education at East­
ern Michigan University

and a Novi resident, has 
some advice for those 
shoppers.

“I am all about the 
toys that allow for cre­
ativity to flourish,” Pa­
ciorek, who served on 
the Northville schools 
Board of Education more 
than eight years, wrote 
in an email. “That means 
there are multiple ways 
to use the materials and 
the child can keep re­
turning to the material. 
Anything that has parts 
to put together many 
different ways, think 
blocks, magna tiles, 
straws and connectors, 
etc.”

In an interview, Pacio­
rek said there is a good 
variety of toys and books 
for kids. “There’s a nice 
selection for families 
that want to look a little 
bit,” she said. “I prefer 
the creative toys. Low- 
tech or no-tech that real­
ly require the children to 
put in some effort.

“These types of toys 
have been around for 
centuries and are pop­
ular for their ability to 
help children learn to 
solve problems,” she 
added. “The architect 
Frank Lloyd Wright’s son 
developed Lincoln Logs 
after spending most of 
his life around a master 
builder. These are time­
less toys and the ones 
parents and grandpar­
ents today remember 
from their childhood.”

Paciorek, the mom of 
two grown children, 
recommends the site 
amightygirl.com/

“Lots of good informa­
tion,” she said of the site, 
which helps parents and 
others avoid gender ster­
eotyping. “They have 
excellent recommenda­
tions for books, materials 
and anything needed to 
help raise strong, power­
ful women. I also like to 
recommend gifts that 
keep children active. So 
much of a child’s life 
today is scheduled phys­
ical team activity that 
play that is freely chosen 
is important to cultivate.

There are some great 
recommendations on A 
Mighty Girl under Toys 
and Outdoor Play.”

Paciorek, who earned 
her Ph.D. from Vander­
bilt University in Ten­
nessee, is a professor 
and program coordinator 
for Early Childhood Edu­
cation at EMU’s Depart­
ment of Teacher Educa­
tion in Ypsilanti. One 
recommendation she 
gives would be some 
gifts that spark creativ­
ity and curiosity. There 
are gifts in the creative 
arts where children are 
able to expand their cre­
ative side, she said.

“When we look at 
children developing the 
aesthetic or creative self, 
there are four different 
types of creative arts,” 
Paciorek said.

» Visual -  paints, 
stickers, pastels, clay.

» Performing -  dress- 
up clothes, puppets, mu­
sical instruments.

» Literary -  books, 
writing supplies, jour­
nals, a variety of pens.

» Usable arts -  kits 
for making something 
for themselves or as a 
gift, such as a pillow, 
scarf, woodworking, 
jewelry, container or 
basket, etc. or fabric, 
yarn for the child to 
create on his or her own.

Parents will want to 
encourage the child to 
explore by allowing a 
creating space, the pro­
fessor noted. That’s a 
place where the child 
can start to construct 
and then return later. So 
many parents make chil­
dren clean up after each 
play segment that good 
construction and creativ­
ity never has the oppor­
tunity to flourish. It’s a 
good idea to allow chil­
dren to put a string or 
piece of yarn around a 
work in progress and 
return to work on it later, 
she said.

“Books make wonder­
ful gifts,” she said. You 
can also keep a family 
journal, with such things 
as annual Christmas or

Hanukkah memories, fun 
to look back on years 
later.

“Those are wonderful 
memories for families to 
build,” Paciorek said. 
“Now everybody keeps 
everything online. A 
family journal is a won­
derful thing to keep.”

She added to watch 
age recommendations on

toys, which in some 
cases are wider to en­
courage sales when a toy 
may not be appropriate. 
“Find out what the child 
enjoys,” Paciorek said. 
“Children enjoy sharing 
what they do,” making it 
a good idea for parents 
to join in the fun.

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RCOC chair joins leaders backing senate road funding plan

Road Commission for 
Oakland County (RCOC) 
Chairman Greg Jamian 
last week joined a group 
of top leaders from 
Southeast Michigan at 
the Southeast Michigan 
Council of Governments 
(SEMCOG) offices to 
urge the state Legisla­
ture to support the road­
funding package passed 
recently by the Michigan 
Senate and supported by 
Gov. Rick Snyder.

In addition to Jamian, 
the group included De­
troit Mayor Mike Dug­
gan, Wayne County Exec­
utive Robert Ficano, 
Macomb County Exec­
utive Mark Hackel, SEM­
COG Executive Director 
Kathleen Lomako and 
numerous representa­
tives of county and local 
governments across the 
region, including Roches­
ter Hills Mayor Bryan 
Barnett.

All the officials pre­
sent urged the Legisla­
ture to move quickly to 
enact the Senate’s road­
funding proposal. The 
group also expressed 
concerns with a proposal 
passed by the Michigan 
House, which would 
divert revenue from the 
sales tax on gas from

schools and local commu­
nities to fund roads.

“We greatly appreci­
ate that both the Senate 
and the House have ac­
knowledged we have a 
road-funding crisis and 
are working to resolve 
it,” Jamian said. “Michi­
gan has not invested 
adequately in roads for 
more than 50 years, and 
the data is clear: Our 
roads are in bad shape. 
We need additional fund­

ing to repair Michigan’s 
roads, and we need it 
now.”

The plan approved by 
the Senate would convert 
Michigan’s 19-cent gas 
tax to a percentage of the 
wholesale price of gas, 
and would then increase 
that percentage from 9.5 
percent to 15.5 percent 
over the next four years. 
In all, the bill is expected 
to generate between $780 
million and $1.5 billion

per year by 2018.
The plan approved by 

the House would elim­
inate the 6-percent sales 
tax on gas, convert the 
gas tax to a percentage of 
the wholesale price and 
raise the percentage 
from 7.5 percent in 2016 
to 13.5 percent in 2021. 
Currently most of the 
revenue from the sales 
tax on gas goes to Michi­
gan’s schools and the 
state’s cities, villages and

townships through “reve­
nue sharing.”

The House proposal 
assumes state revenues 
will grow enough in com­
ing years to make up for 
the lost revenue for 
schools and municipal­
ities. However, if school 
revenues remain stag­
nant, the sales tax on gas 
would be reenacted and 
the increased road fund­
ing would disappear.

Jamian noted this

means there is no guar­
antee that road funding 
levels would be sustained 
under the House plan. 
“We cannot program 
road projects or plan 
future improvements 
without a consistent 
funding level,” he noted. 
He added that waiting 
two years for new fund­
ing, as would be the case 
with the House bill, is too 
long.

“We need this money 
absolutely as soon as 
possible to start fixing 
the roads,” he said.

The House and Senate 
are now in the process of 
naming a conference 
committee that will meet 
next week to try to find a 
compromise between the 
House and Senate bills 
before the two chambers 
are scheduled to break 
for the year at the end of 
this week.

“It’s imperative that 
the Legislature gets 
something done next 
week. If they fail to do 
that, we will start all over 
again with many new 
members in the Legisla­
ture in January, and the 
likelihood of getting a 
road funding solution 
anytime soon will be 
minimal,” Jamian said.

Retired Oakland County Road chief honored for his work
Former Road Commis­

sion for Oakland County 
(RCOC) Managing Direc­
tor Brent 0. Bair, who 
retired in 2011 after more 
than 34 years with the 
agency, was inducted 
Nov. 12 into the Michigan 
Transportation Hall of 
Honor.

The Hall of Honor, 
established in 1971, pub­
licly recognizes individ­
uals who have made an 
outstanding contribution 
to the development of 
Michigan’s highways, 
roads or public trans­
portation systems.

The Hall of Honor is a 
permanent display in the 
Michigan Department of 
Transportation (MDOT)

offices in the Van Wag­
oner Transportation 
Building in Lansing. In 
all, 83 people are recog­
nized in the Hall of Hon­
or.

Bair was recognized 
for his longtime leader­
ship in the field of public 
roads in Michigan as well 
as for overseeing RCOC’s 
implementation of a va­
riety of cutting-edge 
technologies. During his 
tenure, the Road Com­
mission developed the 
second-largest system of 
adaptive traffic signals 
in North America and 
became home to the high­
est concentration of mod­
ern roundabouts in the 
state.

“I am proud of many 
accomplishments of the 
Road Commission,” Bair 
said at the Hall of Honor 
induction ceremony 
Wednesday in Lansing. 
“But the thing that really 
hits home for me is that 
we reduced the number 
of people being killed 
every year in traffic 
crashes by more than 
100. That means 100 peo­
ple every year who are 
alive today in part be­
cause of the efforts we 
made at the Road Com­
mission.”

During his tenure at 
RCOC, Bair was a leader 
in a number of related 
organizations. He was a 
member of the board and

past president of the 
County Road Association 
of Michigan, was a 
founding member and 
past president of the 
Intelligent Transporta­
tion Society of Michigan 
(ITS Michigan) and was a 
board member and past 
chairman of the Intelli­
gent Transportation Soci­
ety of America (ITS 
America). He was also a 
member of the board of 
directors of the Traffic 
Improvement Associa­
tion of Michigan (TIA).

In addition, Bair was 
appointed by former 
Gov. Granholm to the 
Michigan Transportation 
Funding Task Force Citi­
zen Advisory Committee

in 2007 and was actively 
involved in the Act 51 
Study Committee during 
the administration of 
Gov. Engler.

Bair served as chair­
man of the Intelligent 
Transportation Systems 
Congressional Caucus 
Public Sector Advisory 
Committee, advising 
members of Congress on 
matters related to ITS.

In 2004, he was recog­
nized on the floor of Con­
gress for his election as 
chairman of ITS Amer­
ica. In Oakland County, 
Bair was a member and 
former chairman of the 
Oakland County Business 
Roundtable Transporta­
tion Committee.

Sure, we've got to 
make a profit but, funda­
mentally, we're here to 
help our customers, our 
employees and our com­
munity in any way we 
can.”

A 1979 graduate of 
Walled Lake Central 
High School, Shuman 
earned a B.A. with hon­
ors in accounting at 
Michigan State Univer­
sity in East Lansing in 
1983 and a J.D. in law at 
the University of Michi­
gan in Ann Arbor in 1986. 
Shuman’s grandfather 
sold Model T’s in Detroit 
and had a used-car lot, 
eventually opening a 
Ford dealership with 
Shuman’s father in 
Walled Lake in 1955. 
While Shuman worked at 
the store during high 
school, he chose instead 
to study law.

“I really didn’t want 
anything more to do with 
the automobile business 
probably because I want­

ed to prove to myself 
that I could make it on 
my own,” he said.

And he did, rising to 
partner in the law firm 
that he joined in 1986. By 
then, his father had al­
ready closed the Ford 
dealership and opened a 
Chrysler Plymouth store. 
In 1997, his father decid­
ed to retire and Shuman 
gave up his successful 
law practice to operate 
the dealership.

“The thought of the 
dealership no longer 
being part of the family 
was just unacceptable,” 
he said. “I just have an 
irrational emotional at­
tachment to the place.”

He later added Dodge 
and Ram and rebuilt the 
entire store.

“My dad is now 87 
years old and still occa­
sionally helps out at the 
dealership,” Shuman 
said.

Shuman is proud that 
his dealership has re­
mained in the small city 
of Walled Lake rather 
than move to a highway 
location.

“I'm the third-genera­
tion dealer,” he said. “I’m 
the one that is supposed 
to run the place into the 
ground. By successfully

growing and keeping the 
store in Walled Lake, we 
are able to keep support­
ing our local community 
as the Shuman family 
has done since 1955.”

And that support in­
cludes serving on the 
board of directors for the 
Walled Lake Schools 
Foundation for Excel­
lence, a group that facili­
tates, encourages and 
manages charitable con­
tributions to the public 
school district. He pro­
vided a contribution to 
create an endowment to 
help students who are 
experiencing financial 
challenges pay for per­
forming arts programs 
at three Walled Lake 
schools. Shuman was 
called on by the mayor to 
lend his leadership tal­
ents to the Walled Lake 
Downtown Development 
Authority, which mon­
itors and spends incre­
mental property tax 
income to improve busi­
ness conditions in the 
downtown area. The 
mayor also appointed 
him to the Walled Lake 
Library board, which 
oversees the operation 
and budget of the city 
library.

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Police: Be alert, stay safe when holiday shopping S i n g - a l o n g

You can’t elim inate 
the possibility of being a 
crim e victim  when out 
shopping, bu t common- 
sense tips from  police 
can reduce tha t likeli­
hood.

“M ake su re  you lock 
your car,” Cmdr. Dave 
Stasch of the Farm ington 
H ills Police D epartm ent 
said. He also u rges you 
to shop in nearby, well-lit 
a reas and to put shop­
ping packages and gifts 
out of site, “p re fe rab ly  in 
the  tru n k .”

P urses should be c a r­
ried  close to your body, 
said Stasch, who heads 
up the H ills A dm inis­
tra tiv e  B ureau, including 
crim e prevention. “M ake 
su re  you close your 
purse and ca rry  your 
s trap  across your body,” 
he said.

“If  you have a concern 
of a suspicious person, 
certa in ly  notify security  
or the police,” Stasch 
said. M en can ca rry  the ir 
w allets in a zippered 
pocket o r a fron t pants 
pocket, he said, to reduce 
chances of a pickpocket 
striking.

“These days, m ost 
park ing  lots a re  well-lit,” 
Chief Tom Tiderington of 
the P lym outh Township 
Police D epartm en t said. 
H e noted if  you see 
som eone by your vehicle 
upon your re tu rn , it’s 
advisable to go back to a 
populated a rea  such as 
the m all fo r help if 
you’re  fearfu l.

“Certainly you w ant to 
m ake your way back in a 
well-lit a rea ,” said Tide­
rington, who agreed  busy 
holidays can d istrac t 
som e shoppers. “A lot of 
tim es, people a re  preoc­
cupied. They lose track  
of th e ir surroundings.”

He said you should 
im m ediately lock your 
ca r doors w hen you get 
in, ra th e r  than  delaying, 
to m ake a call, fo r ex­
ample. “T hey’re  vul­
nerab le  a f te r  they  get 
inside the ca r if  the vehi­
cle’s not locked,” he said.

A greeing w ith such

advice is D eputy Chief 
Todd Adams of the West- 
land Police D epartm ent, 
who said, “One of the 
m ain things is to not 
leave your gifts in plain 
view.”

H aving your car keys 
in hand when re tu rn ing  
to your ca r is also vital, 
Adams said, “so tha t they 
don’t p resen t them selves 
as a ta rget. Pay attention 
to your surroundings,” 
he urged, and don’t tex t 
on your phone while in 
the parking lot. “They 
becom e a ta rg e t that 
way. Stay off the cell­
phone,” Adam s said.

“Don’t flash  your cash 
around,” he added. “Peo­
ple a re  w atching you.
You becom e an easy 
ta rg e t.”

Crim inals look fo r the 
easiest opportunity  when 
com m itting a crim e. 
Shoppers, women espe­
cially, can be vulnerable 
to such crim es as theft, 
robbery, and assault. 
These crim e prevention 
tips from  Canton police 
aim  to m ake shopping as 
safe as possible:

» Be a le rt and aw are 
of your surroundings at 
all tim es. Knowing who 
and w hat is around you 
can help you avoid being 
surprised . It also allows 
you tim e to reac t if 
som ething does appear 
suspicious.

» D isplay confidence. 
Crim inals choose the 
victim  who looks like the 
easiest ta rget. That 
choice is partia lly  based 
on th e ir  perception  about 
your abilities to reac t to 
an attack. If  you walk 
w ith purpose, scan the 
a rea  around you and 
m ake casual eye contact 
w ith o thers, you are  dis­
playing confidence.

» T rust your instincts. 
Your body will tell you 
when someone or som e­
thing is suspicious. If  
you have an intuitive 
feeling som ething is 
wrong, do not second- 
guess yourself. React 
im m ediately and take 
action to reduce your 
risk.

» C arry  only what you 
need. E x tra  cash, cred it

cards, checks, jew elry  
and o ther item s should 
be left at home. If  it is 
n ecessary  to ca rry  a 
purse, keep it in fron t 
and close to your body. 
Men should keep w allets 
out of back pockets, 
w here they  a re  easily 
stolen. C arry  w allets in 
fron t coat pockets o r use 
a m oney clip as an al­
ternative.

» Don’t be overbur­
dened w ith packages. 
C arrying several shop­
ping bags m akes you 
look vulnerable. R equest 
a store  to hold your m er­
chandise until you are  
finished w ith your shop­
ping. If  the store  does not 
o ffe r th a t service, place 
your purchases in the 
tru n k  of your ca r before 
you buy additional item s.

» Shop with others. 
The chance of being 
victim ized drops d ram at­
ically when you a re  with 
a companion. If th e re  are 
th ree  or m ore people 
together, the chance of 
being targ e ted  fo r crim e 
is 90 percen t less than 
when alone.

» Ask fo r an escort. 
M any re ta ile rs  have 
security  personnel. Ask 
fo r an esco rt to your 
vehicle if you a re  uneasy 
about venturing  into the 
park ing  lot alone.

» Be p repared . H ave 
your keys in hand when 
walking to your vehicle. 
The keys can be used as 
a defensive weapon and 
you will not w aste tim e 
try ing  to find them  when 
standing outside your 
vehicle. C arry  a  w histle 
or personal alarm . These 
devices will a le rt those 
around you som ething is 
w rong

» Plan ahead. Choose 
areas to park  w here 
lighting is good and ac­
tiv ity  is high. Be su re  to 
lock the ca r a t all tim es. 
M ost auto burg laries 
occur on cars that a re  
left unlocked.

“H ave a happy holi­
day,” said Farm ington 
H ills’ Stasch, noting his 
city  ra te s  well nation­
wide in safety  for com ­
m unities its size.

T iderington agreed

g rea te r  Plym outh, al­
though it holds no m ajor 
m alls, has few m ajor 
crim es. “I t ’s ex trem ely  
safe,” he said. “Very few  
if any incidents occur.”

If  you have a d irec t 
confrontation w ith a 
ro b b er who w ants your 
purse, you should give it 
up w ithout struggle, 
T iderington agreed.

W estland Shopping 
Center, a t Wayne and 
W arren roads, is a desti­
nation fo r m any shop­
pers th is tim e of year 
and all year. Adams said 
his departm en t has a 
good rapport w ith m all 
security : “We em ail back 
and fo rth  w ith (its d irec­
tor) regu larly  w ith issues 
a t the m all.”

W estland police pa­
tro ls a t the mall a re  also 
beefed  up for the holi­
days, Adam s said: “Ev­
e ry  large shopping cen­
te r  is going to have its 
problem s. We’re  very  
proactive.”

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FORGOTTEN HEROES
Military working dogs honored, revered at 

Michigan War Dog Memorial and cemetery

A general who had 
fought in the  K orean

War told a story  of a man 
and a dog.

As the sto ry  goes, as 
told by Phil Weitlauf, 
p residen t of the M ichi­

gan W ar Dog M em orial, 
soldiers accom panied by 
a G erm an Shepherd K-9 
partner, approached a 
bridge they  in tended to 
cross.

The dog sat down and 
wouldn’t  budge. Some 
soldiers forged ahead

and checked the  bridge. 
They couldn’t  find what 
was upsetting  the dog.
So, the  soldiers began to 
m ove out. The dog took 
two steps and again sat 
down. And again soldiers 
investigated.

This tim e, however, 
they  found explosives 
ready  to blow in the 
m iddle of the bridge. 
“The dog could h ear the 
w ires,” said W eitlauf, 
who spoke to the  X em ­
p la r Club on W ednesday 
in downtown Farm ing- 
ton.

“You can h ear these 
stories over and over 
again,” said the M ilford 
resident.

P erhaps little  known, 
K-9 m ilitary  dogs have 
long accom panied sol­
d iers on th e ir m issions, 
going as fa r  back  as 
W orld War I. W eitlauf 
and o ther ve te rans in 
2010 decided tha t the 
W ar Dog M em orial cem ­
e te ry  in Lyon Township 
— long ignored and in 
d isrepair — needed a t­
tention  and the resp ec t it 
deserved.

As they rolled up 
th e ir  sleeves and  began 
cutting  down overgrow n 
w eeds and grass, another 
50 residen ts, some ju st 
passersby, jum ped in 
and helped clean up the
2-acre cem etery  tha t was 
begun in 1936.

Thanks to Boy Scouts 
who conducted a survey, 
the cem etery  contains 
2,158 graves of dogs that 
have served, including 
Blizzard who died in 
1937 a fte r  he joined in an 
expedition to the A ntarc­
tic, as well as Sgt.
Sparks, a doberm an who 
passed  aw ay in 1947 
following four m ajor 
ba ttle  cam paigns.

By 2012, the cem e­
te ry ’s ow ner gave up the 
p ro p erty  to the M ichigan 
W ar Dog M em orial, an 
effo rt tha t is supported  
th rough the organization, 
donations, v e te rans and 
volunteers.

Each of the dog 
graves rep resen ts  a 
sto ry  of courage and 
sacrifice, W eitlauf told 
X em plar Club m em bers.

H e told ano ther story  
of a young soldier on his 
f ir s t  patro l in Vietnam. 
“H e was scared  to 
death ,” W eitlauf said.
But he survived tha t 
f irs t encoun ter w ith the 
enem y and then  had an 
idea.

H e offered  to be a 
hand ler for a  w ar dog, 
assum ing tha t would 
keep him  out of the line 
of fire. U nfortunately, 
the young m an didn’t

realize tha t when you are  
the handler of a scout 
dog — you’re  back on 
patrol.

Sure enough, the sol­
d iers w ere headed into a 
rice  paddy. The dog 
stopped cold ju s t a split 
second befo re  a m ortar 
landed and in ju red  his 
handler. W hile the  fight­
ing continued, the dog 
not only w ouldn’t leave 
the in ju red  m an, he 
dragged  him  to cover 
and saved his life.

“They will bond with 
you and p ro tec t you with 
th e ir  lives,” said Weit­
lauf, who was accom pa­
nied to the X em plar Club 
w ith his dog, Siva, an 
am bassador fo r the War 
Dog M em orial.

“This is som ething we 
have to acknow ledge and 
resp ec t them  for,” he 
continued.

The use of dogs as 
scouts isn ’t lim ited to 
recen t conflicts. In 
World War I, dogs w ere 
used as m essengers, 
accom panied am bu­
lances and w ere tra ined  
to find  w ounded soldiers. 
“T here  w ere v e ry  few  
reco rds kept then ,” Weit­

lau f said.
But in World War II, 

dogs played a large role, 
including leading and 
p ro tecting  soldiers in the 
jungles of the Pacific 
battles. In 1942, the U.S. 
governm ent put out a 
request fo r “Dogs for 
D efense,” asking A m er­
icans to donate th e ir  dog 
fo r the w ar effort. M ore 
than  20,000 dogs w ere 
donated.

Some 15,000 soldiers 
w ere saved by w ar dogs, 
while 10,000 lives w ere 
saved in Vietnam. In 
K orea, 28 dogs saved 
som e 3,000 lives. At the 
sam e tim e, a sm aller 
percen tage  of the dogs 
w ere killed in action.

In World War II, of 
2,800 dogs, 250 w ere 
killed in action and 250 
died from  disease or 
heat exhaustion. In Viet­
nam  w here 4,000 dogs 
w ere used, 550 w ere 
killed in action and 300 
died due to the heat. 
“They a re  A m erica’s 
forgotten  heroes,” W eit­
lauf added.

We say the sam e thing every  y ear about this 

tim e, and we always hope som eone’s paying a tten ­
tion: If  you celebrate this holiday season with a 
drink  in your hand, don’t take it on the road.

We join with voices from  organizations like 
M others Against D runk D riving and local law en­
forcem ent agencies — but is anyone listening?

When M others Against D runk D rivers 
launched the ir red  ribbon cam paign in 1984, 897 
lives w ere lost on M ichigan roads as a resu lt of 
crashes involving alcohol (or 59 p ercen t of all 
tra ffic  fatalities). That num ber has dropped d ra ­
m atically over the years, but, as we see it, one al­
cohol-related death is one death too many.

In M ichigan, a blood alcohol concentration 
(BAC) of .08 or g rea te r is the level a t which a d riv­
e r  is considered legally intoxicated. A ccording to 
MADD; drunk driving fatalities w ith a .08 BAC or 
higher rep resen ted  28 percen t (259) of all total 
tra ffic  deaths in M ichigan in 2012. T here was a  to­
ta l of 5,471 alcohol-related crash  in juries and 
10,014 alcohol-related crashes in which the BAC 
was .01 or higher. The taxpayer subsidy of drun­
ken driving fatalities was $1.3 billion.

Predictably, driving danger is higher than av­
erage during holiday periods. The U.S. National 
Institu te  on Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism re ­

ports tha t 40 percent 
of traffic-related  
deaths during 
C hristm as and New 
Y ear’s involve drunk 
drivers.

This week police 
agencies around the 
country have 
launched the N a­
tional Highway 
Traffic Safety Ad­
m inistration’s 
“D rive Sober or Get 
Pulled Over.” Due to 
the increase in 
drunk driving-relat­
ed fatalities around 

the holidays each year, law  enforcem ent agencies 
will be out in force through Jan. 1 actively search­
ing fo r drunk drivers.

The facts are  grim: in D ecem ber 2012 there  
w ere 830 people killed in crashes involving at 
least one d river or m otorcycle operator w ith a 
BAC of .08 or higher; 26 of those deaths occurred 
on C hristm as Day. On average, a th ird  (31 p er­
cent) of all crash  fatalities in A m erica involves 
drunk driving. But on C hristm as day 2012, the p e r­
centage jum ped to 36 percent.

You th ink it can’t happen to you, of course. You 
know it can’t, because you’re  not a drunk driver. 
But consider this: th ere  is the sam e am ount of al­
cohol in one regu lar b eer (12 ounces, 5 percen t al­
cohol), one glass of wine (5 ounces, 12 percen t al­
cohol), one glass of fortified  wine (3 ounces, 20 
p ercen t alcohol) and one shot of spirits (1.5 
ounces, 40 percen t alcohol).

Four drinks will elevate blood-alcohol level of a 
160-pound m an to 0.09, which is legally drunk in 
Michigan. T hat’s four 12-ounce beers, glasses of 
wine or four shots of hard  liquor. A 140-pound 
woman hits the sam e level w ith ju s t th ree  drinks.

With a 0.02-0.03 BAC, you could experience a 
loss of coordination, feel a slight euphoria and loss 
of shyness, and be mildly relaxed and maybe a lit­
tle light headed. With a 0.04-0.06 BAC, there  may 
be some m inor im pairm ent of reasoning and 
memory, a lowering of caution. Your behavior 
m ay becom e exaggerated  and em otions intensi­
fied.
__ With a 0.07-0.09 BAC, you will probably believe 
tha t you are  functioning b e tte r  than you really  
are. There will be slight im pairm ent of balance, 
speech, vision, reaction tim e and hearing. Your 
judgm ent and self-control a re  reduced and cau­
tion, reason and m em ory are  im paired.

I t’s the holidays, and w e’re  not saying adults 
shouldn’t drink. By all m eans celebrate  the holi­
days; those who choose to drink  should drink re ­
sponsibly, and don’t drive a fte r  you’ve been drink­
ing.

And w e’ll keep saying it until w e’re  sure every ­
body’s listening.

Big third quarter leads 
to lopsided 52-19 win

It was like try ing  to solve a 
riddle during the firs t five 
m inutes of the gam e Friday 
night for the N orthville girls 
basketball team.

The host M ustangs w ere 
still looking fo r the ir f irs t field 
goal when sophom ore guard 
Jessica  M oorm an finally ended

the stalem ate w ith a steal and a 
layup to m ake the score 4-2.

Walled Lake C entral’s 
m atch-up zone defense created  
problem s to sta rt, but by the 
end of the th ird  q u arte r the 
riddle had been solved as 
N orthville pulled away from  a
21-10 halftim e lead w ith a 17-1 
th ird -quarter run  and cruised  
to a 52-19 victory.

“T hat’s typically what Cen­
tra l does,” N orthville coach 
Todd Gudith said of the zone. 
“Rob (Schopf) (Central’s 
coach) took a  few  years off,

but now he’s back, so they’re  
running the sam e s tu ff he’s 
always run. And he gets his 
kids to run  it well. And it ju st 
took us awhile to get going. We 
had a lot of shots a t the rim , 
ju s t didn’t  m ake them  early  in 
the firs t quarter.”

The M ustangs, who shot 
only 8-of-28 the opening half 
(28.5 percent), needed to swing 
the ball around a little m ore 
and resu lted  in a 31-point sec­
ond half.

Q: I live in a subdivision  
and I w a n t to  consider set­
ting  up solar panels on m y  
property. The subdivision  
restrictions say th a t I need to  
get permission from  th e  as­
sociation. W hat do you th ink  
I should do fo r starters?

A: F irst, you should check 
your local laws, including your 
m unicipal ordinances, reg a rd ­
ing the installation of solar 
panels. Sec­
ond, you 
should review  
your associa­
tion’s a rch itec­
tu ra l guide­
lines and de­
term ine what 
kind of ap­
proval you 
need to get 
from  the asso­
ciation. Third, you should in­
sure that your property  is pro­
tected  during the installation 
w ith adequate w arran ties giv­
en by the installer once you get 
approval. Fourth, m ake sure 
you work w ith your roofing 
com pany to m aintain the w ar­
ran ty  tha t m ay be in place; 
and, fifth, see if th ere  is any 
sta te  requirem ent regard ing  
solar rights. M ichigan does not 
have solar righ ts provisions 
and does not specifically dis­
cuss these issues in reg a rd  to 
com m unity associations, or, for 
that m atter, individuals.

Q: W e have a large com­
m un ity  run by our coopera­
tiv e  and there  are some so­
cial clubs in th e  com m unity. I 
am  on th e  board o f th e  coop­
erative  and am  som ew hat 
concerned about there  being  
some confusion ab ou t poten­
tia l liab ility  fo r  th e  social 
clubs. Do you have any sug­
gestions?

A: It is im portant to make 
and reco rd  a c lear distinction 
betw een any social club and 
the cooperative. You need to be 
able to show that the clubs in 
your com m unity are  not spon­
sored by the cooperative or 
operated  by it. The cooperative 
needs to be able to show a sep­
aration of operations and fi­
nances. Ideally, to m inim ize an 
cooperative’s liability, the club 
should becom e properly  in­
corporated  as its own entity, 
adopt its own bylaws, m aintain 
separate  financial records and 
add separate  bank accounts, 
and the cooperative should 
requ ire  yearly  docum entation 
regard ing  the independence of 
tha t club from  that of the coop­
erative, including the club’s 
legal nam e, cu rren t bylaws, 
m em bership lists, insurance, 
licenses, proposed activities, 
and an annual certification  by 
the club acknowledging com­
pliance w ith all legal and tax 
requirem ents.

“We need to get rid o f the 
w ords ‘active’ versus ‘passive,’” 
says K assandra Barnes, research 
and content m anager at Career- 
Builder. “They ju s t aren’t relevant 
words in the job-search landscape 
anym ore.” Barnes is referring to 
the findings o f CareerB uilder’s 
and Inavero’s 2012 Candidate 
Behavior Study, w hich highlights 
the behaviors and perceptions o f 
today’s job seekers.

One o f the survey’s m ajor 
findings was that, em ployed or 
unem ployed, the vast majority 
o f workers are alm ost always 
seeking new  opportunities. O f 
the 1,291 workers nationwide 
who participated in the survey, 77 
percent said they were either ac­
tively searching for a new job  or 
open to new  opportunities, and 35 
percent said they begin preparing 
for their next job  w ithin weeks 
o f starting a new one. W hen it 
comes to frequency, 71 percent 
o f workers said that searching 
for new opportunities is part o f 
their regular routine, whether or 
not they’re em ployed, with 27 
percent searching as frequently as 
once a week.

These findings w eren’t unique 
to any particular demographic 
segm ent. W orkers o f both genders 
and across various incom e levels, 
generations and backgrounds 
reported sim ilar attitudes and 
behaviors.

How employers should 
treat all job candidates

G iven these findings, em ploy­
ers should stop thinking o f job 
seekers in terms like “passive”

and “active,” since a majority 
o f workers are constantly on 
alert for new job opportunities. 
Instead, em ployers who want 
to hire more effectively should 
focus less on finding passive job 
seekers, since m ost workers are 
casually browsing opportunities 
and em ployers at any given time.

Why employers run into 
hiring roadblocks

The other danger in using 
these labels is that it can inadvert­
ently derail the employee search, 
causing em ployers to m iss out on 
perfectly qualified w orkers. “Em ­
ployers tend to think of active 
and passive candidates in terms 
o f bad and good,” Barnes says. 
“Yet passive candidates are not 
necessarily better than active can­
didates. If  anything, they might 
even be less ambitious or willing 
to leave their current company.” 
Employers do them selves a dis­
service by ignoring the active 
candidates who have shown inter­
est in their companies.

“Think of recruitm ent in terms 
o f running for political office,” 
Barnes says. “W hy would you 
try to sway a Republican to be 
a D em ocrat — or vice versa — 
when you should really focus on 
re-energizing your base popula­
tion?” For hiring m anagers, their 
base is active job seekers, so it 
only works against them  to ignore 
or discredit this group.
