- Novi officials expect that 1979 will be
\*he year in which the development of
wrie So-called peripheral properties
around the Twelve Oaks Mall will begin
to take place.
Although the vast majority of the
commercial development will occur
within the shopping mall itself, the
overall development plan also calls for
g§ditional commereial development on
Hie peripheral properties.
The peripheral properties are defined
as those parcels of land which are
located between the ring road which en-
circles the mall and the two external

1S

roads — Novi Road on the west and 12
Mile on the north,

The original shopping center plat
showed a total of 18 lots” on the
peripheral property. That does not
necessarily mean, however, that the
reglonal shopping center will be sur-
rounded by 18 stores on the north and
west sides,

By splitting the 18 original lots, there
could be considerably more stores. In
fact, there could conceivably be as
many as 72 stores since each indlvidual
lot can be split as many as four times,

At least one of the original lots has
already been split by the developers

and now contains three different stores.
Sherwin’s Shoes and La-Z-Boy Chair
are presently open and doing business

on the first of the 18 peripheral proper- -

ties. A Denny’s Restaurant is currently
under construction on the same lot,

Three additional site plans have been
approved by the Novi Planning Board
at this stage of the development of the
peripheral properties, '

McDonald’s Restaurant is open and
doing business on a lot located im-
mediately west of the 12 Mile entrance
to the shopping center.

Site plans have also been approved by
the Novi Planning Board for a Newton's

These buildings and the culture they
represent to the Soviets is for the peo-
le, Karevich said. Since the museums
and buildings belong to the people the
museums are kept up so the people can
visit them and enjoy the material
possessions which are theirs, according
to Karevich, '

Overall, her impression of the coun-
try was “drab” and ‘‘very blah,” she
sald. There is a lack of creativity,
which she noticed in the Soviet ar-
chitecture.

Karevich said architects had been
brought to the USSR from other coun-
tries and their work had either been
rebuilt or copied. “Nothing s original,”
she said. -

The quality of the workmanship in the
country is very poor and Karevich said
she believes it is because the people
have no incentive to do better. She said
it Is evident they are all of one class and
they have no reason to try and improve
their work.

She blames the lack of incentive on
the state. From her impressions of the
country she said she did not believe the
Soviets have responded to the idea of
working fo. -the state and therefore
working for themselves.

The people also seemed unhappy,
Karevich said, They nevir smile, at
least never jn public. In fact, when one

of the group wanted to take a picture of
one of their guides the girl agreed but
said she could not smile “because no
one would recognize me as a Russian,”
she told the group.

The group also was amazed at the
Tines of people found everywhere
throughout the cities, Karevich said.
The people formed lines, waiting
quietly and patiently, to get inside
even jewelry stores and toy stores.
Mothers stood in lines with thelr
children waiting to try on winter coats,
and even the children were quiet and
orderly as they waited, Karevich said.

Her attempts to mingle with the
Soviets were frustrated hecause none of
them would talk te her, Karevich said.

Side trips to shops made in hopes of
striking up a conversation to learn

about the people, revealed only that
they would not talk to outsiders.

“They don’t talk because they don't
know who you are and they don't trust
anybody,” Karevich said. She explain-
ed that police and military personnel
are everywhere. She said in Leningrad
alone there are 2,000 police and 20,000
militia,

Police stand at every major intersec-
tion In little roofed booths with windows
on three sides. Each window has a win-

Furniture Store to he located off Novi

Concerns over the theoretical
possibility that the reglonal shopping
center could be surrounded by as many
as 72 additional stores led the Novi City
Council to adopt a lot split ordinance
last September,

The ordinance prohibits the splitting
of platted lots without the approval of
the city council,

In some respects, adoption of the lot-
splitting ordinance could be viewed as
an indication that the city council had
lost a degree of confidence in Dayton-

Hudson which was responsible for the .

development of the peripheral proper-

ties at that time.

Whereas the council at one time had
assumed an attitude of “if you can't
trust Dayton-Hudson who can you
trust,” - adoptlon of the lot split or-
dinance would seem to indicate that the
council had decided that even Dayton-
Hudson has to be watched carefully.

Dayton-Hudson’s real estate branch
is no longer in charge of the develop-
ment of the perlipheral properties. That
responsibility was passed on to The
Taubman Company at the same time
that Dayton-Hudson divested itself of
its mall management responsibilities.

The changeover in responsibilities for
both management of the mall and
development of the peripheral proper-
ties occurred in October.

Officials with The Taubman Com-

pany reported last week that they
presently have no hard and fast plans
for the development of the rest of the
peripheral properties, ‘
One of the items which they will be
taking a careful look at is the lot-
splitting ordinance, :
Another item which will receive
careful serutiny before the formation of

-additional development plans is the ci-

ty’s new Planned Development (PD)
Optlons.

At this point, nobody really knows
what will happen with the rest of the
peripheral properties. At least nobody
is saying what will happen in the way of
development on the parcels.

Officials from The Taubman Com-
pany state only that they are for~
mulating plans while reviewing the cl-
ty’s newly adopted ordinances.

Census takers report
poor citizen response

The holiday season is causing real
problems for census takers who are try-
ing to update population figures for
Novi. At this point city officials are not
sure how long it could take to complete
the special count.

Pat Loder, of the city clerk’s office,
said the census takers are having an
unusual amount of difficulty finding
people at home, possibly due to the
holidays. She also reported some people
are not cooperating with the census
takers. |

Some 21 census takers have been go-
ing door to door since Monday,
December 18, asking questions concer-

ning the number of persons living in -

Novi househ.:Ids and the employment of
residents, They also are asking where
residents lived before moving to Novi

* and how long they have lived in the city.

When no one answers the door to rés-
pond to the questions a card is left on
the door, which requests the census.in-
formation. Residents are asked to leave
the card taped to the door with the in-
formation requested, so it can be picked
up the following day. *

The cards are being removed by the

residents, but they are not being return-
ed with the requested information,
Loder said. The census taker must con-
tinuously return to the home until the
information is posted on the door, she
explained,

By not filling in the cards, residents
are creating ‘“‘quite a problem,” Loder.
said. She asked residents to ‘‘please,
don't throw the cards away.” The
numerous call backs the enumerators
must make to the homes are slowing
the count, -

The cards left on the doors explain
that a census is being conducted in the
city under the supervision of - the
Secretary of State’s office and-it asks
for a list ot persons living in the home.
It further statzs that the information
must be divulged as a requirement of
the law,

If residents continue to ignore the
cards, the employees in the clerk’s of-
fice could be forced to start telephoning
people and using other tedious methods
to get the information, Loder said.

Some persons may be afraid to
answer their-doors during this time of
year for fear of having Christmas

presents taken, Loder surmised,
However, she said the census takers all
have credentlals, which residents can
request to see. The census counters also
are known by the police so residents
with suspicions can get verification
from them, Loder added. :
Another problem has arisen with per-
sons who are refusing to offer informa-
tion because they have heard the cen-
sus is'being conducted so Novi can ob-

tain more liquor licenses. Census .

takers have met persons who believe

the city does not need more liquor -

licenses as well as people who are

City to move offices

Novi city offices will be closed Mon-
day and Tuesday next week (January 8-
9) while municipal officials and
employees roll up their shirt sleeves to
pack records, equipment, and furniture
for the move into new facilities at the
corner of Ten Mile and Taft Roads.

Municipal offices are heing moved in-
to the uncompleted halt of .the Novi
Public Library. .

Skeleton crews will man the
telephone lines and conduct routine
business, but city officials are remin-
ding residents that few city records will
be available for inspection since most
of them will be packed away.

Assistant City Manager Alex Allie
reported that city offices will not be in
total operation and expressed the hope
that the city will not inconvenience
many citizens,

The move represents the first step in
a plan to consolidate all city offices, in-
cluding the police department, on the
160-acre site at the corner of Ten Mile
and Taft Roads, The former Fuerst
Sisters Farm was purchased by the
Novi School District several years ago
for the purpose of ultimately creating a
city-school complex. The new Novi
High School is located on a portion of
the property, while the remainder of
the site has been sold to the city and the
Novi Library Board.

Municipal offices which will be mov-
ed into the unused portion of the library
include the city manger, city clerk,
finance director, assessor, building and
safety department, and the water and
sewer division of the department of
public works. The move will bring
together city offices which presently
are scattered in seven different loca-
tions around the city.

The new municipal offices will com-
prise approximately 9,000 square feet
and cost approximately $246,000 to con-
struct. A city general obligation bond,
which was approved by the voters in
1977, will fund the construction of the of-
fices. ‘

Allie said the new municipal offices in
the library are slated to be compléted
and ready for occupancy by the end of
this week.

“The builders are just taking care of
detafls right now,” commented Allie.
“We have had some problems getting
cabinets and filing space, but we were

promised they would be completed by

January5b.” :

Novi is not employing the services of
a professional mover to relocate their
offices. Instead, city equipment, files,
and furniture will be carried to the new
facilities by the members of the DPW
staff, Allie reported that city personnel
will all be wearing blue jeans next week
to assist in packing up the trucks.

Each department is responsible for
moving its own equipment and files,
stated the assistant manager. The
packing process began at the end of
December with the’labeling of all
times scheduled to be transported to the
new facility. Allie said he hoped the
move will take no longer then the two
days which have been scheduled for the
transfer. The new offices are slated to

be open for business on Wednesday,
January 10, ‘

Allie also indicated that there are

some features of the new offices which.
will take awhile to get used to. The new
municipal offices utilize what is
called “open landscaping,” which
means that it has no closed doors. All
offices will be out in the open.

“There won't be too many secrets
which may be a good concept for offices
which are supposed to be open and ac-
cessible,” stated Allie, “We're looking
forward to see just how it’s going to
work,” : '

City officials also hope to increase the
efficiency of city employees by hr-
inging them together in one location.
Employees will gain time once spent
travelling from one office to another.

Other city agencies
to change locations

The move of Novi city offices from
their current location to new facilities
at the corner of Ten Mile and Taft Road
will eventually prompt the relocation of
some other city offices which are not
moving directly to the new municipal
site. 4
While the new police department is to
be constructed at the municipal site
during 1979, the current police head-
quarters will be moved from Novi Road
into the vacated city offices. Police of-
ficlals report they hope the move is
completed by the end of January.

Ground breaking for the new police
station is set for January. It will be
located one-quarter mile east of the
new high school on the municipal site, It
is hoped the department will be con-
structed within 12 to 14 months.

Police officlals sald moving twice
within a year will not cause any pro-
blems, and actually view it as a benefit,
The move is needed because the depart-
ment currently does not have enough
room, It is not a complicated move and
city and police officials do not an-

ticipate any problems.
“Moving into the vacated city offices

will give us a chance to implement

some new programs and get the pro-

blems worked out so we can slide right -

into the new department in good
sh?;e," Lieutenant Richard Faulkner
said.

During the next year the police
department hopes to be able to cen-
tralize its record keeping into one loc-
tion and transfer all of its outdated
records onto microfilm, Faulkner said.

Charter township status top story in Commerce

Commerce Township's top story of
1978 occurred in September when the
board of trustees voted to incorporate
as a charter township under a new state
law that protests the boundaries of cer-
tain urbanized townships, ending a
decade-long threat of annexation,

A group of Commerce residents in
1971 applied to the state boundary com-
mission for permission to become a
home rule city, a move designed to
block two anticipated annexation re-
guests by the city of Walled Lake.

Wolverine Lake Village residents,
also fearful of annexation, filed a
similar petition that later was amended
to include a portion of the township.

The boundary commission, however,
decided in 1972 that Commerce and the
village should be incorperated as one
city. Village officials challenged the
order in court, but an"Oakland Circuit
judge and the State Court of Appeals
upheld the commission,

Last January, the Michigan Supreme
Court refused to grant leave for further
appeal, prompting village residents to
lead a petition drive to force an election

on the cityhood question.The petitions
met state requirements, but, before the
election could be scheduled, the
legislature passed the new charter
township law and Commerce officials
took the first steps toward gaining pro-
tected boundary status.

An election on the cityhood issue still
must be held, according to Boundary
Commission Executive Secretary
James Hyde. The commission may set
the election date later this month or
early next month, he added, and the
balloting probably will be held this spr-
ing, '

Commerce Supervisor Robert Long
says he doesn’t think the cityhood elec-
tion will be a controversial issue, as
long as the township still qualifies for
protected boundary status.

Howver, some legislators have in-
dicated that they may attempt to
amend the charter township act in the
next session to incorporate recommen-
dations made last year by the gover-
nor’s task force on municipal boundary
charges.

The major difference between

general law and charter township
status is the township’s fiscul year. As a

general . law township, Commerce's

budget was adopted in April and ran
through the following March. As a
charter township, the fiscal year now
coincides with the January-December
calendar year. _

As a charter township, Commerce no
longer will have to hold an annual
meeting in April,

In addition to the possible amend-
ments to the law— some of which may
affect Commerce — another question
that will have to be answered this year
is the relationship between the
township and the village on tax collec-
tions and municipal services. Existing
law in this area Is rather vague, ac-
cording to Long and Township Attorney
Doug Chartrand. The township board
has asked the Michigan Townships’
Association at its annual convention
next week to call for legislation that
would clarify the issue,

Another highlight of 1978, according
to Long, was the approval in October of
a contract with Fleet Ambulance Ser-

vice to provide an advanced life support
unit in the lakes area.

Fleet officlals had said that the
specialized emergency service would
not be economically feasible in the area
without a government subsidy,
Wolverine Lake Village and Wixom
decided not to participate and Walled
Lake has not made a decision on the
program.

Commerce agreed to pay a $24,000 an-
nual subsidy for the service, in addition
to allowing Fleet to use Fire Station

Number Two as headquarters for the

unit, Township residents receive a $60
discount on the life support service,
while citizens of other communities
must pay the estimated $175 charge,
Other achievements of the last year,
the supervisor said, were the opening of

a hot lunch program, sponsored by the
Oakland Livingston Human Services
Agency, in the township hall; approval
of a lease agreement with the Huron-
Clinton Metropolitan Authority

(HCMA) for 115 acres of park land at

Benstein and Glengary that will be used
for ball diamonds; construction of a

shelter in Bicentennlal Park; the pur-
chase of a new fire truck; and the elec-
tion of two new trustees — Republicans
Bruce Enfield and Paul Collom — to the
township board.

The Southeastern Michigan
Transportation Authority finally ap-
proved the Oakland County Advance
Reservation Transit (OCART) system
which will absorb thé Lakes Area
Special Dial-A-Ride program, Long
noted, but ‘not before a disagreement
over funding of the existing van
threatened continuation of the service.

New housing construction in 1978 was
“a little more than the year before,”
Long said, adding that Commerce also
had “quite a lot of industrial growth'
primarily in three industrial parks.

Wolverine officials experienced busy year in 1978 *

Although Wolverine Lake Village of-
ficials spent a great deal of time last
year {rying to obtain state and federal
approval for a 50-percent federal grant
that would help pay for the proposed
lake restoration project (see story on
Walled Lake Page One), a number of
other issues cropped up.

In February, long-time Clerk Irene
Savich announced that she planned to
retire in August. A 19-year employee of
the village, Mrs. Savich had served as
clerk for 914 years.

The council in April hired Dolores
Schierlinger under the federal com-
prehensive employment and training
Act (CETA) as an administrative assis-
tant so she could learn the clerk’s job
prior to Mrs, Savich’s retirement.

Problems arose, though, in August
when Mrs. Schierlinger charged that
Council President John McLellan and
Administrator Bill 0'Brien promised
her a raise. Both'men denied the allega-
tion, and recommended that Mrs.

Schierlinger should be hired as clerk ef-
fective September i.

Six days after taking office, the new

" clerk was fired by the council following

a dispute with O'Brien. Mrs. Schierl-
inger called the administrator a liar
and said he couldn’t be trusted, O’Brien
said he couldn’t work with the new
clerk and Mrs. Schierlinger was fired.
Village officials hoped to hire another
new clerk under the CETA program,
but county personnel officials rejected

the move because of a hiring freeze
resulting from uncertainty over new
federal regulations for the programs.

Eventually, the council hired Donna
Thorsberg, a former Wixom city clerk
who worked for the 52nd District Court,
as the new clerk. Mrs, Thorsberg took
office Tuesday.

A petition drive conducted by village
officials and residents was carried out
in March to call for an election on the
state boundary commission’s order for
Commerce and Wolverine Lake to in-
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corporate as anew city,

After the petitions were filed, the
state legislature adopted a law that of-
fers boundary protection to townships
that meet certain urbanization criteria
and Commerce took advantage of the
measure by voting in September to in-
corporate as a charter township.

State officials say a cityhood election
still must be held — probably next spr-
ing —~ but township and village officlals
agree that there is little doubt that in-
corporation as a city will be rejected by
the voters now that Commerce is safe

- from annexation,

Councilman Dean Ratliff died
November 2 after a lengthy illness. He
had been appointed to the council in
1977 to fill a vacancy created by the
resignation of F. Robert Kaiser. Ratliff
also served a two-year term on the
council several years ago.

Gerl Matkowski, chairman of the
village’s zoning board of appeals, was
appointed to the council vacancy in
December,

Mrs. Matkowski's term will expire
following- the April -village election
along with the seats held by McLellan
and "Councilmen John Coxeter and
James Hall. Hall has said he won't run
for reelection, while Coxeter and

- MecLellan have indicated that they will

seek new terms.

Late in the year, the council also
made an offer of $64,000 to buy some 48
acres of Huron-Clinton Metropolt
Authority (HCMA) park land, Federa
community development funds will be
used to pay for the acquisition, if the
HCMA board of commissioners accepts
the offer. ‘

Other projects that may be com-
pleted or started this year include. wo.
on the commercial districts amena-
ment to the zoning ordinance and a pro-
posal to rewrite or revise the entire zon-
ing measure, .

The village planning commission has
worked on the commercial districts
plan for almost two years now. Un

Members of the library staff are mov-
ing ahead with a number of plans,
however, in advance to the compilation
of the results of those surveys.

One of the areas which the library

staff 1s investigating involves the ac-

cumulation of specific collections,

Mrs. Bish announced recently that
the library has obtained the start of
what will eventually become a com-
plete legal library, Librarians are also
looking at the possibility of compiling a
“religious” collection filled with the
works of major theologlans.

At the present time, city offices are
being transferred into the unused
“half" of the library. Long range plans,

however, call for the ultlnjate construc-

“tion of a new municipal complex. When
city offices are moved :out of the
- library, the library staff plans to be

ready to expand throughout the
building with the special collections
contained in special rooms.

Anather service currently being con-
templated by library officials involves
the implementation of a community
referral service, The library has
already hooked into the Michigan
Human Services Network and will

ultimately be-able to answer questions
and make referrals when individuals
call the library with spectal needs or re-
quests for assistance,

Yet another service contemplated by
the library staff involves special sec-

Other programs involve an extension
service in which the library reaches out
into the community. Library services
will be taken into the schools or out into
the nursing homes so that residents will
be able to utilize the resources of the
library without having to go to the
library, ,

“Novi is a dynamic, vital community

up around the major Mexican holldays
such as the “Cinco de Mayo” and a
community Information referral ser-
vice was set up in the library to serve
the Latino and the broad mosale of
ethnic groups living in that section of
the city.

“The referral service proved to be in-
valuable to the people who lived there
and helped make the library a vital part
of the community,” reported Evenhuis.
“Many of the questions sent in to us at
the library were quite literally ques-
tions of life and death.

“Where can I get food for my
children?”

“‘We've just arrived from Mexico and
don’t have clothing for the winter
weather, Where can I get boots so my
children don't have to wear sandals in
the snow?”

Two years after Evenhuis and his
group of workers arrived at Bowen,
utilization of the library had increased
three times and the utilization of
Spanish language materials had gone
up ten times,

It was his next assignment which
earned Evenhuis the recognitlon of the
State Legislature and national acelaim.

-He was assigned to the Duffield
Branch in 1975 — a dying inner city
library located in the heart of the 1967
riot area on Twelfth Street.

“Duffield was almost dead when we
got there,” recalled Evenhuis. ‘“‘People
didn’t even know where the library
was. The library was really in the post-
tion of being totally irrelevant to the
needs of the people.”

Evenhuis said that the situation was

. not as hopeless as it might have seem-

ed. The people had bright, active
minds, but had serious educational and
recreational needs which were not be-
ing met by the library.

The goal of the staff, he reported, was
to make the branch an indispensable
part of the community which provided
the services needed by the residents,

A survey revealed that 80 percent of
the students in the area’s elementary
schools had never checked a book out of
the library. Reading scores in those
schools had steadily declined for 10 con-
secutive years.

Instead of waiting for people to come
to the library, Evenhuis decided to take
thelibrary to the people.

Regular visitations were established
In the elementary schools, Staff
members introduced the books to the
students in the classrooms and arrang-

ed for them to be able to check out
books while still in school.

Additionally, members of the library
staff worked with educators to arrange
fleld trips to the library. Once the field
trips were arranged, library staff
members made certain that the library
was a center of activity where the

-children would want to return on thelr

own, :
“The results were almost too good to
be true,” reported Evenhuis.

“One year after we started the pro-
gram, the reading scores in the schools
went up for the first time in 10 years.
The motivation of the students for the
library was so high that teachers told us
they had a hard time teaching the
regular subjects,

“We discovered that our initial im-
pressions had been correct,” he con-
tinued. “The people In that area were
ready and hungry for the type of mental
stimulation that can be provided
through a library.

“The problem was not with the peo-
ple. The problem was that the library
had not been responding to the needs of
the people.” '

In addition to the work with the
schools, Evenhuls and his staff took
other measures to make the library
relevant to the entire community.

A grant-funded summer recreation
and nutrition program were establish-
ed; “Super Saturday’’ movies were set
up; and bookmaobile service was provid-
ed to nursing homes and senior citizen
centers,

Senate Concurrent Resolution 589 —
which was offered by State Senators
Jackie Vaughn and Patrick Mc-
Culiough — notes that the Duffield staff
“was able to stimulate the curiosity of
the entire. community, which soon
hecame enamored with the library and
its responsiveness and eagerness to
become a real part of people’s every-
day lives.”

Residential construction also was in
the news in 1978 as work began on the
98-lot Lakeland Hills Estates Subdivi-
sion on Decker Road, south of Maple,
and a Birmingham-hased developer
submitted site plans to the city plan
commission for a proposed 400-unit
apartment complex slated to goupon a
53-acre parcel behind the historic
Foster farm. }

City officials noted that the Lakeland
Hills subdivision is the last large single-
family residential development they
expect, while Planning Consultant Tod
Kilroy urged the commission to careful-
ly review the Foster farm plans
because that tract, too, is one of the few
remaining undeveloped large parcels in
the city.

In addition to plans for new construc-
tion, city officials and businesses also
started work on revitalization and
beautification programs for Walled
Lake.

The Walled Lake Action Committee
was organized late this fall to study pro-
posals for improving the downtown and
Maple Road business districts, and the
city heautification committee in Oc-
tober sponsored a tree-planting pro-
gram along Maple.

Decker Road was widened and im-
proved between West Maple and 14 Mile

roads and more safety paths were in-
stalled under the city’s allocation of
federal community development act
funds,

The council also authorized studies of
the city’s water supply and traffic pro-
blems. A draft copy of the traffic study

was released last month and city of- -

ficlals are expected to spend a good
deal of time this year discussing the
recommendations.

Expansion of city facilities also was
discussed last year and the council,
after failing to win federal funds to pay
for the projects, authorized the ad-
ministration to have plans drawn up for
additions to the city hall and library
and construction of a new fire hall. The
council still must find a way to pay for
the improvements.

Two new council members were ap-
pointed to the legislative body in 1978;
Don Lee was named in January to fill
the vacancy created in December 1977
by the resignation of Al Holdridge, who
moved to Arizonia, and Cameron Rose
was tapped in November for the open-
ing left by James L. Scott, who moved
to northern Michigan.

Although Scott and other city sources
sald his resignation was prompted by
the move, city auditors later charged
that the councilman may have been in
violation of the city charter because he
owed the city some $3,20 in unpaid
sewer tap, sewer debt and permit fees.

» City Manager Peter Parker later

reported to council that the debt was in-
curred when Scott converted his‘home
into a seven-unit apartment complex
without obtaining the required builiing
permits,

The U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency’'s (EPA) project officer in

-charge of reviewing Wolverine Lake

Village's application for a 50 percent
federal grant to help pay for the propos-
ed lake restoration program says he
hopes to set up a meeting next week
with state and village officials to
discuss a number of “‘unresolved pro-
blems"’ with th¢ restoration plan.

Doug Ehorn, a project officer at the
EPA's regional headquarters in
Chicago, said Tuesday that he has
prepared a list of questions and pro-
blems that village officials and the
Michigan. Department of Natural
Resources (DNR) will be asked to ad-
dress before a decision is made on
grant eligibility of the lake project.

After the as-yet-unscheduled meeting
with the DNR and village officials is
held, Ehorn said he will prepare a sum-
mary of findings, including a list of
potential problems with the lake pro-
ject.

“No grant offer has been made,” the
project officer said, ‘“‘and, frankly, I
don't see one coming in the next few
weeks.”

The EPA staffer said he has talked to
James Jardine, spokesman for the
Commerce Lakes Study Committee
(see story above), about the group's
concerns over possible impacts of the
restoration program on the lakes.
Ehorn said he requested a list of the
specific questions raised by the Com.
merce comittee but added that, based
on his conversation with Jardine,
“some of the questions (the committee)
posed were questions I have, too,”

The Commerce group has expressed
concern about the possible impacts of
the lake project, especially the
drawdown and freeze, on the
downstream area in terms of flooding,
silting and nutrient loading.

Earlier this year, the DNR recom-
mended approval of the federal grant
for the project and suggested that up to
10 percent of the funds (some $30,000)
should be made available to the village
for an environmental assessment of the
project.

In no way would we fault that
decision of the council. The deci-
sion to disband the bureau was
carefully thought out and based on
important financial and law en-
forcement considerations.

As a compromise, Mayor
Gaspare LaMarca last week pro-
posed that the council should ear-
mark one-eighth of an $8,000 urban
grant the city is expected to receive
from the state to the library fund.

Another major accomplishment was
the preparation of a Wixom Downtown

‘Revitalization Program. Objectives of

the program are to revitalize the
downtown business district through ac-
quisition, demolition, and physical im-
provements centering around an “old
village” theme which will encourage
additional redevelopment through
private investment activities.

The city has applied for a matching
60-40 grant through the Oakland County
Overall Economic Development Pro-
gram,

Bonczek is also concerned with the
mixture of industry, residential and
business activity in the downtown area.

There is a need for rehabilitation and
demolition of unsafe and dilapidated

The city has cur-
rently arrived at a plan to straighten
the intersection, Plans must be adopted
in accord with the City of Novi,
however, since the proposed straighten-
ing would involve a portion of Novi pro-
perty. :

Any progress on the project is wholly
dependent upon the resolution of the an-
nexation dispute between Novi and
Novi Township. The parcel in question
is currently a part of Novi Township
which is not in a financial position to
assist with the proposed improvement.

The pareel is slated for annexation to
the City of Novi which could assist with
the improvement. The annexation is
currently in litigation, however.

“The upcoming year could be an im- -

portant. one for Wixom,”’ commented
Bonczek. “We did a lot of preparation in
1978. We hope to realize the fruits of
that preparation in 1979.”

since the 1975 figures show the city
population figure at 14,485 residents
and estimates of the population today
run from 16,000 to 19,000.

If no special census were conducted
the city would have to wait until the 1980
census is certified and probably would
not receive any additional liquer
licenses until January of 1981.

With the additional liquor licenses ci-
ty officials hope to attract
developments which will serve the com-
munity’s need for banquet and meeting
facilities, rather than bars without din-
ing or other additional services.

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Honesty’s best policy
in seeding grapplers

Carl McBride, the highly successful wrestling
coach at Walled Lake Western, says they're a
“sore point" with him,

Randy Hyde, a former state champion and the
second-year mat mentor at Walled Lake Central,
considers them a part of the job.

And Russ Gardner, the irrepressible wrestling
coach at Novi, looks forward to them as a challenge
to his powers of oratorial persuasion.

What they're all talking about is the “‘seeding
meeting” — the ritual which precedes virtually
every high school wrestling tournament.

The coaches from all the schools get together
in a single room to rank the top wrestlers in each
weight class. The brackets are then arranged so
that the top two wrestlers in each weight class will
not meet each other until the finals.

Ostensibly, the purpose of the seeding
meetings is to make certain that the top two
wrestlers will meet each other in the finals,
Without the seeding meetings, there is always the
possibility that the best two wrestlers in any given
weight class could meet in the very first round.

When that happens, it *’kind of ruins the tour-
nament,” explains McBride. “The championship -
should be determined in the finals — not in the
preliminary rounds.”

But the seeding meetings are much more im-
portant than that. And they can play an important
part in determining the overall winner of the tour-
nament,

Teams receive “advancement” points for
every victory registered during the course of the
tournament, As a result, it is to the benefit of the
lt)eam to get as many advancement points as possi-

le. '

“What you try to avoid,” says Gardner, “is
having a mediocre wrestler take on the best

wrestler in the tournament in the opening round. If

you can get him seeded so that he doesn’t meet the
best wrestlers until the third or fourth round, then
you're’'going to get advancement points in the early
rounds which will help your overall team score.”

McBride, Hyde, and Gardner all agree about
the importance of the seeding process, And they
also agree that some coaches are less than 100 per-
cent honest while attempting to earn a high seed
for their wrestlers.

Basically, the seeding of wrestlers is almost a
mathematical process. If a coach believes his boy
should be seeded, he will put his name on the floor
and report his record. Previous experience s

- another key factor in seeding the wrestlers,

Returning champions and returning place win- '
ners in the same weight class are virtually ssured
of being seeded in a high position. Wrestlers who
qualified for the regional or state tournaments in
the previous year are alse assured of receiving a
top seed.

Gurdrer maintains that seeding can be an
“art” in some cases, however.

He estimates that 70 percent of the coaches
never say anything about their boys other than
reporting their records.

“You've got to lay some oratory on the
coaches,’’ says the Novi coach, “Let's say your boy
and another boy both have 15-3 records on the year.

“You can get your boy seeded higher if you tell
the other coaches that his three losses were all to
returning state qualifiers or that he’s really strong
and good on takedowns. The other coaches hear
that and it can make a difference if you really play
your boy up.” ‘

Even a narrow loss to a wrestler who is known
to be outstanding can be a point in favor of another
wrestler, says Gardner,

McBride also believes in commenting on the
quality of his boys. The Western coach says that
some coaches don't take seeding too seriously,

believing that a boy will eventually earn his "

rightful finish out on the mats. ‘

“That doesn’t necessarily work unless you
have a wrestler who is truly outstanding and is
head and shoulders above the rest of the field,”
maintains the Warrior mentor. ‘

“It's true that the cream will usually rise to the
top, but you're a lot better off if your boy doesn’t
have to meet the'other top boys in the same weight
class until the semi-finals and finals,”

With the importance of seeding a well-
established fact, some coaches have been known to
“cheat” in order to get their hoys seeded higher
than perhaps they ought to be. .

Hyde says that a coach can “cheat” by wrestl-
ing an easy schedule so that his wrestlers will have
good records. Along the same line, a coach may not
put his good wrestler in against an outstanding
wrestler from a different school.

*“You can move the boy up a weight class or
down a weight class or hold him out altogether so
that he doesn’t have to go up against a kid who is
going to put a loss on his record,” says Hyde,

Other coaches have been known to lie about the
record of an individual wrestler in order to get him
ahigher seed. : ,

McBride, Hyde, and Gardner- all caution
against this poiicy because of the possibility of get-
ting caught.

“These coaches read the papers and they know
who has lost to who,'" he says. “If somebody tries to
lie about records and gets caught doing it, his
reputation isn't worth much with the other
coaches.”

In the final analysis, the coaches agree that
honesty is the hest policy.

“A coach might push for one of his boys to get a
top seed, but there's always a day of reckoning
when the kids go out on the mats,’ notes McBride.

“If you say a kid should be seeded fourth and
he comes in fourth, you've done a fair and accurate
job. You've established a good reputation. The
other coaches remember that thenext time you tell
them where you think'gne of your boys ought to be
seeded.”

The reverse is also true. A coach who tries to
get his boys seeded higher than they should be

receives a reputation which will hurt him in the

future. -

A wrestler who gets seeded third, for example,
and finishes lower than that hurts the reputation of
the coach. The optimum situation is to have a boy
finish higher than the coach seeded him.

McBride recalls one wrestler who received a

| fifth seed and went on to finish second. It was a

good day for McBride’s reputation with other
coaches in future seeding meetings,

“It's possible to pull stuff every once in a
while,” says Hyde, *but the results of the tourna-
ment will be the final test.

“If a coach pulls a fast one on you and the kid
fishes out in the tournament, you're going to be on
the lookout for that coach from thenon.”

_If your feet are cold, put your hat on.
If that doesn't work, look to your
footgear.,

“Your feet and your head are pro-
bably the two most important parts of

the body to keep warm,” says Pauw.

Risk, Michigan State University Extel.-
slon specialist in park and recreation
resources. “Even at relatively high
{emperatures — around 40 degrees —
the average person loses 50 percent of

the heat his body produces if his head is
uncovered. At five degrees, you lose 75
percent. Oftentimes, covering your
head to conserve that heat will enable
to you to warm your own feet.”

That's not to say that it doesn’t mat-
ter what kind of footwear you choose for
outdoor activities in cold weather.
Selecting footgear appropriate to your
activity is very important in keeping
you comfortable.

The best type of boot for you depends
largely on whether youw'll be moving
around a lol or staying relatively still,
Boots for hiking and snowshoeing, for
Instance, need not be so thickly in-
sulated as boots for snowmobiling or
lcefishing. Hiking boots need gripper
soles of some sort and better foot sup-
port, -

The ice fisherman needs a boot
primarily for insulation. All it has to do
is keep his feet warm and dry while he's
sitting or standing on the ice. A hiking
boot, on the other hand, needs to sup-
port the foot and ankle and provide
good traction and protection against
briars. It should also be waterproof and
well enough insulated to keep the feet
dry and warm.

Boots are available with leather,
nylon and rubber uppers and a wide
variety of sole materials and textures.
Leather, lace-up boots were generally
designed for use under moderate
temperatures. Those with nylon uppers
and rubber soles tend to be warmer, but

they're a little floppy for snowshoeing
and similar activities.

Right now it's a status thing to wear
ankle-high mountaineering boots. They
have cleated soles, which are good for
clinging to parrow ledges, but their
steel shank makes them too inflexible
for comfortable hiking. They're also
very heavy and not insulated well
enough for cold weather use,

One of the warmest boots around is
the “Mickey Mouse’ boot worn by U.S.
troops In Korea. These boots are so
heavily insulated that it doesn’t matter
that the wearer's feet get soaked with"
perspiration. With any other boot, wet
feet means cold feet.

Molsture transfers heat away from
the body much faster than air at the
same temperature. It also fills up the
pores in insulating material, replacing
pockets of air in the material with
pockets of water. The more a boot acts
like a vapor barrier and prevents
motisture from escaping, the more like-
lylit is that your feet will get wet and|
cold.”

Anyone planning to be active out-
doors in cold weather should carry at
least one extra pair of felt inner boots
and a change of socks. Being able to ex-
change wet ones for dry can make the
difference between warm, comfortable
feet and cold feet or even frostbite.

For good traction, try cleats over any
other type of sole. It's like the dif-
ference between snow tires and slicks.
Corrugated soles are not recommend-
ed. The crosswise ridges allow the foot
to slip sideways.

Ankle-high boots are probably high
enough for most people under normal
conditions. Higher boots may be
necessary for keeping snow out or pro-
tecting the leg against briars or other
hazards. If snow is your only worry,
buy a pair of waterproof gaiters to wear
over short boots. ‘

When buying boots, as any other
footwear, be sure to wear the socks you
plan to use with them when you try
them on. Two pair are usually recom-
mended: a thin cotton sock with a thick
wool one over it. Two socks help in-

tation and the technical excellence of
his flilms have entertained audiences
from coast to coast.

career.”

During the summer, the Commerce
firefighters mow the lawn and tend a
nearby vegetable and flower garden.
“We do have visitors stop in now and
then, we read, and I have time to
study,” said Kabzinski. “But it sure is
‘quiet around here at night unless that
bell goes off.”

A bachelor, Kabzinski does his own

cooking, although he admits he's a far

cry from the “Galloping Gourmet.”
Most of the men, he added, bring food in'
from home-with meals prepared from a
sort of communal pot. “You.might say

call, the other guys enjoy a bite to eat
and nohody gets left out.”

A slow simmering of soup meat also
fits the firehouse duty schedule, says
Kabzinski, who-starts his pot early in
the day. Vegetable-and chicken soups
are most often on his menu, but for a
change of pace he offers a Scotch Hot
Pot made with lamb. \

Buying a lamb shoulder roast, Kab-
zinski uses the rib portion to make
barbecued ribs. His ‘‘secret” sauce in-

- cludes honey, soy sauce, Heinz 57 Steak

Sauce, garlic powder and butter. The

“chef” could offer no measurements
saying he combines everything unti] it
“tastes right.”

As in any soup, Kabzinski said long
cooking is the secret to its flavor. Ad-
ding boullion and salt and pepper to
taste, the firehouse cook adds hefty
chunks of carrot, celery, onion, potato
and cauliflower, simmering those in-
gredients until tender.

Because he's never too sure who’ll be
on hand for dinner, Kabzinski says he
seasons the broth lightly preferring to
allow the men to add their own finishing
flourishes.

When not on duty, Kabzinski lives at
home enjoying snowmobiling and
cross-country skiing. During the rest of
the year he's an avid motorcycle racer
and is always on hand to help his

riends with odd jobs.

Continuing his schooling, the young
fireman attends Oakland Community
College, Auburn Hills campus, taking
courses in emergency medical techni-

ques, Kabzinski hopes to become a cer-

titied basic emergency medical techni-
cian,

“The popular TV show ‘Emergency’
has been the biggest boon to the
firemen and their ability to react in an
emergency,” he said.

Viewing his rather lonely life Kab-

zinski said more people at the station .

would be comforting, but the group as it
is, is almost like a family.

“We really get to know everyone
under adverse conditions and we rely
on each other,” he commented as the
fire phone rang. “Duty calls,” he added
quickly.

good breakfasts

Two Michigan State University
researchers have discovered that, con-
trary to popular belief, the nation’s
children are eating breakfast, and a
nutritious one hesides.

Mary E. Zabik, professor, and Karen
J. Morgan, assistant professor in
MSU’s Department of Food Science and
Human Nutrition, obtained food intake
information from approximately 650
children ages 5-12 in 48 states. Parents
record their children’s food consump-

tion for all meals and snacks during the

third weekin September 1977.

Out of the group, selected to repre-
sent the United States’ population
makeup, the researchers found that on-
ly 1.5 percent of the respondents were
nonbreakfast eaters.

Those children eating breakfast were
divided into eaters of either pre-
sweetened or nonpre-sweetened cereal,
both types of cereal or noncereal

breakfasts most of the time. More than.

50 percent of those eating breakfast

were in the cereal eaters categories.

In general, the children sampled
were consuming approximately 430
calories at breakfast, out of a 2,322
average total day caloric intake.

The breakfast eaters were found to be
receiving adequate nutrition from the
foods consumed, with high concentra-
tions of vitamin C, B-12, magnesium
and protein. >

Nutrients found less frequently in
breakfasts were vitamin D, often ob-
tained from sunshine, and folic acid, a
nutrient that is often not measured in
commercially packaged foods. :

Children eating cereal for breakfast
were found to consume less fat and
cholesterol than the noncereal
breakfast eaters, who would be more
likely to eat foods like bacon and eggs.
The noncereal group averaged more
sodium and magnesium intake' at
breakfast.

The research team looked at the
sugar intake at breakfast and found it

was basically the same for all groups.
And, during the entire day, the amount
of sugar consumed also varied little
among the sample. :

Similarly, when the contribution of
snacks to the day’s food intake was ex-
amined, the food scientists found very
little difference hetween nutrient in-
takes of the cereal eaters and the
noncereal eaters, ‘

Morgan and Zabik attribute the high
nutrient consumption by young
breakfast eaters, in part, to the
popularity of nutrient supplemented
cereals, which often provide 25 percent

* of the recommended daily allowance

for most vitamins and some minerals.

They plan to extend the study and in-
vestigate the nutrient intake of children
from low income families. They also
want to learn if any one segment of the
population is at a nutritional risk.

The researchers hope to conduct a
sintilar study of teen-agers’ nutrient in-
take from meals and snacks.
