areas from lndliridhal board members
who used a point system to rate his per-
formance.

Board members evaluated the
superintendent’s performance in board
relations, community relations, educa-
tional leadership and personal qualities
to be outstanding. He received a rating
of “acceptable” in the areas of staff
and personnel relations, business and
finance, and maintenance.

Board President Ruth Waldenmeyer
explained that many of the areas in
which Kratz received an “‘acceptable”
rating were actually just below the

Board debates
sport facility

The Novi School Board may soon
reach a decision on completion of the
high school athletic fields, which has
been stalled by a disagreement on fun-
ding for the projects.

The board has authorized the ad-
ministration to prepare.a recommenda-
tion concerning the completion of the
facilities for consideration at the next
school board meeting.

The controversial issue reared its
head again last week after the board
was informed it would be better to
"postpone bidding on a fence to surround
a previously approved track uniil a
deciston has been made on completion
of the entire athleti¢ facilities. :

“If we go further with the: athletic
facility the fence would be different,”

Assistant Superintendent William Barr

told the board, “It will be more ap-
propriate to discuss fencing after mak-
ing a decision whether or not to go fur-
ther with the facilities.”

An eight lane track, six tennis courts
and drainage for the athletic facilities
have been approved by the board.
However, it has stopped short of ap-
proving - completion of the athletic
fields, which would involve construc-

tion of a concession building, lights and
bleachers.

About $450,000 has been’ slated for
completion of the high school athletic
facilities, but beard members have
heen unable to agree on whether money
should be spent to complete the project.

The funds are from the Building and
Site fund approved by the voters in 1974,
Besides completion of the athletic
facility, the funds were intended to
cover construction of the new Novi High
School, remodeling of Middle School
North, construction of two new elemen-
tary schools, constraction of an add!
tion to Village Oaks Elementary, and
acquisition of future school sites,

“The school district already has com-
pleted the majority of the items on that
list including construction of the new
high school, one new elementary
school, the Village Oaks addition, and
the renovation of Middle School North,

However, the remaining $650,000 in
the building and site fund falls far short

- of the amount needed to construct a se-

cond elementary school. This fact has
split the board, with some members
believing the remaining funds should go

Loaded tdnker. dumps

gasoline in

A tanker loaded with 8,500 gallons of
gasoline from the Gulf Bulk Plant in
Novi overturned and spilled a portion of
its load at the Grand River-Haggerty
Road intersection at approximately
7:45 a.m, Saturday.

The accident caused the intersection
to be closed well into the day as
firefighters from Novi and Farmington
Hills sprayed foam on the gasoline to
reduce the possibility of fire or an ex-
plosion,

Detective Lieutenant Richard
Faulkner of the Novi Police Depart-
ment reported that -the accident oc-
curred while the driver of the single
tanker was attempting to turn south on-
to Haggerty Road from Grand River,
The truck had just been loaded at the
Gulf Plant. :

Faulkner indicated that the apparent
cause of the accident was a broken weld
which caused a protective fifth wheel to
break loose during the turning action of

the driver. No one was injured in the in-

cident. _

Minor damages to the tanker were
caused by the accident and gasoline
started to leak out onto the roadway,
said Faulkner,

The Gulf 0il Company dispatched a
vgecond tanker fo the scene and began
pumping the remaining gasoline from
the overturned truck. The News was
unable to reach Gulf Oil officials Tues-
day for a report on exactly how-much

" gasoline was pumped from-the truck -

and how much leaked out onto the road-
way. :
Representatives of the State Depart-
ment of Natural Resources (DNR)
were summoned to the scene to in-
vestigate the potential for environmen-
tal damage from the gasoline which

. was spilled in the accident.

The gasoline that was spilled from .
the truck was washed from the road-
way by the firemen into ditches along

Natural drainage in that area flows
into the Patnales Drain which leads into
Meadowbrook Lake and the Middle
Rouge system.

Faulkner reported that Gulf Oil call-
ed a resource recovery firm, Marine
Pollution Control, to supervise the
recovery of the material, Represen-
tatives of that firm worked until 10:30
p.m.

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Change in zoning law may aid Novi development

A new law approved by the Michigan
Legislature apparently has legalized
“contract zoning” in the state.

The new law — enrolled House Bill
4593 — was signed by Governor William
Milliken on January 11 and will become
effective March 1.

House Bill 4593 amends sections of
Act 207 of the Public Acts of 1921 which
generally relates to zoning procedures

including adoption and implementation
of land use criterion,

Of specific interest, however, is a sec-
tion of the new legislation which
legalizes “contract zoning.”

The term *‘contract zoning” is more
or less self-explanatory, In essence,
contract zoning involves the rezoning of
property for a specific, as opposed to a
general use.
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Prior to passage of House Bill 4593
contracted zoning was illegal in
Michigan, Planning commissions were
empowered to rezone land for general
land use designations (commerclal, in-
dustrial, or residential, for example),
but were prohibited by law from requir-
ing any more specific information
about a proposed land use.

In other words, planning commis-
sions were prohibited from requiring
any detailed information about a pro-
posed land use during deliberations on
rezoning questions,

Enrolled House Bill 4593 apparently
eliminates those restrictions-and per-
mits a form of “‘contract zoning.”

Specifically, the new law states that a
unit of government ‘“may require the
submission and approval of a site plan
before authorization of a land use or ac-

School board rejects
enrollment study bid

A study which would have supplied
additional information for projecting
future enrollment figures has been re-
jected by the Novi School Board.

The administration recommended
last week that the study be conducted
by Michigan State University to help
the district prepare enrollment projec-
tions. The university offers the use of its
data banks for $200.

Presently the district uses a com-
hination of methods to project enroll-
ment. This year it was -anticipated
enroliment would rise by 150 students,
though the district actually gained 18
students.

The MSU study looks at the grade-by-
grade enrollment of the district for the
past seven years and the number of bir-
ths compared to residents in the local
intermediate school district annually
hetween 1966 and 1977. It projects
district-wide K-12 enroliment through
the 1983-84 school year.

Superintendent Dr. Gerald Kratz told
the board that school districts are using
a number of different base figures to
determine enrollment projections.
Some estimate one student per
household, while others use eight-tenths
of a child per home.

“I don’t know how we can make ac-
curate predictions anymore,” Kratz
told the board.

Before the meeting Kratz explained
this is the first year the enrollment
predictions had so widely missed the
mark. He said the error was hased on a
number of different factors including
the fact that people are having less
children,

He also indicated that as the price of
homes in Novi continues to rise the per-

City Planning Consultant Charles
Cairns told the Novi Planning Board
last week that the new law had been ap-
proved by the governor and that he
would prepare a report on its implica-
tions after he has had an opportunity to
review the legislation in more detail, -

_ The new legislation is expected to be

particularly relevant to the develop-
ment of the area round the regional
shopping center and the implementa-
tion of the city’s Planned Development
(PD) Options, .

The PD concept was proposed
originally by Vilican-Leman as a tool to
encourage the assemblage of large
parcels of land in the regional center
area, The PD designation provides
developers with certain advantages
which are not available under more
conventional zoning designations.

Cairns originally proposed that the
PD concept be implemented as specific
zoning districts in the city’s zoning or-
dinance to be available only in the
regional center area,

The proposal to create PD Districts
was abandoned by the city council on

the advice of City Attorney Davl‘d
Fried. Since the proposed PD Districts
required submittal of slte plans as a
prerequisite to rezoning; Fried argued
that they came dangerously close to
“contract zoning” and were likely to he

ruled {llegal by the courts. %

As a result, the PD concept was in-
serted in the city’s zoning ordinance as
an option available to developers. Fried
argued that the site plan requirement
could be defended against legal
challenge if the PD concept was
available as an option which could ﬂ
chosen by a prospective developer,

Cairns told the planning hoard last
week that he would probably recom-
mend that the city amend its zoning
ordinance to offer the PD concept as a
specific district instead of an option,

The appllcatlon
was accepted for fil-

Councilman Tom Brookover, sponsor
of the resolution, said in November that
he didn’t feel the city had a legal obliga-
tion to participate in the drain clean-up,
but added that his proposal was aimed
at resolving potential problems bet-
ween the city and village.

Fire truck receives

first priority listing

The purchase of a fire truck has been
listed as the top priorty on Walled
Lake’s application for 1979 federal com-
munity development act funds.

City Manager Peter Parker said he
has applied for some $20,000 in federal
funds, although he has been informed
by representatives of the  Oakland
‘County Community Development Divi-
sion — which administers the program
- that more money might be available,

City council members agreed on the
need for a fire truck following two
public hearings called to obtain citizen
in-put on proposed uses,

No one addressed the council at the
first hearing on January 2 and, at last
week’s session, a volunteer firefighter
said he has offered to repair one of the
city’s fire trucks.

Also listed as priorities on the city’s
community development application
were housing for the fire trucks and
safety paths. In the last two years, the
city has allocated its federal grant
funds to the construction of safety
paths.

Parker reported last week that a new
pumper truck probably would cost
about $85,000, prompting Councilman
Walter Lewandowski to suggest that
the city should look into buying a U. S,
Navy surplus fire truck that meets ail
specifications. The Navy model has less
chrome and other frills, Lewandowski
said, and apparently costs about
$29,000.

Councilman Tom Brookover asked
for evidence that the city needs a new
fire truck and added that the manager
and fire department should report back
to council on proposed specifications
and cost breakdowns.

- The manager noted that a 1956 Ford
pumper. truck has required extensive

Developers of the proposed Lake
0'Woods apartments apparently have

Parker also said a study of
local fire departments conducted two

‘years ago by a Chicago consulting firm

concluded that Walled Lake needs
greater pumping capacity.

In a June 1978 report to council, then
Acting Fire Chief Robert Beagle Jr.

said the 1956 pumper has had transmis-  §

sion problems and burned oil.

“Due to the condition of the pump, it
will no longer meet underwriters’ stan-
dards,” Beagle wrote. “This along with
the age of the vehicle would disqualify
it from being rated by Insurance Ser-
vices Office (which sets fire Insurance
classifications). The loss of one pumper
from our department could cause our
town rating to jump which would mean
a rate hike in insurance premiums for
both residential and commercial
buildings.” *

Walled Lake also has a 1970 Ford
pumper and a 1967 four-wheel drive
Jeep that is used for rescue calls and to
fight grass fires.

Department spokesmen also have
said that the city needs an elevating
ladder unit in case of fires in large com-
mercial buildings, shopping centers,
schools, churches and some two-story
homes, in addition to the Walled Lake
Villa mid-rise senior citizens' apart-
ment building that is still under con-
struction. _

-Although the $20,000 federal grant
probably won't pay for a new truck, the
funds could be used as a down payment
or could be saved over a couple of
years, city officials said.

" representatives have indicated that the

fire truck purchase probably will be ap-
proved as long as the city can show the
need for the equipment to serve low and
moderate income residents.

Apartment complex
may be abandoned

Walled Lake officials balked at the
request for 55 taps, noting that a study
of the city’s water system was being
conducted.

The developers filed suit against the
city last March, seeking a court order
to comply with the earlier agreement.
The suit was dismissed last year by
Oakland Circuit Judge James S. Thor-
burn, but Haron filed a motion for
reinstatement of the case.

Walled Lake City. Attorney Paul
Bibeau said Monday that he is unaware
of any hearings on the motion for
reinstatement. He has told the city
council, though, that the suit, even if it
is reinstated, may become moot since
the developers have worked out an in-
formal agreement with the City of Novi
for capacity in the Novi-Walled Lake
wastewater treatment plant.

A formal agreement with Novi hasn't -

been approved yet, and Bibeau added
that Walled Lake would have to okay
the pact as a partner in the sewer
system,

2 : under the Freedom of Information Act,

Stokus originally requested a copy of
the contract from school ad-
ministrators, but was denied access to
the lnformation on the basis that
disclosure of the employment contract
would constitute “a clearly unwar-
ranted invasion of an individual's
privacy.”

That administrative decision was
supported by the Walled Lake Board of
Education at a meeting on December 11
when its members voted unanimously
not to release the contract.

That action was based in part on the
advice of Board Attorney Dennis
Pollard who noted that Dr. Sheldon had
entered into his contract with the Wall-
ed Lake Schools in 1971 — five years
before the Freedom of Information Act
went into effect.

Pollard stated that the agreement
reached between the board and the
superintendent in 1971 was that Dr.
S;hllaildon had an expectation of confiden-
tiality.

“I don't helieve the law would
supercede the contract,’”’ commented
the board attorney.

Pollard also suggested that the school
board could face the possibility of legal
action from Dr. Sheldon if it were to
disregard the confidentiality of the
original agreement and reveal the
terms of the contract,

Support for the board’s position was
expressed by Nancy van Leeuwen,
president of the Walled Lake Education
Association (WLEA), at the January 8
school board meetlng Mrs. van
Leeuwen’s statement also noted that ef-
forts (by Stokus) to secure a copy of the
contract should not be associated with
the WLEA.

Stokus was vice-president of the
WLEA at the time he first attempted to
secure copies of the contract. He
resigned that post last week, however,
in an apparent dispute with the union
leadership over his efforts.

Stokus stated that his efforts to
secure a copy of the contract were
made as a citizen of the school district,
not as a WLEA officer or member.

The complaint filed in circuit court
notes that the request for a copy of the
contract was rejected by the Walled
Lake School District on December 1 on
the basis that disclosure of said employ-
ment contract will constitute “‘a clearly
unwarranted invasion of an individual’s
privacy.”

The complaint also states that:

~the Walled Lake School Board is a
public body within the definitions of the
Freedom of Information Act;

~the document sought by Stokus is
not exempt from disclosure as a public
record under the Freedom of Informa-
tion Act;

—that the Waiied Lake School Board
has ‘“‘arbitrarily and capriciously”
violated the Freedom Act by refusing to
disclose or provide a copy of the public
document properly requested by the
plaintiff; and

—that the Freedom of Information
Act “mandates the defendant to pro-
vide plaintiff with a copy of the employ-
ment contract” between the Walled
Lake School Board and Dr. Sheldon.

Joseph Golden, the attorney
representing Stokus, rejected the argu-
ment that the contract was not subject
to the provisions of the Freedom of In-
formation Act because it had been
;legotlated prior to enactment of the

aw.

He stated that the Freedom of In-
formation Act has no provision for a
ugrandfather clause” which would ex-
clude the contract from public scrutiny.

Golden stated further that individuals
who choose to serve In the public sector
“can’t expect to hide the terms of their
contracts with a public hody from the
people who pay their wages — the tax-
payers.” -

Opponents of Walled Lake’s
economic development corporation
(EDC) ordinance have filed enough
valid signatures with the city clerk to
force an election on repealing the
measure, f the city council doesn’t
repeal the ordinance.

Clerk Ruby Lewandowski said
yesterday that she has certified the
petitions following the submittal of sup-
plemental documents. The original set
of petitions, filed on December 22, were
elght valid signatures shy of the
number required under the city charter
to bring the issue before the city coun-
cil,

Mrs. Lewandowski said she will pre-
sent the petitions to the council at its
next regular meeting on February 6.

Leaders of the petition drive,
however, have indicated that they may
request a special council session before
that date, As of yesterday morning, the
clerk said she had not received a re-
quest from the mayor or any council
members to call a special session.

Anti-EDC residents have said they
fear the developers of the proposed
Walled Lake Commons Kmart will re-
quest a special meeting of the corpora-
tion’s board of directors before the next
council meeting in order to obtain ap-
proval of a bond resolution and other
closing documents needed to complete
arrangements for financing the $3-

million department store, slated for

construction at Pontiac Trail and West
Maple Road.

Noting that the city charter provides
for referendary petitions to be submit-
ted to the council at its next regular
meeting, Mrs, Lewandowski said she
would request a legal opinion from the
city attorney if a special meeting is
called to accept the petitions.

So far, Walled Lake Commons has not
requested a meeting of the EDC board,
the clerk said, although developer
Stuart Frankel has asked to be notified
of the date of the meeting when the peti-
tions will be presented to the council.

Developers

Once the petitions are presented to
couneil, though, the city charter calls
for the ordinance to be suspended unt“’
its fate is decided. :

The council will have 30 days in which
to repeal the measure or determine that
an election must be held on the issue.
The election could be slated for the
November 1979 regular municipal
balloting or a special vote could be se
by the council.

Mrs. Lewandowski said she has been
informed by the city attorney’s office
that she has 15 days in which to certify
the supplemental petitions filed with
her last week.

The EDC opponents in December
submitted petitions containing 55®
signatures that called for repeal of the
ordinance. However, the clerk in-
validated 91 signatures for varfous
reasons and notified the residents that
they had 15 days in which to come up
with additional petitlons,

A total of 17 new names were turnegfs
in on the supplemental petitions las
week, the clerk said.

- The measure was adopted by the.
council in June and took effect in July.
Frankel originally brought the EDC
concept to the council’s attention and,
so far, Walled Lake Commons is the o

ly applicant for revenue bonds unde
the corporation,

Proponents of the measure say that
the. EDC helps encourage commercial
and industrial development by offering
bonds that may be sold at a lower mor-
tgage rate because the lending institu-
tion doesn’t have to pay income taxm
on the interest.

The lower financing costs offset
higher property tax levies, Frankel
said, as an inducement for new develop-
ment, There is no property tax break
under the EDC law, he added,

Critics of the ordinance say that th tp

The developers of a proposed 136-unit
mobile home park have filed suit
against the city of Walled Lake, seeking
a court order for the issuance of
building permits and other necessary
approvals,

Claiming that “it would be a futile
gesture to petition the city for a rezon-
ing” of the 26-acre site from light in-
dustrial to mobile home district,
developers -Forrest Hubbel and Ray
Petty also asked the court to declare
the city’s zoning ordinance invalid and
to enjoin city officials from interfering
with the development of the complex,
proposed for a parcel west of Pontiac
Trail and north of the Grand Trunk
Western Railroad,

The complaint, which was filed
January 3, has been assigned to
Oakland County Circuit Judge Francis
x.tO’Brlen. No hearing date has been
set.

Hubbel and Petty met with several ci-

ty officials last October to discuss the

proposed Renaissance Village mobile
home park.

In the suit, the developers say that
the reaction to their plans from all of
the Walled Lake officials was negative.
City officials also allegedly mentioned
several obstacles to the possible rezon-
ing and approval of the development.

“The clear message imparted by the
city officials,” according to the com-
plaint, ‘‘was that a rezoning would be
unsuccesstul, and the mayor specifical-
ly stated that even if a rezoning were
possible, the clty would not allow the
development of the mobile home park
without the paving of an additional lane
In each direction of Pontiac Trail for a
distance of approximately one-half
mile.”

In addition to Mayor Gaspare LaMar-

ca, others attending the October

meeting requested by Hubbel and Petty
included Plan Commission Chairperson
Ken Tucker, City Manager Peter
Parker, Planning Consultant Tod
Kilroy and other unnamed represen-

-tatives of the city. Named as defen-

dants in the case were the city of Walled
Lake, Building Inspector Earl Glasple,
who has been asked to issue the re-
quired permits, and consulting
engineers Johnson and Anderson, since
the firm must okay engineerlng an‘
other plans for the development. LA

The 26-acre site proposed for the
mobile home park is part of a 40-acre
parcel owned by Hubbel. According to
the complaint, the property has been
used for dumping and contains substan-
tial low and swampy areas that are
unusable for any purpose.

Further, the developers contend that
the property has limited access, is poor-
ly graded and generally is unsightly.
The proposal for a mobile home park,
they say, is the only economically feasi-
ble way in which the property can be
Improved.

Walled Lake city of-
ficlals should improve ac-
counting procedures for
recelving revenue collec-
tions and expending con-
tingency funds, - auditor
Frank Saluccl told the cl-
ty councl} last week.

According to Saluccl,

the city’s present collec-
tion system doesn't pro-
vide a double check on
receipts from bill
payments, especially for
the water system. He sug-
gested that a receivables
file or a cash register that
can enter receipts for dif-
ferent accounts should be
used,
. City Manager Peter
Parker said he plans to
correct the problem in the
1979-80 fiscal year.

In an October letter to
the council, the auditor
said the present accoun-

ting procedure ‘‘does not

provide a systematic con-

trol or an efficient means
by which common
mistakes may be
detected.”

The auditor also said
the city ‘has not been
depositing its cash collec-
tions on as timely a basis
as is possible,” and sug-
gested that deposits
should be made on a daily
or semiweekly basis.

As far as the contingen-

.cy account is concerned,

Salucci said the clty
should charge purchases
against specific line
items in the budget or
transfer funds from the
contingency to the proper
account,

Salucci listed 10 topies
in the October letter of
comments and recom-
mendations to the coun-
cll, but only mentioned
the revenue collections
and contingency fund at
the January 16 meeting,

The council unanimously
voted to accept the an-
nual financial report,

The report also showed
a surplus of $542 in the
1977-78 general fund
budget of some $1,065,600.
In the previous fiscal
year, the city incurred a
deficit of about $11,850
that reduced the fund
balance from $194,829 to
$162,979 as of July 1, 1977,

Saluccl also reported
that a surplus of some
$4,200 in the major street
fund reduced the fund’s
deficit to about $600 and
added that the local street
fund deficit increased by
approximately $5,800 .in
1977-78 for a total of some
$11,000 over the last two
years, mainly due to
maintenance costs, He
suggested that more
general fund monies may
have to be allocated to the
local street account in the

future to cover the higher
maintenance costs,

The llbrary fund had a
surplus of some $22,000
during the last fiscal year
for a total fund balance of
about $69,000, Salucci
sald. Library board

'members have indicated

that they are saving funds
each year In order to
come up with enough
money to pay for expan-
slon of the existing
library or construction of
anew facility.

Net income for the
water fund in 1977-78 was
$77,500, the auditor said,
an increase of some
$60,000 over the previous
year's net income,

However, the fund had
a deficit of approximately
$249,000 going into the
fiscal year, he said.

Water system costs
were about the same for

the second year In a row,
Salucci said. He added
that the city should con-
sider reducing debt ser-
vice on water bills, since
that account Is in good
shape, and apply the
millage toward operation
of the system.

Parker attributed the
dramatle increase in the
water system’s net in-
come to tap-in fees paid
by the developers of the
Walled Lake Villa senior
citizens’ apartment
building and cluster hous-
ing complex that is still
under construction on
Pontiac Trall.

The sewer fund had a
surplus of some $12,000,
Salucei said, which ls
close to the 1976 77 figure,
The fund is holding its
own, he said, and the
bonded debt account is in
good shape.,

Shopping center plans okay

Plans for a small con-
venience shopping center
on Pontiac Trail near
West Road received
preliminary approval
from the Novi Planning
Board last week.

Plans call for the con-
struction of two stores on
the 6.7 acre site. One of
the two stores will be a
Richardson's Farm
Dairy.

Also approved by the
planners were plans for a
branch of Michigan Na-
tional Bank on a 1.9 acre
parcel on the south side of
Pontiac Trail, im-
mediately east of the pro-
posed convenience shopp-
ing center.

Thomas Garity, owner

would begin.

.City .Planning Gonsul-

' tant Charles Cairns of

Vilican-Leman reported
that the proposed shopp-

ing center meets the
minimum requirements
of the Novi Zoning Or-
dinance with respect to
uses permitted in the B-2
(community business)
district,

Cairns called the plan-
ners’ attention to the fact
that the proposed com-
mercial center covers on-
ly a portion of the total
land area presently zoned
B-2,

He suggested that a
five-foot earth berm be
provided along the south
property line to screen
additional commercial
development to the south
from the rear of the
buildings and trash
receptacles in the
Richardson Farm Dairy
shopping center.

“The earth berm s not
a mandatory require-
ment because the zoning
districts are identical, but
we feel some attention
should be given to how
this development will
relate to further commer-
cial development to the
south,” advised Cairns,

Cairns told the planners

that the proposed -

Michigan National Bank
huilding also met the
minimum requirements
of the city’s zoning or-
dinance,

He noted that six park-
ing spaces were located
near the drive-in window
vehicular stacking area,
however. Cairns said the
six spaces could create
traffic problems unless

they were utilized strictly
for long term employee
parking.

The only other objec-
tion to the Michigan Na-
tional Bank plans was
raised by Planner Donald
Smith who noted that two
access drives were pro-
posed from Pontiac Trail
into the bank.

“Pontiac Trail already
carries a heavy volume of
traffic,” commented
Smith. “If there are two
access drives into the
bank and an additional
drive into the shopping
center, we're going to add
to the congestion on that
road by having three
drives in a relatively
short area.”

Rail safety panel

invites disasters

The Railroad Safety Inspection
Section of the Department of State
Highways and Transportation has
once again failed to carry out its
responsibilities to the citizens of
the state by taking strict enforce-
ment actions. ‘

It’s a matter which should be of
utmost concern to all residents,
particularly those in Novi and Wix-
om which suffered train
derailments over the past 20
months.

Fortunately, no major
disasters have occurred in this
area, But the potential is there and
the Railroad Safety Inspection Sec-
tion appears to be inviting an inci-
dent of major proportions by fail-
ing to take a hardline approach in
enforcement.

Railroad inspectors from the
state were dispatched to Novi in
1977 after the city suffered three
separate incidents of train
derailments. Formal orders were
issued to the Chesapeake and Ohio
Railway Company to make im-
provements to the crossings on
Novi Road and Ten Mile as a result
of those inspections.

The orders to repair the cross-
ings in 1978 apparently were
disregarded by the rail carrier
because the repairs still have not
been completed. C & O officials
have requested an extension of the
time period in which the repairs
must be completed.

That request has been opposed
by Novi officials. '

_ Unfortunately, the story does
not end at this point. Novi City
Manager Edward Kriewall filed a

.- complaint with state rail officials
- regarding the condition of the
crossings on Twelve Mile, Ten
‘Mile, Nine Mile, and Novi Road
‘during 1978,

C. E. Magoon of the Railroad
‘Safety Inspection Section inspected
the crossings in December with
representatives of the city, the
Oakland County Road Commission,

_and the C & O Railway Company.

His report noted deficiencies in
each of the crossings and recom-
mended that repairs be made.
William Teszlewicz, acting
manager of the rail inspection sec-
tion, concurred with the opinion,
stating that ‘‘the volume of
vehicular and railroad traffic fully
warrants the major renewal of the
crossing materials for each of
these crossings early in 1979.”

What is particularly disappoin-
ting was the enforcement action
taken by Teszlewicz on the matter.
Instead of issuing formal orders to
require completion of the work, he
asked for an ‘‘assurance of
cooperation” from the rail carrier
which “will permit us to avoid is-
suance of additional formal
orders....”

We do not know how critical the
deficiencies which have been noted
are. The inspection report cites
such deficiencies as worn timbers,

protruding bolt heads, and super-

elevation of the east rail on Nine
Mile crossing.

We are uncertain as to whether
these recorded deficiencies would
be sufficient to cause another
derailment.

But the severity of the recom-
mended repairs misses the point.

The rail carrier apparently has
disregarded the formal orders
from the state to repair the Ten
Mile and Novi Road crossings in
1978 because the work has not been
doonone.

We would suggest that it is
naive — at best — for the state to
request an ‘‘assurance of coopera-
tion ... to avoid issuance of addi-
tional formal orders’’ for the cross-
ings when previously issued formal
orders were not carried out.

Until such time as the Railroad
Safety Inspection Section of the
Department of State Highways and
Transportation takes a tough
stance and demands compliance
with its orders, the threat of a ma-
jor rail disaster will continue to ex-
istin the state.

However, another resident question-
ed the completion of the athletic facility
saying the programs would be the first
to be cut if the district had financial
problems and the facility could stand
unused In such situations.

Frederick Knauer, attorney for the
school district, pointed out that when
the ‘original decision was made to re-
quest bonding for two elementary
schools there was a belief that integra-
tion in other school districts would
cause a great influx of people into Novi
since it was outside of the area heing

litigated to force cross-district busing.
The influx never occurred,

“I probably shouldn’t get involved in
an issue on which the board Is so
severely divided, but I antecede
everyone on this board and this point
has never heen brought up in all the

ject,” Knauer said. N

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is the third and
last article on how to caiculate your
home’s heat loss. .

- It won’t be long now. A little bit more
measuring, a little more calcuiating
and you can find out how much heat
your home is losing, and how large a
percentage of your heat bill you can
save by weatherizing your home,

- First you need to determine the heat

loss from the one area of your house not
covered in previous articles — your
floors. As with walls, windows and cell-
ings, floors lose heat via a process
known as “‘conduction.”

“In just the same way as heat will
escape from a pan of boiling water into
the cooler atmosphere, heat will pass
out of a heated building into the cold
outdoors. Insulating those surfaces
through which heat can pass slows
down this process and saves you
money.

sidelights, says the nearly 84 year old
Dr. Johnson. Upon Aldrich's death,
records indicate his wife at 64 mar-
ried a Novi man 39 years her junior.

To satisfy the heirs of the Aldrich
estate, the home and grounds were sold
on the steps of the Pontiac Courthouse
to Charles Melroy in 1878, later deeded
to Rasmus Christensen. Since 1883 the
home has remained in the hands of that
family. Dr. Johnson married Ruth
Christensen in 1921,

Dr, Johnson is visibly proud of his
home saying despite its size he find it
comfortable. “‘And you know,” he grin-

ned, “this place hasn't shifted one inch -

Puppy brings joy
to Wixom’s Thea

The ad reads, “Absolutely free loving

home toa small fuzzy puppy that needs
t ”

The ad, run during the early weeks of
December, was not uncommon but the
reason behind the search by-Sharon
Krautheim of Wixom for a little puppy
in this particular case was.

A freak accident with a coffee pot
that left her three-year-old daughter
with second degree burns over more
than 25 percent of her body precipitated
the search,

During her hospitalization following
the accident, little Thea Krautheim was
promised a puppy for Christmas.
“Never did I believe it would be so hard
to find a pup,” said Mrs. Krautheim of
her nearly month-long search for a dog.
“But I told Thea Santa would get her
that pup for Christmas.”

Of the accident Mrs. Krautheim said
a round piece from the glass container
of a drip coffee brewer blew out spew-
ing nearly eight cups of extremely hot

.. coffee on the little girl. Most severely
. burned was Thea’s left hand and arm

with less intensive burns on her lower
chest and thighs.

Credited with possibly saving her life
and preventing the burns from develop-
ing into third degree burns was Thea’s
dad, Bob, Doctors at Henry Ford
Hospital said his quick action kept the
child from going into shock and the
burns from developing into anything
worse,

Immediately after the accident,
Krautheim ripped the steaming hot
clothing from his daughter’s body and
immersed her in a cold shower, Within
minutes he had her wrapped in a clean
sheet and had her on the way to the
medical facility in West Bloom(field.

‘‘He learned it all when he was on the
flight deck in the Navy,” said Mrs.
Krautheim thankfully, “He's been
through all the first ald training and
everything, If it hadn't been for that,
things could have been much worse for
Thea.”

Once at the hospital, Thea was dous-

‘ed with sterile fluids and later

transported to the large Ford facility
downtown. There she spent several
days in intensive care followed by a
stint in protective isolation.

“She looked so small. The doctors
had to operate on her foot to insert the
intravenous tube because her veins are
so small. And the blister on her hand
was so huge you couldn’t even see her
fingernails,’”’ reported her mother.

The doctors told the Krautheim'’s that
Thea would be hospitalized for at least
three weeks. But the small healthy
body recuperated from its injuries and
began to heal much faster than ex-
pected. And she passed the critical

stage without infection or entering"

shock.

Thea was home recuperating ten
days after the accident, with the
Krautheim’s continuing their search
for the promised animal, Involved in 4-
H work specializing in goats, the family
was most interested in finding a Border
Collie but any fuzzy dog would do, they
commented, if it could tolerate being
dressed in clothes and suffer through
substantial tusslings from three active
children.

Thea’s brother, eight-year-old Von
and five-year-old sister Gege were
quite concerned over the accident, but
were unaware that it would bring a wig-
gly pup to all of them at Christmas.

“It was almost frustrating,” said
Mrs. Krautheim of her search, ‘‘but one
phone call or trip to see a pup led to
another. Eventually we found exactly
what we were looking for.”

Affectionate, gentle “Lovey” joined
the family on Christmas Day and is the
source of constant attention from Thea.

And, says Mrs. Krautheim, Thea’s
healing process seems to be progress-
ing well. She may suffer some lasting
scars on her thighs, but they won’t be
nearly as bad as was first expected,

“The other areas are discolored but
they should disappear with time, We
are all very lucky,” she added, smiling
with relief,
