After 60 years of great food,
service and memories, 2015
marks a momentous anniversa-
ry at Diamond Jim Brady’ in
Novi.

“It is an honor to carry on
the restaurant’ fine tradition
and take Diamond Jim Brady’
Bistro Bar into its 60th year. It
is such a rarity to approach six
decades in the restaurant in-
dustry,” said Mary Brady, own-
er and certified executive
chef.

“Qur guests and devoted
staff have certainly made it
possible,” she added.

She said her father-in-law,
restaurateur and original own-
er Jim Brady, was ahead of his
time and a visionary. He
opened his first bistro Dec. 31,
1954. Now described as “Pro-
gressively American. Casually
contemporary,” Diamond Jim
Brady’s has become a metro
Detroit favorite.

Over the years, Brady
worked at making the restau-
rant successful. The original
Diamond Jim Brady’s was on
Seven Mile Road in Detroit.
Since then, the restaurant
changed locations from Detroit
to Southfield, at the Prudential

Town Center. In 1991, it moved
to the Novi Town Center, suc-
ceeding for 19 years.

“He saw a lot of potential in
Novi, so he brought the restau-
rant here to stay,” Mary Brady
said.

In 2010, the bistro was tem-
porarily closed to make way
for a Super Walmart, but it
soon opened back up in its
current location. One upgrade
is the added heated outdoor
room that has eliminated long-
er waits.

But nothing has changed
over the years as far as great
food and service. The consis-
tent quality is continuing to be
led by Brady, along with part-
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ner and Executive Chef Sharon
Juergens, who met her at
Schoolcraft College’s culinary
arts program.

They have kept the old fa-
vorites like the original 60-
year-old Jim Brady’s Chili
recipe while introducing new
cuisine that has quickly be-
come in demand, such as the
Beef on Week sandwich, Scot-
tish Salmon, as well as the new
Crispy Flat Breads that include
prosciutto, goat cheese, fig jam
and arugula, to name a few.

Both agree that having one
of them present and working
at the restaurant at all times

Governor
appoints Law
52-1 District
Court judge

Months after then 52-1 Dis-
trict Court Judge Dennis Powers
resigned from his position on
the bench, a permanent replace-
ment has been named.

Gov. Rick Snyder announced
last week he appointed former
state Rep. David
Law to fill the
vacancy. Michael
Batchik had been
filling the position
on an interim
basis.

Law served
two terms in the
state House from
2005-08, repre-
senting the Commerce and West
Bloomfield area. The Repub-
lican currently is a trustee on
the Commerce Township board.

“Law brings a wide breadth
of knowledge to the court,” Sny-
der stated in a release. “l am
confident he will do great work
as a district judge and serve the
i)eople of Oakland County fair-
y.”

After two.terms as a legisla-
tor, Law made an unsuccessful
run for Oakland County prose-
cutor, losing to Democrat Jessi-
ca Cooper.

As a state representative.
Law has sponsored 18 laws, in-
cluding the local Jessica’ Law
that requires mandatory sen-
tences and tracks child sexual
predators; one that eliminates
the statute of limitations on
conspiracy to commit murder
cases; and the Airport Security
Bill to increase penalties for
contempt of court.

Law was arrested in 2005
while driving home from the
baseball All-Star Game in De-
troit. He later pleaded no con-
test to drunken driving.

Law has been with the at-
torney general’s office since
2009, where he worked as an
assistant attorneY general. He
served in the children and youth
division representing the De-
partment of Human Services.
He earned a bachelor’s degree
from the University of Notre
Dame and a degree from the
Detroit College of Law.

The 52-1 District Court is
located in Novi and handles
misdemeanor crimes in south-
west Oakland County.

The judgeship is an elected
position and the term is set to
expire in November 2016. Rob
Bondy and Travis Reeds are the
other two judges at the local
district court.

Leading with opti-
mism and well-placed
humor, Novi Mayor Bob
Gatt delivered his fourth
State of the City presen-
tation Feb. 12in a speech
that one cant deny is
based in the reality that
the Novi is in a “strong”
place.

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Walled Lake student named Top Youth Volunteer in Michigan

Caleb White, a Clifford
Smart Middle School seventh-
grade student, was recently
named one of Michigan’s top
youth volunteers of 2015 by
the Prudential Spirit of Com-
munity Awards, a nationwide
program honoring young peo-
ple for outstanding acts of
volunteerism.

As a state honoree, White

During the
trip, 10 students will be named
America’s top youth volun-
teers of 2015.

“Caleb is one of the most
caring individuals, young or
old that | have ever met,” said
Brian Kaplan, Clifford Smart
Middle School ﬁrincipal. “In
the year and a half we have
known him at Smart, he is all
about helping others, all of the

time. It is incredible to hear
him speak about his ideas. The
sky is the limit for this young
man.”

White hands out boxes of
food, toiletries and warm gar-
ments to the homeless on the
streets of Detroit each year

during the Christmas season
and last August threw a back-
to-school party that provided
800 children in need with
backpacks stuffed with new
school supplies.

White’s desire to help oth-
ers originated at the age of 6,
when he was driving to the
circus with his family when he
saw a homeless man sleeping
on the side of the road and
wondered why he wasn't
sleeping in a house. When
White learned the man didn't
have a home, he wanted to do
something to help, so he decid-
ed to put together holiday
boxes and distribute them to
homeless people. During the
2014 holiday season, White
passed out 150 boxes and 100
winter coats.

Last summer, White heard
from a pastor who had to can-
cel an annual back-to-school

arty for kids in need due to
ack of funds.

“I certainly did want to
help,” White said.

He knew he needed to get a

lot of support for this project,
so he sent an email to Dan
Gilbert, chairman and founder
of Rock Ventures and Quicken
Loans Inc. Much to White’s
su(rfrlse_, Gilbert responded
and copied the CEOs of his
family of companies, asking
them to help as well.

White was called in for a
meeting where CEOs, direc-
tors and executives from all
over Detroit came to discuss
his project.

More than 100 volunteers
showed up Aug. 23 to treat 800
children in need to a fun-filled
day. Local barbers cut hair, a
nail salon gave girls man-
icures and there was plenty of
food and lots of games to play.

Most importantly, White
made sure that every child
left with the supplies needed
to start the school year.

“l am a boy with lots of new
friends,” he said, “who feels
thankful for the opportunity to
bring a smile to people’s
faces.”

Walled Lake Middle School Football Boosters set fundraising goal

The WLCSD’ Middle School
Football Boosters are ona
mission to raise $24,000 by
May 1to save the middle
school football program for the
2015 school year. The four
Walled Lake middle schools
are Clifford H. Smart, James
R. Geisler, Sarah Banks and
Walnut Creek. The boosters
from all four schools are col-
laborating to raise the funds
necessary to continue the pro-
gram.

As aresult of budget reduc-
tions last year, the middle
school football program was
eliminated at the end of the
2013-14 school year. As a result
of determined and dedicated
parents’ fundraising efforts,
the seventh- and eighth-grade
football athletes at the dis-
trict’s four middle schools
enjoyed a 2014 football season
that was fully funded by par-
ent and community donations.

“We will do everything we
can to raise this money to save
the middle school football
program,” boosters President
Maurice Wiggins said. “We
know funds are tight, but we
also know how important it is
for our children to learn the
fundamentals before they get
to high school and what they
learn in middle school about
safety, sportsmanship and
team work is invaluable.”

Wiggins said that there are
several community football
teams in the Walled Lake
Schools’ boundaries; however,
many families cannot afford
the financial and/or time com-
mitments of those programs.
The middle school program
allows for students to stay
after school for practice and
families pay a one-time “pay to
participate” fee to cover any
sport within that calendar
year.

The boosters scrambled this
past fall to raise the funds
throughout the football season
with man?/ parents donating
additional money to make sure
the coaches were paid. Funds
must be raised again this year
to pay for coaching staff, uni-
forms and transportation. For
the 2015 season, the district
has asked that the funds be
raised by May 1for annual
budgetary purposes, as well as
KLAA scheduling, football
helmet reconditioning and
other time sensitive prep-
arations.

“Football, like all of the
athletic offerings at the middle
school, is an integral part of
the education process,” athlet-
ic director Brian Swinehart
said. “We hope that all of us
can work together to provide
our students that chance to
learn valuable life lessons
through the experience of

being a member of a football
team.”

Although not all students
have signed up for the 2015-16
fall football program yet,
rough estimates show that 80
students per school or 320
students total could be impact-
ed by the loss of this program,
according to Swinehart. That
number also includes the fall
cheerleading programs at each
school.

The boosters are hosting
several events to raise money
before the May 1deadline,
including:

“It’s a tight timetable, but
we hope we can appeal to the
entire district to support our
efforts,” Wiggins said.

Volunteers take on task of

There’s a good reason
Joe Kosek still carries
the certificate he re-
ceived when he complet-
ed advanced glider pilot
training in November
1943 - on the back is his
pilot’s license to fly a
single-engine plane and
helicopter.

But at age 90, it’s not
likely hell climb into the
cockpit of a glider any-
time soon, especially the
TG-3 he’s helping tore-
store at the Yankee Air
Museum.

“l was 18 years old and
a glider pilot in the Pacif-
ic,” the Westland resi-
dent said. “I had 230
hours of training before |
went overseas.”

Kosek saw action in
places like Burma and
New Guinea and was in
the Philippines waiting
for the invasion of Japan
when the war ended.
Along the way, he was
awarded three Bronze
Stars.

But war stories are
taking a backseat to re-
storing the two-seater
TG-3, which was used to
train glider pilots like
Kosek. The goal is to
have the %Ii er restored
to its World War 11 specs
in time for the 2017 open-
ing of the National Mu-
seum of Aviation and
Technology at Historic
Willow Run.

“We want to put it
back to its original condi-
tion and paint it as it
looked in World War 11 -
silver with a blue star on
the fuselage,” said Tony
Pequeno, who works in
artifacts and restoration
management at the air
museum. “It’s a very,
very big project. It sat on
atrailer in a warehouse
in St. Ignace for more
than 20 years. Theres a
lot of damage to the
wings.”

Paul Fullerton, man-
ager of the Mackinac
County Airport in St.
Ignace, donated the vin-
tage 1943 Schweiser TG-3
gllde_r. MSA Delivery

ervice brought it by
tractor trailer to the
museum last September.
It had been flown, but
had spent more than 20
years stored on the trail-
er ina warehouse in St.
Ignace.

“The original trans-
portation frame for the
glider isnt ideal for stor-
age,” said Chris Al-
dridge, who is handling
the archival drawings for
the plane. “There’s been
decay over the years and
we have a structural
failure of the wing. It
wasnt stored well and
that’s taken a toll on the
plane.”

The glider is made of
spruce, mahogany, pine
and balsa wood and cov-
ered with linen. Kosek
and fellow volunteers
Chris Curran of Allen

Park, Ralph Koehler of
Livonia and Gene Blan-
chard of West Bloomfield
are working on it three
days a week - Monday,
Tuesday and Thursday.

They have the clot
covering, spoiler and
aileron removed from
the topside of one wing.

It will need new struts
that are spaced about a
foot apart along the 27-
foot long wing, a new
spoiler and a new Dacron
Bolyester skin that will

e hand sewn on and then
shrunk by heating it to
225 degrees.

Pequeno estimates it
will take six months to do
and it could take even
longer for the other wing,
which “is in worse
shape.” That’s why volun-
teers are being sought to
work on the plane.

The museum is look-
ing for volunteers that
are skilled in carpentry
work, plus RC modelers
who do such work on a
smaller scale. Bob Cata-
lano, who works with
Pequeno in collections,

had new volunteers in
last Wednesday. They
took the second wingi]
apart and have caught up
with Kosek’s team, he
said.

Many of the volun-
teers are World War Il
veterans. Many helped
build the museum’s
World War | French
SPAD biplane using the
original blueprints, but
this restoration is an
even bigger project and
considering their ages -
Blanchard said he’s the
baby at age 88 - “We’re
going to need backup on
this project,” Blanchard
said. )

Curran is the “young-
ster” of the volunteer
group. He’s been a mu-
seum member for 20
years and operates out of
the machine shop, weld-
ing and fabricating parts.
He’s been working on
scraping paint off the
metal parts on the wing’
main spar, getting them
ready to be taken off and
sandblasted.

“l worked on the

that was used to transport it.

SPAD and the SPAD
pedal car. | did the fab-
ricating and painting,” he
said. “This is what | love
to do. Airplanes and his-
tory are my greatest
loves in life. What better
way to put the two to-
gether than to come here
and help?”

The goal is to do both
wings at the same time.
Koehler sees Kosek as
being a mentor for the
new recruits. He “has the
most knowledge about
the plane.”

“We have no idea how
long this is going to
take,” he added. “We
need young people who
are responsible and will-
ing to work.”

Documenting the
work

Charlie Henley of
Westland has been as-
signed to document the
restoration. He already
has snapped more than
100 photographs since
work began in late De-
cember. He also main-
tains a log book of what’s
being done.

“After my wife died, |
needed to find something
to do,” he said. “I’'m hav-
ing a ball out here. | was
assigned to take photos
for the collections de-
partment a year ago.”

When the men are
finished with the glider,
it will be flyable like the
SPAD, but 1t will never
feel the wind over its
wings. It will be in the
air, however, suspended
from the ceiling of the
new air museum that is
being built in a portion of
the former Willow Run
bomber plant.

“Our current volun-
teers have really stepped
up to the plate and have

Be smart: Get the

Borrowing money can
help you manage your
way out of a tight spot,
but doing so without
knowing all the facts can
make your finances even
tighter in the long run.

“When faced with a
financial emergency,
most people dont think
through how borrowing
money might affect them
down the line,” said Susie
Irvine, president and
CEO, American Financial
Services Association
Education Foundation.
“With so many options
available, it’s relatively
easy to get a loan, but the
impact on your credit
and what it actually costs
you over time can vary a
great deal.”

Two common forms of
small-dollar borrowing
are traditional install-
ment loans and payday
loans. Understanding
how each loan works can
help you make the right
decision for your finan-
cial situation.

Traditional install-
ment loans are used for
various purposes, such as
meeting family emergen-
cies, purchasing home
furnishings or consoli-
dating other debts. These
loans are generally short-
term. Most traditional
installment loans range
from $500 to $3,500, with
the borrower paying
equal installments at
regular intervals over a
determined number of
weeks, months or years.
Atypical monthly pay-
ment is around $125. With
regular, manageable
payments of principal
and interest, the borrow-
er has a clear road map
out of debt.

Payday loans are re-
paid in a single balloon

ayment at the end of the
oan period. This pay-
ment is usually due Iin
less than 30 days, most
commonly 14 days. Pay-
day lenders do not assess
ability to repay, relying
instead on a postdated
check or on similar ac-
cess to a borrower’s bank
account as their assur-
ance that the loan will be
repaid.

The survey reported
that one out of three
motorists ages 19-24
reported driving dan-
gerously drowsy the
prior 30 days.

Furthermore, many
drivers underestimate
the problem of driving
while extremely tired
and they overestimate
their ability to deal with
it, according to the AAA
Foundation for Traffic
Safety. It added that we
know that people cant
reliably predict when
they are going to fall
asleep, and a very fa-
ti%ued driver may fall
asleep for several sec-
onds without even rea-

lizing it.
Quick fix

Interestingly, in Chi-

Issues with Valencia
South sub

At the Novi Planning
Commission’ Feb. 11
meeting, Pinnacle
Homes, a Novi home
construction company,
presented a development
plan for the southeast
corner of 10 Mile and
Beck roads. It would
change the zoning there
from R-1 to R-3 for those
lots in the project which
border the Andover Point
and Echo Valley sub-
divisions.

While some letters
were read by the com-
mission in support of the
project, most of those
were from people who
were selling their land at
huge profits to enable the
development. On the
other hand, there were
dozens of letters from
residents of the nearby
subdivisions which op-
posed the zoning change
for numerous reasons.
Many residents spoke to
the commission express-
ing their opposition.

While the developer
has cited the Valencia
North subdivision as an
example of the quality
work the comﬁany does,
he failed to acknowledge
that the lots in Valencia
North, which are next to
the Greenwood Oaks
subdivision, are 160 feet
in depth, whereas the
average depth of the lots
in proposed Valencia
South bordering Echo
Valley is 142.6 feet, with

some as short as 134 feet.
Even with the offer by
the developer to provide
50-foot rear setbacks on
those lots, the giant new
homes would be unrea-
sonably close to the near-
by residences, creating a
“pig foot” effect. This
raises a a huge question
about fairness to long
established residents of
the city.

Residents are asking
that the project be rede-
signed with a conserva-
tion easement or dedicat-
ed woodland area estab-
lished between the exist-
ing subdivisions and the
new development. This
would soften the transi-
tion between our estab-
lished homes and the new
development. It would
also make those new
development lots more
attractive to new buyers.

Let’ hope the city of
Novi doesn't have to en-
dure another arduous
zoning change fight as
another developer at-
tempts to impose in-
tensified zoning right
next to large lot sub-
divisions. Let’s hope that
the Novi Planning Com-
mission in postponing
action will be willing to
meet with nearby resi-
dents and the builder/
developer to discuss
alternative plans. If they
do, a potential new plan
could be achieved which
would benefit everyone.
Then the planning com-
missioners will be carry-
ing out their true func-
tion as representatives of
all the people with regard
to property development.

Lawyers: Have real estate
documents reviewed right from
start, avold headaches

Having a lawyer review
your paperwork when buying
a home Is smart.

“That’ the key is having a
lawyer review everything
before you sign a purchase
agreement,” said Steve Bern-
stein, a lawyer with more than
40 years of practice based in
Farmington Hills. “I don*t
think most people realize
that.”

Keego Harbor resident
Bernstein gets calls from
people who've already signed
a purchase agreemernt and
have experienced difficulties.
“That’s the point when | can
give them the most help,” he
said of clients before they
sign the purchase agreement.

The purchase agreement is
a binding contract, Bernstein
explained, and particularly
crucial for a large transaction
like buying a home. He noted
those buying a business for
comparable money would
likely hire a lavyyer.

It’s prudent to ask a lawyer
about his or her credentials
and experience, he said, and if
they handle real estate trans-
actions. “I never mind that
question, as a matter of fact |
welcome it,” he said. “It’s
really just like going to the
doctor. You dont want a foot
doctor working on your
heart.”

Bernstein worked part time
for a title company while still
in law school. He noted prob-
lems that can arise if no law-
yer has reviewed the pur-
chase agreement, such as with
the condition of the house,
title issues or others.

“We could have saved the
time and expense of clearing

these things up” earlier, Bern-
stein said. “Youre spending a
very significant amount of
money.”

Livonia-based attorney Sue
Carlson, in practice 35 years,
agreed that having an attor-
ney review real estate trans-
actions is wise.

“It’s a major contract
you’re entering,” said Canton
resident Carlson. “There are
ramifications for saying ‘I'm
backing out of this deal.™

She noted real estate
agents often fill out forms; an

attorney can provide for con-
tingencies, which Carlson said
are especially key for buyers
and in some cases sellers.
“There are all kinds of
possibilities,” she said. “It
should be reviewed.” An at-
torney can draft an addendum
as needed “and be aware of
any problems that will come
up before the closing.”
Carlson often attends clos-
ings to represent her client.
“Every time | go to the clos-
ing, there’ at least one new
form,” she said. She too wel-

comes general questions from
Brospectlve clients on her
ackground.

“Every case is different,”
said Carlson of real estate
purchases. “It’s a lot of mon-

She said with homes selling
more rapidly now an attorney
can help with negotiating. She
finds cold feet at the closing
the big problem. “That’s when
ev%rything hits the fan,” she
said.

On Sunday,
during the telecast
of the 87th Annual
Academy Awards
on ABC, Cadillac
will be introducing
new advertising
that will undergird
the most important
marketing campaign
in the brand’srecent
history.

Under the theme
“Dare Greatly,” the ads may well comprise
an immense moment for the struggling
brand, one that equals in importance the
stage for Chrysler when the brand launched
its “Born Of Fire” TV ad during the Super
Bowl in 2011 —and almost in that two-
minute commercial turned around the
brand’sfortunes.

Cadillac has revealed more aspects its
brand “resurrection” in the lead-up to its
Oscars debut. The theme borrows from one
of the most famous speeches by Theodore
Roosevelt, commonly known as “The Man
in the Arena,” which he delivered in 1910 at
the Sorbonne in Paris.

Cadillac already launched a social-media
effort under #DareGreatly, including a
video on YouTube that featured most of
the passage by President Roosevelt. A
female voiceover delivered the passage while
unretouched street scenes from New York
City played on the screen, featuring none of
Cadillac’s products.

And Cadillac disclosed it has been
behind billboards in a handful of major US
cities that have been using excerpts from
the speech to challenge viewers to think
of themselves as principled, indefatigable,
impassioned contrarians —because that is

what Cadillac is going to do as a
brand. Initially, the outdoor signs
only displayed the quote without
an author or “owner”; beginning
February 15, the bottom of the
signs read, “#DareGreatly ...
Cadillac.”

“It is not the critic who
counts,” the billboards read,
lifting judiciously from the
entire passage by Roosevelt.
“Credit belongs to the man who
is actually in the arena ... who
errs ... because there is no effort
without error and shortcoming
... who at best knows ... of
triumph of high achievement...
or fails while daring greatly.”

Cadillac CMO Uwe
Ellinghaus is seeking to revitalize
the identity of the brand by
cloaking it in a particularly
American kind of determination,
accomplishment and style. His
conviction has been that, while
Cadillac is making its best
products ever, sales have been
falling short lately in the US
because the brand has lapsed
into an indistinct identity that
hasn't inspired premium-car
buyers to come its way instead of
going with “safe” choices like the
German brands.

“We want to resurrect the
Cadillac brand and bring it
back to greatness,” he told me.
“There is a great product-driven
change as well, as the brand is
embarking on a newjourney and
investing billions of dollars in
new products, including the CT6
[top-end sedan] that we’ll reveal

at the New York International
Auto Show.

“But the Cadillac brand
needed to change. We’ve lost
some of our old customers and
we’re not conguesting enough
new customers —because we
lack relevance. We need to have
a new point of view to show why
we're relevant and to get across
how much Cadillac has changed.
You can'tjust put product —even
great product, which we have
—in front of people. If the brand
isn’t relevant, people don't care.”

Ellinghaus has made a big
deal about resurrecting the
Cadillac brand in a form that
differentiates it from “the
Germans.”

“We can allow more passion
than the Germans allow,
because passion is infectious,” he
explained. “The German brands
are ordered and disciplined. They
are about technology; we aim
for ingenuity. But is this credible
for Cadillac? Yes —passion isin
our blood, in our body, in our
birthplace. After all, a 61-year-
old founded the brand. And
in the Fifties, Cadillac design
showed a forward-looking spirit,
like the cars wanted to get to the
moon!

“But we won't “outdo” luxury;
we won't use “attention to detail”
and other craftsmanship cliches.
“Luxury” is associated with
European brands more than
with American brands; we’re
not LVMH or Bentley. Luxury

consumption has become so
much more intrinsic over the
last 20 years. It is about stylistic
individuality, not status. And
now so many more people have
access to luxury goods, with low
interest rates [making financing
of big-ticket purchases more
available].

Importantly, he said, “We
already have gotten a very strong
endorsement of the campaign:
from the U.S. Cadillac dealer
council. They have seen the
campaign elements already and

they are strongly behind what
we are doing. And it is they who
experience daily what lacking
relevance has meant for the
Cadillac brand. They have been
ready to embrace this change.”

In fact, acknowledging that
Cadillac recently has had to
trim some sedan prices because
it got resistance from dealers
and consumers, Ellinghaus
said, “This campaign will help
people acknowledge that the
cars deserve the reputations and
pricing that they have.”
